City and towin au-
thorities are liimiting the use of water, while farmers, in
mnany places, tire obliged to drive their stock for miles over
diusty roads to creeks tiat have so far withstood tle
siege. One result of this is a reduced snpply of nilk, whicli
at once effects the output of butter and chcese, a most
serious drawback to the industrious farner at a time whtein
tiese products tire selling at an encouraging price. A
W'ooclstock, letter says: Brant, South Oxford, and Norfolk
coutieitis aiYord evidence at every stop that the preseit
drouglit, accentuated by tlie extreme heat, hias reaclied the
condition of a calaintity. Watercourses are drying up,
trees are dying, the pastures arc ilike the highway ti
roots and corn at-re lifeless. li oie case a farner is actual-
]y selliiig water front a spring-fed pond to his ieighbors.
Tie soi] is so dry that wieat cannot germineate unless rain
coies soon. A long and heavy rainî is inow inost earnest-
ly deired, or uitold loss mist result.

-The inliibitants of Porto Rlico, one of the new posses-
sions of the United States, hiave been encocntering didiictl-
ties soiewiat after the manner of the main. wio hurriedly
traded horses. Coffee raising lias been one of the princi-
pal industries of Porto -.Ricn, with Spainu as the principal
hniyer, buit siice the wair the conîquerei cotintry placed a
IigI tarig whiuieih prnetionily slhttis the Porto Riaens ont.
Tiis has left ithem w'inthout ta iairket, tlhriowing thjousands
out of etnpioyet. Aided to thiis destitution. aie te
grat losses by the recent storis, whici places the inhabi-
tants in an unenviable position. United States Goverineit
officials re now about te introduce Porto Rican coffee and
fitil, if possible, a inarket for it witiiin ier borders. Onîe
hlindrei saceks have been oiclered sent to the U.S. to be of-
fered in saitmple form, mid no doubt tis bean will speedily
find liberal buyers as the cotee is said to possess a very
ceoice aroma.

-Shipping business on gre-at lakes has been enormois
this year. Canadiani vessel owners lave beet doing very
well. The "Railway nnd Siipping Worldi" says: No one
will begi-iige them this, as Lte business has beei to a
large extent unprofitable for a number of years. Sailors
ani al classes of eiployees are also benîefited by the in-
crensed business, as wages have been adivancei 10 to 15 per
cent. The icnryiîng of Caiadian litmber to U.S. ports is ai
tiew sotirce of revenue titis ycar, due to lie ntew regulations
of tlie Olario Goveriimieit re-garding Iog ecports. Hith-
erio the logs haive lun i fledi te U.S. perts and sawin there.

DRY GOODS NOTES.

In cotton dress fabries for next spring mercerized eiects
tre prominent in both printed and woven-patterned goods.

-Cables from Calcutta report sellers of burlaps practi-
eally retired from the market for the time being, owing to
scarcity of supplies.

-Ii men's wear fabrics, worsteds, both plain and fancy,
hold preference over woolleus; while in dress goods these
conditions are reversed. In the latter roughi hairy effects
are most in favour, and wool lends itself more readily to
the produiction of these than do wor-steds.

-The rumnor, currenf for some days past, that another
wholesale dry goods bouse is about to be absorbed, is still
lacing confirmation. To those acquainted with the sys-
tei latterly pursued by wholesaile men, and with the evo-
ition in trade generally since the sturdy old fonnder of
lie business recommended himself to the trade by his

steadfast adherence to certain principles, this change is no
more surprising than that of other houses during the last
year or two in Ontarlo and Quebec.

-Late advices from Bradford, Eng., give strong indica-
tions of a firm and rising wool market. Low classes of
eross-breds are now being sought, and are likely to ad-
vance, while fine cross-breds and merinos hold the full
strength acquired at the last sales. English wools are now
feeling the improvement more apprecinbly, an improved
tone being noticed in regard to most sorts. Mjohair is in
but slight demand yet, but holders of Cape sorts inaintain
an indifferent attitude. The clip from Turcey is arriving
frcely. ln the yarn trade a confident tone is being shown.
Foreign merchants' custoiners require to do a certain
ainount of trading, and in this the fuil prices mnust be paid.

