Ox_Mr. White, M. P., presenting the
Report of the Special Commiittee,- upon
the Form to be used for the Consecration
of Churches and .Chapals, considerable

disoussion tock place upon the new name
given thé Chureh in the Report, viz,
Tho Chureh of Englani in Conads;” in-
atoad - of ns- formerly, “The Church. of
England and Ireland,” sta. _

r. L. H. Davidson . wanted to- know
by what authority the -title - was given
for it waan mystery, and ho found that
in tho official rocords of the Provincial
Bynod it had nlways been called "tho

nited' Church of England and Ireland;”
Ho did not think thoy had any right to
call thdmsolves by any other namo.

Mr. White pointed out that tho com-
mjtlwo had nscortained that thers was n
conflict of opinion na well na of authonty
ns (o the proper name of the Church.
nnd thoy thought it botler to leave tho
words ns submitted to them to the House
of Dishops, That was their motive in
ndopting that partienlar form of expros-
sion, nlthough it was not strictly aceurate.

The Itev. Mr. Darling said that to cnll
thomsolves tho Church of England
would bLe n pieco of aentimentalism.
Nobody regrotied tho sevornuce of the'
lio more than he, but whon they wore
told that thoy wore not an integrl por-
tion of tho Chuvel of England, why
ghoulld they insist that they waore}

The [tov. Mr. Ballard pointed onb that
thore wns no such Chureh in tha woild as
tho Uuited Church of Lnglamd aud [re
land. Whon the Irish Church was dis-
establishod it was thought she bnd a
right to tnuke any name sho liked, nnd
sho ook what the Lord had givon her,
#Iha Irish Church,” continuing her sue-
cossion [rom tho «ays of St. Patrick.
Thoy did mot nuk the law to ncknowledge
the name, but they tuok it. In official
docnments she was called “The Protea-
tant Episcopal Church in Ireland,” but
they ropudinted that namo, and maintain-
od that sho was tho Irish Church, and the
Iaw would have to nccopt thiat - name.
Ho Dield that in this counlry they were
just na capable of duclnrinﬁ thoir own
namg, but thie United Charch of Fngland

and Irgland would ba a misnomor, '

Cliiof Justice Allen thaught the roport
was right. By the Act, the 19thiand 20th
Victoria, the membors of the Cunadian
Church woro logally recognized as mem-
bors of the Unitad Church of Fugland
and Ireland ; that Act gave power of ley-
islation to tho Synod, and the Syuod had
a right to call thomaelves by any namo
thoy ploased. It soomed to him, therefore,
that the nama, “The Church of England
it Cuonda, a8 used by tho Bishops in the
form of consesration, and reportud by the
commiltee, was right. Inthe proeccdings
of the Synod in 1877 they would find
that they used the words, “tha Bishops
of the Churclt of England in Canadn,” so
that the time had goue by fur ealling
themsolves by any other namo,

On Mr, Duvidson’s motion tho report
was ndapted with tho exception of the
titlo, which waa roferrad lo n committoo.
Subsequently the Committeo roported in
favor of tho now title, and their teport
was adopted.

Tha neceasity. for a Canon simply
aroso from this -fact that tho tahle of pro-
hibited degroes did - not stand in a posi-
tion of like .authority to the other por-
tivus of the book of Commot - Prayer
and iz oxler to remave any doubt there
might be ‘as to ita. anthority, they were
asked to adopt the Canon. It seemed to
him to be axeeedingly timely that the
subject should coine bafore:-the Synod
when they know that the bill could cer-
tainly be agsin discussod io the poxt
seasion of Parliament. The Church wna
the pillar and ground of tho truth in
this Jand, and its duty was to oppose
anylhing that would be contrary to the
Divine ordinances. If these mariages
were prohibited by the Jewish law, atill
moro wers they prehibited under the
Chiristian dispensation; and thoy would
hu derclict in their duty if they did not
declaro that thoy were within tho pro-
hibited degrees.

