(a) Any person may so ship such trout cauffht by him
for sport, to the extent of 2S lbs. in welfht, if the shipmentU accompanied by a ceritflcate to that effect from eUner
the local' fishery officer In whose district the fish were
causbt or from th« local station acent adjacent to the
locality In which they were cauffht, or is accompanied by
copy of the o^icial license or permit Issued to the person
making the shipment

(b) No single package of such trout shall exceed 26 lbs.
In weight, nor sliall any person be permitted to ship more
than one packace during the season.

ONTARIO—NIPIGON LAKE AND RIVER FISHERY
REOULATIONS.

No on« shall fish In th<. waters of Lake Nlpigon in
the District of Thunder Bay, In the River Nlpigon in the
same District, nor in any tributaries of the said lake or
river, without first havtns obtained a permit or license from
the Commissioner of Fisheries through the local overseer
at Nlpigon.

The following clauses, lettered (a) to (g) Inclusive, shall
apply to the waters in the next preceding section mentioned.

(a) One license or permit only may be Issued to an>
applicant, and shall not be for a longer period than four
weeks from the date of lame.

(b) The fee for such license or permit shall be |15 for a
period of two weeks or less, |20 for three weeks and S26 for
four weeks, where the applicant is not a permanent resident
of Canada; and 16 for two weeks, and $10 for four weeks
where the applicant is a permanent resident of Canada.

(d) The said license or permit shall not be transfer-
able, and the holder thereof shall produce and exhibit tho
same whenever called upon so to do by a fishery overseer.

(e) All fishing camps and fishing parties visiting the
said waters shall be subject to the supervision of the fishery
overseer or overseers.

(f) Such sanitary arrangements as the overseer may
direct shall be made, and such directions as he may give
for the disposal of refuse and the extinction of fires shall
be complied with.

(g) The cutting of live timber, the property of Ontario,
by persons holding a license or permit to fish in said waters,
their servants or agents, is prohibited except where abso-
lutely necessary for the purpose of camping and shelter,
such as for tent poles, tent pins, and th« like.

The preceding section shall also apply to Indians who
act as guides, boatmen, canoemen, camp assistants or help-
ers of any kind of any fishing party or person or persons
who may hold a fishing license or permit during the time
they are engaged with such party, person or persons, but
shall not otherwise apply to Indians.

Section 5.—That all dead bodies, or parts thereof, ofany foreign game animals, or game or song birds, the Im-
portation of which is prohibited, or the dead bodies, or parts
