“After several days or desperate 
attempts to minimize the gravity 
of the defeat of the German arms," 
say the despatches, “Hindenburg and 
Ludendorff have decided to make a 
fun confession.

"An official note bearing as title, 
‘The Situation on the Marne,’ pub­
lished In about the same terms in all 
the papers of the empire, tries to 
make the German public, profoundly 
deceived, accept the total failure of 
the ambitious program which was 
destined to develop into the invest­
ment of Paris and the ultimate 
crushing of the military forces of the 
entente.

’’Htndertburg'e defense renews the 
promise of a decisive blow against 
the Anglo-French front, but says the 
physiognomy which the struggle 
presents on the front between Rolssons 
and Rhetms and In the Champagne 
in consequence o' the German at­
tacks and the Franco - British coun­
ter-attacks hais-Jed to the necessity 
of preparing tor/ some time the de­
cisive blow.

“With this end in view ‘new bases 
for subsequent operations, proceed • 

■Inge for deplacements and strategical 
regroupings' have to be created. 
Whilst awaiting until preparation for 
future operations be completed they 
have been forced ‘to' retire In the 
northern direction of the Marne 
front.’

"How far will this retirement be 
carried out? 'A retreat of about a 
dozen kilometres will perhaps be 
sufficient.’ It is not thought ‘neces­
sary today that Hindenburg should 
find himself under the obligation of 
withdrawing the front as far back as 
the Vesle.'

"The German ‘Interior front' Is Im­
plored ‘not to renounce Its confi­
dence in our Hindenburg on account 
of that.'

“The tone of this official note Is 
significant. The impression caused 
in Germany by the defeat must have- 
been very profound; their confidence 
must be seriously shaken for the high 
command to solicit and with a sort 
Of humility that Is scarcely habitual 
to It, fresh favors.

“The Badtsche Landes Zettunf is 
trying to persuade Its readers that 
the German retreat was a part of 
Hindenburg'» plans and ‘.hat he is 
* till continuing to impose his will on 
Germany’s enemies."

London, uly *1.—The air ministry’s 
communication en aerial activities is­
sued tonight follows:

"In addition to the attacks already 
reported on the 30th instant, the sta­
tion at Lahr (Baden) was bombed.

"On the night of the 30-81 of July 
our airplanes again proceeded to Stutt­
gart and dropped nearly two tons of 
bombs on the Bosch Magneto works; 
the Daintier works, and the railway 
station. A fire broke out in the sta­
tion.

“Several bombs were dropped on the 
Hagnau station and barracks, causing 
a heavy explosion. The Remilly Junc­
tion and two airdromes were attacked 
with bombs and machine gun fire.

“On the morning of July II a*. 730 
o’clock one of our squadrons attack­
ed the Coblenz station. Owing tto 
clouds observation was Impossible. 
The station and factories at Saar- 
brucken were subjected to two at­
tacks.

“The first formation encountered 
large numbers of hostile scouts be­
fore reaching their objective. Bitter 
fighting ensued, In the course of 
which four of our machines were shot 
down. The remainder bombed their 
objective and on their return Journey 
again were heavily attacked, losing 
three more machines. One hostile 
machine was disabled.

“The second attack, delivered later, 
was completely anccessful Bursts 
were observed in the factory. In 
spite of attacks by hostile scouts all 
our machines returned safely."

Whether as a result of weariness 
after the two weeks of Incessant fight­
ing or because of the greatly Increased 
strength in man-power and positions 
of the enemy forces before them, the 
allied armies on the Sciesons-Rbelme 
front have noticeably decreased their 
efforts to clear the salient of Ger­
mans.

