With regard to the rehabilitation and
protection of the sockeye salmon of the
Fraser River, the commissioners ex*
press the opinion that a treaty or con=
vention for the proper regulation
the fisheries should be entered into by
Canada and the United States, Com-
migsioners should be appointed under
this treaty to study the situation, in-
gpect the hatchery operations, and also
the sides of the river to ascertain
where sldes which might bar the
agcent of the fish might occur, They
append a drafg of a proposed treaty
for the restoration and protection of
the fishery, the adoption of which,
subject to such modifications as re-
sponsible officers of the two govern-
ments may consider necessary, ls ur-
gently recommended,

With regard to the halibut fishing
industry on the Paclific coast, the com-
missionens recommend a close season
for both the United States and Can-
ada from the 16th of November to the
16th of February during a perlod of
ten years.

MUCH GRAINLOST _
" DESPITE RAINFALL

Estimates Reduced B&wun
Fifty and Seventy-Five
Million Bushels.

Relgna, July 28,—Despite bountiful
rains of last week, farmers of the prov-
ince have incurred very heavy losses in
whoat as & result of the preceding heat
and drought. Hon, George Langley esti~
mates the décrease in yield between fifty
and seventy-five million bushels.

In other places the minister had seen
the crop ruined beyond redemption. “In
the district fifty miles east, west and
south of Saskatoon and twenty-fiive miles
north, the average yleld,” sald Mr. Lang-
ley, ‘‘could not possibly be greater than
from five to elght bushels tu the acre.
In the distriet north of Battleford, the
crop was redlly magnificent, but I saw
scores of fields where the young ears had
been scorched, which will entail a re-
duction in yield of from 20 to 86 per
cent, :
