RAISING OSTRICHES.

(From the Scientific American.)
The first attempt to raise ostriches in 

Australia was made by a Mr. Malcolm, 
who in 1880 brought one hundred young 
birds from South Africa to South Aus; 
tralia. In the following year the parlia­
ment of South Australia enacted a law 
which granted to the first person who 
should exhibit 250 ostriches more than one 
year old about 2,400 acres of land suited 
for ostrich farming. The conditions were 
satisfied by the South Australian Ostrich 
Company, which was founded in 1886 with 
a capital of $75,000. The company re­
ceived land near Port Augusta on Spen­
cer Bay, but in spite of this assistance, 
the company has never paid a dividend, 
although it now possesses eleven hundred 
ostriches, all of which were imported from 
South Africa.

Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency, on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres solely owned and occupied 
by bim or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother, or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-sec­
tion alongside his homestead .Price $3,00 
per acre. Duties—Must reside six months 
in each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent) and cultivate 
fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre­
emption may take a purchased homestead 
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per acre. 
Duties—Must reside six months in each of 
three years, cultivate fjfty acres and erect 
a house worth $300.00.

On 
Nov. 3 Henry Farman, of England, cov­
ered a little over 144 miles in 4 hours 17 
minutes 35 seconds at Chalons, France, % 
and thereby won the 'Michelin Cup. On t 
Dec. 30 Delagrange, of France, covered 
124 miles in 2 hours 32 minutes at an av­
erage speed of 48.9 miles an hour.

For altitude Hubert Latham of France, 
holds the official record. Exact measure­
ments are difficult of attinment, and he is 
variously credited with with an elevation 
of 1 600 to 1,800 feet. Orville Wright, in 
an unofficial flight at Potsdam, Germany, 
is said to have reached a height which he 
believed to be nearly 2,000 feet.

Orville Wright also holds the record for 
duration of flight with a passenger. On 
September 18 he flew for 1 hour 35 min­
utes with Capt, Englehardt at Berlin.

The cross-country record was made on 
the last day of the year by Maurice Far­
man of France, who flew 43% miles from 
Chartress to Orleans in one hour flat.

The achievements of the dirigibles, 
though less stimulating to the imagina­
tion. bulk larger on paper.

Dr. Bridges Outlines What Will 
Be Doiie for Patriotism

-

Dr. H. S. Bridges, superintendent of the 
St. John schools, wdg asked this morning1 
what effect the hew regulation of the board 
of education, providing for flying the 
Union Jack otèV 'flehool buildings, would 
have in St. Johd(f The superintendent re­
plied that flags'fiiave been flying over all 
the St. John school houses daily for some 
time. If they continued the practice of 
hoisting the flags daily it would, however, 
cost the city about $300 or $400 a year for 
flags, 6s the high winds and storms soon 
destroyed them.

It had beettVfleoided. therefore,- to limit 
the flag raising to public holidays and on 
the aniversahy of St. George,-St. Andrew 
and St. Patrick. It was also arranged that 
the flag should be saluted once a week, 
this ceremony jàkipg place in the exhibi­
tion hall of the sefiool and to he followed 
by the singing of the national anthem.

In this manner it was believed the rising 
generation would be properly instilled with 
patriotism. The regulation provides that 
the Union Jack shall be the flag adopted, 
but in some of the schools, they now have 
Canadian ensigns, which were the gift of 
Mayor Bullock.
