These proceedings will be the first legal
sbeps to prevent Sandford securing abso-
lute control of the echools of Durham, the
form being a prayer for an injunction M-
ptraining the school committee, from illeg-
elly paying for the support of his sectari-
an schools at Shiloh, and to prevent it
from carrying out its arrangement with
the gelf-proclaimed Elijah.

The petitioner in the suit %o be filed to-
morrow is David Crockett, jr., a farmer
who has, so far, led in the fight ¢g_main-
tain the public achools free from sectarian
teachings. His counsel is L. A. Jack of
this place, and the petition will come be-
fore Judge Spear of the Supreme court at

Auburn.

The effect of the petition, beyond what
schion the court may take, is big with
possibilities, so far as Sapdford, his fol-

lowers and the rest of Maine’s people are
concerned, in that it will call to their at-
tention the seniousness of Sandford’s at-
tack upon the integrity of the public
school system.

It may also be stated incidentally,
that the suit will probably serve to bring
Sandford, his place, his people and his
methods more clearly before the public
than they ever were before, the aftack
upon their schools being the last straw
needed to make those mot in sympathy
with Sandford revolt.

The Last Straw

In the past they have stood for horrors
almost wunbelievable upon the Hilltap,
they have been silent, or nearly sp, when
some of their number have fought to get
loved ones from Sandford’s control, they
bave done little when the families thave
been broken by the strange cult, they
have done little when women and children
thave been made to fast to the point of eru-
elty, but the attack upon their schools is
too much.

They are, therefore, now preparing to
fight M. Sandford ¢o a standstill.

“It is Maine against Sandford for.our
schools, and T think Maine will win.” is
the way Mr. Crockett expressed it today.

Celebrated Canadian Physician
‘Dined at the Waldorf-Astoria
by Professional Colleagues—-
Suggested Sweeping Change
in the Management of Amer=

NEW YORK, May 3. — A guest from
as far awey as Egypt was among the more
than two hundred physicians who gather-
ed last evening in the large banquet hall
of the Waldorf Astoria to do honor and
bid farewell to Dr. William Osler, hither-
to profemsor of medicine at Johns Hopkins
university and now about to depart for
England to fill the Rogius professorship
of medicine at Oxford. The visitor from
Egypt was Dr. ¥. M. Sandwith, who came
from Cairo. Among the guests were
Francis J. Shepard, Montreal, and Dr.
Archibald E. Malloch, Hamilton, Ont.

Dr. A, C. Jacob, of this city, ecalled
forth a storm of applause by incidental
reference in responding to one of the
tpqats to Dr. Osler’s mother, who is etill
living at the advanced age of 98. Although

ST. JOHN NEEDS
MORE DOCK ROOM

C. P.R. Official Says That This
Port Lacks Proper Accom-
modation.

(Montreal Star, May 1.)

Mr. W. R. Maclnnes, freight traffic
manager of the Canadian Pacific Railway,
sailed frem St. Jobn, N. B., on Saturday,
on the Lake ba, en moute fpr
England. He was accompanied as far as
that port by G. M. Bosworth, the fourth
vice-president of the company, who wme-
turned to the city this morning.

Mr. Bosworth says that the chief diffi-
culty about St. John at present as an
ocean port is the absence of sufficient
accommodation for the vessels, that run
there during the winter months.

“The difficulties that we have all along
experienced,” observed Mr. Bosworth to
a Star reporter.this morning, “will ‘be fur-
‘ther accentuated when we place our two
new gteamers in commission next season.
These vessels will be thirty feet longer
than either of the two new turbine steam-
ers of the Allan Company, and if addi-
tional dockage facilities are not provided
in the interval, we will take those vessels
i elsewhere.

“The people of St. John are alive to the
disabilities under which the companies
doing business there at the present time
labor, but no satisfactory steps have thus
far been taken to improve those condi-
tions. We want more and larger docks
if the eteamship companies are to do
themselves justice in longer ocontinuing
to use the port of St. John in the winter
months,

“During the past winter we have suf-
fered severcly through the absence of
proper facilities. Some of our vessels
were compelled to wait as long es three
days before they were in a position to
commence the discharge of théir cargoes,
and that is a position of affairs that we
cannot afford to suffer much longer.”

Mr. Maclnnes will be absent on the
Continent about two months.

The Former States His Posilion
With Regard to the Assessment
Commission.

Ald. McGoldrick, at yesterday’s meet-
ing of the mew common council, protest-
ed against Ald.-Eleot Baxter being sworn
in as alderman for Brooks ward on the
ground that he was holding & positien in
the employ of the city—secretary of the
assessment commission. Ald. Baxter was,
however, eworn in in eccordance with the
1ecorder’s opinion and the business pro-
ceeded.

The statute under which the question
was raised by Ald. MeGoldrick is cited as
16 Vic. chap. 37, sec. 5. The part of that
section whioh doals with the point reads
as follows: —

No person shall be qualified to be elect-
ed, or to be or sit as mayor, alderman,
of councillor during such time as he shall
hold any office or place of prefit in the
gift or disposal of the common council
the emoluments of which are paid out of
the funds of the city, or during su¢h time
as he shall have directly or indirectly, by
himeelf or partner any share or interest
in any contract or émployment with, by
or on behalf of the corperation.

Discussing the matter, Ald. MoeGoldrick
&aid he had mo intention of taking it inivo
the court and he would place no injunction
on the council. He simply had protested
that the representative-elect for Brooks
ward should not be allowed fo take his
place while he held the position of secre-
tary to the assessment commission and
ccntended that the council could mot le-
gally transact its business while such con-
ditions existed.

Ald, Baxter said:—

““There is absolitely mothing in the point
which has been suggested by Ald. MeGoild-
rick. I am eecretary and counsel to the
assessment commission and I did not ask
them for the appointment. They sought
me and my acceptance wae comditional
upon my being free to run at the late
election. I looked into the law at the
time and saw that it did not apply to me
in any way. The position of secretary
and counsel to the commission is not an
“office or place of profit in the gift or dis-
posal of the common oouncil,” mor is it
an “‘employment with, by or on behalf of
the corporation.” These are the things
against which the statute is directed. I
do mot owe my appointment to any vote
of the common council nor would I have
poeseased ‘‘pull” enough to get it had it
been in their gift. It was offered to me
by' the commissioners beocause, as one of
them wes good emough to say, that in
their minds I was one of the men best
qualified to give them the essistance which
they needed. The city does not pay me
and the counecil canmot by any vote in-
crease or decrease the amount of my re-
muneration, which, by the way, has never
yet been fixed by the commission. There
i8 a resolution on. their books appointin
me, but none fixing my remineration. f
may eay that should any circumstance
arise causing my duties in either capacity
to conflict with those in the other, there
will be no need for any alderman to
raise the question as I will instantly de-
cide to relinquish either one position or
