Petrograd, Sept. 16—The following
official communication was issued yes-
terday:

“East of Kovel, Volhynia, on the
River Stokhod, during our occupation of
the villages of Gulevitzka and Roudka,
and after stubborn resistance, we cap-
tured two officers; sevénty-five soldiers
and four machine guns. The enemy
fell back toward the west on the"front
south of the Pripet, making at several
places - counter-attacks’ with strong
forces and resisting obstinately.

“As a result of the occupation of an
enemy position near the of
Korablichtcha and Pogorieltzty, north-
east of Dubno, we took one gun and
seven machine guns and. fifty-seven offi-
cers and 2,598 soldiers. By counter-at-
tacks which followed our troops were
thrown back. :

“In an engagement in the region of
Gliadji and Vorodievka, north of Tarno-.
pol (East Galicia), we captured five offi-
cers and 547 men and two machine guns.
The village of Vorodievka and the wood
to the north are constantly changing
hands,

“On the river Stripa, southwest of
Tarnopol, by an energetic attack, we oc-

cupied the village of Beniave. The
enemy fled beyond the river, suffering
great losses.

“Desperate engagements have develop-
ed on the Stripa, west of Trembowla, in
the region of the Bourkanovsky wood
and the village of Zlotniki. Toward
evening our troops reached the entangle-
ments and dislodged the enemy from his
trenches by a bayonet attack, captured
the village and wood and crossed the
river Stripa at the heels of the
We took more than 1,500 prisoners.”

He has con-
tended that the taxes have been in-
creased by $71,715 a year, and the prov-
incial debt by nearly $380,000, though the
government had $200,000 more revenue
to spend than did its Liberal predeces-
sor,

Premier Mathieson has said that when
hé assumed office he found every public
office in a state of decline, that his gov-
ernment had converted a deficit of $35,-
000 per annum into a surplus of $30,000
per annum, had spent $50,000 on public
works, had increased teachers’ salaries,
and had immensely improved the educg:
tional system of the province.

Tricking Submarines,

It is the surprise attack which in near-
ly every case enables a suhmarine to
torpedo a hostile ship. Captain Turner,
| of the Lusitania, for instance, might have
! avoided the torpedo fired at his ship by
the German submarine had he known of
its proximity, but a brief glimpse of a
periscope was the only warning he re-
| ceived before the liner was struck. There
|are several manoeuvres by means of
! which a ship can trick a submarine. Sev-
Jeml vessels have diverted torpedoes by
| swinging round their stern until it points
!in the direction of the under-sea craft.
'In this way the wash of the propellers
has deflected the torpedo from its course,
(and it has sped harmlessly past its mark.
i Another successful ruse is to stoke up
i furnaces of a ship chased by a submar-
!ine, and thick black smoke belches from
{its funnels and envelopes the vessel in a
' protective shroud. In this way the sub-
{marine gunners are ¢opfused, and cannot
'perceive the correct direction in which
i to send their torpedo.
| A speedy ship which follows an er-
| ratic zigzag course is a poor mark to a
submarine. When a torpedo is dispatched
'against a fast traveling vessel it is di-
‘rected to a point just ahead of its mark,
and the craft literally runs into the
death-dealing device. ‘This obviously
cannot happen, however, if a ship is
swinging rapidly from side to side, and
alternatively pointing the narrow ex-
panse of its bows or stern to the under-
'sea marksmen. .
| Ships in many cases now travel in
pairss. A submarine seldom attacks a
vessel unless it is alone, for it can only
attack one at a time, and whilst it is
launching a torpedo at its first mark the

KAISER WEEPS OVER
DECADENT FRANCE"

War's Result Wlll Be Punﬁcataon f
Germany, He Savs,

ST %

Parish, Sept. 13—A Basel despatch
summarizes a recently published brochure
by Anton Fendrich, the prominent Baden

Socialist, describing a conversatxon with

Emperor William at the ‘general head-

quarters on.the western front.

The emperor received the Socialist cor-
dially and democratically in a garden.
His bodyguard at headquarters were
mostly Socialists, “fine fellows,” the em-
peror said.

