Police Overpowered
By Duluth Mob; Three
Negroes Are Hanged

Circus Hands Suspected of
Attack Upon a
Girl

Headquarters Stormed with
Bricks and Fire Streams —
Pleading Priests ' Are Hoot-
ed Down — Mock Trial
Convicts Three and Holds
Three Acquitted.

Duluth, Minn., June 16—Virtually nor-
mal conditions prevailed today in the
Duluth business streets over which a

mob of 5000 persons surged last night,
sweeping the police from power and
seizing and lynching three megroes held
in. connection with an attack on a 17
year old white girl.

When two companies of Minnesota
National Guardsmen reached here early
today ‘from St. Paul, they found only
a damaged police station and littered
streets as evidences of the mob’s activity.
The 124 men and six officers went into
temporary camp preparing to patrol the
streets, if necessary. They are equipped
for riot duty.

Last night’s lynchings were accom-
plished after the city’s police force had
been overpowered by bricks and streams
from fire hose in an attack on police
headquarters. For at least two hours,
the mob ruled, relinquishing its power
only after the negroes had been lynched.

Six negroes had been arrested in con-
nection with the attack on the girl, at a
circus grounds on Monday night. The
negroes were circus roustabouts. The
mob held a mock trial, declared three
of the negroes guilty and acquitted the
other three, who today still were in
the hands of the police.

The three “convicted” negroes were
hanged within a block and a half of the
police station.! Two priests who plead-
ed to let the law take its course were
hooted down. The negroes hanged were
Isaac McGhie, Elmer Jackson and Nate
Green, all about 22 years old. McGhie
was the first to feel the noose. He
cried for mercy, declaring he was inno-
cent. :

One priest, Father F. J. Howard,
climbed fifteen feet up an electric-light
pole and pleaded with the mob to turnd
the negroes over to the courts of law.
He was met by hoots an cries of “Re-
member the girl—lynch them.” Twice
McGhie was jerked into the air to the

! shouts of the mob, and -each time the

rope broke, dropping him to the ground.
“God be with them, I am not the right
man,” was his last ery as on the third
trial he went to his death.

A similar fate quickly was meted
to Jackson and Green, who likewise
protested their innocence and pleqded for
mercy After the mob had dispersed
early today the police cut down the
bodies of the negroes, which had not
been mutilated.

Injuries suffered by eight policemen

and a newspaperman in the brick fight
and fire hose attack on the police stq-
tion, were said to be trivial. An investi-
gation of the action of the mob will be

made. ;

Laborites or Nationalists, the home rule
bill in the House of Commons is \mn_icr—
going considerable amendment, mainly
on lines desired by the Unionist .party-.
The committee reached clause 13 yes-
terday when Colonel Guinness moved an
amendment to add seventeen non-elective
members to the southern parliament as

| constituted by the bill, such members to

be selected on property qualifications, in
order to afford the minorities greater
opportufities to make their views known
in the southern parliament.

Walter Hume Long, on behalf of the
government, expressed great sympathy
with the object of the amendment but
thought the minorities should rely on the
protection of the promised second cham-
ber, which would have to be constitu-
ted in a special way. For this purpose
the government had formulated two new
clauses which would be presented in the
report stage and which the government
believed would afford the necessary pro-
tection in the event of the southern
parliament defying the crown or if the
parliament was not properly constl.tuted.

On this assurance Colonel Guinness
withdrew his amendment.

CHANGES MADE

BY HOUSE IN
LUXURY TAXES

In Various Lines There Are
Reductions

List of Principal Articles Af-
fected by Budget Amend-
ments in Commons — Rev.
Dr. Speer Incident Closed.

(Canadian Press.)

