Judge Crocket Gives
Judgment

FRANK TOTTEN MATTER

His Honor Criticizes Parts of The
Prohibition Act as Being “Un-
British” — Question of Oppor-
tunity fer Defence in Lower
Court

74 supreme court chambers this morn-
ing His Honor Judge Crocket delivered
an interesting judgment In the case of
the King vs. Robert J. Ritchie, ex parte
Frank Tetten.

In this case Totten was convicted' by
Magistrate Ritchie on Nov. 4, 1918, for
having liquor other than in his own
private dwelling, and fined $200. An
appeal by way of certiorari was taken
by William M. Ryan, the defendant’s
counsel, on the ground that the magis-
trate acted without jurisdiction in con-
victing the defendant without having
first put him on his defence as required
by section 139 of the intoxicating liquor
act. In his judgment this morning his
honor quashed the conviction, making
the order nisi absolute.

His honor handed down a very
lengthy judgment, criticizing parts of
the prohibition act as “un-British.”

At the hearing on certiorari, J. D. P.
Lewin appeated on behalf of the at-
torney-general, and Mr. Ryan in sup-
port of the application to have the con-
viction quashed. Affidavits as to what
took place in the police court were filed
by Mr. Ryan in support of the appli-
cation and also by Totten; affidavits in
reply were filed on behalf of Chief In-
spector Wilson and Sub-Inspectors Me-
Ainsh ans Garnett.

In discussing these, his honor said:
“J have carefully considered all the af-
fidavits, and T am conyvinced, notwith-
standing the specific allegations of Mr.
Wilson and his two sub-inspectors, to
the cofitrary,. that the -defendant”was
not properly put upon his defence, and
that he was not afforded the opportu-
nits to which he was entitled of ans-
w&hg the case for the prosecution. T
find myself unable to reconcile the af-
fidavits of Mr. Wilson and Mr, McAinsh
either with the magistrate’s return or
with each other.”

0L LAATION
AS TO RUSSIA

From Russian Ambassadors
and Business Men in Paris

PRINCIPLES SUGGESTED

Conference Presents Five to Allied
Governments as Basis of Demo-
cratic Organization — A Claim
For War Indemmty

Paris, Jan. 20—(By the Associated
Press)—A declaration has been delivered
to the Allied governments by what is
called “a conference of Russian ambas-
sadors and business men in Paris.” It
says the object of the conference was

to defend the rights and interests of
Russia by “solemnly prociaiming, in the
name and by the order of tne united
governments of Russia, the prineiples by
which the nation’s policy will be in-
spired.”

“No matter when order is restored in
Russia,” the declaration continues, “this
order cannot be founded on the prin-
ciples which formed the basis of the
ancient regime. It is hard to formulate
precisely, tor the present, what the actual
constituuon of Russia will be, but it is
possible to formulate the principles
which will form the basis of the demo-
cratic organization of Russia. These
principles. are:

“l. The new legal order must be
founded on the sovereignty of the peo-
ple, who will exercise their powsr
through organizations of their own
choice, which will be respongille to the
people and will guarantee to them the
unalienability of their sovereignty.

“2. No difference is to be made be-
tween tne peopleis prerogatives amd-clas§
privileges. There will be equality for all
in the eyes of the law, and free access
to all the degrees of the political and
social scale.

“3. 'T'he rapid development of produc-
ing forces. The encouragement of all
private initiative, and all measures likely
to attract capital into the country. At
the same time the state must adopt all
measures to safeguard for the laboring
cldsses all the economic and social experi-
ences accumulated by international prac-
tice.

“4,  The most important question
must be the settlement of the agricul-
tural problem which, to attain social
peace, must be solved in the interest of
the large masses.

“5. During the revolution a disorder-
ly movement occurred on the part of
peasants who took possession of the land.
This exceptional situation demands ex-
ceptional means for dealing with it, but
to return to the ancient state of affairs is
impossible. Peasants must own more
land than hitkerto, but for the present
state of anarchy there must be substi-
tuted some legal basis.” ;

The declaration continues by advocat-
ing “administrative decentraiization,”
and says: “New Russia must destroy
at their origin the artificial causes of
unhealthy separatism. She must cause
the unity of the state to become organic
by making the interests of the state, as
a whole, correspond to the particular
interests of each of the nationalities re-
presented in the country.”

The declaration concludes by saying:
“Russia pledges herself to fulfill all
obligations arising from the treaties she
concludes, but claims the right to be
indemnified by the enemy for damages
sustained during the war, which caused
her heavy sacrifices.”

