'T am an Imperial Unionist, and it is 
my ideal to see all the nations under the 
British flag ^remaining united forever and 
standing together as one nation before the 
world.”

“The word loyalty is sometimes mislead-, 
ing. If it stands for devotion to the mo­
ther country alone or to Canada alone it 
is not good business. The Briton may 
feel a stronger love for his own part 
of the empire, and the Canadian may feel 
a strong attachment for hie own country, 
but both are capable of a common devo­
tion to the empire, primarily as a group 
of self-governing nations, all owing al­
legiance to the British Crown.

“If Canada’s loySlty to the empire leads 
her to contribute to its naval defence, I 
think it is only right that she should have 
a voice in the government of the empire 
in proportion to such contribution.”

These are some of the views expressed 
by Viscount Milner, of St. James, in an 
interview granted to a Times’ reporter 
this morning. Cord Milner, one of the 
foremost imperial statesmen of the day, 
who has given twenty years’ of distinguish­
ed service to the empire in South Africa 
and Egypt, is now making a tour of Can­
ada. He has visited Sydney and Halifax 
and came from Halifax through the An­
napolis Valley to Digby, crossing to St. 
John last evening on the government 
steamer Lansdowne. He will address the 
Canadian Club this evening on imperial 
matters, and will leave for Fredericton 
tomorrow morning, ^proceeding thence to 
Montreal.

Bulgaria has suspended the dismissal of 
her reservists until October 14, and is al­
leged to be threatening Turkey with 
era! mobilization if the Porte does 
half its military preparations.

Belgrade despatches announce that Ser-- 
via is quietly summoning the reserves and 
sending them to the frontier, while her 
prime minister has called upon Turkey 
to grant home rule to the serf subjects ■ 
of the Porte as the only meane of avoiding 
a war.

Montenegro has-been warned by the 
powers against showing a provocative at­
titude, but there is news of an attack by 
Montenegrin trogpe upph a Turkish force, 
m which the Turks lost thirty dead and 
thirty prisoners.

Greece has demanded sattofaetkm of 
Turkey in somewhat peremptory terms for 
the action of the Turkish troops in Samos ' 
in firing on a Greek steamer. The Turk­
ish government has promised an inquiry 
and expressed its regrets.

A Copenhagen telegran# says that in 
consequence of several urgent telegrams 
from the Greek government concerning 
the difficulties of the Balkan situation, ' 
King George of Greece left Copenhagen 
last night. To a personal friend, Ijefore 
his departure, the king said in conversa­
tion, that the situation looked serious, but 
he expressed the hope that peace -would 
be maintained.
, A Constantinople newspaper publishes a 
telegram stating that a French cruiser on 
Saturday landed troops in Samos, .where 
a revolution in miniature has been in 
progress, and disarmed the Turkish gar­
rison. |

Turkey, it is announced, is willing to 
abandon the concentration of troops in 
Adrianople to which Bulgaria has taken 
exception and will hold ihe divisional 
oeuvres in various parts of Macedonia in­
stead, but if Bulgaria mobilizes her troops 
the Turkish army will immediately be 
placed on a war footing.

Reports from Berlin state that five Turk­
ish divisions of 16,000 men in Asia Minor 
has ben called up.

Meanwhile from Sofia comes news that, 
amid the enthusiastic cheers of its popu­
lation, regiments of cavalry are entraining 
for Jamboli on the southern frontier, 
where a great part of the Bulgarian caval­
ry is being concentrated.

Hopes that peace will, be preserved are 
based upon the reported action of the 
great powers. Although Bulgaria, Servis, 
Montenegro mid Greece have apparently 
arrived at a common understanding against 
Turkey, it is announced" that they have 
been warned that any attack by them on 
Turkey would, sooner or later, lead to in­
tervention on the part of the powers who 
would not allow them to profit by such an 
attack.

have “because all the other children do.”

