at. Burdock Blood |\ ?\axePrises for Scientific Works.

The Royal Academy of Sciences of 
Turin, in accordance with the last will 
and testament of Dr. Cesare Alessandro 
Bressa, and in conformity with the pro- 
grama published Dec. 7, 1876, announces 
that the term for competition for scien­
tific works and discoveries made in the 
four previous years, 1885-88, to which 
only Italian authors and inventors 
were entitled, was closed on Dec. 31,
1888. The academy now gives notice 
that from Jan. 1, 1889, the nexv term for 
competition for the seventh Bressa prize 
has begun, to which, according to the 
testator’s will, scientific men and invent­
ors of all nations will bo admitted. A 
prize will, therefore, be given to the sci­
entific author or inventor, whatever be 
his nationality, who, during the years 
1889-90, “according to the judgment of 
the Royal Academy of Sciences of Turin, 
shall have made tho most important and 
useful discovery or published the most 
valuable work on physical and experi­
mental science, natural history, math­
ematics, chemistry, physiology, pa­
thology, as xvell as geolog}’, history, 
geography and statistics.” Tho term 
will be closed at the end of De­
cember, 1890. Tho value of the prize 
amounts to 12,000 Italian lire ($2,500).
The prize will in no case be given to any 
of the national members of tho Academy 
of Turin, resident or non-resident.—Sci­
entific American.

Mice at a Women’s Right* Meeting.
A certain historical mouse is said to 

have been the means of rescuing a lion 
caught in a snare.
said mouse has been the only ono of his 
species whose career was deemed worthy 
of record. It will now, however, have 
to divide its posthumous fame with two 
other mice, whose names xvill bo handed 
down to posterity as having effectually 
dispersed a meeting of strong minded 
ladies—a feat no sane man or men would 
have dared to attempt. This notable in­
cident occurred at a meeting of the 
“Women’s Suffrage league,” held at the 
house of a lady at Southport Just when 
some fair orator xvas exercising to the 
full her declamatory powers in aid of the 
sacred cause, a mouse xvas observed curi­
ously contemplating the scene from a 
coign of vantage on «a chiffonier. Tho 
flow of eloquence was at once stopped 
and silence fell upon the entire meeting, 
one lady only venturing to observe that 
she had heard “that mice bit dread­
fully.” But when this mouse’s presence 
was supplemented by that of another, no 
more words were wanted; a rush was 
made for the door and the meeting broke 
up in “tho greatest excitement.”—Lon­
don Truth.

A Woman’s Invention for tlio Blind.
Mlle. Mulot, of Angers, lias invented a 

method by which the blind van easily 
correspond with those who see. The in­
vention is, therefore, a marked improve­
ment on the Braille system of raised let­
ters, by which persons afflicted with loss 
of sight correspond with each other only.
Mile. Mulct’s apparatus is really a little 
printing press in a portfolio about the 
size of a sheet of note paper. Tho blind 
person spreads it out and impresses the 
letters required on white paper, under 
which there is a colored pad xvhicli gives 
them a blue appearance, and they are 
thus not only brought out in relief for 
the touch of those deprived of sight, but 
are also visible to the eyes of those who 
see. Ono of Mile. Mulct’s blind pupils 
has been able, by means of this system, 
to take part in a competitive examina­
tion for the diploma of elementary 
teacher, and to “distance” somo of the 
candidates who were in possession of 
their visual faculties.—New York Tele­
gram. ________
