- FREE GOLD FOUND

AT LAWN POINT

Rich Claims Reported on-Northern Part of Van-
couver Island--Indications That Spaniards
COnce Worked Placers

(From Monday’'s Daily.)

The correspondent of the Times at
Quatsino sends news of a most inter-
esting discovery in the northern part
of Vancouver Island and one which
promises to be very valuable from a
mining standpoint. It is the discovery
of free gold near Lawn Point with in-
dications that the Spaniards in early
days occupied the place and were en-
gaged in the recovery of placer gold
of which there are indications of rich
deposits.

BIRDS ARE REPORTED
10 BE PLENTIFUL

Other Sport Is Good on Vancouver
Isiand at the Present
Time.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

The pheasant season opens to-morrow
morning and there will be a large num-
her of peaple go.out to the fields and
farms to take a shot at the long tails.
On account of the favorablé breeding
geason the birds are rather more plen-
tiful than usual, and there are also
plenty of quail.

It is rather difficult to tell in detall
where the birds are to be found, but so
far as it is possible to gauge before-
hand, there are any number of birds
in North Saanich, while in South Saan-
ich they are not quite as numerous. At
Metchosin they are said to be about as
usual which means thaf there are
plenty of them. In the Cowichan dis-
trict some of the farmers are asking
hunters to come and kill off the birds
as they are so plentiful that they are
a nuisance. Large numbers have been
seen at Westholme, where, perhaps,
they are better protected than at any
place on the Island.

The quail give very fine sport and
they are everywhere. Many sportsmen
prefer this game to the pheasant. They
fly rapidly, but are more apt to be in
the open, thus giving a better chance
for a shot. Any quail may be shot, but
the pheasant shooting is restricted to
cocks., Sportsmen should remember
this,” as they are liable to get into
trouble if they shoot birds of the wrong
sex.

One of the most important things for
hunters to remember is that they must
ask permission before shooting over
another person’s property. Nearly all
farmers are willing to grant permis-
sion if asked, but some of them are
lnoking out for trespassers,
who leave the fences down and shoot
the chickens and other stock. It has
teen stated that some of the farmers

e laying poison in self protection, but
"hen they -do so they must post no-
tices to that effect. If only those who
hunt would be more careful with the

Hunters
who have killed many of them say that
there is no other game so difficult to
find.

Hunters are the most energetic and
enthusiastic people .in the world. A
Tommy from the barracks went out to
the Summit recently with the inten-
tion of walking through to Sooke har-
bor. When about half way he shot a
deer and mounted it on his back. Night
overtook him before he had gone far
and he lay down beside his game be-
neath a tree and slept the sleep of the
tired hunter. In the morning he re-
sumed his load, but it became heavier
every yard he traversed, until it seemed
to him that it must weigh at least a
ton. - Taking his hunting knife he sev-
ered the carcass in two and left half of
it in the woods. Then he tramped on
and finally made Sooke about 9 o’clock
at night. It wag the hardest cam-
paigning he ever had.

Bear are said to be plentiful near the
summit. There are fresh signs every-
where and doubtless as soon as the
pheasant season is on someone will
bring bruin in.

TOLL OF LVES
IN THE SKEENA

SURVIVOR TELLS OF -

P e

How Five Were Swept to Destruction
--Thrilfing Stery of the
Wreck

(From Monday’s Paily.)

During the season of navigation in
the Skeena river thigiiyear the swift
running waters and perciless cross
currents have taken their toll of vic-
timsg to the number of seventeen. Six
of these lost their lives in the Mount
Royal disaster, five were drowned in
the canoe wreck which happened on
the 18th of this month, while the bal-
ance, comprised of siwashes; lost their
lives at one time or another during the
summer which has just passed.

A thrilling narrative of the recent
loss of the Indian canoe, ‘when three
white men and two Indidns were swept
to destruction, is narratéd by J. W. S.
Morrison, one of the survivers who
arrived in the city on.Saturday even-
ing on board - the ;Princess Victoria,
having come from Port Essington on
the Princess Beatrice. Mr. Morrison
was accompanied-by O. H. Dorman,
who was also in the boat, and how
the lives of these twg young men were
saved readslike a story from the pages
of romance. ‘

It wag early morning on September
18th when an Indian canoe with ten
people on board set out from Haszelton
on its way to Port Essington, < In the
bow was an Indian, while another in
the stern worked the sweep which
guided the boat on her course. :The
rest of the party were made up -of
Messrs. J. Morrison, Ed. Bowling, :D.
H. Dorman, N. L. THropp, Richard
Hamilton, all of whom were saved, and
Messrs: James Munro, Ned Williams
and Dibble, the three white men, who,
in company with the Indian pilot Nel-
son and the other Indian, lost their
1ives.

Some twelve miles had been covered
when they reached a part of the river
where the current run eight miles an
hour, and is composed of swirling ed=
dies and maelstroms. Here the beat
was held head on down the stream up
which a high wind was blowing, throw-
ing the water into curling waves which
now and then swept over the canoe.
One o: Laese waves with, more volume
than usual, filled the boat and the oc-
cupant. were immersed-up to their
knée=. Before any measures could be
taken to ‘bale the boat she suddenly
capsized, the ten occupants being
thrown into the water without a mo-
ment’s notice.

At this point the stream is about 70
vards wide, and the boat had been
holding her course in the centre. Mr.
Morrigson, who relates the story, says
that it was a tide in which even the
best swimmer must inevitably be lost
if some fortuitous -¢ircumstances did
not come “‘to his aid. The boat turned
turtle, and was swept down the stream
at eight miles an hour. Mr. Morrison
states that he care to the surface be-
neath the canoe, and caught hold of the
seats. Beside him was Mr. Dorman
in the same predicameént. They were
totally immersed, and it was evident
from the pressure on the boat, which
they could not right, that others were
clinging to her keel. For three min-
utes, during which time they became
almost exhausted, they clung to the
steats, striving their uttermost to come
to the surface of the water. At the end

round the side of the boat, and gripping
the keel in' company with three others
they were carried along on the swift
running tide. No sign of their com-
panions was seen. It subsequently
transpired that Ned Williams, who was
a strong swimmer, on coming to the
surface had struck eut for the shore,
and when about: ten yards away had
been carried underneath, and was never
seen again.

Paralysed by the griping cold of the
icy waters which flow into the Skeena
from the adjacent glaciers, the party
of five held with a grim determination
to the wrécked canoe. For three and
a half miles they shot down stream
until the boat was carried by an eddy
near by the shore. This was their
chanee, and they case off, and one by
one made their way to the bank, where
they were unable to stand, their limbs
being in a state of paralysis. Ed. Bow-
ling was unconscious for some time,
and it was hours before the party re-
covered from the immersion.

Here they were picked Gp by another
canoe which had been following them,
and brought to a police fisherieg station
nearby, where they were looked after
by Henry Frank. They subsequently
proceeded to Port Essington, and
.Messrs. Morrison and Dorman eame to
this port on Saturday.

Various reasons .are assigned for the
catastrophe. It is stated that the canoe
was. too heavily laden forward; and
that her bow was low down, and hence
shipped the water. It is gaid that the
peculiar conditions, with the water

b 4

of that time they managed to scramble’

running at eight miles an hour and a
strong wind blowing in the opposite
direction, caused the accident. . At the
point where the canoe wag wrecked the
banks are laced with rocks, and swirl-
ing around tMese the eddies are caught
and thrown off in different directions, so
that it is well night impossible under
severe conditions to keep a small boat’s
head straight before the wind. What-
ever the cause of the accident, it is one
of the saddest which has happened
during ‘recent’ years, 'and "at no time
during its previous  history has the
Skeena claimed so many victimg as
during the present summer.

J. Morrison had been engaged in
mining at the Kildare Mining Com-
pany’s claims, while O. H. Dormahn had
been staking timber claims in the same
district. Both of them lost some of
there personal effects in the wreck of
the boat, while Ed. Bowling “ lost a
quantity of ‘valuable ore which he was
bringing south to be assayed.

Up to the present none of the bodies

of the Skeena canoe disaster have been
recovered.

BRITISH NAVAL
MANOEUVRES

e e

LORD C. BERESFORD
WILL BE IN COMMAND

{The Fleet Will Include Twenty-Five;
Battleships and Twm&y-four
~ Cruisers

London, Sept. 30.—Under the suprems
command of Lord Charles Beresford,
the combined Home, - Atlantlc and
Channel “fleets . will leave Portland,
England., about October 14th for the
autumn manoeuvres, -which this year
are being conducted in the NosZh Sea,
and will be somewhat similar-to thosea
held in the spring off the coast of
Portugal.

The greatest interest is being taken
in this gathering together of England's
first line of defences under the man
whom many consider the greatest of
her admirals. For a while the usual
' manoeuvres and other exercises will
be carried out. The main object is be-
lieved to be to teach the officers what
the admiral would expect of them in
case of war with Germany. - The pro-
gramme is being kept a strict secret,
and it is announced that on this occa-
sion journalists will-not be invited to
accompany the ships. Neither have
naval attaches been given any inform-
ation and will not be present, with the
exception of the Japanese, who, as
England’'s allies, have in recent years
been the guests of the officer in com-
mand on an occasion of this kind.

Lord Charles Beresford will be ac-
companied by no less than nine  ad-
mirals and the big ships of his fleet
will incluge 25 battleships, 14 armored
cruisers and ten protected cruisers,
with a fleet of smaller vessels, includ-
ing torpedo boat destroyers number-
ing sixty or more.

EMIGRATION FROM SPAIN.
Large Exodus Alarms Government,
Which is Taking Steps to

Check Movement.

Madrid, Sept. 30.—The Spanish gov-
ernment, alarmed. at the increasing
emigration of Spanish laborers, has en-
tered upon a vigorous campaign to put
a stop to the exodus, and is directing
special efforts to prevent laborers go-
ing to Pan-America to work on. the
Isthmian canal. The government
claims to possess proof that the labor-
ers are grossly deceived by the Tre-
cruiting agents of the canal and that
upon arrival at Panama they are com-
pelled to live and work under the most
atrocious -conditions. The complaints,
however, are plainly traceable to Span-
ish landlords who find their workmen
deserting under the prospect of better
wages abroad. Within the past two
vears thousands of Spaniards have gone
to the Isthmus.

Will be Built on West Coast to Handle Ore From
Southern Cfoss and Other
Mines.

Another smelter is in prespect for
Vancouver Island. The enterprise will
be undertaken by the Southern Cross
Mining & Smelting Company, and
£100,000 has already been subscribed
for the work.

The construction of the smelter plant
will probably be commenced this win-
ter or early next spring. Its location
is to be somewhere near the mouth
of the Alberni canal, in the neighbor-
hood of the copper areas owned by
the Seuthern Cross Company, initial
plans for the active development of
which have already been made. A
wharf for handling material and
supplies has already been built in con-
nection with the property and ar-
rangements started so that the work
can be pushed ahead, when the com-
pany decides upon earnest operations,
without a minute preparatery delay.
The Southern Cross property is said to
be 3 good one, and the company al-
ready has a large quantity of ore
blocked out.

In this enterprise British capital is
enlisted almost exclusively. Arthur
Hebden, of London, secretary of the
company, made a recent visit to Vie-
toria, and in company with H. Cecil,
who is locally interested, went over the
company’s holdings, and also had 2a
look at some other cepper propositioas
on the Island. Mr, Cecil, says that
Mr. Hibden was quite satisfied with
the look of the company’s investments
here.

Mr. Cecil, whe has but lately re-
turned from a long stay in the Old
Country, where he was interested in

engaging capital to the Jeveiopment cf
copper areas, inciuding those of the
Southern Cross and the Chemainus
Copper Company’s property near Che-
mainus, informed a ' Times reporter
last evening that a very noticeable
improvement had recently occurred in
the standing of British Columbia min-
ing investments. Confidence in the
country, which- had been shaken by
wild cat operations, was being grad-
ually restored, and the stocks of the
two properties, which he represented
were now quoted at an advantage on
the exchange, and got special settle-
ment.

