Rev. Mr. Taira age recently preached ж 
sermon on the Press in the course of 
which he said.—Stung by some fabrica­
tion in print, we talk of the unbridled 
press. Our new book is ground up by the 
unjust criticism, and we talk of the unfair 
press. Through some indistinctness of 
our utterance, we are reported as saying 
just the opposite of what we did say, and 
we talk of the blundering press. We 
take np a newspaper with a social scandal 
or a case of divorce, and we talk of the 
filthy and scurrilous press. But this 
morning I address you on a subject you 
have never heard presented—the immea­
surable, everlasting blessing of a good 
newspaper. Thank God that their wheels 
are full of eyes. I give you this over­
whelming statistic; that in the year 1870 
the number of copies of literary and 
political newspapers published in this 
country was 1,500,000,000! What church, 
what reformer, what Christian man, can 
disregard these things? I tell you, my 
friends, that a good newspaper is the 
grandest blessing that God has given to 
the people of this century—the grandest 
temporal blessing. The theory is abroad 
that anybody can make a newspaper with 
the aid of a capitalist. The fact is that 
fortunes are swallowed up every year in the 
vain effort to establish newspapers. The 
large papers swallow np the small ones. 
The big whale eats about fifty minnows. 
We have 7,000 dailies and weeklies in the 
United States and Canadas, and only 
thirty-six are half a century old. The 
average life of a newspaper is five years. 
Most of them die of cholera infantum, 
f Laugh ter) It is high time that it was 
understood that the most successful way 
to sink a fortune and keep it sunk is to 
start a newspaper.

To publish a newspaper requires the 
skill, precision, vigilance, strategy and 
boldness of » oommander-in-chief. To 
edit a newspaper one needs to be a states­
man, a geographer, a statistician, and so 
far as all acquisitions are concerned, 
encyclopaedic ! If you have a notion to 
start and publish a newspaper, take it for 
granted that you are threatened with 
softening of the brain. Take your pocket- 
book and throw it into your wife’s lap. 
Rush up to Bloomingdale asylum and 
surrender yourself before you do some­
thing desperate. (Laughter.)

“Our newspapers are repositories of 
knowledge and are constantly lifting the 
people into the sunlight. Newspaper 
knowledge makes up the structure of the 
world’s heart and brain, and decides the 
fate of churches and of nations. Adams, 
Jefferson, Franklin, Clinton all had their 
hands on the printing press.

It would add potency to articles to see 
articles signed. It seems to me that no 
honorable man would write an article that 
he would be ashamed to put his name to.

What is a private citizen to do when a 
misrepresentation is multiplied 20,000 or 
50,000 times? A wrong done a man’s 
character in a newspaper is more virulent 
than one done in private life. It seems to 
me that it would be a great advantage to 
the literature of this country, if men could 
get the credit for the good they write, and 
be held responsible for the evil they write. 
Another improvement would be a univer­
sity education for journlists, as for the 
other professions. No profession requires 
more culture and education than that of 
journalism.

His Excellency,the Governor-General 
is now on the Atlantic, en route for 
G і eat Britain. Ou last Friday after- 

large number of prominent citi­
zens and ladies assembled at the City 
Hall, Ottawa, to witness the presenta­
tion of the civic address to His Excel­
lency prior to his departure. The City 
Hall had been decorated with flags, 
mottoes, the Royal, Dominion. Provin­
cial, and City Arms, and with flowers. 
The w ndows were darkened and the 
gas lighted, presenting a very beautiful 
and striking effect. Among the mot­
toes were the following :—“ The Queen 
—God bless het,” “ Lome,” “ Louise,”
“ Argyle, the State’s whole thunder 
born to wield,” “ Hail to our noble 
Governor General,” “ Ottawa bids you 
Godspeed,” “ The great North-West, 
the future granary of the world,” “The 
Lesser Britain will afford happy homes 
to the toiling millions of Greater 
Britain.

