doing so they have addressed them-

selves to some badinage, which was

The charges of disloyalty made &0
unsparingly and vehemently seemed
out of place, in view of the fact that
it was for the bettering of the con-

dition of the country and its people

that the Globe advocated the change.

The sentiment of loyalty to Great
Britain, i. e, of

British connection from which Can-
ada derives no- special or importaut
material advantage, appears to be
treated by these journals as some-
thing too sacred to be analyzed, no
matter what effect it may have upon

the business interests of Canada,

This superstitious—if we may use
the term—avoidance of discussion of
the question raised by the  Giobe,
on its merits, and the frantic appeals
made, especially by the Telegraph, o
pure prejudice, seem to - be out of
keeping with the times in which we
live, and will not satisfy the people
whoare so much interested in- the

the maintenance

matter at issue.

If the sentiment of loyalty, as pre-
sented by the Telegraph, is more
valuable to the people of these prov-
inces than the material advantages
to ourselves, our neighbors "and the
mother country, as presented by the
@lobe, would be advantageous, those
‘who differ from that paper ought, we
think, to prove it by fair argument,
instead of merely applying objection-
able epithets to Mr, Ellis and mak-
ing a public demand wpon him to
forego his privileges as a good citizen
and loyal subject.

We observe that Hon. Mr. Cham-
verlain, the representative of the
British Government on the Fisheries
Commission—and who is now the
guest of our Governor-General—de-
clared at Ottawa, only last = week,
that if Canada desired to ‘sever her
connection with the mother country,
or be annexed to the United States,
Great Britain would not try to pre-
vent her.: This declaration is in
keeping with utterances of other
responsible British statesmen, so it
appears that the loyalty business is
confined to thisside of the Atlantic,
and has a good deal of childishness
in it, and that it is of too purely
sentimental a character to act for
much longer time as a buffer against
tree and intelligent discussion of the
great interests and destiny of the
people of this continent, who are all
proud of ‘the great traditions and
prestige of their common motherlynd,
but realise that they have outgrown
the nursery, and wish to work out
their destiny on their own responsi-
bility. - If the parent des 'not - wish
to throw obstacles in ‘the way of
this, why should other members of
the family object, save in the way of
argument and reason? The Zele-
| graph must yet learn that the ques—
tion will not be settled by bluster
and bullying. Besides, it is a very
undignified way. of dealing with so
important a problem.

It seems to us that under the circum-
stances, it wa¥ neither unuspal nor
wrong® tg take the trackmen off their
section, for while they wers.sabsent ]
from it o' train“was tof go ‘over: it and
they returned on the tfain ‘shith took
them away, ufter doing necessary and
emergent work on another part of the
line. When the train returned with
them, the Superintendent did what ex-
perience, prudence and a due regard for'
the safety of the lives  and propeity
nhder his direction required, viz.—in-
;structed the driver of the engine, who
;was the most responsible man on it,
not to run over the bridge until iv was
examined. It is clear that he could
do no more than this. But the driver,
‘unfortunately, disregarded this impor-
tant order, and while he paid the pen-
alty with his life, he involved ' the lives
of seven others in the dreadful conse-
quences of his neglect.

Words can but faintly. express the
sorrow and sympathy which thiscatas-
trophe has called forth—sorrow for
those who are bereaved of Fusbands,
fathers, brothers and . sons, and sym-
pathy for the helpless and almost desti-
tute ones which some of the killed have
left behind them. The enterprising
men by whom the road was built and
operated have not, it is true, suffgred
the loss of near relatives, but they,
nevertheless, feel keenly the grief which
has come upon 8o many in the commun-
ity through an undertaking which they
designed only for the advantage and
prosperity of themselves and their
neighbors. It seems that the unusual
immunity fromi‘accidents which marked
the work of construction on:the rbad,
as well as its operations during its first
year of regular traffic—not a life or
limb having been lo:t during all that
time—caused the unfortunate driver to
relax the vigilance which is so necessary
in the constant presence of railway
dangers. The penalty has been dearly
paid and while we all sympathise, es-
pecially. with those whe are bereaved, as
well as with Mr. Burns and his staff in
their reverse, let us hope 'that the
visitation will be the last of its kind
for many. years and that it will be fol-
lowed by a return of the good fortune
and prosperity which the Caraquet
Railway and its promoters deserve.

