He says that not only is
the sun the source of those erup-
tions of ordinary matter which form
the prominences upon him, but we
have every reason to believe that
he must emit streams of electrically
charged corpuscles, both directly as
a hot body and indirectly, since the
electrical discharges (which, accord-
ing to all terrestial analogies, must
accompany the violent chemical ac-
tions going on near his surface) will,
when they take place in the higher
and rarer regions of his atmosphere,
give rise to cathode rays, and these
in turn, to Roentgen rays. The
negatively charged corpuscies ure
pre-eminently fitted to serve as
nuclei for the condensation «f the
ordinary matter. Hence these par-
ticles of the latter, which, having
more than the critical diameter, fall
back to the sun, will carry back a
negative charge to him; while those
which have less than the critical di-
ameter will carry a negative crarge
off -into space. The latter
proceed radially from the sun above
the regions of sun-spots with rapid-
ly increasing speed, which, how ev-
er, may be shown 1o approach a
finite limit. If they encounter an-
other body, such as the earth, they
charge its outer atmosphere nega-
tively, and when this  charge

Destroying the North Shore Salmon
Industry.

It is unfortunate thut the interests
of the salmon fishing industry of the
North Shore, as affected by the new
policy ot the Fisheries department at
Ottawa, cannot be discussed in the
press withont such exhibitions of men-
dacity and bad taste as are appearing
in the Bathurst “Courrier,” of which
Mr. Onesiphore Tucgeon, M. P., is the
propristor and editor. It is true that, of
late, that gentlemun has had the name
of his son substituted for his own, as
“Proprietaire-Redacteur,” but that is
merely au evasion .for well understood
Ths little bit of deception is
referred to only because Mr. Turgeon,
M. P., hus chosen to constitute himself
and his paper the special defenders of
the new and destructive salmon netting
policy of the Fisheries Department,
while, at the same time, disavowing
responsibility for his own writings in
the “Courrier.” If it were the “Courrier”
only, as it stood betore Mr. Targeon,
M, P. became its editor ; or even if
that paper were edited by this same
Mr. Turgeon when he was a blatant
Conservative going up and down
Gloucester County and posing as the
persecuted victim of his fealty to that
party, there would be no need of auny
reputable paper dignifying either by
recognising them in the discussion of so
important a subject. As Mr. Turgeon,
however, is now the representative of
Gloucester, proprietor and, practically,
editor of the “Courrier,” and the adviser
in that constituency of the Liberal ad-
ministration at Ottawa; and as,
over, he had chosen to intrude himself
into the discussion of the question
reterred to, we are forced to pay some
attention to him.

harbor onets and had practieally entered upon
the ascent of the fluvial portions of the
rivers

“This may seem to Minister Satherland a
matter of small moment, but it is an im
portant one to the people of New Brune-
wick, st least. He might as well proc aim
the dootrine that it does not make any
difference whether the salmon have a resson-
able chance to ascend the rivers or not.
Short-sighted tidal-net fishermen, who act
as if it were right to intercept and cspture
every ealmon that comes on the cosast, do
not seem to realise that if they had their
way no parent fish would leave their eggs on
the bars scores of miles above tide water, no
fry would be prodaced and the sal fish-
ery would become extinot in a very short
time. Former micisters learned that if the
fish were not affirded a chaoce to get past
the tidal net—if they were prevented from
getting above tide-heads—our salmon fishery
woald be like that of the cosst of Maine,
which was destroyed by the practieal block-
ing of the rivers by nets—non-tidel snd
semi-tidal: Minister Sutherland appears to
be one af the school of netters, and we regret
to realise it.”

Mr. Turgeon, M. P., as editor of the
“Courrier,” endeavors to convey the im-
pression that the ADVANCE made certain
acousations against the minister. He
says :—

We made it our duty on account of sn
uojust oriticiem horled st the Minister of
Fisheries in the columos of the ADVANCE,
etc.

*» - -

¢*Politicians of the calibre of the Apvance
have not the right to accuse the Minister of
Fisheries of having betrayed the tishermen
with the line,” etc.

