I ssked a man who works in one of
the stores ‘where the: ivory from all
parts of the world lies. " The man
smiled, and gased at me pityingly. ‘It
differs from something like 180 pounds
for one piece to the value of nothing;
and that all in the same animsl.
There’s the tusk of an elephant from
Mombasa—only one, for we never get
two that - sise; it’s about seven feet
long, and seems as if the ome tusk
-diminighes to make the other twice

is worth over 130 pounds; and here’s &
tooth from the same beast not worth a
farthing a pound. Elephant’s teeth
are too-hard and brittle; they can’t be
cut. You might make . paper-weights
out of them if it was worth while.”

“Apart from the size, are the tusks
of some elephants better than ethers?”

“Ivory from Mombasa and Siam iy
the best. But we seldom get whole
tusks from Siam; the natives keep the
middle parts for themselves to decor-
ate their temples. They send us home
the ends. The hollow end, which is
the largest, is, of course, the least
valuable, an only sells for 8 shillings
the pound. It is used for pians keys,
combs and the backs of brushes. The
solid part of the tusk is worth 16 shil-
lings a pound, and is used for billiard
balls and sach like things.”

After 465 years Edinburgh has, says
the Chicago British American, been
enjoying the peculiar sensation of
gazing en the skull of King Robert the
Bruce. The relic, it is true, is not the
actual cranium of the hero of Bannock-
burn, bt merely a cast from the
original, which we trust for the honor
of Scotland, may be permitted to lie
forevermore undisturbed in the Abbey
of Dunfermline. For it was there that
in the year 1329 the King was lsid
beside his second wife, Elizabeth de
Burgh, daughter of the Earl of Ulster
and mother of David II. Even the
cast, however, is of interest, Apart
from the fact that it was actuslly taken
from the King’s skull the story of how
it was obtained is not wholly without
some of the elements of rumance.

That King Robert was buried in
Dunfermline, then a hvo:ite residence
of the Scottish so dmits of no
doubt.

OUR MINERAL WEALTH.

The county of Albert, there is
reason to believe, is postessed of
.1aineral deposits of various kinds,
which if taken hold of and worked
properly could not fail to prove
very productive. Already hund-
dreds of thousands of dollars have
been realized from her mines of
albertite and manganese, and her
quarries of gypsum, and there
seems little doubt but that large
deposits of various minerals exist
at different points. The location
of some of these deposits are
known and have to some extent
been tested. but on several occas-
ions, when they were in a fair way
of development circumstances
have arisen which interferred
with and stopped the work. The
causes which have thus affected
the progress of the development
of our mineral wealth, have not
been due in the majority of cases,
to any want of good prospects of
finding the mineral sought, but
rather from a want of capital, and
in others to a lack of well directed
effort. It would seem that a belt
of coal and manganese runs across
the county from north to south.
The manganese is found in the
parishes of Hillshoro’, Harvey
and Alma. Any one who has ex-
amined the bluffs at Rosher, and
along the coast to Alma, will have
observed the seams of coal which
are to'be seen at various points
on the coast amrd run back inland.
Gold, silver and copper, have also
been found in various parts of the
county, and there is good reason
for believing that these metals
exist in paying quantities. Our
county offers a most promising
field to those desirous of opening
up mines of the minerals named;
but those attempting to do so
should be prepared to test the
prospects fairly, and not content
to do a little desultory dabbling
here and there, and depend upon
luck rather than effort for the re-
sults. Such modes of prospecting
due, as we have said to lack of
capital, has injured mining in the
county. The manganese mining
that has been carried on in
Harvey and Hopewell, it has al-
ways been understood, paid work-
ing expenses and the ore found
was unusually rich. We hope

“—that by another season those now

carrying on prospecting and min-
ing may be enabled to do so more
energetically, and that others may
become interested in opening up
our doubtless rich mineral de-

- posita.

A Dreadful Tragedy.

ELizABETH, N. J., Oct. 15.—A for-
rible triple murder and suicide ogeurr-
ed near here this forenoon.

Mrs. Thomas Harrigan, 80, who
lived in the suburbs, took her three
children; five and three years and six
months, and hanging them close to
ber in a hay mow set fire to the hay.

The mother and three children were
burned to death, aud the charred
bodies of all four were found in the
ruins. The little ones had perished in
their mother's arms.

Mrs. Harrigan is believed to have
been insane. Her husband left home
this morning to go to Newark. At
ten o'clock the Harrigan house was
discovered to be on fire. Some
neighbors fushed to the scene and put
out the blaze.

Shortly afterward the barn was
found to be in flames. The fire depart-
ment was called and soon had the fire
out. It was not until after the fire in
the barn was subdued that Mrs.
Harrigan and the children were
missed.

Search was at once made for them
and the bodies were found burned in
a horrible manner. A kerosene can
and some matches were discovered by
firemen in the barn.

