NO WORD RECEIVED OF
THE RUSSIAN FLEET.

Result of Naval Battle is Still in Doubt--

{

Kuro-

patkin’s Position a Matter of Much
Anxiety, and a General Engage-
ment Seems Inevitable,

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 12, 137 a.
m.—Publi® anxiety regarding the fate
of the Port Arthur squadron, which
has reached the highest pitch, remain-
ed unrelieved when the people of St.
Petersburg retired.

The reports from Tokio and Chefoo
of the sea fight which followed the
departure of the squadron are so con-
flicting and inconclusive that a strong
hope exists that the Russian ship$
suceeded in breaking through the Jap-
anese fleet. Indeed, it is rumored late
tonight that the admiralty has receiv-
ed infprmation that the squadron has
passef beyond the Shantung promon
tory (which would bring the sgquadron
at least 150 miles to the southeast of
Port Arthur and into the Yellow Sea).

Although unable to confirm\ this ru-
mor, the Associated Press learns that
the family of Lieut. Smirnoff, an of-
ficer of the battleship Czarevitch, this
evening received a telegram from,him
dated at Tsingchau today. The mes-
sage contained only two words, “Alive,
embraces.”

Tsingchau is 160 miles southwest of
Chefoo, in the province of Shantung,
and is at the entrance of Kiauchau
Bay. The receipt of this telegram
might be construed as partial confir-
mation of the rumor that the squad-
ron had reached the open sea beyond
Shantung. In no other way can Lieut.
Smirnoff’s family explain the message
from Tsingchau.

It is hardly believed that the squad-
ron itself put into Kiauchau, although
some time ago {t was reported that it
might take refuge in this port. It is
regarded as more likely that one of
the torpedo boat destroyers was sent
there with official despatches and filed
Lieut. Smirnoff’s telegram. '

A DELIBERATE SACRIFICE.

The news of the dismantling of the
torpedo boat Ryeshitolni at Chefoo has
not caused surprise. It is understood
that she was deliberately sacrificed so
that Vice-Admiral Skrydloff might be
apprised of the departure of the Rus-
sian vessels from Port Arthur, in or-
der that he might start out with the
Vladivostok squadron for the purpose
of meeting them. It is denied at the
admiralty that the squadron left Port
Arthur because the situation of the
fortress was desperate. The admiral-
ty authorities say it is more than
likely that with the Japanese close up
to the perimiter of the fortress, the
warships were unable to render fur-
ther effective aid, and that their
safety was endangered by the plung-
ing shells dropping from Wolf Hill.

FORTS SHELLED WARSHIPS.

CHEFOO, Aug. 12, 1.15 p. m.— Ac-
cording to the latest information ob-
tainable, the Russian squadron has
not returned to Port Arthur. On the
night of August 9th, heavy cannonad-
ing was heard at sea in the direction
of Port Arthur.

Advices from the fortress say that
the Japanese bombarded the town,
placing their batteries in dense kaolin
fields, where they were effectually
masked. The shells dropped mainly
in the western basgin, where the squad-
ron was anchored. Many of the shellg
fel upon the battleship Retvizan, but
no serious damage was done either to
the town or the fleet. Later tHe forts
got the range of the Japanese field
batteries and drove them out from
their shelter in the kaolin.

On the morning of Aug. 10 the squad-
ron put to sea where heavy cannonad-
ing was heard for several hours, The
result of the battle is not known and
nothing definite has been learned re-
garding either squadron,

CHEFO0O, Auvz. 12, 9 a. m.—The Rus-
sian protected cruisers Askold and
Novik and one torpedo boat destroyer
entered the Kiauchau Bay last night
(Thursday) and exchanged salutes
with German vessels,

KUROPATKIN'S POSITION,

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 12, 2.25 a.
m.—BEven with the abgorbing topic of
the escape of the Port Arthur squad-
ron, the question whether Gen. Kuro-
patkin wil] accept or refuse a general
engagemerit at Liao Yang continues to
be a subject of the liveliest interest.

Experts of the bureau of operations
mostly incline to the belief that a col-
lision between the main forces is in-
evitable. Colonel Dbororlaky, assistant
chief of the bureau, said to the Asso-
ciated Press:

BATTLE MUST COMBE.

“Speaking from a purely military
point of view, I do not see how a com-

bat can be avoided at this stage. Per-'

sonally, I am not inclined to attach
credence to tiie reports that our army is
already. moving northward. The
withdrawal of a larce force in the face
of a superior foe closely pressing our
pesition to the east and south would
involve the risk of an immedigte at-
tack which would find us in a posi-
tion of still great inferiority.

“There are two other considerat'ons
remaining. First, thare 18 at Liao
Xang an enormous sasccumulation of

.stores which it would be necessary to
sacrifice, and secondly the Russians
are in possession of fortifications of
exceptional strength which discount the
numerical superiority of the foe.

LIAO YANG FORTIFIED.

“It is no secret that the Russians
have fortified Liao Yang for the con-
struction of defences was reported in
Tetters and telegrams published
months  ago. One of our best engin-
eers, General Velichko, designed and
supervised the construction of those
defences, which are, therefore, the best
that military science can devise.”

If Colonel Dbororlaky’s view be cor-
rect, it is pointed out that General
Kuropatkin might reasonably expect
to hold out at Liao Yang for some time
and that he could even stand a siege
and be able to depend on kis enormous
stores to feed an army, in case the
Japanese cut off his communications,
pending the arrival of reinforcements
from the north.

ASSISTANCE COMING.

The persistent report that Lieut.
General Linevitch is moving from Vlad-
ivostok towards Mukden with from
20,000 to 30,000 men, lends color to this
version. It is also pointed out that if
the Russians took such care to fortify

ing it against a superior force.

Notwithstanding these considerations
of a purely military character, the be-
lief is very prevalent outside as well
well as inside the war office that
General Kuropatkin has made up his
mind to avoid staking the whole fu-

THE DESTROYER CAPTURED,

CHEFOO, Aug. 12, 6 a. m.—(Bulle-
tin.)—A boarding party from Japanese
torpedo boat destroyers boarded the
dismantled torpedo boat destroyer
Ryeshitolni this morning at 3.30
o’clock. The Japanese discharged
their small arms, and during the firing
a Russian was wounded in one leg.
Daybreak showed a third Japanese
destroyer towing the Ryeshitolni out
of the harbor, and all disappeared. The
Japanese consul claims that the Jap-
anese were ignorant of the dismantling
of the Ryeshitolni. An Associated
Press representative, however, inform-
ed the Japanese naval offlcers of the
fact when he visited the two Japan-
ese destroyers at 2.30 o’clock this
morning.

GETTING THERE SLOWLY.

St. John Board of Trade
is Interested. =~

And Wants Some Attention Paid to
the Bay of [undy Fisheries—
Telegram Sent to
Ottawa.

Information given out at Ottawa sets
forth that the government has decid-
ed upon a method of exterminating
the dogfish. Reduction works are to
be established by the minister of mar~
ine at certain points, and the fisher-
men are to be paid a sufficient sum to
induce them to capture the dogfish
and convey them to these establish-
ments. It is intimated that the oil’
and other products may be Bufficient
to pay the costs of operation, and that
the dogfish may thus be exterminated
without expense. The official an-
nouncement says that three of these
reduction works will be established,
one at the Magdalen Islands, one in
Gloucester county, and one on the At-
lantic coast of Cape Breton.

It is thought here that these estab-
lishments are not well distributed.
Dogfish are particularly destructive in
the Bay of Fundy, and the fisherles
of these waterq are valuable and im-
portant.

Seely the Dorchester Prisoner in a

Serious Condition.

DORCHESTER, Aug. 10.—Seely, vhe
escaped convict, who was captured at
an early hour this morning, had a
tragic and almost fatal experience, a8
described in the evening papers. Hav-
ing been driven from one trdin and
pursued by officers of the prison staff,
he made a circuit of a mile, more or,
less, and again approached the rail-
road, and succeeded in boarding the
train that came near being his death-
trap. Having succeeded in grasping
the iron bar on the side of a car, he
was in a moment swept from his posi-
tion by striking a fence near a Cross-
ing.

—Lumber Market in Fairly
Good Condition.

BOSTON, Aug. 7.—This centre is
a quiet place just now as many citi-
Eens are out of town and there is lit-
tle out of the summer routine going
on. The city is being -elaborately de-
.corated for the Grand Army encamp-
ment which will be opened here Aug.
15 and continue all the week. The
weather has not been excessively hot
hers, but has been seasonable with
nights moderately cool.

New England crops as a rule are do-
ing well, Hay cutting was interfered
with by rains and part of the crop was
slightly injured, but the yield is above
the average, the crop not having been
affected by drought which injured hay
in the maritime provinces. In parts of
Maine there was a dreught which in-
Jured oorn to some extent, but in most
sectlions a large yield is promised.
Harly planted potatoes are being dug
and are yielding weN. Garden vege-
tables are plentiful and cabbage has
done well. The apple erop in south-
ern New England is poor, but in other
sections about the average yield is
promised. The last week in July crops
everywhere forged ahead and obtain-
ed such a standing that there is lit-
tle danger from fnjury now until_har-
vest time. Dasmage by insects is re-
ported rare. In the west it is said the
wheat crop will be short this Year and
that commodity recently advanced
sharply. It is worth nearly $1 a
bushel.

The falling off in mountain and sea-
shore travel this year is causing con-
siderable comment in finarcial circles
And steamship and rallroad people are
at a loss to account for this unusual
condition of affairs, as on the whole,
June and July have usually been good
average summer months. July has
proved a better traveling month than
June for all the transportation com-
panies, but it has beern a much poorer
month than was anticipated and than
the weather oconditicns warradited.
The New Rnglend stesm railreads re-
port greatly reduced travel this sum-
mer and are able to offer no explana-
tion as to the causes except that the
people have felt the iosses sustained
through the decline in Ssacurity wvalues
In connection with a restricted busi-
ness year, while poorer working classes
have beer unable to travel through
lack af 2mployment, this being espacial-
ly true in the mill sities. At the sea-
shore most of the hotels are only halft:
full and at many places there are num-
erous esnply cottages. !

Robert Elkin was born in 17 and
spent ‘his childhcod on his _ tather’s
farm near where he now lives. He
learned how to make a farm as well
as how to work one, and the property
on which he spent his life was largely
cleared by himself. When he had pre-
pared his own home he took to it the

fughter of one of his neighbors, a few
years younger than himself, who un-
derstood the trade of a farmer’s wife
as well as he did the craft of the
farmer. Married in 1844 they began
life together in a small cottage. Sub-
sequent additions built when need
arose provided a commodious farm
house which stood for more than half
a century. The whole was a year or
two ago swept away by fire, with its
contents, including many treasured
family possessions and souvenirs.
When this last mentioned piece of N-
fortune came upon them Mr. EYkin and
his wife did not sit long amid the ruins
to mourn the destruction of their
home and the severance of old associ-
ations. Adding the grace of Christian
resignation to the native gift of cheer-
fulness and the resourcefulness of the
pioneer they calmly went about re-
building and a few months later were
establigshed in a comfortable new house
on the same site.

