If a fire starts in a room the air in the
hollow tube expands under the influence
ot the heat and operates a sensitive dia-
in the detector,

phrapm causing it to

close an electrical circuit which sets in
ope.ation all the marvellous fire alarm
machinery.

All the older svstems are largely de-

fective, due to the use of what is known

as a "‘thermostat’’ placed at intervals on
the ceiling. These are coustantly ex-
posed to the effects of the air and the
electrical contacts become oxidiized, or
clogged with dust, and when needed fail
to operate at all, or onlv atter a raging
fire is in full blast.

Biiefly, the new system scores its main
success in the principle that the best way
to solve the great fire hazard problem of
the day is to deal with incipient fires in-
stead of conflagrations.

The new svstem gives an almost in-
stantaneous alarm. It a pair of curtains
catch fire, or even a newspaper, an ef-
fective alarm is given within ten to forty
seconds. Moreover, another alarm is
rung on a box outside of the building,
which also indicates the exact location of
the fire.

Thence, the alarm goes on,
