and October 2, the one hundredth anni-
versary of the founding of the mission-
ary society is to be observed by all Bap-
tist churches in the British essions
by special meetings and offerings. It
is proposed to raise $500,000 sis a cen-
tenary fund, and to increase the current
income of the Baptist Missionary Society
to $500,000 and to send out 100 mission-
aries. In America, the centennial year
is to be signalized by an effurt to raise a
memorial fund of $1,000,000 and to send
out 100 missionaries. In the Upper
Canadian provinces they propose to
raise £10,000. And what are we in these
provinoes by the ses planning to do to
mark this centennial year? Our Con-
vention adopted the report of & com-
mittee recommending that we raise
$6,000 as a memorial fund, and by
special services at the associations and
in the churches. What share of this
are the churches forming this Western
N. B. Association willing to undertake ?
What share of this are we, the women of
these churches, willing to undertake ?
Do we not want to have a special offer-
ing to iay at the feet of the Lord this
year? Great Loaor has ke n conferr
upon the Baptist women of these
provinces.

It has been said, “Variety is the spice
of life"; and no doubt the saying has
often been abundantly illustrated at the
various annual gatherings of our Baptist
Isrsel in these Maritime Provinoes of
Canada. Perhaps e'er the writer of this
circular letter shall have finished, the
members of this Western is
Association will conclude that variety of
an unexpected nature has been intro-
duced in the form of an annual letter.
Some are ready to affirm that the fields
of theology and literature have been so
thoroughly scanned that nothing new,
nothing ori%ind, nothing crisp can
taken therefrom ; but let it be remem-
bered that in order to obtain valusble
returns old fields must be re-ploughed.

Yet there is an
unwritten law which, even as & moni-
tor, says: Pastor! remember that you
have & sphere in which to labor, and

ber also your neighboring pastor
has the same. Now, the {.ﬁomglx
scripturalness of our polity ss Bﬁuﬂ
will certainly permit us to exclaim,
“The field is the world.” “Go ye there-
ore.”

But we pause to raise the query, Is
it possible for man, with all the limi-
tations to his abilities and energies, is
it possible for him even to entertain
the ides of preaching the Gospel to all
the world ?

Common sense, then, demands that a
limit shall be drawn, and where shall
we locate the line? Perhaps we shall
be best assisted in arriving at a con-
clusion by considering for a moment
the church as an organization.

The author of & work called “Baptist
Church Directory,” says: “The pastor's
speécial and particular field of labor is
in his own church and congregation, for
the spiritual good of the people. He
sh indeed do all he can to counte-
nance and aid every good cause and

dertaking by all i means,
but in no way that shall prevent or
hinder & full and faithful discharge of
his duties to his own flock, where his
first and principal duties call him.”

The pastor 1s ex) to preach the
gospel to his own and congrega-
tion ; he is expected to have an over-
sight of all the social and covenant
meetings of the cburch ; he is also sup-
posed to preside at the business meet-
m%of his church.

e have not said that the pastor has
no right to preach outside of the sphere
of his own church. There are man
cases where it would be most commend-
able for him to do so; and turther, it
would be more than a proper thing for
our churches to say frequently : Puator,
take a Babbath and go and preach to
that pastorless church over there in the
valley. We do say, however, that a
guwr can overstep the line that marks

is sphere of labor by going among the
people of a neighboring pastor and an-
nouncing services to be held by him
without the resident pastor's knowledge
or concurrence. This is all wrong. The
writer has in thind & case where a des-
con of & certain church died ; arrange-
ments for the funeral were made, and
» minister who lived near by officiated,
The pastor had not been informed as to
the arrangements made, attended the
service, and just before the preacher
commenced he stepped down and grace-
fully invited the pastor to come to the
platform and take a seat in his own pul-
pit. We have in mind also instances
where ministers have entirely ignored
the resident pastor, by coming within
his sphere of labor and solemnising
matrimony.

This is wpong and cannot be other
than harmdul to the faithful pastor.
Indeed, in some pections of our province
a pastor’s rights and privileges are en-
tirely forgotten, and & neighboring min-

ment or perhaps friendliness, is called
upon to orm certain duties which
belong to the pastor’s rights—and not
in the mo:le‘fmenl sénse the minister.

Then, fi , if there are cases where
& minister would be justified in officiat-
ing at funerals or weddings within the
lpgere of a brother’s pastorate, let bim
by all means consult the pastor, explain
the circumstanees, and get his consent
to proceed and also have him aesist.
In this way a stronger feeling of love
among the brotherhood will be engen-

ing death, by suleide (for instance) or
sccident, or of mother and babe on the
same day, the home of sorrow has to be
protected from impudent and brutal in-
vasion, by & body of police. People are
80 determined to know everything about
their neighbors—especially everything
bad or suspicions —that if there is noth-
ing of the kind to know they will invent
it; and their inventions will deter-
mined by their own notions of what is
socially ‘or psychologically possible or
probable. Persons of celebrity can
never get a hcliday ; they will be inter-
viewed in London, or in the middle of &

