CIRCULAR  LETIER.
To the Churches composing jﬂg,.{ugtm New Br ick Baptist Associali

Dear BrerareN,—We @pose to lay before you a few thoughts that have
ocourred to us, while refl on the independ of our Church ¥
We claim that each Ghurchcimh power to choose those officers that Christ
hath appointed in his Church ; also, to0 depose such officers who walk coni
to the rules of the Gospel, and 8o diseipline its members * (We further ho '
that & pastor hath no more power o decidé any case or controversy in the
Charch than any private brother.) ;
These are our views, as expressed in our Declaration concerning a visible
Ohureb of Christ and its discipline;” wherein we refer to those Scriptures in
which they are plainly taught, as our authority for holding them. g
The carrying out these principles of Church government has been attended
in some Churoiau by a great deal of disorder. In choosing officers, disc!
bers, &., just complaint is often made concerning the action of ty
iorities in some cases, or of turbulent minorities in others,
ow shall these disorders be remedied ? is & question often asked, Wo

have heard it proposed as a remedy to revolutionize our system ; o mﬁ

Can we accept this proposal? Have we liberty to change the lawsand
ordinances of Christ’s Church?

A Church cannot surrender its right, power and privilege to choose its om
officers, and manage all its concerns, without disloyalty to Christ, its Law-
giver and King. The abuses of the independent system form no ‘g:& of the

 Auidst the oxciting scenes by which we have been surronnied during the
Jan your Board been moving on in the._ even tenor of ita way, en-,
g t0 do what we could to carry out those_benevolent designs of i
Youare doubtlegs aware that at the last meeting of the Western
¢ Board of the Home Misslonary Socloty was made
vittually combining two in 0;6 Hen
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with others whose teem had expired, we wera Iargely in debt:  This: staie.of
things opened our minds to the fact that we had employed more men, and
promised them more assistance than our funds would warrant; even if our
agent had continued his labors with his former success. What were we
to do? To employ another agent would be: useless, for he would be obliged
to visit a field already gleaned. To dismiss our Missionaries at once would be
wrong, for we were engaged to assist. them. This we resolved to do: Not to
reappoint those whose term of engagement was about to expire, and to inform
all others that we could not assist them after the 1st of February, 1862, with
the exception of Bro, Hickson, Newcastle, Miramichi, whose term was to expire
the 1st of May.

This being done we then addressed ourselves to the work of proouring funds
to pay the small amount go justly due our missionaries. A circular wag then
prepared and sent to the Union Societies. This brought in bu little. Then
the Churches were requested to take up special collections for Home Missions,
on the third' Sabbath in December. To this call oaly five or six responded.
Your Board feeling’ that something more must be done, raised funds.among
themselves, and resolved to rdquest our City Churches to hold Missionary
meetings. This was more successful, and over $100 were obtained; since
then the Church in Fredericton held & miesionary meeting with good success,
The result of all this is, we now have in our employ no missionaries, but are
in debt.to those who have been, nearly $200. Our determination isto pay
this debt before we send into the field new laborers.

‘Our report of what has been done in this department, we hope will not,
however, be altogether barren of interest.
