Petrofrad, Aug. 10, via London—The

Since the capture of Warsaw the
/German operations in that-district have
been of chief interest here. Apparent-
|1y the invaders are not anxious to
jcrowd the Russians out of Poland, but
irather arg expending their efforts in
istrengthening their extending wings.

The naval attempt to gain control of
the GuM of Riga, simultaneous with
the pressing eastword of the land
forces toward Friedrichstadt, forty-six
miles southeast of Riga, and the only
railroad outiet from that port, has con-
vinced Russian military authorities
that the Germans contemplate early re-
sumption of the campaign in this re-
gion. The swampy nature of the
country immediately to the south of
Riga renders control of the approaches
from the east essemtial for success.
The Russians, in force, are opposing
stubbornly the advance of the Ger-
mgns in this direction. On the other

hnd, the advancs of the Germans to-

ard Vilkomir, on the roads leading in
the direction of Vilna, in the govern-
ment of Kovno, has given rise to the
bellef in some quarters that the invad.
ers may attempt to press on to Vilna.

Russian Ofﬁci.;l Report.

Petrograd, Aug 10, via London, Aug.
11.—The following official statement
was issued tonight:

“On the roads to Riga Monday nigh*
after hand-to-hand fighting, we suc-
cessfully repulsed several German at-
tacks, although they were supported
by powerful heavy artillery. After
combats the same night and the fol-
lowing day in the direction of Dvinsk,
in the region of Schoenberg, Pone-
munok and Vilkomir (northeast of
Kovno), the enemy, yielding to our
pressure, began to fall back, leaving in
our hands about 100 prisoners, several
machine guns and ammunition chests.

“On the Narew front on the road
to Lomza and Ostrow, desperate ac-
tions continue. Our artillery repulsed
the German offensive against Novo
Georgiesk along the left bank of the
Vistula.

“In the direction of Lublin and Lu-

The forcing of the Dardanelles

London, Aug. 10.—Troops of the En-
tente Allies in the Dardanelles made
a gain of 200 yards on a front of 300
yards east of the Krithia road on the
Gallipoll peninsula, it was officially an-
nounced today. A footing also has
been gained on Chutck Bahr and an-
other landing effected elsewhere, the
etatement adds.

The text of the anmouncement fol-
lows:

“Sir lan Hamilton reports that fight-
ing at several points on Gallipoli pen-
Insula has taken place during the last
few days. Substantial progress has
been made.

“In the southern zone 200 yards on a
front of 300 yards has been gained
east of the Krithia road, and has been
held in spite of determined ocounter-
attacks, which have been replaced
with heavy loss to the enemy. Rep‘ea.t,
ed attacks by the Turks elsewhere in
this zone were beaten off.

“Several attacks by Fremch corps
have been made and their whale heart-
ed co-operation has proved of the
greatest assistance.

“In the Ansac zone a footing in the
‘Chutck Bahr portion of Sari Bahr also
has been gained and the crest occupied
after flerce fighting and unsuccessful
storming of strongly held positions.
Here, too, thé enemy’s losses have
been considerable. The advance was
commenced at night under cover of &
searchlight from a destroyer.

“Blsewhere a fresh landing has been

fully effected and tderabl
progress made.

“Six hundred and thirty prisoners
have been taken, together with one
Nondenfeldt, two bomb mortars, hine
machine guns and a large number of
bombs.

In their latest aerial raid over the
English coast, which occurred Mon-
day night and this moruing, the Ger-
mans lost one of the Zeppelin airships
which took part in it. It was attack-
ed by gun fire while on "its return
home, after having dropped bombs,
and was so seriously damaged that it
fell into the sea and was towed !nto
Ostend, Belgium, where Allied airmen
attacked and destroyed it. It is be-
lieved that four or five airships took
part in the air raid. A despatch from
Holland says that five more airships
passed over that country, going in a
northwesterly direction this morning,
80 that another air raid on England
is expected tonight.

