Almost 
immediately he turned back, fired at 
Seely and walked down the street, ac­
companied by DeMill.

Joseph Riley, a boy, was standing on 
the door of his father's shop when he 
saw Rogers shoot Seely. After firing, 
Rogers said, “ If you want another one 
I'll give it to you,” and walked away. 
This witness thought the parties were 
about five or six feet apart.

Isaac Woodworth deposed to seeing 
Rogers and DeMill coming Into his shop 
about half-past three on Friday after­
noon. DeMill was under the influence of 
liquor and Rogers had been drinking 
some. They were there half an hour 
when Seely came In. He seemed to be 
iu liquor too—Witness, Seely and Rogers 
having some wrords. After a time he told 
them to stop, that he would not allow 
any quarrelling in his place. They stop­
ped, but qommeuced to talk again. He 
told them that if they wanted to quarrel 
they must do It on the street, and they 
went out. Rogers went first, and Seely 
passed him on the street. Woodworth 
closed the door and was looking at bis 
watch which Indicated 20 minutes after 

.four, when he heard the report of the 
pistol. The witness testified, as iu the 
cases of Annie Cook aud young Riley, 
to Seely walking up to Danny Smith’s cor­
ner after he was shot, and to his being 
carried Into Riley’s.

Dr. Barteanx, medical superintendent 
of the Hospital, testified as to the admis­
sion of Seely to the institution. Uo was 
suffering from a bullet wound penetratlug 
the sternum, or breast bone, and entering 
the cavity of the chest. He subsequent­
ly made a post mortem, and found a 
penetrating wouud passing through the 
sternum on a line with the lower margin 
of the fourth rib. On opening the cavity 
of the chest, on the right side, he found 
It full of blood aud serum; tbeie was 
strong adhesion over the whole posterior 
surface of the right lung. There were 
marks of a wound over the left surface 
of the pericardium, opposite the wound 
on the sternum. The bullet was found 
in the pericardium. Ou opening this he 
found a large quantity of blood and scrum. 
About 20 ounces of blood were removed 
from the chest. The wouud was sufficient 
to produce death.

The Doctor also submitted Seely’s 
dying declaration, which is as follows :

A Policeman Shot.
A warning to the police of Hr. John 

comes from'Plÿmonth, Miss., where oil 
Monday officer J. D. Baxter was shot 
while in the discharge of his duty. O i 
that day a warrant was Issued for the ar­
rest of Christopher Stoddard for being 
drunk and making a disturbance in the 
iieigliborlrood. An officer going to his 
house found he had locked himself up in 
a small outhouse, and refused to give 
himself tip. As this Stoddard had fired 
upon him some few years before the officer 
felt afraid, and went for the assistance of 
police officer Baxter. They returned and 
found the ontbnilding still locked. Bax­
ter took hold of the outside door and 
wrenched it open. He then stepped up 
to open the inner door, when Stoddard 
fired through tin door, the shot taking 
effect Iu Baxter’s left eye, killing 
him instantly. An alarm was given 
and the lire company called out, 
who surrounded the building. While 
they were trying to efleet an en­
trance he fired four or five shots, but uo 
one was injured. The fire company com­
menced playing into the windows and 
openings that had been cut by some of 
tlie more daring of the citizens. The 
most intense excitement existed among 
the people, and it was with .the utmost 
exertion that the officers kept them from 
lynching him on the spot. A rope was 
thrown across the street, aud the cry 
was : “Lynch him I Lynch him !” The 
prisoner Is now secure in the Tombs.

Theodore N. Banks, the leader of the 
Internationals in New York, was formerly 
a house painter in St. John, and also 
identified with the fire department. He 
was Marshal of the Commune procession 
in New York iu 1871, and on Monday last 
lie was called to testify in the Beecher 
suit.

