+ The form of government of the fu-
ture is anyway of no particular im-
portance ; all forms are alike to the
people who possess the substance of
good government, viz : liberty. Ca-
nada has the best guarantee of a
liberty tbat will ‘endure beyond the
shocks of time, in the determination
of the people to govern Shemselves.
Self-government is our birth-right;
inberited through the ages the race
%has long been disciplined in its exer-
cise, and has learned to avoid- those
dangerous extremes that lead either
to rebellion or desputism. Those
civil and political institutions that
are ‘the pride of the Anglo-Saxon
are the results of a sturdy indepen-
dence of character, which, developed
age after age by the right exercise of
power, has been able to crush oppree-
sion and perpetual liberties that no
other people have possessed exceptin
name. r :

The prosecution and condemnation
of GAMBETTA, the great Republican
leader, shows that France, though
possessing the form of constitutional
liberty, has not yet grasped the
substance. GAMBETTA’s patriotism
is undonbted ; his regard for the
forms of law and order are unques-
tioned, he is the trusted avd devoted
political leader of more than one half

- of the people of France, and yet his
utterance st & . private meeting at
Lille, that, ¢ as soon as France had
spoken out at the polls in favor of
the Republic, submission or resigna-
tion (of McMahon, the President)
was inevitable,” is regarded us a
bigh crime, and he is deprived of
cjvil rights for five years.

" That a government should institute
criminal proceedings against an op-
position leader for what was simply
8 fair and justifiable prediction, ex-
hibits rather she savage despotism of
a Nero than the spirit of republican-
ism. That such a tyraunical govern-
ment could find 1aws to torture such
an expression into a crime, and a
judicial tribunal sufficiently flexible
to execute its designs, shews how
little republican France knows of
that liberty which Euripides meant
when he said, ** This is true freedom,
when free born men having to advise
the people may speak free.” France
has always been divided into two
great classes : the oppressor and the
oppressed ; it never possessed any
intervening classes who, inured to
municipal privileces and to the par-
ticipation in political power, became
themselves a bulwark and guarantce
for the liberties of their country. To
use the words of Buckle: ¢ While
they copied the forms of liberty, they
Jacked that bold and sturdy spirit by
which alone liberty can be sustained.
They had, indeed, its image and su-
persceription, but they wanted the
sacred fire that warms the ipage into
life. Everything else they possessed.
The show and appliances of freedom
were there. Charters were granted to
their towns and privileges conceded
to their magistrates. Ally however,
was useless.  For it is not by the wax
and parchment of lawyers that the
independence of a nation can be pre-

-gerved. Such things are the mere
externals; they set off liberty * to
advantage; they are its dress and
paraphernalia. its holidey suit in
times of peace and quiet. But, when
the evil dsys set in, when the inva-
sions of despotism heve begun, liber-
sy will be retained, not by those who

To render this exhibit the more
startling against our spruce built

vessels built elsewhere (probably in
whole or part oak) dating as far
back as 1832. :

The chief defect in the old style of
vessels was their want of strength.
There was as much, probably more
wood used in their construction than
at present, but the chief points of
weakness being now better under-
stood than formerly, superfluous
wood is taken from places where it
does no good and applied to where
it is most required. Formerly,
it was not considered necessary to
drive the trenails through the plank,
frame and ceiling as at present.
Formerly the ceiling was cut to
make it fit, giving it, as it was called,
“Yankee steam” ; now-it is bent,add-
ing immensely to thestrength. For-
merly the floors were single ; now they
are double, and strengthen ecach
other. The ceiling, bilges and water-
ways are larger, and Jock-stresks are
added. Round sterns have of late
been adopted, by which the timbers
and planking support and strengthen
each other, adding much to the
strength of the vessel. .

