A spirit of satisfaction at
the good results accomplished and of
hope for still better things in the future
was observable throughout the pro-
ceedings, which were characterized
by the utmost harmiony.

Ie referred with pride to the
fact that sinace the organization of the
society neariy 1,000 children had passed
througn his hands, many of them, he
believed, being rescued from lives
vice and poverty, and enabled to lay
the foundation of a good citizenship.He
believed that environment was more
responsitle than heredity for youthful
depravity. He referred to tne pur-
cliase of the shelter heme, and to the
excel.ent financial arrangements which
had been made. The temporary sheiter
cn Fullarton street was opened on May

£9, 1899, and the new home on July 30, |

1060, The number of children cared for
from May 29, 1895, to Oct. 31, 1899, was
U6, and from Oect. 31, 1899, to Oct. 31,
1600, was 54. The children have stayed
in the temporary home for periods
ranging from one to two hundred and
seventy days, and the average stay
during this period covered by the
existence of the shelter home had
been forty-three days. The total num-
ber of children cared for during the
vear was 66. Sixty-four applicaticns for
ciildren were received and 58 were ac-
cenied. The number of chilaren placed
in 1cster-hemes in 19¢0 was 36, and in
1899, 52, Parents are given every chance
to show their filness to take care of
their children, and last year an in-
creased number of children were ai-
lowed to return to their parents after
a temporary stay in the sheiter. In
conncction with the juvenile police court
Inspector Saunders expressed his thanks
to Pulice bMagistrate Love, Chief Wil-
liams, Police Court Cierk Moule, De-
te tives Nickle, RRider and Egelton, and
every oificer and man of the police
force, for the help given him in his
wolk. The police court juvenile offend-
ers, irom the 1st of Novemuer, 1889, to
Oct. o1, 1500, were as follows: Total
number of juveniles brought up dur-
ing the year, 171, classified as follows:
Lis harged 74, allowed out on suspend-
ed sentence 53,found guilty for stealing

sent to reformatory 11, Of the forego-
ing, 13 were up twice, 3 up three times
and 2 up four t.mes.

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AN ELEPHANT

The petition represented that

We have at present no insolvency
law for Canada. It will be remem-
bered that so far as this Province is
concerned the Ontario Government
did what it could to remedy the eviis
end injustice which without doubt
would have existed without such 2
lasw. It passed an act providing for
the equitable distribution of an es-
tate among the creditors where the
estate would not pay one hundred
cents. It made provision for an as-
signment to the sheriff, or with the
consent of creditors to other than the
gheriff. They also made provisions
respecting judgments, so that one
creditor by obtaining judgment would
not take all and leave nothing for the
other creditors.
The Province has not, therefore,
cwing
Government, felt the need of an in-
solvency law nearly so much as it
would had not the Provincial Govern-
ment done its part. Perhaps, how-
ever, if they had done nothing, the
Dominion Government would have
felt called upon sooner to pass an in-
solvency law which would more fully
have met the necessities of the case.

This con-
fused the governments and formed the
subject of the dispatch from Secretary
Hay, while Mr. Choate transmitted to
the Marquis of Lansdowne yesterday.
As the result of the interview M.
Cheate has sent a long ecablegram to
Secretary Hay, in which he attributes
the latest misunderstanding to be an
error in forwarding instiructions, which
caused Mr. Conger and Sir Edward Sa-
tow, the British minister in China, to
take opposite views, although thels
home governments were perfectly
agreed. The United States embassy,
while non-committal, hopes that to-
day’s conference will clear up the mud~
dle and bring about a signing of the
joint note in Pekin within a few days.

How Militia Act May Conflict With
Trade Unions.
Reply to Gompers——lﬁgﬁ 'ﬂ Lusk, of
New Zealand, Benousnces Capri-
cious Strikes.

He
was charged with playing eonirary to
the bylaws of the association, with
musi¢ians who were not members, and
was fined $2, and then dismissed from:
it for non-payment of the fine.

The judge heid that the amendment
to the bylaws of the association, under
which the plaintiff was fined, was in-
vailid, because unreasonable and in re-
straint of trades; that the amending
bylaw is also contrary to the Queen's
regulation, to the militia act and to the
Canadian militia regulations and or-
ders. The plaintiff being a bandsman,
is obliged to play at a duly sanctioned
engag.ment with his band, no matter
how many of the other bandsmen are
not members of the association. Juds-
ment for plaintiff, with damages as-
sessed at $20 for alleging that he was
a deserter, $20 for wrongful dismissal,
and the costs of the action, and also de-
claring that article 1 amending the by-
law, and under which attempted dis-
missal took place, is void, that the
plaintiff’s expulsion was illegal, and
granting an injunction restraining de-
tendants from interfering with plaintiff's
privileges as a meimber. The judgment,
means that the militia act
overrides trades union ghbligation swhen
they come into conilict.

Marked Advance of the Dairying In-
terest in Ontario — Spirited
Speeches by Mr. Patullo, M.

Ingersoll, Dec. 19.—The conclusion of
one of the most successful seasons en- |
joyed by the cheese industry in Can- |
ada was celebrated here last night in !

Over 100 persons were
present, including Messrs. Andrew
Pattullo, M.P.P., Dr. McKay, M.P.P., |
and a host of other prominent men. !

Lieut.-Col. Hegler performed the”
duties of toastmaster ably and grace-
fully. Following the toasts to Her

Majesty and the Army and Navy, Dr.
McKay responded briefly to the toast
to the Legislature, with an address up-
on the supremacy of Great Britain. He
referred to tendency toward aggressive
legislation by the United States, and
said he was glad the statesmen of
Canada were alive to the trend of a.f-
fairs.

Dr. McKay was followed by Dr. Wli- !
liams, who spoke of the advance of the
dalrying interests from a product of
$600,000 worth of cheese at confedera-
tion to $16,700,000 last year, a develop-
ment which had gone on with the fos- |
tering care of the legislature.
