MILLER GOES 
DOWN FOR LIFE

Detroit Murderer Tried, Con­
victed and Sentenced in 

Record Time.

The Fiend examined by experts 
and Pronounced Perfectly 

Sane—No Counsel.

Detroit, April 13. -Joseph M. Miller 
the confessed murderer of Carry M. 
Jennett, is now serving a life sentence 
in Jackson prison for his crime. In 
less than 72 hours after the commis- 
sion of the crime. Miller was arrested, 
tried, convicted, sentenced and lodged 
in the prison where he must pass his 
remaining years. This forms a record 
never before equalled or even ap­
proached in the history of Michigan 
criminal trials.

Wednesday night Miller met his vic­
tim by appointment, and inside of an 
hour had beaten her life out with a 
hatchet. Within an hour after the 
girl’s identity was established Thurs­
day morning Miller was arrested. He 
denied all knowledge of or connection 
with the crime.

At noon Friday he confessed to the 
prosecuting attorney and other offi- 
cials that be had committed the mur­
der and on the afternoon of that day 
he was arraigned in the police court 
on the charge of murder and waived 
examination to the Recorder’s Court.

Yesterday morning Miller was ar- 
ra igned in the Recorder’s Court, when 
his attorney asked that he be examin­
ed as to his sanity. Three alienists of 
the highest rank in the medical pro- 
fession of Detroit, examined him. and 
on the opening of court in, the after­
noon testified that be was sane.

Testimony was also given by the 
murdered girl’s brother, police officers 
and others to establish a proper court 
record. Miller himself made a state- 
ment to the court, similar to his con- 
fession of the day before, except that 
be said he merely intended to frighten 
his victim with the hatchet be hid 
near the place of .murder and not to 
kill her.

Judge Murphy sentenced the unfor­
tunate man to the extreme penally 
fixed by the laws of Michigan, and the 
first train after that carried him to 
prison.

His crime designated as that of a 
demon by the judge and forsaken by 
his counsel, who congratulated the 
police and prosecuting officers for 
their admirable work in bringing a 
brute to justice. Joseph M. Miller’s 
last ray of hope was divorced yester­
day from his mind as he sat in the 
prisoner's box, toying with his hand- 
kerchief and trying to hide his face 
from the gaze of scores of piercing 
eyes. ;

SERIOUS CRIME

A little colored boy, aged seven, and 
.so small that his head didn’t show 
over the railing of the prisoner’s 
docket, was found guilty of setting 
fire to a barn on Thames street, be­
longing to Mrs. Miller. The lad was 
remanded till Saturday but was so 
young that the Magistrate wouldn't 
order the boy to be locked up. ,|

Ottawa. April 13. = The Governor- 
General returned from New York to­
day, and doubtless the nominations 
for commands in the fourth contin- 
gent will now go forward to the War 
Office without delay—that is, presum­
ing the selections have been made 
by the Minister of Militia. The re- 
port that two of the commands have 
been assigned to Lt.-Col. Williams 
and Lt.-Col. Boulanger is corroborat­
ed. There has been talk of the two 
other commands being offered to offi­
cers of the third contingent now in 
South Africa. Thia may be probable 
in the case of Lt.-Col. Cameron, but it 
is not likely that Major Merritt will 
be taken from his present position of 
second in command.

As to the coronation contingents, 
applications continue to pour into the 
department, and the Minister of Mili- 
tia is no doubt having an interesting 
time with these, who would fain influ­
ence him politically as to the selection 
of the officers. Of the 22 commissions 
in the contingent it is said two will 
be given to the mounted police, and 
of the remaining 20 commissions nine 
will be. given to Ontario officers.

Toronto, April 12.— Lieut .-Col. H. M. 
Pellatt, Queen’s Own Rifles, to-day re­
ceived a telegram from Major-Gener- 
al O’Grady-Haly offering him the 
command of the Canadian contingent 
at the coronation of King Edward, 
The colonel telegraphed buck that he 
would have much pleasure in accept­
ing. He will proceed to Ottawa to­
morrow night to confer with the Ma- 
jor-General and the Minister of Mili­
tia as to the details, of which at pres­
ent he knows nothing.

