such steps as will ensure us against east
winds and other disagreeable meteorologi-
cal conditions on the 24th.

A SUDDEN, and, 8o far as our informa-
tion goes, at present un xplained accident
resulted some days since in the sudden
extinction of the electric lights in the
City of London over the'whole area work-
ed by the BrusH system. The engines
were at work for a counsiderable time after
the lamps had gone out, and the men
were apparently unaware of anything uc-
usual having happened. . Every effort was
made to remedy the defect, and for the
moment the light was restored in all its
original brilliancy, but only 10 go out
again. Fortunately the o!d yas lamps
have not yet been removed, and steps were
taken for their relighting, but up till
balf-past one in the morning seveial
of the principal thoroughfares, notably
Blackfriars Bridge, were left in total
darkness. The light, we believe, has since
been restored in all its former britliancy,
but unlees some satisfactory reason is given

for the occurrence, and a guarantee of the
non-recurrence of what might have been
a very serious calamity, it is to be feared
that the confidence of the public in the
infallibility of the system will be shaken.
No amount of good lighting could com-
pensate in'the eyes of London for the
possibility of being suddenly left at the
mercy of the criminal classes who would
not be slow to reap a harvest out of the
plunging of the city in darkpess even for
a few hours. But there seems no reason
to expeet any such danger, and of course
the present experiment is precisely in-
tended to guage the risks as well a8 the
advantages of electric lighting.

THE somewhat demonstrative proceed-
ings of the Salvation Army, to the pro-
gress of whose march Heavenwards we
have before alluded, appea. to have grieved
the spirit of a certain correspondent of
the London Globe. This gentleman
having taken his seat in a railway carriage
occupied by a detachment of the host, was
unwise enough to protest against the war-
lik« strains with which they disturbed the
repose of his journey. The only result
appesrs to have been that the army
changed its tune, and on’ the inspiration
of the moment adapted a somewhat per-
sonal refrain to the air of “Souearly in
the morning.” The words of this hymn,
which were given with due emphnsis and
much spirit, possessed ut least the wmerit
simplicity combined with point, which
however failed to excite the udmiration of
the g-ntleman to whom they were ad-

noyance of this kind, or redress for its in-
fliction; and we hardly thiuk that the
canse of the Salvation Army will b wma-
terially advanced by such behaviour on the
part of its reeruits. Meanwhile another
danger seems to have been added to the
already serious risks of railway travelling.
He who has escaped mutilation or ill-
usage at the hands of the irreligious rough,
and reached his destination without being
thrust. out of doors or his coat torn from
his back, is still exposed to the tender
mercies of the religious enthusiasts, who
seem determined that those who will per-
sist in taking the downward road shall not
at least be without that musical accom-
paniment to their march Devil-wards
which they themselves find of such ma-
terial assistance to their progress.in the
opposite direction. -

last week, condemning the indiseriminate
use of “ Curbolic Acid Soap” a commonly
offered and extensively advertised article.

So employed
iu induces a more or less severe form of
blood poisoning into the system, and is
not only not beneficial but distinctly
harmfal. From soap to water is an easy
trausition, and the advent of Spring,
which seems to ‘have at lust come to stay,
brings us to the consid.rativn of the pros
and cons of bathing. In this connection
our Mentor warns us of the danger to
our hearing faculties attendant upon a
sudden plunge into cold water. The
avoidance of any risk is siraple enmough,

in the employment of = small pledget of

cotton wool to stop the ears. This may be
moistened at will with olive oil, and can
be removed after the first plunge is taken.
These alvicory remarks de not, of course,
apply to those who approuch ‘the water

with caution, and enter it oné foot at a

time. Such bold bathers Taay be safely
trusted to run no gieater risk than that of
catching cold. ‘ '

TORONTO—THE QUEEN CITY OF
THE WEST.

In our Christmas number we issued a supple-
ment illustrative of Montreal, with the principal
business houses of that city. With the present
number is presented a quadruple sheet contain-
ing views of the various industries of Toronto,
with a bird’s eye view of the city itself, which
makes apart from the paper an attractive sheet,
and one which will interest all dwellers ir the
Dominion, as well as the inhabitants of the
Queen City herself. .

