Neander says, that “the origin of the
Waldenses is to be traced to the reading of
the Bible.” In Piedmont, as well as at
Lyons, or wherever they can be traced, they
based everything upon this single and sover-
eign [authority. A mixture of superstition
may be fonnd in some of their opinions.—
Still their faith was singujarly pare. It
closely resembled that of the reformed
churches of later days. The mass, transub-
stantiation, the worship of saints and images,
the doc'rine of purgatory and of indulgen-
ces, the supremacy of popes and bishops,
were all corruptions which they must perpe-
tually oppose. “Oance praying in the words
of the Lord's prayer,” they said, “ is of more
efficacy tban the ringing of ten bells: yea,
than the mass itself.” They believed ina
regular ministry ; but they still maintained
that every ome had a right to- instruct.—
They accepted the words of Chris: with un-
divided loyalty, and clung to him as their sole
Redeemer ; and, in one word, believed in a
religion that did not consist in works, cere-
monials, penances, but in a regenerating
faith which must fill the heart and flow out
into'every vein with life-giving power.

And. therefore, they kept themselves close
to the Divine Spirit by constant communion
With God and his truth. Men, women,
children, gained a most intimate knowledge
of the Scriptures. They said, “ Among
the Catholics, a teecher is rarely to be met

They looked steadfastly ap to
that sacred head, circled once with thorns,
now radiant at the right haad of God, and
they could not falter. For centuries their
martyr age continued ; and for centuries
that same martyr spirit beat in the breasts
of young and old, of gentle maidens and
strong men, and made them, when the (rial
came, loyal unto death. The vales and
mountains of Piedmont present scenes of
exquisite besuty and sublime grandeur,
which earapture and awe the traveller =s
he threads the mountain passcs or secales
their dazzling heights.

Every village and hamlet has its sacred
place, consecrated by the blood of martyrs.
The Waldensian Church has been well cha-
racterized as the martyr church in Christen-
dom. _ Its unshaken cobstancy, its heroic
endurance, bave been worthy of apostolic
ages. Piedmont has been called a cabinet
whose Alpine bheights enclose an inestima-
ble jewel. The Waldenses, like the first
disciple, sealed their faith with their freely-
offered blood ; and when God makes up his

jewels, they will stand among the cloud of

witnesses with their starry crowns.

What has been the influence of a Caurch
8o pure in faith and life upon the thought
of the world ? That question is not eusily

who can repeat three chapters of the Bible ;”
whereas, among themselves, scarcely a man
or woman could not repeat the entire New
Testament in the vernacylar langusge.—
Generation after generation continually fed
their souls upon-the truth of God. {\ey
did not live their own life a’one, but strove
to live the life of the ‘Apostles and of the
Son of God. They soared up day by day
into the spiritual world to breathe its holy
air, and therefore we are prepired to hear
bright testimonies to their purity. In the
Noble Lesson,”—a docament of uncertain
date, but which gives a just picture of the
epirit of the Waldensian Church,—it is
said: “ If a man is to be found who neither
curses, lies, swears, commits adultery, mur-
ders, possesses himeelf of others’ goods, nor
revenges himself upon his enemies, they say
that he is a Waldensian, and should be
punished.”

“ [ allow,” says a fierce Dominican, “in
morals and life they are good, true in words,
unanimous in brotherly love : but in faith
they are incorrigible and vile.” So impli-
citly were they trusted, that the Cathol:cs,
in the midst of persecuting wars, in order
to save their daughters from the bands of
their own soldiery, placed them among the
Waldenses as in a sanctuary. No
no desire of revenge, ever betrayed that
boly trust. Centaries ago they were said
to be orderly, industrious, chaste, masters of
their own passions, free from falsehood and
fraud. And an English writer, who visited
the Piedmorntese vaileys in 1822, represents
them as still retaining the same character-
jstics. Every slope of the monntains, every
available recess in the valleys, was occupied
by vineyards and orchards, or subjected to
cultivation by those industrious and frugal
inhabitants.  Where no plough could be
driven, men turned up the soil by the spade.
Their homely coitages were neat and cheer-
ful; their pastors inteiligent and faithfal.—
And a profound pivty and faith, while it
lifted up the heart as in a perpetual hymn,
bloomed out in all beautiful, social virtues,
Nor were more brilliant, if not higher
qualities wanting. When religion becomes

