Rules for Public Speaking.

1. Endeavour to possess yourself wholly of
your subject. i

2. Be calm and self-collected, and speak to
the audience under a lively consciousness that
they are expecting instruction and edification,
and of the importance of acquitting yourself well.
3. Be sure to pitch your voice low enough at
the commencement of your discourse. It will
then find its natural tone as you proceed.

4. Let your enunciation of every syllable, and,
so far as possible, of the sound of every letter be
clear and distinet, and you will then be heard
and understood in every part of the largest hall,
though your voice may not be loud.

5. Keep the lungs well inflated, and speak
mostly by the movement of the abdominal mus-
cles.

6. Let your voice be flexible, undulatory, and
rthythmic in its motion; and mind your pauses,
emphases, and iutonations, according to the na-
ture of the subject, and the passions that are to
be expressed.

7. Keep the mind well concentrated, and en-
ter thoroughly into the spirit of the subject.

8. Keep the limbs flexible, and let gesticula-
tion be prompted by the impulse of feeling. Then’
it will always be natural.

Let each public speaker drill himself to these
rules, till their observance becomes natural and
spontaneous ; and if the matter of his communi-
cation is of intercst and importance, he will not
fail to acquit himself to the satisfaction of his
audiences.— Life Illlustrated.

Died, at Tansor, Northamptonshire, England,
on the 27th of January, Mrs. SARAH MiLLER,
relict of the late Lieut. Wm. Miller, R. N,, aged
76. Mrs. Miller was during the latter part of
her life, s member of the Church of England,
but was of Wesleyan parentage, and brought to
the enjoyment of religion in this city at the ear-
ly age of 13 years, while attending a class-meet-
ing. During about twenty years spent chiefly
in Halifax, and the remainder of her life in Jer-
sey and England, she adorned the doctrine of
God her Saviour. Gifted naturally with a supe-
rior mind, matured under deep religious feeling,
her character exhibited a beautiful example of
Christian excellence. Painful trials and bereave-
ments in the evening of her days only served to
strengthen and more fully to develope the strength
of ner faith and love.  She would say with em-
phasis, “ Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace
whose mind is stayed on thee,” and she depart-
ed in the full assurance of eternal life. The
words “other refuge have I none,” were her
frequent expression during the last few days of
her illness, and just before her death she said,
“1 wish I could describe the foretaste of heaven,
and tell you all I have seen.” A few surviving
friends of her early years in this city, and a few
who more recently became acquainted with her,
cherish her memory with affection and respect.

The Marriage of the Princess Alice.

The treaty between Her Majesty and the Grand

side ; let it Lie four weeks ; then hang and smoke
two days before removing from the smoke-
house ; paint with black pepper and strong vine-
gar; after which, bag them.

Frozex Eees.—Bophia J. Damon, of Ply-
mouth county, Massachusetts, says frosen eggs
should be kept in that state until wanted for use,
then put in a dish of cold water, and set on the
fire to thaw graduall. When the water will

just bear the finger, they may be broken, and |-

will be found as fresh as when first laid.

PREPARATION FOR Boors axD SHoEs.—To
one pound of tallow and a kialf & pound of rosin,
melted, add about half an ounce of lampblack.
If the leather is new and dry, moisten it, and ap-
ply the mixture as hot as you can bear your fin-
gerin it. When the leather once becomes satu-
rated, it will be impervious to water, and very
durable.

Ice-Houses.—Every farmer should gather his
supply of ice from the nearest stream to his farm
With regard to accumulating large stocks, it may
be stated enormous ice-houses are not necessary.
Hundreds of tons of ice may be piled up in the
open air, and no other protection is necessary
than a good thateh of hemlock or pine boughs
over the pile. The waste will be far less than
the expense of building the cheapest board ice-
houses.

EXTRAORDINARY DUCTILITY OF THE BESSE-
MER STEEL.—At a recent meeting of the Man-
chester Literary and Philosophical Society, Mr-
Brockbank exhibited some samples of steel manu-
factured by Mr. Bessemer’s process. These spe-
cimens have been bent and twisted cold, and
showed a remarkable degree of ductility. He

of any foreign body, it is possible to obtain either
steel or cast iron; it is only a question of time or
temperature. To obtain steel there is no need
to add ammonia previously in order to nitro-
genize the iron. Steel and cast iron differ only
in containing diverse proportions of the same ele-
ments, as pure white cast iron can be tempered
and even forged like steel ; witness the white cast
iron of Lieges used for making screw plates.
ScREWING ON NuTs.—We have sometimes
known nuts on thrashing machines, circular baws,
etc., to be found so tight that no wrench would
remove them. This was because they had been
beld in the band till they became warm, and- be-
ing then " applied to very cold screws in winter,
they contracted by cooling on and thus held the
screw with an immovable grasp. Always avoid
putting & warm nut on a cold screw; and to re-
move it, apply a large heated iron in contract
with the nut, 5o as to heat and expand it, and it
will loosen at once—or a clothfjwet with boiling
water will accomplish the same purpose. .

To PreVENT TooLs rroM RusTiNG.—Thou-
sands of dollars are Jost each year by the rusting
of plows, hoes, shovels, ete. Some of this might
be prevented by the application of lard and resin,
it is said, to all steel or iron implements. Take
three times as much lard as resin, and melt them
together. This can be applied with a brush or
clothtoaﬂllrhmildqwo{m.ﬁn‘,udthq
can easily be kept bright. If tools are to be laid
by for the winter, give them a coating cf this,
and you will be well repaid. It can be kept for
8 long time, and should always be on hand, and
ready for uwse. .
