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DVERTISING 1s an all-important
adjunct to success inbusiness. There

was a time when this was recognized
by the few and denied by the many. Now it
is the converse. Men advertise because
they know it pays. When perchance the re-
turns do not balance with the amount ex-
pended the fault is not with advertising as a
system : the fault is due to some agency, and
upon such it should be shouldered. For
instance, the medium may be a poor one.
When a merchant has an article to advertise
let him select, as far as he 1s able to
judge, the best medium, be it trade,
daily or weekly newspaper. Posters and
hand bills are of little use. Then advertise
attractively ; make the announcement inter-
esting ; try to be original. Advertise the
truth. Do not announce that such and such
an article is to bz sold below cost and then
stick on a profit, be it ever so small. Aside
altogether from the moral aspect of the
matter, it does not pay. Be honest, be true,

in advertising as well as 1n everything else.
* * *

The art of advertising is being cultivated
in the retail store as well as in other branches
of trade ; but it is poSsnble to give it a more
rapid growth. And one of the ways by
which this can be done is by getting
the clerks—in fact, all connected with

the business—interested in the subject.
Induce them to educate themselves in the
artof advertising: to read, mark, and in-
wardly digest its subject matter. At any
rate a clerk should be taught how to adver-
tise, as well as how to sell goods. The fact
that advertising 1s one of tne essentials to
business success demands that he should be.
Most clerks aim to be merchants—and con-
sequently advertisers— themselves some day.
If, therefore, the employer does right by his
clerks, he will endeavor to make them pro-
ficient 1n this respect as well as in those
others with which they need an acquaint-
ance in order to qualify for the par-
ticular line of business upon which
they have entered. In pursuance of this
plan, employers might hold out some induce-
ment to their clerks to prepare the copy for
changes of advertisements. In other words
get up a competition among the clerks
for the best advertisement. It would not be
necessary to offer a prize every time an ad-
vertisement was to be changed. The honor
of having the employer select his “copy”
as the best among those submitted by one
or more clerks would be reward enough.
But, at the same time, it would be the pro-
per thing to give a more substantial reward
occasionally. It would not be without its
results. Then it must be remembered that
in a competition of this kind, advantages ac-
crue to the employer as well as to his clerks;
n fact he is the greatest beneficiary.
* * *

Much speculation there is in the United
States as to what will be the outcome of the
duty on sugars. The latest schedule of the
Finance Committee of the Senate places a
duty of 40 per cent. ad valorem on all sugar
with }c. per pound extra on all sugars above
No. 16 Dutch standard,and 1-10c. per pound
more on sugar from bounty countries. This
appears to have the endorsation of the

Sugar Trust, or what is practically the same,

the approval of the journal that is reputed
to be its organ. And for this reason it at
the moment seems to stand a fair chance of
being adopted by the Senate. Strong, how-
ever, as the influence of the Trust is in the
Senate, it would not be advisable for any
one to give heavy odds that the latest pro-
position for taxing sugar will be adopted.
Not only is the average United States legis-
lator an uncertain quantity, but there are
still a number of Democrats who are bent
on cutting down the sugar tariffi. Repre-
sentative Warner, of New York, who has all
along championed the cause of a low tariff
on sugars, figures that the latest develop-
ment of the sugar schedule would give the
Trust a heavier margin of protection than
under the old order of things, and for that
reason he opposes it tooth and nail. Read-
ing between the lines of a recent deliver-
ance of his, even Mr. Warner is none too
confident of attaining his object. His hopes,
however, of ultimately doing so are strong.
But Mr. Warner must be a very young man
or he could never hope to survive the Rip
Van Winklian Senate that is now sleeping
so complacently with not only the sugar
schedule, but the whole tariff bill under its
pillow. The average Yankee is a hustler ;
but he can sleep, too—when he gets into the

Senate.
- *

No reasonable man can find much fault
with the efficiency of the Toronto Public
Library. But it has been discovered to be
deficient in one particular. When THE
GROCER announced there would be a com-
petition on the “ Buying, Handling and Sell-
ing of Teas,” some of those who decided to
compete naturally thought of searching the
public hbrary for data that would assist
them in the premises. Strange to say prac-
tically nothing of the kind, it 1s understood,
could be found. As a result of the enquiries
then made the libranian has decided to pur-
chase a number of works treating upon the
subject of teas. Thanks, therefore, to the
competition maugurated by THE GROCER,
those who want to read up on teas will be
able hereafter to draw upon the shelves of
the public library for information.

THE DISCHARGE CLAUSE.

HE bankers have partially succeeded
in their opposition to the minimum

of percentage which an insolvent
shall pay in order to get a discharge under
the new Insolvency bill.

The bill, as introduced by Hon. Mackenzie
Bowell, fixed the minimum at 33 per cent.
The Bankers’ Association thought it should
be 75 per cent., although some of the
bankers, during the course of their remarks
before the Senate Committee on 1nsolvency,
confessed that, in their individual opinions,
they would be satisfied with 6624 per cent.

In amending the clause the committee
has not seen fit to go all the distance the
bankers asked, but 1t has gone a great deal
more than half way. It has fixed the mini-
mum at 66 per cent.

Fixing a discharge cliuse is no easy mat-
ter. In fact to regulate the scales of justice
in this respect in order that injustice be done
no one 1s positively difficult.

The minimum originally stipulated by the
bill would naturally tend to induce insol-
vents, whose consciences were susceptible to
a little stretching, to pay no more than 33
per cent. when they might be able to pay a
good deal more. The opposition to this
amount was therefore, in our opinion, well
taken by the bankers.

On the other hand we are decidedly of
opinion that the fixing of the minimum at 66
per cent. is too high.