Canada is regarded
to have put herself forward as the champion banker of
the world, hense the least slip in ber record is made the
inost of by critics who have becn watching her carcer
with rathier jealous cycs. Now, it is truc enough there
have been eulogies passed on cthe banking system of Caa-
ada that were nîot as cautiously expressed, in view of con-
tingencies, and experiences m i the old land, as wider
knowledge would have dictated. At the saine timo those
eulogies have boon imisinterpreted, as well as iisrepre-
sented. No Canadian has ever dceclared that each 0ilt
of the banks in this country was or is an exhibit in its
organization and management of the Canadian banking
system. Nor has it ever beau said by any Canadial
writer that this country's system of bankiiig obviated all
the risks incident to all h.uman enterprises, such as (e-
fective nmanagement, frauds, or trade vicissitudes. Whten
lhen some of our neiglibours made sport out of tlie Col-
lapse of a Canadian banlk in nockery of whlat- iley
alleged had been our boasts, we night have replied t')
enr crities: "Your remarks are singularly irrelevait, as
you ai'e denying what no Canalian ever alTlrmed, al
nfimrming thiat for which tlere is no Canadian authori.

twentyl years the iBank Ville Marie has been regarded as
lhe worst possible specimen of a Canadian banlk. Its

paid-iup e:rpital w'as only one-twelfth of the average paid-
up c:pihais of the banks doing business iii the saine city,
aind only one-twentieth the average of the seven leading
ones. In this Province and in Ontario there are 24

hianks, wliose average paid-up capital is, $2,230,000,
wiile [lie paid-up capital of the Ville Marie was only
about one-tenth of that anount. These 24 banks have
na aeragi reserve fund of $1.000.000. while the Ville
Marie liat lot a dollar of reserve fund. Taking 'the
wlole of the banks of Canada, their average paid-up
capital is $1,670,000, and their average reserve fid is
I$00,000. The Ville Marie hald only one eighth of the
averag amunt of the paid-up capital of all the other
banks of Caiada. The gross note.issues of the Canadian
baniks iii ynne last was $39,097,708, of which the Ville
Mari&es share 'as $261,870, or only two-thirds of one per

pcr centi. The total loans, or discounts, o1 the 38 banks
of Canada iii June was $250,974,389, those of the Ville
Marie were $1,372,485, whieh is half of one per cent.
of tlie total, or only one quarter of the average of the
oticr 37 banks. Yet so insignificant an institution,
whiie only lived by the eonsideration of its neiglibouvs,
las been represented in some Ainerican papers as a typi-
cal Canadia: Bank!

The Ville Marie, in spite of its small capital, miglt
have doue a safe and profitable business had its manage-
men0lît been kept strictly within the lines of the Canadian
banking system. But this was not donc, and, et this

miemîienît, ifs chief.officers are in custody on a charge pre-
ferred by tle Governmnent Of Canada that they iade

failse returns, as they liad issued more notes than the law
allowed, and concealed this illegality, by false statements.
Instead, tien, of the Ville Marie failure being a proof
thlat the Canadien banking systen des not prevent a
bank from breaking, it shows that this bank failed be-
cause it did not adhere to the Canadian banîkinug systein.
lts conducetors caine to grief by deliberately breakinug
through the restraints of the bankirng laws of Canada,
so that the failure of the Ville Ma[urie bank is rather a
tribute to the wisdomn of tlie banking systeim of tiis
Dominion than an exhibit of its being defective.

WHOLESALE PAWN3KBROKING.

In our issue of 17th January, 1897, we drew attention
te a systen ii vogue OC wholesale pawnbroking. There is
nothinig irregilar in the mere.act of placing a quantlity oI
goods, hoowever, large, in pledge as seeurity for a. loan.
In one fori or other this is done every lunur of biuisinuess
days on an ieormous scale. Adviances on bills of lid-
ing, loans secuired by warelonse receipts, and etiher in-
striumîents of that Class are mnuch of the samie nature as
advances on pledged goods. There is, hîowcver, lin
abuse of this business, respecting which, as in 1897, we
warn wholesale inerchiants. It is regrettable, but true,
that periodie warnings are needed to arouse merchants
te a sense of certain dangers. The scheners are fright-
ened off their gaine for i. tiie, but they retriii to it in
confidence that warnings have been forgotten. There
has been an illustration oS this recently. A retailer
had built up a line of credit witlh bis banker by the regîl-
larity3 with which all obligations were net. Presutming
on this lie sectured an advance on paper to a umucli larger
anont tlian usual, whieh was dishonoured. The banker
was one who would stand no nonsense, demanded pay-
ment in a giveri tinie whieli was quite short. The credi-
tor being driven to bay, secured a consignmclt et goods
fromt a wholesale house in a distant city. Tlhese he im-
mediately pledged, and with the proceeds.of the advance
paid off the banker. The wliholesaler having sold tlem

.on timne will have to wait some montlis beSore lie eau de-
mand payment; neanwhile his goods are leld iii pawn to
secure a loan.made to .his debtor b a third party! If
ever a boycott declared by wholesale houses againîst a re-
tailer is justified, it would be against the perpetrator of
such a fraud as is narrated above. Men of that class
should be driven out Of Irade.