Tho Rov. W. 8. Darling aniil that the
question was this: If the Legislature
permitled the marriage of a wowan with
her decensed husbaned’s brothor, it broke
the law of Gob. They were naked to
nceept such an Act of tho Legislature and
conforin themselves to its requirements,
but ho hoped they would rofuse to do
so, ur to conform to any such enactment
which would invelve them in sin. He
hoped, by a unanimous voto,— because
he could not imngine how n Christian
man, whether eloergyman or layman,
coull db othorwise,— thoy would give a
distinct protest ngainat it, for if they did
not, they would be partakers in the sin.

The Rtev. J. Carry said that the pro-
posed legislation would placs them in
opposition to tho Legislature, That
would bo an awkward, but in no senao n
tdangorous position. 1f the Legislnture
projposed to compel .them lo solemnize
such marringes, they would sinply resist
on tho higher claims of duty to Almighty
Gop, but it did not proposs to compel
them. If thess mnrringes wore legalized,
the Church would rofuse to recognize
thom, and a good deal of socidl trouble
would bo cansod thoreby. The law
would not compel thom to do auything
agaiust their consciences, but it would
make it very uncomfortable forthe clorgy,
it thoir intorcourse with their lay parish-
ioners. The great Romish orginization
which they had to face in Montieal was
at the botlom of all this. Tle Pope soli
the powor of dispensation to the Bishops,
which wos one groat souree of his power,
and of his bud influence, and the Bishops
sold them to tho laity. Their position
nud ccelesinstieal relntions would not be
touched in any shape or form, but thoy
saw that the Church of England would
bo touehed by tho propossd legisiation,
aud out of pure envy toward that Church,
the Church of Rome had taken tho lead
in bringing this subject on.  Mr. Carry
concluded by calling upon the Synod, if
thoy professed to love the Church. of
Lngland 8o much, to ahow that Jove by
their obodience to its laws.

The Rev. G. W, Hodgson observed
that people may say - the law of the
Church wns not fixed and unchanged
upon this malter if it wore necessary to
pass-n canon upon it. But tho fact was
that thess marringes woere agninst the
common law of the Churol, and they
only defined it by tho canon. Tho theory
of the wholo table of prohibited degrees
proceoded upen the principle that afinity
had the'same effect as consanguinity,and
Joft the people to apply their common
sinso to that - principle. The question
was much more one for the lsity than for
the clorgy, -and . lio ‘hoped they would
oppore such a chango. - He had not.the
least doubt that the- gentloman who had
last spoken had pointed - out the real
authors of the proposal, .and -he could
imngine  the scornful contempt with
which an educated Romanist would look
Aupon.

result-of a caticus: of Roman Catholic
members, acling under the influeucs of
the most extreme of their Bishops. The
bill, if it passed, would not in any way
affuet the rights of the Chureh or . of its
members. Tho Cenon passed that day
would be binding upon the Church,
ofter the Legislature had passed the bill
trgalizing the marringe with a deceased
wilo's sister, but it should be remembered
that while the Church held strong ground
on this subject, other denominations did
not feol 20 strongly. .

Mr. Davidson stated that it had teen
senerally assarted in the provineo that the
Bishopa of the Homan Eathiolic Church
were in favor of Lho bill,and he knew for a
fact that the measure had been introduced
by » member of that Church. He
honored the . clergy of the Church of
lingland for the fearless stand they had
taken in this matter, and pointed to the
lamentablo stato of the marrirge laws in
the United States, and strongly advocated
overything for the sanetity of the tie.

The Rov. Mr. Baker pointed out that
if the American Church did not forbid
these marringes she did not specially
sanction them, and thero was no Amori-
can Bishop and no newspaper orgzan of
tho Church that was in favor of them.
People who married in that way were
under a ban. "

The Rev. Dr. Sullivan stated that if
the Legizlaturo passed ten thousand bills
to legalize theso marriages he would
refusc to celobrate them, for the law of
the Church was superior to the law of
the State. (Applauso).

The motion was then adopted by al-
most a unanimous vote.