If the pause in the offensive is at­
tributable to weaririess, the armies of 
the German Crown 1‘rinoe also must 
be worn out by the pressure they have

Grape growers In the Niagara dis­
trict, as well as Essex and Pelee Is-A land are much perturbed over the 
prohibition, effective at the end of 
this year, of the manufacturé of na­
tive wines. With indications point­
ing to a bountiful crop they are con­
fronted with the disquieting know­
ledge that their market will be so 
restricted as, to be practically not 
worth cultivating. Outside of the 
manufacture of wine there are com­
paratively few grapes used, so that 
the grower is confronted with an enor­
mous loss and has no alternative but 
to allow the crop to rot on the vines 
after picking the small quantity 
necessary to supply the limited do­
mestic demand. It Is possible, how­
ever, that the Dominion department 
of agriculture will Inaugurate- a cam­
paign of advertising, pointing out the 
merits of grapes, In the same manner 
as people were urged to use apples 
a couple of years ago.

For years wine manufacturers have 
taken the bulk of the Ontario grape 
crop and what was left was sold In 
the ordinary way on the market. Ot 
late they have also been making grape 
Juice, but the expensive process It has 
to go thru and the very limited de­
mand for it in Canada would pre­
clude them from going Into its man­
ufacture exclusively, now that wine 
making will be prohibited.

In the Niagara district one grape 
grower ha a farm of 130 acres, one 
hundred of which Is devoted to grapes. 
He values his property at $100,000, but 
with hie market for grapes gone, his 
highly cultivated vineyard becomes 
ordinary farm land worth about $10,- 
000. No matter -what he grows he 
cannot commence to earn anything 
like a fair return on the money he 
has Invested. This Is a typical case. 
There are plenty of others all- thru 
the fruit district.

The insurgent delegates 
nipeg and Ottawa to'the O.W.V.A. 
convention here held a meeting in the 
Carta-Rite Hotel last night and after 
much discussion the following state­
ment was drawn up and handed to 
Ldeut.-Col. Purney, president of the 
association :
"Dear Sir and Comrade:

"At a meeting of the Winnipeg and 
Ottawa delegates we regretfully came 
to the conclusion that we could no 
longer serve any useful purpose by 
staying at the convention, our reason 
being as follows:

"Ontario has an unfair advantage 
over the rest of the Dominion in the 
matter of representation at this con­
vention. There are If,186 paid up 
members in the association and of 
this ntimber Ontario has 7.M2 and the 
rest of the Dominion 11,672; but in 
spite of this fact Ontario has 94 ac­
credited delegates to the convention 
while the rest of the Dominion only 
has 84. In the Province of Ontario, 
with a membership of 7,661,- there ta 
a representation of 14 delegates; out 
of this number Ottawa has a member­
ship of 1,166 and 6 delegates, leaving 
for the balance of Ontario 6,205 paid 
up members and 88 delegates."

"The delegates here assembled re­
present a paid-up membership of 
4628. with 16 delegates at the 
ventton, as against a membership of 
2267 from the City of Toronto, with 
17 delegates.

"We would further point out that 
of 22,000 returned men In Ontario, 
the association in this province em­
braces only 7668 paid-up members.

Held a Caucus.
"At a caucus of the British Colum­

bia, Alberta, Saskatchewan, Mani­
toba. Quebec and Ottawa delegatee 
held this morning representing in 
paid-up membership of 11,677, the 
principle submitted in our motion of 
yesterday for proportionate voting 
waa approved on a vote of 66 to 6. 
Owing to the present method of re­
cording the voting we were unable 
to submit the resolution from this 
caucus, as it was ruled out by a 
vote of the convention, being 71 to 68.

"We would further draw your at­
tention to the fact that this caucus 
while representing a membership of 
11,677, left a total balance not re­
presented at the caucus of 8469. 
This Is further proof of the mani­
festly unfair method of recording our 
opinions under the present voting 
system.

"We would refer you for precedent 
to Jhe motion which we have sup­
ported, to the labor organizations of 
England, who take their vote in the 
same way as we proposed.

"While fully realizing the absolute 
necessity for compromising in conven­
tions of this nature, and while ready to 
compromise on any subject under the 
sun except principle, we feel that here 
principle is being assailed and we can­
not compromise on principle. It is, 
therefore, the opinion of the delegates 
here assembled that we cannot further 
participate in the deliberations of the 
present convention until the principles 
contained in the following resolution 
have been recognized as a fair basis 
for recording the votes of the delegates 
representing the various branches 
thruout the Dominion.