Herr. Fendrich 'was greatly impressed
with the emperor’s sincere pacifism and
also with the sorrow of his disillusion-
ment regarding his royal relatives in
England and Russia who “betrayed him
at a moment of danger.”

“The emperor,” Herr Fendrich said,
“related for half an hour horrible French
atrocities. Carried away by the mon-
strosity of these proved facts, which
leave no hope for decadent France, the
emperor wept more than once at the
shame of such demoralization of a onge
noble people, victimixed now by a fixed
idea.”

The ,emperor said the result of the
war would be “the unification and puri-
fication of Germany for her historic task
of serving as the heart of Europe.”

Herr. Fendrich reports that the em-
peror looked younger, fresher and more
energetic than ever; his eyes were bright
and his face was unlined by care.

Bryan,” writes Dr. Forgo, “I am under
the impression that, provided it develops
at his meeting with the editors that his
going abroad is advisable, he, himself,
will for the love of the cause, not only
sacrifice " his tlme but will also pay his
own expenses.”

This was in answer to a number of
the conferers who proposed that a fund
be raised from which to pay Mr. Bryan
a salary and his expenses.

Dr. Forgo’s first correspondence with
Mr. Bryan and some of the editors of
fcreign language newspapers started on
August 17. Letters were not made pub-
lic. however, until today.

Mr. Bryan’s proposed trip will be for

the purpose of demonstrating to the
world the power and influence for good
which is exerted by American newspa-
pers published in foreign languages.

The first of the letters which opened
the negotiations on August 17 refsrs to
the campaign of advertising conducted
by foreign newspaper editors in an ef-
fort to stop the war, and then unfolds
the present plan, which is to be backed
by “private citizens.”

“No one could institute it better than
William Jennings Bryan, who is known
all over the world as a champion of ever-
lasting peace,” says the letter. “As s
private citizen he. wculd help more than
he could as'part of the government. He
has the confidence of the people plus
that of the president.”

It is true they
have sustained heavy losses in propor-
tion to their numbers in some engage-
ments, and this has been featured in the
news sent to Canada; but they have oc-
cupied a very small portion of the line
against which the German attacks have
been incessantly hurled, and if we had
been given as full accounts of the strug-
gle along the other and longer portwns
of the line we would realize more fully |
the work done and the losses sustained
by the other British troops.

All must go on
the altar of sacrifice. I have almost got
to think that the war optimist of today
{3 the most dangerous lunatic at large,
not only a lunatic, but a traitor, to
himself, to his country, and to the men
who now lie heaped, and those who will
lie heaped, in shallow graves in Fland-
ers, in Belgium, in Poland; and in cres-
sent fields by windy Troy.”

Are you optimistic—men of St. John|
ind New Brunswick? Then in the view
of this soldier. at the front you are
dangerous. Read what another Aus-
tralian, wounded and in hospital, writes
home:—

“We hear out here that there is talk
n Australia about conscription, com-
sulsory enlistment of single men, but I
‘hink it is a lot of rot, for we do not
“want compulsory slackers out here.

The only thing we are wild about is
ieeing married men with children falling

Wright had-involved with him
sp many persons belonging to influential
and ' highly placed families that. there
was a general belief:at the beginning of
the trial that his' mib@éed would never
be expiated. However, 5o searching and
persistent was his exgminatiog by Isaacs
that - Wright broke d8wn, confessed, and

by J. B. Joel, a South African million-
aire, and a prominent racing man,
against ‘Bob” Siever, the editor of a scur-
rilous racing sheet known as the Win-
ning Post. Joel accused Siever of black-
mail, and in the course of the trial
most unsavory details were brought out
by both sides. However, Siever was
acquitted, thanks chiefly to his lawyer's
skill. ° In- 1904 Isaacs entered parliament
as the Liberal member for Reading.
About the same time he became ac-
quainted with King Edward, with whom
he used to play whist. The King, who
was no great player, is said to have
enjoyed Isaacs’ participation in a game
because of his equal mediocrity.

Swif: Rise in Politics.