Ottawa, June 16—The House of Com-~
mons yesterday afternoon went into
committee on the excise taxes and Sir
Henry Drayton moved amendments
making the tax on boots and shoes,
ordinary clothing, men’s and women’s
and rugs and carpets fifteen per cent on
prices in excess of a fixed amount in-
stead of ten per cent. on the whole am-
ount. Footwear is taxable above $9 per
pair and men’s suits above $45, overcoats
above $50, women’s suits above $50;
dresses above $45 are all taxable at 15
per cent on the amount paid over the-
fixed price. Carpets above $6.a yard,
are taxable at ten per cent on the am-
:;ntdpg;? over that price. Sweaters are

xe een per cent above a $15. price.
Main Changes. i e

The principal changes made during the
day were:

The tax of ten per cent now applies
on men’s hats above $7 each instead
of $5.

Underwear (except silk) is now tax-
able above $4 a garment or $8 for union
suits. Formerly these figures were $3
and $6 respectively. Velvet, velveteens,
plush. and silk goods are now taxable
at prices over $2 par yard, (ten per cent)
this tax formerly applied to such articles
at any price. Ribbons, lace and braid,
formerly taxable at any price,: is new
assessed on prices higher than 50 cents
per yard for general goods and collar-
ettes at $2.

Tax on carpets and rugs is now con-
fined to those costing more than $6 per
lineal yard of 27 inches wide.

Snowshoes were removed from the list
of taxable articles.

Baseball requisites and lacrosse sticks
are now taxable more than $2 each
where formerly they were taxable when
more than 50 cents each.

-, Articles plated in nickel ware or
brass for household or office use are now
exempt.

Ten per cent taxes on carpets in ex-
cess of $6 a lineal yard 27 inches in
width; boots and shoes, 15 per cent on
the excess over $9 per pair and exemp-
tion of river drivers and similar top
boots not less than ten inches in height;
men’s and boys’ suits over $46; men’s
boys’, women’s and misses overcoats in
excess of $50; waist coats in excess of
$5 when sold separately women’s dresses,

EQUAL RIGHTS T0
WOMEN OF WORLD

Suffrage Alliance Will Con-
tinue Efforts — Mrs. Dan-
iels Speaks on Labor Legis-
lation.

liance Congress at Geneva has decided
that the alliance should be continued to
secure suffrage and’ equal rights with
men for the women of all nations. This
decision was put in the form of an
amendment to Article 11 of the constitu-
tion. The amendment says:

“Resolved, that the object of the al-
liance shall be in the future to secure
enfranchisement of the women of all
nations by the promotion of woman suf-
frage and also such other reforms as are
necessary to establish real equality of
liberties, status and opportunities be-
tween men and women.”

Laws guaranteeing a living wage for
all toilers, equal pay for equal work,
abolition of sweatshops, and child labor
legislation were outlined by Mrs. Jose-
phus Daniels, delegate from the United
States, as measures appealing to the wo-
men of the world. She conveyed to the
delegates the felicitations of President
Wilson and “his cohfident belief that en-
franchised woman will bring fresh and
spiritual ideas to aid in the solution of
pressine world problems.”

“What women did in war hastened
the conferring of the ballot,” declared
Mrs. Daniels. “In our country the day
of agitation for enfranchisement has
passed. The hour has come when we
must prove by deeds that we accept our
new duties with a sense of our obliga-
tion to measure up to our new and high
mission.

“As we go into the political trenches
let us endeavor to be as intrepid, ‘aim
as straight and keep our nerve as steady
as our brothers in their grim battles.
As voters we must make or find a way
to carry help and comfort to those who
live in want er in peril.”

Problems yet to be solved; Mrs. Dan-
iels said, included abolition of the double
standard of the sexes, aid for mothers,
education of all children, old age pen-
sions and the guaranties of sanitation
and of free hospitals.

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WOMEN AND PLAYGROUNDS.