Coblenz, Jan. 20—(By the Associated

Urge President’s Plan be Adopted
at the Very Outset—Plan Now
Discussed Needs League of Na-

Paris, Jan, 29—(By the Associated
Press)—The future of the colonies taken
from Germany has assumed a place as
one of the most interesting of the im-
mediate phases of the problems under
consideration by the supreme council of
the peace conference, Hearings are now
being given by the supreme council to
members of the conference and to colon-
ial experts upon the disposition of the
coloniés. The council is at the same
time proceeding with the consideration
' of a general policy which shall be adopt-
ed by the five great powers in this mat-
ter. :

The hearings have already progressed
to a stage where the existing views are
greatly at variance with those set forth
in President Wilson’s fourteen points.
This ‘development has determined the
American delegates to remind the other
powers of that fact and to urge the
American plan at the outset, in order to
keep the rival claimants within the
bounds of fairness.

This plan, which was discussed on
Monday, and is receiving immgdiate fur-
ther consideration, looks to international
control . of the colonies, backward na-
tionalities and tribes by individual pow-
ers or by agents to be known as “man-
datories” of the league of nations. These
agents areto derive all their powers
£rom  the:Jeague and to act entirely on
the lines of policy dictated by that body.

The distribution of these guardian-
ships is to be made by the league of

More Rioting in Belfast.

Belfast, Jan. 20—There was much
rioting in the dark streets here last
night. Many plate glass windows in
stores along prominent streets were
smashed and some of their contents
were stolen. There .was considerable
wanton stone-throwing during the night,
many windows being broken. The po-
lice frequently charged with their clubs
upon the rioters.

A procession - of 20;800° stTkersHg-
raded through the streets yesterday
afternoon with banners and bands, and
speeches were delivered at several places
outside the town hall. The police tried
to prevent the crowd from entering the
grounds surrounding the town hall, but
were swept aside. Otherwise there was
no disorder anywhere in Belfast during
the day.

An agreement to supply electric lights
to the general post office and for tele-
graph and telephone stations has been
reached between the authorities and the
strike committee, but the latter threat-
ens to cut off the current if there is any
attempt to supply ordinary consumers.
The city was in darkness again last
night, and there are no street cars.

A proclamation was issued yesterday
by the lord mayor calling upon em-
ployes of the Belfast corporation to re-
sume work, it being pointed out that
their abstention from work is causing
widespread unemployment and distress
,among the people, as well as suffering'

to patients in hospitals. The lord mayor
declared the corporation to be prepared
to agree to any arrangement for a set-
tlement arrived at by the employers and
workers, and said that interference with
public utilities was an injustice to the
people and contrary to principles of tgue
democracy.

After
hearing -addresses on the subject by
Haley Fiske, vice-president of the com-
pany; Mr. Kavanaugh and Sir Herbert
Ames, chairman of the Canadiag com-
pany, the superintendents enthusiasti-
cally undertook to do their share and
the objective for this year was fixed at
$10.000,000.

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THE RIGHT VIEW.

Hon. Dr. McLean, provincial secretary
and minister of ed!cutior' in British Co-
lumbia, says:—

“Taking all the work that muniéipal
legislators have to perform, 1 think the
problems that come under the purview
of my department, public health and
education, are probably the most import-
ant.”

Is this- view entertained by city and
municipal councillors in general? Do
they pay @s much attention to matters
pelating to public health and education
as they do to those which relate to other
branches of civic or municipal adminis-
tration? In New Brunswick, for ex-
ample, will all the municipal councils do
their best to bring the new hezalth act
into successful operation? As a matter
of fact the emphasis in municipal govern-
ment has not been placed upon matters
relating to social welfare to nearly as
great an extent as should everywhere
be the rule. To develop a healthy and
intelligent citizenship should be the first
consideration, and every law and every
administrative act should be related to
that great object. Health, housing, edu-
cation, child welfare—these are para-
mount; but what proportion of direct at-
tention do they get? The statement of
Hon. Dr. McLean might well be framed
and hung in municipal council chambers
throughout the country.

JUVENILE COURTS.

Quite a number of years ago Winni-
peg established a juvenile court. These
courts were already a great success in
American cities. Other Canadian cities
followed Winnipeg. St. John is one of
the last to consider the question. Such
a court has no relation to an ordinary

: police court. It is reformatory in its
outlook and practice. Mr. J. J. Kelso,
who has been for more than twenty-
five years superintendent of neglected
and dependent children in Ontario, ex-
presses the view that a man of business
training, not a lawyer, but having the
qualifications of heart and mind that
appeal to children, combined with firm-
ness and good judgment, makes an ad-
mirable judge of % juvenile court. The
history of these courts shows that they
have a most benefivial effect upon boy
and girl life in cities, throwing around
the wayward ones neecessary safeguards,
dealing with home conditions, and pre-
venting a great deal of the drift toward
vice and crime. If St. John is to have
such a court it should be a court worth
while. There should be no question of
cheap substitutes where the welfare of
the children is concerned. The ques-
tion really concerns every citizen, for
if vice and crime grow the taxes grow
with them. *There is an economic as
well as a moral and spiritual side to the
problem.