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The Bishop of Winchester, who is now 

attending the International Missionary 
conference at Lake Mohonk, is the pre­
late of the Order of the Garter, and wears 
its badge, fastened to a garter-blue rib­
bon, around hie neck, both in his ecclesi­
astical robes as also in evening dress. Like 
the Bishops of Durham and London, he 
ranks with the earls in the House of 
Lords; and while the Archbishops of Cant­
erbury and York rank with the dukes, all 
.the other prelates occupying seats in the 
upper house of the national legislature as 
spiritual lords of parliament rank with 
the barons. The stipend attached to his 
see is something more than $30,000, but 
there are so many demands upon his purse 
in the snape ot charities, and also in con­
nection with the up-keep of hie stately of­
ficial residence, Faraham Castle, in Sur­
rey, that it is only a man with some priv­
ate fortune of his own who can afford to 
occupy this see.

The present Bishop >of Winchester was 
one of Queen Victoria’s favorite chaplains, 
was for twenty years warden of Keble 
College at Oxford, and was translated from 
the bishopric of Southwark to that of 
Winchester last year. He is married to 
the Hon. Lavinia Lyttleton, sister of Gen­
eral Sir Neville Lyttleton, also of the head 
master of Eton, and of Alfred Lyttleton, 
who was secretary of state for the colon­
ies in the last Unionist administration. He 
himself is a member of the historic house 
of Talbot, and, through his father, a 
grandson of the second Earl of Talbot, 
Viceroy of Ireland, under George IV. The 
bead of the house of Talbot is now the 
Earl of Shrewsbury and Talbot.

Farnham Castle, hie home, near Gild- 
ford, is a wonderfully picturesque old 
place; first built by King Stephen’s broth­
er, HenryxDu Blois, Bishop of Winchester; 
besieged and badly damaged by Oliver 
Cromwell and his troops in 1642, and taste­
fully restored by George Morley, Bishop 
of Winchester, in the reign of Charles II. 
It is ^urrounded by a beautiful park, at 
the gates of which is the town of Farn­
ham, which seems to have grown up 
around the castle of the Bishops of Win­
chester. I may add that prior to the 
building of the castle 700 years ago, its 
site was occupied by a manor house, which 
was even then the residence of the Bis­
hops of Winchester, in whose Cathedra! 
church King Alfred the Great lies buried.

MOLDED RICE.
To cook rice so that the grains will be 

whole and tender, wash it in cold water 
until water looks clear, then cook it rap­
idly in boiling water for 15 minutes, after 
which drain and place the covered sauce­
pan on the back of the stove to steain un­
til the grains crack open and are tender, 
which will be about 15-minutes longer.

Molded Rice—Make a bag, linen or white 
calico, three fingers long. Dip in hot water 
put in your rice and tie bag leaving room 
for the rice to swell. Put into pot with 
cold water, let come to a boil. Put salt 
in the water and cook from half tç three-' 
quarters of an hour. When done it will 
turn out dry, like a mold. Serve with 
milk or butter and' sugar. It is well to 
put a saucer in the bottom of pan to pre­
vent its burning.

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JEmilSTftBEE;Sudden death seems to be the fate of 
the members of the present reigning dy­
nasty in Spain, and the startling unexpect­
ed death of King Alfonso’s only surviving 
sister, the Infanta Maria Theresa, will 
he regarded by many as a warning to that 
monarch. The taking off of his father, 
.Alfonso XII. in 1886 was so sudden, that 
hie death was announced before the peo­
ple had any idea that he was ill, and a 
similar fate overtook his first wife, Mer­
cedes of Orleans. She was only ill a few 
hours. King Alfonso’s elder sister also 
died unexpectedly, at a moment when she 
was apparently making a very successful 
recovery from childbirth. She left two 
children, a boy and a girl, while her sis­
ter who^Jias just died leaves two eons, 
and a little girl only eleven months old.