It was not an easy matter to inter-
est British capitalists in mineral pros-
pects. 'There were prejudices to over-
come. It was necessary to observe
educational methods to show mining
men that Vamcouver Island had some-
thing to offer that was worth while
looking inte. ¥or this purpese, Mr.
Cecil adopted the plan of opening an
office in London, where the prospects
of his companies might be elucidated,
and all information kept on hand
that the skeptical investor might wish
to have with respect to thelr proper-
ties and the mineral capacity of the
country. Their office is located in the
centre of the city near the stock ex-
change.

Mr. Cecil will leave for the Old Coun-
try in a few days to look after busi-
negs there connected with the under-
taking of the smelter project and min-
ing operations on the Southern Cross
property. He expects to return to Vic-
toria before Christmas.

ON TREATY WITH JAPAN

Government Must Make Full Inquiry
Before Taking Action--Re-
Ciprocity in Trade

Ottawa, Sept. 27.—George Tate Black-
stock, at the Canadian Manufacturers’
Association banguet at Toronto last
night, proposed the toast of Canada and
the British Empire, and in deing so ad-
vocated Canada paying a contribution
to the navy.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, replying, said Mr.
Blackstock’s conception was Roman
unity and organization, while his (Lau-
rier’s) view was British individuality of
communities. Canada’s motto should
be Imperial unity with local autonomy.

Referring to Canada’s commercial re-
lations, the Premier spoke of the p_ret—
erence to Britain. He said no one will

find fault with it. No human institu-
tion was perfect. The preference was
satisfactory and reasonably’snccessful.
He continued: “Had I my way we
would have universal free trade with
the Empire. We are ready for recipro-
city in trade within the British Em-
pirefi, but Britain is not ready for it.
We will not dictate to Britain, as we
don’'t want them to dictate to us.”

Touching diplomatic relations, he said
they were none as successful as might
be wished. Britain’s diplomatic record
concerning Canada was a saa'mce of
Canada’s interests.

Speaking of the all red line proposal,
the premier said it would succeed.

Taking up the Japanese matter, Sir
Wilfrid said a certain section of their
fellow-countrymen at Winnipeg had
ealled upon the government to do away
with the treaty. That treaty had only
been in eperation for two years. To
renounce it would be simply to act in
a panic.

“I am not disposed to act in a panie,”
said Sir Wilfrid. “I want to look about
to think, to reflect, to inguire before I
make up my mind, and it is necessary
for the Canadian government to in-
quire, to think, to reflect and to say
what is the best course to be followed
in the interests of the Canadian peg-
ple. To deliver judgment at once wou'
not be playing the part of responsible
men, It is the dity of the Canadian
government to refiect, to inguire, to
look about and if necessary, to send a
commission to gather more informa-
tien.”

CRUISERS AT ‘FRISCO.

Admiral Dayton’s Squadron Has Ar-
rived at the Bay City.

San Francisco, Sept. 7.—The first di-
vision of the Pacific fleet, the foreguard
of the vessels which are to assemble in
Pacific Coast waters, steamed through
Golden Gate at sunrise this morning.
The four armered cruisers passed the
Heads in file formation, led by Rear Ad-
miral Dayton’s flagship West Virginia,
then came the Colorado, the Maryland
and Penasylvania.

The arrival of the four sister ships
marked the end of the 36,000 miles
cruise, which began at Newpori, R, I,
last September.

Admiral Swineburne put off from his
flagship, the cruiser Charleston, 28
soon as the West Virgintan moored.

San Francisto and California are
keenly alive to the importance of the
arrival of Admiral Dayton’s squadron,
as signalling the coming mobilization in
these waters of the greater part of the
American navy. It is regarded as an
official notification to the world that the
central government recognized the
huge growth of the industrial and com-
mercial life of the west and the vast
part the Pacific Coast is destined to
play in securing a fair share of the
trade of the Orient.

Western Conservatives
Policy--Must Make

Not Satisfied With His
Radical Changes to

Secure Their Support.

Winnipeg, Sept. 28.—During the re-
cent visit of R. L. Borden to Winnipeg
he was informed by western Conserva-
tives that his policy had toe many f4fs”
and “ands,” it was too non-committal
and mnot sufficiently anti-corporate in
its tone. As a result, Mr. Borden
promised to make a number of changes
with a view to conciliating his western
supporters and securing much needed
assistance in the ensuing campaign.

The meeting took place in the vice-
regal suite at the Royal Alexander.
Federal Conservative members, local
Conservatives and cabinet members
gathered to meet their leader and bid
him welcome and wish him success.
However, there was more than welcome
in their hearts.

Since the enunciation of his policy by
Mr, Borden at the beginning of his tour
the party in the West has been dissatis-
fied. There was too much “milk and
water” -in. its composition to suit the
ideas of the West, where they wanted
something ‘vigorous; something that

| would stir up public opinion and give

them something to work on.

After a long discussion it was decided |
that Mr. Borden must not be allowed to |

go further in the West without being |
told of the general feeling. The unani-
upon

Mr. Borden
was told that he could arouse the sym-
pathy of the western people if he came
out straight and ciear against corpora-
tions and stood for.lower rates for pas
sengers and freight on railways and
cheaper postage. Further, that his
very carefully worded statement on
telephones and telegraphs was not suf-
ficiently definite, and that he should
come out in favor of government own-
ership. There were few fundamental
prineiples of his policy which would
draw the western people in support of
his platform,

From time to time it has been sug-
| gested that Premier Roblin would or-
ganize and lead the western Conserva-
tives in the next federal campaign, and
it is said Mr. Borden expected his lieu-
| tenant’s support when he came West.
| He was told, however, that he could
 not expect any support unless he re-
| formed his policy. The latest reprort
| is that Premier Roblin, whose health
is not satisfactory, fears to enter into
a strenuous campdign, and that the
leader in the West will not be the pre-
mier of Manitoba.

In the meantime Mr. Borden, after
| promising to make a number of sug-
\gested changes, has gone to the coast.
He will be back in Manitoba next
 month on his campaign tour, and it is
iexpected that by the time he begins
‘ speaking east of the Rockies there will
be some radical changes in his doc-
| trines which will bring to his aid com-
bined Conservative forces of the West,

REVOLTING CRUELTY ON

Young German Tied to Deck. and
Fed on Burned Crusts
and Water.

Campbellton, N. B., Sept. 28.—From
Bonaventure comes a tale of -cruelty
that would seem incredible but for the
testimony of eye-witnesses. The vic-
tim is a young German angd. his op-
pressors were Capt. K. S. Christiansen,
of the Norwegian barque Agat, and
the first mate.

The Agat arrived at Bonaventure on
September 1st and finishing loading on
September 18th. The cruelties came
under the observation of Stevedore Gal-
lagher and his men. One morning they
found the boy tied to a ring bolt on the
deck. Both his hands and feet were
tied and he. could scarcely move. He
was kept in this position for a day, it
is alleged, and the only food handed
him consisted of burned crusts and
water. He told Mr. Stewart that the
mate had thumpeq his head against the
deck, and if had driven him mad. The
boy was taken, bound as he was, and
.Iowered over the side of the vessel,
| dipped -everal times and at length
lbrought out more dead than alive.

On another occasion longshoremen
| saw the mate with an iron bar chase
[the boy up through the rigigng, the boy
1311 the while ‘screaming in a terrified
manner.
| Baring-his neck and shoulders the
| boy showed Oswald. Smith, of Camp-
bellton, and others, marKs which he
said had been inflicted by the mate
{ with a red hot irén. Mr. Smith re-
| monstrated with the captain for treat-

ing the boy as he did, saying the boy
{ could not uinderstand his orders.

Stories of the cruelties were brought
ashore by the men loading the vessel,
| and they reached the local authorities,
‘;with the result that officers went on
board and took the boy ashore.

They wired the facts to the German
| consul at Montreal. The consul wired
| to have the captain arrested. Both
captain and mate were arrested.

The captain was fined $100 and
first mate fined $100 and sentenceg to
| three months’ imprisonment for cruelty.

Another German boy who was also
the victim of ill-treatment on board the
Agat ran away. He was caught by the
authorities and was one of the. wit-
nesses against the mate. It was brought
out that while the boy wag tied hand
and foot a cat was tied to him and he
was subjected to other horrifying treat-

Toronto, Sept. 26.—Replying to a de-
putation of railway men who vesterday
protested against the attorney-general’s
department prosecuting railway men
held responsible by coroners’ jurys for
accidents, Hon. Mr. Foy said the prov-
ince did not make criminal laws, but
merely administered them. The Crown
counsel- would not be eager to convict,
but to bring out facts. The cases
should be fairly dealt with, and if it
were necessary to emphasize on the
Crown counsel these facts, Mr. Foy
would have it done. The Crown coun-
sel, he said, should defend as well as
prosecute.

While
there is a shortage of men in some
districts, the work goes merrily on, and
the records of the separators tell of
more bushels to the acre than had
been hitherto thought possible.

VIOLATIONS OF

INTERSTATE LAW

RAILWAY AND STEAMSHIP
COMPANIES INYOLVED

Alleged to Have Made Lower Rates
Than Published Tariff on
Trans-Pacific Shipments

San Francisco, Sept. 27.—According to
a report in circulation six indictments
were found yesterday by the federal
grand jury against the Pacific Mail
Steamship Company and Southern Pa-
cific Company. In these indictments
the names of Ed. H. Harriman, ,John

C. Stubbs and R. P. Scherwin, it is un-
derstood, are mentioned. The indict-
ments embrace 540 counts, and relate

Jparticularly to violations of the law on

shipments from the Orient through the
port of 'Frisco to Chicago.

The particular instance in which the
law is said to have been violated relat-
ed to the shipment of matting from
Kobe to Chicago, these shipments be-
ing very heavy and numerous during
a number of months of the year.

Special agent of the interstate com-
mission, Mr. Duncan, has been on'the
Pacific Coast for several months, and
also in Japan, investigating these ship-
ments, and how the Pacific Mail and
Southern Pacific have been making
rates lower. than the published tariff
on them at various times. It is the
making of a lower rate than the pub-
lished tariff on which indictments have
been based.

Southern Pacific officials admitted
last night, prior to the enforcement of
the new rate law, they had not been
strictly living up to the three-day no-
tice provision of the old law, because
of the impossibility of doing so and re-
taining their share of Oriental ship-
ments to this country in competition
with foreign lines. They insisted, how-
ever, that since the new law has come
into effect they have not made any
lower rate than the published one, and
have not violateg the law for two rea-
sons—first, the rates havé been steady
in the Orient and there has been no
necessity for making rates other than
those in the published tariff; second,
that as the commission now has power
to dispense with the 30 days’ notice
where an emergency rate is necessary,
all the carrier has to do now is to lay

the matter before the commisison and’|

get it to authorize a lower rate, be-
cause of its dispensing power.

It is expected that indictments will
be filed in openvcourt when the federal
grand jury meets this morning. This,
it Is claimed, is the first time in the
history of trans-Pacific traffic through
this port that a grand jury has ever
made indictments for violations of, the
interstate law.

CUT' IN ATLANTIC FARES.

EYES ON VICTORIA.

A. B. Ellis Bays Residents of United
States Are Looking to Resi-
dence Heére.

A. B. Ellis, of this city, has returned
from a tour among the cities of the
eastern and middle States. He noticed
while in St. Paul, St. Louis and all
other parts of the area visited, that
the attention of the residents was all
directed to _the prairie sections of
Canada and the Pacific coast. These
were the parts which all were looking
to as the place to reside.

By the Pacific coast, Mr. Ellis says
Portland, Seattle and Victoria are un-
derstood. These are the centres which
the residents of the middle and east-
ern States now regard as the chief
places of residence.

There is no doubt that there will be
a large influx for some time to come
to the prairies and the Pacific coast, in-
cluding Victoria.