His Excellency, arriving at the Hall 
was received by His Worship the 
Mayor, in his full robes of office, and 
Major-General Luard,
Maunsell, D. A. G., and other officers. 
He was accompanied by Lieut.-Col. De 
Winton, military secretary, Major 
Chater, Capt. Percival and Capt. Bagot, 
A. D. C’s. The members of the city 
police force, under Chief Saerwood, 
formed a guard of honour in the corri­
dor, and saluted the Governor-General 
as he passed through. His Excellency 
was escorted into the Council Chamber 
by Mayor Mackintosh and the t:;.if offi­
cers, the Members of the City Council 
all being present. On entering he was 
warmly cheered, all present rising. On 
mounting the dais he glanced admiring­
ly round the beautifully decorated 
room. Mayor Mackintosh at once read 
and presented the address of the city,to 
which His Excellency replied, extem­
poraneously, as follows

I beg to thank you most cordially 
and sincerely for your kindness in com­
ing here to-day to say good-bye to me 
on my departure, only for a short 
period, from what is to me already a 
well-loved home. (Applause.) I shall 
convey your expressions of loyalty, by 
no means the first I have heard in 
Ottawa, to Her Majesty the Queen, 
who takes the most lively and unceas­
ing interest in everything touching her 
Dominion of Canada. (Applause.) I 
shall also carry your words of kindness 
to the Princess, who shares with me 
the deep disappointment that already 
twice within the last few months she 
has been ordered when at the point of 
departure for Canada, not to start, and 
is now told that she must put off the 
time of her arrival here until the spring.
I trust to be back with you some time 
before the session of Parliament, and 
before the New Year is a fortnight old, 
again to undertake my duties. Among 
these is the extremely pleasant one of 
making Ottawa what it is fast becoming 
during the winter months, the centre of. 
our national, social, and intellectual 
life. (Applause.) We wish to see 
here, of course, during our season, the 
eminent men who take part in the 
political life of this country. They 
must come at all events, because they 
are sent here by their constituents. 
We want to see also men of eminence 
in other branches of life, whether writ­
ers or jurists. (Applause.) Let us add 
that we wish also to collect here during 
our season the beauty of the land. 
(Applause.) Our strength is aided by 
such a concourse at its Capital of the 
leading spirits in our union, for by col­
lecting together here from the different 
parts of the country,they get to have a 
personal knowledge of and acquaintance 
with each other, thereby promoting 
unity of feeling throughout the whole 
Dominion. This has taken place al­
ready I think (applause) to a marvellous 
extent. I am myself one of the oldest 
inhabitants of Ottawa in one sense, that 
is to say I remember Ottawa seventeen 
years ago, when you, Mr. Mayor, could 
not have had the opportunity of pre­
senting me your address in this splendid 
hall, when Spark-street existed only in 
name, and when the people were only 
talking about our confederation. (Ap­
plause) It is marvellous with what 
rapidity the Union has been perfected 
during these sixteen or seventeen years. 
(Renewed applause.) You have now a 
country thoroughly united. You have 
an advantage over older countries in 
this respect, that you have not to reflect 
what you ought to pull down, but only 
consider how to construct, and 
building a very' strong power that can 
stand, as Tennyson said of the great 
Duke of Wellington, “ four square to 
all the winds that blow,” and will be 
the freest people in all God’s free earth. 
(Loud applause.) Touching some 
poirts which are connected with your 
social life, it has been my happiness to 
see established and holding its first 
meeting in Ottawa, an insitution which 
gathered all the artists of this country. 
The success of that institution shows 
how our art men can combine together, 
and now in the early part of this next 
year, I hope we shall see another great 
institute holding its first meeting at all 
events within your city—an institute 
which shall combine together the men 
of science and literature throughout all 
our Provinces, and which qhfill 
Canada in one institqte at once, what 
the French Academy is for France, and 
the British Association and Geographi­
cal Society are for England. (Loud 
applause.) We shall be able to have in 
one society men of eminence whose 
names already illustrate the career of 
this country in its intellectual progress, 
men to whom we may, perhapst look for 
advice in all matters other than those 
appertaining to our material progress. 
(Applause.) I have to thank you, 
ladies and gentlemen, once more for 
your kindness in coming here, and as I 
am afraid I shall not be able to be back 
before the first fortnight in the New 
Year, I heg of you, although it may be 
somewhat premature, to allow me to 
wish you a merry Christmas and a 
happy New Year. (Loud applause.)