The “Sun” Rebukes its Satelites.

We had occasion recently to remon-
strate with the organs of the’Dominion
Government for endeavoring to estab-
lish the pernicious doctrine that meum-
bers of parliament, elected in opposi-
tion to the ministry of the day, must
be silent in reference to matters affect-
ing their constituencies. The reason
assigned by the organs for their absurd
position was that the government
would, probably, take the ecourse op-
posite to that advised by such members.

PROVINOIAL BOARD OF AGRI-
CULTURE.

The board of agriculture mct Tuaesday
afternoon, Hon. Mr, McLellan president,
in the chair. The members present an!

Tho President’'s Addrass.

The president then delivered his annual
address.

The
secretary of the board had informed
him that more than a hundred correspon-
deuts writing from all parts of the pro-
vince are practically unanimous as to the
steady, if not very rapid improvement in
cattle and farm stock gencrally.

of this was due to private enterprise, the
most of it must be attributed to the annu-
al sales at the stock farm. Though a de
ficit has occurred every year upon the
operations at the farm, it would be a very
great mistake to suppose it an actual los:
to the country. Many persons had ex-
pressed the opinion that the cost of rais-
ing young stock at the farm was too great,
and in that they must all agree. Th
question was, had they better dispose o
the stock now ou hand.

SERVICES OF TIIE STOCK HORSES,

You are already aware of the terms
and conditions upon which the stallions
werc leased, as the regulations were por-
sonally approved of by you in special ses-
sion. The total amount of the bid for the
horses at the sals was 85,579. The ani-
mals were returned for the most part, in
fair condition. Change of climats, and
perhaps in some cases lack of judgment
on the part of the grooms, causel soms of
the horses to look considerably the worse
for their seavon’s work. I am glad to say
that no permaneat injury was done in any
case, and that they are, almost without
exception, now ian first class condition,
and apparently much better fitted to do
good service than they were last season.
They are being handled symewhat differ-
antly this winter from what they wera last,
with a view to reducing the surplus of
flesh and hardening the muscles.

In order to facilitate the care of so many
valuable horses and at the same time to
house them properly, the government
built this year, and paid for out of the
-arnings of the horses, a fine substantial
parn in Fredericton. Although certifi-
sates of soundness were furnished with all
the horses, it must be remembered that
they cannot always be kept free from
blemish, as accidents from time to time
will occar, as has been the case with the
coaching stallion, which has suffered an
injury that, though it detracts fro.n his
\ppearance, will not impair his usefulness
inthe stad. I am of the opinion that
rereafter in leasing the horses the govera-

uent shovld provide the grooms, who
vould he subject to its supervision, and
sccountable for the manner in which tlie

1orses are cared for and retarned. Vala.
ible animals may be greatly injured in ap-
searance, and often in actual work by

:arelessness or overwork, and unless they
we kept in first class condition all the
time, the stallions will lose their popnlar-
ity and be aJoss. Such a result can prob-
1bly be best avoided by the government
selecting the grooms as I have suggested.

SELLING SEED.

Ho called the attention of the board to
he manner in which the majority of the
wgricaltaral societies construe the law re-
sarding the importation of seeds and im-
slements. In some cases the principal
wusiness of the societies was t> sell or-
linary seeds and implements to members
it a loss, acting as mere traders with a
sublic bonus. They brought no new
seeds, fertilisers or implements into the
:ountry, but simply purchased in some
cases from their members.

CROP REPORTS.