If Mr. Targeon, would quote what
we said, a8 we have done above, the
readers of his paper would see that we
never referred to ‘‘the fishermen with
the line” at all. Wa dealt simply with
the necessily of keeping dangerous nets
out of semi-tidal waters, so that salinon
might reach their spawning grounds in
order to have the supply for the fishing
industry maintained. = Moreover, it
will be perceived that we “hurled” no
accusations against the minister, but
merely stuted what he had done: viz,
licensed nets where they had long been
discontinued in the interest of legiti-
mate salmon fishing, and thus broken
faith with the provigcial authorities,

If Mr. Turgeon or Mr, Sutherland
can show we are wrong in our facts, or
that it was not an example of bad faith
to re-establish these nets, they ought to
do it without resort to the gross per-
sonalities of the *“Courrier” and those
in a letter which Mr, Turgeon has pub-
lished over his own name in his paper.

The matter of these nets in sewi-tidal
waters ought to ' be discussed on its
merits and apart from the personality
of Mr. Turgeon, M. P., or anyone vise,
We were much surprised when that
gentleman took the subject up as he
did in opposition to our article of 3rd
instant, for he was not in our mind at
the time, It had, ineffectually; been
presented to the minister, in the
interest of the salmon fishery, first, in
connection with the nets near Tide
Head on the Restigouche and, next, ir
regard to those on the Ncpisignit. Mr.
Reid, M. P., for Restigouche, however,
did not make it a personal one, for' he,
douhtless, reulised the soundness of the
arguments agningt such nets. Besides,
he is not one of those who pretend tu
put his property out of his handsand
still own it, nor does he write attacks
on others and compel his son to father
them. Mr. Turgeon, M. P. for Glouces-
ter, however, does this, and with his
imaginary freedom from personal responsi-
bility, makes misstutements with the hope
of coutinuing the deception by which he
assisted in misleading the minister in
regard to uets above Nepisiguit bridge.

He states that the reason given for the
removel of these and other nets, years
ago, from both sides of the Nepisiguit
river, was that they were an obstruction
tonavigation. That, however, was only
one of thereasous. If Mr. Turgeon were
disposed to be fair and truthful he would
have stated that the reasops given by Mr.
Burnsin both 1884 and 1890 for tuking
out the nets above Nepisiguit bridye were
because they interfered with navigation
and lamber intarests and werea mensace
to the salmon-fishing induvstry. The fly-
fishermen were not considered in the
matter at all.

Hoonomical Pork Production.

In the past some objections have been
raised by the packers re the use of furage
plants and roots for pork production, but
the light of recent experiments would seem
to show their fears or object.ons ground-
less ; in fact, the good influeace of a cun-
siderable proportion df green tields or
roots in the rations of a pig can scarcely
be overestimnated. It has long been known
that skim milk has & most beneficial
influence upon the thrift of she porkers,
sud quality of the pork, even when the
amount fed forms only a small part of the
ration. Green feed and roots seen in a
large measure to be capable ot supple-
menting the now—in view of the tremen-
dous expansion in the Cinadian bacon
industry — quite inadequate supply of
dairy by-produocts, for use in pig feeding.
The farwer whose conditions permit may
80 even further than to use foraga plants
as & supplementary food. He muy even
make them the chi:f item of his pig feed
if he is cureful to use a good proportion of
grain (oats, peas and barley) during the
last month of the feed:ng period.

Ae the seascn is rather far advanced for
an exhaustive discussion of forage orops
suitable fer this purpose, I shall confine
my remarks to such as are still ssasonable.