Big Gale at St. Pierre.

The damage done by the northeast
gale that swept over this island on
Tuesday night 9th inst. is not ex-
aggerated by first reports. At least
thirty lives were lost and great damage
was done. A very heavy sea was
running in this harbor. All the vessels
at anchor put out an extra anchor and
took other measures to outride the
gale, but notwithstanding this the
maritime casualities were many. Not
less than fifty vessels cragged their
anchors or parted their cables and
were thrown upon the shore. Every
effort made to keep off shore was
frustless, the gale blowing with such
tremendous fury that even storm
canvas could not be set. Some of the
doomed vessels were thrown ashore in
very exposed places, and the great seas
breaking over them soon pounded them
to pieces. No asistance could be
rendered the shipwrecked men from
the shore. The most of the crews
jumped overboard and attempted to
reach the shore by swimming, but

many weredrowned. Altogether there
were nearly three hundred vessels at
the port, not a single one of which
escaped, without

The officers found
no less than thirty separate instances
where he had passed one of the eount-
vrfeit $2 silver certificates. He was
arrested on Grand street, but none of
the spurious money found on him.
Followmg up the arrests of counter-
fi made last S day, the secret
service detectives, hwdui by Acting
Supt. Baggs, have succeeded in captur-
ing half-a-dozen other counterfeiters in
this city, who have been acting in con-
cert, and flooding the country with
«purious silver certificates. Six prison-
ers arrested were taken from Ludlow
street gaol and locked up to await ex-
amioation before United States Com-
missioner Shields. Mr. Baggs has
warrants in his poss ssicn for the ar-
rest of more than a dozen others who
are charged with being parties in the

scheme. The last prisoners captured
have been acting in concert with Dom-
enico Farsolona. One of the principal
places in this city where counterfeit-
ing was carried on was a basement be-
neath a barber shop at No. 111 West

Mr. Blake Denounced.

“A warning to the Irish people and
‘riends of Ireland in America—An
Irish Whig agent in our midst,” is the
title of a circular that has been issued
by the Irish Independent Parliament-
ary party. It starts off 1.y stating that
4 circular purporting to emanate from
persons styling themselves the Irish
National Federation of America, who
claim to represent the Irish people in
the United States, has been addr(ssed
to various Irish orgunizations asking
them to assist in a reception to be
wiven to a Mr. Blake. It further states
that it would be wel fér friends of the
Irish cause to know “who this Mz.
Blake is and what he represents. Con-
tinuing, -the circular states that the
Hon. £dward Blake; M. P., after the
death of Mr. Parnell, went to Ireland
from Canada, where he was received
with open arms by those who, it is
said, hounded Parnell to his grave. It
is claimed that the hon. gentleman
represents an imharmonious aggrega-
tion of political factions that are all
tied ¢ the British chariot wheels, and
also the men who betrayed Parnell
and the Irish cause. And also that he
represents the “men who voted to re-
duce Irish representation in the House
of Commons and men ‘who betrayed
the evicted tenants. The circular
closes by stating that such as the Mr.
Blake, who comes to the United States
to boom ag the representative of Irish
national aspirations, and such is the
party: he has the “unblushing effront-
cry to ask Irishmen in America to

assist financially.”—Ex.

‘The Pretender Duke.

PaRris, October 9.— The young Duke
of Orleans’ debut as Pretender is not
altogether unattended by mortification
and humiliation. The Duke recently
sent a member of his household to
Brussels for the purpose of leasing a
mansion there, 8o as to be within easy
reach of Paris, both by telephone and
by rail. The Bglgian King, however,
has caused it to be intimaged to his
young cousin,’ not only privately, but
also publicly in the semi-official Bel-
gian - press, that he does not desire his
permanent presence in his capital.
He explained that he was very fond of
the Duke as a near rélative, but that he
did not desire Brussels to be used as
the headquarters of any Royalist con-
spiracy against the Republican Goverr-
ment in France, and that, therefore,
if the Duke came to Brussels he would
prefer that he should limit his stay to
a fortnight, or three wecks st most.
Then, too, it will be remembered that,
with one exception, the sovereigns to
whom the Duke sent telegraphic noti-
fications of the death of his father,
signing the messages “Philippi”—that
is, as if he were already king—all ad-
dressed their replies and their messages
of condolence to the Comtesse de Paris,
or to Queen Marie Amelie of Portugal,
totally ignoring the Duke. Strangely
enough, the only exception to this rule
was young Emperor William, whe
addressed his despatch straight to the
Duke. It is, perhaps, this that leads
the intimate friends of the new pre-
tender to declare that their master has
a warm admiration for the Emperor of
Germany, in whose character he finds
many analogies to his -own.

THE WAR IN THE EAST.
The Japanese Victorions at Wi-Ju.