LONDON, Aug. 10.— (Bulletin.) —
The Tabriz, Persia, correspondent of

“On July 13 a band of Armenian re-
volutionists appeared near Outchkil-
fesa. Turkieh soldiers and Kurds,
finding an excuse, attacked and de-
stroyed the villages of Outchkilissa,
Koomlouboujak, Gougan, Karabazar
and Sayto, butchering men and out-
raging women.

A
majority of the soldiers were killed.

yards. One band forced Iits way
through the Kurdish tribes towards
Arjess. The number of soldiers killed
amounted to several hundreds.”

Enjoyed Themselves in Bermuda at

On Saturday evening Dr. Daniel of
St. John, called the attention of the
minister of marine and fisheries to the
carrying out of the fishery regulations
so far as they relate to the salmon
fisheries of the lower provinces and
particularly of the province of New |
Brunswick. Owing to the lateness of
the session Dr. Daniel said he would
not make any extended remarks. New
Brunswick had salmon rivers with as
high reputation as any in the world,
but of late years they had been de-
teriorating to some extent. Among the
reasons given for the state of affairs is
that the regulations of the fisherles
act for the preservation of fish and
allowing them to reach their spawn-
ground are not properly carried out.
There are two special sections in the
act giving protection to the fish, One
provides that no person shall use a
bag net, trap net or fish pound except

turing deep sea fish other than sal-
mon. The other provides that seines
and all apparatus used for catching
fish shall be raised from 6 p. m. on Sat- |
urdays- till 6 a. m. on the following !
Mondays to admit free passage of fish
into the mouths of the rivers. He (Dr.
Daniel) had been advised that on cer-
tain parts of the Baie des Chaleurs these
regulations were not carried out, al-
though the fisheries department has
persons there charged with enforcing
them. So much so had this beén the .
case that some gentlemen interested !
in the matter brought suit against one |
man who was using these trap nets |
and fishing engines, as they are term- |
ed. The man was convicted on clear i
evidence, but he took an appeal to the |
minister of marine and fisheries, who !
under the act has power to remit fines :
and restore forfeltures. In this case
the minister remitted both the fine
and the costs. It Is contended that
while the act empowers the minister
to remit fines, he has no power to
strike out the costs. That at least
was the opinion of three judges of the
New Brunswick supreme court before
whom proceedings were taken to get a
mandamus to compel the magistrate to
collect the costs of the case. The man-
damus was not granted.  Dr. Daniel
made the point that the remission of
every penalty in this case had so em-
boldened these fishermen that they de-
clare they will allow no further inter-
ference whatever and had actually, so
he wasg told, gone so far as to threaten
murder, that is if they are the ones
who are guilty of the act set forth
in the following afidavit:

“I, Willilam G. Good of the parish of
Bathurst, in the county of Gloucester,
fishery guardian, do solemnly declare—

1. That I am fcting as a fishery
guardian in the employ of the Nepisi-
quit Angling Association, and am duly
sworn as such guardian under the
laws of the province of New Bruns-
wick.

2. That by fnstruction from. the
agent of the said association, I visite
ed a number of the salmon fishing
stands in the Bay of Chaleur, opposite
to Salmon Beach, so called, on Sun-
day, the 10th day of July instant, for
the purpose of seeing if said salmon
fishing stands were in fishing order,
and on that occasion I found that sal-
mon were caught in the swings of
many of the stands I visited, and some
of the stands which had salmon in
them had a small portion of the end
of the leader net lifted a short dis-
tance.

3. That by instructions from the
agent of the said association I again
visited a number of the salmon fishing
stands stiuate in the Bay of Chaleur
opposite to Salmon Beach, so called,
on Sunday, 17th day of July dinstant,
and on that occasion I also saw a
number of salmon caught in a number
of the swings of the said stands, and
a great quantity of grilse swimming
around in the traps or back portions of
the said swings, and also many sal-
mon, and in some of the swings in
which salmon were 80 caught the
leader net was lifted a short distance
near to where it comes to the swing;
and, further, that on this eccasion,
while I was examining the outside
swing of the stand of one Heber But-
timer, and whilst the boat in which I
and my companions were was floating
on the west side of said outside swing,
a shot was fired at us from the shore
from a rifle, and the bullet passed
within a foot or two from my head,
and we then passed around to the east
side of sald swing, 2nd another shot
was then fired at us from the shore,
and the bullet passed a few feet over
our heads.

This declaration, continued Dr., Dan-

iel, was made by Mr. Good, at Bath-

Y
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urst, July 21st, 1904, before George
Gilbert, notary public. He desired to
know what the minister intended do-
ing in the matter. In the harbor of
St. John there was a considerable sal-
mon fishery and the law was strictly
enforced. If that could be done in one
place, why not in another?

As it was close up to Sunday morn-
ing, Hon. Mr. Prefontaine said he
would make his reply on Monday,
when Dr. Daniel or any other member
could continue the discussion.

The house had a lively time over the
Mutual Reserve Fund Life Insurance
bill, sent down from the senate, but
finally adopted the measure. The Can-
adian lords had been struggiing with
this concern, or rather investigating
its affairs, with more or less success
for some weeks. The debate in the
commons, like that in the senate,
showed the necessity of some import-
ant amendments to Canadian legisla-
tion in the direction of protecting the
interest of our people who put their
money into American mutual life-in-
surance companies. True, there is a
deposit required. from all insurance
companies doing business in Canada,
but that deposit is not safeguarded as
thoroughly as it should be. . Mr, Heyd,
who had charge of the bill in the com-
mons, said a great deal of labor had
been spent in its preparation. He ad-
mitted that during the past few years
$20,000,000 of insurance of the com-
pany had lapsed because those hold-
ing the policies were unable te pay

| the rapidly increasing yearly assess-
| ments.

It was in the interest of the
3,600 remaining policy holders that this
bill was projected. While a better bill
might have been prepared this was
possibly all that c¢ould have been done
in the limited time at the disposal of
the senators and Insurance experts
who drafted it.

John city on Saturday night with re-
ference to the Baie des Chaleurs fish-
eries,

Hon, Mr. Prefontaine said that pro-
Teedings were taken last year against
certain fishermen in Gloucester Co.,
who chiefly resided in Bathurst. The
proceedings were taken under the fol-
lowing circumstances: Licenses had
been granted by the provincial gov-
ernment to a number of these fisher-
men at a distance of from four to four
and a half milesfrom the estuary of the
river which is being exnloited and is
rented to a club called the Anglers’
Association. On the representation of
that body that licenses had been grant-
ed In previous years near to the es-
tuary of the river, the department of
marine and fisheries refused to issue
these licenses, and, as I have stated,
issued lcenses at a distance of about
four and a half miles. It appears that
this. coast of New Brunswick is sub-
Ject to very frequent storms, and that
the fishermen pursue their avocation
there under very great difficulty. They
were Instructed by the fishery over-
seer to lift up their nets ag high as
possible under the circumstances and
they followed his instructions. It ap-
pears from the documents that it is
not according to‘ the letter of the law
to lift up these nets in the way they
were lifted, and a gentleman of the
name of Gilbert, representing the Ang-
lers’ Association, Instituted proceed-
ings in his own name against ten of
these fishermen. One of the cases was
brought before a magistrate of the
name of O'Brien and tried. After the
evidence had been put 1in and
the case argued the defendant
was found guilty and con-
demned to pay a flne of $30 and costs,
which, according to the information,
amounted to about $30 more. It was
shown during the trial that the fish-
ermen had followed exactly the ine
structions of the fishery overseer. That
was proven by the ovarseer himself,
who went before the court and swore
to the facts. The convicted party,
named Ronalds, appealed to the min-
ister of marine and fisheries against
the decision. After consulting the de-
partment of justice, and after looking
into the case myself, T came to the
conclusion that it would be unjust to
maintain such a decision, because the
department or Its cofficers were re-
sponsible for any illegal act, if there
was any, which I deny, for which this
party was coniemned. I considereq it
a case of persecution pure ang simple,
and decided under the circumstances
the fine should be remitted. . Thig did
not satisfy Mr. Gilbert, who appealed
to the supreme court of New Bruns-
wick. That court #haintained the de-
cision of the department of marine
and fisheries. To show the gpirit ip
which these actions have been taken
against these poor fishermen, I may
say that the other cases, which were
suspended last year, have been taken
up again this year by Mr. Gilbert, and
I have in my hand a protest against
these proceedings, on the part of the
fishermen who were in the same posi-
tion as Mr. Ronalds. The following is
a telegram addressed to Mr. Turgeon,
MP,

Geo. Gilbert has brought on post-
poned cases of last summer similar to
one decided in our favor by supreme
court, and today hearing was adjourn-
ed to Monday next. Lay matter before
department of fisheries and explain if
possible that department protect us
before magistrate’s court, as we are

being prosecuted for earrying out the
instructions of department officials and
regulations governing salmon licenses.
Please wire result of negotiations to
P. J. Benoit. Decision of supreme
court seems to have no effect on sit-
ting magistrate.

As I have no jurisdiction over the
magistrate, I have not interfered with
this action., It will be time for the
department to intervene if the case
proceeds in the same way as the Ron-
alds case. With regard to the point
that the department was being eriti-
cized for having issued these licenses,
the report says:

It is worthy of note:that on the ur-
gent representations of the anglers, a
salmon net fishing license which had
been issued to James Gammon, in
Bathurst harbor, during 1902, was this
year refused, thus in this case meeting
the most extreme demands.

A crusade has this year been insti-
tuted against the net fishermen by the
anglers, on the plea that their netg are
not sufficiently raised during the week-
ly close time to afford a strict compli-
ance with the law, and the case of the
present appellant is only one of many
in contemplation, if not already be-
gun,

I read these extracts from the report
made to me by one of the officers of
the department, Mr. Venning, in order
to show that everything had been done
to protect the anglers of that river,
and that there is no reason whatever
to complain of the non-execution of
the law. The fact that the Judgment
of the department was maintained by
the supreme court of New Brunswick,
and the other facts which T lay before
the house, show that there was no
ground whatever for complaint against
the department for intervening to pro-
tect these poor men who are earning
their living in the fisheries. The de-
partment gave instructions, those in-
structions were not contrary to law,
and I felt that it was the duty of the
minister of marine and fisheries to
protect those men against a rersecu-
tion of this character.