rairie, or in the éepuu of a forest. It
1s almost necessary to make a rule al
ways to burn letters, except mere letters
of business. All this is, intolerable; it
is also dréadfully demoralizing. It
nearly always involyes a breach of the
nioth commandment; and more fre-
quently still deliberate lying. It en-
courages a frivolous and censorious dis-
position. It totally destroys that sweet
confidence which is always delightful,
and very often almost necessary. Th
“unh young man ken by a
fault” might. easily be restored by one
who could be ectly trusted ; but the
goor sinner reflects that anybody whom
e miﬁht consult would be sure to blab ;
80 he keeps his sin or folly as a burden
on his own soul. There is, of course,
s friendly interest which we should
both feel and manifest in what concerns
our neighbors; and there is a kind of
gossip which is like small change, with-
out which the lighter business of life
could not be carried on. But at the
present ;day {one of the meanest and
most cruel vices is impudent curiosity
and idle tattling.—The Churchman.

“Why do our young men not return
I'his means, I suppose, why do some of |
onr young men settle in the United
States and Upper Provinces, for itis well |
known that many do return and some
go to the foreign fleld. “A. B. (. gives
two definite reasons: 1. The policy of
our H. M. Board is hostile to their re
turn. 2. The attitude of the pastorléss
churches is hostile to the return of the
young men.”

By the policy of the H. M. Board I
presume he means the policy adopted a
lithe more than & year ago. Briefly
stated this policy is, to appoint only a
limited number to missions during the
summer vacations and to promise to
employ only such as place themselves
at the disposal of the Board, either for
employment during the vacation or for
the year, as may seem best. Now it
must be apparent to all that a policy
that has been in operation little more
than & year cannot be the reason for a
thing that has been going on for many
years. It five or ten years hence it can
be shown that a smaller proportion of
our young men return to settle in the
provinces, there may be some foree in
laying the blame to this policy. .I may
add that the first year’s experienco
under the new policy is encouraging,
Of the five men from the provinces who
completed their studies abroad last year,
two go to the foreign field, one is already
settled in the provinces, another is on
the ground looking_for a church to his
taste, and a third &ill be with usina
few weeks to take the field that will be
open to him.

I ngight, I am sure, let the case of the
Board rest here. But suffer me a little,
for I have yet somewhat to say on the
Board’s behalf,

Previous to last year the -Board ex-
erted itsell to give employment to all
our ministerial students at home and
abroad. Upwards of thirty appoint-
ments were sometimes made and more
than $1,000 expended in the work. For
four months of the year we were over-
stocked with workers, and for the re-
mainder of the year our ficlds were left |
destitute. The churches wete tired of
this way of working, the student-mis-
sionaries themselves sent earnest ap-
peals to have the churches supplied
when they were gone, and the Board
saw, after a trial of that policy for more
than a decade, that they had less men
on the fields for all the year than when
they began. "Hence the change. Now,
after a trial of one year, we have had
more continuous labor than ever before,
and the prospect for the incoming year
is atill brighter. A few short missions
filled our fields so that we have no place
for other uppointments, unless we
should double up; i. e, send to fields
already supplied with pastors or to in-
dependent fields, ’

Bat were not the young men that

were brought back year after year dur- |
ing their course abroad ready 1o return 1
and settle at the completion of their |
course? Not always. To our punmg“
appeals and offers of settlement we have |
received replies like these: “T want to
make something of myself. and a0 can-
not take any of the fields you name.”
If we are not mistaken in our man, the
one whom “A. B, 0. holds up as &
model of loyalty “to the home work,”

This informa-
tion has been given to pastoriess
churches. Someof them have been too
slow to act and have missed the oppor-
tunity of scouring pastors. But there is
improvement along this line, and there
will be more as the churches come to
realize that it is better to wait six
months for & pastor when they can be
sure of him at the end of that time,
than to go on from week to week hoping
for sowe one to turn up.

But what of the “additional light”
that “A. B. C.” nndertakes to shed on
this question.

The N. B, Annuity Association and the
Ministerial Relief and Aid Fund

At the meoting of the New Brunswick
Annuity  Association, lately held at
Frodericton, there was a long discussion
on the subject of uniting the funds, left
by Mr. Bradshaw, as it is stated on the
first page of the constitation under
which that fun! ix administered, “for
the relief of disabled Baptist ministers
of this provi (N. B.) and their widows
and orphans,” with the funds now con-

trolled by the Convention. After a full
discnssion of the subject the association
adjourned thc matter for a year, one of
the members giving notice that he

would move at the next annual meet-
ing for the uniting of the Bradshaw
fund, now having a capital of ten thous-
and dollars and yielding $540 & year for
annuitants, with the Convention Minis-
terial Reliefand Aid Fund, now having
a capital of $5,000 with a prospect of
getting $2,000 more from a legacy, now
in the bande of an exccutor, and yield-
ing now, from interest on capital, and
from percentage of Convention plan
fund, about, $300 for annual appropria-
tion. Thisnotice was given in due form.