The. gontinued bad weather which
bas been prevailing in Epgland would,
it was believed, prevent the Zeppelins
from coming last night and ¢his morn-
ing, but their appearance {indicated
that weather is not a deterrent to
them. There was a big storm on the
east coast today, however, and this
might make it dangerous for airships
to visit that locality tonight.

Constantinople, Aug. 10, via London
—Turkish troops dispersed forces
which the Entente Allies landed mear
Mara Chali, on the north of the Guif
of Saros in Dardanelles operations on
Saturday night, according to an offic-
ial statement issued by the Turkish
War Department.

French Report.

Paris, Aug. 10,—The following offi-
cial communication was {ssued to-
night,:

“The day has passed quietly. There
have been only artillery engagements
in Artois, in the valley of the Aisne
(region of Troyon), on the border of
the Argonne Forest and In the For-
est of Apremont.

“Four of the aeroplanes which topk
part in the bombardment of Sarbrueck-
en failed to come back to our lines.
One of them is said to have landed in
Switzerland, near Payerne, in the dis-
trict of Vaud.”

Artillery Makes Trenches on Both
Sides Untenable.

London, Aug. 10.—~8ir John French,
commander-inchief of the British fu
France and Belgium, in a report given
out today by the official press bureau,
says the British troops have with-
drawn fro mtheir line south of Hooge,
near Ypres, but have consolidated the
village of Hooge.

The report of Field Marshal French
follows:

Northwest of Hooge, and in the
ruins of the village itself, we have con-
golidated the ground gained yesterday
repulsing one weak infantry attack
during the night. Yesterday afternoon
there was no infantry fighting, but
there was a violent artillery engage-
ment, as a result of which all the
trenches in the open ground south of
there became unienable by either§
side. and ws have now slightly with.

“This makes no material difference

“The total! pumber of prisoners cap-
tured by us yesterday was 150.”

In a statement issued yesterday
Field Marshal Sir John French repott-
ed that the trenches at Hooge which
had been captured by the Germsns on
July 30 were attacked by the British
the morning of August 9, and all re-
taken. Following up this success, the
British commander said, further pro-
gress was made north and west of
Hooge, and the front of the trenches
captured was extended for a distance
of 1,200 yards.

In Answer to Bulgaria's Re-
quest for Information as to
Advantages if She Joins
Quadruple Entente,

Paris, Aug. 10, 6.25 p. m.—The cor-
respondent at Saloniki of the Havas
Agency telegraphs that diplomatic re-
presentatives of France, Russia, Great
Britain and Italy have delivered a
joint communication to the Bulgarian
government, with a view to procuring
the collaboration of that nation with
the Allies, as part of a common un-
derstanding with the Balkan States.

This action was taken in conjunc-
tion with the presentation of similar
communications to Greece and Serbia,
as recently made known. It is in re-.
sponse to Bulgaria’'s request on June
14th for information from the quad-
ruple Entente Powers concerning the
advantages she might expect in ex-
change for her active co-operation with

them.

London, Aug. 10.—An attack by Gere
man airships over the English coast
last night was announced today bw
the official press bureau. The state-
ment says one of the airships was
damaged by British aeroplanes and
was towed into Ostend.

According to the official announce-
ment eight women, four children and
one man were killed, and six women,
four men and two children were
wounded as the result of the explosion
of missils dropped by the Zeppelins.

The text of the statement follows:

“A squadron of hostile airships visita
ed the east coast last night and this
morning between the hours of 8.30 p.
m. and 12.30 a. m.

“Some fires were caused by the drop-
ping of incendiary bombs, but these
were quickly extinguished and only
immaterial: damage was dome.

“The following casualties have been
reported:

“Killed—One man, eight women andy
four children.

“Wounded—Four
and two children.