The Labor Difficulty.
The work of discharging and loading 

witli rebel crews proceeds bravely and 
the port has assumed a more lively ap­
pearance than has been witnessed since 
last summer. There seems to be no dif­
ficulty in getting all the labor required 
and many men have responded to the 
call of the secretary of the executive com­
mittee. The attempt to indnee the other 
labor organizations and unions to join In 
tiie strike is likely to meet with the fail 
are; it merits. The cry that the mer­
chants arc trying to crush the Laborers’ 
Association and that It will be the death 
blow of otljer Unions does not have the 
desired effect. The majority of tlie men 
in tlie latter appear to look upon the 
matter iu a proper light, and wisely keep 
aloof from tlie folly of attempting to bear 
the burden the L. B. A. has brought up­
on itself. The shipwrights and riggers 
are said to be opposed to any strike, aud 
although wishing to see the Laborers’ 
Association hold its own, fail to see the 
necessity of acting as rashly as the mem 
bars of the latter h ive done. Indeed it is 
thought that many of the. Association 
men are beginning to feel that they have 
been made the tools of others and are 
sorry they have taken tbe'r present posi 
tlou. Meanwhile they keep the stand 
they have taken,grnmhl ng at themselves, 
but not willing to back down.

The volunteers remained In tlie Cus­
tom House uutll last evening. The re­
quest was to have them in readiness, aud 
Col. Macshaoe felt that they could l>e 
belter ill readiness when collected under 
one roof then when scattered at their re­
spective occupations. They were uot 
“called out” in the military acceptation 
of the term.

No trouble lias yet been experienced. 
Tiie fact that threats have been uttered 
by Idle Society men has uot, however, 
been overlooked, and tiie vigilance ol 
the authorities’will not be relaxed until 
order is assured beyond a doubt.

Mr. McDermot completed the discharg­
ing and restowing of tbe Severn Ibis 
morning. He has now about 300 men at 
work on the various vessels in port and 
is succeeding admirably in his under­
takings.

Death of Mr. John Cotter.
Mr. John Cotter, well known as a 

merchant and owner of vessels in this 
port, died about nine o’clock this morn­
ing, of consumption. Mr. Cotter has 
been in business for many years, and was 
extensively interested in shipping, being 
owner ui several vessels and having an 
interest in many others.

soon be called upon to Interpret a clause 
of the Act for the better prevention of 
conflagrations in St: John, 35 Vic., Cap. 
50, passed iri 1872. By this Act It Is pro 
vlded that within certain limits in St. 
John any wooden building having a fiat 
roof shall not exceed 21 feet In height 
from the highest level of that part of any 
street fronting on which the same may be 
built, or if not a flat roof the height shall 
not exceed 30 feet to the ridge pole. A 
building on Prince William street, or 
rather on a lot running front Prince Wil­
liam to Water street near the new pier, 
presents the present puzzle. The latter 
street is much lower titan the former,and 
a house built from one street lu the other 
would have a difference in the height of 
front and rear. In Litis case she building, 
as designed, is 24 feet on the Prince Wil­
liam street side and 31 oil the Water st. 
portion, aud the question is us to which 
Is the front. The owner claims that the 
building fronts on Prince William street 
and fulfils the requirements of the law, 
but the owner of the adjoining 
premises believes tXat the front 
is on Water street aud that the building 
Is a nuisance within the meaning of the 
act. Some days ago he brought the mat­
ter before the Chief Engineer and it 
seemed probable that a prosecution would 
be had before the Police Magistrate. 
The magistrate in case of conviction lias 
power to impose a fine of not less than 
$10 nor more than $20 for eacii day the 
nuisance remains alter conviction. The 
prosecution was not made, bat it is be­
lieved that the complainant will seek the 
aid of a judge to have an Injunction is­
sued to prevent the further progress of 
the work. It will then lie for the Court 
to decide which is the front and which 
the back door of the building.

The 
Association feels that It strikes Its own 
death blow when lt yields, and seems de­
termined to hang out as long as possible. 
Its apparent effort now Is to create a 
strike amodg other unions—tinkers, tail­
ors, carpenters, caulkers, masons, shoe­
makers and others. At the meeting last 
night the Carpenter»* Society and the 
Caulkers’ Union were present by invita­
tion, and will hold sessions to consider 
the propriety of striking. It is now dif­
ficult to say where the matter will end.