The fostenings are better than
formerly. In many other ways in
the matter of detail have the improve-
ments gbne on, nearing year by
year the present perfection. The
accomodations for crews-are vastly)
better, securing better ventilation,
and better hygiene than formerly.
The results of this progress arc highly
important.. Our vessels now out-
weather the most ‘violent storms at
sea ; it is rare that ope goes down in
mid ocean ; it is only in collisions at
sea or in storms along the coasts,
that they are lost. The less hazard,
the less insurance premiums to pay.
The less hazard the cheaper Uhe
wages and the greater the profits.
The better they are built, the more
easily are they re-classed. In short
in fifty different ways do the improve-
wents in ship building operate to the
benefit of the ship owning class. Two
cauges have operated in stimulating
the building of better ships, first
Lloyds’ svpervision, second, build-
ing for home fustead of foreign
markets. Mr. Tucker of English
Lloyds has done the shipbuilding
interest an inestimable benefit—a
work that of late has been partici-
pated in by the agent -of French
Lloyds. Besides that, shipbhilders
will naturally build a better vessel
for themselves than to sell, and the
the tendency to build for home com-
panies, has had a most important
effect in extending business opera-
tions to every land and creating
wealth for our own people. X

Ambngst the vessels on the
stocks in this county is a barque
being built by William Hickman,
Fsq., Dorchester, for Capt. Charles
Anderson, to be launched on the
7th prox. Her dimensions are 131
ft. keel, 31 beam and 17 12 hold.
She will register about 600 tons, and
class 8 years in French Lloyds. She
is* modelled after the **Johuny
Smith,” a successful vessel not only
as a sailor, but a good carrier. Her
spars, bits, hatches, rails, cte., are
of pitch pine, and no expense ap-
pears to have been spared to make
her in everyv way a most superior
vessel. She is the fourteenth vessel
modelled and constructed” by Mr.
Edward Chawbers, Mr. Hickman's
foreman.—Judging from the almost
unvarying success that has sttended
vessels of his construction, Mr.
Chambers deserves a foremost rank
amongst the leading shipbuilders of
these Provinces.

Launcu.—At moonlighi on Satur-
day night, R. A. Chapman, Esq.,
Rockland, launched a brigantine of
275 tons, called the “*Matilda Buck.”
She is owned by G. P. Suerwood of
New York, the builder and the mas-
ter, C. A. Buck. Mr. Chapinan had
previously launched this summer a
barque of 1000 tons and a schooner.
He has the keel laid of a 1000 ton
ship for Taylor Bros., 8t. John, and
expects to lay the kecl of another of
1100 tons this fall.

The High Court of Admiralty of Dor-

m« u“'?he High Oour’w-of Ad-

ty of Backville.
By our Legal Reporter.

A, fortnight ago, the barque
« Onaway,” commanded by Captain
J. W. Wilmot, arrived in this port.
Six of the bailors, namely : Charles
Kolmoden, William Jones, Peter
Oscor Lloyds, William Siomam,
Nicholas Ollsen, and Samuel Moses,
(colored), immediately or shortly
after their arrival went to Dor-
chester and retained A. J. Hickman,

‘Esq., to obtain relief of certain

grievances by law under which they
olaimed to-be laying. Accordingly,
six aclions for wages and four for
assault and battery were brought io
the Court before S, G. Gilbert, Esq.,
and G. M. Black, Esq. The sailors
were engaged in Great Britain for
the round voyage, aud therefore
founded their actions for wages on
the ill-trentment of the Captain dur-
ing the voyage to this port. During
Wedneésday, Thursday and Friday
last week, two causes, one for wages
and one for assault, were tried before
the Justices before named, snd re-
sulted in & judgment being rendered
in each case for the sailors and
against  Capt. Wilmot. In these
causes Messrs. Hanington and Wells
by Mr. Wells appeared for the Capt.,
and Mr. H. B. Emmerson for the
sailors. Oa Saturday a third suit
for wages was taken up, Mr. J. .
Dickson appearing for the sailors,
and after the plaintiff had finished
his. case, the Court was adjourned
until ‘Tuesday following at 10 a. m.
On Monday while the sailors were
awalting at Dorchester to continue
their suits on the next day they were
arrested by Constable E. C. Esta-
brocks, assisted Py Geo. Lawrence,
under a warrant issued byJ. L. Bent,
Esq., charging them with desertion
from the bark ‘ Onaway,” Captain
Wilmot (who had- been trying causes
with them all the week before) Yeing
the complainant. They were therefore
breught here and arraigned before
Justices Bent and Kinnear and
under the direction of their Counsel
pleaded * not guilty.”