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BOER LEADERS AT PRETORIA 
IN TOUCH WITH KITCHENER

Midnight Cabinet Council at Mr. Chamberlain’s House, and 
Unwonted Sunday Activity in Official Circles in Lon­

don-Public Hopefulness Increased-Kruger
Modified Peace Conditions—A Boer 

Conference at Utrecht.

Pretoria, April 12—Acting President 
Schalkburger, Generals Louis Botha, 
Lucas Mayer and Delarey, Mr. Steyn 
and General De Wet arrived here this 
morning on a special train from 
Klerksdorp.

INCREASES HOPE.
London, April 13—The announcement 

of the presence at Pretoria of the 
Orange Free State and Transvaal 
leaders and generals, who have been 
at Klerksdorp considering terms of 
peace, caused a decided increase in 
the hopefulness of the public concern­
ing the possibilities of peace. The 
expectations aroused by the conference 
at Pretoria have been further height­
ened by the movements of Mr. Cham- 
berlain, the Colonial Secretary, and 
other members of the Cabinet in Lon­
don, and evidences that important 
despatches are passing between Lord 
Kitchener and the Government.

SUNDAY ACTIVITY.
A conference of members of the Cab­

inet was held last night at midnight 
in Mr. Chamberlain’s house. Mr. 
Chamberlain, ‘Mr. Brodrick, the War 
Secretary, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, 
the Chancellor of the Exchequer, and 
the Deke of Devonshire, president of 
the Council, were present. The con­
ference terminated at 1 o’clock this 
morning, and to-day Mr. Chamberlain 
and several of the Colonial Office offi- 
cials were in their offices. Messengers 
passed between them and Sir Michael 
Hicks-Beach at his residence. At 
half-past one o’clock this afternoon, 
Mr. Chamberlain drove to Bucking­
ham Palace and remained with King 
Edward for two hours. During the 
afternoon messengers carried des­
patches from the Foreign Office to 
Lord Salisbury, who. with Mr. Bal­
four, the Government leader in the 
House of Commons, was at Hatfield 
House. These outward signs of Sun­
day activity have not been supple­
mented by any authentic or official 
statement. The question most dis­
cussed thus far has been whether the 
peace negotiations would effect the 
Government’s financial proposals, 
which promise to be submitted to Par­
liament to-morrow. The fact that Sir 
Michael Hicks-Beach was engaged in 
his office nearly all day to-day is 
taken in some quarters to indicate a 
modification of the budget statement. 
COMMUNICATED TO KITCHENER.

There appears to be no doubt that 
the Boer leaders have communicated 
the results of their deliberations to 
Lord Kitchener. Attempts will be 
made in Parliament to-morrow to 
draw out what information the Gov­
ernment has on the South African 
situation and to learn its intentions, 
but it is not known that the Govern­
ment can forecast the probable out­
come of the negotiations The in­
structions sent to Lord Kitchener are 
believed to be only provisional in 
character.
TO MAKE FORMAL PROPOSALS.

London, Monday, April 14. — The 
comparatively brief duration of the 
conferences at Klerksdorp is regarded 
as an indication that the Boer leaders 
found little difficulty in agreeing upon 
some basis of negotiation. The trans­
fer of negotiations to Pretoria, where 
both Lord Kitchener and Lord Milner, 
the British High Commissioner in 
South Africa, are at present, is inter­
preted by the morning papers as 
meaning that the Boers are prepared 
to name formal peace proposals. The 
latest reports received here from the 
Boer beadquarters at Brussels and 
The Hague declare that the delegates 
will raise no opposition if honorable 
terms are granted, and that the Boer 
leaders in South Africa have agreed to 
accept the maximum obtainable.

KING TO THE WAR OFFICE.
London. April 12.—A special des­

patch to the Exchange Telegraph 
Company from Dover says thst a 
King’s messenger, with a despatch for 
the War Office, arrived thia evening 
from the continent by way of Calais.

KRUGER’S PEACE TERMS.
Edinburgh. April 12.—The Evening 

News, of this city, whose editor is in 
close touch with Mr. Kruger, de­
clares "on the highest authority,” that 
the Boers are prepared to accept the 
following conditions:-

“They will not make absolute inde­
pendence a cardinal feature, if they 
can come to a satisfactory agreement 
as to future internal government.