Toronto, the capital of Ontatio, and one of
the most flourisliing and populous cities in the
Dominion of Canada, is situsted on a gently-
sloping plain on the northern shore of Lake On-
tario, 333 miles west-south-west of Montreal,
500 miles from Quebec, 38 miles from the mouth
of the Niagara River, and 500 miles from New
York. It is in latitude 43° 49 4" north,
and longitude 79© 71' 5" west, or five hours,
seventeen minutes and twenty seconds slower
time than at Greenwich, HKugland. A
handsome bay forms the southern front or
boundary of the city, and is entered by a nar-
row opening at the western end about half a
wile in width, and is separated from the lake by
a semi-circular island, ranning for about three
miles in front of the city. enclosing a beautiful
basin. about a mile and a half in diameter,
forming a safe aud well sheltered harbour, cap-
able of containing a large number of vessels.

Though not picturesyue, the situation of the
city is very pleasing and agreeable, and peculi-
arly favorabla to commerce, comfort and health
The site is somewhat low, but rises gently from
the water's edge, the observatory, about a mile
distant from the lake, being 108 feet above the
water level, and Bloor street, two miles distant,
being over 140 fest ahove the level of the lake.
The city generally is built of white brick of a
soft aud  pleasing tint, but very freely inter-
mingled - with stractores of stone, iron and
grauite. 1ts strests ure spacious, well laid out, re-
gularly built and cross each other at right angles,
some almost running parallel with the Bay, and
intersectad with others which have a north and

~outh direcrion, inclining slightly to the west, |

the whole formiug nearly a parallelogram. The
principal streets running east and west in the
denxer portions of the city are Front, Welling-
ton, King, Richmond, Adelaide and Queen
streets, and the cross streets, runoing north
from the Bay, ure Yonge, Church, Jarvis, Bay,
York and Simcoe streets. The two main

thoroughfares of the city are King aud Yonge-

streets, which divide it into four large sections.
Kiog street runs from the eastern limits of the
city to the western portion, where it is blocked
by the Crystal Palace grounds,  a distance of
over four miles. It is sixty-six feet wide, and
well built up with sabstautial brick and stone
buildings, some of them equal to dny on the
American continent. Some of them, for variety
and value of stock, elegant show rooms, fistings,
&c., and external appearance, rival thoss of Re-
gent street, London, England.

Yonge street runs from the Bay almost due
north to Holland Landing, Lake Simcoe, a dis-
tance of over thirty miles. The lower portion
of the street from the Bay to King street is com-

d almost exclusively of warehouses, banks,
&c., while above King street, to the northern
limits of the city (a distance of over two miles)
it is alinost an unbroken line of retail shops of
every description, and is perhaps the busiest
business street in the city. It is the great lead-
ing thoroughfure of the morth, giving to the far-
mers, oa the rich lands laying between the two
Jakes, direct arcess to the chief shipping point
of Ontario. Front and Wellington streets are
mainly built up with wholesale houses of every
description. Buee'n street is the nain artery of
the city fiom the western districts, and for up-
wards of -tlirce miles is closely built up with
stores' and private dwellings. Many of the
streets occupied by the private dwellings of the
merchants and the business men of the city pre-
sent & very pleasing and attractive appearance.
Such streets as Jarvis, Sherbourne, Church,
Simcoe, Wilton Crescent, Gerrard, Carlton,
Wellesloy, and others, being mainly built up
with fine blocks or detached villas, and in al-
most every instance they are fronted or surround-
ed with garden lots carefully cultivated and pro-
tected from the street thoroughfare by orna-
mental railings of iron or wood. OQutside of
these is a wide sidewalk, along which rums a
strip of ‘{;nss plot from six to twelve feet wide,
protected from the roadway by posts, with sus-
pended chains, being placed at equal distances
along the-length of the street. This arrange-
ment, with the shade trees planted along the
sidewalks, gives to many of the streetsof the
city a *‘ boulevard” appearance, and affords a

leasant promenade to visitors and residents
5uring the summer montbhs. .

Many of the private dwellings of the ecitizens
are qnite palatial in their outward aspect and
their interior structare. The warehouses, finan-

cial institutions, and public buildings are of re.-
markably substuntial workmanship, and many |
of them exceedingly beautiful in architectural |

design. Ib fact, few, if any, cities on the Am-
erican continent can bowst of finer buildings de
voted to business putposes than Toronto, who is
Justly proud of the distinetion. -

 But the-sipecial prideand glory of Toroato is
in her churches and educational institutions, for,
compared with cities of -similar age and popula-
tion, she stands acknowledging no ‘rival. She
boasts of eighty.ehurches, many of -them, such

as St. James’s Episcopal Cathedral, Metropolitan

| Metiidist Charch, new St. Andrew’s Preshy-

terian Church, Jarvis street Baptist Church and
St. Michael’'s Roman Catholic Cathedral, are
magnificent specimens of church architecture,
and monuments of Christian munificence. In
her educational establishments Toronto stands
second to none on this side of the Atlantic, the
University College buildings being one of the
finest and most imposing specimens: of massive
Norman architectare in America, smd the Nor-
mal School buildings and grounds ‘belag one of
the most attractive spots in.the city.- The as-
sessed value of the churches, religious and
edusational institutions of the cityis over five
millions of dollars, S ;