* Remember that you are indebted to us for
your emancipation from papal thraldom.
We led the way. We stood in the front
rank ; and against us the first thunderbolts
of Rome were fulminated. The baying of
the;bloodhounds of the inquisition was heard
in our valleys long before you knew its
pame. From Guianne, when an English
provioce, our docirines found their way
even into England iteell ; and Wickliffe
preached nothing more than had been heard
in our valleys long before.” One thing is
clear, the Waldenses were Reformers betore
the Reformation itself. The candle which
they bore aloft was rather a ray from the
ascending sun—the light which purples the
east at the first coming of the morn. The
opinions and labors of Waldo and bis asso-
ciates, in France and the heart of Europe,
were seed-grains of new thought, and life.
Claude, of Turin, and the Churches of the
mountain valleys, did pot exist in vaiD.—
Every breeze that came from those pure
heights was freighted with life from the
plains below. Truth, virtue, propagate
their influence through a thousand channels
in which God directs their course and
watches their way; and what was proclaim-
ed in the secluded places of Piedmont may
have first fully burst upon the view of men
in a Wickliffe and a Luther. But we urge
extravagant claims. We rather eay, “ take
off the crown ” from man, and award it to
God alone. Honor to all who bave been
organs of the Divine Spirit in its regener-
ating ministries. Place others of wider cal-
tare, of apparently greater influence, upon
thrones, if you will. To the Waldenses
still belongs the royal place ; for they were
also kings and priests unto God.

What will be the futare of such a Charch?
For nineteen thousand Waldenses and three
thousand Catholics dwell together in the
valleys of Piedmont to-dey. Since 1843
they bave comparatively flourisbed. In
Turin they have three preachers, wih mas-
ters, colporteurs, a small jouraal, and a de-
pository of books and tracts. In Genoa,
Nice, Penerola, and various other places,
they have preachers and missionarics. It
is said that they are to be found in many

of laly. The College of Torre, in

the vallsy whero their churches have always
been, bas twelve professors, and one hLun-
dred and five students, including those of
the Normal School and the Theological Fa-
culty. A church with euch a past, thé re-
presentative of a host of centessors of mar-
tyrs, thoogh small to-day, must bave a fu-
ture. We should gladly welcome any of
its members, honored both for its past bis-
tory and its present character, into our own
land. Still we hope to see its triumph in
Italy itself. Recognized aiready in Pied-
mont, in the revolutions which may sudden-
ly burst upon the world, and cannot'alwny:
be postpoaed, it may yet be recognized by
the United Italian Siates. Perhaps the

Most of the Jews residing here are of
Spanish origin, and speak according to cir-
cumstances, Spanish, Hebrew, or Arabic.
They bave four large synagogues, all of
which I visited. Another one, of more
architectural pretension, is in the process of
erection near by, and will be, when finished,
one of the most splendid edifices in Jerusa-
lem. Besides the Spanish Jews, however,
there is quite a community of Polish ones.
They own two small synagogues, situated,
like the others, upon the eastern portion of
Mount Zion. They are regarded as more
devout than the others, spend more time in
reading the Law, and mingle much less with
the world. I visited one of their synagogues
last Saturday morning, and was really quite
affected with the earnestness and feeling
manifested by the reader. Soon after, |
sat down in the crowd beside a good patured
looking man, who soon offered to share his
book with me. I was agreeably surprised
to find be could coaverse in German, and so
a question or two passed between us, after
which he suddenly turned to me, and said :

“We don’ ieve in wooden gods,” re-
sumed he in a very earnest, almost bitter
under tone; “ we only believe in what the
Lord God has revealed by his servant Moses,
and by the Prophets.”