If it is necessary to fix a mimmum at all
upon the payment of which an insolvent is
entitled to a discharge, other things being
equal, 50 per cent. is in our mind nearer the
mark than 66 per cent.

But why have a minimum at all ?

Cannot justice be weighed out better with-
out the scales being governed by any such
conditions? We think it can.

The circumstances surrounding fiilures in
business are not all the same. And this fact
is a strong argument against the establish-
ment of a minimum provision.

There are some men, who, even if they
could pay 9o per cent of their indebtedness,
should not be granted a discharge, while, on
the other hand, there are men who, even if
they were able to pay, say 25 cents on the
dollar or less, it would be a positive in-
justice to refuse a discharge.

For instance, the man who unsettles and
embarrasses the trade in his community by
the indiscriminate cutting of prices, should
not be allowed a discharge, any more than
should a man suffering from small-pox be
allowed to mingle freely with the masses.

Then there is the merchant whose insolv-
ency has been brought about by a concomi-

tant of circumstances, which, in spite of a
fair measure of ability and capital, he was
unable to overcome. To have a fixed per-
centage which is above the reach of such an
oneis obviously unjust. He is not dishon-
est; he is not incapable. He is the victim
of circumstances. And yet if there is a fixed
minimum, it is possible he may be compelled
to pass his days with his liberties curtailed
as far as bis resuming business is concerned.
Then again, it 1s obvious which of the two
classes of insolvents would do the most
harm to trade by starting into business
again.

True, cases of the latter description may
not occur often. But they are probable, and
probabilities, as well as certainties, have to
be provided for in matters of this kind.

Instead of laying down a hard and fast
rule for the government of discharges, the
better way, in order that justice may be
done to all and njustice to none, would be
for the court to decide whether an insolvent
should be granted a discharge and upon
what conditions, said decision being based
upon the evidence of (1) experts deputed to
examine the estate,the causes which brought
about the failure, and to make an estimate
of what the estate should pay; (2) the evi-
dence of the creditors or others interested ;
and (3) of the insolvent himself.

With some such a scheme as this in vogue
justice would be done to all, which obviously
cannot always be under a fixed minimum of
percentage, whether it be high or low.

As it is now proposed to do the favors are
nearly all with the creditors, which is not
right. They are often too lax in-giving
credit, and not infrequently induce men to
purchase beyond their requirements, and
should therefore bear their fair share of the
burdens under the law.

A Dominion nsolvency law is needed—is
needed badly. Atthe same time 1t is reason-
able toask that it shall be as fair as possible
to all concerned. But the trouble 1s that
during the drawing up of the bill the co-
operation of the creditor class alone was in-
vited while the debtor class was ignored.
Hence this particular anomaly in regard to
the minimum percentage on his habilities
which a creditor shall pay before he is en-
titled to a discharge.

A DROP IN TOBACCOS.

DECLINE of 4c. per pound is an-
A nounced in Brier and Lily smoking

tobaccos this week. The change
was unexpected.

“ I understand,” said a tobacco man who
was asked for an explanation, “that the
change was on account of the fact that the
manufacturer of the tobaccos affected has
laid in a stock of leaf sufficient to carry him
over for two years. The price of the leaf
has ruled very low for some time, and,

while our friends in the States were afraid
to buy, he went on the market and bought ;
hence his present action.”

THE INSPECTION OF TEA.

R. STAIRS, on Monday last, intro
M duced his motion in the House of

Commons, of which he had pre-
viously given notice, providing for the in-
spection of tea imported into the country.

The motion read : “ That in view of the
increased importations of adulterated teas
into Canada, owing to their importation into
England and the United States being pro-
hibited, the provisions of the Act respecting
the adulteration of food, drugs, etc., are in-
sufficient, and it is consequently necessary
to previde for the immediate inspection of
all teas proposed to be entered for consump-
tion in Canada, and the destruction or ex-
portation of all found to be adulterated.”

In speaking to the motion Mr. Stairs
charged that teas imported from China were
adulterated largely.

Hon. Mr. Wallace explained that the
Government had been giving a great deal
of attention to this matter, and he has kept
a sharp lookout so as to prevent the im-
portation of adulterated or deleterious teas.
At Montreal and other large ports, grocery
appraisers had been appointed who were
expert judgesof tea, and they were instructed
to carefully examine all importations. So
far they had succeeded in preventing the
importation of deleterious teas, and he did
not think there was any cause for appre
hension on that score. He showed how
the Government had taken action in the
direction of the resolution in the new tanff,
and moved the adjournment of the debate.

The motion was carried.

QUEBEC BUSINESS TAX.

HE taxes imposed upon traders by the
Quebec Government in 1892 were
again declared constitutional Satur-

day by the Court of Review, which thus con-
firmed the judgment of Judge Tait in the
test case of Lamb v. Fortier. Judge Jette, n
delivering judgment, said that a universal
principle of law required absolute equality of
taxation ; but it was generally admitted that
absolute quantity of taxation was Utopian
and impracticable ; therefore, the legislator
could do no more than try to apportion the
burdens necessary to be imposed for the
purpose of raising revenue in such a way as
to bear as equally as possible upon all classes
and persons. A case should be a very flag-
rant one to warrant the courts in interfering
to declare void legislation carried in the
Legislature within the limit of the prescribed
powers of the body. It was true that in the
United States the courts were frequently
appealed to to remedy injustices committed
by legislators, influenced by popular excite-
ment or other considerations, but under the
British Government the sovereignty of Par-
liament, the body representing the people,
was above that ot the courts,when it did not
exceed its jurisdiction. The present tax was
incontestably within the jurisdiction of the
local Parhament. It was a direct tax, and
one which the Legislature had power to
levy. The judgment of the Superior Court
was, therefore, confirmed.