Up to 8th August the G.T.Ii. had
carried 1j,448 passengers to Muskoka. more than double

those in 1898. iimproved arrangements have been maide
at ite Urand Trunk station in this city wlich are ap-
preciated by Lte travelling public and their frienids. On
the trains of the Grand Trunk andi all througi the sur-
vice, iL is niftilest that there is constant attention being
paid to the conforts andi the nceds, and the conveniences
of tiavellers and shippers.

The British Post Oilice lias adoptetd a system of giving
compensation to any person whose registered lutter has
boen lost or stolen.' Tlie principle on wiich the systen
is based is that of insuranice. A letter containing"
ioney, or a valuable, wlici bas to b registered, is pro-
sented to Lte Post Oilice and the valuu of its contents do-
clared, ilien it is enclosed in a'linen lined envelope sup-

person to whon it lias to bu delivered., It is iipossible
to opon tlis cover without such violence as betrays tit
il lias been hiunpered with.

That is, for an extra ten cents the owner of a regis-
tered letter containiag £25, is insured against loss, and
for a larger foc against larger loss. The smnallness Of
the insurance foc is a remarkable evidence of the coli-
dece felt by the Post Olice authtorities in the inviola-
bili ty of rogistered letters, the rate being onle a cent fee
to scure compensation for a loss of 1.250 cents, and
for the largest amîounît a fec of 29 cents ensures cola-
peusation for a loss Of 60,000 cents.

Wero the Post Cllice called on to pay £120, or $600,
fur a lost letter it would take the aggregate fees paid on
2,069 letters ut Is. 2d., or 29 cents each. Il, howevcr,
the proportion of lost registered letters in Great Britain
tu the wliole mniber is no higher than iii C..nada, and we
believe iL to bc looer, the fees will bu amply suilicient to
cover all losses, expenses, &c. In Canada the proportion
of registered letters lost tu tic total nuiunber rcgistered,
is onily ne in eacli 28,000. On this basis, assumîing all
those letters had paid the lowest foc of two pence, or four
cents, the aggregate receipts would aimount to $1,120,
and the Post llice would only have to pay $25 for lthe
une lost letter. The insurauce of registered letters is
evidently a profitable branci of business for thc Post
Olice, and to those who trust valuables to registered let-
ters iL is a very great safeguard against loss.

00MMEIRC1AL LEGISLATION IN PRINCE
EDWARD ISLAND.

Tlie Legislature of Prince Edward Island in 1894 im-
posed a tax of $15 a year on conunercial travellers.
Meinbers of the Commercial Travellers' Association ex-
erted themselves to have this legislation repealed with
the result that ut the last session of the Prince Edward
Island Legislature the tax was increased to $20 a year,
and a tax of $200 a year vas imposed on conunercial
traveillers in the liquor business. By act of the year 1898
it was enacted that when a creditor not residing in Prince
Edward Island brought suit for the price of goods sold by
a commercial traveller, or on a bill or note given for suelh
goods, such creditor could not recover unless lie proved
at the trial that the commercial traveller wlho sold the
goods had paid hris tax alt the ime of sichi sale, and
Laken ouL a license. This exceptional logislation cx-
eited surprise among conîniercial mnen and represenlta-
tions wore made to the Minister of Justice with a view
to getting a disallowance of the act. The act was not
disallowed, but at the session of 1899 the Legislature
anended the act by providing that the proof imight be
that the person who sold the goods or his connercial
traveller had pald the license fee before the conilce-
ment of the action. Bona lide indorsees of bills and
notes given for such goods, and all sales inade previous
to the 14th of May, 1898, are exempted fron the opera-
tions of the act of 1898. The act requiring paymeut

]y entitled to. The shop is his; the goods are his; his
whole outlit, himself included, is a standing advertise-
ment for the goods he wfants to sell. He is there to

iake mnoney. He is a fool if lie docsn't try to imake as
munch as lie honestly can. kR he conscientiously believés
goods of his own make to be 'just as good' as any other
sold for the same purpose, why, in the naime of common
seirse, sho-uldu't ie say so? But this business of gîving
a custouner 'just; what lie calls for,' if pushed ta the logi-
cal conclusion, wvould turn every retail storekeeper iinto
a moere sort af 'niekel-in-the-slafit' macine.-" iel3wcu
tire apatliy of thiose mierchauts or thieir clerks, wîo nie-
ehauically serve a custoiner with. whiat ia askçed for, and
the f ussiness af others wlia ainôy ewstoraeî's by their
aver-zealoirs auxiety ta press goods an thueir attention,
there is a happy incan whialr comuion senlse defines. It
is, gcuerally complained of those wlio serve ini depart-
nmental stores, more espccially the feruale cherka, that
tileir nonchalant inidifferesce tu thoe walnts, ai custourers
borders on rudeuess.