- GosHEN.—-Lying the Corner Stone of
& new Charch, to be erected in the Seitle-
ment of Gushen, Parish of Johnston,
Queen’s County.—On Thursday, Ssptem-
ber 23rd, 1880, the settlement of Goshen
presented an appearance very unusual
for that quiet, out-of-the-way place.
From 9 o'cleck a. m. until 1 o'clock p.
m.; people might be sven coming in
every direction in single and double car-
riages, in farm wagons and on foot, nntil
aliout 400 people were gathered around a
new, but rude structurs, 40x30 feet,
which was erected in the short space of
six hours.and on the top of this building
floated the Upion Jack. On the Sunday
previots, the Rector held afternoon ser-
vico in it, with & congregation of at least
200 people.  One side was fitted up with
a long table and benches, where 50 people
could sit down at oncoto tea. The main
part of the building wus seated off with
benches. and on the east end a sinall plat
form was erected for apeakers, the
platform at the back part, and on the
wall being Leautifully decorated with
overgreens and autumn leaves. The
Rector, Rev. B. Shaw, at preciscly 1
o'clock p. m., being attired in surplice,
hood and stole, left the building. followed
by a procession, walking two and two,
aud went to the corner of the site pro-
posed for the new Church, when the ser-
vies bezun by singing the 215th Hymn;
Ancient and Modern—*The Church's
One Foundation,” The procession walked
twice nround the ground while the Hymn
was boing sung, stopping at the corner
whare the stone was in readiness Lo ho
laid. Then a short service, consisting of
versicles, psalms and appropriate prayers.
took placz, the psalms being Nos. 84.
127, 87 =nd 122,
tor then deposited in a tin box sevorul
newspapors, some coini and other articles,
and read a paper describing when tho
stone was lnid, by whom and for what
purpose, with a list of Church officers and
residents of Goshon and vicinity ; also
setting forth that this stone was laid a<
the corner stone 'of a new Church to be
called St Paul's Church. for the use of
the members of the Ghurch of England
Then Mrs. Shaw lnid the stone with ap-.
propriate words, and in & manner becoin-
ing to & Free Mason's wife. The wlhole
service was very solemn and impressivo,
and commended itself to the judgment
of many who had never witnessed sucha
scene hefore. The people then adjourned
to the new buildirg, where Ulymn 242_.

The Church people of Dighy,
besides helping Weymouth, N. S, onl
other parishes in Church-buildingy and
restoration, within the best three yeurs,
have dono their utmost in their own
parish. by liberal contribuiions to atone
for the evils of the Pew-system of former
yoars, and—avoiding extravagance—have
put upa building no larger than the
wants of a growing town actually re-
uired. It i1s of wood, and cost nearly
$11,000, (£2,200,8tg.) Notwithstanding
help recoived from England and clse-
where, a debt of $2,100, {£420, slg.)
still remains on the building.  Noue of
the congregation is rich, and as the parish
has no assistance of any kind from out-
side for the support of its clergyman, or
the maintenance of religious worship.

Wao wera shown over the citadel, which
is considered impregnable, and saw the
old French earthwerks, and the spob
where Montgomery lost his life. The
view from the citadel is very fine,

. No visitor of course could omit secing
Wolfo's monument. We went to the
Plains of Abraham, and stood on the spot
made momornble foraver by the. death of
the illustrious General. There o broad
plain stretehed Lefars vz, on which some
horse artillery wero exercising, while be
low strolched out the river, and the ascent
up which the British-traops came. The
monument is of brown stone, surmounted
Ly a helmet and sword, ‘and- surrounded
by au iron railing. *.On- one side-aro the
simple words, ¢ Hete'died 'Wolfo ; victO-
rious, Sept. 13th, 1769:" On the othet
sidle ate : i This pﬂlar was erccted by the
‘British Erniy in Canads, A. D, 1849,
His Excellency Lt. Gov.

In another part of . the city ia a joint
monument to Montcalm and Wolfe, bear-
ing the simple words on two- sides—
““Wolfa,” “ Montealm’’; and on the third
8ide the followiug neat and touching in-
scription : “ Mortem communem virtus,
famam historia, monnmentum postentas
dedit.” This translated is, **Vulour gave
them a common desth; history a com-
mon fame; posterity a common monu-
meat.”