"When a poll is demanded at any 
national convention of the association, 
each branch shall on any question have 
one vote for each member for whom 
return has been made to the Dominion 
headquarters, and for whom per capita 
tax is paid in full to the end of the 
quarter immediately preceding the con­
vention.

"With the added compromise as 
agreed upon in the caucus held this 
morning, and such compromise to pre­
vail at the present convention. That 
branches of less than 200 members 
should have 200 votes and that dele­
gates appointed from provincial organ­
izations shall have 200 votes, and that 
provinces not having a provincial or­
ganization shall elect from among 
their number of delegates present one 
to cast 200 votes for that province.

For Convention Only.
"The latter compromise was agreed 

upon as being fair to the delegates 
who are at present attending from 
provincial associations and from bodies 
of a small voting capacity, and is 
agreed upon only for the present con­
vention.

“It is further submitted that general 
condition of affairs prevailing at,this 
convention are such that we do not 
consider it right or desirable that we 
slould participate further In its deli­

berations.
"We have received from the conven­

tion the unfortunate impression that 
an attempt is being made to formulate 
a political organization with the idea 
of running the country. This is not 
nor never has been our conception.

11. — Speaking at a 
in his honor by Sir 

Robert Perka today. Sir Robert Bor­
den, the Canadian premier, In re­
ferring to the deliberations of the 
imperial war conference, divided the 
results into three classes.

One class of resolutions, he said, 
dealt definitely with matters of great 
moment. Another class commended 
to the attention of the various gov­
ernmenta, question* requiring fuller 
consideration, as well as the execu­
tive and parliamentary action of 
each. The third class comprised a 
resolution which set up standing 
committees representing the United 
Kingdom and the dominions for the 
S»urpose of investigating and report­
ing to the governments concerned- 
Th Vi last class included demobiliza­
tion, regulation of ocean freight 
rates, control of the raw materials 
pf the empire.

On the whole, said Sir Robert, the 
deliberations of the conference had 
been attended by important results. 
Moreover a more perfect understand­
ing bad been attained by discussion 
between representatives from all 
parts of the empire. It would be of 
inestimable value if the imperial war 
cabinet took up still more urgent and 
more vital work. These delibera­
tions were necessarily secret, as vast 
and complicated problems ailslng 
from 'the world war had to be con­
sidered and determined,

A Mass of Documents- 
When the ministers from the do­

minions arrived in London, continued 
the Canadian premier, they were con­
fronted by an enormous mass of do­
cuments partly covering the delibera­
tions of the war cabinet and its con­
clusions since May, 1917. New de­
velopments had taken place and fresh 
problems had arisen. Further deter­
mination regarding future action was 
required on very grave questions, 
some of which intimately concern the 
dominions’ interest in the disposition 
of their troops and the future con­
duct of the war, and were still de­
manding and receiving consideration 
and attention.

The part played by the ministers 
of the dominions In the deliberations 
had been very real and by no means 
nominal. Being Jealous of -their own 
autonomy they necessarily refrained 
from participation in Britain’s domes­
tic affairs. The imperial war cabinet 
had been constituted to deal with 
matters of common Imperial concern 
and its deliberations were confined to 
that purpose. The British war cab­
inet continued to exercise Us func­
tions with respect to matters of do­
mestic concern within the United 
Kingdom. Thus the line of demarca- 

' tion was established with sufficient 
I clearness to prevent unfortunate mis- 

s , understandings.
"In this connection," said the Cana­

dian premier, "it should be clearly un­
derstood that neither the imperial war 
cabinet nor the imperial war confer-

Should 
this be dene and flank attacks from the 
west assist the pursuit from the south, 
there might be a stupendous collapse 
of German power. This may easily be 
regarded as too sanguine a view, but 
in great wars in the past the end has 
usually been sudden and unexpected. 
The Germjch morale is seriously affect­
ed by recent conditions. Tljeir finest 
troops—Prussian and Bavarian Guards 
—have broken and fled before United 
States troops they had affected to de­
spise.