In 1909 Isaacs . became :solicitor gen-
eral, and the.following yedr was knight-
ed and appointed attorney general. Sub-
sequently he became a privy councillor,
a Knight Commander of the Victorian
Order, and was admitted to the cabinet.
He was .the first attorney-general who
ever received this distinction. - But a
greater still was awaiting him, and that
was his elevation in 1918 to become
Lord Chief Justice of England. He is the
first Jew to hold that position. The ap-
pointment caused unusual comment,
since its followed closely an official in-
vestigation of which Sir Rufus was the
subject in connection with his specula-
tion in Marconi shares. In some quart-
ers it was held that his actions were in-
compatible with the high standards
i which cabinet ministers are expected to
live up to, but he was exonerated.

A Fine Personality.

Baron Reading is a financial as well as
a legal authority, and since the out-
break of the war he has been working
in the DBritish Treasury in co-operation
with Lloyd George and Reginald Mec-
‘Kenna. Personally, the Lord Chief
Justice is a man of striking appearance,
tall, slim, graceful and extremely youth-
ful looking. He is fastidious in his
dress, and suave and eloguent in conver-
sation. He probably represents - the
legal and political side of the commis-
sion, for with two such English collea-
gues as Sir Edward Hopkinson Holden,
head of the London City and Midland
| Bank, and Sir Henry Babington Smith,
| president of the Bank of Turkey, to say
nothing of Basil P. Blackett, the secre-
tary of the commissign, and Messrs.

THE DEMON COMES BACK

(New York Times.)
What history will describe as the
Grape Juice Hiatus ‘has come to an end.
For 124 years the state department nev-

‘er once went on the water wagon, but

in 19183 prohibition was introduced in
its midst, and for two years diplomats
invited to dinners given by its head were
obliged to bring their beverages to the
dinner table internally. This era came
officially to an end on Monday night,
when the secretary of state entertained
in honor of Senhor Cardosa, the Brazil-
ian minister to Mexico. It was not a
denatured dinner. “Wine, ’announced
Mrs. Lansing, “will be served at all di-
plomatic dinners where the secretary of
state i3 host” The shade of Thomas
Jefferson, the first secretary of state, who
instituted the diplomatic dinner in this
country and barred grape juice from the
menu, lost the troubled look it had worn
for two years and bore the glad news
to the waiting congregation on the
Styx. “This is the last of grape juice;
I am content,” said the shade of John
Quincy Adams; and the shade of Web-
ster murmured, “Sauterne and cham-
pagne, now and forever, one and insep-
arable.”

It has been a question, ever since the
state department went dry, why grape
juice should have been selected as the
substitute for what our prohibition
friends described generally as “rum.” It
is not exhilarating and it seldom in-
crease conviviality. Nobody, after an
evening spent with a flask of grape juice,
feels disposed to join hands with the
other diners and sing “For He’s a Jolly
Good Fellow.” If what was desired was
something that looked like liquor, ginger
ale would make a much better substi-
tute. In circles where invitations to the
proprietor arc too frequent to make ac-
ceptance - safe and where declination is
regarded with a hostile eye, he has been
reputed to evade the dilemma by pour-
ing himself out two fingers of ginger
ale—charging the customer the regular

price for whisky, of course—and no one
has ever known the difference,

10 SIR WILLIAM VAN HORNE

In an appreciation of the late Sir
William Van Horne, Sir ‘Thomas
Shaughnessy, president of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, says:

“I first met him in 1880, when he be-
came general superintendent of the Chic-
ago, Milwaukee & St. Paul Railway. At
that time I was connected with the pur-
chasing department of that railroad. At
the end of 1881 he accepted the ap-
pointment of general manager of the C.
P. R. and came to Canada. A fortnight
after coming here he asked me to ac-
cept the position of general purchasing
agent of the Canadian Pacific Company,
but there were reasons why I could not
accept the position at that time.

*A few months later, when he urgent-
ly repeated the invitation, I decided to
come and take up the post of general
purchasing agent of the company, From
that time till the day of his death Sir
William and I have been intimate busi-
ness and personal associates, and al-
though in recent years his interests
have been in one direction and mine in
another, there is, 1 feel sure, no person
apart from the members of his own
jmmediate family who is more grieved
by his death than I am.

“Probably I knew him more intimately
than anyone ojse. His was a great mind,
a ereat heart. and e lofty soul. He

also many attributes that in talking with
him I called fads. He possessed the
splendid simplicity of grown-up. boy-
hood to the end. Canada owed him a
great deal, and those of us who knew
him best loved him best.”