Among the subjects to be discussed by
the National Council of Women will be
that of supervised playgrounds. It is
fitting that the subject should be dis-
cussed in the city where the movement
got its first real start in Canada, under
direction of a committee from the local
Council of Women. At many meetings
of the National® Council the late Miss
Mabel Peters had pleaded for action by
the Council as a body, but without
further result than the appointment of
herself as chairman of a playgrounds
committee which could not be got to
function with any effect, because the
matter was generally regarded as a mere
fad. However, Miss Peters never lost
heart. She knew what was being done
in American cities, and here in her home
city kept the subject steadily before the
people. Then, in 1906, The Times and
'I‘t;legraph raised a large fund for play-
ground purposes. Miss Peters and her
committee in_ the local Council of Wo-
men were asked to administer it. They
gladly agreed, and made a member of
the staff of this paper an honorary mem-
ber of $he committee. Supervised play-
grounds were started that year, just
fourteen years ago, and have been con-
ducted ever since. The city council after
the first year saw the value of the work
and when a Playgrounds Association
was formed with Miss Peters as its first
president a tivic grant was given, which
has been -continued ever since. During
the last year the Playgrounds Associa-
tion has been enlarged to include repre-
sentatives of all associations, having to
d6 with athletics, as well as the Board
of Trade, Commercial Club, Rotary
Club, Yacht Club and Motor Boat Club.
The whole play movement has been
further advanced by the formation of
four Improvement Leagues in different
parts of the city, and by the beginning
of work by the city council to provide
a ' great civic recreation field as a sup-
plement to neighborhood playgrounds.
All this had its beginning in 1906 when
the first supervised playgrounds were
opened. Six of these are conducted
¢very year during the summer .school
holidays, and this year they will make’
an exhibit of basketry and other work
and probably also give daily illustra-
tions of playground games and drills at
the big exhibition in September. _ Each
of .these grounds has a supervisor and
assistant, and though greatly handi-
capped through lack of space and equip-
ment in some of them does splendid work
among the little ones. :

The greatest handicap in St. John and
in Canada at large is the absence of any
proper training centre for teachers. If
the National Council can induce normal
schools and universities to add such a
course of training they will make Can-
ada independent of the United States in
this regard, for now we must go there

- to get most of our playground experts.
- Other cities in Canada have far out-
" stripped St. John in the matter of play-
grounds, but it is well to remember that
this city was a pioneer,and that to a
devoted St. John woman who was an
energetic member of the National Coun-
cil of Women the movement all over
Canada owes its ince tion. Had Miss
Peters lived her enthusiasm would long
ere this time have brought into being a
National Playgrounds Association for
Canada, which was the goal of her am-
bition in relation to this great work. If
the National Council will now take up
that project there is no other organiza-
tion so well fitted to make it a success,
and none others can be so vitally inter-
ested as women in all that pertains to
the welfare of the children.

HELPING THE DISABLED

The United States congress has recogn-
jzed in a very striking way the obliga-
tion of the state toward all citizens who
are incapacitated for the task of earning
a livelihood. It has been recognized that
the state owed it to the disabled soldier
to give him vocational training or other
assistance, but an act passed by con-
gress in the closing days of
and approved by the president provides
for the promotion of vocational rehabili-
tation of persons disabled in industry or
otherwise, and for the return of such
persons to some useful employment.

Persons disabled are defined by - the
act to include “Any person who by rea-
son of a physical defect, or infirmity,
whether congenital or acquired by acci-
dent, injury, or disease, is, or may be
expected to e, totally or partially in-
capacitated for remunerative occupa-
tion.” :

" Thus the measurc has a very wide
range. The federal government does not
assume the whole burden; but, as in the
case of highway construction and some
other matters, will co-operate with the
different states to restore the incapaci-
tated to some sort of occupational effi-
ciency. It is said that more than a

dozen states, anticipating this measure,’

“:"hawc already enacted laws providing
for the vocational rehabilitation of dis-
abled men and’women, and provided in
some cases in advance for acceptance of
the requirements of the federal act.”” Of
the manner in which the plan will be
worked out we are told:— =
«wI'he federai board for vocational
education is, the administrative federal
wgency. A federal - appropriation of
$750,000 is made for the fiscal year ending
June 80, 1921, and of $1,000,000 annually

and every federal dollar spent by the

persons a way to secure training for such
work as they may be able to do; and the
net result must be a notable gain ‘in
national efficiency, apart altogether from
consideration of the humanitarism-aspect
of such a measure, It is a great forward
step, showing that legislative bodies
are giving more and more attention to
subjects which relate to the welfare of
the citizenship of the country. It is good
business_as well as a right course of
conduct on the part of the elected repre-
sentatives of .the whole people.