HOUSING IN HALIFAX,

“If the proper authorities and people
who had the welfare and, above all, the
health of this city at heart could have
seen what I have seen on my tours as
an inspector—and I have reported thous-
ands of cases—they would readily un-
derstand why the infant mortality rate
and the adult death rate is so high, as
the environment that the children in the
poorer districts are victims of is crim-
inal”

The above paragraph is an extract;
from the report of Commissioner Craig
last week to the Halifax board of health. |

He went into particulars to prove his
case and added:

®As a chain is no stronger than its

weakest link, a city can be no cleaner
than its dirtiest slum or hovel. If we
are to lessen the ravages of tuberculosis
and infectious diseases, we should at
once do something to wipe out the in-
cubators of these diseases in our midst.”

ANTHRAGITE PRIES

Operators Paint Gloomy Picture of Con-
ditions for Senate Investigating

Committee

Pottsville, Penn., Jan. 28The statement
that anthracite coal operators do not
create a surplus because sugh a condi-
tion would naturally lower prices was
made at a session of the sub-gommittee
of the United States Senate Committee
on Manufacturers, which is inquiring in-
to the high price of coal and the alleged
shortage of domestic sizes. Fred M.
Chase, vice-president and general man-

ager of the Lehigh Ygﬂeg Coal Com-
pany and the Coxe Brothers Company,
said producers opposed running up a
surplus as a matter of business protec-
tion. :

B. H. Leaming, general manager of
three independent collieries in the Scran-
ton field, testified that coal producers
must get more for their output or go out
of business. He said his companies
were operafing\at a loss. Officers of
mining companies were emphatic in
denial that there was any attempt to
curtail production to keep up prices.

S. D. Dimmick, assistapt to the vice
president and general manager of the
Delaware, Lackawana & Western Rail-
road~Company, of :Scrantem, said the
profits at some of the collieries were so
small that they were considering closing
some of them. High prices aof labor and
material, he said, were the chief cause
for the high cost of production.

Charles F. Huber, president apd gen-
eral manager of the Lehigh and Wilkes-
Barre Coal Company, -testified that only
about two-thirds of the required em-
ployes could be obtained, and said that
with a full force the production of coal
could be increased 50 per cent. He in-
sisted that the margin of profit was too
close to permit of any price cutting. He
estimated roughly the profit on a ton
of coal at sixty or sixty-five cents.

Vladivostok, Jan. 28—(By W. E.

An Opportunity For Some Saint

After a conference with the depart-
ment at Ottawa, Mr. Findley spent some
1time in Teronto and the manufacturing
{towns of Ontario studying the products
jof Canadian factories in their relation to
the Siberian demand and conferring with
the manufacturers regarding the best
methods to be adopted to secure entry
into that field. While in Otltawa re-
cently he met W, S. Fisher of this city,
and it was chiefly through the efforts
of the latter that an eastern trip was
arranged for Mr. Findley. - He spent part
of Monday and Tuesday in St. John, re-
turning last evening to Ottawa.

Speaking of his investigation here, Mr.
Findley said that he felt that he had
been well repaid for his visit to the
city. He had visited several of the Jocal
industrial concerns and had befn im-
pressed with their products ‘agd with
the spirit of enterprise shown by the
ownerS. Wire nails, for;the manufac-
ture of which there are three large fac-
tories here, appealed to him as especial-
ly suited for this export trade and he
believed that the brass foundries and
brush factories also might secure a share
in the business.

Among the articles for which the‘e is
the strongest demand in Siberia Yarc
agricultural implements and ready made
clothing. The latter, he pointed out,
does not include woollen underwear, as
it is impossible to compete with the
Japanese in this line.

The greatest barrier to trade with
that country, Mr, Findley said, was the
disorganized state of all Russia. The
murder of so many of the men to whom
the country would naturally look for
leadership, the flight of others to escape
the Bolsheviki, and the plundering of
practically all of them, had left the
90untry with few to aid in the reorgan-
ization of the country on a sound basis.
Among the present leaders, he regarded
Admiral Kolchak as the one in whom
the most trust could be placed, but Kol-
chak himself had expressed doubts about
how long he would survive,

The worst feature of the present dis-
organization, with regard to foreign
trade, was the lack of currency of actual
value. The revolutionists had been
turning out paper money as freely as a
newspaper office runs off its daily is-
sue. These nofes were not even num-
bered and there was no pretense that
they were secured by gold or other cur-
rent values. While legal tender in Rus-
sia, and accepted as such within its own
borders, this money was worthless for
foreign exchange, and there was not
enough curreney of recognized value for
the purpose of a large foreign trade.

The future of trade with Russia de
pended largely, Mr. Findley said, on the
action of the allies. If the allied forces
were withdrawn, and he found it hard to
imagine that this course would he taken,
a general collapse of even that measure
of stability which exists would be ex-
pected to follow, and trade conditions
would become hopeless.

It was in the hope that order would
be maintained where it exists and re-
stored in other parts of that vast nation,
that the preliminary steps towards ex-
tending trade with Siberia were being
If conditions made trade possible,
there was no doubt regarding the tre-
mendous value of the field which would
be opened up to Canadian manufactur-
ers and other business men,