Maria Theresa was married to her cous­
in, Prince Ferdinand of Bavaria, whose 
mother, the Infanta Paz, is the wife of 
Prince Louie Ferdinand of Bavaria, famous 
as an accoucheur and gynecologist at 
Munich. Stories have been printed to tjie 
effect that the union of the late Infanta 
Maria Theresa with her Bavarian husband 
was a very unhappy one, owing to his 
alleged brutality, drunkenness and neglect, 
but there is no more foundation for these 
tales than there has been for similar ru­
mors about King Alfonso’s treatment of 
his wife and of his mother. Indeed, since 
Ferdinand with his wife and children liv­
ed both at Madrid and at San Sebastian 
under the same roof with King Alfonso 
and the Queen Mother Christina, it is to 
the last degree improbable that he would 
have ventured on any misconduct towards 
his wife, and there is every reason to be­
lieve that their marriage was wholly un­
clouded. His three children are in the 
line of succession to the throne, coming, 
however, after the two children of the late 
Infanta Mercedes and, of course, after all 
the children of the King and Queen of 
Spain.

The great Field Marshal Von Moltke 
was famous for his taciturnity, and for 
the rarity of his words. His nephew, Gen­
eral Julius von Moltke, his most recent 
successor as chief of the general staff of 
the German army, is similarly celebrated 
for never smiling, and always has an ap­
pearance hot only of profound gloom, but 
even of downright misery, impressed upon 
his countenance. To such an extent is 
this the case, that the Kaiser always ad­
dresses and speaks of him as “Der trau- 
rige Julius,” which may be translated as 
“the gloomy Julius.”

There is, it must be confessed, some 
peason for this gloom, for the emperor 
is a difficult man to satisfy in military 
matters, and the general is perfectly well 
aware that his master does not consider 
his work as chief of the staff np to the 
mark. In fact, the only reason why he 
has been continued in office has been the 
difficulty of finding a suitable man for the 
place. But in the meanwhile he is a con­
stant subject of imperial criticism.

That famous journalist. W. T. Stead, be­

gan his career as an author by winning a 
prize m a competition organized by a boys’ 
paper.

It was in the ’sixties that a boya’ journ­
al, of which young Stead was a regular 
reader, offered a prize of a guinea, to be 
spent in books approved by the editor, for 
the best effort in a literary competition. 
The winner was announced as “W. T. 
Stead” and the books'he chose Were sev­
eral volumes of the poets. It was this suc­
cess which made Stead resolve to be a 
great writer and editor himself.

Several years back a young Italian, ex­
tremely fond of music, eked out a precari­
ous living as the chief of the village band. 
He could barely keep himself and his wife 
comfortably, so he set about writing an 
opera, with the view of making money by 
its sale. When the book was finished he 
showed it to a friend, whom he took to be 
a capital and impartial judge of such 
things, and the Italian conductor’s chagrin 
may well be imagined when this candid 
friend told him the music was “no good” 
In deep dejection the musician took home 
his work, pushed it into a drawer, and left 
it there, till one day he saw the advertise­
ment of some music publishers in Milan 
who offered a prize—a handsome sum in 
cash and a royalty—for the best opera 
submitted to them.

Mascagni** Goad Luck
The composer thought he might as well 

try his luck, so he sent in his opera. To 
his intense delight it won the prize, and 
thus was “Cavalleria Rusticana,” given to 
the world and Signor Mascagni’s name 
and fame were made. When one remem­
bers that recently Mascagni received 
£2,000 a week for some weeks for coming 
over from Italy to conduct this same opera 
in London, one can imagine what his suc­
cess in that prize competition has meant 
to him.

That prolific and most successful au­
thoress, Mrs. Henry Wood, whose novels 
are said to have sold to the extent of over 
4,000,000 copies up to now, began her ca­
reer by winning the prize of £100 of­
fered by a Band of Hope organization for 
h tempérance talé, Mrs, Wood'S prize story 
was entitled “Danesbury House,” and at 
that time the large amount given for the 
prize was regarded as wonderful. Delighted 
with this initial success, Mrs. Wood imme­
diately began a second long story, which 
Messrs. Bentley purchased at once, for the 
authoress’s name was then known far and 
wide as the winner of that notable prize. 
This new story proved to be “East Lynne,” 
and thus commenced a wonderful run of 
success which lasted right away till the 
lamented death of Mrs. Wood a few years 
ago.

dards of living and a social religion—these 
surely are not unreasonable demands. I 
hope one day to see them incorporated in 
a political platform.’’