Mr. Ellis noted the splendid adver-
tisement which Oregon fruit is obtain-
ing in the east. Apples from the Hood
River district are everywhere on sale.
These Oregon apples are being shipped
to New York at $3.45 a box for winfler
varieties.

HOPES TO ENTER FOR
RACE NEXT YEAR

Anxious to Meet Wishes of New
York Club Regarding Size
of Yacht.

London, Sept. 26.—Sir Thomag Lipton
was interviewed to-night after he had
learned the reasons why his challenge
to race.for the America ecup had beén
declined by the New York club, and
spoke as follows:

"I still have plenty of time to issue
another challenge, but it depends upon
what I am advised to do. Mr. Fife is
coming especially to consult with me
on the situation. 4

“I know the New York Yacht Club
feels its responsibility, and I am quite
willing to abide by its decision, as the
club certainly understands its business
better than any one else. I cannot help
hoping that the existing difficulty may
be overcome, and that a race will occur
in 1908. I will do everything in, my
power that is'possible to .meet the
wishes of our American friends. I am
willing to consider most favorably the
idea of challenging with a 90-foot boat
if that will befreceived under the condi-
tion existing in the -New York. Yacht
Club, and if Mr. Fife can design a boat
which will give me a reasonable pro-
spect of success, and although such a
boat might have to be constructed as
a freak boat, even then I would only be
pleased to do it.”

Members Reticent.

New York, Sept. 26.—Prospects for
America cup next year were greatly
improved to-day by the announcement
of Sir Thomas Lipton that he will sub-
mit another challenge specifying a 90-

Royal Yacht Club.

Members of the New York Yacht
Club were reticent as to the ' action
that would be taken by that organi-
zation in response to an amended
challenge, but it Wwag pointed out that
the deed of gift, by which the Ameri-
ca cup was placed in the custody of
the New York Yacht Club to accept the
challenge, provided certain conditions
are complied with. The deed of gift
specified that any foreign yacht club
“onall always be entitled to.the right
of sailing a match for this (America
cup).”

It is also set forth that the com-
peting -yachts, if of one mast, “Shall
not be less than 65 feet, nor more
than 90 feet on the low water line.”
Then it is further set forth that the
challenge club shall give ten months’
notice, that this notice must be ac-
companied by a certificate of the name
and right of the challenging vessel, and
the vessel's length on load water line,
beam at load water line, extreme beam
and draught of water. A further clause
provides that the courses for the races
shall be sailed subject to its rules and
sailing regulations so far as the same
do not conflict with the provisions of
the deed of gift, but without any time
allowance whatever,

Commodore Baum’'s Views,

Chicago, Sept. 26.—The yachtmen of
this city are strongly in favor of seeing
the participants in the races for the
America cup, something besides mere
racing machines. Commodore W. L.
Baum, of the Chicago Yacht Club, said
the New York .Yacht Club was entirely
within its right in taking the action it
did. *‘At the same time, however, I
think the majority of the yachtsmen
of this vicinity would very much like
to see the cup contested for boats such
as are in every day use, and not mere
racing machines that are 'constructed
solely for the purpose of a contest and
then are broken up,” he said.

Supports Lipton.

Milwaukee, Wis., Sept. 26.—“I believe
Sir Thomas Lipton is right in his con-
tention,” said Commodore R. B. Mal-
lory, of the Milwaukee Yacht Club.
“The demands of the New York Yacht
Club are neither fair nor sportsmanlike.
It wants to build a mere shell, while
Sir Thomas must build a boat which
can cross the ocean under its own sail
and which must inevitably be heavier
and consequently slower than the shell

There were many diffi-
culties in the way, but use should be
made of the first hour of the morn-
ing. Rise a little earlier than usual,
and the benefit derived from the quiet
communion would be manifest. In
making the programme for the day
they must not forget to make an en-
gagement with God.

The address made a profound im-
pression upon the convention and the
spirit .was; very . evident.

Mr. Clyde E. Van der Maaten, of
Louisville, Kentucky. ex-field secretary
of the state of Kentucky, delivered an
address, “The Christian Endeavor
Movement.” He spoke as - one who
knew the work. His address was
strong and full of interest.

Mr. Van der Maaten spoke of the
movement from the beginning—from
the time Dr. F. E. Clark organized the
first. society in Portland, Maine, and
showed how the Endeavor movement
had grown in twenty-six years. 2

From one society, with ten Endeav-
orers of one demonination, and one lan-
guage; until to-day they had 69,000 so-
cieties, 5,000,000 members, seventy-five
denominations. and 125 languages, He
also showed how the movement has
spread, not only:throughout the Unit-
ed States and Canada, but into all
parts of the world. He said:  *“The
Endeavor Society is found in city and
country, ‘in the north .and south, in
the jungles of India, in the ancient
walled cities of immemorial China, en
the coffee plantations of Brazil, on the
slopes of the Andes as well-as the
Rockies, among the Alps of Switzer-

land, -on the shores- of Australia and
the multitude of islands that dot the

1, 1907.

south sea, in the East Indies and West
Indies, on the banks of the Mississippi,
the Congo, the Danube, the La Plata,
in ‘every continent and in every clime
the Christian Endeavor is found. In
fact this movement has girdled the
globe with its influence and its power.”

Mr. Van der Maaten said that the
Endeavor Society had never seen -a
brighter day since the society was or-
ganized. It had gotten down to busi-
ness and was doing excellent work.

The next speaker was Rev. J. A.
Doyle, field secretary of Epworth
Leagues and Sunday schools for the
Methodist churcH, who spoke on the
topic, “The Relation of the Christian
Endeavor to the Sunday School.” The
crucial point was found in the ques-
tion, “What is my personal relation to
the Sunday -school.as a Christian En-
deavor?”’, If the Sunday school had
been alive to its responsibilities, the
Christian Endeavor would not have
been needed in young people’s work. It
was not the fault of the boy that he
grew, but it"was the fault of the Sun-
day school that it had not kept pace
with hig growth. This made the Chris-
tian Endeavor movement necessary
and: the donsequence was that it had
come“to, stay and become really indis-
pensable. Referring to the older schol-
ars, the speaker said that there were
no age limits. The modern Bible class
movement was doing much for the
older scholars, but there was still room
for the Christian Endeavor Society, A
Christian Endeavor who neglected his
relation to the Sunday. school was
missing a great opportunity. He should
be a member of the Sunday school and
help in Sunday school work. He should
be trained for service. Too many Sun-
day school workers knew nothing of
Biblical scholarship; they did flot even
know their Bibles. Training for ser-
vice should be the keynote of the En-
deavor’s effort.

The address was a stirring appeal to
to the young people to become earnest
workers in the great cause.

The boat is
painted white, with a blue strip around
it. It had no name, and nothing was
foynd by which the supposed occu-
pants could be identified.

- AUTOMOBILE FATALITY.

Machine Knocked Down and Killed a
Peasant—Two of the Occu-
pants Injured.

Paris, Sept. 27.—An auto containing
Mrs. Wm. Graham, of Santa Barbara,
Cal.,, her daughter and ‘a governess
knocked down and Kkilled a peasant
yesterday near Auxerre, 100 miles from
Paris. The chauffeur, in trying to
avoid the accident ditched the machine
and its occupants. were thrown out.
Mrs. Graham was cut about the head
and the governess had an arm broken,
but Miss Graham and the chaffeur
were unhurt. The party was brought
to Paris in an ambulance.

AERONAUT LOST
HIS LIFE IN LAKE

Fell Into Water Wit Parachute and
Was Drowned Two Hundred
Yards From Shore

St. Paul, Minn., Sept. 26.—A special to
the Pioneer Press from Lake City,
Minn., says that Arthur.Traynor, an
aeronaut living at Minneapolis, was
drowned in Lake Peppin this afternoon
while making a baloon ascension.

Traynor went up in hig balloon to a
height of several hundred feet. The
balloon drifted towards the lake and
Traynor, seeing the danger, released
the parachute. The wind carried the
parachute directly over the lake and
when within fifty feet of the water the
aeronaut dropped. The life preserver
became detached from his body while
he was making the downward flight.
Traynor struck the water with great
force and was drowned within 200 feet

E. & N. ACQUIRING
TERMINAL ROOM

Negotiations Now in

Progress to Purchase

Albion Iron Works Expected to Resalt
in Sale of Property

(From Friday's Daily.)

R. Marpole, executive agent, and W.
F. Salsbury, secretary of the Canadian
Pacific railway, are in the city to-day
representing their company in negotia-
tions which are going on for the pur-
chase of the Albion Iron Works prop-
erty on Store street.

The acquirement of this property is
contemplated, as an initial step at least,
towards the extension of terminal fa-
cilitiegs in this city, the need of"addi-
tional accommodation to meet a con-
stantly growing traffic on the E. & N,,
it having manifested itself of late to
the great inconvenience of merchants
and others looking to the railway for
transportation of commodities.

It is said that plans for the utiliza-
tion of this ground are now in course
of . preparation at the railway- offices in
Vancouver, and it is believed that con-
siderable relief will be given to the
situation from the shippers’ point of
view, if the necessity of further accom-
modation is not completely met by the
absorption of this additional yard room
by the railway company.

For several hours this morning, Mr.
Mappole was in consultation with par-
ties representing the owners of the
property, and although the deed of sale
has not yet been signed, it is expected

that the deal will be closed before the
day is out, the only difference being
that of a small figure in the purchase
price, which will approximate about
$75,000.

As is well known the Albion Iron
Works land is located on Store street.
At the present time it is partially oc-
cupied by the buildings used by the
company in the prosecution of the iron
working trade. It is also stocked with
considerable machinery and material
which will either be sold here or re-
moved to the ‘establishment of the
company at Vancouver. The property
comprises eighteen full sized lots, oi"
something like three acres, and is ca-
pable of yielding quite an appreciable
service to the purposes of the company
in extending their freighi handling ca-
pacity. 3 :

Although it has not yet been de-
veloped it is said that the railway peo-
ple have some additional purcheses of .
land in prospect, with a view of build-
ing up sufficient housing room for the
large expansion of traffic which is look-
ed for in Victoria as a result of the
general development in various parts
of the island and the extension of the
railway system to open up new and
unexploited sources of commerce. 2

It is said that the work of putting
the eight acres of ground in shape for
the reception of the railway works
will be begun in the near future, after
the deal is finally closed.

SULTAN’S TROOPS DEFEATED.

Battle Lasted a Day and a Half—
Rebels Cut off Heads of Twenty-
Eight Soldiers.

Melilla. Morocco, Sept. 27.—Moorish
rebels, numbering about 3,000 men,
have defeated a force of imperial troops
in a battle which lasted a day and a
half.

The rebels cut off the heads of 28 of
the Sultan’s soldiers as trophies of
their victory and drove 209 prisoners
in the direction of Seulana. |

ULTIMATUM TO SHAH.

High Officials and Army Commanders
Will Resign If .Demands Are
Refused.

Teheran, Persia, Sept. 27.—A- docu-
ment signed by high officials and com-
manders of the army has been present-
ed the Shah to the effect that unless
the sovereign accepts without reserve
and will act accotding to the demands
of a constitutional government they
will resign in a body from his service.

END IN SIGHT.

President Small of Telegraphers’ Union
Says Agreement Will Be Reached
Within Ten Days.

St. Louis, Sept. 26,—National Presi-
dent S. J. Small, who is here to con-
fer with Commissioner of Labor Chas.
P. Neill and officers of the Order of
Railroad Telegraphers, said to-night:
‘“The leased wire operators under con-
tract will not be called out. The ac-
tion in New York is based on a purely
local condition, and was referred to
the executive board, of which I am
chairman. It is the sense of this board
that all contracts must be respected.”

President Small also said - that an
agreement with the companies will be
reached within the next ten days and
the strike ended.

TWENTY-EIGHT GREEKS |
KILLED AND INJURED

Fatal Collision on Southern Pacific
Road--Trainmen Attacked by
Comrades of Victims.