Hie Excellency’s reply was delivered 
in a good tone, and was greeted with 
frequent applause, and with prolonged 
cheering at the close.

The speech over, a large number of 
citizens shook hands with His Excel­
lency, wishing him godspeed and a 
pleasant vdyage. Three ringing cheers 
were given as His Excellency’s carriage 
drove off. At the railway station His 
Excellency was received by a guard of 
honour and a band, and as the train 
bearing him away started,loud and con­
tinued cheers were given.

Increase of Taxation.

[From the Freeman.]
Sir S. L. Tilley is fond of asserting, 

when the returns permit, that the peo­
ple of Canada do not pay much more 
per head now in Customs and Excise 
duties than they paid some years ago, 
and arguing thence that the rate of tax­
ation is no greater, the burden of tax­
ation no heavier. This is a most 
fallacious mode of reasoning, but, per­
haps, Sir S. L. does not think so. 
According to that,the Englishman who 
to-day pays taxes only on his tea, 
tobacco, liquors, etc., is more heavily 
taxed than the Egyptian fellah, and 
the Canadian is much more heavily 
taxed in 1881 than he was in 1879 80, 
although there has been no material 
change in the tariff. The truth, how­
ever is, as all experience proves, that 
often taxation is most heavy and op­
pressive where, either because of the 
poverty of the people or the paralysis 4- 
of trade caused by taxation, the revenue 
is smallest in proportion to population. 
The Customs’ duties alone, according 
to present prospects, will amount to 
over five dollars a head of the popula­
tion in the year now current. It will 
be amusing to observe how Sir S. L. 
Tilley will try next session to prove 
that this is no increase on the $2.75 
which in I860 he said would be the 
limit of taxation in the Dominion, or 
than the 83.10 per head paid as Cus­
toms duties in 1878-9.

We said last week,—
The Post Office Department professes 

that it cannot afford to place a clerk on 
the train between Bangor and Vanceboro, 
or pay for a postal car to run on the E. 
and N. A. Railway night train to St. 
John. In consequence of this meanness, 
the mails from the United States and 
pointe west of St. John reach the latter 
place unsorted and instead of going to the 
St. John Post Office,are all placed hurried­
ly on the Express train leaving St John 
in the morning and taken east. The 
clerks in the postal car have to do the 
assorting and distribution of all matter 
intended for the east and north, returning 
all for St John and such points as Freder­
icton, Woodstock, St Stephen and St 
Andrews to St John by the accommoda­
tion train which reaches the latter place 
at three in the afternoon. The merchants 
and other citizens of St John are thus 
obliged to wait until late in the afternoon 
for mail matter which reaches the city 
early in the morning, simply because 
Ottawa ideas of economy are reduced to a 
science in matters relating to the Maritime 
Provinces.

We asked the Sun to explain whether 
this meanness was “ one of the results 
of the N. P., and the surplus wrung 
thereby out of the pockets of New- 
brunswickers and Nova Scotians.” Its 
reply is characteristic.