At present they had no adequate
means of collecting information asz to
crops. It may not be easy to devise any
sconomical and efficient plan, but some-
thing ought to be done. Inquiries are
nade very often as to the extent to which
wy crop is cultivated and the yicld per
wre, and as the value of the maritime
provinces in an azricultural point of view,
is being better understood, such inquiries
will be more frequent as to the total of
each crop raised. They were without
an information except what the census
gives us and this cannot be of any value
in a commercial point of view as it is
only made once in ten years. As a means
of attracting attention to the value of
agriculture in New Bruaswick, as com-
pared with other couatries such stitistics
are valuable. A well-informed gentle-
man writing from Peel, Carleton County,
zives the following as the averazs yield
per acre this year over the 40 square milas
smbraced in that parish; Hay, 1} tons;
»ats, 35 bushels; buckwheat, 40 bushels;
wheat, 20 bushels; barlay, 40 bushels.

In Manitoka the average yiell for five
years ending 1886 was hay, 1 7-10 tons;
»ats, 32 bushels;barley, 24 bushels; wheat,
193 bushels, and last year in that province
the average was bay, 1% tons; oats, 46
bushels; barley, 36 bushels; wheat, 274

The statistics for Maine for this year
1887 are only partial. Thsy pat hay 1
ton, buckwheat 21 bnshels, potatoes 65
bushels.

In 1880 the crop of Maine averagad as
follows—wheat 12 bushels, buckwheat
25 bushels, barley 21 bashels, oats 25
bushels, potatoes 107 bushels, hay 1 ton.
For the above mentioned parish of
Peel and the adjoining parishes, the a ver-
age in 1880 was wheat 20 bushels, buck-
wheat 30 bushels, barley 40 bushels,
potatoes 175, oats 35 bushels, hay 1 ton.
In Oantario the same year the average
was wheat “ 17 bushels, buckwheat 22}
hushels, barley 22 bushels, oats 41 bush.
els, potatoes 117, hay 1} tons.
In the whole province of New Brans-
wick, 1880, as compiled from the returns
from the agricultural socicties the average
was wheat 18} bushels, buckwheat
bushele, barley, 22 bushels, oats 29 bush-
els, potatoes 172 bushels, hay 1 4-5.
The conclusions which these tables
warrant arc by no means unfavorable to
the province. New Brunswick compares
very favorably with Oatario and Manito-
ba, and stands higher than the State of
Maine. The statistics from Peel are in-
tervsting as that parish may be taken as
representative of our better class of farm-
ing lands and it will be seen that this
year, which is only an average year, the
crops in that parish were better than the
average in Manitoba for this year, which
is an exceptionally good one there, It is

Board of Commissioners of the Alms
house from the diffarent parishes of the
County, which met iasession last week,
voted that the inmates of the house re-
ceive their annual Christmas and New
Year's dioners.

A Valiant Fight.

HOW ROCHESTER, N. Y., WRESTLED WITH
THE TELEPHONE AND WON!

Rochester, N. Y., is the only city in
the United States which does not general-
ly use the Bell telephone.

On the 20th of November, 1886, about
seven hundred subscribers hung up their
’phones, and they have been hung up
since!

perity. In conclusion we ask you to
accept these gifts, insiguificent though
they may be, as a souvenir of the days we
spent with you in Chatham and as a
slight token of our appreciation of your
untiring perseverance. In parting we
wish you, Mrs. Fisher and family a Hap-
py Christmas and a bright, and prosperouas
New Year, and should we never meet
again in the same relations you can rest
assured you will carry with you the best
wishes of your faithful employes.

putes. Mr, Chamberlain was interviewed
at Rideau Hall, this morning, by about
a dozen newspaper men. He declined to
make any statement regarding the Fisher.
ies matter further than to say that he
would return to Washington after New
Year, and that he did not expect to return
to England in time for the opening of the
Imperial Parliament. With respect to
Commercial Union, or Unrestricted Re-
ciprocity scheme, he did not believe 3ny
practicable plan could be devised for car-
rying it out, and he thought it would be
unfair to tax British imports while adunit.
ting those from the United Siates free.
He did not consider Imperial Federafion
practicable either. He denounced the fair
trade agitation in England as an exceed-
ingly foolish movement, and one which

men could never be indaced to
return to the small loaf. As to granting
to Canada the right to make her own com-
mercial tveaties, he said that if Canada