CLoVER :—Probably no crop is better
adapted to youny pigs than clover, and a
bit of olover stubble used for this purpose
will give very goud returns, So far as
our experiments go, the pork so produced
is of good qual.ty,

Rape :—Of all the crops vsed here so
far for pasturing pige, rape quite easily
stands first. The principal points in its
favor are :—(1) its quick growth, (2)is
wide range, as 1t grows well on almost
any kind of land, (3) its long season, as it
may be sown as lste as September and
atill do fairly well, (4) its evident palata
bility, as the p'gs eat it greedily, and (5)
i's good effect -upon the quality of the
bacon, producing as it does, almost invari-
ably s good tirm ca‘cess. Rupe may be
expected to be 4t for pasturage from 6 to
8 weeks from dute of suwing. 1t should
be sown in rows .about 24” apart, since
when eo grown it gives the greatest return
per acre, aud is beat adapred for pastur-
ing. It should be sown fairly thickiy in
the rows, say three lbs. of seed ber acre.
An ucre may be expected to carry from 20
to 40 pige through  season, depending on
the seasun and the condit on of the ecrop
when the pigs sre turced .

VETcHES :—Vetches also are valuable
as forage for swine, and may be, under
exceptional conditions, sown late in the
season, E-.pecially 18 this true of the
Hairy Vutch, which species has the
peculiar qualivy of growing up again after
having been cut oft or exten duwn.

Oars :—Prohaby no green orop will
g1ve a botter return in pork than oats.
They may be sown late or early iu the
season at the rate of 6 or 6 bushels to the
acre, aud the pigs turned on ahout a
month after they germwnate. The fault
of thia crup is that it lasts only a short
time, s8 it dows not seem to be able to
recover when once eaten down,

ARTICHOKES :—Another crop of great
value for pork production is th+ artichoke.
It should be s&wn late in the fall or very
early in the spring. The pigs may be
alluwed to feed on it in October and the
early epring. They will do the harvesting

The Fast Atlantic Service.

Busines:like ideas seem " to prevail
amonget those who are practically von.

ard it 18 encouraging to learn that as the
project nears realizition, the ADVANCE'S
contention that Halifax or S8ydney should
be the Canadian Atlantic terminus all the
year round is aione ertertained. The
Monsreal Star’s London cable despatch of
Monday lust suys’:—

Tne Allan and Elder-Dampster steam-
ship companies juintly, aiso the Furnese
uine and seversl others, have tendered for
the proposed fast Atlautic service between
Canais and Great B itsia. The Canadiun
Pacitic Railway's offser would entail an
ouilay of twenty-tive million dllars, each
passenger steamer costing four willion
dollars. The freizht vessels wou'd cost un
an average $900 000 each.

Ineurance circles regard the proposal to
make Quebec thy summer poit as a mis
tske, owing to the dangers encountered
m navigating the St. Lawrence river,
They think that the year round Halifax
service would have every chance of
success. A high Cunadian Pacific official
informed me thatshould the government
demaud a higher speed than twenty
knots an hour, the St. Liwrence route
would be sbandoned.

1t is satisfactory that there iz reason to
believe, at last, that the purposes for
which the fast line is to be established
are not to be defeated by the long and
dangerous St. Lawrence roure beng
adopted, simply because of an unreason.
able local demend on the part of Quebec.

Question of Imperial Defence.

London, July 25.—The representatives
of the war oftice are said to have been
disappointed at the lack of enthusiusm
shown for the scheme of imperial defence.
Mr. Seddon’s snpport of the idea was
nullified by Canads and Australia atand-
ing aloof, Sirs Wilfrid Laurier
Edmund Barton making it clear that they
had no intention to ask their parliaments
to sanction any military expenditures
beyond what were required by their own
defence. They were ready, they said,
voluntarily to render sérvice in any future
war, as they had donein the war in South ’
Africa and with this intention, to reorgan-
ize their local forces so as to fall into line
with the imperial army in the way of

here resently, pork may bé produced ai
aoout §1 per hundred pounds,live weight,
less ¢osc in suinmer thau in winter” This
seeas to be due to less cust of green feed,
as woll as w low tewperature, which
must be overcome by food or by artiticial
heat.