New Yorx, Oct. 12.—The Herald’s
special from Shanghai says: The two
Japanese students who were surrend-
ered to the Chinese authorities by the
American Consul here have been bar-
barously executed at Nankin by order
of the Viceroy. They died bravely.

The viceroys of Hukwang and
Yunnan have been ordered north to
asgist in the work of defence. The
Chi army is hed along the
line of the new rectangular forts across
the northeast border of Childi. The
Manchus are held in reserve nearer to
Tien-Tsin and Pekin. .

The advanced wing of the Japanese
is reported to be seven d:ys march
from Moukden.

The white fleet holds the northern
part of the Gulf of Pechili to prevent
the retreat of the Chinese ‘seaward
after the battle which is expectcd to
take place before long.

Loxpoy, Oct. 11.—A dispaich to the
Central News from Tokio saysTthat a
detachment of Japanese cavalry and
infantry yesterday made an attack
upon and routed a force of 2,000
Chinese at Wi-Ju, and that the place
remains in the hands of the Japanese.

The Japanese force bad been greatly
delayed in its advance by the badness
of the roads. The heavy guns could

the troops were compelled often to
wait for supplies. Pioneer troops had
to be used repeatedly to make the
roads passable. The main Japanese
column reached Yung-Chon, a short
distance to the south of Wi-Ju, on
October 4. There was no sign of the
enemy. Four days later the scouts
who had been sent out toward Wi-Ju
reported that a-small Chinese force

" | still occupied the city.

The strength of the enemy was
estimated at about 2,000. A strong
body of infantry and cavalry, support-
ed by light artillery, was thrown for-
ward at once. The Chinese offered
little resistance. They retiredgbefore
the first attacking party, and eventual-
ly broke and fled across the Yalu. The
Chinese loss was hardly more than a
hundred killed and wounded. The
Japanese line of communications is
now complete throughout Corea. The
Japanese expect further reinforce-
ments to come to Wi-Ju by water.

A Japanese officer has been appoint-
ed governing commissary of Wi-Ju.
The field telegraph has been in work-
ing crder since last evening, and ?
regular courier service between Wi-Ju
and the rear of the column began to-
day.

- It is reported to the Japanese offici-
uls that ten thousand Chiriese troops
occupy the north bahk “of the Yaln
River, where they have: -completed
cight batteries and are building more.

Field Marshal Count Yonugm has

cstablished his base of opemations at
Ping-Yang, which is convenient to the
sea and easy of access forsupplies. It
is generally hoped that the Japanese
will be in possession of Moukden by
the early part of November. Other
important military  operations are
under way, but their objects are as yet
kept secret. Early rasults, however,
are expected.
According to & Shanghai despatch,
the assertion that the Japanese ad-
miral has been making sham demon-
strations with dummy war ships is un-
founded in fact. The ships sent by
the admiral to the Bhan-Tung coast
were genuine war ships. These ships,
tugether with some Japanese trans-
ports, were seen and spoken by several
local merchant steamers.

The anaueee fieet command the
Shan-Tung coast and the Gulf of Pe-
Chi-Li.

News received from Wei-Hei-Wei,
under date of Octuber 6, states that
the Japanese fleet pays weekly visits
to that place. Early on the morning
of October 6 eight Japanese war ships
in live made straight for the harbor
until within a short distance of the
entrance, when they separated, th:
gunboats playing about the western
entrance. A few shots were fired at
them froms the fort defending that
entrance. The forts at Wei-Hai-Wei
are fully armed with 24 and 28 centi-
metre guns, which werelately received
and placed in position, and the land-
ing places are well defended. The
harbor is considered impregnable.

China has been formally notified of
the surrender and despatch to'Naga-
saki of the steamer Teénkyomaru, to-
gether with her European and Chinese
Crews.

A state of siege has been declared in
the district of Hiroshima under article
14 of the Japanese constitution.

Advices from Seoul under yester-
day’s date say the Province of Chung-
Chong-Do is now clear of rebels, but
Togakutos are still in the Province of
Kung-Sang-Do, where they include
some fifty Chinese, who escaped from
Asan. Of th€ latter twelve have been
arrested and sent to Chemulpo as
prisoners.

An embassy composed of eight
CBrean officers will leave Seoul for
Hiroshima on October 13 to express
the thanks of the King to the Em-
peror for having repressed the rebel-
lious natives.

The Central News correspondent in
Tokio says that the Emperor of Japan
will receive the officials personally.
The envoys will present to His Maj-
esty a memorial requesting that Japan
undertake to protect Corea permanent-
ly from foreign encroachment. The
correspondent adds: Lales

“The Japanese government means
to establish Corea on a strong founda-
tion in order that she may aid Japan in
repelling the encroachments of Russia
and other powers. Rumors that Euro-
pean interference to limit the war is
possible cause astonishment herc.