Mr. Fowler—The hon, minister has
scarcely. given us a correct statement
of the facts of this case. In the first
place, he says that his decision was
maintained by the supreme court of
New Brunswick. I am instructed that
that is not the case. Only three judges
out of the total bench of six expressed
themselves on the decision of the hon.
minister, and those three were adverse
to it. I am instructed that the three
Judges who gave judgment on the
point decided that the minister was
wrong in what he had done, and that
the other three judzes did not give any
opinion upon that particular point, but
decided agalnst the mandamus on the
ground that it was not necessary be-
cause the prosecutor could idemnify
the magistrate and have the executions
issued. So that when the hon. min-
ister eays that his judgment was
maintained by the supreme court of
New Brunswick he makes a statement
which is not in accordanre with the
facts. One of my reasons why this is
not a simple matter is the fact that it
constitutes an interference with pro-
vincial rights, and I am rather sur-
prised that a member coming from the
province of Quebec, which has always
stood for provincial rights, should
have committed this unwarranted in-
terference with the rights of a prov-
ince, as the minister of marine has
done in this case. These nets and
other devices used for the purpose of
catching salmon along the shores of
bays prevent the entrance of fish into
the river. Now the rivers are not
owned by the people who live along
their banks, but by the provincial gov-
ernment, and the dominion has noth-
ing to do with them. The riparian
rights on these rivers derive their
value from the salmon, and if the sal-
mon are prevented going up them,
then these rights would be worth noth-
ing, and the large yearly sums which
the provincial treasury derives from
the leasing of these rights will be lost
to the province. The law is very ex-
plicit. Sub-section 7 of section 14 of
the Fishery' Act provides:

No one shall use a bag-net, trap-net
or fish-pound, except under a special
license, granted for capturing deep-sea
fish other than salmon.

This man had no license, and the
evidence clearly shows that he was
using a trap-net in violation of the
law. I submit that the minister had
no right to give the decision he did,
and to add to the injustice, he not only
remitted the fine but the costs as well.
My contention is that the Act, which
gives him a certain discretion as re-
gards the penalty, does not give him
any right to remit the costs, Just
look at the injustice and hardship of
the thing. Here is an Anglers’ Asso-
ciation which paid a large sum of
money for a certain privilege. Surely
they ought to have the benefit of that
privilege, whatever it may be worth.
Finding that some one was lllegally
preventing the association enjoying
the fruits of that privilege, they ap-
pealed to the courts, and the magis-
trate decided against the offender and
imposed a penalty besides the costs.
®But the minister, who knows nothing
of the circumstances, acting upon the
advice of a political supporter who
represents the county, remits not only
the penalty but also the costs. It may
be all right for the minister to remit
the penalty, because that does not go
into the pocket of the progecutor, but

'be has no right to remit the costs,
which are supposed to recotp the pro-
secutor for the expenses of the suit.
That certainly was a clear. violation of
law and reason. In. addition to. this
prohibition against the wmse of trap-
nets, the Act also provides that any
net used for the purpose of catching
salmon along the coast must be taken
up at six o'clock Saturday night and
remain up until six o'clock Sunday
night, or twenty-four hours at least.
One day out of seven shall be allowed
the fish to go to their spawning
ground. Surely the fishermian, when he
has six days out of seven to cast his
nets, ought to be satisfied and leave
the seventh for the fish to go to their
spawning ground. But these. avari-
cious gentiemen, these persons desir-
ing to break the Sabbath, will give
the poor fish no chance at all to repro-
duce themselves. Apart frem that, the
hon. minister has done vary serious in-
Justice to the members of the Anglers’
Association and the prosegutor whore-
presented them, and has set a very
bad precedent. He has shown that all
these violators of the law need is a
Iittle pull with their local member, and
they may disregard utterly the provi-
sions of the Act and the regulations
passed for the purpose.of protecting
the fishery interests. ' 8ir, that interest
is a very important one in the prov-
ince of New Brunswick. The fact that
these fish go up these rivers is a means
of bringing a very large amount of
money to the treasury of the province.
It attracts a very large amount of
tourists and causes a large expenditure
among the people and the giving em-
ployment to a considerabls number.
It is therefore of the greatest import-
ance that nothing should be done to
interfere with the fish going up these
rivers. I trust that after this matter
hag been ventilated, the hon. minister
will see that whatever he may do with
respect to the penalty, he has no right
to interfere with the costs, and that
he will undo the wrong as soon as pos-
sible. R AP,

Tuesday’'s Sun contained a para-
graph dealing with incidents in salmon
fishing on Bay Chaleur, which had
been brought to notice by D¥. Daniel
in Ottawa on Saturday last.

George West Joaes, secretary of the
Nepisiguit Salmon Club, said yester-
day: “The Nepisguit Angling Club has
bzen trying to put a stop to the illegal
Sunday fishing along the shore of Bay
Chaleur. Nets should not be down
from six ¢'clock on Saturday evening
untll six on Monday morning But for
years the minister of filsheries and offi-
clals have permitted the illegal work
to go on, and insfead of seeing that
nets are up during the prohibited hours
they have entirely neglected this.

“On the whole of the northern shore
of the bay dominion tnspectors are sent
along every Sunday, and on that coast
the law is observed. Last year our
club sent Nepisguit guardians ‘down
the coast. They found the salmon nets
down on Sunday. An action was
brought, and we got judgment with
costs - against the offender, but the
minister of fisheries remitted the fine
and costs as well.

“This year on July 17th, three Sun-
days ago, Nepisguit guardians were
again sent down and found the nets
down, with fish in them. Mr. Good
was one of the guardians. As they
were rowing about the nets they were
shot at twice, one of the bullets going
over their heads and the other be-
tween them as they sat in the boat.

“They rowed ashore and found that
there were six men in the party from
which the firing had come, and of
these six five had run away. The other
man remained but refused to give the
names of his companions., His own
name was secured.

“The Nepisguit club claims that it is
the duty of the department of marine
and fisheries to stop this illegal fish-
ing. And those men who fired upon
the guardians should also be prosecut-
ed. The minister insists upon the ob-
servance of the law on the north side
of the bay but evidently the guar-
dians on the south side are instructed
otherwise.”

To the Editor of the Sun:

8ir—I notice your worthy representa-
tive at Ottawa, Dr. Daniel, has given
his ear to parties apparently interested
in river fishing for salmon, and has
been led to believe that Sunday fishing
by the net fishermen is being done
here. I am sorry that he has thus
been misinformed and allowed himself
to be so influenced as to have enquired
on the floors of the house about a thing
which does not exist. The net fisher-
men here are all good citizens, and
while perhaps the letter of the law is
not carried out, for carrying out the
law to the letter would mean the clos-
ing out of that wvaluable industry of
salmon fishing with nets, they as a
body are observing the law and regu-
lations as is attested to by the fishery
officer under oath. There no doubt
will always be exceptions, as is evid-
enced by the fact that only one net
fisherman has been found guilty of
not observing the law, and in that the
net and fly fishermen are square, be-
cause the records here will show that
fly fishermen also do not always ob-
serve the law, as one out of the num-
ber has this year been convicted for
fishing on Sunday.

There is some trouble on now as be-
tween net and fly fishermen, and the
courts will decide the legal points, but
as far as the net fishermen are con-
cerned they are following out the in-
structions of the fishery officer, and
that is one of the conditions of their
leases. The fly fishermen are of course
wealthier and can afford to spend a
little in prosecutions, and as a support-
er of the party to which he belongs I
am sorry he has allowed himself to be
used in matters outside his own county
and on his hearing only one side of
the story.

I will thank you to give this space
in your columns and trust it will be
seen by the genial M. P. for your city,
and that he will be good enough to let
the court decide the matter.

I feel satisfied he did not mean to
imply in any way that our net fisher-
men were a band of illegal fishermen,
but some would be uncharitable
enough to put that meaning to it.

NEW YORK, Aug. 8.—Canadians on
Pleasure bent as s rule visit New
York in wintér, and see the city and

They
take in the theatres, the, grand opera,
a song or musical recital, the museums
of art and natural history, the aquar-
lum, some of the big stores, a fash-
ionable restaurant or two and perhaps
a Bohemian one. At the theatres or
opera they may see members of the
Four Hundred in the boxes, but it is
more likely that the occupants will
belong to the modern dollarocracy — a
contractor with a political pull, a Tam-

| many boss or a prosperous saloon keep-

er or a sporting man who has had
good luck at the track during the past
season. In summer New York is even
more attractive to the visitor. It is
true that many of the theatres are
closed and that there is no opera or
concert on, but every other attraction
that existed in winter exists in sum-
mer.and many more,

. The best way to see New York is to
take one of the various sight-secing
automobiles in the day time and visit
Central Park, Grant’s tomb, the stock
exchange and numerous other points
of interest. In the evening another
automobile tour of Chingtown, Little
Italy and the Bowery may be made.
Another trip around the island of
Manhattan may be made on one of the
sight-seeiflg boats. These three trips
may be made in one day, leaving the
visitor still time to see the last of a
light show on a roof-garden theatre
and to have supper at a roof-garden
cafe.

The trolley car rides to the various
parks, suburbs and places of historic
interest and natural beauty are a nev-
er ending source of pleasure to the
stranger,

But the greatest attractions of New
York in simmer are the numerous
pleasure resorts and beaches within an
hour or so by trolley car or boat of
the centre of the city. It is at such
places as Coney Island, Glen Ilsland,
North Beach, Midland Beach, Manhat-
tan Beach and Ashbury Park that one
sees the cosmopolitan population of
the city taking its pleasure with the
same strenuousness that characterizes
it in the pursuit of the almighty dol-
lar. There one sees thousands upon
thousands of both sexes, young, mid-
dle aged and old, bathing in the surf
of the Atlantic or the still watiers of
Long Island Sound, and in sight of or
almost in sight of the skyscrapers, and
the busy homes of industry of the
great city; or he will see them resting
in the shade or taking refreshments in
the cafes or gardens, or visiting the
innumerable pie and dime shows and
exhibitions, or dropping pennies in au-
tomatic machines of many kinds.

Another summer attraction to many
is the horse-racing and base ball. In
some quarters it is thought that New
York is too hot to visit in summer. It
is true that there are hot days, but it
is only in the narrow streets and the
crowded tenements and workshops
that people suffer from the heat.

The man of moderate means taking
a pleasure trip to New ‘York can less-
en his expenses over half or more if he
does not go to the high-priced hotels
on or near Broadway, and can yet live
just as well. People from nearby cit-
ies who frequently visit New York
stay as a rule at an uptown hotel or
a good boarding house or lodging house.
These are the people who can see
New York well in a week at a cost of
$25 or $30.

A goeod way to reach New York from
St. John is by the str. Prince Rupert
to Digby, D. A. Railway to Yarmouth,
thence by D. A. Railway Co.’s steamer
direct to New York.