This has led me to look at this fund
in its relation to the three provinces,
and to see what interest .they respect-
ively have in it. All the-capital of this
fund, except $54, belongs to Nova Scotis ;
that is, it was raised in Nova Scotia.
The union was made in 1883. Since
that time $0 653 have been appropriated
to ministers, their widows and children
in the three provinces. Those in Nova
Beotin have received $1,008; those in
New Brunswick $2,225; those in P, E,
Island $330. Of this amount Nova
Scotis baa raised $5,811—81,820 through
Convention plan, and $3 088 interest on
the capital put into the fund at the
union and since. The amount raised by
is $696—her percent-
age of the Convention plan. The
amount by P. E. Island is $147—her
part of Convention plan fund. Nova
Scotia, therefore, has raised $1,718 more
than she has received ; New Brungwick
has received £1580 more than she has
mised ; P. E. laland has received $188
more than she has raised.

The only reason why I have made
these calculations is that the New
Brunswick Annuity Association, as
stated above, has now before it a notice
that at its next annual meeting & propo-
sition will be made by one of the mem-
bers to unite the Bradshaw Annuity
Fund with the Convention Ministerial
Relief and Aid Fund. The above figures
will enable the members of that body to
arrive at a sound conclusion on the mat-
ter; and it is necessary todo so, for the
provision of Mr. Bradshaw, as found in
the constitution of the fund bearing his
name is, that “the benefits of the associa-
tion may be herealter extended to the
Baptist ministers of other provinces,
should equitable arrangements be made
to that end.”

Toe members of the N. B. Annuity
Association would do well to elip the
above statements from the MEssExGER
AND VisiTor, and keep them for future
reference. I eHall be glad if they should
help solve a matter that ought to have
been put at rest years ago. Itis folly in
the extremd to attempt to administer
three funds for ministers in4he same
constituency.

The Bradshaw Fund can be held and
protected by the trustees and society
now holding it, and, by an arrangement
which - it ought to be easy to make;
there could be co-operation with the
Convention Funds in administration.
The trouble comes from the unfairncss
of providing annuities of different values
for ministers on the same field; and,
moreover, the different ds will play
the dog-in-the-manger policy with cach
other. Each will neither build itself up
nor allow its neighbor to build up. This
policy tends to poverty. Let the field
be clear for one fand to increase with
the approval and help of the others ; and
an areangement made by which all the
ministers, their widows and children,
whether they are in Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick or I Island, shall fare
alike. Buch an arrange as this
ought to commend itsell to every Bap-
tist and every Baptist minister in the
Maritime Provinces. Judging from the
calm discussion at Fredericton at the
last meeting of the Annuity Association
of New Brunswick, and the general wish
for union and helpful co-operation, I
think an arrangement of some kind will
be perfected at the yext annual meelr
ing of that body. In the

Quebec Letter.

Quaint and beautifal! This is the
verdiet of most persons whose privilege
it has been to see this fortress city.
Quaint, because of the rugged walls, the
massive gates, the road tolls, the cal-
ashes and a general flavor of Europe,
especially of the France of 200 years
ago. Beawtiful, because of what nature
has done for it. Prominently situated
at the confluence of the 8t. Lawrence
and St. Charles rivers, the city com-
mands a view for miles of the noblest
watercourse of Canada.

Standing on the Terrace, an elevated
promenade about 200 feet above the foot
of the cliff, one can see in front the 8t.
Lawrence, here a mile wide, with its
craft of all sizes, from the row-boat to
the ocean greyhound. Further to the
left rises out of the bosom of the river
the green Isle of Orleans. Anold gentle-
man, & native of Quebec, and a- great
traveller, in descanting on the lieauties
of this scene, maintained that even
Naples could not surpass it. On the
opposite side of the river tower :the
wooded heights of Levis, crowned by a
massive convent.,

The talipot, or great fan-palm, grows
for about thirty yesrs, and reaches a
height of more than one hundred feet.
Then, for the first and only time it
bloesoms. What looks like a single
huge bud four feet in heightis developed,
and finslly bursts into a pyramid of

owy plumes compsed of numberless
sthall cream-colored flowers.

The cluster is sometimes twenty feet
high, and at its base bas a dism«ter of
forty feet. As Miss Cumming says in
her “Two Happy Years in Ceylon : “It
is a glerious object, and is visible from
an immense distance, as it often grows
among flat surrcundings, such as rice-
fields.”

The natives turn the leaves to a thou-
sand uses, domestic and literary. When
on a journey, and especially if they aré
on & pilgrimage to some sacred shrine,
each of them carries a portion of one of
these great leaves tightly folded into a
long, narrow form, like & gigantic closed
fan

This serves as a sunshade or rain-
cloak by day, and st night several
friends contribute every man his palm
leaf, three or four of them, with the
Lunmul end upward, formjing & very fair

ell-shaped tent. And¥ery picturesque

lng‘rnm;l fires
ormerly the exact grade of every
great noble was shown by the number
of such sunshades which he was entitled
to have carried before bim, and on state
occasions a leaf, inlaid with pieces of
littering tale, and folded like a huge
an, formed the ceremonial canopy
which was held above his head by one
or more attendants

The leaves attain their largest size
when the tree is twenty years of age, at
which time they sometimes measure
twenty-five feet from the base of the
leaf-stalk to the outer edge of the fan.—

The first potatoes of . the season are
more or less a luxury.