“One Zeppelin was seriously damags
ed by the gun fire of the land defenses
and was reported this morning being
towed into Ostend. She has since
been subjected to continual attacks
by aircraft from Dunkirk, and has
been under heavy fire, and it is now
reported that after having her back
broken and her rear compartments
damaged she was completely destroy-
ed by an explosion.

“The night was extremely dark and
was accompanied by thick fog in
places which rendered night fiying by
aeroplanes very difficult. It is regret-
ted that flight Sub-Lieut. R. Lord, who
was one of the pilots gent up to engage
the enemy, was killed on landing in
the dark.”

“What are the principal features of
fthe work of the New Brunswick office
@n London?”

“Well, the work of this office may
be considered under three heads,” said
Mr. Turnbull, acting agent-general for
the province. “There is the immigra-
tion work; rather at a standstill at
present, but likely to become of in-
creasing importance after the war.

("r'hen there {s the financial or busi-
\pess aspect; trying to interst capital-
¥sts in the industrial opportunities of
#he province, supplying possible in-
:vestors with information about busi-
mess conditions, assiting the province
or municipalities 1in placing their
bonds to the best advantage. Then
there is the spcial side. The agent-
genral should be able to put up visi-
tors from the province at one or more
clubs and extend other courtesies. He
should know how to arrange for a pre-
sentation at court if the visitor and
his wife and daughters are of suffi-
cient prominence, And the agent-gen-
eral's wife should be able to give lady
visitors all kinds of pointers about
shopping in London, if they want
such information.”

The present New Brunswick office
in London, located at 37 Southamp-
ton street, Strand, was opened while
\Hon. J. D. Hazen was premier of the
province Prior to that time New
Brunswick had agent-generals at Lon-
don, but their position was more or

./lesz of an honorary ckaracter without
any specific duties. The first ageni-
general was James I. Fellows. He at-
tended various political functions at
which it was desirable to have the pro-
vince represented, and received visi-

As regards the outstanding features
of the work of the New Brunswick of-
fice in London 1 think, as Mr. Turn-
bull admitted or stated, they stand in
order of importance as follows: Immi-
gration, financial or business, and so-
cial, And by the way that was quite
an admission or statement for Mr.
Turnbull to make, for since the war
broke out he has not been encourag-
ing anybody but domestic servants and
old people to emigrate to New Bruns-
wick. He admitted that, or rather vol-
unteered it. I know he told one young
Englishman, a strapping six-footer,
that he might not receive a cordial
welcome in Canada at the present time
because the people there might say
why. should they send their sons to
fight when England could send splen-
did physical specimens of young man-
hood to the overseas dominions. That
young man never came back. But to
resume, the immigration work of the
New Brunswick office is of first im-
portance, and in that work Mr. Bow-
der in the face of difficulties establish-
ed” a record which it will be hard to
beat.

Berlin, Aug. 10, (By wireless to
Tuckerton)—Among the news items
given out today by the Overseas
News Agency was the following:

“The German newspapers unani-
mously voice the general feeling in
pointing out the great military and
political importance attached to the
conquest of Warsaw and Ivangorod,
in Russian Poland.

“German military experts lay great
stress on the fact that the Teutonic
forces have gained a full opportunity
to operate within the large space be-
tween Warsaw, Cholm and Brest
Litovsk.

“Austro-Hungarian troops already
are pressing northward along the right
bank of the Bug river, in the direction
of Kovel. The Germans are pushing
forward in the direction of Brest
Litovsk, and the possibility of- the
Rugsians holding the Bug line is
slowly diminishing; while at the porth
end of the battlefront the Germans
threaten Vilna and Dunaberg, and
after crossing the Narew river are
menacing the Warsaw-Petrograd rail-
way."” -

Grand Duke’s Forces Pre-
paring to Give Up Im-
portant Railway June-
tion, Berlin Reports.