The Murchants and the Laborers are 
alike declaring their Intention to “fight 
It out on this line,” but the prospect Is 
that the merchants will have the best of
If.

ley was launched from the yard of Crnlk- 
sliauk and Fittfleld, Courtenay Bay, be­
tween 10 and 11 o'clock tills morning,and 
towed round to the harbor and moored 
at the Cnaleira House Wharf, where she 
will be rigged and fitted for sea. Gover­
nor Tilley and laity, together with a large 
number of spectators, were present at 
the launch. She sits very gracefully on 
the water, and altogether is as fine and 
substantial a vessel as has been seen in 
tills port for some time,

The ship Prince Amadeo came of the 
stocks àt J. K. Dunlop’s yard, Courtenay 
Bay, about the same time. She glided 
very gracefully into the water, bat her 
starboard anchor being let go too soon 
the stock struck the lauuddng plank, 
breaking lt short off by the key. There 
was qnlte a large gathering of spectators 
at this launch also, and the vessel was 
heartily cheered as she entered the waÿr. 
She was immediately towed round to the 
harbor, nnd now lies moored at Thomp­
son’s wharf, where they will finish rig­
ging and fitting her for sea, her lower- 
masts, topmasts, and a portion of her 
rigging being already up.

In one of the Glass Blower's cases, 

tried yesterday, Mr. Wallace objected to 
to the competency of the judge, ou ac­
count of a relationship to the de­
fendant, John Leavitt. On en 
quiry it appeared that Mr. Leavitt’s 
lather had been a cousin to the late M r. 
Gilbert, grandfather of Mr. Bradford 
Gilbert and others, and that Mr. Gilbert
was related to Judge Watters’ wile’s 
father’s second wife.

The ease of Harvey vs. Rankine and 
others another Glass Works case was 
next called. Mr. Wallace objected to the 
trial, through Informality In the plaintiff's 
proceedings. It seems that by mistake 
a defendant wae nerved With the “origl 
nal” of the summons, and the copy filed 
Iu Court. Mr. Jack contended that Mr. 
Wallace, by appearing, had waived all 
objections to the suit, aud by pleading 
had waived all objection to the declara­
tion. This Counsel was quite severe on 
Iris junior opponent aud what he called 
the “Wallace practice,” and sarcastically 
inquired if Mr. Wallace had ever heard of 
such a thing as waiver. The Judge de­
cided against Mr. Wallace. By cousent, 
Tuesday next was named for the hearing 
of this and other cases before the Judge, 
to be decided upon question of law and 
fact.

This afternoon the case of Alex. Ray­
nor vs. George Sparrow was taken np. 
It Is an action in which the plaintiff, who 
lives In Summerslde, P.E.I., seeks to re­
cover the value ot a quantity of oysters, 
i’ne defence Is iliat the specified quantity 
was not received and also that payments 
were made ou account, for which no 
credit had been given.

The Labor Troable—The Military Under 
Arms.

The Society men still adhere to their 
demands, and show no signs of coming 
to terms, as a body. Some important 
defections have, however, taken place, 
and it is probable that many others leav­
ing the ranks will materially injure the 
strikers’ cause. Yesterday Mr. H. A. 
Gregory left the Society to undertake the 
unloading of the Nyanza with a large 
crew of rebels. To-day, it Is believed, 
Mr. Robert Gregory also leaves the So­
ciety and takes the bark Impero. This 
is a strong blow, and the Society men 
feel It.

Between 75 and 100 men have respond­
ed to the merchants’ advertisement lor 
labor, aud have signed the following pa­
per:

We agree as follows : on the part of 
the employer to guarantee work for three 
mouths at two dollars per day; and on 
the part of the employed to work nt 
seowlug or loading deals as may be di- 
récted.

These men are at work with the rebels 
to-day, and It Is thought that a sufficient 
number of men can be procured In St. 
John to save the bringing of laborers 
from abroad. An offer has been mu's 
by one man to send 200 men to the city 
from up river, but the proposition lias 
not been accepted.