On Tuesday morning their exami-
nation was Continued, Me. Wells
for the prosecution and Mr. Dickson
for the defense. In defiance of the
proceedings taken at Dorchester, in
which the question of, d2sertjon was
virtually settled for the reacon that
the Justices must have found that the
sailors were justified in-leaving the
ship on account of the cruelty and
inhuman treatment of the Captain
and officers, or for other causes, be-
fore they could make an order for the
payment of wages, which they did do
in two cases, the other cases pending
involving the same point,the Justices
here, without giving the prisorers
an opportunity for a defense, though
their counsel urgently dewanded it,
found them guilty of wilful desertion
and senterced them to eight weeksin
jail and tothe forfeitureof their wages
and effects. The effect of this is to
prevent the prisoners from appearing
in Court at Dorchester and pushing
their snits. Appeals and actious for
false imprisonment are next in order,
‘This is a fruitful source of litigation
and both owners and sailors wi'l no
doubt fiud their purses much lighter
and some members of tte legal fra-
ternity theirs correspondingly heavy
before the end of it.

There are several points in this case
worthy of notice by those who are
interested in the purity of our criwi-
ual jarisprudence. First, while the
Dorchester Court 'was trying the case
a summary change of venue is wade
by the Sackville Court, a proceeding
that looks like an anxiety to do busi-
ness (hat hoded no good to the sail-
ors ; secondly, two Courts adjudicate
upon the same facts and give contrary
decisions on the same evidence,—a
monstrous position : thirdly, su.ters
at Court, secking justice, ought to
be free from arrcst—and especially
sailors and strangers to our laws
and customs who have no money, no
friends, and no influcnce to exert in
their own favor, and who demand at
the hands of our Courts that justice
and fuir play that are atonce the glory
and the pride of the British name.

places where it would necessarily be
unpopular for us to he representcd or
to ubtain & hearing.”

Dr. Tupper gave a most cmphatic
contradiction to his sfatement, but
had no hesitation i calling it a false
statement, and. he quoted Mr. Cart
wright's speech at North York where
he said : * On the floor of Parliament
they have attempted again and
again, but they have signally fuiled
to prove these charges, but these
picnic orators when they are left to
themselves, and no speaker is
allowed to address the crowd on our
behalf, they proceed to repeat charges'
which have bean already disproved.”

Dr. Tupper charges Mr, Caurt-
wright with taking 869,000 from the
Treasury in violation of the law, and
giving it to. a Railway Corporation
whose aid they required at the Gen-
eral Election, and that he challenged
Mr.Blake in Parliament to contradict
it, but he shrank from doing it.

Turkish Oruelties.

SPEECH BY MR. GLADBTONE.

The following is & portion of a
recent speech :