“The banishment snd confiscation of 
property proclamation must be can­
celed and confiscated property must 
be restored to its owners with remu­
neration for private stock and pro­
perty destroyed or taken by the 
British.

"Full recognition of state debts con­
tracted before and after hostilities 
and up to the date of the annexation 
proclamation issued by Lord Roberts

“The language question to be mu­
tually agreed upon.

"Amnesty for the Cape rebels.
“The release of all political prison-

“A date to be fixed when all prison-

oners of wsr will be returned to 
South Africa.

“The offices of one or two friendly 
powers to be accepted to superintend 
the carrying out of the terms of 
peace."

A CONFERENCE AT UTRECHT.
Utrecht, Holland, April 12. — Dr. 

Leyds, the Transvaal agent, and other 
Boer leaders, had a long conference 
yesterday evening. Dr. Leyds after­
wards asserted that the meeting was 
not connected with the conference 
proceeding at Klerksdorp, Transvaal 
Colony. Peace, however, he added, 
could not be concluded without pre­
vious consultation with the Boer re­
presentatives in Europe.

TALMAGE HAS 
PASSED AWAY

The Noted Preacher Fell Asleep 
on Saturday Night After 

Long Illness.

Doctors had Given up Hope 
Will Burial Take Place at 

Brooklyn.

Washington, D.C., April 12.— Rev. T. 
DeWitt Talmage, the noted Presby­
terian divine, died at 9 o'clock to- 
night at his residence in this city. 
It had been evident for some days 
that there was no hope of his recov­
ery, and the attending physicians so 
informed the family. The patient 
gradually grew weaker until life pass- 
ed away so quietly that even the 
members of the family, all of whom 
were watching at the bedside, hardly 
knew that all was over.

The immediate cause of death was 
inflammation of the brain. Dr. Tal­
mage was in poor health when he 
started away from Washington for 
Mexico for a vacation and rest six 
weeks ago. He was then suffering 
from influenza and serious catarrhal 
conditions. Since his return to Wash­
ington some time ago, he had been 
quite ill. Until Thursday, however, 
fears for his death were not enter­
tained. The last rational words ut­
tered by him were on the day pre­
ceding the marriage of his daughter, 
when he said "of course. 1 know you 
Maud.” Since then he has been un­
conscious.

At Dr. Talmage's bedside, besides 
bis wife were these members of his 
family: Frank DeWitt Talmage. Chi­
cago; Mrs. Warren G. Smith. Brook­
lyn; Mrs. Daniel Mangam. Brooklyn; 
Mrs. Allen E. Donnau, Richmond; 
Mrs. Clarence Wyckoff and Miss Tal­
mage. Washington. While arrange­
ments for the funeral have not been 
finally completed, the family have 
about decided to have the body taken 
to the Church of the Covenant here 
on Tuesday, where services will be 
held

The body will then be conveyed to 
Brooklyn where interment will be 
made in the family plot in Green­
wood cemetery, probably on Wednes­
day.

TRAINING THAT DOESN'T TRAIN.

The Boer war has exploded a 
great many traditions of the sci­
ence of war, and those nations which 
are open to new ideas will here­
after, in teaching their soldiers, find 
it necessary to refer constantly to 
methods adopted in South Africa, 
comments the St. Catharines Star. 
Old tactics have had to be discarded 
by infantry, cavalry, and artillery 
alike; and new ones devised to suit 
the changed conditions. The bayo­
net has been found to be of little 
use to infantry, the sword and 
lance of little use to cavalry, 
while the' artileery practice, which 
was meant for use in pitched bat­
tles, has not served to the best pur­
pose in a swiftly moving struggle. 
Infantry have abandoned close for­
mation, with the result that the 
private soldier recovers his en­
tity. and must hereafter be allowed 
to call bis soul his own, and en- 
couraged to think and act for 
himself. The result is the emanci- 

pation of the common soldier from 
a despotism as unmanning as slav­
ery itself. As a consequence, the 
quality of armies will be im­
proved, and possibly conscription 
rendered unnecessary. The increas­
ing democratic tendency of the 
leading nations of the world is 
steadily reducing the proportion of 
their populations from whom men 
can be drawn to accept the regular