Numerous charitable and religious institations
are also to be found in all parts of the city. It
is the seat of law and Provincial Governmeat,
and the head-quarters of the Educational De-
partment of Ontario. The principal buildings
in connection with these departments are hand-
some structures, the internal finish and arrange-
ments of Osgoode Hall, especially, being remark-
ably fine. 1t is also the headquarters of the

rincipal fiuancial institutions ot the Province.

he heal offices of eight banks, with an aggre-
gate capital of $15,000,000, and having eighty-
one branches (in the Provivce and Unitel
States) are situated here, and there are also six
branches of hanks having head offices in other
cities. Ten insurance companies (eight fire an'l
marine and two lifs) have their head offices
here, some of them transacting a very extensive
business in the United States. Eleven building
and investment societies, with an aggregate
capital of $5,800,000, and having over $10,000,-
000 assets, also have their homes in Toronto.
The total capital of the local banks, insurance
companies, building and loan societies cxceeds
$25,000,000.

The manufacturing interests of the city are
varied. ~ Several extensive iron and stove
foundries, engincering establishments, car build.
ing works, piano and organ factories, paper
mills; carriage factories, soap works, boot and
shoe factorics, breweries, spice mills, a woollen
mill, the largest cabinet factory in the Domin-
ion, and the largeést distillery in the world, are
situate here. Toronto is rapidly becoming the
literary metropolis of the Dominion : over forty
newspapers and periodicalsare published within
its’limits, namely, five daily and fiftcen weekly,
the rest monthly, semi-monthly, ‘or quarterly,
its daily press circulating throughout the entire
Domiuion, and_ exerting considerable influence
in the political, commercial and social com-
munity. Some of the largest and most enter-
prising publishers on the continent carry on
their business in Toronto. :

Five lines of railwaysrun into the city, con-
necting with all places of importance on the
American coutinent, and other lines are now in
process of construction. First class passenger
steamers also run during the season to all the

rincipal points on the lake and ports on the St.

awrence River. At present Toronto haswithin its
limits 359 public streets, coutaining about 240
miles of sidewalks, upwards of 14,000 private
and public buildings, with a populatiou of over
75,000 souls. The ratable assessments of the
city property for the present year amount to
over $70,000,000.

Though young in years, Toronto is vigorous
in its growth, extending its borders on all sides,
and rapidly undergoing a transformation which
is fast lacing it in the foremost rank of cities
noted for their wealth and beanty. New streets,
with larger, handsomer, and more costly build-
ingy, are rapidly springing up ; stoue and granite
structures are rerlacing those of frame and briek ;
and evidences of improvement in new buildings,
streets, roadways and parks, are seen in all
directions. New parks are being laid out, streets
are being converted into boulevards, so that with
each successive season Toronto is becoming more
and more worthy of its royal and proul de-
signation of Queen City of the West.

BeLL RiNGING BY STEAM.—Railroad men are
just now greatly interested in a novel appliance
to locomotives, whereby the heretofore laborious
task of ringing the bell at crossiugs, and while
ap{)roaching towns and villages, which has de-
volved upon the firemen, to the manifest noglect,
in many instances, of his other duties, will be
automatically performed by steam power easily
regulated and controlled.  The not infrequent
loss of life hereabouts, as well as through the
Western country, where grade crossings are, as s
rule, unprotected, has set railroad men to think-
ing, as in the majority of cases verdicts against
the roads employing the careless fireman have
been recovered. It seems strange that so simple
an application of steam, of which there is always
a surplus in locomotive boilers, should not have,
ere this, been made. The device consists mere-
ly of a small cylinder containing a revolving
piston, connected directly with the bell yoke by
means of a shaft. The motion is regulated by a
valve and cnt off, so adjusted that by a slight
movement, it is thrown off the centre, and in-
stantly set in motion. " The bell then rings con-
tinuou.le until checked by & similar slight move-
ment. Itisin constant readiness for use, steam
being on continually after the firing -of the
engine, and is thus instantaneously available in
cases where it is desirable to give warning. The
device is easily applied to locomotives, of what-
ever make. There are districts in the West
through which for niiles the fireman are required
by law to ring their bell continuously, and, at
the same time, are obliged to keep their fires”ip
to the required standard. So  valuable does
this invention appear to practical railroad men
that its adoption by the leading roads in the
country has followed an inspection of its work-
ing, which has been tested successively on the
Bosten and Albany roads during the past few
months.—Boston Herald