As might be expected, the conversion of
the Jews here goes forward but slowly. In
the first place, the Jewish population here
is, a8 we have seen, almost exclusively a
population of old people. Secondly, a class
of people whose religious convictions were
strong enough to draw them hitber from the
ends of the earth, leaving kin and native
land, and all the associations and charms of
home, could not be expected to prove a par-
ticularly easy class to proselytize. Of the
missions among them, we must speak fur-
ther on. Supported in a great measure by
alms from brethren abroad, the Rabbins it
Jerusalem have ample leisure for the study
of the Scriptures, and, probably, surpass in
this respect those of every other part of the
world. It may yet please God to raise a
chosen apostile from their number, bringing
him through the agency of that old “ schcol
master,” the law, “to Christ.” May he
hasten it in his good time.

The position of the Cbristians is much as
it bas been for several years. They com-
pose, as near as can be ascertained in the
absence ot all official census returns, one
third of the population. By a decree of the
Fourth General Council of the Christian
Charch, Jerusaiem was elevated from a
bishopric to a patriarchate, two metropolitan
sees being contributed by the pa‘riarchate
of Antioch, and two by that of Alexandria.
From that day to this, through all the vicis-
situdes of a terribie history, it has remained
one of the constituent patriarchates of the
Eastern Church. In the beginning, the
Jerusalem patriarch bad four metropolitan
sées ; sixty-eight bishoprics, and twenty-five
suffragan bishoprics under him ; now there
are but fourteen sees, and not all of these
filled ; indeed, but two are filled by resident
bishops, namely, those of Acre and Bethle-
hem. The number of Greek Christians in
the city at present is about two thousand.
Thbey are all pative Arabs, except the
monks, who are Greeks, and their services
are performed in the vernacular. The spi-
ritual charge of them is intrusted to six
pative priests.

The Convent of St. Salvator is the. center
and ®3is not only of the Latins of the city,
but of all the Catholics in the Holy Land. It
contains forty or fifty Franciscan monks, balf
Italian, and half Spanish. Itis the head-
quarters of the great monastic army which
garrisons the * Terra Santa,” and hopes to
bring it over one day to popery. This army
is styled the “ Custodia della Terra Santa”
and the commander-in-chief, ¥ Guardidnus
Sacri Montis Sion et Presul Terre Sanc-
t@.” This establishment dates back to the
time of the crusaders, and there are little
circles of native Catholics which have ga-
thered around each of the twenty subordi-
nate converts.

Examine its history and you will find that
even when Christianity bas, for obvious
reasons, produced but slender spiritual re-
sults, the inferior benefits which it has scat-
tered have rendered its progress through the
nation as traceable as the overflowing of the
Nile is, by the rich deposit and the conse-
quent fertility which it leaves behind. This
is a well known subject of devout exultation
in many of the inspired epistles. The
Apologies of the Father prove it, and the re-
cords ot profane history unintentionally but
abundantly confirm it. Virtue went out of
it in every age and wherever it came. The
Roman Empire was rushing to rain ; Chris-
tianity arrested its descent, and broke its
fall. Nearly all the tribes of Europe were
sitting at a feast upon human flesh or immo-
lating buman victims to their gods. It car-
ried them away from the horrid repast, and
extinguished their unboly fires. = The
spirit of Christianity brooded over the cha-
otic mass, and gradually gave to it the
forms of civilized life. When it could not
sheath the sword of war, it at least buman-
ized the dreadful art, It found the servant
a slave and broke his chains. It found the
poor—the mass of mankind—trampled
under foot, and it taught them to stand
erect by addressing whatever is divine in
their degraded nature. It found woman—
one-half of the species—in the dost, and it
extended its protecting arm to her weakness,
aud raised and placed her by the side of
man. Swickly infancy and infirm old age

 were cast out to perish ; it passed by and

bade them live, prepared for each a home,
and becoming the tender nurse of both.

Yes! Christianity found tbe heathen
world without a single house of mercy. Go,
search the Byzantine chronicles and pages
of Publius Victor, and though the one de-
scribes all the public edifices of ancient Con-
stantinople, and the other of ancient Rome,
nct a word is found in either of a purely
charitable institution. Go, search the an-
cient marbles in your museums, question
the many travellers who bave visited the
ruined cities of Greece and Rome, and de-
scend and ransack the graves of Hercula-
neum and Pompeii, and say, if amidst all
the splendid remains of statues and amphi-
theatres—temples, aqueducts, and palaces—
mausoleums, columns, and triumphsl arches

The Starting Point of Virtue.