It 1s to be regretted that everybody does
not know the manner that French plums
should be consumed. In Canada, for instance,
they are served completely drowned in
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syrup, which takes quite away their flavor
and leaves noth ng but a sugary taste.

The best and indeed the simplest way to
eat them, talking of plums of a certain size,
is in their natural state. They can also be
cooked in a slow fire 1n a little water and
adding a little sugar, or better still 1n claret.

We may add that these plums are highly
digestive and refrigerative. The aged and
weakly are unanimous on the great benefits
derived by their use, and if the young and
healthy usea them regularly they certainly
would not be obliged to take nausea doses
so often.

Before concluding let us add that the
cultivation in France is limited to two
counties, and 1s mixed with the culture of
vines, wheat, etc. The importance of the last
crop is valuated from 80,000,000 to 90,000,000
pounds.

McLAREN’S CHEESE.

CLAREN’S cheese 1s known—and
favorably known—all over the Do-
minion. But A. F. McLaren, the

manufacturer, who 1t will be remembered
was selected by the United States as one of
the judges of cheese at the World’s Fair,
has felt for some time that there was still a
wider market to be attained. In pursuance
of this the factory and offices have been re-
moved from Windsor to Toronto, and
Wright & Copp, who have hitherto controlled
the output for Canada, have been taken into
partnership, under the firm name of Mc-
Laren & Co. The offices and factory have
been located at No. 51 Colborae street.

Saturday last a repres:ntative of
GROCER took a run through the prem-
ises. Abutting * on the street, on the
ground floor, are the business and private
offices. Next, on the same floor, came a
spacious and well-appointed sample room,
finished in cherry. The remainder of the
ground floor, which runs back to a lane, is
occupied with the shipping, potting and
labelling rooms. In the cellar are the en-
gine, boiler, storage and machine rooms. It
is in this last named room that McLaren’s
toothsome table delicacy 1s manufactured,
and into which none but the heads of the
firm are allowed to enter, and THE GROCER
could not even find a keyhole tkrough which
a peep might be ob:ained of the iaterior of
the wonderful room where such surprisingly
good cheese is made.

“That,” said Mr. Wright, as he saw THE
GROCER eyeing a pile of cases, “is a large
shipment of our cheese that we are shipping
to Vancouver purely for the Chinese trade.
John Chinaman, you see, knows a good
thing as well as we do,” proudly remarked
Mr. Wright as he stuck his hands deep down
into his pockets.

As a result of the removal of the factory to
Toronto, and the reorganization of the firm,
McLaren & Co. will be able to give the
trade better terms.

Wright & Copp, while becoming a part of
the firm of McLaren & Co., do not lose their
identity. They still retain the old firm
name as manufacturers’ agents, and still
look after such lines as Surprise Soap, Petti-
john’s Food, and Snider’s and Batty’s goods.

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CANADIAN WOOL CLIP, 1894.

HERE 1s probably no man in Canada
T more qualified to give an opinion on

mattersappertaining to wool than John
Hallam, consequently the following impor-
tant article from his pen regarding the
Canadian wool chip, 1894, will be read with
interest:

“With reference to the prospects of the
coming chp of wool, and the prices to be
realized, there is nothing definitely known.
The delay at Ottawa in settling the tariff on
woolen goods has created an industrial un-
certainty and a want of confidence in the
future of the trade. The proposed change
in the tariff from compound to purely ad
valorem duties will seriously embarrass the
tweed, blanket and yarn manufactories.
They will not be able under the proposed
change to successfully compete with the
shoddy goods from Huddersfield and
Dewsbury, unless the Government take
the duty off coal, machinery, and other arti-
cles now taxed and used as raw matenal.
This 1s having a very depressing effect on
the price of our domestic wools and on the
woolen trade in general. Home competition
has reduced the price of Canadian tweeds,
blankets, and yarns, to the lowest possible
point, and if the Canadian mills are sub-
jected to keen competition on these goods
under an ad valorem duty with England,
France, and Germany, where machinery
and all raw material are free of duty, it

simply means shutting up some of the mills
in this country. In my opinion this change
n tanff will only benefit the importing and
ready made clothing trade.

“The passing of the Wilson Bill will not
affect the prices of Canadian wools, as the
domestic wools of the United States are now
as low, if not lower, than in Canada, but,
notwithstanding this, I am afraid that there
will be some speculation that may raise the
price of our domestic wool beyond their
present values, relying on the expectation
that when the duties are taken off in the
United States the price will rnise. The
Americans are not changing their tariff on
wools to suit the Canadian people, but
simply to give the manufacturers of the
United States free wool at the lowest pos-
sible price in competition with English and
foreign wool markets, and if the dealers and
manufacturers through the country can only
realize this fact, the clip of 1894 will be
bought at fully 10 to 15 per cent. less than
in 1893.

“ Most of the clip of 1893 is still in the
hands of dealers and unsold. During the
last twelve months large quantities of wool
and sheepskins, the product of the United
States, have found their way into Canada at

prices much lower than our domestic ‘wools
and sheepskins could be sold tor here. 1|
would advise caution mn buying the Can-
adian zlip, as no money has been made out
ot Canadian wool for three or four years
past. The trend of the trade goes to show

last, via the Canadian Pacific railway
route.

They were received by Musson & Co.,
and Perkins, Ince & Co.

No prices were named,
the object being merely to acquaint the
trade with the quality of the first pickings.
Consignments of the tea are expected by
the C. P. R. steamship, which leaves Yoko-
hama this week.

But it is not so much
around this fact that the interest 1s centered
as it 1s around the wonderful fast time which
they made between place of shipment and
destination. Yokohama and Toronto are
7,053 miles apart. But from the time the
samples left the hands of the consignors in
in Yokohama till they were delivered to the
consignees in Toronto was only seventeen
days. This means that these samples
traveled by water and land at an average
rate of over 400 miles per day.