A few clerks
miy demoralize a large staff by their >wnnCialanlt ian-
iers, as cvil examples are very iifectious. IL lias beei
urged tiat young peuple get so physically tired, and so
depressed by bad air tiat Lhey lose all their natural snap
and agreeabloness, and to this is owiing tLheir-indifference
to custoiers. Tlere is soiîetling in this no doubt. A
weary clerk is never a vivacious ole. The nickel-in-the-
slot iianer is quite natural tu one whose eiergy lias
beeii exliaausted by breatiniig fout air for soine hours.
Good ventilation in a store adds to tic coifort of cus-
tLomlers, anid keops the sellers fron becominig too weary
la pusi business, or to keep up a pleasanti address. But
there are retailers and salespeople, who, under any con-
ditions would.doter ralter tian attract custoin by tlieir
iiiifflerence. 'le nickel-in-the-sIot style of (loing busi-
ness is wofully out of harmisony vitli tie spirit of the
times anid tlie nees of tle day.

S U ULAR .OUTCOLE 0F BlE\EIŒ TIRUSTS.

The takiig over of brewery interesLs by trust comli-
pallies il Egland lias been goinîg an for a lengti o timle
miitl there are few private enterprises left ii Lis trade.
TIhroughiout tue old coîuntry the brewers have secired
centrol over a numuber of hotels, ins, anid boer-houses. Of
tiiese Liey are citler the owners. or the tenant is in their
luds, as his capital luis beei lent himîî by tie brewer.
These "tied-houses," as Lley are called, tiat is, public
liouses tied up to aise brewer, are under engageitent to
supply onliy tle heur, &c., of tIse ewner or capitalist.
\Viie this lhs been rigidly enforced ii regard to the
staple liqtuor of lthe louse, tiere was e certain lilberty al-
lowed in what may bo called fancy drinks. Thus, ii a
liotise tied Io a Loidon brcwery, whici supplied iL wvith
ale and porter, hliere coiti be purclased a. bottle of Bass,
or Alsop, or Ciuinness' stout, for whicçhi dhe demand was
too trilling to intterfere witlh the staple liquor. Now
Lte breweries have come into the hands of trusts, or joint
stock companies, a large atount of new capital lias beei
raised to pay for piurcliase imouney of plants, good-will,
tied-house property, extensions, organizinug expenses, &C.
The profits of thte original proprietors though ample for
tieir capital, is fouiid too simall ta pay a satisfactory
divideind on tue ienw capital. One umans emtployed ta
increase the profits has boen ta ourLail the privilege of
the tied-Iouse tenant ta sell othter liquors thitan those of
flua "boss." Ilensce thsere lias been a boycott estab-
lishied in maty "pubs" u in London and tie provinces

againstBurton boers and Dublin stout. Sa that in spite
or tue awful mialtediction against "wlioever tries to rob
a poor man of his beer," a poor traveller whose soul is
athirsi-t f'or a drinsk of Bass, is robbed of his favourite
bevorage and compelled to put lip with soine locally
breed aile, whicl is thle onuly- kind te house he is iln is
allowed Lo soll. Althougl a great lio-i lias gonte up
against tIis formi of prohlibitioi, it is really not so tragi-
cal as somîe describe. Bass and Aisop1 are doubtless high-
]y palatable ales, but. "there are oters." and a mai is
nlot very thirsty whoso liert is broken becatuse lie cannot
gl Ilurtoi beer., lit there is at outery goinlg oui over

tlis grievance whiieli is rather disturbing to the ner
brewery trusts. Free oliuses are being projected in
position to tied ones, of whose success under proper inai.
agomnent there can be no doubt, as, however antastie
tastes mnay be, mon do not care ta have no choice as to
their beverage. The iiew brew-ery trusts are il a
lenmmna, they muust cither compote with themîselves by
selling their rivais' goods, or, by restricting sales to their
own goods, they will provoke new Qanmpetition. The out-
look is dark for the shareliolders of these enterprises, and
has brouglit out a phase of the trust question whichî is
interesting to study.