On St. Johu's Street there ia a hand-
some stone building, occupied as a
“ Church 1fome for the 1lelpless and
Aged Poor.” This was built in 1861,
It has now about 20 orphan boys in one
part of the building, and in analher
accormmodation for about 30 aged men
and women. It is under the care of the
Cathedral, but the Rev. C. Hamilton, of
St. Matthew’s, has most kindly, for the
past 16 years, held daily preyer in the
fIall with but few iuterruptions, We
are sarry to say that his gencrous oifer to
put up a Chapel as a memorisl was not
taken advantage of by the Cathedral cor-
poration.

In another direction, there is o Chiurch
of England Female Orphan Asylum,
founded in 1829. The obliging matron,
Miss Woodhouse, kindly shewed us uver
the building, which is most neal and
comfortabla. It is heated by hot water,
and ks evory modern convenience.
There are 2u orphan girls in the Hoine,
all belonging to the Diocese of Quebee.
One is from Labrador. Those that we
s1w looked the picture of health, Among
the curiosilies shown, is a text of Serip-
tare written and signed by the late
Dowager Queon Adelaide. We were
shewn specimons of tho children's work
comsisting of samplers, quilts, and all
kinds of useful apd fancy work, which
would do eredit to any one. The insti.
wition is cvidently well managed and
very useful. It is endowed, and has a
grant from the Covernment, There is
a hospital called Lhe * Jeftrey Holes TTos-
pital,” erdowed by a man of that name,
which we also visiled.,

We have six Churches in the city
The Cathedral is a large stone building
of the Georgian era, with ne beauty about
ity and fitted up inside with the tradi.
tional pews aud galleries. The organ is
in the west gallery. The pulpit stamls
in the centre of the aisle, and on either
side ave the reading desk and lesson desk.
The chancel cortains s bust of the first
Bishop of Quebee, Dr. Jacob Mountain,
auld by his side a marble figure which
wo fook to be Faith. There is also a
mural tablet to the memory of the I{on
and Rt. Rev. C. J. Stewart, sccond
Bishop of the Diocese. - Near tho Churcl:
is a substontisl stone Rectory. The late
$ishop was Recter of Quebee and Doan
of the Cathedral. Now the former
Chapels are Churches, and the Roctor of
the Cathedral is Rev. G. Housman, M.A.,
assisted by Rev.. C. Rawson, M. A.,
Curate. It i practically a Parish Church,
though really belonging to the Bb}le,
but t,huro are no reventes for-the consti-
tution of the Cathedral system. There
are 385 communicants. DBy far the
handsomest Church in the city is St
Matthew's, the Rev Lharles Hanu]ton,
M.AL, Rector. .

Dear

1 am very sorry to find by your letter
that we are to lose you from tlis Dio-
ceso.  Mutters arn really taking a serious
tarn with usin Nova Scotin, whou —not
merely @ cettain sart wliom we ean well
spave—Dbut men like yourself, Campbedl,
Wigains, Sargent, Sills nud others. have
left in aw eomparatively short period of
yenrs.

I think it is high timo (he aftention of
onr laity were dvawn to the omingus faet
that whilst New Brunswick is well sup-
plied with nblo and edueated clergymen,
and finds no diflienlty, when sho needs
them, 1o gel—wn may say—picked
men from Nova Scotin, Wastern Canada
and the 1Tnited States, onr Diocvso iy 8o
poor that none, in this way, will do her
reverenco.

I have been lahoaring fibly suceess-
fully in this Diveese ever since my or-
dination in Hu'filax, nearly 98 years ago,
and during that tinee my oflicinl income
has never—with strict  economy —been
sutlticient for the needs of my family and
myself, nor eqpual to that of o head-clork
in a dry-aeods establishiment ; and, now,
in onu of the best country parishes, [
wust support all my oxpenses on $810n
year—mnever oves S48, It is hard in
such cuases 16 *Owe no man anything, or
to experienc: that © they wiho preach the
gospel live'of the gospel.