The pressure exerted by Foch is con­
stant and is still effective. The whole 
situation now depends on how much 
further pressure he can exert, and to 
what extent the Germans can resist it. 
These factors are beyond human cal­
culation, but they come under Foch's 
judgment, and Foch bas the initiative.

The Montreal Gazette quotes with 
approval from a recent address by 
the governor of the United States 
Federal Reserve Board urging con­
servation of credits to strengthen the 
government during the war, and to 
enable the country to pass safely 
thru the trying period of reconstruc­
tion. In Canada the president of the 
Canadian Bankers' Association has 
made a similar appeal. It Is felt that 
credit should not be extended to pro­
moters of non-essential industries; 
that undue competition !with the 
government for money and credit 
should be discouraged, and that we 
should accumulate a purchasing re­
serve to tide us over the reconstruc­
tion period.

Every nation during the recon­
struction period will need a reason­
able store of gold, and it must have 
natural resources to develop and 
commodities to consume and export. 
But that country will get along best 
and recover quickest from the war 
which has an abundant and constant 
flow of credit. Credit is the life 
blood of business, without which it 
stagnates, and credit is net inaptly 
defined by The Gazette as “convert­
ible paper tokens.” These tokens 
may be the notes of the farmer# 
and manufacturers in possession of 
the local bank, or they 'may be the 

.issues of national currency in the 
national treasury. But the problem 
of the country wHl be to get the pro­
ducer, the farmer, the merchant, and 
the manufacturer the money he needs 
by bringing to the aid of business 
the collective credit of the country.

In the United States, we fancy, the 
reconstruction period will be safely 
bridged by the successful operation 
of the Federal Reserve Bank System. 
That system gives an elastic cur­
rency and a stable line of credit. 
The small bank can discount all the 
good paper offered it tn the ordinary 
course of buslngss, and rediscount 
that paper without difficulty. (The 
wealth of the country is thereby 
brought to the assistance of business 
thru a state bank of rediscount and 
the issue of national currency.

What is, good for the United

States will also be good for Canada,
conditions being similar In the two
countries.

I With this we agree. A state bank 
of issue and rediscount will be the 
main reliance of the United States 
during the war, and the period of 
industrial reaction that may follow 
(the war.

developments in Turkey have imme­
diately followed from the Albanian 
campaign, which ha* been 0 notable* 
demonstration of the power of thw 
allies in the east. Other factors no 
doubt have entered into the change 
of heart which has come over the 
Sublime Porte, and the retreat of the 
Germane at the Marne if a significant 
token to all the German allies, pro- 
German and neutral nations that the 
Hun has had his day.' The German 
doctrine of frlghtfnines* has over­
reached itself, and in showing prac­
ticaly as much frigbtfulnees to their 
friends as to their foe* the Huns 
have lost the regard and the confi­
dence of all with whom they have 
dome In contact.

The Russians are learning to hate 
the Germane with a deadly and in­
tensified hatred, and the winter of 
starvation and other horror# which 
lies ahead of the Russian people, un­
less the entente alliance can supply 
them with some food, will consoli­
date the Russian* Into a solid body 
of opposition to the kaiser. The as­
sassination of German officer» in 
Russia is a sign of the times, and 
sets an example which Turkey may 
too readily take to heart- , ,

The Turk, like the Russian, has 
found out that the German is a mon­
ster of Insatiable grefli and -selfish­
ness, and the contrast between Ger­
man and British methods Is too glar­
ing to be of service to the kaiser.
The Turks know what has occurred 
in Egypt and In Jerusalem under Bri­
tish rule, which Is firm but kind, 
while the Germans, wherevsr they go, 
are brutal and ruffianly. What they 
cannot use or steal they defile and 
destroy. Jerusalem has already been 
organized into a model of order and 
cleanliness. Food has been supplied 
to all the hunger-stricken people, and 
It is more nearly the city of peace 
than ever before in Its history. These 
things count in the subtle and mys­
terious east, and they are not done 
by the Germans.