OF COMRADE. KILLED

Is Trying to Get Particulars of
Death of Hector Cameron

In answer to a request for some par-
ticulars of the death of Hector Cameron,
who for some years attended the day
and Sunday school in W k, and
who was a son of Lachlan Cameron of
Lepreaux, Mrs. A. B. Sim, a sister of the
young hero, has received the following

letter from Pue. S. C. (Bud) Tippett of
Fairville:

Aat

August 9, 1915.
Mrs. A..B. Sim,-

Dear Madam:

Received your letter this morning.
Sorry the War Office did not give more
rarticulars of your brother’s death.

1 knew Hector very well. He was one
of the first boya to volunteer for the first
draft from B Coy. of the 12th Batt. to
B. Coy. of the 14th Batt. This Le did,
s0 that he would be with the first Can-
adians to reach the firing line.

During our first few days in the trench-
es, Hector, like a lot more of us, had a
few close ones, in fact one bullet went
through his cap. Even this did not
break his spirits, for after it happened
he laughed with us and said a close one
didn’t count. .

I cannot tell you anything about his
death, for it was an awful battle and we
all got scattered. It was in the first
night battle I got hit in the leg and arm,
and for hours I was left alone on the
field.

Mrs. Sim, I am forwarding your letter
to one of the boys of our company who
is still fighting in the trenches.

I am also writing him a short letter
asking him to find out the particulars,
if possible, and to let you kmow.

Wednesday morning, August 1. I am
going back to the Canadian hospital near
Shorncliffe, where I expect to meet some
of the wounded of our company. I will
make enquiries from them and let you
know the results as soon as possible.

Mrs. Sim, I know it is very very hard
to lose a brother in the awful war, but I
hope you will find, as every true mother
and sister will, a great comfort in know-
ing that your dear brother, though a boy
in years, gave up his life, like the true
soldier he wda, in order that the people
of the smaller powers of Europe may, in
the future, enjoy the same freedom that
we enjoy in our beloved Canada.

. Earl Kitchener’s statement was made in a review of the war in

the House of Lords.

‘“The response of the country to calls for recruits has been little
short of marvellovs,”’ he said, ‘‘but the problem how to insure the
field force being kept at full strength is engaging our close attention
and will, I hope, soon receive a practical solution. I do not for one
instant doubt that whatever sacrifice may prove necessary will be
andertaken cheerfully by our people.’”’

: This was the only portion of Earl Kitchener’s speech which
might be regarded as a reference to the possibilities of conscription.

"Regarding military operations the war secretary said: -

“For the last few months the front held by the Allies in the west has been
practically unchanged. This does not mean that there has been relaxation of ef-
fective work on the part of the forces in the field, for the continuous local fight-
tng’ which has taken place all along the line has called for the display of in-

cessant vigilance.

POSITIONS MUCH STRENGTHENED,

- “Meanwhile, our positions have been much strengthened, not only by care-
ful elaboration of the system of trench fortifications that already existed but

RUSSIAN RETREAT.

“In the history of this war,” says Earl
Kitchener, “few episodes stand out more ;
prominently, more creditably, than the!
masterly manner in which the Russian'
forces, distributed along a line of 750:
miles, have been handled while facing'
violent assaults from an enemy greatly
superior in numbers, especially of guns
and munitions. The success of this great
rear-guard action has been rendered pos-
sible by the really splendid fighting
qualities of the Russian soldier, who, in
every case where actual -conflict has tak-
en place, has shown himself infinitely
superior to his adversary. 'These fight-
ing qualities of the Russian army em-
powered her generals and competent:
staff to carry out the immensely difficult

allowing the enemy to break through ati
any point, or by, surrounding their
tforces to bring about a tactical position
which might have involved surrender of
a considerable portion of the Russian
army.

INTACT AS A
FIGHTING FORCE.

“Thus we see the Russian army rc-
maining today intact as a fighting force.
It doubtless has suffered severely from
the hard fighting to which it had been
subjected during recent months, but the
German forces also had to pay a heavy
toll for their advance into Russia, and
who will venture to say, until the pres-
ent grips are relaxed, which' armies suf-
fered more?