FA.RMERS AND OTHERS.

Three different associations of farmers
in New York are forming the largest
co-operative organization ever formed
in the state, to fight the increasing cost
of the necessaries’ of life. The proposed
organization will have a capital of $l,-
000,000. An Albany despatch says:

“It is understood the co-operative so*
ciety, which is to have its headquarters
in Syracuse, with branch offices through-
out the state, will at first make a spec-
falty - of handling seeds, fertilizers and
all kinds of farm implements. But the
determination of the farmers to elimin-
ate the ‘middleman’ and his profits go
fuxjther. As soon as the organization is
well under way it is contemplated toin-
clude all other commodities from food
to furniture, from clothing to automo-
biles. It is also planned to opén co-
operative warehouses and grain eleva-
tc!rs in all sections of the state to handle
the farmers’ products.”

It is remarked that this project may
work serious damage to business inter-
ests in towns whose chief revénue comes
from farm trade. There s the more
reason, then, from the town standpoint,
that there be a working agreement be-
tween town and country, and that each
be brought to see things from the view-
point of the other, That is the surest way
to guard against class feeling and class
movements. The whole farmer move-
ment is the expression of & feeling that
the interests of the producers on the®soil
are neglected by the: peoplé of the cities
and towns. Rightly or wrongly the
agriculturists demand a new ‘deal, and
their feelings are finding political ex-
pression as well as in the co-operative
movement. : :

The public spirit of one citisen, Mr.
W. B. Fawcett, has enabled the town of
Sackville to go ahead with:its plans for
a cottage hospital. He had offered a
building if the citizens would provide
$10,000 for equipment and maintenance.
At a meeting held last week it was an-
nounced that through private subscrip-
tions and town and county grants this
amount, less $1,200, was in sight. Mr.
Fawcett promptly offered to provide the
balance, and trustees were named to
proceed with the work. Mr. Fawcett
has set an example which men of wealth
in any community should not hesitate to
follow when such a cause as that of a
cottage hospital or other genuine com-
munity welfare movement makes an ap-
peal.

HON. ADAM CROCKS.

In the Oxfords a name that is held in
great respect even after the lapse of
many years is that of Hon. Adam
Crocks, who died on Dec. 27, 1885, after
a long and honored career in the service
of his province. He was born near
Hamilton, Ont., in 1827 and was edu-
cated at the University of King’s Col-
lege and at Upper Canada College, where
he covered himself with glory as a stu-
dent. In 1864 he became vice-chancellor
of the college and retained the position
until he resigned upon his appointment
as attorney-general of Ontario. From
that time he was a prominent leader in
the political arena of the day, although
he was defeated in West Toronto in
1867 by John Macdonald. Four years
later he turned the tables on the same
opponent in the same riding by a sub-
stantial majority-.

In December of that year he accepted

office under Hon. Edward Blake as at-!

torney-general with charge also of the
educational department.
Then his attention

was turned to

South Oxford and after a defeat in East

Toronto he\entered thé legislature from
the Oxford constituency. In 1879 he car-
ried the same seat by almost 1,000 ma-
Jority.

Mr. Crooks was a busy man in the
house. He was chairman of the private
bills and ‘railway committee. For five
yeat§ he was "provincial. treasurer, and
for .seyerill years; the minister of educac
foud® the 'schiool system’in

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JAPAN WOULD HOLD
BALANCE WITH NAVY

Vice-Admiral Sato Urges

y Strong Fleet — Make Japan
a Factor in Preserving
Peace. '

{Foreign Correspondence of N. Y. Even-
ing Post.)