To attempt to remove poverty by min­
istering to particular cases is hopeless, but 
the aim to change the low standard of 
living, the overcrowding, overwork, dis­
ease, and other forms of misery, and to 
eliminate them from our life is neither un­
reasonable nor impossible. It is impossi­
ble to elevate the condition of life among 
people in misery above thè condition of 
their homes. Boards of health have power 
in all cities to vacate dwellings unfit for 
human habitation. A higher standard of 
habitability should be insisted on in this 
city. All that is necessary is an aroused 
public opinion, and a board of health that 
will follow the public command and the 
public conscience. There ' are intolerable 
conditions that are beyond the control of 
the individuals whom they injure, but they 
are not beyond the control of the society 
that tolerates them. In the warfare 
against the pernicious forces in our cities 
the first need is for information, and the 
second need is for united action among 
all those forces that hope through differ­
ent methods to introduce lasting reforms.

Speaking of the home rule discussion in 
Great Britain, Lord Milner said that the 
question at stake seemed to be whether 
Ireland should continue in the same rela­
tion to Great Britain as one of the prov­
inces does to Canada or whether ehe 
should assume a position more similar to 
that existing between Canada and Great 
Britain. He did not wish to commit him­
self to any expression of opinion regard­
ing the merits of the controversy, and 
said that if a referendum was taken on 
the subject, he believed that that people 
of Great Britain would found to be al­
most equally divided.

“It is unfortunate,” Lord Milner con­
tinued,” that questions such as these 
should become the subject for party divi­
sions instead of being dealt with entirely 
on their merits. I am not what could be 
termed a good party man. Twenty years 
in the government service has given me 
the habit of considering questions on their 
mérite, rather than as party policies. I re­
cognise the necessity for political parties, 
but I see great evils in the party system.

"I have been sorry to observe that the 
evils of the party system are not confined 
to domestic problems, but have intruded 
themselves into the discussion of matters 
of imperial importance. There seems to 
be a tendency for the Liberals and Con­
servatives of Canada 
the parties of ,tne earns name even on 
questions which are not affected by their 
political ideals and which bear no relation 
to their own policies. It is natural that 
they should unite: on some subjects such 
as the tariff, but. in other matters poli­
tical lines should not be extended from 
one country to the other. I strongly favor 
anything which helps to break down these 
lines and which helps towards the con­
sideration of every problem on its own 
merits.”

Other nations in Turkey suffer terribly 
from mismanagement or reckless neglect 
of elementary duties on the part of the 
Ottoman government, but they are capable 
of helping themselves. They rise in re­
volt, make heavy reprisals, end frequently 
objpin redress. This is the case with the 
Arabs and the Albanians.

it is, however, altogether different with 
the Armenians, who are not a 'warlike 
people, and have forgotten how to use 
arms. Although at one time thèy were, 
brave and skilled in the art of war, they 
have become now, through ages of sub­
jugation and oppression, so disheartened, 
that even the ordinary spirit of self-de­
fence has long left them.

Constantinople, Sept. 30—The massacres 

i5n Armenia have spurred the patriarch, 
the bishops Aand the elders of the Armen­
ian church to action. They have decided 
to submit to the Sublime Porte telegrams 
from the interior containing information 

l concerning these crimes, and to implore 
• speedy assistance. This kind of demon­

stration on the part of the Armenian au­
thorities is always ineffective, and the Ar­
menians know it. They protest in a me- 
ohanic&l way, so chronic is the evil, so 
desperate the situation.

A day or two ago the Armenian Patri­
arch appealed to the minister of the in­
terior. The latter replied that he knew 
the grievances, but that means of com­
munication in the far-off provinces is so 
deficient that speedy help was impossible.