Bakersfield, Cal.,, Sept. 27.—Eight
Greeks were killed and 20 injured by
the wreck of a Southern Pacific work
train which collided with a freight near
the entrance to the tumnel, 17 miles
west of Tehachapi, last night.

The crews of the trains are still fugi-
tives, hiding in the hills to save them-
selves from enraged comrades of the
victims who attacked the . trainmen
after the accident, and threatened the
destruction of much railroad property.
A special with 20 armed men on
board has been dispatched to rescue
the beleagured trainmen and the re-
lief of the wounded.

THE INQUIRY INTO
BEEF INDUSTRY

COMMISSIONERS ARE
PREPARING REPORTS

It Will Not be Necessary to Take
Evidence Outside of
Canada

Winnipeg, Sept. 26.—Alexander A.
Campbell, of Argyle, Man., chairman of
the beef commission, says that he will
soon have his report finished on the
meat investigation. Alexander Middle-
ton, of Coleridge, Alb., the other. com-
missioner, and Mr. Campbell are pre-
paring joint reports for their respec-
tive governments, and it is not expect-
ed, as was suggested by an Edmonton,
Alb., dispatch, that the commissioners
will require to go .outside this jurisdic-
tion to further pursue their inquiries.
Mr. Campbell is of the opinion it would
be much too costly, and in view of the
fact that English exporters had been
examined here in connection with the
trade, the commissioners are of the
opinion that they have ample evidence
on which to report. $

SENATOX BORAH'S TRIAL,

Witnesses Admit Taking Up Claims
for Purpose of Selling Them
to Alleged Conspirators.

Boise, Idaho, Sept. 27.—After having
spent all the pervious day in bring-
ing out testimony of thirteen persons
who admitted they had taken out
claims to timber lands for the express
purpose of selling them to members- of
the alleged land grabbing conspiracy;
the government attorneys in'the trial
of United States Senator Borah yes-
terday turned the line of evidence into
new channels which they claim will
tend to affect the defendant’s attor-
ney. .The testimony produced up to .
Thursday thad been confined-to the .ac-
tivity of . John I. Wells and Leuis. M,
Pritchard, two. of the men under in-
dictment. The dummy entrymen ex-,
amined on Wednesday were not cross-
examined and testimony that they re-
ceived from Wells, the money with
which to prove their claims and from .
Pritchard the $250 bonus for surren-
dering their titles went uncontravert-
ed. Just prior- to adjournment, the
prosecution identified the signature of
Former Governor Steunenberg and
‘Wm. Sweet to a document said to have
béen a contract. It is alleged Steun-
enberg and Sweet jointly furnished the
money with which the first alleged
fraudulent transactions were _carried
on.

MANY PERSONS LOST
THEIR LIVES IN FIRE

Hundreds of Houses and Boats
Destroyed--The Work of
Incendiaries.

Hongkong, Sept. 27.—Hundreds ot
houses and many boats were destroyed
to-day by a fire of Wuchow.

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TRICKS THAT ARE VAIN.

We believe it was asserted a few

days'ago that immediate proximity to
a scene distorts perspective—or words

to that effect. Another rendering, pos-
sibly ‘more homely, reads: *‘Onlookers
see most of the game.” A very inter-
esting ?olmca! game is being played in
Britigh-Columbia at the present time.
Our. neighbors. in the East have been
interested long-distance spectators; of
the play. Read what the leading news-
paper of the capital of Canada, the
Ottawa Free Press, thinks of it:

“The ways of some tricky politicians
are beyond comprehension by the aver-
age man. Take for example the case
of Hon. Richard McBride, the Premier
of British Columbia.

"Wﬁat good could he hope to gain by
the double game which he played over
the aet of the Provincial Legislature
providing for an educational test of im-
migrants? While he was advising the
Lieutenant-Governor to reserve his as-
sent ‘to the measure, he was at the
same time telling the people of British
Columpia that the reason why the bill
did nét receive the royal assent was
because  the Federal goyernment de-
clined to allow it to become law.

“He came to Ottawa and told the
Secretary of State that he himself had
advised Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir not to sign
the bill.

“He went to London and sought to
gain credit at the Colonial Office as a
statesman of high Imperial purpose,
who would not endanger the alliance
with Japan by any legislation which
would discriminate against the people
of that country. 5 .

“He returned to Canada and again
became the man who sought to inflame
public opinion by leading the electors
of British Columbia ta believe that if
the so-called ‘Natal Aet’ had not be-
come law it was because the Federal
government had’ instructéed the Lieu-
tenant-Governor not to sign it

“The result was the demonstration of
last 'week which resulted in the burn-
ing of an effigy of the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor and in the scandalous riot which
brought disgrace upon the name of
Canada.

“What kind of politics is that?

“Richard McBrid= must have known
that he could not play his double game
for ever. He must have foreseen that
exposure was ‘inevitable. As a native

.+ British Columbian he must have known
that he was playing with fire and in-
flaming public opinion.

“What good-purpose couild he have
hoped to serve by posing as a loyal Im-
perialist in London and then, return-
ing to Victoria, resuming his other
face? €

“The only answer is that the Premier
of British Columbia 'is: a" political Dr.
Jekyll and Mr. Hyde.”

NAVAL CONCENTRATION
ON THE PACIFIC.

It may safely be presumed that the
British Admiralty knows its business,
that it carefully considers its course of
action before giving effect to its policy,
and that once it reaches a conclusion
upon a given point it is not hasty in
changing its mind. The Admiralty, in-
flunced by Sir John Fisher, its present
chief, lately effected radical changes
not only in-the composition of the fleet,
but in the distribution of the several
detachments composing that fleet. It
carried into effect .a system of concen-
tration which practically denuded a
number of stations which were at one
time considered of\ considerable imgpor-
tance. The chief of the Admiralty as-
sumes that the naval forces of the Em-
pire have been considerably strength-
ened by the change. He believes he has
proved to a -demonstration that his
ideas are sound, that.a number of iso-
lated ships, practically obsolete, disiri-
buted amongst far-distant stations, in
case of Jomplications with other pow-
ers, would prove a source of weakness,
not a -source of strength.

On the other hand, some authorities
contenid that there are certain factors
Sir John Fisher has not given sufficient
- consideration. .One of these factors is
the re-vitalizing—if it may be so
termed—of the Orient. The spiriy of
the Japan of the present day, for ex-
ample, is not the old spirit of thi.ty
years ago. A great change has also
come over the spirit of Europe within
the same period of time. The nations
of the older continent have advanced,
or retrograded—it all depends upon the
point of view—during the past three or
four deeades. War is no longer looked
upon as a great game that may be en-
tered upon with a light heart. Euio-

pean rulers have been impressed with |

a new and more enlightened view of
their responsibilities. The schooimas-
ter is abroad. The people are bemng
-l-"nr'afed_ Wholesale slaughter of fel-

low-creatures is regarded in a light
very little d@ifferent from the crime of
murdef. The time has “not’yet come
for the abol'ition of standing armigs nor
for the’abandonment of the costly pro-
gramme of naval extension. But war is
not declaréd on the whim of a powerful
potentate or to gratify the private am-
bition, not to say the desire for excite-
ment, of a king or .an emperor. An
armed conflict between Great Britefn
and Germany, or between Germany and
France, is the next thing to an impos-
Sibility at the present day. In short,
clvilization has practically done its
work as far as the great powers of
Europe are concerned. If there is to
be war in the future, it must be be-
tween rising nations in which civiliza-
tion is a mere veneer. War may be
forced, however, upon some of the na-
tions of Eumpe\ or of America by any
of the rising powers of Asia which have
entered upon the first stages of an ag-
gressive career. Consequently it is ap-
parent that if there are going to be
momentous struggles in the futurc for
unational or racial dominance, the prin-
cipal scene of operations must be upon
the broad waters of the Pacific Ocean
or upon the shores washed by that
acean. ’

It is extremely probable that the
British Admiralty is dimly or acutely
cognizant of such a possibility. As we
pointed out some time ago, there are
indications -of a change of mind or at
least of a condition of uncertainty in
the fact that while the Imperial naval
station on the Atlantic seaboard of
Canada, has been finally abandoned
that on the Pacific coast has not been
transferred to Canadian jurisdicticn.
The United States is going to concin-
trate her naval strength, whether tem-
porarily or not remains to be seen, on
the Pacific coast. This decision indi-
cates that our neighbors also reals
ize - the martial and polirtical tendeh-
cies of the times. It may be accepted
as & fact that whatever the American
republic may do, or whatever Great
Britain may do with reference to the
station at Esquimalt, there is. no men-
ace to any power, Asiatic or European,
in &he revision of their naval pro-
gramme. It is the inexorable logic of
the- situation. that is influencing . their
actions.

There is nothing at the present time
to indicate that the naval station here
is to be restored to its former position
of importance. If a British squadron
be dispatched to this port, it will prob-
ably be detached from the squadron at
bresent stationed at Hongkong. It will
probably remain long enough to
ceive with befitting ceremony the great
fleet of the United States which will
reaeh the Pacific in. the spring and will

undoubtedly. pay a’formal visit to the:

only Imperial station on the coast of
America. There is just one line of ac-
tion that would indicate permanence in
#ny arrangement of the kind: that
.would be the re-opening and re-man-
ning of the dockyard, together with ac-
tive co-operation between the Domin-
ion and Imperial authorities in enlarg-
ing the drydock to the dimensions re-
quired by modern naval and commer-
cial ships. The présent dock is not
capable of accommodating many Brit-
ish vesseis of war at present in com-
mission and it will be found of just
as little use in case of any mishap -to
the C. P. R. steamers. Empress of Brit-
ain and Empress of Ireland shortly to
be transferred to this coast.

PROSPERITY ASSURED.

In the latest issue of the Monteray
Times which is to hand the conserva-
tive and reliable Manitoba correspon-
dent of this financial paper writes as
follows: =

“The weather during the past week
has not been aliogether favorable for
harvesting, being cold and wet.
Throughout Alberta and Saskatchewan
snow showers féll to a depth of from 1
to 2 inches, accompanied the following
night by frose which did considerable
damage to the crop uncut. Nearly ail
the low lying parts of these provinces
were badly struck. It is impossible to
estimate the damage, but there-is no
doubt it will run over seven million
bushels.

“The grain is not wholly damaged,
and with present high prices even frost-
ed wheat will be worth from 40c to 60c.
per bushel. Manitoba has over 80
per cent. of her wheat cut in good
shape. Samples are arriving daily and
there will be considerable good milling
wheat, at any rate over 30 million, and
prices will probably range between the
dollar mank and 90c. Various estimates
still put the crop at from 80 to 90 buﬁx-
els. I am inclined to think.that about
82 will be found the most correct.

““There is a great difference of opinion
as to, what amount of 1 and 2 Nor. is
to be in the crop now harvested. One
of the large milling concerns freely
states that it does not expect over 10
million bushels milling wheat, while
another equally reliable puts the estim-
ate nearer 50 million. At any rate there
is no question but that we will reap
much higher prices, than last year. A
vear ago 1 and 2 Nor. sold at 73% and
70%; to-day they have closéd at 1023%
and 99%. I do not look for these high
prices to be maintained when the new
crop arrives, but the decline will only
be a matter of 5 or 7 per cent. o>
. “With thé expectation of & fairly
good crop money has bécome consider-
ably easier in Winnipeg during the
past week. In the grain and other busi-
nesses numerous firms received lines of
credit up to their expectations, and
theye is a much more reassuring feeling
that with an improvement in the money

re--
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market the. West this year' will ‘not
fare so badly as’ jmany expécted./

“Railway ‘construction” has brought
enormous sums to the West, and the
decline in speculatign has had the ef-
fect of introducing a much’ healthier
tone into business. The real estate
business is likely to revive to a certain
extent during the coming months, and
the spring timee will in all probability
herald ‘an actitve &ession among: real
estate dealers.”