A Fisheries Farce.
The Fisheries Department appears to 

have readily consented to place Over­
seer Mowatt of the Restigouche district, 
in the hands of an investigating Солі 
mission, his principal offence, as the 
complainants endeavour to prove, being 
that he has been engaged in the fish 
trade. We have seen nothing in the 
evidence to sustain the charge, and be­
lieve that Mr. Mowatt is a very go.id 
officer. If however, the Department is 
prepared to deal as it should with 
officers who make merchandise of their 
positions, who buy and ship and sell 
fish, who deal in nets, twines and other 
fishing outfits, and make the license 
money due from fishermen items in 
their private business ledgers, it ought 
to send a commission to the Miramichi. 
If it will do so we will guarantee the 
proofs. If Overseer Mowatt had con­
sented to do the bidding of the Inspec­
tor, as the fish-trading Overseer here 
has done, he would have been equally 
well protected from investigation. 
When a Government Department be­
comes so corrupt as to discriminate 
between officers, as it does in the res­
pective cases of the Restigouche and 
Chatham Overseers, few will have 
faith in the honesty of any enquiry it 
may pretend to hold.

The Comet of 1881. N E W GOODS!!A new theory of the so-called fascina­
tion of birds by snakes is that the bird 

v mistakes the snakes tongue, which the 
reptile keeps in constant motion, for a 
lively worm, and watches it with the 
expectation of devouring it.

Experiments of M. Gautier appear 
to prove that human saliva possesses 
the same poisonous property as that of 
serpents, although in a milder form.— 
The human saliva injected under the 
skin of a bird caused death, with symp­
toms very closely resembling those 
resulting from serpent bites.

Celluloid is being used in Paris for 
making stereotype plates. The mould 
is taken in a special cement, which 
quickly hardens after receiving the im­
pression. The sheet of celluloid is then 
used to оЬцЦ the impression to be em­
ployed in printing. This substance has 
also been used for giving typographical 
representations of lace, the impressions 

V being taken from the lace’itself.

The biilliant light of the electrid arc 
is found to be much less dangerous to 
the eyes than was for some time be­
lieved. So high a medical authority 
as the London Lancet reports that but 
'one case of serious injury from expo­
sure to the dazzling light has come 
under its notice, and in that instance 
theiexpoaure was unusually severe and 
prolonged.

In St. Petersburg use has been made 

of electricity in pumping water, with a 
view of making it serviceable, in putting 
out 6res. The experiments seem to 
have been satisfactory. The same cur­
rent used for lighting a building may 
thus furnish power for throwing water 
on the flames in case it should take 
Are. Such an application ought to be 
especially valuable in the case of the­
atres and other buildings where large 
numbers oPpeople assemble, and where 
the prompt introduction of a stream of 
water might be the means of averting 
a great lose of human life.

Enthusiasts who make a special study 
of sun-spots and attendant phenomena 
believe that the corner-stone of a new 
science is now being .-laid by the dis­
covery'of an intimate connection be­
tween terrestrial storms and activity of 
the heated gases surrounding the sun. 
Just what the connection is they are 
not yet able to clearly define, although 
electricity is suspected of being the 
agent; through which thf effect 
nanifested upon our planets. It is 
known that the gaseous envelope of the 
sun is affected by eruptions of such 
prodigious magnitude aa to be utterly 
beyond our power of conception, these 
disturbances appearing to us in the 
form of rapidly changing spots on the 
solar disk. The spots come and go at 
remarkably regular intervals, a complete 
cycle of the varions stages of activity 
from maximum to minimum and again 
to maximum being performed in about 
eleven years—the so-called “ sun spot 
period.” The present year haa been 
one of great aolar convulsions, and sun- 

- spot physicists have been taking meas­
ures to vertify theories that aun-storms 
produce a marked effect upon the earth 
rod its inhabitants. Their views seem 
to be strongly confirmed. While the 
present âmi Sépri.'a year of violent 
terrestrial storms and earthquakes, 
these scientists claim to have proven 
by simultaneous observation, a corres­
pondence between minor meteorological 
phenomena and changes npon the sun.

The earth may, therefore, 
be fairly assumed to be 600,000,000 
years old—and this is considered as err­
ing to the side of deficiency rather than 
to excess.