H. Hier-Daires, of Cilombo (Ceylon) is at
the Royal. Mr. Hier-Dsires 1epiesants Sir
Thomas Lipton, B rt , the large«t tea planter
in Ceylon. Thne Telegraph had sn 1nterest-
ing conversation with him last evening,
Among other things he said that Sir Thomas
employs on his plintation, which covers
300,000 scres of land, nearly 11.000 eno'ier
over whom rule 23 Europesn wsuperinten-
dents. Mr. Hier-Duires is 1 Canads to
ascertain, as vearly as poruible, what quality
of tea is required here.

“Ceylon 18 called the Garden of Elen,”
described Mr. Hier-Daires. “It is a most
beautiful isdland, and is called sgain,
*“Sunny” Ceylon. Duscribing the production
of tea, he proceeded : *‘Kach bush which if
allowed to grow, would reach a height of 18
feet, is planted "ins apace 3x4 fect and
kept pruned down. They are green all the
year round. The plantation is laid out in
yardens of 40, 50 and 100 acres. The tine
tea leaf is picked every mx day«. The
enolies 4o out into the gardens with large
beketiand pluck the buds and Hue leaves.
“Golden tips,” are the Bnest part, recently
selling in England for §1 50 a povyd. These
leaves nre mix~d with the tise vrange pekoe
leaf. These leaver, after gathering, are put
thiough & process called withering and then
placed in the roller—a large hopper f.om
which they eradually come out to a surface
over which a awift roller rans. When
thoroughly rolled, a slide is pulled ouy aod
the tes drops into a receptacle, After thie
the tea is heated, then graded and packed for
shipment. The Cansaiin centres are St.
John, Halifax, Toronto and Montreal.

*The olunate is tropical and the finest
palns w the world flowrish in its warm,
moist embrace. Oo Sit Thomas’ estate are
banana trees and orange groves, interspersed
with fine lawns and bowling greens ; in the
centre is & miniatare lake, The bungslow
in mgnificent, one of the finest of the up-
country bungalowe.

Spiced Peaches—Seven Ibs fruit,
Ibs brown sugar,
preferred, 1 qt good vinegar. Take
peaches and put them in jar, heat
sugar and vinegar with:4 teaspoon
ground cloves and 3 tablespoons
ground cinnamon in cloth bags.
Boil and pour over p(aches. For
five mornings pour off the liquor,
boil again and pour on fruit boiling
hot. The sixth morning pour all to-
gether and cook till peaches are heat~
ed through. Then remove peaches
and put into cans. Boil gown juice
;‘tiil quite thick, pour over fruit and
iseal. They will keep in jars a year

or longer, but I prefer them in cans. !
‘ Canned Peaches—Pare peaches and|

}cook till heated thoroughly. Then

{remove to cans. Have

ithick as thin molasses. Pour
i fruit and seal quickly. A cheaper
and very common way is to pare
peaches and coat in sweetened wa-
ter until one can stick a fork through
them. Remove from stove, put in
cans carefully, pour over juice and
seal.

Peach Preserves—Take large peach-
es not too ripe. Use 1 Ib fruit to
every pound of sugar. Make thick
syrup, drop in a few peaches at a
time. Cook until heated through.
Remove from kettle and lay out on
platters. Put in a few more and
handle same way until all are cook-
ed. Then boil juice down till very
thick, put peaches in syrup, cooking
until a nice pink color appears. Re-
move, put in cans and seal.

Peach Pudding—Make a batter, 1
heaping cup flour, 1 teaspoon bak-
ing powder, 4 teaspoon salt, §4 cup
sugar. Wet with 1 cup milk con-
taining 1 egg beaten light last
thing, and 1 tablespoon melted but-
ter. Beat well. Have 1 pt nice ripe
peaches in a well-buttered pudding
dish, pour batter over them and
bake % hour. Serve in slicés with
sugar and cream.

es till soft and smooth. Then add 1
Pt granulated sugur to every quart
of peaches. Cook until it boils up
thick like jelly, stirfing constantly.
When nearly done, add a little
ground cinnamon. Seal in cans. On
the farm there are often many small
peaches, which if thoroughly washed
and the brown side cut off, can be
used to good advantage. The inside
of the peach, which is always so
bitter next to the seed, should be
scraped out. Stew peaches and mash
through a colander. Add a few good
sour apples and use same propor-
tions as given above. These make
an excellent combination peach but-
ter.