The Times has this despatch from
its Tien-Tsin correspondent:

“The recent withdrawal of English
and other families from Pekin appears
to have been the result of a Japanese
ruse. Information was imparted con-
fidentially from Tokio of an intended
descent upon the coast of the province
of Pechili and attacks upon Pekin.
This induced the foreign Ministers
to take measures for the security of
the women.

“The Japanese expected to excite
Pekin and its population, but among
the Chinese the effect has heen rather
to rouse the court toa resolute defens -
of the empire. Popular feeling in
Pekin and Tien-Tsin is usually friend-
'y to foreigners, whom the natives re-
gard as a sort of pledge of safety.

“The chronic street rowdyism can
casily be controlled, provided, the for-
eign Ministers and Consuls insist on
the Chinese officials doing their duty.
The former heretofore have been culp-
ably lax in this respect.”

The Times correspondent in Paris
says that negotiations are proceedipg
among Germany, Frauce, the United
States; Russia and England with a
view to diplomatic action for the re-
storation of peace in the East. Nose
of these powers, the correspondent says,
advocates interferfering with the course
of events by other than diplomatic
means.

QUADRUPLE ALLIANCE.

European Powers Desire Peace mn
The Far East.

A despateh from Paris to the Herald
says recent events in- the far east are
going to bring about considerable
changes un the political chessboard of
Europe. Negotiations have been in
progress for several days past and are
now ready to come to a head between
Frange, England, Russia and Germany
for quadruple alliance to protect
f- reigners in China. This new entente
between France and Germary would
have scemed impossible five years ago.
I'he understanding between Russia
and England on an Asiatic question
would also appear equally impossible
if it was not for the fact that all the
Europeau powers desire peace at any
price. The quadruple alliance will
also forbid Japan from destroying
China. European powers will protect
China in return for certain arrange-
ments in the way of increased terri-
m?' Thus, France will obtain rec-
tification of the frontiers on the side
of Burmah, Russia on the #lde, of
Siberia, while Germany will get some
island or other which at present is

under Chinese dominion. The Japan-

ese share of the spoils will be fixed by
the allied powers. A fact which is
very noticeable is that Italy does not
participate in the quadruple, alliance
in spite of the efforts of Signor Crispi’s
diplomacy. Europe is giving Italy to
understand that asshe has no commer-
cial interest in China and that as there
are very few Italians living in China
there is nothing for her intervention.

Father of Forty-one Children.

The death recently at Allentown, Pa.,
of Hiram Heffner recalls the fact that
he was one of 41 children. His father,
John Heffner, died in the fall of 1885
at Reading at the age 69. Had death
in an accidental form not cut him off
it is probable that the number of his
progeny would have been considerably
increased. At the time he was called
unto his fathers he was the father of
41 children, and a step-child also called
him father. Heffner was one of
Reading’s characters and was in the
full vigor of health when he was killed.
It is doubtful whether his record in the
parental line was ever equalled in
Pennsylvania, and the cases where one
man was the progenitor of a larger
flock are extremely rare. He wasa
dwarfed hunchback and not of pre-

essing appearance. He was born
n Berlin, Germany, in 1816 and came
to this country in 1848, settling in
Reading. -

He was married first in 1849. In
eight years his wife bore him 17
children. The first and second
year of their marriage she gave birth
to twins. For four consecutive years
afterwards she gave birth to triplets.
In the seventh year she gave birth to
one child, and a short {ime afterward
she died. Of the 17 children she left
the oldest was less than eight years of
age. Heffner engaged a young woman
te look after his large brood of babies,
and three months later she became
the second Mrs. Heffner. Shc present-
ed her husband with two children the
first two years of their married life.
Fve years lates she added ten more to
the family, two at eath birth. The
next three years were not so product-
ive, the yield being only one each year.
She died before another year came
round. Of the 32 children John
Heffner had been presented with up to
1859 twelve had died. The 20 that
were left did not appear to be any
obstacle to a young widow with one
child consenting to become the third
wife of the jolly little humpback, for
he was known to be one of the hap-
piest and most genial men in Reading,
although it kept him toiling like a
slave to keep his score of mouths in
bread.

The third Mrs. Heffner become the
mother of nine children to her husband
in ten years, and the contentment and
happiness of the couple were proverbi-
al. How many more would have
arisen to call him father is of course
not known, for one dav in the fall of
1885, while still a vigirous man, the
father of 41 children was run down by
a Reading locomotive and instantly
killed. But for this std ending of his
life it is impossible to estimate with
any degree of certainly what the size
ofthe little peddlar's family would
eventually have been. His widow and
a large number of his children are liv-
ing in Reading and vicinity. They
arc all thrifty and respectable people.

The Travellers’ Tree.