John'should claim and recetve the ex-
hibition next year or ihe year after,a
considerable expenditure beyond the
federal grant would probably be re-
quired. ‘A dominion exhibition worthy
to be compared with that held this year
at Winnipeg would require more room
and better accommodation than the
grounds of the exhibition association
afford. It is said that the whole or
nearly the whole of the dominion grant
of this year will be needed to pay for
the buildings erected and grounds pre-
pared for the fair at Winnipeg. It is
necessary also to arrange a generous
and comprehensive. prize list, and to
pay large sums for the transportation
of exhibits from distant places. In our
opinion St. John should speak for the
dominion exhibition so that it may be

‘held here some time within the next

two or three years. If we assume that
Montreal will get the next turn it
should be possible for the fair to b_e
held here in 1906. But it would be on-
ly prudent to give a careful thought to
the question of the cost of property
and equipment and to the other re-
sponsibilities involved, before any final
action is taken. If the fair should be
held here it ought to be equal to or a
little better than those which have
taken place elsewhere. Otlerwise it
would be better not to undertake it.
————
PASSING OF THE BALFOUR GOV-
ERNMENT.

The conservative or unionist party
in Great Britain has entered upon the
tenth year of continuous rule. Not
for three-quarters of a century has one
party governed the country so long
without a break. It was without re-
cent precedent that any administration
should after one term of service. be
given an immediate renewal of power
in a general election, as happened in
1900. This continued confidence is the
more remarkable as the liberals had
held power less than three years im-
mediately before they were defeated
in 1895, while the previous conserva-
tive term had been nearly six years.
Since the introduction of Mr. Glad-
stone’s first home rule bill, eighteen
years ago, the government has been
led by conservatives rather more than
fifteen years. Now there are signs
that a change s near. The liberals are
likely to have their turn once more.
Nearly all the recent by-elections have
resulted in the gain of a seat or a
considerable gain in votes by the lib-
eral party. The majority supporting
the Balfour government is still sub-
stantial, but it is gradually growing
less, and must soon reach a stage
which will give the Irish home rule
members the balance of power. They
will use this control to turn the gov-
ernment out at the first opportunity.

The free interchange of
labor between the two countries would
probably be mutually advantageous,
But freedom that is all on one side
eould not be permanent.

But it ought to be understood that
the question of the alien engineers
and the Grand Trunk Pacific surveys
does not belong to the ordinary class
of alien labor cases. The country was
not asked to interfere with the en-
gagement of foreign professional men
by a company. In this case the work
s government employment. A re-
vote was taken the other day to pay
for Grand Trunk Pacific surveys. It
Wwas practically admitted that this
money will be partly used to pay for
the surveys already made by these!
aliens. They were really gevernment
employes engaged by the Grand Trunk
Company, which had solemnly under-
taken to employ Canadians if a suffi-
cient number could be found. Yet the
company, as agent of the government,
gave the well paid positions to foreign-
ers exclusively, refusing to seek for
Canadians, rejecting those who ap-
plied. and making the whole service
e TUnited States monopoly. In this
case Canada has not protested against
the employment of aliens, but has
contended that her own engineers
should not be treated in their own
country as outlaws and undesirables.

THE DOMINION EXHIBITION,

Announcement was made in Winni-
peg the other day by the minister of
mgriculture that the grant to the Do-
minion Exhibition would be given to
the various provinces in succession.
This declaration would probably be
endorsed by Mr. Fisher’s successors
Bend may perhaps be accepted as the
policy of the eountry. Toronto had the
dominion fair last year. This season
it is held in Winnipeg. Next year it
will probably go to Quebec province
or one of the maritime provinces, It
is said that Montreal has already pre-
ferred a request. The matter has been
talked over in the council of the St.
John board of trade and by the direc-
tors of the St. John Exhibition As-
sgociation.

It does not appear that the conser-
vative leader is anxious to prolong the
life of his government. He might hold
affice without a general election for
three years yet if he could retain a
majority in the house of commons.
Mr. Chamberlain would probably wel-
come a change of ministry.

| Mr. Baifour does not go so far as he

in his views on tariff reform and im-
perial preference. Mr. Chamberlain
believes that a majority of the people
are in harmony with his own imperial

; policy, but he knows that the present

government cannot be reconstructed
on that basis and that some prominent
supporters of the administration are
still opposed to a tax on féod. That
is to say, they denounce any other
taxes on food than those to which they
have been so accustomed that they do
not recognize them as food taxes.

Moreover, it is plain enough to Mr.
Chamberlain and to his friend the pre-
mier, that there are other issues be-
sides tariff reform on which the elec-
tors of Great Britain desire to express
an opinion. There is a large and in-
fluential element which considers the
school law a matter of greater import-
ance than the tariff or imperial reor-
ganization. These must have their
fling on immediate, local and sectional
issues before they pass to the consid-
eration of the great imperial ques-
tions to which Mr. Chamberlain invites
their attention.

Any one can see that it would be
greatly to the advantage of the Cham-

Jberlain movement that a short period

of rule by the liberal party should be-
gin about this time. If the liberal
party is weak in leaders, or uncertain
and divided in policy, a period in
office will reveal it. If, as seems like-
ly, a period of industrial and financial
depression, or at least a period of less
activity and greater anxiety, should
now occur, it will be altogether in the
interest of the Chamberlainites that
the liberals should have a chance to
meet it by their own methods, and
that the full effect of the dumping
habit should be felf before the tariff
remedy is applied. Even if all the
conditions were today favorable to the
change of fiscal policy, and they are
not so favorable as they are likely to
be a year or two hence, the desire of
the British electorate for frequent
changes of administration would tell
against a Balfour or Chamberlain gov-
ernment before the  liberals have had
another opportunity. °

A period of opposition would have
the effect of bringing together the dif-
ferent economic schools in the conser-
vative and uniomnist party. It vould
eliminate from the party council some
of those effete politicians who are mere
followers of the traditions of the eld-
ers. The party would of necessity be
reorzanized on the basis of the Cham-

ot
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berlain programme, a thing which is
impossible with the party in power.
Buppoerters of Mr. Chamberlain . form
80 large a majority of the conservative
and unionist electors and even of the
conservative and unionist members of
parliament that the organization of the
party on any other basis would in op-
Dosition be simply impossible.

It seems to be on the whole desir-
@able that the Balfour government
should soon give way to a liberal ad-
ministration, and it appears likely that
this desirable event will not be long
delayed: Mr. Balfour and his col-
leagues cannot be expected to an-
nounce their desire to be removed, but
the premier seems to accept the loss
of by-elections in a spirit which re-
sembles indifference or satisfaction
more than stoicism or Christian re-

signation.

RAISING THB BRITUSH FLAG,

The Brooklyn Eagle wants to know
what business a Canadian expedition
had to hoist the British flag on certain
islands in the Polar seas. This flag-
raising is regarded by the Eagle asan
annexation of territory, and it dis-
putes the right of Canada to perform
such imperial functions. To justify
this position, the Eagle states that
Canada lately desired to take paosses-
sion of certain territory on the Pacific
coast, and proceeded to locate a boun-
dary on the Alaska frontier. Thig pre-
sumption, the Eagle would have us
believe, was rebuked. by the imperial
government, whose representative,
Lord Alverstone, is reported to have
agreed to another boundary and hand-
ed over to the United States the terri-
tory claimed by Canada.

The Eagle labors under many wrong
impressions. In the adjustment of boun-
daries to which it refers Lord Alver-
stone had n¢ more power than any
other of the six commissioners who
were, nominally at least, sitting as
judges to determine the true historic
frontier. Two of these were Canadians,
who did not agree with the Chief Jus-
tice, and three were United States ap-
pointees with whom he agreed. It is
not necessary here to discuss the rea-
sons for Lord Alverstone’s decision.
The main fact is that he was appoint-
ed a commissioner on the request of
the Canadian government. After the
appointment of three partisans by the
United States, the British govarnment
suggested the appointment on the
other side of commissioners suited to
the changed circumstances. The Can-
adian government rejected rhis advice
and adhered to the coriginal plan of ap-
pointing judges. ‘Therefore it iz a
simple truth that whatever concessions
wecre made on the Pacific Coast re-
sulted from the action of the Canadian
gcvernment and not from any compul-
sion of Great Britain.

As to the recent alleged annexations
it may be said in the first place, that
a Canadian expedition has the same
authority to hoist the British flag in
an unoccupied country as an exps:di-
tion from Bristol or London. The
British flag is the flag of the British
Empire and of every part of it, and
there is no distinction in authority be-
tween a colonial party and a party
from England. In either case if the
annexation were undesirable, or #f the
territory were in the sphere of another
power, the imperial government would
know what to do. In the second place,
the Eagle has no way of knowing
what undestanding had been reached
between the government of Canada
and the government at Westminster
ooncerning the Hudson Bay expedition,
or what imperial authority the officers
of the party might have had. Thirdly,
there was no annexation of territory.
The islands on which the flag was
hoisted have bezn British for a century
or two. The British flag was hoist-
ed as a sign of the establishment of a
post, but it has belonged there for sev-
eral generations. Moreover, as this
territory forms part of the Dominion
of Canada, it is particularly the right
and duty of Canadians to raise the flag
on the islands about Hudson Bay and
Hudson Straits, It is also their right
and duty to follow the advice of one
of the best and most popular of Brit-
ish officers and keep both hands on
the Union Jack now that it has been

raised.

A BETTER CONCERN.

Messrs. Mackenzie and Mann have
constructed and acquired nearly 1,500
miles of railway in the west, and are
rapidly adding to the mileage. They
have some 300 miles in Nova Scotia
built  or under construction. It is
their intention to connect their eastern
and western systems and establish a
transcontinental railway of their own.
They hawe filed the plan of their route
through New Brunswick, which in-
cludes a direct line down the St. John
Valley to this port and one across
country toward the Nova Scotia ter-
minus. It is a much more promising
scheme from the public standpoint
than the Grand Trunk Pacific. Be-
sides, Mackenzie and Mann do not ask
the people to build the railway and
then present it to them.

AMERICAN SILVER

Is Gfadually Going Out of Circulation
in St. John.

The refusal of many merchants and

some of the banks to handle American
silver is bringing about the desired
result. This currency is gradually
being withdrawn from -circulation in
St. John and is being replaced by Can-
adian silver. Anyone who takes the
trouble to notice can see that there
are not now i ordinary use nearly so
many American coins as there were
some months ago. The bank ,of New
Brunswick accepts American silver
and ships it out of the country. This
is responsible for a great part of the
decrease. But at the same time, and
especially at this season, considerable
quantities are being brought to St.
John by American visitors. This tends
to counteract the work of the bank,
but the amounts brought in are not
great as those sent out.
This withdraswal of American silver
is creating an increasing demand for
the Canadian coins, and within the
past few days several thousands of
dollars worth have been put in circu-
lation. Since the new currency was
issued some forty thousand dollars
worth of silver has been sent to St.
John, and@ of this  about twenty-five
thousand has been put in circulation,
the remainder being held for issue as
required,

y HOPEWELL HILL, Aug. 10.— John
S. Fullerton, proprietor of the Wav-
erley Hotel at Albert, was thrown
from a load of hay on the Hill marsh
this afternoon and instantly killed.
Mr. Fullerton was building the load
which his son was pitching on, when
a sudden starting of the horses threw
the unfortunate man backwards off
the wagon, which was scarcely half
loaded, his neck being broken in the
fall.