London, Aug. 10—Lomza, the strong
fortress holding the same relative po-
sition on the northeastern flank of
Warsaw as Ivangorod oms the south-
east, fell {nto German hands today,
the outlying defenses having been
taken by assault yesterday. The Rus-
slans still hold Ostrow, some twenty-
five miles to the southward of Lomza,
but their only purpose in holding it
is to delay, as long as possible, the ad-
vance of the victorious Germans and
eceble the Russian armies to get
clear of the widespread net in which
the Germans are trying to envelop
the forces of the Grand Duke Nicho-
las.

That the Russians are getting ready
for a further retreat seems clear from
the news that preparations are mak-
ing for the evacuation of the impor
tant city of Vilna.

I secured a
state-room and opened it as a Y. M. C.
A. headquarters and I assure you it
was a busy place. I gave out the maga-
zines and books and told the boys to
return them at night so we could have
them for the next day and so they
would not get washed overbaord, but
that was the last we ever saw of them,
and when they did not come back in
the course of a few days we began to
think something was wrong se I select.

There was not one to be found lying
about the boat anywhere, they were
all in use so I sent out the boys again
and told them to ask for the loan of
the magazines and books when the
boys using them were through with
them, but the reply they received was:

Finds That Soldiers u:é
Greatly Comforted by
Smokes— At the Hospitals

PER

Rev. E. B. Hooper, writing from East
Sandling Camp, under dute of July 28,
says:

‘“There are up to the present some
four hospitals which I have to visit. In
order to get to them without spending
an undue amount of time on the road
I have had to rent a bicycle, for which
I have to pay 30 ehillings a month.
Many of the patients are without mon-
ey and when, after visiting a man 1
say to him: ‘7 must be off now, is there
anything T can do for you? and he
says, ‘Well, eir, if T could have some-
thing to smoke’ (for smoking is permit-
ed) what can I do but provide tobacco
and cigarettes. When this occurs sev-
eral times a day I feel it a very serlous
strain upon my owm not very well
furnished pocket. A small fund of $75
or $100 to be used by the chaplain in
conrection with hospital work is very
much needed, and I thought I would
write to you with reference to it, being
gure of your sympathy. Whether this
meets with your approval or not I am
certain that you will not resent my ap-
plication for a form of application
which i8 very much needed. The Mor-
ris Barracks Hospital at Shorncliffe;
the Canadian Army. Medical Corps
Hospital, the Bevan Hospital, these
last two at Sandgate, and the Monks
Horton Convalescent Hospital are the
places which I at present visit regu-
larly. When we go to the front and
whether my work lies in hospital or in
trench, the same need of comforts for
the sick and wounded will be required
You may remember that 1 spoke of my
conviction that I should have a chap-
lain’s fund for just such things. I have
ound the need of it already and it
costs me far more than [ can possibly
afford.

‘Our camp at East Sandling is all that
can be desired. We are quarantined in
huts, which, with the unsettled weath-
er which has prevailed are much more
comfortable than tents would be. My
work interests ms greatly. Outside ot
our lines there 1s a Church of England

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar-
ter-section of available Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minjon Lands Agency or SubgAgency for
the District.. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agency (but
not Sub-Agency), on certaln conditions.

Dutles—Six yhonths residence upon and
culttvation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm
of at least 80 acres, on certain con-
ditfons. A habitable house is required
except where residence is performed in
the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead
patent also 50 acres; extra cultivation.
Pre-exemption patent may be obtained as
soon as homestead patent, on certain

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts.

GERMAN-OWNED VESSELS

FOR AMERICAN REGISTRY.