In the first place, a very large por-
tion of the evidence upon this subject
has conaisted of accounts sent home
by the Turkish Government. Noy.
I must tell you advisedly and delibs
erately thet nothing that is asserted
by the Ottoman Government should
be believed for a moment (hear, hear
unless and until it be corroborate
from other sourcee. (Hear, hear.) ¥
do not say that lightly. I myself
have proved in print the systematic,
wholcsale falsehood which has pro-
ceeded from that Government (hear,
hear) and I am astonished when I
see its statements sent home 'b'y'thq
Rritish Ambassador as if they were
doouments that could weigh with a
reasonable man. (Hear, hear.) The
bistory of the Bulgarian oulrages lnst
year—not the mere crueltieg oqmuit-
ted, but the conduct of the Turkish
Government aboat them—absolutely
settles the question that no belief
should be given to what is asserted
by the Turkish Government, because
it so asserted. (Hear, hear.) The
next thing that is guite clear is that
wholsesale outrages are gommitted.
I will divide those, [ spesak for the
moment of those that are committed
by the irregular forces of the Turks,
especially by that race of men who
are called Cir , with respect
to whom I must say that while among
the Turks and Mohammedans gener-
erally we meet with many oases—an(
thank God for it—of humanity—bold
and self-sacrificing humanity-—during
the sixteen or eighteen months that
haye clnpsed since the Bulgarin out-
rages broke out, we haye read
hundreds of accounts of thousands of
outrages prepetrated by Circassiaus ;
and I for my part, with griefI say it,
have never come across & single
notice of an act of leniency or
humanity on the part of one of those
wretches- (“hear, hear,and shame,”)
—and the name of the Circassians,
unless there be a great changein
this respect, will be handed down
with lasting fnfamy. (Cheers and
shame.) While .the Turkish Gov-
ernment has been launching whole-
salp accusations of cruelty on the
part of the Russians, what has hap-
pened to themselves?  For the first
time as1 believe in bistory, they have
received from Germany, from the
German Government, an oflicial 1¢-
buke for the outrages committed by
their army. (llear, hear.) Now,
the German Government Las a
character to lose— (hear, hear)—and
they would not dare to adwminister
such a rebuke except after a full
examination of the facts, and full
conviction on their part. Now, that
is the next fact I would advise yon
to lay toheart—that, so far as we are
gequainted — because the official
documents have not sbeen published
—the Torkish Government, knowing
pretty well the German Government,
has not ventured, in dealing with that
Government, to deny the charges
which bad been preferred against it.
{Hear, hear.) It has gone to work
in the old way, and said, * Ob, yes,
we will print accounts on the Geneva
Convention, and all the good rules,

and we will cause copics of these ac-’

counts to be distributed smongst the
men, and it will'be all right for the
future.” (‘“‘Hear,bear,” and 8 laugh.)
However, next you may have heard
of the report of Colonel Wellesley.
You ought to know who Colonel
Wellesley is, He has been for sever-
al years, I thiuk not less than scven
or eight years, if not more, military
attache at 8t, Petersburg. He knows
the Russians well, and I, from the
recollection of the time I was in
office, can bear testimony to Colonel
Wellesley as a man of the highest
honour, of the highest professional
character, and the highest intel-
ligence. (Hear, hear.) Well, Col.
Wellesley has written home a des-
pateh whieh you, probably have seen
printed in the newspapers, stating
that he being in the Russian camp,
not having been to the scenes where
those atrocities are stated to have
been committed, but having con-
stantly had the opportunity of com-
munications from all “matiner of
people who had visited them, has ar-
rived at a full and deliberate con-
viction that upon the whole the
hnmanity of the soldiers of the
Russian army is not to be impeached.
(Hear, hear.) . Well, that is Colonel
Wellesley's convintion. Ido not want
to exaggerate his words; and I have
not got the paper with me. But that
is Colonel Wellesley’s conviction,
and what he says is this—that the
evidence, of course, is negalive
evidence ; those with whomn he has
conversed say, ‘‘* We have been at
the place and never heard any one of
these things, and all we have seen
has heen directly opposite.” -(Hear,
hear.} Now Colonel Wellesley docs

| not-say-that there may not-have been

particular outrages by particular
people. What he says is this, that
be is convinced from the testimony

of gentlemen with whom he has com-

municated under . circumstances of
great advantage that there has been
none of those wholesa'e dealings—
none of that general cruelty—which
you have seen in many newspapers
constantly imputed to the Russian
army as a body. (Hear, bear.) The
Russians are not particularly popular
in this country. At the same lime,
gentlemen, there is one thing-that 1s
a great deal better than popularity,
aud that is justice. (Cheers.)