The smallest microbe yet known is

It is much less 
than the influenza bacillus, and only 
just discernable w hen magnified 1500 
times. The work of the smallest bac­
terium in the troubled world, is to 
produce the deadly abscess, known in, 
South America as manguea, in cattle, 
with this special characteristic— the 
hotter the climate, the more fatal the 
infection,. A further peculiarity is 
that if the abscess is opened in its 
early stages the disease, is arrested and 
the animal saved. Minuteness of the 
germs of disease is no particular ad- 
vantage to the victime; the influenza 
microbe makes up for its diminutive- 
rnss by overwhelming numbers.

CONDEMN THE PRACTICE.

The Planet has received from Mr. J.

-The article in question was written 
as the result of sworn testimony, tak- 
en in a judicial proceeding, and the 
comment was made thereon in the 
public interests, without malice, 
and in the best of faith, 
against a practice, undoubtedly ex- 
isting in various communities, of ex- 
acting extravagant interest on loans 
to unfortunate individuals.

If, as Mr. White pointed out in his 
letter, published in Saturday’s issue, 
the evidence of the witness was un- 
truthful, or if he has any statement 
to make in connection with that case. 
The Planet will be pleased to give it 
publication. This journal is only de- 
sirous of giving the facts and would 
not wittingly do ought to injure any 
man’s legitimate business.

What we sought to convey in the 
editorial in question—and what we 
still are anxious to establish—was our 
vigorous condemnation of the system 
of what seems to be atrocious usury, 
which is frequently carried on under 
the protection of the law and, if pos- 
sible, provide an impetus towards se- 
curing legislation prohibiting it.

An error, however, was made by The 
Planet in alluding to the evidence of 
the witness when this journal said it 
went to show that the man "was load- 
ed down with an extortionate mort- 
gage."

AFTER HIS LIFE
Dastardly Attempt to Take the 

Life of Humane Officer 
McGregor. %

A daring attempt was made on the 
life of Humane Officer McGregor last 
Saturday morning, about five o’clock

Mr. McGregor, however, pursued 
then and succeeded in collaring one 
of the men, who made frantio efforts 
to free himself from the other’s grasp. 
The other two men were some consid- 
erable distance away when one of 
them, turning around saw the position 
his comrade was in. He immediately 
ran back some distance, pulled a re- 
volver from his pocket, took aim and 
deliberately fired at the detective. 
The latter was having considerable 
difficulty in holding his victim and as 
a result the bullet missed its mark 
and buried itself in a piece of plank 
which was piled up near the factory.

As soon as Mr. McGregor heard the 
shot he released the nan he was hold- 
ing and started in pursuit of the man 
who had fired the revolver. He, how- 
ever, was not able to catch him, and 
as a result the three men escaped.

Mr. McGregor, when interviewed, 
concerning the matter this afternoon, 
said.

“It was pretty dark at the time and 
I could not see who the men were. 
I know, however, that they were 
colored. I can’t imagine what they 
were doing at the mill. When the 
man shot, I tried to catch him, but I 
had a heavy overcoat on at the time 
and he had no difficulty in getting 
away.”

The Old Timers’ dinner, which took 
place at Calgary recently, was the 
first annual banquet of the society. 
Only those who came to the west in 
‘83 or previous to that date were 
eligible to attend the spread. It was 
a most interesting and historical 
gathering of the pioneers who bad 
braved the hardships and dangers of 
the early days. Around the table 
sat men who came in over the old 
trail from Fort Benton, when long 
bull trains with creaking wagons 
drew in supplies from the south for 
Fort MacLeod. Many former mem­
bers of the N.W.M.P. were there, and 
old comrades recalled the days when 
they rode side by side or stood to­
gether behind the stockade and bas- 
tions of Fort Walsh, when the In­
dians threatened attack.

Some of the speeches were very 
amusing. One old timer - the old­
est there, so he claimed — wanted to 
rule the speaking. He repeatedly in­
sisted that he had been in the coun­
try eight or ten years before some