1 also ful\y wdmit the negligence of the emperor
in leaving Grouchy so loug without any in-
structions, except the warnings of the possibly
intended junction of the allied armies contained
in the Bertrand letter, yet | cannot agree with
those, whe like Chesney, say that ** the notion
that Grouchy is responsible for the Waterloo
defeat must be dismiissed by those who chonse
1o weigh the evidence, from the domain ot an-
thentic history to the limbo of nationul tig-
ments.”  The responsibility must be diviied
between the emperov anmd  his  Jeutenant.
Charging upon Napoleon, as we must, the tauits
above specified, it must yet not be forgotien
that had Grouchy intelligently carried out -the
emperor’s instructions contained in the Ber-
trand Jetter he might have been in a position to
defvat, ov at least to hinder, the junction of the
allied urmies,

It is hardly to be questioned that, if Grouchy
had moved at four o'olock in the morning by
way of Mousty, and had put himself in com
muuication with the matn army, his forces
would have stopped the Prussian advance, aud
allowed the emperor the use of his whole army
agaiust the duke's forces, which were inferior in
numbers and composition. Instead of being
ubliged to detach 16,000 infantry agaiust the
Prusssans, Napoleon could have used them
against the Eaglish, and from what we know
of the condition of Wellingtou's army in the
latter part of the afternoon the result wonld
have been n decided victory for Napoleon. If,
on the other hand, Grouchy had, even ns late
as mid-day, changed his plan, and, following
the advice of Geranl, bad marched t join the
entperar, he wonld certainly have avevied the
entastrophe, even it he had arrived too lnte to

wsure a vietory for his side. — Atlantic Monthiu.

The picture of “Wiland
the Smith™ fell 1o the lot of the Cologne
Museum, where it hangs in the hall of modern
paintings, and bas attracted a great desl of atten.
tion. The storyof Wilaud, the unequalled actifi-
cer in wetsls, of his robbery and mutilation by
Nidudr, king of Sweden, the revenge he took
upou the sots and daughters of the manarch is
toldin the Eddas. But the story though it comes
to us from the North is really of Rhenish ex-
traction and forms properly ane of the old
legends of the Rhine. Honce the destination
of the picture seems singularly appropriate, and
Cologue is proud of this addition to the pictorial
representations of its ancient legends. i

the Morgan lron Works, in this city the other

-lay, what is said to be the largest steawm cylin.

der ever east. It is 16 feet 1} inches long,
110 inches in diameter, and required for its
casting 45 tons, or 90,000 pounds, of gun metal,
It is iutended to accomtoodate & piston stroke
of 14 feet. The casting of this massive piges of
work was done in a mould constructed of brick,
and lived with loam, the outsille bring covered
with heavy iron plates to prevent the wmatrix
froin bursting when the molten metal was poured
in. The mould is comstructed of aue cylinder
of brick and loam within anather, the space be-
tween them being the required thickness of the
casting, the flanges, belts, and other jurts of
the work being accumately delineated in the
matrix. Over half the mould was sunk in the
solid earth which torms= the tloaring of the jran
warks, It required the metal three hours and
twenty minutes to welt, snd the 90,000 poands
were then transferred by the labor of 104 nien to
two huge tank ladles, each having a capucity
of about 15 tons, und two large rrune fadles.
The tank< were conuested with the monld by
pipes, and the crue bolles were attached o
huge cranes.

At one o'clock, Jotim Koach, whe personally
supervis.ﬁd the v.-csriug. YAve the order to hegiu
the pouring. The molten metal was turued
into the mould from the two tanks on either
side, and at the same time the two crane Jadles
were swang over,and from all four » white stream
of liyuid wetsl begun to How into the matiix.
It took precisely two and a half minutes to com.
plete the pourtuyg awd HH the moald. The
operation was watched very anteatively by Mr.
Roach and his foreman, aud when it was eom-
pleted both proucunead the casting to have been
suceessfol.

hood.  Amid the beating of drums. which were
prolonged so as 1o drown every other seund,
each prioner in turn biginning with Kibaltehik,
and ending with Reesakotf, was lod to the top
of a small stool with ateps: the rope was then
drawn tizht round one of the sapporting beams,
and the calurit was left to strangle by the stool
being withdrawn from under %)im. All the