It is the poor man's Sabbath, which is the
source of his week-day virtues. The rich
may have other sources, but take away the
dabbath from the poor, and you inflict &
general desecration of character upon them.
Taste and homor, and a pative love of truth,
may be sufficient guarantees for the per-
formance of duties to the breaking ot which,
there is no temptation. But they are not
enough for the wear and exposure of ordin-
ary life. They make a feeble defenco
against such temptations as assail and agitate
the men who, on the rack of their energies,
are struggling for subsistence. With them
the relative obligations bhold more singly
upon the religious ; and if the tie of religion,
therefore, be cut asunder, the whole of their
morality will forthwith go into unhingement,
Whatever virtue there is on the bumbler
levels of society, it holds direct of the Sab-
bath and of the sanctuary ; and when these
cease to be venerable, the poor cease to be
virtuous. You take away all their worth
when you take away the fear of God from
before their eyes; why then should we won-
der at the result of a very general deprava-
tion among them, if before their eyes shou'd
be held forth, on the part of their earthly
superiors, an utter fearlessness of God 7—
The humbler, it ought not to be expec'ed,
will follow the higher classes on the ground
of social virtue; for they have other and
severer difficulties to combat, and other
temptations over which thé victory would
be greatly more arduous. Baut the bum-
bler will follow the higher on the ground of
irreligion, only they will do it in their own
style, and perhaps, with the more daring
and lawless spirit of those who riot in the
excesses of newly-felt liberty.—Dr. Chal-
mers.

the first female birth in that town.

After his disease, Mrs. Hammond moved
with her children to 8t. John. It was there

convinced of her guilt and utter depraviiy,
and was enabled to flee for refuge to the

atonement of Jesus. Having obtained mercy
she united herself to the people of God,
to whom, through the whole of her subse-
quent pilgrimage, she maintaioed a close
and affectionate attachment.

It was here also that the was married to
Mr. ). C. Squiers, originally of Long Island,
N. Y., one of those whose preference of
British liberty to Republican ruls, led him
to forgo the advantages of his native place,
for a home in the dependencies of his father-
land. After their marriage tbtey removed
to the County of Carleton, where the family
has since resided.

Mrs. Squiers’ life was characterized by
numerous sfllictions, and during the last
twelve months they were of unusual sever-
ity. Yet she felt asured that ber beavenly
Father was doing all things well. No mur-
mur escaped her lips, but rather ihe lan-
guage ot devout prayer that she might pa-
tiently endure all the will of God.

She often spoke of death, not with alarm,
but with hope. Anticipating the repose for
a time of her body in the grave, she rejoiced
to Yhink that then her absent spirit would
be “ with the Lord,” and she looked forward
to that blessed consummation, when the for-
mer should be raised again, “a glorious
body,” and both re-united, should be caught
up to meet Him in the air.

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Brunswick Street Church.

Tak alteration and enlargement of the Bruns-
wick-street Church are now complete. At a
cost of about three thousand pounds the exten-
sion and improvement of this sacred edifice, long
contemplated by its trustees, and which have for
some time past been regarded as a pressing
necessity by the worshippers within its walls,
bave been most admirably carried into effect.
To the genaine Christian-hearted liberality of a
few, seconded by the cordial co-operation of the
many, of our Society in this place, must in the
first ‘instance be ascribed the accomplishment of
these long-cheriched objects ; whilst we record to
the honor of the well-known Architect, Mr. HrLr,
and the worthy Contractor, Mr. MUMFORD, that
to the genius and taste of the one, and the fidel-
ity and capacity of the other, it is doe that in so
successful a manner their realization has been
secured.