U. S. TARIFF CHANGES.

HE United States tariff bill was sub-
T mitted in executive session on Monday

last. The following are some of the
changes of particular interest in Canada.
The changes are from the bill now before
the Senate, and are all increases: In the
paragraph as to fish oil, the word * prepared”
is stricken out, and all fish oils are dutiable,
at 25 per cent. ad valorem. Nickel and
nickel oxide are transferred from the free list,
and made dutiable, at 6 cents a pound. But-
ter and substitutes therefor are madedutiable,
at 4 cents a pound. Cheese, 4 cents. Fresh
milk, 3 cents a gallon, which was free be
fore. Broom corn, $6 per ton, free before.
Cabbages, 2 cents each, free before. Cider,
3 cents a gallon, free before. Eggs, 5 cents
a dozen, free before. Yolk of eggs, 15 per
cent. ad valorem, free before. Hay, $2 per
ton, whick 1s the House rate; the Senate
rate was 20 per cent ad valorem. Onions,
20 cents a bushel. Honey, 10 cents a gal-
lon. Hops, 8 cents a pound. Dried peas,
20 cents a bushel. Potatoes, 15 cents a
bushel. Fish, smoked and dried, ¥ cent
a pound. Pickled herrings, 14 cents a
pound. Preserved meats, 20 per cent. ad
valorem. Lard, taken from free list and

made dutiable, at 1 cent a pound. Poultry,
not dressed, 2 cents; dressed, 3 cents a
pound.

TORONTO, May 10, 1894.
GROCERIES.

OME disposition i1s shown by trade
S this week to awake from the lethargy

that has characterized it during the
past few weeks. Business is, however, by
no means brisk, but 1t is tending more in
that direction than for some time, and
the wholesalers, thankful for small mercies,
are in better spirits than they were. The
feature of trade this week is a firmer tone in
sugars, the refineries asking 1-16c. more for
granulated, and J}g§c. more for yellows.
Canned goods are in much the same con-
dition as before. Valencia raisins are grad-
ually getting into smaller compass, and
while there has been no actual advance in
prices, the situation 1s stronger. Some ship-
ments of Rio coffee have arrived this week
to replenish a bare market. Cadbury’s
cocoas are quoted higher on account of the
changes n the tariff. For the same reason
“B” rice is fractionally lower. Syrups and
molasses are quiet and featureless. In tea,
trade 1s n fair demand only. Samples of
new season’s Japan teas arrived on this
market Monday, via C.P.R. route, only 17
days from Yokohama. This is remarkably

quick time.
CANNED GOODS.

The situation in canned goods remains
much as before. Salmon is being offered
freely from the Coast, but jobbers are hold-
ing off and cannot be persuaded to be even
interested in the matter. Demand for salmon
from retailers is fair for the season, and
prices rule as before at $1.10 to $1.35 for
tall tins and $1.50 Yo $1.60 for flat tins.
Lobster is in light demand at $1.90 to $2 for
tall tins and $2.40 to $2.60 for flats. To-
matoes, peas and corn are in fair request.
Tomatoes and corn are firm at 85c., while
peas are quoted at 8o to 85c. Another six
weeks will probably see the new pack of peas
on the market, and present stocks are esti-
mated to be more than sufficient to last till
then. There is a brnisk demand for apples
in 3's and gallons, but there are practically
none to be had; 3's are quoted at $1 to
$1.10, gallons at $2.85 to $2.95,and preserved
fancy quarters at $1.40 to $1.45. Outside
canned apples, the demand for fruits is light.
Peaches, $3 to $3.25 for 3's, $2.10 to $2.25
for 2’s ; raspberries, $1.65 to $1.80; straw-
berries, $1.90 to $2.10.

COFFEES.

Fresh supplies of Rio coffee have arrived
during the week. They come upon a bare
market, and the demand for them 1s good at
unchanged prices. The New York market

is a little easier, but prices here are not
affected thereby, it being the higher grades
that we consume. We quote green, in bags,
asfollows: Rio, 21 % to 22c. ; East Indian, 27
to 3oc. ; South American, 21 to 23c.; Santos,
21% to 22%c.; Java, 30 to 32c.; Mocha, 27
to 28c.; Maracaibo, 21 to 23c.; Jamaica, 21
to 22c,
NUTS.

Still dull and featureless. We quote:
Brazil nuts, 11 to 11)4c. a pound; Sicily
shelled almonds, 25 to 26¢c. a pound : Terra-
gona almonds, 12} to 13c.; peanuts, 9
to 1oc. for roasted and 7% to 8%c. for
green ; cocoanuts, $4.50to0 $5 per sack ; Gren-
oble walnuts, 12} to 15c.: Marbot walnuts,
12 to 13c.; Bordeaux walnuts, 11 to 12c.;
filberts, 9¥ to 10X c.; pecans, 12%c.

RICE.

Demand is fairly active, with “B” little
lower as a result of the changes in the tariff.
We quote: “B,”3% to3¥c.; Montreal Japan,
5 to 5 X c.; imported Japan, 5% to 6 ¥c.

SPICES.

Demand is fair at unchanged prices. We
quote : Pure black pepper, 12c.; pure white,
18 to 25c.; pure Jamaica ginger, 28 to 30c.;
cloves, 25 to 3oc.; pure mixed spice, 23 to
25€.

SUGARS.

There have been further fractional ad-
vances in sugars during the week, of about
1-16c. n granulated, and }§c. n yellows,
and the market is still strong. The de-
mand has improved considerably during
the week, both for carload and ordwnary
small lots, but the movement canaot be
altogether called brisk. It is, however, im-
proving, while the present outlook favors
steady prices, especially as we are now get-
ting to the verge of the sugar season. The
refineries are all firm in their views, and are
not inclined to push business. Yellows are
quoted here at 3% c. for dark up to 4c. for
bright ; granulated is generally quoted at
456c. There have been some raws offered
by houses in the States, but the sellers
quickly learned that there was no possibility
of getting a market for them here at the
prices at which yellows are ruling.