ported ta have kept up appearances ta conceal his emo-
tion vhen confronsted with those who, in modern serei
society parlance, nay be described as "visiting breth-
rei." IL would be easy to qote other ancient exmiiii-
ples. listory and the draina literally teiom witli char-
acters, incidents, situations, and plots, whose interest is
derived fron "keeping up appearances'

For intense dramsatic interest there is n display of
keeping up appearaices equsal to the coolness of Ladv
Maebth when she .irges lier 'Gentile lord,' to, "le
bright and jovial amîîong your uestso-n and, wlie
he, sliaking witi dread over the mnurder he lias coin.
mitted aid thle one just plinned, respondis to lier colin-
sls, "\e vill make our faces vizards to our hearts, dis-
guiising wliat they are." Then at the supper wihat a imar-
vellous koping up appearances there was in Maebcth's,
"I drink ta the general joy of the whole table; and to our
dear friend Banquo-whom we miss." As a foil to so
grimiu an illustration we miiay refer ta Addison's descrip.
tion of "a young man of very lively parts," whose fraiid,
in "keeping up appearances' as a mian of fashioin eaiiscd
him "to die of old age at five aud twenty." Thtis char-
ncter the great essayist uses as a text from wliioli lie de-
duces soie excellent lessons on the folly of keepinig Up
appearances for the sake of citlier being singuir, or ser-
vile followers of tie crowd. "It is the nature ot acîtioiis
net the nmber of actors, by whiich we ouglt to reglte
our beliaviour," says Addison, aiid hc reiiarks, "Cevcy
man of sense will agree ne." The phrase, lhowever, lis
a reference ratier ta habits by which a person's ineoIie
or spending capacity is judged. "Persons of a ligher
rank live in a kind of splendid poverty, are perpehi
ally wantiig, because instead of icquiiescinig in the solid

Our interi'estiig JBritish contemporary, "The Review,"
coiniilrs lhal, "Great difliculties have been thrown in
Ilie way of lire insuirance companies generally by reason
of [leir having agroed (to a large extent in Great Bri-
tain, and to a larger axtent in the United States) to ut-
terly confuse the maaning of words. Princes, poten-
tailes, and thei powers that lie, not to spealk of connercial
men, have fallen into grievos error, owing to te life
offices ticnselves having taken the lead in mislaading.

There is no such thing as proilt in life assurance at all,
witli flic sole exception of the case of a man who dies
before the premnïims paid, with compound interest,
e(pii the face value of bis policy. All "dividenis" and
so-callei profits," or ie better word, bonus, simply re-
present he return of an excessive preimium charged in
tle ,ist instance." Il is allirinîed that, "an excessive
preiiiiiiiil s so chirged in order lo mcet eventualities and
Io proville for accidents." If the eompany is fortunate,
anl flie cxpectations of the finances of the prentium
tables are realized, ien there is sonie noney to give
back. Biii, says the "Review," "To call toise profits or
dividends is not inArely grossly iisleading as a natter
of'grginent, buif il lias caiised the coîî maies theisclves
trouble, not only in viarious States o the U nion, but on
Ille continent of Europe."

Witi all deference we f ake decided exception to the
allove diebi. To aflirin, therc is no suchi thiig as profit
in lire assurance aitlf," is tantainounat fo saying, life as-
siur; liai' colplanî ies aire only iuissiolary enmerprises, whicl
were esftablished, and arc being coiduicted for philaia-
flur'opi urposes.

Another singular assertion is made by the "Review"

wlien it says, «There is no surplus, there never can be
any surplus" in life assurance. Now, here again, ve
have to fall back on what is neant by "snrplis," of wliel
Boyle's defilition is the best, viz., "What remains wvhen
use is satisfied." Now, vlatever fnids are owned hy a
life assurance eomipany over and above what are required
for the use of ifs musiness. to mîeet all existing, and all
contingent liabilities, is a "surplis" over and above suîeli
liabilities. Whctler the company is a mutual one, or
joint stock, or niixed, or whatever ils constitution, if it is
in possession of more funis than can be called for te
meat its obligations, such extra. sun is clearly a suurplus.
Tiec ara some WC know who desire to put fantastic
neanings into certain words, or, to takre aIl the mneaning
out of tihem, but in the spherc of business tlis is mnost
objectionable. So long as the word "profit" means
wlat is commnnonly nnderstoodi, and, «surplhs" meua
wiat its very striieure as a wori implies, the business of
life assurance will yield a profit on its transactions, or le
closedi iup. nai whenîever profit is macle therc must to iaf
extent at least be a 'surplus."