The sudden death of the Turkish 
ambassador in Berlin suggests that 
assassination is as possible in Berlin 
as -in Moscow or Constantinople, and 
If Berlin has sunk to this there will 
be reprisals in Turkey. It must not 
be forgotten that Turkey, altho 
known as “the sick man,” has been 
the craftiest, slyest, most cunning of 
diplomatists.

The Sublime Porte played one na­
tion off against another and managed 
to retain possession of the Golden 
Horn and the Dardanelles in spite of 
Russia- Russia would probably be 
satisfied to relinquish any aspiration 
she may ever have had to the Helles­
pont, and there are other matters 
afoot, now her czar hae been execut­
ed and his nation is a chaos.

The Turkr seeing Germany weaken­
ing, will be ready to treat with the 
United States or Britain cr any other 
power that will continue Turkish in­
fluence or help to strengthen Its grip 
on the old seat. It Is a question that 
might quite safely be left to the de­
cision of the Mahometan peoples, wt\o 
are largely British and, but for Tur­
key, almost wholly anti-German. They 
would at least insist on a purlfleS If 
not de-natured Turkey. The new 
sultan Is anti-German and probably 
British or American in his point of 
view. A very little touch of human­
ity in his rule might change the whole 
situation. But the ancient palace 
hbrde of intriguers hae to be abolish­
ed and Enver l’ajsha is a sinister and 
malevolent figure who must be dealt 
with.

We must not be too sanguine about 
the outcome of the Turkish 
friction with Germany. When 
rogues fall out honest men 
sometimes come by their own, but not 
always. The rogues might find it to 
their imagined Interest to hold to­
gether. It depehds a good deal on 
the character of the new sultan what 
can be accomplished towards the re­
generation of Turkey. The old re­
gime of massacre and rapine which has 
desolated Armenia and every other 
district where the Turks have toad 
power, must go. If the Turks are 
prepared to set up a government in 
the spirit of the Saracenic civiliza­

Dear Sir and Bro.:
We are In receipt of telegram» from 

a few citlee1 In the weet, criticizing 
our action in returning to work, de­
manding we again lay off, and etaU 
ing we started the trouble.

Now let me state our sld^ of the 
case. Previous to our meeting of the 
13th Instant, we are Informed, Winni­
peg and Ottawa had passed resolu­
tions, calling on the government to 
remedy grievances. On the ' 18th In­
stant we called a mass meeting add 
drafted resolutions, a copy of which 
was sent to each branch. We did not 
ask any branch to endorse or co-op­
erate.

The replies from the government at 
Ottawa, not being satisfactory, and 
the press repbrtlng one hon. member 
as saying It was a Joke, on the morn­
ing of the 22nd we did not report for 
duty. Then the mayor and business 
interests at once got busy with the 
government, who decided they would 
receive a delegation. We sent as our 
delegation, Max. Wellman, vice-presi­
dent of this branch; Dr. Sbeard, 
M.P.; and T. A. Stevenson, secretary 
of the Toronto District Trades aha 
Labor Council, accompanied by Con­
troller Robbins, for the city council, 
and Mr. Alderson, treasurer of the 
board of trade, In Ottawa they were 
Joined by the secretary and treasurer 
of the Retail Merchants’ Association 
of Canada, andxour respected feder­
ation secretary, \Alex. McMordto, so 
you can see 
most representative one, and we gave 
them our complete confidence.

They met the cabinet and put In 
claim for a straight salary, with 

a minimum of $1000 and a maximum 
of 81400, if not a board of concilia­
tion, or a commission. The best they 
could get was a special committee of 
the cabinet, with a promise to take up 
our case at once and hear our repre­
sentatives, and give us a satisfactory 
settlement.

Our delegates accepted and unani­
mously advised us to go at once to 
wort*, reserving the right to walk out 
if the finding of the special commis­
sion of the cabinet was not satisfac­
tory.

We demonstrated that the press, 
pulpit,^business, and the people, are 
with us. Business was at a standstill 
and in deference to it, and the public 
whom we serve, with full confidence 
in the advise of our delegates, we 
went back to work, being assured it 
we had Jo again walk out, we will be 
stronger than before.

We are being congratulated on all 
sides on our conduct thruout the 
trouble, and we have the respect of 
our officials to a man.