“It must not be forgotten that Rus-
sia, with her vast territory, always has
been able ultimately to envelop and an-
nihilate large invading armiés. In this
she certainly is no less capable today
than she was a century ago. As regards
the net result, all that the Germans can
place to their credit is that, at an en-
ormous sacrifice, they have captured cer-
tain fortresses. But our recent experi-
ence shows that the best fortifications,
and practically the only one that can
effectively resist the new ‘machinery of
war, are those which can be quickly dug
.deep in Lhe soil. Such trenches today
form better defences that the most care-
fully fortified places, of which the en-
gineers, until lately, were so proud.

“The Germans appear almost to have
shot their bolt. Their advance into
Russia, which at one time was carried
out at an average daily rate of approxi-
mately five miles, has ngw diminished
to less than one mile a day, and -we see
the forces, which they boastingly des-
cribed as defeated and. broken troops
flying before them, still ‘doggedly and
pluckily fighting along the  whole line,
and in some places, indeed, turning on
the jaded invaders and inflicting heavy
losses. ;

STILL A POWERFUL
FIGHTING MACHINE.

“The Russian army, far from falling
out of the fighting lists, as’ Germany
fondly hoped, is still a powerful and
undefeated unit, and the determination |
and confidence of the troops, fortified by
the increasing supply of munitions, have
risen in proportion to the strain imposed
upon them. In this momentous hour of
stress his imperial majesty the Czar has
taken command of his armies in the
field. The enthusiasm created by his

“To sum up, we may fairly say
that while the Germans have prevail-
ed by sheer weight of guns and at
immense cost to themselves, in forc-
ing back the Russian front, nothing
but barren territory and evacuated
fortresses have ‘been gained: Thus
their strategy has clearly failed, and
the victories .they claim may only
prove, as military history has so
often demonstrated, to be defeatsin
disguise.” z

ITALY'S WORK ;
TRULY E,

Dwelling on Italy’s part in the war,
Earl Kitchener said:

“The achievements of the Italian ar-
tillery have been, truly remarkable, and
the manner in which heavy pieces were
hauled into almost inaccessible positions
on lofty mountain peaks, and in spite
of great difficulties, evokes universal ad-
miration.

The Italian army now occupies
strategic positions of first-rate impor-
tance. The gallant conduct of the in-
fantry of the line in action has im-
pressed upon their enemies the - great
military. value of the Italian army, while|
the bold feats of Alpine troops, when;
scaling rugged nountain sides, were mar-
vellous samples of successful enterprise.

ON THE GALLIPOLI
PENINSULA.

“On the Gallipoli peninsula, during op-
erations in June, several Turkish trenches|

“Considcrable. reinforcements having
arrived, a surprise landing on a large
scale at Suvla Bay was successfully ac-
complisked on the sixth of August, with-
out any serious opposition.

*“At the same time an attack was
launched by the Australian and New
Zealand corps from the Anzac position,
und a strong offensive was delivered from
Cape Helles, in the direction of Krithia.
In this lalter action French troops played
a prominent part and showed to high ad-
vantage their usual gallantry and fine
fighting qualities.

“The attack from Anzac, after a series
of hotly contested actions, was carried
{o the summit of Sari Bair and Chanak
Bair, dominating positions in this area.
The arrival of transports and the disem-
barkation of troops in Suvla Bay was de-
signed to enable troops to support this
attack. Unfortunately, however, the ad-
vance from Sulva Bay was not developed
quickly enough and the movement for-
ward was brought to a standstill, after
an advance of about two and one-half
niiles.

“T'he result was that the troops from
Anzac were unable to retain their posi-
tion on the crest of the hills, and after
being repeatedly counter-attacked they
were ordered to withdraw to positions
lower down, These positions have been
effectively consclidated and, now joining
with the line occupied by the Sulva Bay
force, form a connected front of more
than twelve miles.

“From the latter position a further at-
tack on the Turkish entrenchments was
delivered on the 21st, but after several
hours of sharp fighting it was not found
possible to gain the summit of the hills
occupied by the enemy, and the space
being unsuitable for defense, the troops
were withdrawn to their original posi-
tion. :

“Since then, comparative quiet has pre-
vailed, and much needed rest has been
given to our troops. -

“In the course of these operations the
gallantry and resourcefulness of the Aus-
tralian’ and New Zealand troops fre-
quently has formed the subject of eulogy
in General Hamilton’s reports.