Tokio, May 14—That Japan must
build up a navy strong enough to en-
able her to maintain balance in case of
war between the United States and
Great Britain is the argument advanced
by Vice Admiral Tetsudaro Sato of the
Japanese Navy. The discussion of the
matter of the renewal of the Anglo-
Japanese Treaty has been carried on at
some length in the Japanese press, and
this has brought out the declaration
that in 1925 the British fleet will be
outnumbered and outclassed by that of
America, the conclusion being generally
reached that for this reason Japan must
have a navy strong enough to be a de-
ciding factor.

“It is hardly necessary to state that
the biggest powers, after the World
War, are Great Britain and America,”
says Admiral Sato. Indeed, _ withont
their friendly co-operation, peace 'could
not be obtained either in Europe or in
the Pacific. Fortunately, friendly re-
lations now prevail between them, and
the. Pacific enjoys its traditional tran-
quility. But who can tell how long
the atmosphere will remain calm? Should
any involved ‘guestion arise between
them, it may well lead to an armed
clash. The results to humanity would
then be more, disastrous than the out-
come of the recert war, and the Far
East would be swallowed up in the
calamitous whirlpool.

“Upon Japan, who ha¢ to safeguard
peace in this part of the world, a most
important duty would devolve, namely,
mediating_between the two nations, and
should she pessess no real power with

which to back her up as such mediator, |

<he might easily fail. If, on the con-
‘trary, she had sufficient strength behind
her, neither of the two nations would
take any important step without first
listening to her protests, and thus the
world would be spared a war unprece-
dented ih scale and violence. Such, in-
deed, would be the beneficial effect

of Japan’s possessing a strong navy, |

and for that reason, if for no -other,
Japan must expand her navy,”

1t is hardly surprising that the public
should have received with mixed feel-
ings the announcement that the army
was be. reclothed in something ap-
proaching its pre-war finery, at a cost
of which necessarily vague estimates
only can be given.

STRIKE AT STEEL
PLANT AT END

Sydney Machinists to Resume
Work Tomorrow After
Two Months.

Sydney, N. S., June 15—Affer a strike
of two months the steel plant machinists
have announced that they will return to
work on 7N hursday. They struck in
an hour and an eight-hour day. The
offered sixty-eight
cents an hour and some minor conces-
sions as to working conditions.

The dealers said that selling to brokers
was not part of their usual business but
that the state of the market and the
prices offered were such that they could
make more money on a quicker turnover
than was possible in the past.

WOMAN M. P.P.
HERE FORNATIONAL
COUNGIL MEETING

Mrs. Ralph Smith of Vancou-
ver Heartily Greeted

Has Done Much for Progres-
sive Legislation in the Far
Western Province and Has
More Plans in View.

Among the delegates who arrived in
the city this morning to attend the Na-
tional Council of Women, was Mrs.
Ralph Smith, M. P.P., of Vancouver, B.
C. Mrs. Smith is a dominion vice-presi-

British Columbia. She was
greeted by the assemblage.
Mrs. Smith is the only woman mem-
ber of the legislature of British Colum-
bia and through her efforts several laws
have been passed which have made a
marked improvement in the social and
domestic conditions in that - province.
Among some passed through her efforts
are a minimum wage, which has proven
a great boon to women and girls; an
equal guardianship law which wiped
from the statute the old English law
which gave the guardianship of the fam-
ily to the father; a deserted wives main-
tenance act; mothers pensions, which is
conceded to be one of the best bills of
its kind in the dominion; a workmen’s
compensatioﬁ act amendment which in-
creases the allowance to women and chil-
dren; a measure for protection before
and after the adoption of children. In
addition a mental survey was made
throughout the province, a result of
which meant a complete reorganization
of plans for the benefit of those children,
and the erection of a suitable institution
where they are being properly cared for.
A juvenile court was also established
with a woman judge, and a home erected
for delinquent boys. A law was also
passed giving protectign to women whose
husbands died without leaving a will,
so that they would be enabled to secure
a rightful portion of the estates sete.