Meanwhile despairing outcries continue 
to reach the metropolis. The Kurds are 
■unmoved, either by threats or pity, and 
continue their work of plunder and viola­
tion, of incendiarism and- slaughter. They 

■ are unpunished and no one dares to in­
flict upon them any chastisement.

Of all the peoples who inhabit the Ot­
toman territory, the Armenians are the 
most unfortunate and the most to be 
pitied. Their lot is tragic in the highest l looet river. It was dyked about ten years 
degree, their sufferings are unspeakable, ago and draining operations have just been 
Tlhere is no manner of atrocity to which 
they have not been submitted, no kind 
of martyrdom they have not undergone.

Scarcely a day passes without news of 
pillage and massacre in the Armenian pro­
vinces of Van, Bitlie, or Diarbekir, but 
the people of Constantinople have become 
accustomed to such tidings. One bnly 
shakes his head, clasps his hands, and 
aigihe in hopeless despair.

The Armenians themselves look upon 
their misfortunes as their inevitable des­
tiny, irremediable and beyond the possi­
bility of cure. Their senses have been 
blunted, their wits dulled. They have 
become apathetic to the unspeakable cruel­
ty of their fate. ,

After the deposition of Abdul Hamid, 
it was believed that the lot of these peo­
ple would soon improve. Sanguine hopes 
were entertained that with the advent of 
a liberal regime a new era of freedom

Lord Milner has held many important 
public positions, is an able author on 
problems of the empire, and a brilliant 
speaker as well as an administrator. Bom 
in England, the 23rd of May, 1854, the 
only Min of Charles Milner, M. D., his 
youthful days were spent in Germany, 
where was hie father’s practice. He was 
later educated at King’s College. London, 
and became a scholar at Balliol College, 
Oxford. He entered the journalistic ranks, 
and in 1881 became assistant editor of the 
Pall Mall Gazette. He subsequently enter­
ed politics, and in 1885, was defeated as 
Liberal candidate for .the Harrow section 
of Middlesex. In 1889 he became under 
secretary of finance, in Egypt, and spent 
four years there. In 1892 he was made 
chairman of the -board of inland revenue. 
Regarded as one of the clearest-headed and 
most judicial officers in the British service, 
and also as a man of moderate liberal 
views, he was finally chosen as high com­
missioner for South Africa and Governor 
of Cape Colony, pn the resignation of Lord 
Roemead, soon after the Jamieson Raid. 
Hie was a delicate task and gracefully 
performed, but all his efforts were unavail­
ing to prevent the inevitable war between 
the Boers and British. During the war he 
rendered the military authorities “unfail­
ing supports and wise counsels,” being in 
Lord Roberts’ phrase, “one whose courage 
never failed.” ’**

In recognition of his services he was at 
the end of the war. given a baronetcy 
and later made Viscount. As Governor of 
the new South African colonies he did 
good work, and in 1905, secured represent­
ative government, for Transvaal. That year 
he returned to England worn by his pub­
lic duties.

Experience in South Africa showed him 
that underlying the difficulties of the situ­
ation there was the wide problem of im­
perial unity. In his farewell speech at 
Johannesburg he concluded with a refer­
ence to the subject, “When we/ who call 
ourselves imperialists talk of the British 
Empire, we think of a group of states 
bound, not in an allisnee—for alliances can 
be made and unmade—but in a permanent 
organic union. Of such a union the domin­
ions of that sovereign as they exist today 
are only raw material.”

Since his retirement from service 
South Africa Lord Milner has lived up 
his imperialistic policy by the advocacy 
permanent, deliberate, imperial council, 
preferential trade, relations between the 
mother country and the colonies and last­
ly, tariff-reform with colonial preference. 
He is one of the most prominsnt of the 
Unionist leaders.

Gypsies Make Trouble

A band of gypsies has recently been caus­
ing a great deal of trouble on the Franco- 
German border. The authentic Romany- ’’ 
chal is perhaps the most mysterious nomad 
now alive. Thia people seems never to 
have changed. We know that they origin­
ally came from the east, and probably even 
from India, though when their wandering 
career began is wrapped in mystery. They 
were first heard of as immigrants in the 
Byzantine Empire between the seventh 
and the twelfth centuries. By the begin­
ning of the fifteenth century they had 
spread from the Danube to the Atlantic.
They crossed Bohemia, Hungary, and a 
part of Germany in 1417: Italy in 1422; 
and Paris first saw them in 1422.