BLAMING THEIR LEADER.

The Times made a statement to the
effect that Mr. Borden’s visit to the
West would not create a ripple on the
political waters. We find now that it is
necessary to qualify ‘that statement.
The visit of the: Conservative leader
has created a ripple, tut not in British
Columbia. It has made considerable
commotion on the vast, prairiés. But it
is not the kind of sensation that will
be a source of satisfaction to eitper the -
leader or those who fondly hope he is
going to carry the country at the next
Dominion general election. The fact is
the leader’s obvious lack of determina-
tion or« definiteness "has exasperated
Comnservatives of Manitoba and the
other prairie provinces in the highest
degree. The Premier of Manitoba, who
was expected to join Premier McBride
in- the great campaign from which so
much was expected, hasg declined to
take the stump, and-has given his rea-
sons therefor with somewhat discomfit-

ing frankness. He has had his finger
upon public opinion .in the West, and
the movements of the pulse have nof
been such as to justify him in giving
up his position of a provincial prime
minister for the uncertain dignity of a
front seat on the opposition side of the
House of Commons at Ottawa. In
point of fact Mr. Roblin knows that the
Laurier government is not only going to
retain a majority of the present consti-
tuencies on the prairies; in the next
House there will be ten new- seats, and
the administration wiil carry every one
of them, according to authorities who
are very capable of estimating the po-
litical situation. We feel sorry for Mr.
Borden, with some of his leading news-
papers in the Edst plainly intimating
that he cafnot win with the following
behind him and his most prominent
supporters in the West giving such un-
mistakable evidence of want of ‘confi-
dence in ‘his leadership.

Contracts For Mainline in Fritish
Columbia Expected to be
Let Shortly.

The officials of the G. T. P,, who were
expected to reach Victoria last even-
ing, will not pay a wvisit to this city, but
have proceeded eastward by the Great
Northern this afternoon.

According to the original plan the
party was to have reached Vancouver
by the steamer Princess May from
Prince Rupert. They were then to have
transferred to the steamer Princess
Victoria and' reached here last even-
ing.

The Princess May did not arrive in
time to permit of the plans being car-
ried out, and consequently the visit to
Victoria was cancelled.

The Times special correspondent in
Vancouver this afternoon wires: “Chas.
M. Hays, Frank W. Morse, J. H. Bacon
and others of the G. T. R, party return-
ed this morning from Prince Rupert.
Mr. Hays is particularly enthusiastic
and figures that a great trade will be
worked up in the north.

“He has made friends with John
Houston, the first northern edition of
whose paper has just been issued, "’

“Mr. Hays says the railway will de-
velop the 16,000 acres of coal lands it
has in the Telqua, and expects to sup-
ply its western system and make ship-
ments from Prince Rupert.

“He expects contracts will be award-
ed shortly for the construction from
the coast. The construction of the
main line will be finished first. and
then immediately afterwards the pro-
position of building south to Vancouver
will be taken up. The purchase of J.
Hendry's eharter has not been consider-
ed at all, says Mr. Hays, as the G. T.
P. already has rights.

‘““He added that the company had re-
ceived proposals from almost every
steamship concern in the country for
operating trans-Pacific liners, but that
no final arrangements had yet been
made.

YACHTING,
REPLY DELAYED.

London, Sept. 28.—The officers of the
Royal Irish Yacht Club -have decided
instead of sending a Teply to the New
York Yacht Club to-day, to call a
meeting of the Irish club for October
2nd at which the answer of the Amer-
ican club to Sir Thomas Lipton's chal-
lenge for the America cup, and what
further action, if any is necessary, will
be fully considered.

Sir Thomas expects to be present and
explain what he is anxious to do in
order to bring about another series of
races for the cup, namely, to build a
ninety-footer under the new American
rule.

The first race for the cup was the
America vs. the Aurora, around the
Isle of Wight, on August 22nd, 1851;
time, 10 hours 37 minutes; winner, the
America by eighteen ‘minutes. Since
1851 there have been thirty-one con-
tests held over the New York Club
course, and, except when the English
Livonia won, October 19th, 1871, against
the Columbia, the victor has invariably
been an American boat.

The longest time of any of these
American races was in 1876 (7 hours 18,
minutes 46 seconds), and the shortest
in 1871 (3 hours 7 minutes 42 seconds).
The most motable victory, respecting
time, took place in 1870, the Magic
against the Cambria, the former win-
ning by 39 minutes 12 seconds; and the
closest contest was on October 13th,
1893, Vigilant against the Valkyrie 11,
40 seconds.

Beyond an exhibition game which
Esquimalt has played against the Gar-
rison club, and which the newly organ-
ized team won with comparative ease,
nothing is known of the relative merits
of the soccer teams.this season. Prog-
nostieations are, however, that there
will be & notable improvement in the
genreral character of the play, and the
fact that there are eight teams en-
tered in the senior league will lend an
additional attraction to that competi-
tion.

toria in 1994. This was where the sec-
ond chapter started, and he called it
“the thing that did not happen.”

It was the 1904 conveniion that did
not happen and the reason why it was
not held was that the officers had gone
away. That convention died an un<
natural, painful and untimely death.
The third chdpter, “Born Again,” open-
ed in the spring of 1906 when the local
union endeavored to bring about  a
convention. The convention was called
at New Westminster in October of that
year and the speaker was the only Vic-
toria delegate to attend it. He was ap-
pointed president and Miss Graham, of
Vancouver, was made secretary. This
lady resigned shortly afterwards and
the present secretary, Miss Irene G.
Pickard, took her place. After cover-
ing the history of the movement that
led. up to the present convention, the
speaker dealt with present questions.
Many of the young people’s societies
had not yet affiliated themselves with
the union, but the work was slowly go-
ing on and he looked forward to the
time when they would all be in co-op-
eration. The reason why the work of
affiliation had gone on so slowly was
that the union was short of funds to
spread the literature necessary for the
propagation of its work and there was
a generdl ignorance of the work that
the union was doing. The youmg move-
ment had, however, attained its majop-
ity and had inherfted a rich inherit-
ance.

Rev. Mr. Dakin then presented some
statistics showing that the union had
an inheritance of 13,000 church-goers,
with 450 preaching places and 140 self-
supporting churches. There were 76
societies in eéxistence, 68 of which were
senior orgamnizations. The active mem-
bers totallfed 2,600, while the associate
members numbered 400. Thus there
was an average of 33 membersg for each
society. The opportunity was knock-
ing at the door for the movement to
have a great ntembership. If they
could get one society out of every two
of the self-supporting churches they
would have a total of 104 societies, and
if they could get one society “out of
every ten missions in the province they
could obtain 31, giving the total num-
ber of sogieties.io be .135.. On a, very,

‘conservative basis they could obtain a

membership of 4,500. -

That was what the Christian En-
deavorers ought to strive for; it was
their glorious oppertunity. They
should strive for the affiliation of all
existing societies and the torg:muon of
many new ones. 'If this was done the
union would grow strong and far-
reaching in its influence.

Rev. Mr. Milliken.

Rev. Robert Milliken,- pastor of Wes-
ley Methodist church, Vancouver, and
4 new-comer to the province, delivered
a very strong address on *“Canada’s
Greatest Asset.” He termed his ad-
dress “The Political Assignment of
the Programme.” He did not know
how those who had drawn up the pro-
gramme wished him to handle the sub=
ject they had given to him, but he was
oot in any way afraid to express his
own opinions on it because he had al-
ways believed that the greatest asset
of a nation was the moral character of
its people. Canada's greatness rested
not upon industrial activity or com-
mercial and financial supremacy, but
upon the men and women who were
strong enough to sacrifice all for the
ideals of national, as well as individual,
tharacter. That was the asset of Can-
ada and it was the duty of all o see
that this asset increased. Ideal condi-
tions did not’exist it any country, eor
in any city, not even in Victoria,
{Laughter). Upon the latter question
he would not dogmatize for gogmatiz-
ing was always the crying sin of pas-
tors.

The speaker then pointed out the way
in which the young people’s societies,
as represented in the Christian En-
deavor movement, could help .te in-
Canada’s asset. It was neces-
sary for these societies to have the

| broadest basis of work and the highest

personal ideal of individual character
in order to accomplish their end. He
did not think that the basis upon which
the societies were run at the present
time was broad enough., It did mnot
allow of them reaching every class of
people as it should. He thought that
all young people should be educated in
their societies to realization of what
was best in national spirit, and should
take a keen interest in all public af-
fairs. There was no child’s task be-
fore the Christian Endeavor movement
in accomplishing its ebject. and he felt
glad that this task was being ap-
proacheq with confidence. The speak-
er referred to what he termed the two
greatest problemsg before the Dominion.
They were the present immigration of
thousands from all countries and the
dearth of public men. In the first case
the young people’s societies could do
much toward welding theé incoming
foreigners into a homogeneous mass
and instilling them with British ideas
and ideals. By keeping moral issues
before them in all public matters the
young people’s societies could also have
a great influence in bringing out the
best citizens to fill places of trust and
responsibility. (Applause).

Mayor Morley, who arrived toward
the close of the session, then took the
platform amid an ovatiom, - and wel-
comed the delegates to the city. He
spoke of the want of endeavor which
was, in his opinion, plainly evidenced
by men and whomen when giving their
decision upon moral issttes.

THE PROFITS OF
PIPE LINE COMPANY

Made Over Four Milions on an In-
vestment of Two and a
Quarter Milfions.

New York, Sept. 26.—The Indiana
Pipe Line Company, a subsidiary of tpe
Standard Oil Company, made a profit
of $4,091,022 in 1903 on a total invest-
ment of $2,228,748, according to the
company’s figures, preduced by George
Chesebro, controller of the WNational
Pipe Line Company, who appeared as
a witnesg in the federal suit. to-day
against the combine. Mr. Chesebro
testified that the Indiana ®Pipe Line
and
engaged only in the transportation
of oil

From balance sheets of the "com-
pany, Frank B. Xellogg, conducting
the government case, sought to show
that the Indiana company was mak-
ing excessive profits, and that it
maintained a high schedule of tariffs
16 prevent shipments of oil of the in-
dependent oil producers. Mr. Chese-
bro testified that the Indiana com-
pany transported oil of the Standard
company. The counsel for the gov-
ernment alleged that it will be shown
that the returns shown by this pipe
line company have in some cases been
20 times the actual cost of operation.

Calvin H. Payne, who, with H. C.
Folger, jr., owns the Corsicana TRefin-
ing company, under examination to-
day, stated that tanks andsreceiving
stationg at the end of the pipe line of

called the National Transit Company
of New Jersey, and at the terminals
of the pipe lines of the National Tran-
sit Company at Centre Bridge, Pa., and
Frond Grove, Pa., were built the year
the Hepburn law went into effect.

Mr. Payne wasdstating that he sup-
posed there was some legal reason for
building these receiving stations on
the state lines of New York and New
Jersey, Pennsylvania and Maryland,
when John G. Milburn, chief of the de-
fendants’ counsel, interposed and said
he gave the advice.

Mr. Milburn, in cross-examining the
witness, developed the testimony that
the-'pipe lines connecting the terminals
at Unionville, Centre Bridge and Fond
Groce with tidewater at New York and
Baltimore were the three private lines
of the Standard Oil Company of New
Jersey and were not public carriers.

Mr. Payne said that the National and
New York companies were prepared to
accept business over the lines and to
deliver it at their reeeiving stations.

John D. Archibald, vice-president of
the Standard Oil Company, issued a
general notice to-day that false and in-
jurious statements were being scat-
tered broadcast as from a “representa-
tive of the Stndard Oil Company,” and
warning the public that no credit
should be given to any statement pur-
porting to emana®® from the Standard
Qil Company uniess signed by an exe-
cutive official of the company or its
designated attgrney.

FOR RURAL SCHOOLS.