Peach Marmalade—Pare soft, ripe
peaches and cut them fine. Weigh %
Ib granulated sugar for every pound
of fruit. Put sugar over the fire,
add water enough to merit it. Bring
it to a boil and skim. Add peaches,
cook fast, stirring constantly until
it appears like jelly and is quite
thick. Then it in small jars or
glasses uu&‘%ﬁl Take a piece of
white writing Paper wet in brandy
and lay on the top. Seal up glasses
with paper which has been covered
i with the white of an egg. This will
keep out the air and the marmalade
can be kept for years.

Peach Jelly—Frequently there is
some syrup left over in canning
peaches. This can be used to maxe
! peach jelly by adding 1 qt juice to
1 pt sugar.

TESTED' RECIPES.

Preserved Rhubarb—Cut some peel-
ed rhubarb in picces and pack it in
jars. Have a deep kettle full of cold
water, put the jar filled with rhu-
barb in the water so it is about
two inches below the surface of the
water. When the jar is filled with
water put on the cover and screw it
tight—all this should be done while
the jar is in the water—then remove
and set in a cool place. When want-
ed to use, open the jar, pour off the
water, and stew the rhubarb the
same as fresh.

Raspberry Shrub—Few city people
are familiar with the refreshment
found in this simple drink, although
the raspberry makes one of the best
flavors known. Put two quarts of
the ripe fruit into a stone jur and
pour over it one quart of good cider
vinegar. Cover and stand in a cool
place for two days, then drain off
the liquid, tauking care not to mash
the berries, and pour it over a sec-
ond quantity of the fruit. Again
let stand for two days, when repeat
the process and stand aside for the
third time. At the end of the final
period strain through a muslin bag
and add one quart of sugar to every
pint of liguid. Boil slowly for five
minutes, skim  thoroughly, and let
stand until partly cool, then bottle
and seal. When wanted stir into
iced water until dissolved, making a
proportion according to taste.

pint  of crean, six eggs, salt and
white pepper, and a small teaspoon-
ful of finely minced pursley. Bring
the cream  to a boil in a chaffing-
dish, break the eggs carefully, to
keep the yvolks whole into the cremn
and cook until the whites ure set—
about three minutes. llave u deli-

Ham Croquettes.—Mix one cup
hot mushed potatoes, one teaspoon-
ful of butter, the yolks of two eggs
and a dash or two of cayenne ;

Bread Pudding.—A chocolate
bread pudding can be made as - fol-
lows :—To two cups of fine bread
crumbs add two tablespoonfuls of
bread crumbs, mix thoroughly and
pour into a buttered mold. Melt an
ounce of grated chocolate over hot
water, add carefully two tablespoon-
fuls of sugar, a scant cupful of hot
milk, two beaten eggs and half a
teaspoonful of vanilla flavoring.
Pour this over the crumbs slowly,
let it soak in for ten minutes, place
in a pan partly filled with water,
and cook until the center is set.

Preserved Asparagus—Peel some
fine, fresh asparagus, cut it in even
lengths and fit it neatly in wide-
mouthed glass jars. Mix four quarts
of cold water with tw) ounces of
salt, fill the jars to overflowing with
this, close and boil them in a boiler
or canner twenty minutes ; remove
the jars, open each one a moment,
close quickly, return them to the
bath, and cook two and a half
hours ; take the jars out, set them
upside down on a dry cloth ; sce
that they are allright, and when
cold put them in a cool dry place.
Aspdragus preserved in this way
keeps well and tastes the same as
fresh.

Raisin Bread—Into a pint of scald-
ed milk beat a teaspoonful cach of
salt and meited butter. When the
mixture = is lukewarm, add half a
veast cake dissolved in a gill of
blood-warm water, and beat in c¢n-
ough flour to make a good batter.