OTTAWA, Aug. 8.—The commons will |
have enough business to keep it going
until Wednesday. Rallway subsidies
were taken up today and occupied the
bulk of the morning and afternoon
sittings. Hon. Mr, Paterson in reply{
to Henderson, said the increase in to-
bacco customs duties collected for the
Year ending June 30th, 1904, on ac-\
count of the higher tariff imposed in
1897, was $138,294.55. The total collec-
tions in the last fiscal year were $604,~
555.82. The inland revenue returns for
tobacco for tHe same period amounted
to $5,178,736.40, an increase of $1,587,~
234.04 on account of the new tariff of
1897.

The house then went into committee
on Emmerson’s railway subsidies. A
general regulation was made where-
¢y $3,200 a mile shall be paid and a
further subsidy of fifty per cent. of
the cost of a railway above $15,000 a
mile, the additional grant not to ex-
eeed the amount in the former case.
The first grant was to the Brace-
bridge and Trading Lake Rafilway Co.
for a line from Bracebridge to Bays-
ville, a distance of fifteen miles. The
Bruce Mines and Algoma Railway Co.
received grants for three branches,
twenty-one miles in all. W, F. Maec-
Lean protested against allowing aid to
the Nepigon Railway Co. until infor-
mation was given as to the personnel
of the concern. He asked if the com-
pany was identical with the C. P. R.
Emmerson said that as far as he knew
it was not. ‘“Can’t the hon. gentle-
man tell us? His deputy is beside
him,” demanded Fowler warmly. Sir
‘Wilfrid explained that the present and
past governments gave subsidies to
companies without investigating their
standing. There was a srfeguard in
the fact that the money was not paid
until it was earned.

Railway subsidies were
most of the -afternoon.

Tonight Col. Hughes in discussing
the dumping clause of Fielding’s tariff
argued that it would put every Can-
adian wholesale dealer out of business,
as American goods could be put into
Canada from England at rates that
could not e met.

Fielding had no fear of this line of
work, but he recognized the danger of
Americans opening consignment banks
in Canada.

Borden, Fisher, and Cartwright, are
punishing all militiamen who took
part in the Dundonald demonstration
at Ottawa, as fast as possible. Col.
Cartwright has dismissed from the
Canadian School of Musketry at the
rifle range here three corporals of the
13th Regiment, two corporals of the
43rd, D. C. O. R., and Sergt) Blakeney
of the latter corps, all on technical
charges of breach' of discipline. As
Sergt. Blakeney explains their real
offence was in paying a deserved
honor to Liord Dundonald on his depar-
ture from the capital.

OTTAWA, Aug. 9.—In the house to-
day at the request of Broder, conser-
vative of Dundas, Sir Fred. Borden
promised early consideration of a pen-
sion for Pte. Mulloy, who lost his eye-
sight in South Africa, and for other
urgent cases of permanent injuries to
Canadians.

Hon. Mr., Prefontaine said the first
trial of the ice breaking steamer in
the St. Lawrence would be made next
winter to keep ice out of the river
where it jams about 20 miles above
Quebec city. The vessel is now upder
construction and will reaeh Canada
this fall.

Wireless Marconi stations will be
established at Pictou and Chariotte-
town, and steamers Minto and Stanley
will be supplied with like apparatus so
as to make the P. E. I. winter ser-
vice independent of the Anglo-Ameri-
can Telegraph Co. monopoly.

Hon. Raymond Prefontaine has de-
cided to drop the dog fish bounty
scheme and to erect three reduction
works on the American plan on the
Atlantic coast, one in Cape Breton,
and one in New Brunswick on the
Gloucester coast.

Dr. Dawson, kin’s printer, like the
auditor general, has applied for sup-
erannuation allowance. He is 71 years
old and has held office since 1891.

Hogs To Us.

FIRST.—We want all hogs over 180
1bs. to be well fatted; the lighter
weights, 100 to 130 1bs.. for bacon pur-
pose, quite lean and fleshy. The
weights between 130 and 180 lbs. are
not desirabié for our business, as they
are not suitable for either bacon orp
mess pork.

SECOND.—We wish to call your at-
tention to the above out, showing the
pbroper way to dress all hogs over 200
lbs. or even less, when they are fat.
During the hot weather, splitting the
backbone all the way down allows the
animal heat to escape, preventing bone
rot, turning green and spoiling. Leave
the back fat to hold the sides together.
Spread well open and throw plenty
cold spring or ice water on them when
dressing, and ocoasionally for two
hours after dressing.

When shipping, take out the spreads
and tie the legs together, with a few
lumps of tce inside, or put on a care
rier, spread open.

EXCITING RACES.

New York, Waterville, and Worcester
Had Good Sport.

NEW YORK, Aug. 9.—The weather
was perfect, the track fast and the
sport most exciting at the Empire City
track on the second day of the grand
circuit meeting. The big feature of
the day from a time standpoint was
the "$5,000 2.08 pace, for which the Can-
adlan horse Gallagher was the choice
at $50 to $70 for the field. In the first
heat Pan Michael got a flying start by
two lengths and held the lead to with-
in a few yards of the wire, when the
favorite came on and won by a head
in 2.081-2, the fastest mile paced in a
race this year. In the second heat
Gallagher led from start to finish with
John M. and Pan Michael fighfing for
second place.

The $5,000 2.30 trot, while not as fast
or spectacular, was a good race. Sen-
ator McGregor was the choice at $50,
while the field sold out at $65. The
favorite led to the home stretch when
he broke so badly that he was out of
the heat, the grey mare Texas win-
ning cleverly by a length, with Ruth
C. second. The favorite won the next
two heats with Texas a good second in
each heat.

In the 2.08 trot, a mile and an
eighth, Caspian was a hot cholce at $50
to $556 for the field, but McKinley won
cleverly by half a length.

In the 2.18 trot, a dash at a mile and
a sixteenth, Leonora, selling at $10 to
the field’s “$25, won handily in fast
time. . Ecstatic, a 1 to 2 shot, won the
2.11 pace easily. It was a dash of one
mile and she led her field from start
to finish in the fast time of 2.07 1-4,

WATERVILLE, Me., Aug. 9.—~The
seeond annual race . meeting of the
Eastern Horse Breeders’” Association
opened at the Central Maine track to-
day. The conditions were fairly fav-
orable and good racing was witnessed
by a large crowd. In the first heat of
the 2.20 pace Day Book reduced the
track pacing record to 2.151-2 and in
the 2.25 trot the trotting record was
reduced to 2.17 3-4 by Tom Phalir.

The track was in excellent
condition and there was a record
breaking attendance for an opening
day.

TESTING GLOBE FOR LIFE-
SAVING.

LONDON, Aug. 8—A test is being
made in the North Sea of the Doenvig
life-saving globe, the intention of Cap-
tain Doenvig, a Dane. The master of
the str. Ragni telegraphs that a Doen-
vig globe was put over board from his
vessel today in latitude 62 degrees
north, longitude 3 degrees east. Two
newspapermen and a steward were
aboard it. It carries the Norwegian
flag by day and a bright lantern at
night.

The Doenvig glohe has been tried be-
fore with success in both rough and
calm weather. Those who rode upon
it said the experience was not an un-
pleasant one, and they all landed safe-
ly. It is capable of carrying twenty
men with thirty days’ provisions. The
occupants are within the globe, and it
is said to ride the waves like a cork
and does not roll over. An air funnel
on the globe can be utilized as a mast
and a small sail ean be hoisted upon
it by the aid of which the craft can
be navigated in favorable weather.

CHICAGO, Aug. 9.—The stockyards
strike was freer of rioting today than
at any time since the struggle with
the packers began, four weeks ago.

The strike leaders spent the day in
seeing that the boycott against the re-
tail markets which have been  plaged
under the ban of the unions was being
enforced. In some instances the strik-
ers were successful in cutting off the
supply of ice, but ifi many of the
places the boycott did not work =so
well as haed been expected, the retall-
ers befng gble to haul what tee they
required in their own wagons.

The packers claim that fuly eighty
per cent. of the usual amount of work
was carried on today. The receipts of
live stock, while not large, still were
almost normal comparag with corres-
ponding days before th@strike began.
The greater portion of these arrivals
were purchased by the packers, and
before night had been slaughtered. Be-
tween six and seven hundred new ar-
rivals were added to the packers’
force of employes today.

ILL-FATED MARY A. TROOP

a Late Magazine.

In the current isue of Strand Maga-
zine there is an interesting aceount of
the rescuing of the captain and crew
of the St. John bark Mary A, Troop in
mid-ocean by the steamer Cairnisla.
From a news standpoint the narative
is an old one, but the English periodi-
cal publishes it in its “Curiosities” de-
partment—a group of odd pictures,
etc., contained in each number,

The short description of the picture
of the Troop in mid-ocean, a derelict,
is as follows:

“The following extract from a letter
written by John O. Band, master of
the steamship Cairnisla, which rgscued
the captain and crew of the bark Mary
A. Trop, explaing this photograph. The
wreck proved to be the Mary A. Troop
of St. John, N. B., 1,218 tons register,
B0 days out with pitch pine lumber and
timber from Pensacola. The captain
says the lifeboat was swung out and,
steaming to windward, was, after con-
siderable risk, as the sea was running
high, got into the water, and in charge
of my chief officer, Mr. Smith, proceed-
ed to the wreck and took off the crew.
They were in a very weak condition
from exposure and want of food and
water, several of them having to be
helped into the boat and hauled up the
ship’s side.

‘“They had been 2% days on the
wreck, 9 days of which they had been
without a drop of water. Their joints
were all stiff and swollen from blood
polsoning, I believe, as they been chew-
ing lead to relieve their thirst. They
were all bad from salt water sores.
The crew were given every attention.
Thirteen hands and the ship’s dog were
taken off. Had the weather been fine
I should have tried to tow the wreck
to Bermuda.”

The {ll-fated craft was bullt in this
city by David Lynch in the palmy
days of woeden vessels, and therefore
the reference to her last eventful voy-
age has no little amount of local in-
terest here.

BOSTON, Aug. 9.—Today marks the
50th wedding anniversary of Mr. and
Mrs. Bernard Corr of 80 Magnolia
Street, Dorchester, and the event will
be celebrated by a reception at their
home. Mr. Corr has been prominent
and .active in church and charitable
circles for the past 50 years and is one
of the ‘pioneer Catholics of Boston.
Bernard Corr was born .in Quebec,
Can., in 1828, and came to Boston in
1849 from Halifax, N. 8. He was mar-
ried to Miss Eleanor Mooney Aug. 10,
1854, at the Church of SS. Peter and
Paul, South Boston, by the Rev. Fr.
Lyndon, and with the exception of
three years spent in Dubuque, Ia., they
have resided in Boston ever since.