SecreFtary Lansing and Acting Sec-
retary Sweet, of the Department of
Commerce in conference July 28
agreed that American registry could
not be denied to eleven foreign-built
steamers purchased for the American
Translantic Co., a corporation headed
by Richard G. Wagner, of New York.
The ships, according to the informa-
tion at the Department of Commerce,
were purchased in British, Scandina-
vian and Mediterranean ports by a
Danish agent named Jensen, and
Theodore L.ahr, a Dutch merchant,
with money supplied by Hugo Stinnes,
a capitalist of Essen, Germany.
Prompted by the discovery that Ger-
was back of the enter-
and that Jensen had been con-

prise,

that country’s neutrality in trade with
Germany, the applications for Ameri-
can registry were held up by the
Bureau of Navigation pending investi-

gation. The Department was satisfied
that the steamers, valued at upward
of §2,000,000, represented German
capital, but the Wagner company,
offering the ships for registry, is a
Delaware corporation, capitalized at
$250,000, and Wagner, an American
citizen, is president. Members of his
family hold the other offices in the
corporation, and, at the time of the

applications for registry, only $1,000
of the stock had been paid up. Legal
officials of the Commerce Department
held that the fact that an American
corporation, with American officers,
owns a vessel entitles it to registry,
no matter where the bulk of the stock
of the corporation may be owned or
where it secures it working funds
The Bureau of Navigation, however,
warned Wagner that if his vessel

Express Last Night.

Was in Bathing With Friends When She Sank—
_ Heart Failure Supposed to be the Cause of Her
Death—The Body Brought to the City on Boston

One of the saddest drowning accl
dents this summer occurred yesterday
morning when Miss Kathleen Mo
Grath, eldest daughter of M. J. Mc-
Grath, 16 Golding street, lost her life
while bathing in the Oromocto river.
She, with eight other girl chums
chaperoned by Mrs. O’'Malley, had left
the city Monday morning to spend a
two weeks’ vacation at Oromocto.

The party was composed of the
Misses McGrath, Rose and Gertrude
McGuire, Mary Killorn, Gertrude
O'Brien, Evelyn Walsh, Kathleen
O'Malley and Mrs. Kate O’Malley.

The young girl with two of her com-
panions, Miss Evelyn Walsh and Miss
Genevieve O'Brien, began their first
day in the country with a dip in the
river. They arose early, and after a
hearty breakfast made the mistake
of going in bathing immediately.
They were in the water only a few
minutes when one of the girls seated
in a boat noticed that Miss McGrath
was getting blue in the face and ad-
vised her to return to the shore.
With a reply that she was all right,
she continued swimming, and a few
seconds later sank. Miss McGrath
was a strong swimmer and it is be-
lieved that her death was due to heart
failure brought on by exhaustion.

Her companions when they saw her
plight, became hysterical and were
assisted to the shore with the greatest
difficulty by William Turner, of the
city, who had observed the catastro-
phe. Only Mr. Turner's bravery saved
the other two young ladies from
drowning and he was 8o exhausted by
his struggle in the water that he col-
lapsed on arriving at the hotel.

A search was immediately institu-
ted for the body, and it was recovered
half an hour later by Warrell Mc-
Elroy. Life was found to be extinct.

Dr. W. C. Crocket of this city and Dr.
W. E. Plummer of Oromocto were
summoned and did all in their power
to revive the girl, but their efforts
were fruitless. Coroner @. A. Perley,
M. L. A., of Upper Marysville, viewed
the remains but decided that no in-
uest was necessary.

iss McGrath, who i8 in the employ
of the Consumers Coal Co. was most
popular around the city. The news of
her death caused regret among her
large circle of friends.

The deceased is survived by her pa-
rents, three sisters, Mona, Clara and
Augusta, and one brother John.
Much sympathy is expressed for her
bereaved parents and members of the
family.

The remains were brought to the
city last evening on the Boston ex-
press, having been brought from
Oromocto to Wassis Station. It was
accompanied by Mrs. O'Malley, Miss
Kathleen O'Malley, Thomas McGrath,
James McGrath and Undertaker Philip
Fitzpatrick. The body was taken to
the undertaker's rooms and then to
her late home on Golding street.

The funeral will be held on Friday
morning at 8.45 o'clock. The body
will be taken to the Cathedral for high
mass of requiem.