The building, which originally formed a square
of sixty feet, has now received an addition of
thirty.six feet, which has the advantage of ren-
dering more elegant its proportions, whilst it
adds so largely to the means of accommodation,
The style of architecture has been faithfully pre-
served; but an entire change has been effected
in the appearance and position of the pews on
the lower floor. They are now so constructed as
to form from one side aisle to the other a segment
of a circle, the side aisles running close by the
walle. A judicious arrangement has been made
by which pews suited tothe wants of families,
comprebending eitber many or few, are obtained,
the longest pews being intended to seat eight

persons, and the shortest five. The pulpit is
of course the first object to attrac®attention, and
wiil make an impression not (o be forgotten. A
contemporary, the Morning Chronicle, describes
it thus: 1t is a very chef-d’@uvre of architec-
ture and workmanship. It is purely gothic and
harmonizen finely with the style of the Chapel.
It is so spacious that it will seat at least twelve
persons besides the officiating minister. It is
erected on pillars in the form of reeds, with base
imposute and covered capitals, having three gothic
arches springing from the imposts. The soffit
under the pulpit is neatly panelled, and a thorough
passage is preserved to the Communion. The
body of the pulpit is approached from eitber side
by an easy flight of stairs, the balusters and rails
of which are of walout. The Altar rail is also
of walnut, very massive, and is to be finished
with French polish. The carved work, of which
there is just a sufficient quantity, is very fine,
and was, we learn, executed by Mr. McLeod, of
this city.” In the basement story of the chapel
the room for week-night services and the Sabbath
School has been much improved, and commo-
dious apartments for class-meetings have been
provided.  Altogether the Brunswick Street
Church may pow be saic to be complete in every
raspeet as a Wesleyan Metbodist place of wor-
ship. It only remains that the exterior be ren-
dered more in keeping with the renovated inte-
rior of the building. This is an object to which,
doubtless, eff2ctive efforts will ere long be direct-
ed. By and by, perbaps, we shall be agitating
for the erection of a comfortable parsonage on
the vacant ground below the Church. :

So fully
ure the Protestants of this Island impressed
with the truthfulness of this sentiment that
they are making strong effort to introduce
the Bible into the schools as the basis of
Christian instruction. Hitherto they have
been unsuccessful. Through the lukewarm-
ness and even open opposition of Protes-
tants,—and we bave reference to Protestant
ministers as well as legisiators,—the attempt
bas produced a storm of controversy, and a
confusion of opinion truly deplorable. The
secret and open opposition of the papal
clergy—the temporizing policy of legislators
—the timidity of Protestant Ministers, not
fully acquainted with colonial controversies
bave rendered the attempts,as already stated,
unsuccessful. You may remember that a
« great Protestant meetingy’ was held in
Charlottetown last winter, at which resolu-
tions were passed expressive of the senti-
ments of Protestants generally as regards
the Bible question; and that petitions were
forwarded to the legislature praying for an
alteration in the school arrangements. You
are aware that the prayer was unheeded.
This want of success may be attributed to
various reasons. Amongst others we may
refer to the fact that a Mr. Barker, a Bible-
Chkristian minister, seceded, and published
a lecture containing views antagonistic to
those expressed by the meeting. 'Secondly,
the infloential members—I mean those on
the Government side—-were generally against
the petitions. Lastly, many of the petitions
were circulated too late, and consequenily
signatures were not obtained.  Possibly
other causes might be adverted to; but these
here introduced are the most prominent.
You will not be grieved to learn that another
eflort of a similar kind is contemplated, and
that the campaign is beginning. In the
Protector, the Protestant organ (established
under rather singular circumstances) you
will perceive allusions to this renewed
attempt. In the No. for Jan. 13th you will
read the copy of the petition about to be
circulated, and language such as follows:
«If the Bible is intellectual, moral, varied,
and interesting and unsectarian, and withal
essential to a moral training, why should it
be excluded from our Normal School and
Academy, Into the former, the Board of
Edueation (as the petition which we to-day
publish testifies,) would have intraduced it;
but the Executive Council refused its sanc-
tion. Oa that Executive Council, then,
rests the great responsibility of dishonoring
the Word of God.  Let the people of Prince
Edward Island remember this. What could
bave induced the Council to act so dishon-
orably? A fear of offeriding the Roman
Catholics. But are they sure that they
would offecd the Roman Catholics? We
believe there are many worthy Roman Ca-
tholic laymen, and some priests also, in this
island, who would have no objection to see
that book there,” &c. You will perceive
in the Protector of that date the petition
referred to. The editorial quoted from thus
is. concluded: “ Protestants of Prince Ed-
ward Island, your petition is before you.
Sign it numerously, and tell your represen-
tatives that it is at their peril if they absent
themselves from the post of duty or deny
your just demands.”  You perceive, then,