N. Y. Journal of Commerce : Offerings
of raws continue moderate and in careful
form. Importers generally seem to be im-
pressed with the value of their stock, and it
is understood that holders of remaining sup-
plies on the i1slands have recovered confi-
dence and are much less willing to sell than
heretofore. Demand is developing promptly,
and most of the desirable parcels find sale.
Refined goods meet with some attention
from pretty much all regular lines ot cus-
tom, but only on small orders, and business

to-day was hight—more so than expected.
The absence of any further change in quota-
tions was something of a surpuise, but at old
figures the position ruled very firmly.

According to Willett & Gray's Weekly
Statistical, raws advanced 1-16 to c. in
New York last week, while refined hards
declined c., and softs 1-16 to 'c.

SYRUPS.

The usual seasonable dulness has settled
down upon the mairket. Prices as before.
Dark, 25¢. ; medium, 28c. to 3oc. ; bright,
35¢. to 4oc. ; very bright, 45¢. to 50c.

MOLASSES.

Demand for molasses 1s better in pro-
portion than it is for syrups, although busi-
ness in this line cannot be called brisk.
Ruling prices are : New Orleans, barrels,
28 to 3oc.; half-barrels, 32% to 34c.; Bar-
badoes, barrels, 32 to 35c.; half barrels, 38
to 4oc.

TEAS

Activity is still marked by its absence in
this line, business still being of a quiet sort-
ing up character. The only feature to note
1s the fact that jobbers are now engaged in
cleaning out their stocks of Japan teas pre-
paratory to receiving new season’s growth of
this particular tea, first shipments of which
are expected here in a few weeks. As noted
elsewhere, samples of the first pickings were
received on this market this week. The dea
as to prices is : Japans, 12} to 20c.; Indian
and Ceylons, 18 to 25c.; Young Hysons,
13%c up ; China blacks, 25 to 35c.

DRIED FRUIT.

The feeling in regard to Valencia raisins
is gradually getuing firmer, as stocks get into
smaller compass. There is hardly any off-
stalk on this market, fine off-stalk is practi-
cally cleaned out and very few sclected fruit
are tobe had. We quote as follows: Off-
stalk, 4¥c.; fine off-stalk, 5 to 5¥c;
selected, 6 to 6Xc.; layers, selected, 6}
to 7c. Sultana raisins remain as before, dull
and unchanged at 6 to 72c. Currants are
meeting with a better demand this week,
especially the better grade fruit in cases, at
about 6 to 7%c. Outside markets are firmer
and the tone here is stronger in consequence.
Fine currants are scarce here, but medium
quality is plentiful. We quote : Provincials,
3% to 4c. inbrls. and half brls. ; Filiatras,
4to 4%c. in brls, and 4% to 4%c
half barrels ; Patras, 5§ to 5)2c. in barrels,
5% tosic. i half brls, 4% to 6j5c. in
cases ; Vostizzas, 6% to 7)c. in cases, 6%
to 7¥%c. in half cases; Panariti, 9 to 10C.
Prunes continue n active demand with
stocks light. Prices are firm and unchanged.
We quote “D” at 5)c.and “B” at 7%
to 8c.; bags, 3% c.; casks 4% to-5c. There
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is nothing new to note in figs, demand being
small and prices We quote :
Small boxes, 7% to 8c.; 5 Ib. boxes, 7%
to 8c.; 10 Ib. boxes, 8c.; 28-1b. boxes choice
Eleme, 8'%c.; 6-crown, 12)%c.; 7-crown,
13%c.; bags,28-1b.,, 6% to 7c.; taps, 4 to 4 J4¢C.;
natural, 5% to 6¢c. Dates quiet and easy,
at 4% to 5c.; selected Hallowee dates 8%
to gc.

BUTTER AND CHEESE.

Butter has taken a material drop in price
during the week in consequence of liberal
receipts, which exceed the demand. Large
rolls of good quality are selling freely at 16c.;
there is a corresponding reduction in the
price of all kinds of daiy butter. There
are only a few odd dairy tubs coming
n, and those that are really choice sell at 18
to 1gc. Creamery butter is not much wanted,
while supplies are coming in more freely.
We quote jobbing prices as follows : Dairy

Choice tubs, 18 to 19c.; medium tubs, 13
to 14c.; low grade, 12 to 13c.; large rolls, 16
to 17c.; pound rolls, 18 to 19c. Creamery—
Tubs, fresh, 23 to 24c.; old,20to 21c.; pound
prints, z4 to 25c.

New cheese is coming in and generally
sells at i1 to 11%c. Old 1s quoted at 113
to 12c., and 1s in fairdemand. Best quality
of April make is reported to be sold out.

HOGS AND PROVISIONS

There have been a few dressed hogs on
the market this week, and they have sold at
$6.25. All the wholesale men seem to be
short of stock and are enquiring for supplies,
and there have been some shipments of
mixed carload lots for the Western (rade.
Short cut is quoted a little higher, but other
kinds are much as before.

LIVE STOCK MARKET.