With the hope that all matters will 
have a satisfactory settlement in the 
Interest of us all,

NEW YORK HAT WORKS 
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STAR"If it lo ever proven that a single 
Canadian soldier Was shot down by a 
bullet tipped with nickel which reached 
Germany thru the lack of precaution of 
the governments of this country. It will
b,e.the treaî®et disgrace that could pos- 
»**>*/ »uUy the history ofthls country," 
said William Varley, soldier-labor can­
didate in the coming by-electton In 
Northeast Toronto, in the course of an 
address last night.

The meeting was held In the Winches­
ter Hall, and was much better attended 
than any of the earlier gatherings dur­
ing the present campaign.

Dealing with the nickel question, Mr. 
Varley said that, while It might be 
treading on dangerous ground to state 
that nickel from the Ontario mines had 
reached Germany with the knowledge of 
the governments-W! this country, it was 
not dangerous grdtmd to tread on when 
it Has said that neither the federal nor 
the provincial government had taken any 
steps to prevent nickel reaching Ger­
many thru neutrals.

In the United States, President Wil­
son, as soon as thab counfry had enter­
ed the war, had taken good care that 
none of the nickel 1* the United States 
could be used to shoot down any of the 
American soldiers, A firm dealing very 
largely Jn metals, with a capital of $70,- 
000,000, had been at once confiscated by 
the President of the United States, so 
that It could not send any nickel to any 
neutral, who In turn might sell It to 
Germany to make bullets to -kill any 
soldiers of the United States. IT that 
had been a good policy for the United 
States—and no one denied It—why would 
It not have been Just as good a policy 
for the governments of this country? 
Why should the government of this coun­
try not have taken over the Interna­
tional Nickel Co. at the outbreak of the 
war, and thus prevent the possibility of 
one of the greatest disgraces In history, 
the shooting down of a single Canadian 
soldier by a bullet tipped with nickel 
produced In one of the Ontario mines?

The Alien Question.
Dealing with the alien question, Mr. 

Varley referred to what he claimed was 
a misstatement made by one of the 
local papers which had stated he was 
opposed to the conscription and Intern­
ment of aliens. What he had said, ex­
plained the speaker, was that the con­
scription and Internment of aliens would 
only serve as a palliative and would 
not be a true remedy. Unless a solu­
tion was found to the alien problem, 
the local labor markets would bo flood­
ed during the period of transition be­
tween the end of the w«; and the final 
and conclusive establishment of peace.

He claimed Premier Hearst was re­
sponsible for the election as he had 
made the election necessary by ap­
pointing a friend of the government to 
a position carrying with It a salary of 
$5000 a year. It was the premier who 
had chosen the time for the election.

Chicago. July 31.—President Ban John­

son, of the American -Deggue^/tonfght 
called a special meeting oitfie organi­
zation to be held in Cleveland Saturday 
definitely to decide on tbe proposed 
early closing of the season and the stag­
ing of the world’s series prior to Sept. 
1, In compliance with Secretary Baker’s 
work-or-flght order. There also will be 
a special meeting of the National Base­
ball Commission in Cleveland at the same 
time.

Altho the club owners of the National 
league are scheduled to meet in special 
session in New York on Saturday, Presi­
dent Johnson was advised by August 
Herrmann, chairman of the National 
Commission, and owner of the Cincinnati 
Nationals, that he would attend the 
Cleveland meeting Instead, and that two 
or three other National League 
owners would accompany him.

President Johnson said he was strongly 
opposed to continuing baseball after Sept. 
1. as he believes to play after that date 
would be a direct violation of the war 
department’s orders. Six of the eight 
club< In the American League, he said, 
had approved his suggestion to close the 
championship season on or about Aug.

Demonstration Given in New 
Quarters by Mrs. Woclard

TDemonstrations in canning toma­

toes and cauliflower were given yes­
terday afternoon in the St. Andrew’s 
Institute, West King street and Sim- 
coe street, Mra M- L. Woelard, the 
well-known instructor 
science subjects, being the demon- 
strator. Yesterday's object lesson 
was the third of a series now in 
progress under -the auspices of a com­
mittee of the Women’s Patriotic 

Mrs. H. S. Strathy and 
Mrs. H. Rae are in charge.