“It is’ not easy ‘to appreciate, at their
full value, the ' enmormous difficulties

i which have attended the operations in

the Dardanelles ‘or the fine temper with
which our troops have met them.
“There is now abundant evidence of

‘a ‘process ‘of demoralization having set

in among the German-led, or rather Ger-
man-driven Turks, due, no doubt, to
their extremely theavy lossés and to the
progressive failure of their resources. It
is only fair to acknowledge, that, judged
from a humane point of viewMeth-

ods of warfare pursued by the [Turks|

are vastly superior to those which have
disgraced their. German masters.

“Throughout, the co-operation of the
fleet has been intensely valuable, and the
concerted action between the sister ser-
vices has been in every way in the high-
est degree satisfactory.”

THE FIGHTING
IN MESOPOTAMIA.

Of the fighting in Mesopotamia, Earl
Kitchener said reconnaissances had
shown that the Euphrates was .clear of
Turks for a distance of sixty miles. -

“Since this victory,” he added, “there
has been no further fighting on the Eu-
phrates, Tigris. or. Karun rivers. Climatic
conditions in this .theatre of war have
rendered the operations extremely ardu-

ous. Lo

*“As 1 have infermed your lordships,
some of the newy.apmies we have pre-
pared and equipped” for the war are al-
ready in the field, and others will quick-

ly follow them. The response of thej,

country to calls 'for recruits to form
these armies has been little short of mar-
vellous, but it must be borne in mind
that the provision of men to maintain the
forces in the field depends, to a great
degree, on a large and continuous supply
of recruits,

“The provision to keep up their
strength during 1916 has caused us anx-
ious thoyght, which has been accentuated
and rendered more pressing by the re-
cent falling-off in the numbers coming
forward to enlist, although every effort
has been made to obtain our require-
ments under the present system,

GREAT NEED OF
MORE RECRUITS.

“I am sure we, all fully realize that
the strength of thée armies we are send-
ing out must be fully maintained to the
very end. To fulfill this purpose we

‘i shall require :a large addition to the

numbers of recruits joining. The prob-

tlem of how to secure an adequate sup-

ply of men, and thus ensure the field
force being kept up to its full strength,
is engaging our close attention and will,
I hope, very soon receive a practical
solution.

“The returns of the Registration Act,
which will shortly be available, will, no
doubt, give us the basis on which to cal-
culate the resources of the country and

‘| to determine the number of men avail-

able for the army, after providing for
the necessary services of the country, as
well as those of our munition works.
“Whatever decision may be arrived at,
in the full light of the facts before us,
must undoubtedly be founded on mili-
tary requirement for the prosecution of
the war and the protection of our shores,
and will be the result of an impartial in-
quiry as to how we can most worthily
fulfill our national obligations.
“Although there has been a falling off
in the number of recruits, I 'do not draw
from this fact any conclusion unfavor-
able to the resolution and spirit of the
country. On the contrary, I think now,
as I always have thought, that the man-
ner in which all classes have responded

to the call of patriotism is magnificent, |

and I do not, for one instant, doubt that
whatever sacrifices may prove necessary
to bring this gigantic war to a success-
ful conclusion will be cheerfully under-
taken by our people.”

If you consider that this question is
one that is open to argument, and I be-
lieve the company’s position to be so
clear that but little can be said against
it, we are quite willing to have you pro-

@t the new grade established by yeu af-
ter. you have prepared the necessary
foundation for your road at the new
grade, then we will whatever part
of the cost of this work (if any) that
the court thinks, under the acts and our
agreement with the city should fall up-
on the' eompany. o

In this way, you can proceed with
your work under precisely the same
conditions as the work was done in
Dock street, Mill street and 'Main strect,
pand you will have in addition the assur-
ance that the city will receive’ from the
company whatever proportion of the ex-
pense the court ‘considers the company
is liable for. ;

We feel very clearly that the com-
pany is not liable for any portlon of
this expense, but since you seem to have
the opposite opinion, we suggest ' the
above method of settling the 'matter
without ‘putting the public to the incon-
venience they would sustain by the pres-
ent bad road to Indiantown, or.by the
interruption of the company’s service
whilst the litigation is going on.