Mrs. Smith has many more plans for

the protection of the home and the bet-
terment of conditions, which she has
every hopes of being realized by wise
agitation. ' She does not remember when
she did not work for securing the ballot
for her sex. She is a past municipal
regent of the I1.O.D.E, was president
of the Canadian Club in Vancouver, and
did considerable Red Cross work during
the war. During her regime as president
of the Canadian Club the first returned
soldiers’ club was formed and it has de-
veloped into a wonderful organization.
In addition Mrs. Smith has frequently
occupied non-conformist pulpits and on
marny occasions pulpits have been thrown
open to her. She still hopes to be able
to carry on good work and eventually
see her dreams of the past become a
realization.
Mrs. Smith’s husband entered politics
in 1898 and was a successful candidate
for the provincial house in British Col-
umbia. In 1900 he was electéd to the
federal house, but was defeated in 1911
on the reciprocity pact. He again of-
fered for the provincial house and was
elected and later given the portfolio of
minister of finance. He died suddenly
four years ago and one year later Mrs.
Smith cntered the field and after an
arduous campaign won out by more than
4,000 of a majority. She has been on
the floor of the house for the last three
sessions.

Mrs. Smith feels a peculiar and warm
interest for St. John as her son was
united in marriage to Miss Inniss Ogil-
vie, a daughter of Mr. and Mrs. John
Ogilvie, formerly of this city. She says
she is very proud of the St. John con-
nection in her family.

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CUT OFF CITY'S
SUPPLYOF LK

This is Last Day, Decision of
Kings County Producers

Say They’ll Send No More
Into St. John Until the Sus-

~sex Train Is Put Back on
Old Time.

Matters have reached a crisis over the
question of running the morning Sussex
train into St. John on daylight or old
time. After today, the Kings county
producers have decided they will send
in no more milk or cream .uatil the train
is put back on old time. The notifica-
tion comes in the following letter to
The Times:—

To the Editor of the Times—

Sir:—At a. well attended meeting of
the King’s County Milk and Cream Pro-
ducers, held in Apohaqui last evening it
was unanimously decided that after
Wednesday, June 16, no milk or cream
would be shipped to St. John until the
Sussex express has been put back in its
proper place and run on Atlantic time.
‘The farmers feel that the change of the
trains to so-called daylight time was an
unfair and unwarranted action on the
part of the railway officials and against
the best interests of the majority of the
péople throughout the districts supposed
to be supplied by this train. This train
in question is an express and not a su-
burban, and especially has been consid-
ered to be a farmers’ train, carrying, as
it does, four-fifths of the milk and a
large amount of other farm produce used
in the city of St. John.

Following the action of the railway of-
ficials in changing the time of the train,
which was done with only one day’s no-
tice to the farmers, a delegation met with
W. R. Devenish, eastern superintendent
of the C. N. R., and presented sound
arguments and asked that the train in
question be run on the old time. Our
answer received one week later was to
the effect that the train would not be
changed. The farmers were then asked
by Mayor Schofield to send a delegation
to his office and there meet a number
of suburbapites. This was done, but the
only result was to hold the farmers back
for more than a week longer. The
farmers have no quarrel with either the
milk dealers or consumers in St. John.
From information which we have we be-
lieve that many in St. John are opposed
to daylight time, and we regret that our
action will without doubt cause these
people inconvenience. We believe that
this daylight fad was brought forward
and pushed through by a few' enthusiasts
and gradually forced upon many not in
favor. It has been shown that daylight
time is not favorable to farm operations.
The farmers do not purpose being forced
to adopt this time, and have therefore
been forced to the decision of last even-
ing and are prepared to stay with that
until their demands for train service are
met, °