Their arrival in Paris was the beginning 
of many troubles. They pretended that 
they had come from Lower Egypt, that 
they had originally been Christians, but, 
owing to Saracen persecution, had been 
compelled to renounce the faith. They 
were granted peace on condition that they 
sevght absolution from the Pope, accord­
ing to their story. His pronouncement was 
that they were to wander on the face of 
the earth seven years without sleeping in 
a bed. They would receive ten livres from 
every bishop and mitred abbot whom they 
met, which was to be their sustenance.
The story must have been a fabrication, 
or tile bishops were false to their pledge,

Jliilli the throne and inherity occupy
their late father's large herd" of cattle. 
James Stewart, a Scottish surveyor, who, 
with a party of special commissioners went 
through the district, has just returned 
home, after an absence of three years.

Mr. Stewart says that these were three 
years of “intense excitement and prodigi­
ous adventure,” and one of the most inter­
esting events at which lie anti one of his 
companions were present was the funeral 
of the African king. This dusky monarch 
was Banganio (as nearly as the name can 
be translated), and he ruled over a region 
where white men are seldom seen, and 
where the only law is that of the bush. 
The only white population between his 
country and the French ivory coast are one 
or two English prospectors and an Am­
erican missionary, who knows the natives 
better than he knows the people of his 
own country. The news of the king’s death 
came to the explorers when they were a 
week's journey from .fim ^v.iUage, but Mr. 
Stewart and his companion set out 
under the guidance of half a dozed native 
carriers.

“That was the hardest march I ever had 
in my life,” said Mr. Stewart. “There 
was no road, just a narrow winding trail, 
and for days that was not even visible. 
We crossed at least one river or stream 
every day on thé ‘monkey bridges,’ which 
are the meet treacherously constructed 
things imaginable. Then we had a large 
number of fallen trees to climb over, and 
more than once we were up to our waists 
in swamp. Repeatedly we crossed eleph­
ant trails, showing where the animals had 
gone to the water.

“The king who had just died had been 
a very great man indeed, and he was fear­
ed more than usual, for there was a rumor 
that he was a grandson of a half-breed, 
and the fact that he had ‘white’ blood in 
his veins had great weight with his fel­
lows. He had suddenly appeared one day 
many years previously, had engaged the 
then king in mortal combat, and, having 
slain him with a club, challenged any 
other man to depose him. None of them 
tried it alter they had seen the fight with 
their old king, so the stranger was accept­
ed as ruler.

“No one knew how he had died. I gath­
ered from the carrier» who escorted us 
that there was a whisper that something 
had been put into his drink, but the three 
eons were not agreed who had the best 
right to the throne, and I guessed that 
the trouble was not all over in the village. 
Luckily we left before they had settled 
their differences, but I fancy the second 
eldest son, myself. He could use his club 
better than the others, and he was a very 
cunning individual. Standing over six 
feet in height, he was one of the finest 
looking Africans I ever saw, and was fear­
less, too.

“The details of a chiefs funeral differ 
in various parts of the West Coast, but 
generally the ceremony lasts for some 
weeks, and in the case of King Banganio, 
as he loved to be called, the natives were 
at it for a month. We arrived at the vil­
lage just a day or so alter the prepara­
tions had begun. The body of the king 
had been removed to a large hut with 
walls only a few feet high and roofed' with 
thatch. In the centre of the ground a 
shallow grave was dug, and the dead chief 
was placed there and covered over light­
ly with the soil. No woman was allowed 

the hut. By the time we arrived at 
the village the neighboring chiefs within 
a few days’ journey had also come to help 
in the mourning. First of all a party of 
young men came dancing from one corner 
of the village to the centre of the com­
munity, where most of the people had 
gathered. At the head of this band was 
the chief medicine man, who wore a veil. 
If a woman of the tribe looks on his face 
without the veil she is killed. When they