Quebec, Sept. 26.—Provincial Treas:
urer, Hon. W. A. Weir, after consulta-
tion with the Protestant members of
the Quebec legislative assembly, has
réecommended to the government the
distribution of the money available
through the disappearance of McGill
Normal school among the Protestant
rural schools of Quebec. The funds
thus available, together with the spec-
fal contribution from the annual grant
for elementary schools, will amount to
$2,000. There has hsen for a number
of years a demand that something of
this sort be done, but successive gov-
ernments have found various diffieul-
ties in the way. Recently the alleged
neglect of the educational needs of the
province and the relatively small am-
ounts voted for such purposes have at-
tracted more attention than ever.

THE ADMISSION OF
JAPANESE T0 CANADA

Many in Favor of Asiatics--The
Question of Tariff--Old
Country Immigration

Toronto,  Sept. 26.—The Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association to-day
elected the following officers: Presi-
dent, Hon. J. D. Rolland, Montreal;

That the governments, both provin-
cial and Dominion, -fear the Ilabor
party’'s vote was the opinion expressed
at the meeting of the parliamentary
comnfittee of the assoclation, yester-
day. The manufacturers lay the whole
blame for the dearth of skilled work-
men amongst the British immigrants
at the doors of the government and
the labor party. Many were the heatsd
remarks when it waz pointed out in
the committee’s report that the gow-
ernment could offer little help for the
situation.

“To pay a .commission for bringing
out laborers, and to refuse to pay it
for bringing out artisans would indi-
cate that in the opinion of the govern.
ment the man who digs a ditch I
worth more to Canada than the man
who builds a house,” said Secretary
Rogers.

“T. J. Thorne, of Toronto, said the
views taken by the government was
that the taxpayers’ money should not
be used to bring out men :who will
compete with them in their trades.
The tendency seems to be for neither
party to depend on the labor vote for
election, he said: “Statistics show
that there are only 50,000 organized
labor men in Canada, and that con-
sequently the vote is not of much econ-
sequence, Mr. Thorne reminded the as-
sociation of how the Trades and Labor
convention at Winnipeg censured ths
C. M. A. for appointing Louis Leopold
as their London agent. Their tendency
evidently is to restrict incoming skilled
artisans to compete with them.”

The association yesterday defeated
a motion to cut out the clause refiect-
ing on the courage of the Dominion
government in carrying out its tarift
policy. The effect of the tariff report,
which was adopted without alteration,
and of the discussion, was that the
committee should get to work Imme-
diately to secure & tarfff which would
furnish relief to industries at present
said to be suffering from unequal com-
petition.

The most interesting exhibit at the
show yesterday was the people. The
diversity of interests, of physiognomy,
and to the “ladies of dress afforded &

study. They went to see the races, the |-
bronchos, or the exhibits, as the case
may be. The majority of the people
of Victoria were there, and there were
practically all the countryside as well.
Farmers who had stayed over from the
Farmer’s Day, excursionists from every
point. Even Americans ahead of their
time had crossed in order to see the
citizens enjoying themselves.

Perhaps the most noticeable thing
about the attendance was the large
number. of strange faces to be seen.
Two things tended to make this, one
was the Christian Endeavor convention
being held here brought many strangers
from the mainland, who took advantage
of the opportunity to see the exhibition;
the other was the very large increased
population of the city compared with
last year. There has been a steady in-
flux from- the prairies and other places
that has filled up every house and room
and caused a considerable building ex-
tension, and it is not until an oecasion
of- this sort occurs that the people here
just realizé what a change has taken
place.

From this she showed the
wisdom of discarding poor cows and
keeping only such as gave a good re-
turn in butter fat. The separator she

Even the optimistic officials of the
Victoria fair had not expected what oc-
curred yesterday. So great was the
crowd that it was with the greatest
difficulty that they were handled both
by the tramway company and the gate-
men at the show. Ten thousand three
hundred and sixteen people _passed

nugh the gates besides thosé who
vcre atteldants or exhibitors.. This
puts the association a thousand dol-
lars more to the good over the takings
of last year. The grand stand, al-
though considerably enlarged since last
vear, was packed to overflowing and
the race track was surrounded by eager
watchers.

The weather conditions were perfect.
The morning was dull and at.one time
it looked doubtful whethér it would
clear up or rain; but at noon the rays
of old Sol burst through the clouds
nd the fate of the day and of the ex-

bition as a whole was fairly decided.

Orchard, which won first prize,
very complete and the fruit of ex-
ptional ‘quality; but the Salt Spring

Island man, William E. Scott, of Gang-

e€s, had if anything finer apples than

the Victoria men. The color of this
fruit was slightly better and the fruit

. the shorthorns shown by T. W,

larger, but the whole display was not
as complete, there being few plums
and pears. Reeve Brydon, of South
Saanich, also had a fine lot of fruit,
but .the collection was not as large as
the others.

The cattle and horseg came ' in for
many encomiums from the large num-
bers who Visited the stalls, and also
from' those who saw only those who
took part in the parade. The latter
were the uninitiated, the town people
who care only for the general appear-
ance, but whd knew nothing about the
fine differences between the different
individual cattle or horses. Many peo-
ple had an idea that the cattle exhibit
was not large because there were not
many in she parade. The parade was
the largest ever seen in Victoria, but
only a few of the prize winners took
part in it. Some of the cattle will not
lead, and these remained in their stalls.

Miss Edmonds, of .Seattle, again as-
sisted the band in the musical part of
the entertainment in the evening. She
gave g number of the old favorites, and
they were appreciated by the immense
throng. Miss Edmonds has a powerful
and sweet voice which filled the build-
ing and brought forth many favorable
remarks.

Dr. Tolmie, on being asked for his
opinion on the exhibit this morning,
said that he considered the whole stock
exhibit a very fine one. In the. cattle
Pater-
son and H. M. Vasey were splendid
specimens of their kind. The JFerseys
and Holsteins also were a very fine lot
of cattle, especially the Holsteins.

“THis year,” continued Dr, Tolmie,
‘““‘we have attempted to put up a show
rather different from that of other
years. We have gone strong on racing
to encourage the breeding of the best
horses, and rafse the whole standard of
light horses. We have interested the
ranchers of the upper country through
the rough riding contests, and by means
of the stock parade, which we consider
one of the most important parts of the
attractions. We have tried to interest
everyone in_the real object of the ex-
hibition.

“The management have felt that in
former years the light attractions and
games have played too important a
part in the exhibition, and the success
of the departure from the old lines has'
been made clearly manifest by the ap-
preciation of the public, who cn every
hand express favorable comment, and
of-the judges who travel all over Can-
ada attending the different fairs, and
who are better than anyone else able
to give an opinion on the subject,

“Probably the cheap rateg given by
the C. P. R. has had as much as any-
thing to do with the success of the
exhibition. . These - rates have been
given from. points west of Calagry, and
have been taken advantage of by a
large number of people in: different
parts of British Columbia. The re-
marks of these visitors concerning the
exhibits are certainly very satisfac-
tory to the managément. [

“In the seleetion-of the judges this
yvear the committee have taken special
paing to secure experts in the depart-
ments allotted .ta. them, and these, ‘on'
the whole;, have given great -satisfac-
tion. Most of them have been secured
through the agricultural department$
of the provincial and Dominion govern-
ments.
© “In future,” said Dr. Tolmie, “it will
be necessary to get better accommoda-
tion for the public. The grand stand
must be enlarged to a very large ex-
tent, and there must be more entrance
gates as well as increased accommoda-
tion for the stock. We have now a
large and well situated grounds. and
immediately after the exhibition it
would be wise to secure a proper plan
of the whole premises, and in erecting
futurne buildings they should be so

placed as to give - uniformity to the

whole. Each section should be com-
plete in itself and situated as conveni-
ently as possible. The sideshows would
also be better placed.”

F. M. Logan was busy this morning,
but he had time to say that although
he considered the stock exhibit a very
good one, yét he thought many of the
animals might have been better pre-
pared for the show. In many cases the
cattle were brought direct from the
fields or barns without the slightest
attempt at preparation. They were un-
groomed, and often were in rather poor
condition. One or two nctable excep-
tions to this were the shorthorn exhibits
of W. T. Paterson and H. M. Vasey,
who understood the art of preparing
cattle for the show. The matter of
showing an animal properly was also,
he said, an important thing. The
horses should be taught to lead, and
the man who shows either horses or
cattle should see that they were stand-
ing to the best advantage. A small
thing like this often makes the dif-
ference between winning or losing a
prize.

This morning the judging competi-
tions were completed. The light horses
were the last to be undertaken, and the
placing of the animals after the compe-
tition’ was done by the well know ex-
pert, Mr. Kidd. In the main building
Miss Rose continued her butter mak-
ing demonstration, and in the women’s
department Miss Blancheé Maddock
gave a talk on pastry and jam mak-
ing.

Broncho Busting.

The second day’s broncho-busting at
the exhibition while, perhaps, not as
good as on the opening day, was full
of excitement and interest. Severai of
the freshest ponies were brought out
and tackled by the daring riders. Two
of the contestants found their mounts
too much for them and re humil-
jated in the dust much to the satisfac-
tion of the sportmen present, who like
to bet even on horse and man.

Roan, 373, the hardest little mare of
the bunch, was successfully ridden by
Blatchford, of Calgary, who had  a
thrilling experience. The roan dii not
require any persuasion to buck and, as
soon as Blatchford was seated, went off
in a series of convulsions and contor-
tions that tested his. skill to the limit.
The Calgary man, however, busted his
broncho in the same way that he han-
dled Sockeye on the opening day of the
contest.

Tom Graham, of Monte Creek, nad a
most exciting time with Shuswap. After
cavorting about the enclosure for a
couple of minutes the oroncho decided
that the corrall was the best place for
it and made for the gate on the run.
Before anyone could remove the bar-
riers, horse and rider broke clean
through them and the excited and
cheering crowd were treated to the
unusual spectacle of a_ cow-puncher
sitting a wild horse amid a dozen
plunging ponies. Aitkough Shuswap
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fell, Graham retaTned his seat among
the kicking ponies. .

Francis Basil, of Kamloops, who rode
the roan on Wednesday, found Chil-
liwack Cherub ' a. tougher . customer
than its name implied and, after keep-
ing his seat for a very  short .tline,
came a cropper by the inside fence.
Oliver Walker, of Douglas Lake, who
was thrown from the roan on Wednes-
day, had a further misfortune. Whilc
his pony was against the fence, giv-
ing him considerable trouble he sud-
denly went to the ground, from all
appearances being thrown:. He clalins,
however, that his “chaps” caught In
the fence wires and pulled him from
his saddle.

Hans Ritcher, the champion of Ker-
emeos, gave one of his usual fine cx-
hibitions of reckless, . though _clever
riding. He sat on one of the rresnest
ponies on the ground with comparativa
ease, and broke it effectively.

Some of the bronchos were not In
the pink of condition and it appeared
that they had been allowed to kick
much of their vim out of them. Roan,
373, should prove almost unridable if
perfectly fresh, and of some of the
other bronchos the same thing! might
be said.

EXHIBITION NOTES.

The judges of the ladies, department
were Mrs. Richards, Mrs. Pope and
Mrs. Fraser. In some of the classes
they had a difficult task In deciding
the winners. The bread in this depart-
ment goes to the Old Men’s Home,

The judge who was expected to,place
the fruit was taken ill, so J. R. An-
derson and A. Ohlson, both ef this city,
kindly consented to do the work.

There are a good many complairts
about the placing of the stdeshows so
near the entrance to the exhibition
main building. The Mayor says thls
will be rectified amother year. Even
this time it is much bhettet than last
yvear when all were crowded into the
small enclosure just inside the gales.

The throwing of confetti has caused
a good many growls, especially .from
the flower exhibitors. In some places
it ean be cleaned up but the flowers
cannot be shaken or swept at this
stage in the proceedings.

James A. Townsend and H. A. King
carried off most of the prizes in. the
grain department, butfthere was a fine
sample of black oats shown by T. W.
Paterson.