He is a mem-
ber of the chamber of commerce, was
one of the first members of the Bos-
ton Typographical Union, being presi-
dent several times, and one of the old-
est members of the Franklin Typo-
graphical Society and its president for
one year. Mr. Corr has edited and
published two books in connection with
the cathedral parish, the ‘“Memorial
of the 25th Anniversary of the Most
Rev. John J. Williams, Archbishop of
Boston,” and ‘“‘Souvenir of the Sacer-
dotal Golden Jubilee of the Most Rev.

A VILLAGE BURNED.

South Lima, Famous For Beans and

Onions, Almost ¥iped Out.

ROCHESTER, N. Y., Aug. 10.—South
Lima was almost swept out of exist-
ence by fire this morning. Shorify at-
ter midnight flames were discovered
issuing from a barn owned by Frank
Byeérs. A heavy wind was blowing
and the flames quickly spread to the
Byers residence. The general store
was next in flames and then the fire
communicated to the cold storage plant
for which South Lima is famous.
These buildings and four other resi-
dences and barns were destroyed. The
loss is $50,000, about half of which is
covered by insurance. South Lima is
three miles south of Livonia and is the
greitest onifon and celery region in the
United States.

TRYING TO SETTLE IT.

Determined Efforts Being Made to End
Chicago Strike,

CHICAGO, Aug. 10.—Determined ef-
forts are now being made to settle the
stockyards strike by mediation. Nego-
tiations begun early today between
the Retail Butchers’ ‘and Grocers' As-
sociation and reprzsentatives of sev-
eral unions, which would undoubtedly
have been involved in the strike should
it be prolonged much longer, resulted
in the appointment of a committee con-
sisting of those who atten¢ :d the meet-
ing, to negotiate with the packers to-
morrow in an attempt to bring about
a joint meeting between the employers
and the striking unions.

It was the sentiment of ali who at-
tenfled today’s conference thatf should
the meeting be arranged between the
two opposing iInterests a settlement
satisfactory ‘'to both sides could be
reached

Meantime Samuel Gompers, presideht
of the American Federation of Labor,
had been summoned from New York
to come to Chicago and see if he can-
not accomplish something - through
mediation. Mr. Gompers will arrive
here Sunday morning.

Today’'s meeting with the union lead-
ers was called at the instance of the
Retail Butchers’ and Grocers' Associa-
tion because of the difficulty and in-
convenience which would be causkd the
members of the association should the
strike spread to the ice wagon drivers’
and the meat wagon drivers’ unions.

When the packers were told of the
intended visit of the Intermediary
committee tomorrow, all of them de-
clined to make any comment on what,
if any, success might be expected from
the meeting.

One of the packers' representatives
tonight said:

“We now have our affairs in better
condition than at any time since the
strike was declared, and I am unable
to see at present just on what grounds
we could meet the strikers, as the
struggle has reached the stage where
we can get along very well should the
strikers never decide to surrender.”

 HUE AND GRY.
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Interesting Item in an Old
Paper.

St. John Star, of January 1819,
Mentions the Murder of Isaiah
Smith at Norton.

*®

Scattering coples of St. John papers
a& century ago may be found in the
city, and one usually finds intevesting
matter In any of them. Albert Bur
nett of Norton cherishes a single copy
of the oldest St. John Star of the first
year of publication. He shawed it to the
Sun last week. The paper belonged to
Mr. Burnett’s father and has been in
the family for two generations. But
it was originally addressed te Mrs.
Willlam MeDonald, who fs unknown
by name or reputation to Mr, Burnett,
This copy of the Star is volume one,
No. 87, and is dated January 26, 1819.
It gives the New Brunswicx people
the news of the death of the Queen
(wife of George Third), which took
place at Kew, November 17, ten weeks
before,

In this llve newspaper John Godard
advertised the products of tha Port-
land Brewery; J. McNaughton set
forth that he was a white and black-
smith; I. Proul and J. Kinnear wera
auctioneers; Richard Sands sold cloth-
ing and boots; John Thomson, Rich-
ard Robertson and John Paul mads it
known that pews were to be g0ld or let
in the Bcots church of this eity; C. and
C. Ward dealt in general goods;
Phares Martin was a tobacconist: the
assistant commissioner’s general office
would receive tenders for Spanish dol-
lars for any number up to 20,000; Geo.
G. Gilbert and Walter Tisdale dissolve
partnership.

But the item in this copy of the Star
which accounts for the preservation of
the paper at Norton, is an advertise-
ment of local interest. This 1s the
“Hue and cry” after one Francis Mar-
ten, who was supposed to have killed
Isaiah Smith. As the Hue and Cry is
not familiar to people of these days
it is worth while to reprint this one:

HUE AND CRY.

‘Whereas there is manifest suspicion
that one Francis Masten, a person of
about 30 years of age, of a light com-
plexion, slender make, about 5 feet 8
inches high, blue eyes and a downcast
logk, hath been guilty of the wilful
murder of

at the parish of Norton, in Kings coun-
ty, and the said Franclis Masten has
disappeared and absconded.

Hue and cry ig therefore ievied and
raised against the sald Francis Mas-
ten. And all his_majesty’s peace offi-
cers and liege subjects, as well with-
in this city and county, as elsewhere
within this province of New Brunswick
are hereby called upon and required to
make fresh pursuit and Hue and Cry
after the said Francis Masten, from
town to town, and from county to
county, as well by horsemen as by
footmen, and if he shall be found
forthwith to carry him before some one
of his majesty’s justices of the peace
within the county where he shall be
taken, to be dealt with according to
law. Dated at the city of Saint John,
the 28th day of December, 1818.

JOHN ROBINSON,
Mayor.

It may be explained that this mur-
der took place four days before the
hnotice, that is 24th of December. A
journal of Mr. Hoyt says that his body
was found the same day by Fortune
Hodges. The assassin seems to have
found his victim alone in the woods and
killed him with a blow of a sled stake.
Mr. Burnett says that Mr. Smith was
the grandfather of Dr. J. M. Smith of
this city, and that according to the
traditions of the neighborhood he was
a worthy man. He occupied the farm
now or lately owned by Gilbert Titus.

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Outlines Argumehts in Representation Gase and Probable

e

To a Sun reporter who called upon
the attorney general and requested an
interview. in regard to the representa-
tion case lately argued by him before
the judicial committee of the privy
council, Dr. Pugsley made the feliow-
ing statement, which will be interest-
ing to readers of the Sun

“While the opinion of the judicial

committee was adverse to the claims
of New Brunswick and Prince Edward

-Island, as was evidenced by the fact

that they did not call upon the coun-
sel for the dominion; yet as judgment
has been reserved I am not prepared
to say upon what ground the deeision
of the judicial committee will be based;
but from the expressions of their
lordships during the argument, I think
the view of the court will be that the
effect of the various orders in council,
under which new provinces were ad-
mitted into the union, and of imperial
legislation, which was enacted subse-
quent to the British North America
Act, will be to require that section 51
shall be construed as if the new pro-
vinces had originally formed part of
the dominton of Canada.

“As a result of the court determining
that both cases should be argued to-
gether, only two counsel were heard
for the provinces, Mr. Aylesworth, K.
C., arguing on behalf of Prince Ed-
ward Island and I on behalf of New
Brunswick.

“The Island case having been enter-
ed first, Mr. Aylesworth presented the
first argument, and although the two
cases rested upon different principles,
yet, owing to the court below having
in their judgment in the Island case
referred to the decision which they

had gjven in the New Brunswick case, |

it became necessary for him incident-
ally to present the New Brunswick
view to the court as well as that of
Prince Edward Island.

‘“The argument on behalf of Prince
Edward Island was, that as that pro-
vince had declined to enter the con-
federation, except upon an agreement
that it should have six representatives,
and the correspondence and declara~
tions of the public men at the time,
who negotiated for the entrance of
the Island into confederation, show-
ing that it was the clear intention
that the Island should have this num-
ber of . representatives, it would be
contrary to good faith that its repre-
sentation should be reduced,and the act
should be construed in the light of the
agreement. He also contended that as
no provision was made for the reduc-
tion of the members of the house ‘of
commons, and also as sub-section 4 of
section 51 provided that there should
be no reduction of representation un-
less the proportion of the popuiation
of the province to the population of
Canada since the last preceding read-
justment of representation was dim-
inished by one-twentieth, there must
first be a readjustment by way of in-
crease before there could be any re-
duction, and as the representation of
the. Island had never been increased
beyond the original six representatives,
the act providing for reduction was
on this ground ultra vires as being
contrary to the provisions of the Brit-
ish North America Act.

Result of Gase Upon the Provinces.

contended that, as in section 51 it is
expressly provided that the represent-
ation of the four provinces should be
adjusted on the basis therein provid-
ed, in con ing the wora ‘Canada’ it
should be held in that section to mean
the four original provinces, and I was
able to point out the interesting fact
that In the four d&rafts of the British
North America Aot which weve pre-
pared prior to the fimal cne, different
expressions had been wessd In this sec-
tion, in some of the drafts the expres-
sion being °‘the representatici of each
province,” while in the final draft the
words used are ‘the representation of
the four provinces,’ showing that the
framers of the act of union were care-

they were only providing for the repre-
sentation of the four original provinces,
and that the representation of the Ter-
ritories and any new provinces coming
inte the union was a matter for sub-
sequent arrangement. I was also able
to show that in a great many other
sections of the act, where provisions
were made of general application to
Canada as it might be constituted from
time to time, the words used were
“the provinces’” or ‘‘each province,” and
' that it was only in Section 51, whioh
|dea.lt with representation, that the ex-
“pression “four provinces” was used. I
| also argued that even although I might
| be wrong in the comtention that Sec-
tion 51 must be construed as referring
;only to the original four provinces, yet
:that at all events it could not include
either the Territories or the province
of British Columbia, to the representa-
tion of which Section 51 does not ap-
ply.

‘“With regard to the Territories, it
'was admitted by the counsel for the
dominion that their representation is
not to be readfusted under Section 51,
while by the terms of the order of the
king in council, admitting British
Columbia, it is expressly provided that
it shall have six representatives, sub-
Ject to be increased under The British
North America Act; but there is no
provision for reduction. I showed that
if the Territories and British Colum-
bia were excluded from the count in
construing sub-section 4 of Sec. 51, the
representation of New Brunswick
would not be disturbed, because fits
population relatively to that of the
whole dominion, excluding the Terri-
tories and British Columbia, had neot
been reduced by one-twentieth since
the last readjustment.