The Wesleyan Cenference of Canada, in
1833, inserted in its Minutes a constitution

Connexion, and thereby continued the pro-
mulgaticn of a principle cardinal with Wes-
ley and the British Conference, of vital im-
portance to us, and applicable in every de-
partment of Wesleyanism, and to every
Wesleyan,—I mean the right of the Con-
ference to direct religiously the public con-
duct of all its ministers and members, and
whatever their individaal private opinions
may be, they are not by act or by advice,
by writing or by combination, directly or
indirectly to contravene or slight that prin-
ciple. Itis not what any man or a coterie
may say, but, to Wesleyans, what does the
Conference say, which is the rule.

Among the most formidable obstacles to
harmonious and spiritual Sabbath Schools
are what are called ¢ union” schools, and
the Conferencs has recommended that they
be discountenanced, and Schools be estab-
lished in connection with our own Church
at the several preaching places. The last
statistics, which I presume are deficient,
presented to the Conference, reported nearly
500 schools, more than 2,000 teachers, near-
ly 22,000 scholars, and 83,000 volumes in
the libraries. We have some noble schools
in Canada, and recently the Montreal Wes-
leyans bave held their Sabbath School An-
niversary, presided over by the Hon. James
Ferrier, one of their most devoted Superin-
tendents, and if you look into our Mission-
ary Report, you will rejoice to find that the
children of these well conducted Montreal
schoo!s last year gave £137. The Toronto
City West Circuit had*not long ago an im-
posing Sabbath School meeting, about 2,500
children and adults present; and the right-
ly trained scholars gave handsomely to the
Missionary Society. God bless them !

On
the eastern or L. C. side, are the Du Moins, 90
miles, Black, 130 miles, Calonge, 100 miles, Gai- |
inaen, 420 miles, Le Lievre, 260 miles, Da Nord |
160 miles, and L['Assomption, 130 miles. The |
principal Isiands are the Allumetie, and Grand |
Calumet. The lake expansions of the river, are
Coulonge, Des Clints, Chaudiere and Two Moun-
tains. There are numerous rapids and falls in
the. river ; the chief rapids are thé Long Sault at
Temis, caming 49 feet, the Levier, &c., 34 feet,
and the Long Sault, at Greenville.

The
projectiles used were hand grenades of a new
and powerful kind, each capab e upon explosion,
of scattering a vast number of conical projectiles
.Thus far the act is artributed solely to the
l(aham, of whom eleven bave been arrested.—
‘The two principals are alleged to a Count Orsi.
ni, who escaped a few years back from an Aus.
trian prison in Mantua, and a Colonel Pierri,
who served under tbe Koman republic. The
former was captured after the event, through the
indiscretion of a servant, and (he latter just be-
fore it tock place.

According to some accounts Orsini bas con.
fessed that he threw one of the hombs, in doing
wbich be sustained injuries tbat caused him 1o
apply at a surgeon’s, where bis sérvant atterward
inquired for him with a degree of anxiely that
led to his ressdence being traced Pierri was
detected by a Police Commissioner in the street
near the opera, just after the catastropbe. He
was a proscribed refugee, and was apprebended
on that account, but upon bis person was found
a grenade, similar to those after ward used, and a
porgoard and revolver. The trials are expected
to take place at the next Court of Assizes, which
will be beld as early as the first fortuight in Feb-
ruary. Both Orsini and Pierri bad been lately
resident at Birminghaw, 1n Eogland, where they
bad. ostensibly emplioyed themselves in teaching
languages.