The feeling with regard to cattle at the
Western yards Tuesday was unsettled,
owing to bad condition of British markets.
A gocd many loads were held over for want
of buyers. Total receipts were 52 carloads,
including 196 head of sheep and lambs and
800 hogs. Sales of good cattle for export
were made at 4c. per lb., while choicest lots
were held at 4%{c. At noon there were six
loads unsold. The demand of butchers
were only moderate. The best loads sold at
3% to 3j%c. per lb., while picked lots of the
choicest quality brought 33c. Medium

butchers’ sold at 34 to 3)c., and inferior
at 23{ to 3c. Calves unchanged, with sales
at $6 to $8 per head for choice, $4 to $5 for
good, and $1 to $1.50 for bobs. Cows sold
at $30 1o $s0each. Sheep and lambs firm ;
a bunch of 14 head of shipping sheep sold
at $5.50 each. Butchers’ sheep sold at $4.50
to $5. Yearling lambs sold at 4% to 436c.
per lb, the latter for grain fed. Spring
lambs brought $3.50 to $4.50 each. Hogs
in moderate demand and steady ; the best
bacon lots sold at $4.90 to $5; good to
choice stores at $4.65 to $4.75 ; rough, $4.25;
and stags $4.
GREEN FRUITS.

Trade continues brisk, and the arrival of
the fruit steamers at Montreal has added new
interest to the market. The demand for
oranges has droppoed off somewhat, while
the supply is sufficient for requirements.
Valencia oranges are cabled lower. Bananas
are firmer on account of a higher supply,
while the quality, if anything, is a little bet-
ter than it was. Demand for lemons is fairly
good, especially for the better quality fruit
The market 15 lberally supplied. Pine-
apples are scarce and steady with demand
brisk. Those that are arriving show im-
proved quality, but still a good many of
them are “wasty.” There are only a few
apples on the market, and prices still rule
high. Supply of California fruit is still light.
Strawberriesof Illinois and Louisiana growth
are coming in more freely and prices are
eas'er and demand improving. There 1s a
big demand for tomatoes and prices are
firmer. We quote : Oranges, Flondas, $3.75
to §5; Valencias, $6.50 to $7.50 for 420’s;
Cal. navels, $3.50 to $4.25 per box; Mes-
sinas, half boxes, $2.35 to $2.75, boxes $3 50
to $4.75; bitter oranges, $3.50. Lemons—
Messinas, $2.50 to $3 for 300’s, $2 to
$2.50 for 360's; Palermos, $2 to $2.50.
Bananas, $1.25 to $2; pineapples, No. 1,
13to 15¢c.; No. 2, 9 to 10c.; No. 3, 6 to
7¢.; extras, 18 to 20c. Apples, russets
$5, spies $6 ; second quality, $2.25 to $3.
California dried fruit—Apricots, 19 to 20c.
per lb.; peaches, 16 to 17c. per lb.; nectar-
nes, 16 to 17cC.

COUNTRY PRODUCE.

BEANS—A petter enquiry has developed
during the last few days, and there is a
firmer feeling in consequence. We now
quote $1.25 to $1.30 as the ruling prices.

EVAPORATED APPLES—More enquiry is
heard, but the market seems to be about
cleaned out. Jobbing price is now firm at
10 to 10%cC.

DRIED ApPPLES—There is not much de-
mand, and there does not seem many to be
had. Jobbers are offering 5% to 53%c., and
selling at 64 c.

EGGs—Deliveries are heavy, demand fair,
with prices easy at 10}%c.

PoraTOES—There has been a reaction
during the week, the market now being
weaker. Sales on track are reported at 53c.,

but this price would hardly be paid again;
soc. i1s now more hke the idea; small lots are
selling at 6o to 65c.

ON1ONS—Supply of Egyptian onions is
now sufficient for the demand, and prices
are about 25c. lower, and a cable received
this week announces a decline of 6d. in
Liverpool. Spanish onions are about out of
this market, and there are not many domes
tic to be had. We quote: Egyptian onions,
$2.50 to $3 per bag; Spanish, $1 per crate
domestic, $2.75 per barrel.

MAPLE PRODUCTS— Demand continues 10
fall off, although prices remain much as
before. We quote : Syrup, 65 to 70c. per
wine gallon, and 70 to goc. per imperial
gallon, in large tins and in bulk; sugar, 8 to
9¥%c. per lb.

Hops—Much as before,’93’s being quoted
at 10 to 12c, and package hops, at 20
per lb.

James Turner & Co have been forced to
double the capacity of thzir cellerage, owing
to increasing business. Though times are
hard people must eat and drink.

Eby, Blain & Co. report the receipt of
large orders for Higgins’ Eureka salt. “Mer-
chants are awakening,” said a representative
of the firm, “to the fact that Higgins’ saltis
the best to handle for dairy purposes.”

Prunes are scarce. James Turner & Co.
have a nice assortment of Bosnia D and
French 110's and 50's cheap. Better get
orders in quickly, as goods will soon be
closed cut.

Mr. Licht estimates the area planted in
Germany with beets at about 1,025,000 acres,
which would produce from 1,425,000 to 1,735,-
000 tons raw sugar, against 1,370,000 tons
in the present campaign.

The extensive new factory of J. S. Fry &
Sons, manufacturers of cocoa and chocolate,
at Bnstol, Eng., is about completed. In
connection with the other establishments of
the Frys, the new building makes an enorm-
ous establishment.

Gillard & Co., of Hamilton, are in receipt
of a direct shipment of Sphinx Sultana
prunes, “U” and “ B” brands. The mar-
ket on prunes is firm, with every indication
of higher prices. With dried apples scarce,
the demand 1s brisk.

Large quantities of Chinese granulated
sugar have been received in Briush Col-
umbia, where it is selling at 4c. per lb. It

has also found its way as far east as Winni-
peg, where it is said to be selling below the
price of the domestic article.

We noticed to-day a beautiful delivery
grocer’s wagon, owned by Harry Taylor,
King street east, Hamilton. The wagon is
built in most modern manner, and on each
side 1s splendidly painted an exact fac simile
of the Ram Lal’s Indian tea package. Alto-
gether Mr. Taylor must be congratulated on
his great taste in getting same up.