An essential point emphasized was 
that in cooking tomatoes and cauli­
flower it is only necessary to cook 
thorn one day, instead of three, as In 
the case of other vegetables, and then 
the tomatoes only ten or fifteen min­
utes and the cauliflower thirty. The 
acid in theee vegetables helps -to kill 
the spores, a process that must be 
done in other cases by three 
slve boilings.

The cauliflower is placed in a light 
brine for two hours, then in sealers 
filled with boiling water and a tea­
spoonful of salt added to each quari. 
The sealers are placed In boiling 
water and cooked for half an hour, 
after which the tops are screwed on 
tightly and the product may be kept 
for winter use.

A recipe for ' chili sauce was also 
given consisting of one peck toma­
toes, seven medium-sized onions, six 
bay leaves, one teaspoonful of cur- 
rie powder, one-eighth of a teaspoon 
cayenne pepper, two large teaspoon - 
fuis of salt, two cups vinegar, one 
and a half cups of brown sugar. Cut 
tomatoes, onions and bay leaves, then 
cook these for an hour, after which 
remove the leaves and add other in­
gredients and cook for half an hour 
longer.

Mrs. Woelard applied the pectin 
test—one tablespoon of alcohol to one 
of the Jelly—in making red currant 
Jelly, By the constituency of the jell 
that forms it may' be ascertained 
how much sugar j/t is necessary to 
add. Boll from ten to fifteen min 
utes. Apples may be used as found- .

Not in a long time has the market for 
the medium to common class of cattle 
been more demoralized on the Union 
Stock Yards Exchange than Just at the 
present time, and the outlook for a re­
vival of the Inflated price* of a few 
weeks ago I* not particularly bright.

Yesterday on the market the receipts 
were not heavy; In fact, they were com­
paratively light, 490 bead, but the com­
mission house* had the time of their 
lives getting rid of the fresh and held- 
over light and medium butcher steers and 
heifers, especially the heifer*, 
export cattle are all right and the price 
I* holding firm, as shown by the sale 
of 10 head at $15 per cwt., but the buyers 
for the big packing plants are not buying 
the medium class butchers.

There Is said to be little demand lo­
cally and the market le surfeited with the 
ill-finished stuff dumped on the market 
when it ought tojtave been kept at home 
for a month dr eo at any rate.

Some commission houses have been 
advising their Shippers to go slow In the 
matter of this class of cattle, bet the out­
look for fall pasture is undeniably bad, 
and the result is a lot of halt-finished 
stuff. Anything, as said, with weight 
and quality is all right and hold* steady, 
but in all other respects the market is 
weaker and off from last Monday.

There le nothing doing In the feeder 
trade, nor I* there likely to be until the 
market for this class of 
acted more In sympathy with the other 
lines. In any event, the farmers are 
busy, and are not any too sanguine over 
the outlook over the grass.

There were quite a few milkers and 
springer* on the market yesterday, and 
the prices held about steady, ranging as 
shown in the last sales from $96 to $166, 
the very top for a choice Holstein.

One feature of the market to which 
special attention might well be drawn 
wa* the fact that, from this time for­
ward, there will he inore discrimination 
shown on the local market between the 
good and medium cattle.

The hog trade was very strong, 
terday, making a sharp advance, the 
bulk of the offerings, a fair run, 1846 
head, selling at $19 90, with a few odd

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Important developments are taking place which i 
bid fair to change the whole aspect of yold mining, 
and incidentally restore the gold mining shares ta 
a position as favorable as before the clouds of war 
loomed on the horizon.

A For the past four years the plight of the gold 1 that 
mines has gone unnoticed and unrelieved, the gov­
ernments of the Allied countries being too much 
engrossed with the winning of the war. But there 
are signs which indicate a growing concern over the 
gold situation.