We wish to ‘protest very . strongly
against the use of concrete as a prging
material in the track section. Possibly,
although we do not admit this, you have
the right to pave the centre ~of the
street with such material as this, but we
would poeint out to you that by so do-
ing, when, as is often the case, it be-
comes necessary to open the street for
water, sewerage or gas purposes, or to
replace a broken or chipped rail, if can
only be done with very great difficulty,
and the result would'be a patched street
where the work could not be: satisfac-
tory. : :

‘We do not, consider that it is good
 policy, either #from the standpoint of the
city, the -people using the streets, the
traveling public or The Saint John Raii-
‘way Co. as the result must be in the
end unsatisfactory to all.

The following syggestions of a prac-
tical ‘nature, if faithfully followed, will
do much to prevent damage to property
and loss of life. : s

Stoves—Place a metal stove-board on
the wood floor under the stove, and ex-
tending at least twelve inches in front
of the ashpit door. Protect all walls and
partitions within two feet of any stove
with a metal shield, leaving an air-spice
between the shield and the wall. Leave
no kindling or other wood in the oven
over night. Do not hang clothes too
near the stove or stove-pipes.

Pipes—See that $M lengths of stove-
pipe are well fitted together, free from
rust holes and parted seams, wired firm-
ly and fitted perfectly into the chim-
ney. Stove-pipes passing through par-
titions, walls, floors, attics and roofs are
dangerous at best. Where . these must
pass threugh partitions, walls or floors,
always use a large,. ventilated -double
thimble. - You-should examine the stove-

or rust. Fluff and spider webs are like-
ly to gather on and around them, to
be set on fire when you least expect it. |
Chimneys—Chimneys should be built
from the ground up, and never rest on
wood supports. The settling of the a

used to support joists or other wood-]
work. Soft brick. and poor mortar are
often responsible for defects in the chim-
ney. Use a.good. quality ef brick and|’
cement mortar: *Chimney walls should
be at ‘least eight inches thick, the flue
of ample size and lined with fire clay or .
terra cotta. Never stuff up the flue| .
holes with rags or paper, nor cover them
with anything but a.metal stock. Chim-
neys should be cleared frequently.
Furnaces—Protect all woodwork above
and around ‘boilers, if within three feet,
with a metal shield, also all woodwork| -
near furnace pipes. It is best to rivet
the lengths ofi pipe’ together .to prevent
disjointing. The pipe should fit perfectly
into the chimney../ Examine the pipe fre-
quently for rust holes or other defects.
Keep them free from dust, fluff and
spider ,webs, which ate easily ignited.
Defects—Defective stoves, boilers, fur-
naces, pipes and chimneys should be
promptly repaired or replaced.
Overheating—Beware of ' overheating
stoves, boilers, furnaces and pipes.
Ashes—These should never be placed
in wooden receptéicles or' bins, on wood
floors or against wood partitions, walls,
fences, buildings '6¥'any other woodwork.| ,

Use metal rec s only, and dump
ashes away fromi afl’ buildings. :
Care—These iatters are technical, but

very simple anid merely 'call for ordinary
care.

New York, Sept. 16—William B. Su}—
livan, receiver of the estate of “Big
Tim” Sullivan, has filed in the supreme
court a report showing the financial con-
dition of the estate. According to the
present estimate the assets are more than
$1,001,277. :

Many claims have been filed against

the estate, but only a few have been|

allowed. The heirs are Patrick H. Sul-
livan, brother; Lawrence Mulligan, half
brother; and Mrs. Margaret Hickey, half
sister. ‘None of the relatives have re-
ceived any money yet, but it is probable
the share of each will be about $350,000
in the final distribution. :
Since the death of Sullivan, the busi-
ness of Sulivan & Considine, a theatrical
company, estimated to be worth $1,000,-
000, has been operated with Success.
Two of the largest claims against the
estate were filed by August Belmont &
Co., and J. M. Leopold & Co. Belmont
asks $205,000 and the brokerage firm of
Leopold & Co., demands $164,907.