Constantinople, Sept. 28—According to 
the official count of the attack on am­
munition column on the shores of Lake- 
Scutari, Sept. 23, the attacking party was 
not composed of Malissori tribesmen but 
Montenegrins.

has been giv^n by the “Shipping Gazette” 
which states ' that a well-known firm of 
Clydé shipbuilders were recently in negoti­
ation with the Canadian government re­
garding the construction of two dredgers 
for service in the St. Lawrence.

They were not successful in obtaining 
the contract but they learned that their 
failure was not due to their inability to 
give good workmanship and early delivery, 
but to the fact that at the last minute 
the dominion authorities gave a prefer­
ence of ten per cent, to home firms.

If the competing company had been for­
eign and not British the preference would 
have been fifteen per cent. Even ten per 
cent, was sufficient to put the Clyde firm 
out of the running, and they were offi- 
tlly notified that the order for one of the 
vessels had beén placed in Canada.

It was a great sight, 
tire male congregation, married men and 
single, old and young, their ages covering 
a wide range, many still in their teens, 
and many others past the alloted three­
score and ten. They came from all parts 
of the city and surroundings, but mostly 
from St. Peter’s parish itself. This 
ing also, there was aunother large maid 
congregation at the mission mass celebrat­
ed by Rev. Edward Scully, C.SS.R., of 
Toronto, at the early hour of five o’clock. 
The eetvicee for men will continue all this 
week.

The services last evening consisted of 
the recitation of the rosary, congregation­
al singing, sermon and benediction. The 
sermon was delivered by Rev. Father 
Hogan, C.SS.R., of Toronto, and he was 
followed with close attention in an inspir­
ing discourse on the “Saving of tÿe Im­
mortal Soul/’

His words fell, upon appreciative ears 
and hie sermon made a deep impression 
upon all. Father Hogan spoke upon the 
value of the soul in the éÿee of Almighty 
God, dwelling at length upon the text 
“What would it avail a man to gain the 
whole world if he lost Ms immortal soul. 
The various gins for which the soul must 
suffer were scored by the speaker, sins 
against the commandments of God and the 
precepts of Hie church. He discoursed 
upon the necessity of at all times adher­
ing to the commands of God, and endeav­
oring to lead as truly a Christian a life as 
possible. Intemperance and impurity were 
dwelt upon by Father Hogan, and he com­
pared the constant dunkard to the beast 
of the field, modifying his statements in 
favor of the dumb animals. The suffer­
ings of Christ, from His birth on the De­
cember evening in the little stable at 
Bethlehem, to his passion and death upon 
the cross, were appealingly described by 
the missioner. He took his listeners back 
nineteen hundred y*rs and more to the 
Garden of Gethsemane, to the Court of 
Pilate, and to the mount of Calvary, em­
phasizing the love of . Jesus for his people, 
the sacrifice He made for their redemp­
tion, allowing His blood to flow that they 
might be saved from sin, and offering 
Himself to His Holy Father for their sake 
(hat the entrance to Heaven might be 
opened unto them.

In closing, Father Hogan appealed to 
the men in the congregation to try to so 
conduct themselves as to show to their 
Divine Redeemer their- great love for Him, 
their appreciation of His works, and their 
realization of the fact, that by dying upon 
the cross on Calvary He made it possible 
for them to enjoy the eternal glories of 
Heaven in company with Himself, His 
Virgin Mother, and the angels and saints.

F. A. DYKEMAN & CO. A plan which is expected to save the 
city $700 a year was recommended for 
adoption at the mee'ting of the commis­
sioners at non today. In the past the cost 
of repairs to the piling at tbe entrance 
to the ferry floats has averaged $1,600 a 
year and to lessen this the commissioners 
have decided to sheath the piling with 
oak planks. A careful estimate indicates 
that this will reduce the annual repair 
bill to not more than $900 a year.