Considerable amusement was caused
this morning by the altempt of some
boys to train a white Willie goat (o
draw.a cart. Two or three boys were
thrown out of the rig and then the
attempt was abandonedi. Billle won.

William Noble and Donald MecCaskill
took the first prizes for peaches early
and late.

(From Saturday's ‘Daily.)

Yesterday was America’s day, and
large numbers of wvisitors from the
State of Washington were present. An
excursion from ' Bellingham brought
over five hundréd and ‘& good number
came on the Seattle boats. Begides
these there were visifors from all out-
side” points and on account. of the
schools being closed & number of.chil-
dren were there right early in . the
morning, remaining all day. Wagner’s
First Regiment band from Seattle play-
ed during the afternoon, but unfortu-
nately they had to. .return, and there-
fore could not play in the evening.

In order to get an suthentic driticism
of the horses at the- show, interviews
were sought with the judges, W. F.
Kidd and R. H, Taber. The former
gentleman who hails from Simcoe, Ont.,
judged the light horses, and therefore
anything he says on that subject may
be considered as authoritative. In his
own words the criticism ran as follows:

“There were four hackney stallions
entered, and of these the winner of the
first prize, oné owned by Mr. Megcer, is
a magnificent mover, his action i
and he is also very speedy for a hack-
ney.

“The second prize was awarded to a
black of wonderful substance, belong-
ing to Mr. Hadwen, with lots of ambi-
tion, but with action not quite so good
as the first.

“The third is probably as fine a type
of hackney as any in the class. He had
been a long time:in the cars and like
a good many others, got his docks a
little hurt. This might have had some-
thing to do with the place he got.

“The unplaced stallion is a hackney
of great substance and beautiful color,
but did not show as much action as the
others. “

“In carriage teams Pemberton’s
chestnuts obtained the first prize. They
are thoroughly broken, of good action,
perfect manners, and were' justly en-
titled to win a first prize.

“The second, Mitchell’s grey and
chestnut, are a nice type of carriage

 team, but could hardly expect to win

higher than second, seeing that they
had only been in harness a few weeks.

“In saddle horses Pemberton’s beau-
tiful little black mare showed splendid
breeding, with head, neck and shoul-
‘ders almost perfection for the class in
which she was exhibited.

“Mitchell’'s second did not show
enough breeding, but in 3 combination
ride and drive would be hard to beat.

“The small pony that won the first
prize is a beautiful little piebald, the
admiration of the whole crowd, and
might be sent to any exhibition in the
country and expect to be placed. The
second pony was good but much larger
and in classes of this kind the smaller
animal is‘the more valuable.”

Judge Kidd wds heard to remark that
it would have beéh better to have driv-
ing horses in two classes, as it is most
unsatisfactory to compare carriage and
road horses. The' fair as a whole, he
thought, was good (this with emphasis)
and in looking at the parade he said
one would never think it was taking
place in as new a country ag this. All
the arrangements of the show were ex-
cellent and the officers had done every-
thing in their power to make ‘the work
of the judges as easy and pleasant as
possible.

R. H. Taber, the judge of the heavy
horses, made a few criticisms of the
horses he judged, and it must be re-
membered. he = was speaking from a
strictly critical standpoint. He said:

“There were eight good horses enter-
ed in the aged stallion class. The first
winner, Dean Swift, is a good, .big
draught. horses, of good quality, a
good mover, and with lots of charaeter.

“Royal Sceptre came second, from
Chilliwack, He is a good thick horse,
of fair quality am:l a_fair mover.

“Premier Prince, the third in the
class, was not big enough to get a
higher place. Besides being rather

great’

small he was not brought in tﬁ‘ beﬂ
bloom.

“The fourth pla,ce was given to Earl
Seaham, a horse of good quality. There
were also a number of. very good.hggses
that did not get prizes.

“In the three-year-olds, Mercer’'s won
out. This is a horse of good .quality,
but somewhat out of bloom on account
of his trip. Still, it is a real good colt.

“Mercer also won the first in two-
yvear-olds, a horse of good quality,
fresh in limb, and with plenty of the
right kind of bone and feather. He
was, however, a little light in the mid-
dle, partly on account of his trip. This
wilt-fill up. ;

‘“Pemberton’s yearling won out in his
class. A colt of good quality, a good
mover, but rather too much furnigshed
for a yearling.

“Pemberton also took -first-in brood
mares, with Nellie Garrick... She is a
mare of excellent quality, a grand mov-
er, but rather on the fine side for a
draught mare.

“Paterson’s, that won the first in the
three-year class is a right good; thick
filly with lots of promise, a good mever
and lots of the right kind of ‘hone.

“The two-year-old filly that took first
is also a good thick filly of fair quality.
Mercer’s that took second and third
were of good quality, but rather out of
bloom from their long trip. .

“The race for champion was very
close, Pemberton’s  stallion”’ beating
Mercer’s two-year-old, and Nellie Gar-
rick only just bettering. . Paterson 8
three-year-old.

“Pemberton’s driving.team is an.ex-
cellent one, and would look well at any
show in the country.”

Asked for any suggestions or criti-
cisms, Mr. Taber said that in the prize
list he would. suggest cutting, out the
geldings from the pure*bred -classes.
When a horse is altered. he loses his
identity in the stud -book, and- should
not be shown against those entered.
The agricultural horses . were , very
strong and the classes well. filled with
excellent animals. This class was bet-

‘g0 far this stmmer, excelling even Win-
nipeg, Brandon and Regina.

Another suggestion ne mad® was that
harness  horses should be ‘shown: in
front of the grand stand. Thigs makes
a nice display and does not in any way
interfere with the races:
ments were good except that tHe horses
were slow in coming out. This' was a
waste of time and he would'like to sug-
gest that if the horses were not: ready
when called they should be cut out of
the judging, just as they would from
racing. He would further-suggest the
judging of unregistered steck first,
leaving the pure bred for: the seconld
day, when imore farmers would 'be"in
attendance. These people like -~to: see
the placihg and.learn a xood deal from
tt.

Mr, Taber said ‘he had received every
courtesy from ‘the officials ahd- évery-
body else. The show as a ‘whole was a
fine one, and Victorians should be'‘pfoud
of it and support it to xhe beBt”of their
ability. L

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NEW WHARVES FOR
THE INNER HARBOR

C. W. Brown Has Decided to Provide Additiona
Accommodation For the Increasing
Shipping of This Port -

By April next the inner harbor will
have its docking facilities very materially
increased. Arrangements are now being
made by which the whole of the water-
front from the Alaska Steamship Com-
pany’s new wharf to the Dominion gov-
arnment’s wharf will be prepared for the
accommodation of steamers.

The water front between the two points
mentioned was acquired some time ago by
C. W. Brown, of this city. For a time he
had it on the market, but recently he
came to the conclusion that a good op-
portunity preésented itself for the invest-
ment in wharves which would be inde-
pendent of any of the shipping companies
and would be open to all comers on the

same terms. ; :
He therefore has decided to withdraw

the property from sale, and 1s now per-

fecting the plans for the erection of the
: new wharves. These will be, commenced
within a few weeks and pushed to com-
pletion so as to be ready for trade early
next spring.

The water front owned by Mr. Brown
is about 400 feet, and all will be utilized
by him in his new undertaking. The
providing of additional accemmodation
for the shippers is regarded as necessary.
At the present time many steamers have
to berth at the outer wharf which would
prefer to come close into the business
places if the facilities existed for them
to do so. ° :

The wharves will be equipped in the
very best of shape. Mr. Brown expects
to spend about $35000 or $40,000 in the
work- and will give local firms and the
shipping companies every facility for the
handling of freight and the accommoda-
tion of passengers.

OVER A SCORE
DEAD AND INJURED

—

EXPRESS COLLIDED
WITH FREIGHT TRAIN

Failure of Operator to Turn Switch
Said to Have Caused
the Wreck.

Wheeling, W. Va., Sept. 28.—Eight
men were Kkilled, four fatally injured
and seventeen more or less seriously
hurt late to-day, when the Chicago &
Wheeling express on the Baltimore &
Ohio railway was wrecked below this’
city. A freight train iwas just taking
a siding for the express. The Ilatter,
however, failed to pass over the switch
and crashed into the freight. Until a

late hour the exact number of dead

and injured was not known.

The wreck is said to be the failure
of an operator to throw the switch.
The westbound freight had received or-
ders to- meet the passenger at the
western limits of the Bellaire yards
and was moving slowly along the sid-
ing. At the point where the wreck
occurred, there is a very sharp curve,
which prevents the engineers of east-
bound trains from seeing more than a
few feet ahead. The passenger train
swung around the curve rapidly, being
three hours late, and should have gone
on in safety on the main line. This
switch to the siding, however, had not
been turned, and the train shot onto
the siding and into the freight. There
was scarcely time to apply the brakes,
and no time for the engine men to jump.
The two big engines were reduced to
junk by the impact.

The worst damage was done to the
smoker, which was teélescoped so com-
pletely by the baggage car that every
seat was broken in the coach. Every
occupant of the smoker was killed or
badly injured. The passengers in the
other day coaches and the two Pull-
mans were tumbled from their seats
but not seriously injured.

Engineer Galbraith was scalded to
death by escaping steam. The injured
were taken to Glendale, W. Va., and
Bellaire hospitals.

Great difficulty was experienced in
removing the injured passengers of the
wrecked smoker. The work was slow,
because every movement of the debris
caused some one to shriek with pain,
as the victims were tangled in a mass
of timbers and twisted iron. '

Among the passengers on the wreck-
ed train were the members of the
Richard Car]" “Spring Chicken” comic
opera -company, which was to have
played at Wheeiing this-afternoon and
evening. ' All the members af the com-
pany -escaped serious -injury, except
Alfred Dolby, the musical director. It
was found necessary to amputate his
right arm, thus ending his career in
his profession. He was riding in the
smoker, and was found with a timber
{ightly binding him by the arms,

At the office of Superintendent Loree
to-night it was said that they were not
certain -as to'the blame for the acci-
ient, but a thorough investigation was
ander way. The property damage will
imount to about $60,000.

Engineer H. A. Lipscomb, of the pas-
tenger train, underwent probably the
most heroic surgical operation in mod-
'rn times. Caught beneath his engine,
it was found impossible to remove the
sroken iron from his body on account

of the way in which one of his legs
was entangled. Escaping steam across
ais face made it impossible to admin-
ster an anaesthetic, and as a result
is physicians amputated his leg as he
ay there conscious. Despite the burn-
ng seam and the pain of the operation,
1e bore it bravely. 1t is feared, how-
wver, that the man will die.

The James Maclaren Lumber
Company, which has® a mill at Van-
couver, has employed many Japanese
in the past two years and they have
given the best of satisfaction. “Brit-
ish Columbia needs Japanese to de-
velop its wonderful -resources,” said
Mr. Maclaren, “white men are prefer-
able, cerfainly, but there- are not
enough whites in. British. Columbia. to
keep up with the pace. We have
many Japanese in our mills out there,
although white employees are in the
.majority. The Japanese never failed
to do their work. There i8 no danger
of the Japanese preventing white men
from getting. employment. There is
undoubtedly plenty of work in British
Columbia for all hands and Canada
needs Japanese.”

MANY TRAVELON
WEST COAST ROUTE

Steamer Tees Brought Body of
Valencia Victim--New Departure
in Shipping Whale Oil

(From Monday’s Daily.)

With the longest passenger list that
she has carried during the present year
the steamer Tees, Capt. Townsend, ar-
rived in port on Saturday night from
Cape Scott and way ports on the west
coast of Vancouver Island. She had on
board over 150 passengers, of whom 75
were i the steerage. Her cargo con-
sisted of 330 barrels of whale oil, which
were brought from the whaling station
at nyuquot. Over 600 barrels were ly-
ing there awaiting shipment, but as
the steamer Amur arrived while the
Tees was in port taking on cargo, she
left the balance of the barrels, which
will be brought to this port by the
other C. P. R. vessel.