“If, as most likely, the decision of
the judicial committee goes upon the
effect of legislation by the imperial
parliament subsequent to the passing
of The British North America Act, it
would seem to afford a strong ground
for the province to ask that the im-
perial statutes should be amended so
'as to provide that they shall mot in
any way affect the rights of the ori-
ginal provinces to representation, as
secured to them by The British North
America Act. This act was in the na-
ture of a treaty, and it is manifestly
'unfair that the rights of any of the
parties to the treaty should be affected
by subsequent legislation, to which
they were not parties, and in the en-
actment of which they had no voice.”

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SERMONS

Rev. R MacFaﬂden on Whe Are Sons of God ?
~—Dr. John C. Adams on An Advance Ordered.
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The Rev. Robt. A. Muhuen. of
. Danvers, Mass.) preached recently in

the Lafayette Avenue Presbyterion
rhurch, Brooklyn. In the morning his
subject was, “Who Are the Sons of
God?” He sald:
' My subject is ‘“Who Are the Sons of
God?" and my text John 1:13: ““Which
were born not of blood, or of the will
of the flesh or of the will of man, but
of God.”

Here are four sources ot mcoess set
in contrast—blood, will of the fiesh,
will of man and God. At first sight
they are equal; but a second sight re-
veals the warfare that ever goes on
between heredity and environment on
the one hand and faith in God on the
other. This contrast impiles; though
does not state, that the one true suc-
cess is spiritual success, and for
this a secret power is to be furnished.
Power in life means all the way
through to the final, a victory over
difficulties, and difficulties cannot be
ultimately overcome except through
this secret power.

Every life lived and every work done
has somewhere its sufficient explana-
tion. God has never yet permitted an
accident in His world. Every deed has
{ts pedigree. So much producing en-
ergy in the cause means so much en-
ergy in the effect. There is no such
thing as luck. Every life has its pedi-
gree. Young men are so apt to think
chance plays the great part in life, so
they wait for their chance. They see
some one do easily the thing he under-
takes, and they leap to the belief that
there is some trick about it. If they
only had the trick they could do it, al-
§0. Such young men need to be in-
formed. The man who succeeds to-
day in business, scholarship or politics
EBucceeds because he knows how, and
he knows how because he has learned
how. He who does not know how is
foreordained to failure. There is no
more important question the young
man can ask himself than how he can
prepare for life as not to be a cast-
eway; ‘not lost in the next world, but
shipwrecked in this.”

For the ratio between what a man
is and what he can do is a constant
ratio. Every man will. have all the
power he earns, and the power that
he has will tell, not because people like
it or like him, but because it is power,
and as such can keep itself erect with-
out being propped up by a labor union
or held in its place because it is some-
body’s son.

It follows then that the most import-
ant thing a boy can do is to get ready.
It is inspiration to know that every
ounce of energy put into work in the
early years is so much distinct guaran-
tee of usefulness in the adult years.
And next to getting ready, the father
should tell his boy that he gust get
veady for rough weather. The boy
must learn to handle the boat of his
own experience if he is not to be driven
upon the shallows or into the break-
ers. As he meets and masters the dif-
ficulties that beset him getting out of
the harbor of the high school or the
college, he is equipping himself for the
enemies that will assail him on the
high seas.

John, then, here points out the pos-
sible way of getting ready. He as-
serts that permanent success does not
depend upon blood, will of the flesh, or
will of man, but solely upon God. Let
me translate this into the four Fs:
Family, force, furnishings, faith,

John says first a man’s success does
not depend upon his family. Dr, Ly-
man Abbott has developed this thovght
rationally: that no people are great or
good simply because of their ances-
try. “The greatness of America does
not depend primarily upon its pilgrim
history.” No one would for a moment
dispute this with him. But I desire to
einiphasize this from the domestic view- I
point. A man’s spiritual success, says!
John, does not depend upon his family.
"Then it makes no difference what the
family, the Bible lays no stress upon
heredity. He who says this does not
know his Bible. The Bible lays great
Stress up(m heredity. When it writes
‘the life of a great man it begins with
his parents. There is no child ex-
bplicable apart from his parents. The
foundations of one generation are in
all respects laid in the antecedent gen-
eration. In an important sense the
boy begins to live when his father be-
gins to live. The child is the parent
continued down into a new generation.
This is science, and it is good science.
But this is Scripture, and it is good
Bcripture. Scripture emphasized hered-
ity long before science was born. Han-
nah, the mother of Moses; Elizabeth,
Mary, Lois and Eunice are all magni-
ficent monuments. The Christian wo-
men who would duplicate these glori-
ous sons must first duplicate their
matchless mothers, As believers in the
Bible we have an interest in heredity.
It is the Gospel expectation that as the
children grow up bearing the physical
features of their parents, so in time
they will come to embrace and exem-
plify the parents’ faith. That's what
Timothy did, in whom the great
Apostle rejoiced so much. Heredity is
mighty, but let us not think it is al-
mighty., Heredity gives us tendency,
but it gives us nothing else. The
children of good parents take in good-
ness more easily than the children of
pad parents. The children of educated
parents acquire ideas more easily than
those of ignorant parents. The father,
who for five and twenty years has been
saying: “two times two are four, I
guess I'll make it five,” gives to his
baby child the tendency to make the
sdme multiplication, but the child
must make the choice before it be-
comes to him a sin. How I wish that
great sermon of Henry Ward Beecher
on “Heredity Influence’ ’could be print-
ed as a suplement to our courses in
ethics. That sermon makes men
tremble at what they may bequeath to
the'r children. But after all the grace

¢ God is stronger than the sin of man.
\.'.4* a man is he chooses to be.
.. eakness, tendency are handed down,
but the choice is made by the indlvid-
ual himself. Your spiritual success,
Young man, does not depend upon your
ancestry, your heredity, your father's
habits, or your family. John says no
man is safe simply because of his
family.

But it does not depend upom your
Personal force, which is a free trans-
lation for the New Testament word
“flesh.” It stands for the amimal man.
It means a strong, vigorous force in
the man himseélf. Now, John says
this strong, vigorous foree will never
Rive a Mman his spiritual supremacy.

lut me f{llustrate, rather than debate,
the preposition. Noah must have had

a strong and vigorous will, but it did
not insure him against drunkenness.
Samson had a mighty will, but it was
ne match for the dark eyes of Deli-
lah. ‘David, what a glorlous career in
overcoming obstacles! What vigor!
What power: But in the presence of
his guilty love he was weak and wret-
ched. The Rev. Alfred Dimmerdale, in
that greatest American novel, “The
Scarlet Letter,” had a mighty will, but
it was lost in the presence of Hester
Prynne. That great Irishman, great-
er than any other, who ruled with a
rod of iron; who took the riserably
n.isunderstood problem of home rule
and lifted it into a central place in
the world’s thought; who thrashed
the London Times; who wrought mi-
racles in the house of commons, and
who lifted Willlam E. Gladstone into
the office of prime minister for the
fourth time; that man. at the zenith
of his power, was discovered to have
invaded another man’s home and was
living in a hidden and illicit way. The
people of Great I'ritain tore him from
his throne, trampied his name in the
dust, and within three months he was
laid away in his grave, with a broken
heart. As the traveller today walks
by an unmarked grave in the Mt. Joy
Cemetery of Dublin he says: ‘““No, Mr.
Parnell, a mighty will does not make
every great man safe.”” What shall
fathers tell their boys? That a weak
will is the better for them? Nay, veri-
ly. Great force is to the boy what
momentum is to the rifie ball. A bey
without will cannot live. He needs
every ounce he cafi acquire, but this
alene will not make him morally safe
or spirftually strong. The hope of a
man is not in his family, not in his
force, nor yet is it in his furnishings,
which I use as the equivalent for the
will of man. John says neither the
indfvidual nor the world will be saved
by its furnishings. When Jonah went
to Nineveh). one of the resons of his
going was that 120,000 people needed
education—'‘they could not tell their
right hand from their left. That same
cry goes up today. Only educate and
train, that is sufficient. Your section
is not so whitewashed with this system
of .ethical culture as some others, I
know. But we never can emphasize
too eoften or too positively the axial
tenet of Christ’s creed that what a
man needs primarily is not accession
of brain, but a fresh heart; not illu-
mination but reconstruction, the estab-
lishment in him by grace of something
that is not in him by nature. Illumin-
ation of the brain is never clarifica-
tion of the heart. There was a man
in our American life who was born of
the best family, with a personal force
that commanded men and captivated
women, whose furnishings could
scarcely be surpassed, and yet there
has not walked across the pages of
American history a blacker hearted
villain than Aaron Burr. I am as
far as possible from saying that
knowledge makes a man worse;” my
enly contention is that it has not in
itself the power to make men better.
ldeas, education alone, can neither re-
construct the life nor re-create the
heart.

This is a thoughtful age; men are
brainy; all about us there is passion
for new ideas; but our most urgent
necessity is not of idea but of power.
What we need most of all is not school-
ing but baptism, and that is to come
through faith.

What is this faith that is to give us
the supreme victory and insure our
safety. It is at this distinct point that
we begin to learn the real meaning
and purpose of faith. Xvery little
while I am told by one and another
that he would like to have faith in
this particular matter in regard to
the Bible, or in regard to Christ in
the future life as though if his mind
could only be brought intellectually to
consent to it, the consummation would
be reached and & great result achiev-
ed. Being prepared to assent to this
or that particular statement in regard
to Christ, for example, is a very dis-
tinct thng from fath. Faith is per-
sonal attitude, personal relatipnship.
Faith {8 such a personal yielding of
ourselves to another as brings us into
living contact with that other and so
makes us recipients of what it lies in
that ether to confer. The child be-~
comes like- his father by faith in his
father, because his faith is that in-
ward surrender that makes him sus-
ceptible to every impression that goes
forth from his father. A child’s faith
toward his mother is not faith that
what his mother says is true.; it is
faith in his mother, the hiding of him-
self tn the one life that enwraps them
both, so that he lives in the sweep of
her inspiration and grcws up toward
manhood by the appropriation of per-
sonal vigor, wisdom and sweetness
hourly made over to him. And this is
cast in the same mould- as Gospel
faith whick is as a cord by which the
living Christ holds the believer to him-
self. Faith is not a condition where-
in we hold to something or somebody,
as that in which we are held by some-
thing or somebody. It is not holding
a doctrine, but being held by a person.
“I know whom I have believed.” The
iron filings stick to the magnet, not
because they try so hard to stick, but
because they are mastered by the mag-
net.