Of course the event bad tended only to in-
crease the power of the Emperor. Oa bis re-
turn from the theatre, there was a spontaneous
illumination—addresses and congraiulations have
poured in from foreign potentates, and for the
moment loyalty to bis dynastly is the order of the
day among all classes. Nevertheless there are
signs that those ovations may lcad rather to dan-
ger than the reverse, since confidemt in his
strength he bas seized the opportunity to con-
summate bis measures for the extinction of the
liberty of the press. Yesterday two more news-
papers, the Reveu de Paris and Le Spectateur,
were suppressed by formal decree and it is ex-
rec!ed that the Estafeite will soon share their
ate.

Concaurrently withthe repressive proceedings
against the press, new measures of rigor have
been introduced against refagees. The sycoph-
ants of the Emperor are likewise endeavorin
fo point out the atrocity of ‘v
still granted by England. Whetber the Emper.
or w:!l remember that it was in Eagland he con.
cocted the conspiracy which ended in bis land-
ing at Boulonge, or that from free Switzerland
be crossed over to Strasbourg, is doubted.

The Queen of England, when infortoed by
telegraph of the attempt, bastened to reply by
the rame means, expressing to the Emperor
and Ewpress her great satisfa tion at their won-
deriul escape. The Queen, in addition to ber
me:sage by telegraph, bas addressed a letter to
the Emperor congratulating him as well as the
Empress both in her own nam= and in that of
Piince Atbert, on having so micaenlously escap-
ed the terrible plot which threatened theic lives,
Sardinia.

An interesting debate ook place in the Pied-
montese Chawbers on tha 15 h Bufferio, the
spckesman of the Radicale, acked whetler the
resignation of Ritizzi, the ultra Liberal member
of the Ministry, was not an indication of a modi-
fication of the policy of bis late colleague? Ra-
tazz: rose and stated, amid loud cheers, that be
bad only resigned in consequence of his un opu-
larity at Genoa.  This acknowledgment ot the
Euwer of public opinion produced a react:on in

s favour.

In the sitting of the 20'h of the Piedmontese
Chbawber of Deputies, the reply to the speech
from the throne was read. Ou its being put to
the vote all the members of the R-ght remained’
seated, the Ministerial side alone voting in favor
of it, which, bowever, was sufficient 10 give the
address a considerable majority. The document
itself contained the usual expressions of warm
loyalty to the King, and acknowledgments of
his efforts for the prosperity of the country ; but
the passage which appears to bave given offence
to the minority was the conclusion, which is as
follows : —

of the Alps to those of the Appenines, is a sign
of our common country, lialy, that hera the
prioce and the people understand the destiny of
that banner.

AUsTRIA AND THE RigET OF ASYLUM.—A
Vienna letter of the 21st, in the Bourre Gazette
fo Berlin, says :—* Altbough a colleciive note has
been talked of as about to be scnt to England to
demand the expalsion of the political refuzees, it
is nevertheless certain that the Austrian Cabinet
does not intend 1o make such an application. Tt
knows too well the difficulties to which an act'of
that kind would subject the English Government
to press the subject on it, and the more so that
England is not yet relieved from the embarrass-
ments caused by the affairs of India.”

| by E'der Joha Hyde, reporied for the Peters-

Nine years ago, he said, in a happy and
comforiable home in London, the Mormon
But Mormonism in
Europe and in America are two different
systems. All its abborrent peculiarities
were vehemeutiy denied. They seemed a
singuiar people, (and were represented s
being singuiarly pure and blessed. | listen-
ed 1o their statements. Their earnest zeal
and sell-devotion exciled my curiosity and
enlisted my sympathies. ‘Their novel dog-
mas and sopbisiry bewildered my reason,
and ccofounded iny objections. | was a
boy of fifteen. I judged it with a boy’s
jodgment—embraced 11 with a boy’s ardor.
‘I'hree months sfier my beptiem, I was or-
dsined a priest, and began preaching the
system as | believed i, 10 varions parts of
Eoglsod and France. In 1833, I sailed
from Liverpool to Americs, with four hun-
dred emigrants, our desiination being 1he
Salt Lake Valley. From New Orleaus we
sscended the Mississippi 16 Keokuk, where
we united with the rest of the Mormoa emi-
grants, 2300 1o number. Over the broad
plains of Nebraska, we slowly wended our
way—the sun our pillar of fire by day, and
we followed his course 10 the West. One
golden evening in Ociober, weary and foot-
sore, we climbed a rugged mocuntain—tor-
rents dwindled into silvery threads, and
looked like white enskes twisting among
the descending foliage. Around us the
saow-clad bills—above us the crimson cloud
—before us the Salt Lake Valley—the city
of promise—ihe land of life! [ remeinber
how | wept and shouted, how wives bung
upon their husbands, how fathers blessed
their children, how gray heads were bowed
in prayer. Wuh one voice, we shoutod
Hosannah! While the hiils echoed it up to
heaven, and the mountain breeze walied it
down toward our brethern, our eity, our
home.