“We have recently had several very good
orders for our refrigerators from Halifax and
the Maritime Provinces,” remarked Wilbert
Hooey, manager of the Eureka Refrigerator
Co. to THE GROCER the other day, “and
all the letters mentioned having seen our
ad. n your journal. Our business this year
is much ahead ot any previous one on ac-
count of the many enquiries received from
readers of THE GROCER.”

Present users state
that they would not be without them for
many times the original cost.”

MONTREAL MARKETS.
MONTREAL, May 10, 1894.
GROCERIES.

HERE is not much new to note
T this week in the wholesale grocery

trade, and only a moderate business
is being done. The demand for the better
grade of teas is remarkably dull, though
there is a good deal ot business doing in
cheap Pingsueys. Old prices prevail in
coffees and spices, and in these thereisa
fair movement. In the sugar trade there is
a good deal of commotion over the story
that Chinese granulated is being brought
into the country, coming as far east as
Winnipeg. In Vancouver this sugar is re-
ported to be selling as low as 4c. a pound,
seriously undermining the business of the
Bntish Columbia refinery. Molasses has
taken a cheaper turn, the price at the Islands
having declined to 10c. a gallon. American
refined petroleum has dropped 1 1-5c, the
amount of the reduction in the duty.
Canned goods are quiet. The green fruit
market has been replenished by the sale of
the cargo of the Phwnix, which has now
been very well distributed throughout the
country. The Grand Trunk took eight car-
loads, constituting 2,500 boxes, to American
points, while they distributed 12,000 boxes
throughout the Dominion, principally in
Western Ontario points. The C.P.R. also
carried out a few carloads. The Fremona
1s now discharging her cargo, which is to be
sold on Friday.

SUGAR.

The sugar market has been fairly active
without any change in prices. Prices for
granulated are 4 3-16¢c., that figure only be-
ing shaded in a few instances. Yellows have
changed hands at 3} to 3Xc. for dark
grades, and at 3% to 3¥c. for medium to
choice brights. Beet sugar in London 1s
firmer and higher, while in New York raw
sugar has dropped, centrifugal selling 1-16¢.
lower.

MOLASSES.

The molasses market is still on the quiet
side, and during the past week the only basi-
ness done has been 1a hand to mouth lots.
There has been a drop at the islands to ten
cents, which is equal to 27c. here. This has
not affected values here to any appreciable
extent and further sales are reported to ar-
nive at 28 %c. from the wharf. [Itissaid that
about seven cargoes have been secured for
this port. Carload lots are steady at j3ic.
and smaller quantities at 3j2c.

$3.25 ; straight rollers, $2.85 to $3.05.

MILLFEED—Bran, the city mills selling
off fast as made at $17to $18. Shorts, same
price, with less demand than bran locally,
but a strong demand at full prices from the
Maritime FProvinces.

MEAL—OQOatmeal 1s quiet with prices firm
at $4.10 in bags and $4.20in barrels; broken
lots $2.25; corn meal (common) $3.10; Gold
Dust, $3.25 to $3.30.

0AaT1s—Steady,cars of white on track sell-
ing at 37c. per bush.

CORN —50c. per bush. on track.

BARLEY— Dull, farmers’ loads on market
selling at 40 to 42c. per bush.

MONTREAL.

The flour marketis steady. The demand is
fair on local account at about steady prices:
Winter wheat, $3.60 to $370; Manitoba
patents, best brands, $3.50 to §3.60; straight
rollers, $3.00; extra, $2.75 to $2.90 ; super-
fine, $2.50 to $2.65; Manitoba strong
bakers’, $3.40; Manitoba strong bakers’, best
brands, $3.45 to $3.50.

The tone of the feed market was firm and
values were well maintained. The demand
was good and all the offerings were taken.
Bran, $19 ; shorts, $20; Mouillie, $22.

The demand for oatmeal was good and
values were firm. Standard, brls., $4.40;
granulated, brls,, $4.40; rolled oats, brls,
$4.4c; pot barley, per brl, $3.90; split peas,
per brl., $3.40.

ST. JOHN, N.BE.

Flour continues low. There is small de-
mand, and buyers only buy from hand to
mouth. The above caused middlings and
bran to be scarce. Western prices are now
higher than prices here. Stocks are very
light, so higher figures will be the result.
Beans are quoted much higher, though
prices here are not yet much changed. Oats
have advanced both here and outside. Hay
is quoted high in Newfoundland, but on the
other side it is lower; demand here is light.

SYRUP.

Syrups continue quiet, the demand heing
still limited as buyers’ wants are apparently
well satisfied for the present. We quote :
Bright Canadian, 2 to 2)4c., and ordinary
1% to 1%c., with American 17 to 23c. per
gallon,

TEA.

There has been a slight improvement in
teas during the past week, but the demand
for the better class of teas is still dull. Deal-
ers and brokers complain that this is caused
to a great extent by the large amount of Ping-
suey rejected teas that have been sold within
the past few weeks. One lot of these teas,
consisting of 1,300 packages, has been placed
at 8%c. In new crop Japans the market
has opened at about $2 per picul less than
last year. Prices remain nominally the
same, as follows: Japans, 10 to 13c. for com-
mon, 14 to 17¢. for medium, 18 to 21}%c. for
fine, and 23 to 28c. for finest vaneties.

COFFEES.

Although the intention of the Government
was to encourage direct trade with coffee-
producing countries, purchases have recently
been made at other places for this market.
New York dealers have shipped considerable
here during the past week in bond. The
market has a slightly easier feeling, though
there has been no matenial reduction in
prices. Maracaibo has been placed at from
19% to 20}c. as to qualty, and Rio bas
brought from 19 to 20c. for fine grades.
We quote Maracaibo 19 t) 21c. ; Rio 19 to
21c. ; Java 24 to 3oc., and Mocha 25 to 28c.