The Allies needed steel—prices were fixed on the 
raw product, and its output was stimulated. Copper

Gold mining has now been placed in the cats® 
gory of the “essential" industries. If the produc­
tion of gold is essential, it is worthy of encourage^ 
ment, and the next logical step is to adopt such 
measures as will overcome the present handicap on 
gold mining. It is believed that the bonus system 
will be the most effective means to this end.

Frequent warnings have been given by authori­
ties on the gold situation, and predictions have been 
made that, unless the gold mining industry were 
stimulated in some way, the gold miners would have 
to discontinue taking the metal from the ground and 
a drastic shortage would result.

Figures show that during the past two or three 
years the output of gold from all sources has 
declined seriously, and the end is not yet. Evidence 
of the handicaps under which the gold mines are 
laboring is best exemplified by the closing down of 
most of the mines in Porcupine and in the western 
states of the United States, and the decline in profits 
to the vanishing point of the big producers in the 
Rand fields of 'South Africa.

The United States and the British Governments 
have now apparently awakened to the critical nature 
of the situation. , The rapidly decreasing output of 
gold, and the even more rapidly expanding credits of 
the Allied nations, which are based on the gold 
reserves of these countries, have brought about a 
condition which those in high authority state will 
eventually force the price of gold, at present stan­
dardized at $20 per ounce, to a premium, unless 
some action is undertaken.

To avert such a situation it is rumored that the 
British and American authorities, acting conjointly, 
are considering the giving of a bonus to gold pro­
ducers in order to encourage them to increase their 
production, which, under present existing conditions, 
is out of the question.

Under such a stimulus, the Canadian gold mines i«n” bonds* 
could resume operations on a profitable scale, the 
camp would hum with activity, where at the present , 
time the tendency is to remain closed until conditions 
become more favorable, and the old time market 
activity in the gold securities would return.

With so many rumors of future aid to the" gold 
mines floating about, it is not surprising that the 
gold stocks are becoming restive.

The big interests have for a long time been 
accumulating the leading gold stocks at present low- 
record prices in full confidence that sooner or later 
conditions would right themselves.

As the result of this accumulation, the market L 
is comparatively bare of stocks, a wonderfully strong' 
technical position in the event of the bonus or some 
other equally effective measures being adopted to 
increase production.

The “golds” show distinct signs of regaining 
their former popularity, which popularity yre predict 
will grow over night into a boom.

Consideration of the Mining Act of 
Ontario should be «Voided as much as 
possible during the heated term.

The clause In question actually provides 
that prior discovery anywhere within the 
limits of an ordinary mining claim carries 
the right to the claim, pickets, or no 
pickets. Thus the pickets are a handi­
cap toA more than the extent of the labor 

The best plan would be for 
ting licensee to abandon his 

pickets' as soon as another 
appears on the scede. But 
probably require notice to the recorder, 
and one It left to wonder why such an 
abortive, nay, ridiculous, piece of legis­
lation has been allowed to cumber the 
statute book in these times of progress 
and disillusionment. Ask the wandering 
winds for an explanation, for none can 
come from the authors of the act.

Then 
the very next paragraph brings one back 
In confusion somewhere near the starting 
point.

If we can conceive of their 
enduring It will be only as commemora­
tive of the folly of those responsible for 
their erection under the absurd conditions 
outlined.

The origin, the authorship and the con­
tinuance of the Mining Act seem ever- 
deepening mysteries as one Is from time 
to time brought Into conflict with Its 
obscure, contradictory and onerous con­
ditions. Why should governments so 
frequently stumble along some devious 
and rugged way, and why so often avoid 
the simple and direct road to the desired 
objective? This seems to open up an 
Interesting phase of human psychology.

But meantime this Mining Act should 
bi sent the Inglorious way of Ludendorffs 
Baris offensive, and ignomlnlouely re­
moved from the archives of parliament.

The Connel, or No. 1, vein on the

tion second only to the Holllnger. It 
determined the location of the shaft, 
and at a later date occasioned the erec­
tion of the present mill.

1* believed to be 2200 feet. Sixteen hun­
dred feet northeast of the shaft Its out­
crop shows considerable gold, and In 
other respects It has a marked busi­
nesslike aspect.