A new departure has been made by
the Pacific Whaling Company in con-
nection with the shipipng of its oil to
Glasgow. Hitherto it has,been carried
by the Blue Funnel liners, but now it
has been decided to send it over the
C. P. R. lines. The first shipment by
this route will be made in the.next
few days and will be composed of the
cargo brought to port by the Tees,
which will be shipped to Vancouver and
thence transmitted overland. It is
claimed that although the freight
charges are much heavier, the returns
are quicker, and the latter fact has de-
cided the Pacific Whaling Company . in
itssnew method of dealing with the oil.

The balance of the cargo of the
steamer consisted of 1,083 cases of sal-
mon brought from Uchucklesit. All of
this will be shipped to Vancouver.

On board the Tees were the remains
of one of the victims in the Valencia
disaster. The name of the victim was
not known, and the body, which was
enclosed in a wooden case, had been
buried at Clo-oose, and ‘is now being
ferwarded to an undertaker called
Noice in Seattle. This is the last body
which rested in the vicinity of Clo-
oose, although there are believed to be
others further down the coast.

The great number of passengers car-
ried by the steamer Tees is accounted
for by the fact that the Sutton Lumber
Company’s mills at Mosquito harbor
are closing down, and the men employ-
ed there are coming south for the win-
ter months. The vessel when upward
bound took 22 Japanese to work at the
| Kyuquot whaling station, and brought
| 22 of the Japs away from that port. In
| connection with the whaleries on the
west coast of the island, it has been
| determined to keep them working un-
'til the end of November, unless the
| weather becomes very bad. At the end
iof that time one of the whalers will

TAKEN FROM BAY CITY
IN AN AUTOMOBILE

Habeas Corpus Proceedings Resulted
in His Release on Bond of
Three Thousand Dollars

Santa Barbara, Cal., Sept. 28.—Fre-
mont® Older, managing editor of the
San Francisco Bulletin, who has been
active in the prosecution of the brib-
ery and graft cases in San Francisco,
was taken off a southbound Southern
Pacific train at 8.30 o'clock this even-
ing by a force of 20 deputy sheriffs,
who served a warrant for his arrest to
appear in. the. superior court before
Judge S. E, Crow at 10 o'clock this
morning .on" habeas corpus proceedings
instituted to rescue him from the hands
of a deplity eonstable from Los An-
geles,who,. it is alleged, virtually kid-
napped him in San Francisco.

Word was received here early . this
morning of the reported kidnapping of
Editor Older, and of his enforced trip
to Los Angeles in custody of a deputy
sheriff,”. Attorney Cobb, Francis J.
Heney’s assgciate, telephoned to
Richards & Carter, local attorneys,
institute habeas
corpus proceedings to take Older from
his captors on' the train. 'Judge Crow
of the superior court, was aroused from
bed at 2 & m., and all the necessary
papers  were “prepared empowering the
sheriff :tp gapture Older by force, if
need be. “All available deputy sheriffs
and police were on hand and boarded
the train as soon as it came to a stand-
still. A copy of the ‘warrant and
habeas :éofpus proceedings was then
served ‘on ‘Older; and then shown to
Deputy Constable Ben Cohn, of Los
Angeles, who had him in charge.

Older.and the Santa Barbara officers
left the train without assistance. At-
torneys Power, Porter,' Ashe and Lu-
ther Brown were on the train and ac-
companied the deputy. HEscorted by
several deputy sheriffs. Older was con-
ducted te 'a waiting automobile and
rushed to a courthouse to await a
héaring.

The legal ground on which he was
taken by thé Lios Angeles officers was a’
warrant for. his arrest issued by Judge
J. W. Summerfield, of a justice court
in Los. Angeles, and sworn to by a bro-
ther -of Attorney Brown.: It charges
Older and; R. Carruthers, of the San
Francigco Bulletin, with criminal libel
in connection with, the alleged kidnap-
ping of Ex-Supervisor Lonergan, which
was frustrated by Detective Burns.

Last ‘Wednesday’s issue of the Bulle-
tin contained an account of certain ac-
tions of Luther Brown in connection
with the casé in which it is alleged he
had been in the company of a dis-
reputable woman. The warrant was
issued in Los Angeles, because Attor-
ney Brown’s home is there.

In telling of his arrest and spiriting
away, Mr. Older said: “I was in the
office of Francis J. Heney yesterday,
about 1 p. m., waiting for Rudolph
Spreckles, when a telephone message
came for me. I answered and asked
who he- was;  Teceiving the reply that
it was Mr. Stapleton, and that he was
at ‘the Savoy hotel. I asked what he
wanted and he replied that he wish-
ed to‘ see¢’me on personal business. I
hesitated, and he repeated that he
wished to see me, and it was important
and personal business which he could
not discuss“yciver the telephone. I sus-
pected it w8y a trap; but I determined
to see just what it was, and told them
to. leave wgl'ﬁ for Rudolph Spreckles
when he camé in that if I was not back
soon they-weild know what was doing.

“After leaving Heney's office I saw
that two automobiles were following on
Vancouver avenue. They dashed to
the curb, and four men jumped out of
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them. A warrant was thrust into myl

face, and I was told that it was from
Los Angeles. I protested that I want-
ed to see. my attorney about it,
they would not let me. The four men
had surrounded me, and hustled me
into. the automobile. In it were two
deputy. sheriffs and {wo others. In the
other car were. Attorneys Ashe and
Brown. They rushed me to Redwood
City, 26 mileg away, where they got on
a train with me.

“When they seized me on the side-
walk,” said Mr. Older, ‘“‘they searched
me: to make sure that I had no weap-
ons. In the automobile the man next
to me thrust something which I sup-
posed to be a revolver, against my
side; and told me that he would shoot
if T made any disturbance. Finally I
was permitted to dictate a message to
Rudolphe Spreckles.” 1In concluding,
Mr. Older said: “The whole thing is a
diabolical scheme of the grafters.”

The proceedings before Judge Crow
ended by Older being allowed bail in
the sum of $3,000 to guarantee his ap-
pearance in court at Los Angeles.

CANADIAN GOODS

PEOPLE ANXIOUS T0
TRADE WITH DOMINION

Improvement Looked For When Al
Red Line Is Established--The
Asiatic Question.

Montreal, Sept. 29.—J. A. Baker, M
P., for Finsbury, London, England, is
in the city on his way to Trenton, Ont.

In an interview Mr. Baker said he
wanted Canada to join .the Mother
Country on a free trade basis with the
world, so that the Dominion may enter
all markets with English trades, and
have the .benefits of English trade
throughout the entire globe. He said
the free trade feeling throughout the
British Isles is becoming stronger every
day. English people, he said wanted
Canadian goods, and.they were anxious
to trade with Canada, and when the
“All-Red Line” is established he look-
ed for improvement in relations. Per-
sonally, Mr. Baker favored the scheme,
but the feeling in England, he said,
was rather divided on the question.

Regarding the Asiatic question in
British Columbia, Mr. Baker said the
attitude that Sir Wilfrid Laurier has
taken on the question has met with the
hearty approval of the British author-
ities as well as the people of England.
The_ solution of .trouble, he thought,

| could” be left to the Canadian govern-
| ment and people to settle.

From what he knew of British Col-
umbia he thought there was a certaln
class of work which Orfental- labor
might profitably attend to, such -as
clearing lands, working in mines, and
doing ordinary kinds of labor, which
artisans and skilled workers would not
care to do. Such labor would tend to
improve British Columbia and thus ob-
tain a better cultivation, which would
mean much to the people of that por-
tion of the Dominion.. Oriental labor
to a degree, in his opinion, was a ne-
cessity to the development of British
Coiumbia.

INTERESTING EVENTS
AT FALL FAIR MEET

Betsey in the Visitors’ Purse Estab-
lishes Half Mile Record For
N. W. P. Circuit.

If the measure of success which at-
tends an undertaking can be gauged by
the number of people present, the sport
provided, and the enthusiasm evinced,
then yesterday’s race. meet, held in
connection with the great . provincial
exhibition, must be pronounced par ex-
cellence, .a record breaking achieve-
ment. Fully 6,000 people witnessed the
racing and the action of the officials
in pulling off the different events with
such promptitude cannot be too highly
commended. 4

Of course there were a few hitches.
A couple of ill starts were effected in
the galloping races. Discontented
spirits, among those who owned, rode,
and backed horses, which they thought
the judges, the starter, nay the very
gods should have spoon fed to victory,
vented their spleen in a manner as un-
British as it was inexcusable. But
the wailing of the malcontents was
lost in the almost spontaneous enthu-
siasm with which the spectators en-
joyed themselves, and the happy man-
ner and native courtesy with whizh
they forgave any peccadillos on the
part of the race track officials.

A happy feature of the meeting was
the large attendance of the fair sex:
To say the grand stand was black with
people is a misnomer. It radiated with
color. Summer dresses in - keeping
with the beautiful weafher were seen.
on every hand, and in many instances
their fair wearers were as discrimin-
ating about the horse flesh, and as en-
thusiastic - over the result of each
event, as the attendants who lumbered
to and fro across the,course chewing
a piece of straw and exuding equine
prescience.

The going on the track was perhaps
better than on the previous day. The
number of "spectators was dotible that
of Wednesday. The sport provided was
equally good. Add to these facts the
weather, which was infinitely better
than the proceeding day, and the coh-
tributory causes which made for ‘the
record success are apparent.

In the racing itself there were many
features of interest. 'A Tmew track
record for the northwest Pacific cir-
¢uit was established in the Visitors’
Purse, a four-furlong gallop.: Betsey,

owned by . Fitzgerald, and ridden by

Thurston, reeled off the distance in
50 4-5, winning in a canter by three=
lengths from Youth with Ed Davis,
third, two lengths away. In this race
the start was a flasco. Two of the
animals had their tails to the barrier
when .the gate went up, two others
were badly mixed together, and only
three of the nags got away with any-
thing like a winning chance. In four
furlong races, the shortest there are,
00 much care cannot be exercised with

 the start, as if a horse does not get

away with its field its chances of hav-
ing anything to say to the finish are
infinitesimal. ;

The seven furlong gallop for the
Grandstand Purse was one of the best
of the day. All the animals got away
well together though in rounding the

1 minute 313-5 seconds.

The mile race for the Victoria Purse
was a foregone conclusion on the ap-
pearance of the horses. Rudabeck was
without a compeer in the field. And
the trust reposed in him, for he was a
red hot favorite, was justified, as he
won in the commonest’ of canters by
over two lengths. Silver Wedding was
second, and Rosarie third, the time for
the mile being 1 minute 45 seconds,
fast going on a circular track.

The B..C. colt race of four furlongs
resolved itself into a struggle between
two animals. Three started, but Ben
Blacksmith, driven by Lim Bang, was
hopelessly tailed off from the rise of
the barrier. B. C. Pride fought it out
with Pede, the former winning by half
a length after an interesting struggle.
The race was run in two heats, the
same result prevailing in each. The
times were exceptionally slow, being 1
minute 12 1-2 seconds, and 1 minute 22
seconds, respectively.

An extra race was provided on the
card for non-winners durmng the day.
The distance was half a mile and Miss
Provo, who has already earned win-
ning brackets on the Victoria track
was seen to the fore. Callis was sec-
ond, and Hobson’s Choice taird, the
time being 51 1-5 seconds.

In “the trotting races there was no
particular feature of interest.' False
starts’ were the order of the day and
in this respect it would seem that the
judges are far too lenieni in the mat-
ter of penalizing. In the second heat
of the 2:20. trot, Directzone finished
first, but was disqualified for breaking
on no fewer than five occasions. This
dnimal evéntually won the event, be-
ing credited with three wins out of
the five -heats.

The proceedings were further enliv-
ened by a Klootchman’s race in which
three of the fierce-looking females be-
decked in all the gaudy war colers of
their tribe, bestrode three animals
which .from appearances should have
long since been out at grass.