Faith, then, has for its very essence
a personal self-commitment, one
ounce of which is worth a whole ton
of intellectual affirmation. It is this
sense of being held by God that makes
a man safe and secure. I do not know
how the grace of God can take a
man like Paul of Tarsus and make him
Paul the Apostle; but no man will
question his knowledge when he says:
“I live, yet not I, but Christ, liveth in
me.” That is precisely what John B.
Gough cried as he went like a flaming
torch blazing the way for a multitude
of hopeless drunkards. This hope,
and the only hope for us all, is in the
grace of God. If I were to strike a
tuning fork on this desk and hold it
to my ear, not one in this room could
hear the sound thereof, but I could
hear it and tune my violin. Strike it
again, and instead of holding it to my
ear, set it upon the desk. Instantly
the seund would be heard everywhere.
But what do you hear? Not the tun-

individual life may be insignifi-’
cant alone by itself; it may come
from a good family or a bad; if may
have great force or little; it may have
choice furnishings or not; but the
safety and security of all will depend
upon the personal self surrender to
the Son of God, who alone has the pe-
wer to make them Sons of God, which
are born not of a family, or of force,
or of turnlshlngs, but of faith,

RBEV. DR. JOHN E. ADAMS,

'The Rev. Dr. John E. Adams, pastor
of Grace M. E. church, Seventh aven-
ue and St. John’s place, Brooklyn,
preached on-‘“An Advance Ordered.”
The text was from HExodus ' xiv:15:
“Speak unto the children of Israel, that
they go forward.” Dr, Adams said:
said:

When this advance was ordered, the
Israelites were encamped on the coast
of the Red Sea. Before them was the
Sea spread out for miles and leagues,
and they had neither bridge, nor boat,
not pontoon by which to cross it. Be-
hind them was the army of Pharaoh,
with horsés and chariots, with trained
warrjors and skilled commanders, in-
tent on their capture or destructlon.
On either side, it would seem, were
formidable obstructions—mountains, or
fortresses, or something that could not
be passed—for the Israelites saw no
way of escape and cried out for fear.
In this perilous and apparently hope-
less” situation the people reproached
Moses for the dreadful extremity to
which they had been reduced; where-
upon that holy man appealed to God
for help, and then came, probably in
tones of thunder that sounded in the
ears of al Ithe people full and clear.
ears of all the people full and clear
order: ‘‘Wherefore criest thou unto
me? Speak unto the children of Israei,
that they go forward.”

Leaving now the literal narrative,
except as we may have ocasion to re-
cur to it incidentally, let ys attend to
the moral meanings and uses of the
text. The case before us is excep-
tional in nothing but the physical facts;
the moral truths and underlying prin-
ciples of this case are always and
everywhere present among the people
of God. Indeed, the principles here in-
volved are so general and the analog-
fes of universal history are so wide
and complete that I think we are Justi-
fled in regarding this text as the law
of the universe applied to the church.
The physical occasion of this text, in
all of its essential features, finds its
duplicate in the moral occasion of this
service. We are the children of Israel
ourselves. I can prove it by St. Paul:
“If ye be Christ’s, then are ye Abra-
ham’s seed, and heirs according to the
promise.” The Red Sea is before us.
Not that Red Sea that washes the
sands of Arabia and floats the com-
merce of the East, but the Red Sea
of moral hmdrance—a sea that is deep-
er than the Atlantic Ocean and wider
than the Pacific. Pharaoh’s army is
pursuing us. Not the antiquated Egyp-
tian division, now extinct, but the in-
fernal brlgade itself, still in the field
®nd strictly ‘up to date in every par-
ticular—and these enemies from the
nethermost pit, inspired with incon-
ceivable hatred and, in the words of
Milton, “armed with hell-flames and
fury,” and following us in overwhelm-
ing numbers and with unappeasable
fierceness. Such is our situation this
very hour and as we stand today amid
these threatening environments, the
captain of our salvation calls to us from
heaven, “Go forward,” and in obedi-
ence to this order lies our duty, our
safety and our happiness.

Let us approacn our subject step by -
step. God is the author of the uni-
verse. The wuniverse existed in the
Divine Mind as an ideal before it ex-
isted in itself as a substance. The(
ideal was complete and perfect as well
as beautiful and good; but the first
states of the actual universe did not
realize that perfect ideal of the Divine
Mind. What then? Did God fail? Did
His active energy prove unequal to His
beneficent intentions? By no means.
God gave the universe this imperfect
form at first, not because e could
not do othervnse and had to abandon
His ideal, but because He saw it bet-
ter to realize His ideal gradually
through the law of progress, than to
realize it suddenly by an act of crea-
tive power. Deliberately and of His
own volition, God made the universe
a crude mass of unorganized matter
and force; and then, in trusting His
sublime work to the law of progress
operated by responsible intelligences,
He directed that in due time all should
be reduced to order, harmony and
beauty. Thig is the story of the uni-
verse in its entirety and in its parts.
This is the story of the worlds and of
their productions. This is the story
of minerals, vegetables and animals;
of genera, species and individuals; of
angels, women and men. This is the
story of matter in all its combinations,
of life in all its forms, and of mind
in all its phenomena. This, in brief, so
far as we have yet learned, is the story
of all creation, and of all propagation.

Let me illustrate what I mean by the
oak. God’s ideal for the oak is a ma-
jestic tree, 6 feet in diameter and 10
feet in height, with mighty roots tak-
ing deep hold of the rocks and mighty
branches sweeping the clouds—a very
gient that can wrestle with the storms
and play with the lightnings. But in
its' beginning, as it sprouts from the
acorn, the oak is a tiny shoot which
the foot of a little child could effectual-
ly crush. God makes it thus, and says
to it “Go forward;” and then the lit-
tle plant, obedient to the ‘Divine com-
mand, through cloud and sunshine and
changing season, goes on and out and
up, until at last, by means of the law
of progress in the form of growth, it
has fulfilled the word of God, and
stands before the eyes of men in all
the imposing grandeur of its towering
and solid maturity.

Take the eagle as another ({llustra-
tion. God’s ideal for the eagle is an
imperial bird of ‘great size and
strength, with amazing keenness of
vision and with pinions for majestic
flight, the mountain crag 1its castle, and
its pleasure-ground the sky.

Such is the Divine ideal for this no-
Jble bird. But the young eaglet emer-
ges from the shell a feeble little crea-
ture, and if you could see it during
the first. week or two of its existence,
and could stroke with your hand its
soft yellowdsh down and look into its
pale bluish eyes, its feebleness would
probably excite your pity. But as
the little thing feeds and exercises, it
grows and strengthens, until at last,
under the opera.tions ot its law of pro-

gress, it can soar from the nest,
ch into the air, gaze directly into
noonday ‘sun, beat down the storm
ds under its seven foot spread of
wings afid safl frow eontinent to cen-

tnent, through oceans of azure above,
over the oceans that roll below.

But In this discussion we must rise
out of life into mind, and then still
ascend from the intellectual to the
spirftual. We will therefore consider
man as an {llustration of the truth we
are pursuing. God's ideal for man
is & most exalted and sublime being,
with mental and moral endowments of
tremendous scope, so immeasurably
superior in parts and powers to all
else ‘we know, that it seems the whole
creation must culminate in him. God
designed man in his own image, in-
tended him for communion and com-
panfonship with Hiself, determined
to make him his vice regent here on
the earth, and proposed at last to share
the government of the universe for-
ever. The thought of such dignity is
an astonishing and overwhelming con-
ception, but nothing less than this is
God's ideal for man, if I read the
Scriptures aright.

But the distance between inception
and completion is greater here than
elsewhere, not only because man is
destined to rise higher than other crea-
tures, but also because he beging low-
er. It is a well known fact that the
young of the human species is inferior
in strength and activity to the young
of many of the lower animals. True,
we walk around the cradle of the
sleeping infant with soft and rever-
ent sfep, and this is fitting. Heaven
itself looks down on human infancy
with reverence. I doubt if it is too
Netrong to say that God stations a qua-
ternion of guardian angels at the four
corners of every little crib in the land.
But the reverence with which we re-
gard the child arises from a prophetic
instinct of what the child will be,. ra-
ther than from any perception of what
it 1s now.

The human baby is the abgolute ex-
treme of feebleness, helplessness and
ignorance. It cannot stand nor walk
nor even creep. It cannot think. It
does not know. It has no true per-
ception, nor any mental action what-
ever, apart from what we call instinet.
It is utterly without the moral experi-
ences —. without love, without hate,
without hope, without faith. Though
belonging to the kingdom of God, it
knows as little of God as Herbert
Spencer used to insist that he and
the rest of mankind knew. It is no-
thing but a bundle of unconscious or-
‘ganized life, with inherent capabili-
‘tles not yet manifest. It hasn’t abi-
lity enough to recognize itself, nor will
it ever have memory enough to re-
member {tself at this stage of its be-
ing. Were it not for that first mira-
cle of Providence in human life—the
mother’s love—it would perish from
the earth on the day of its birth.

But wait a litle and see. Wait until
the mother’s fostering care and the
father’s disciplinary training, and the
instruction of the schools and .the
churches, and all the various appli-
ances of Christian civilization, have
wrought their vast part in connection
with the universal law of development
‘and progress—and then observe the
child, now become the man. How won-
derful and indescribable the result!
That little child now stands erect and
surveys the high places of the earth.
He climbs the heights, and walking
with God on the horns of the moun-
tains, he surveys the heavens. He
counts the stars and calls them by
their names. He knows he is super-
ior to suns and systems. His heart
thrills with pulsations' that are migh-
tier than ocean currents or solar influ-
ences. He sees, He knows. He un-
derstands. He reasons. He feels
withing himself the mighty mastery.
He calls out to God, and God answers
him. The scepter is already in his
hand, and the crown is in sight that
the Son of Man Himself will soon place
on his brow.

Traffic Manager Tiffin Says a Much
Better Service Will be Put on.

Trafic Manager Tiffin of the I. C. R.
and Mrs. Tiffin passed through the city
last evening in a private car on their
way to Boston on a pleasure trip.

Speaking to the Sun with regard to
the Canada Eastern, Mr. Tifin said
that while he had gone over the road
his inspection was not of such a close
character as would determine just
what improvements may be necessary.
He thinks the roadbed is in fairly good
shape, but of course general section
work will be required.

The rolling stock, too, is very good
80 far as it goes, but there is not
nearly enough of it for the work the
I. C. R. hopes to do. This stock will
have to be added to until the road is
fully equipped.

Asked about the shops at Gibson,
Mr. Tiffin said he did not think any
work would be lost to them on account
of the transfer of the I. C. R.,, but
rather that more would be done. Hav-
ing a greater rolling stock would cer-
tainly mean that more repair work
would be necessary, and the I. C. R.
would be very foolish to haul cars to
Moncton when shops at Gibson are so
convenient,

Mr. Tiffin added that althcugh noth-
ing definite had. as yet been discussed
the service on the Canada Eastern will
be greatly improved. “It is true,” said
he, ‘““that there have been a number of
trains running daily on the road, but
the present service is nothing to what
we will put on. I see that the senate
has passed the bill, and I do neot think
the transfer will take very long to
accomplish.”