The London Athencum, whose criticisme
are the most trenchant, if not the most fair
of any of the English press, gives a long
erticismon ‘Mr. Spurgeon. We have given
heretofre some very :avorable views of the
uoted preacher : the Athenaum gives, we
suppose, his faults. We quoie a few pas-
esges: ‘A young hound,’ says old Jay,
‘always yelps directly be comes into ibe
field; su old one wans uotl he bas drawan
eomething.,, Mr. Spurgeon sety cff in a
yelp or ‘yoop’ iostanter. He never loees
wind, though the rate at which he cuts the
air is positively alarming. His sermons sre
a scries of windy combats with Apollyoon,
from which that personage always siinks off
howling, sod Mr. Spurgeon invariably
statks forth the exuitant victor. In one of
bis sermons the devil is represenied as
troubling a man with hissins ; *You rascal,
yoa, don’t come troubling me,’ is the reply.
‘Did I not transfer your busi 10 Jesus
Christ, bad debts and all? Whbat bus'ness
have you 10 briog them up 10 me 1 1 laid 2li
on Christ. Go aud tell my Masier, don’t
come troubling me." At the conclusion of
snother discourse Gabriel 13 invoked, Mr,
Spurgeon interpesing in  behall of a
wretched sinner; for the utier profaniy of
this appesl we have met no passage at sll
comparable 1o it.  ‘T'he sword of justice 13
about 10 descend ; it is hanging by a single
hair. Stop, Gabriel, stop, spare hiin suo-
ther year, jtill | dig about bim znd dung
bim." A silence, and 1be preacher exclaims,
‘I thank 1hee, O God ! he shsll no:t die 10-
night; perbaps to-morrow.” Compare this
rant with the appeal of Whuefield, from
whom the iavention is pillered, and
bedaubed with Mr. Spurgeon’s peculiar
coarseness.  ‘The sitendant angel 18 just
about to leave the threshhold and ascend 10
heaven, and shall he not bear with him t1he
news of one sinner amoug all this muliitude
reclasimed from the error of his ways?
‘T'hean, lifiing his voice, Whitefixzld exclaim-
ed, ‘Siop, Gisbriel, stop, ere you eater the
sacred portals, snd carry with you the news
of one sinoer won to bheaven’ This is
Miiwonic. But what 1s Mr. Spurgeon’s
adaptation ? The amount of coniempt and
jesting expended a1 the Burgey Hall on the
foul fiend is dismal in the exireme. Mr.
C. H. Spurgeon revels ioa vulgar Pande-
menium, smnd blood, and smoke, and
daggere, and knives, and writhing, bowling
ageats of bale and malison. Sight of that
pure ether above the ‘smoke agd stir of ihat
dim spot which we call earih,’ cascaot be
had for the lurid clouds of subterranesn
smoke belched forth from the 8purgeonic
inferno. s angels, and archangels too,
are not beings exceliing 1n celestial strengib,
discharging lofiy or lowly beheste, posiing
slong the swift winds, gliding down the
sunoy siairs, treading the etarry pavement,
or descending terrible lighining jags, agenis
of wrath and displeasure, but sre celestial
chaaticleers continually flapping their
wings, and within cell ready 10 core and
carry off say reprobste who is not listening
to the invocator’s rapid rent.