SPICES.

Pepper has met with a shightly better de-
mand, but prices have been low. There has
also been more demand for cloves and
nutmegs. We quote as follows: Black
pepper 6 to 7c., white pepper dull at 10to
12%c., cloves 7% to gc., cassia 9 to Ioc.,
putmegs 60 to goc., and Jamaica ginger, 15
to 18c.

RICE

The past week has szen a good demand
for rice. Millers report the demand good
for the season, and some fair-sized lots have
changed hands. We quote : Standard,
$3.50 to $3.75, Japan, $3.75 to $425, and
Patna $4 25 to $4.75.

DRIED FRUIT.

There is not much doing in this line at
present. No stock is held in Arst hands, and
the New York market remains quite bare.
Fifteen hundred boxes of Valencias off-stalk
were received during the week and sold at
4%c. net cash, equal to 4{c. regular terms.
There are now 9oo boxes due to arrive, and
most of these have been sold at 4 }4c. cash.
Currants are dull, with but a small move-
ment. They are selling at 3c. perlb. in

barrels, 3% c. in half-barrels, and 3j§c. n
cases.
NUTS.

Only a moderate business is doing in nuts
and prices remain unchanged. We quote:

Sicily filberts, 8 4c.; almonds, 11} to 12c.;
Grenoble walnuts, 10to 11}%c., and Bor-
deaux, 7 to 8c.; shelled walnuts, 16 to 18c,,
and almonds 23 to 25¢.

CANNED GOODS.

The market for canned goods continues to
rule quiet, with no new feature to note. The
demand for all lines is slow and business is
principally of a jobbing character. A few
sales of Australian canned meats arereported,
principally mutton and kidney, and it is said
these goods are taking well here. We quote:
Lobsters, $6 to $6.50 per case; sardines, $8.50
to $9.50; salmon, $1.15 to $1.30 per box ; to-
matoes, 8o to 85c. per doz.; peaches, $2 to
$2.10 per doz. ; corn, 85 to goc. per doz., and
marrowfat peas, 85 to goc per doz.

GREEN FRUIT.

The sale of the Pheenix’ cargo, the daily
fruit sales and the sale of the Fremona’s
great cargo of 68,000 cases will leave the
market very well stocked. Califorma
oranges have sold this week at $2 25 to
$2.62% per box; pineapples, 7 i{ to 14c.each;
lemons, $1.50 to $1.75; figs, old, 5c. per lb.;
apples, $2.30 to §s.

COUNTRY PRODUCE.

Eggs are in good demand and prices re-
main the same as last week, 10)% to 1IcC.
There is an impression that prices will go
lower, but so far it has failed to matenalize.
Maple syrup is quiet and about steady at
soc. per tin,and 4 to 4 4c. per lb. for new,and
3oc. per tin for old. Sugar was dull and un-
changed, at 6 to 6%.perlb. Honeywas little
enquired for and business was dull at 5 to
7c. per lb., for bright strained stock. Po-
tatoes are steady after last week’s rise in
prices, and now sell at 6oc. per bag, in car

lots, and 70to 75c. in small lots. Beans are
quiet at $1 to $1.20per bag, and onions show
no change from last week’s prices of $2.50
to $2.75 per brl.

PROVISIONS.

The demand for all hines of goods was
good, especially in hams and bacon on ac-
count of the warm weather. The market
is fairly set in and steady at unchanged
quotations from last week, as follows : Cana-
dian short cut, heavy, $17.50 to $18; do.,
light, $17 to $17.50; hams, city cured, per
lb., 9% to 1ic.; lard, Canadian, in pails,
9% to 10c.; bacon, per lb., 10 to 12c.; lard,
common refined, per Ib., 7{ to 7%c.

BUTTER AND CHEESE.

The receipts of butter are increasing and
stocks accumulating, so conseguemly the
tone of the market 1s weaker and values are
lower all round. A good jobbing business
with grocers is being done. The quotations
are: Fine new creamery, 2I to 22c.; fine
new Townships, 19 to 20c.; fine new western,
18 to 19c.; held dairy, 10 to 14c.

The cheese market has ruled stronger
and values are slightly higher. Quebec
cheese has been selling at 104 to 10¥c.,
and finest western at 10% to 11c., with very
few for sale. The cheese cable is 6d. up,
being now 59s. 6d.

MONTREAL TRADE NOTES.
Fresh consignments of the famous Tetley
teas are received every week. Orders are

promptly attended to, and happy to state
that the tea is meeting with great success.

Buyers of Indian and Ceylon teas will do
well to sample Tetley’s teas, which they will
find excellent value. Tetley’s blended teas
are thoroughly reliable, being uniform and
full bodied.

Joseph Tetley & Co. are much encour-
aged by the increasing demand for their
package teas. They endeavor 10 give their
utmost attention to the blending and pack-
ing of the same. Grocers who have not as
yet introduced them should not fail to doso.

In the advertisement of Caverhill, Hughes
& Co., of Montreal, in our issue of Apnl
27th, the copy twisted the words “ table
delicacies” into *‘table groceries.” Wahile
referring to this error, it is well to draw the
attention of the trade to the extensive list of
choice teas which Caverhill, Hughes & Co
are handling. Lyston’s teasespecially should
prove good sellers.

Butter has again
dropped off in value. From different towns
through the province large shipments of
potatoes to the States are reported during
last month. One party in Fredericton re-
ports the shipment of 14 cases, another6
cases, and one in Sussex 15, and this 1s but
a small part.

Spices—A steady trade is reported. Gin-
ger still advances rapidly. Nutmegs are also
higher, while sago and tapioca are offered
a little lower. Cream of tartar continues to
fluctuate, though a shade higher. The feel-
ing is not very firm. Cream of tartar in brls.,
