was pleased to address both Houses of the Provincial Parliament in the following words :—

Homnorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council, and
Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,

AFTER the usual interval, you are again convened to discharge those duties of which the
correct and diligent performance is most essential to the welfare and happiness of the people.

Since you were last assembled, no material change has taken place in that general condi-
tion of affairs upon which I had it in my power to congratulate you at the opening of the last
Session ; except, that, from causes variously assigned, the Commercial and Agricultural in-
terests of Great Britain have experienced depression to a degree of which few examples are
to be found in her History. We have reason now to indulge a confident hope that the cala-
mity is fast passing away; and in the mean time, it must confirm our admiration of the ex-
cellent Civil Institutions of our Parent State, to find that under so extraordinary a pressure
they have continued unshaken, and that she is, even at such a moment, extending in the fullest
degree, the blessings of her protection and care to every portion of her Dominions.

During the recess, I have had it in my power to visit the several Districts of this Province ;
and I have been exceedingly gratified to find, in all of them, unequivocal proofs of advance-
ment, and to reccive from the people the most earnest assurances of their contentment, and
of their very grateful sense of the abundant good which they enjoy under the truly Paternal
Government of their Sovereign. :

The advancement which I have every where observed, is the more satisfactory, as it is not

the hasty work of speculation, and depends on no doubtful basis; but is, on the contrary,
substantial, and regularly progressive.

In contemplating the growth of civil Society in this Province, it cannot escape attention,
that as the interests of Individuals are becoming more important, and their combinations
more various, the want of Courts of Equity, and perhaps some other imperfections in our
system of Jurisprudence, which may for a time have been little felt, must soon produce

opportunily may appearto pr esent itsclf, 1 shall be happy that you apply your earncst attention,

Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,

The Public Accounts and Estimates shall be laid befme you; and I trust that you will
make the necessary Provision for the Service of the ensuing year.

I will put you carly in possession of Iis Majesty’s pleasurc upon your several Addresses
of the last Session, so far as it has been communicated to me.

Tonorable Gentlemen, and Gentlemen,

The prospect now opening to the Inhabitants of Upper Canada is very cheering. The
system of facilitating Emigration, which the British Government has recently adopted, and
which, Laving been applied in practice to this Province, can here be best appreciated, appears
to have attracted, after a minute investigation, the favorable attention of Parliament, and in
no small degree, of the nation at large.

We have reason to be well assured, that of the benefits which may result from such a policy,
extensively pursued, this Colony will enjoy its full proportion ; and if, from the actual state
of Trade and Agriculture in Great Britain, and from the operations of the Canada Land
Company, it shall bappen, that persons possessed of moderate Cupital, shall be induced to
become settlers among us, we shall enjoy, in greater perfection, the advantages of an increase
of population, by receiving at the same moment, a proportionate accession of intelligence
and wealth.

The Report of the Military Commissioners, who visited this Province during the last year,
has led to the resolution of adopting such measures for our Military defence, as will be com-
mensurate with the object ; and I have great satisfaction in communicating to you, that even
now the execution of this provident and vigorous policy may be fairly said to have commenced.

The works projected must, in their execution, add to the stock of public wealth, by fur-
nishing employment to labor; and it cannot be necessary to remark upon the object to be
attained by their completion. :

The Report of the Military Commissioners has served to strengthen the appeals which
have been made from this Province, respecting the improvement of its Internal Navigation.
An Officer of rank and science has recently arrived in Canada, for the purpose of superin-
tending the exccution of a Canal to lead from Lake Ontario to the River Ottawa, on a scale
more oxtcnded than we had ventured to suggest. I am happy to acquaint you, that the
opinions whicl have been expressed by that Officer, both in regard to the value of this work
and its practicability, are in every respect satisfactory. ‘

The Welland Canal, scarccly less an object of interest, although we owe it to the enter-
prize of a private Company, is proceeding with rapidity ; and its present state affords a rea-
sonable promise of its successful accomplishment. I must strongly recommend this work to
your favor and protection.

While these extensive improvements in our communication by water are in progress, with-
out burthening the Provincial Treasury, I cannot but direct your -attention to those more
obvious and easy improvements in our Highways; for want of which, the people of this
Country may even find it difficult to avail themselves of all the advantages which those great
works would otherwise present.

T shall make an early communication to you of the instructions which His Majesty has been
pleased to transmit for my guidance, inrespect to the Naturalization of such Aliens as have
become resident in this Province; and if other Subjects shall present themselves, which I
shall find it my duty to submit to your consideration, I will lay them before you in the course
of your Session.

We, Iis Majesty’s most dutiful and Loyal Subjects, the Legislative Council of Upper
Canada, in Provincial Parliament assembled, beg leave most )cspe(,tfully to present to Your
Excellency our grateful ackunowledgments for your very gracious Specch, at the opening
of this Session.

Fecling as children for the distresses of a Parent, it would have been a source of deep
lamentation to be apprized by Your £2xcelleney, that there should have been any exception
10 the general condition of aftairs in our Mother Country, with which we were congratulated
upon the opening of the last Bession, but for the contident hope which Your Excellency con-
solingly holds out, that the calamity produced by the depression of the Commercial and
Agricultural interests of Great Britain, is fast passing away ; that, notwithstanding this ex-
traordinary pressure, our mighty Parent should still be enabled to extend, in the fullest degrec,
the blessings of her protection and care to every portion of her wide spreading dominions,
is an irrefragable proof that Britain is Dritain still.

We notice, with arateful feelings, Your Excellency’s announcement of having visited the
scveral Districts of this Province, it being an additional proof of Your Excellency’s paternal
anxiety to ascertain the real state and wants of the people committed to your care; and we
sincerely rejoice n the representation made of the substantial and regularly progressive im-
provements which your Excellency witnessed on your tour, and of their natural result, the
contentment of the people.

The judicious remarks of Your Excellency upon the growth of Civil Socicty in this Pro-
vince, and the consequence likely to arise thercfrom, could not fail to impress on our minds
their great importance, and whenever fit opportunitics may present themsclves of supplying
and remedying the wauts and imperfections pointed out, our most zealous co- -operation may
be depended upon.

The very cheering prospect held out by your Excellency of the system of facilitating Emi-
gration, which the British Government has recently adopted, and which, from the experiment
already made, has been most satisfactorily experienced in this Provincee, calls for our warmest
gratitude for the further benefits we anticipate therefrom; and it is, in the highest degree,
cucouraging to find, that wiren experiment is found to be advantageous, it is forthwith resolved
into system—such the wise Councils of the Imperial Government !

We fully appreciate with your Excellency, the great advantages to be derived from an
accession of intelligence and wealth to the Provinee, combined with an increase of population ;
and we shall rejoice to find, that the operations of the Canada Land Company, with other
causes for Emigration, may be the meaus of procuring these advantages so highly essential
to accclerate the march of nnprovement.

An additional theme for strong attaclinent to the Parent State, presents itself in Your
Exccllency’s mention of the Report of the Military Commissioners who visited this Province
during the last year, and of the important measures which have in consequence been resolved
upon. To be assured by Your Excellency, that the execution of a Canal to lead from Lake
Ontario to the River Ottawa, upon cven a larger scale than we had ventured to su ggest, is now
in course of superintendunce, under an Officer of rank and science, could not fai! to produce
the feeling above expressed ; the improvement of our Internal Navi tgation being of paramount
importance, as well for our Military defence as for the vast advantages to our Commerce and
Agriculture, which such an undertaking must necessarily combine.

The Welland Canal must naturally be an object of interest, and, as remarked by Your
Excellency, scarcely less so than the former; and it is highly gratifying to find, that such a
spirit of enterprize, so cssentially important to the truest interests of the Province, should
cmanate from the breasts of private individuals. The stroug recommendation of Your Ex-
cellency for our favor and protection of this work, will ensure. it the attention which its im-
portance dgserves.

The recommendation of Your Excellency, directing our ‘attention to those moré obvious
and easy improvements in our Highways, (without effecting which, the great improvements
in our water communications will produce but partial good effect), ‘is too striking to be lost
sight of, and our concurrence will be cheerfully afforded to every measure. which we deem
calculated to effect the desired object.

Sir,

I have the honor herewith to transmit to you an Act passed in the last Session
of Parliament, entitled, «“ An ‘Act to amend so much of an Act of the thirty-first year of
“His late Majesty as rclates to the Election of Members to serve in the Legislative As-
“sembly of the Province of Upper Canada.”

You will perceive that by this Statate, Parliament has enabled persons naturalized by any
Act of Assembly in Upper Canada, to sit in either House of the Provincial Legislature,
and to vote for Members of the Assembly. His Majesty’s Government proposed to Par-

liament this measure, in the confident expectation that it would cficctually allay the dis-

the same subject.

7 Geo 4. Chap 68,
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sentions which have recemly been cxcited in the Province on this subject.  But, considering
the great importance of this alteration of the Law, and fully aware of the delicacy of the
questions to which it might probably give occasion, they deemed it right to qualify the
proposal by suggesting the provision which requires that every Naturalization Bill should
be suspended for thé signification of 1lis Majesty’s pleasurc.

Under these circumstances, it appears highly necessary, that you should be apprized of the
conditions on which Ilis Majesty’s Government will be disposed to admit Aliens in Upper
Cunada, to all the privileges of Natural Born Subjects. I am very unwilling that any mis-
conception on the subject, should impose on Ilis Majesty the necessity of disallowing any Bill
which the Assembly might pass.

You will therefore understand, that it will not be pessible to assent to any Acts declara-
tory of the general rule of Law, which appears to have been contended for.  The subjects
of the United States of America, whether born before or after the Treaty of Peace of 1783,
are Aliens, and must, in point of Law, be regarded in that character.

Neiilier will His Majesty counfirm any Act for establishing any general rule, for the natu-
ralization of Aliens who may hereafier repair to the Province. The Statute 13th Geo. 2,
Cap. 7, has already regulated the manner in which such persons may acquire the privileges
of English Birth; and if those regulations require revision, it will be the office of Parlia-
ment to review and alter them.

The only measures to which Iis Majesty’s Government are at present prepared to assent,
are retrospective 3 and such as are requisite to relicve the actual inhabitants of the Province
from the difliculties in which, from mere inadvertence, they have been involved : it will be
fit, therefore, that the enactments of the Provincial Liegislature should be confined to the
case of thoze persons, who had their domicile and settled place of abode in Upper Canada,
at the time of the passing of this Act of Parliament.

Those persons may be divided nto two classes; first, such as had their settled domicile
in the P’rovince for scven years previously to the passing of this Act, and secondly, those
who were at that time bona fide domiciled, but without having completed a residence of
seven years. The first of these classes might properly be invested at once with the cha-
racter of Naturalized subjects. The second class should not be admitted to that privilege,
until the term of seven years residence was completed.  In cither case it will be nccessary that
the person to be naturalized should first take the Oath of Allegiance.  For that purpose, some
proper persons should be authorized to administer it ; and they should be sufficiently nume-
rous, and so distributed over the Country, as to render the attendance upon them convenient to
the partics by whom the Oath is to be taken.  Some method must be devised for keeping an
accurate registry of the persons thus admitted to the privileges of naturalization ; and that re-
gistry should contain every particular necessary for identifying the parties, a reasonable period
should be fixed, after which the Oath is not to be administered. The Act by which Alicns
arc admitted to these privileges should distinctly declare, that the acceptance of naturalization
would be deemed a renunciation of allegiance to any foreign State or Power.

The provisions for carrying these purposes into effect, should form the subject of a distinct
Act, which should if possible, be unincumbered with any question respecting the descent and
alienation of lands formerly held by deceased Aliens, who lived in the Province under the mis-
taken supposition that they were entitled to the privileges of English Birth. It is manifest
that this latter subject will give birth to questions of great difficulty ; and I am not prepared
to say how far His Majesty's Government would be disposed to confirm any Act which might
be passed for the relicf of persons, claiming by descent or purchase from such Aliens. That
question, however, may very properly be left in the first instance to the consideration of the two
branches of the Provincial Legislature, with the assurance that His Majesty will not be indis-
posed to relieve those who have been the innocent sufferers from the prevailing misconception
on this subject, if any just and practicable method can be devised for that purpose.

Your Committce appointed for the purpose of taking into consideration, a Bill incorpo-
rating the Bath School Socicty, beg leave to submit—

That fally impressed with the importance of promoting Education in this rapidly i increasing
Colony, they first directed their attention towards i mquunm how far the proposed measure
would render that object more casily attainable than it is under the existing Laws now in
force in this Province.  Your Committce ascertained, that for many years past, a system of
Education has been in successful progress, which, having the Licutenant Governor, and a
Board appointed by him, at its head, provides for the ordinary wants of the Country, and fur-
nishes chiefly at the public expense a Teacher in every Village where twenty Scholars can
be found. There is also, in cach District, a School of a higher character, where the more
promising pupils may perfect themselves in classics, and other difficult branches of lcarning.

Under this system, 340 common Schools have been cstablished, at which, it is believed,
there are not less than 12,000 children—ywhile, at the eleven District Schools, there are about
300 young persons, many of whom are likely to fill places of honor and trust, in the Colony.

At all these establishments, watched over as they are by 1is Majesty’s Representative and
persons of consideration in the Province, the greatest care has been taken to furnish such
Books and Teachers as will improve the morals and principles of those taught, and by carly
culture render them useful members of Socicty, and loyal subjects to the King’s Government.

With such existing facilities, your Committee donot feel themselves called upon to recom-
mend an Act of incorporation, which would render the persons therein named, independent
of so well organized a system, furnishing instruction cheaply, and of a character suited to the
best interests of the Country.

Your Committee, having thus been led to decide that the partial and uncertain advantage
proposed, did not justify them in advocating a measure which would besides create an imnpor-
taat precedent without an adequate cause, next turned their attention to the provisions of the
Bill, in casc the principle should still mect with the approbation of your llonorable House.

In its first clause, a body corporate is formed of all those who subscribed originally towards
building the Academy at Bath, those who contributed to its repairs, nd those who shall in
all time to come, pay annually the sum of three Pounds towards its support. These persons are
to have the power of clecting a President, Treasurer, and Trustees, who shall appoint and dis-
miss Teachers, sclect Books, and transact all other matters concerning the good of the Acadeiny.

Your Committcc are wholly at a loss to discover how the professed object of the Bill is
to be attained by such qualifications. To promote the advancement of learing, for any useful
purpose, the immediate persons appointed for the instruction of youth, should be nominated
and superintended by some controlling power, which has judgment and ability sufficient to
ascertain the duc competency of the Teachers. But here the Electors of the Trustees re-
quirc no better qualification than the payment of three Pounds annually, to be gained without
much difticulty, by all descriptions of people, and not necessarily the test of any kind of merit.
According to such an enactment, it may happen that the majority of the Voters shall be able
neither to read or write; that they shall be non-residents and Forcigners, and indeed, that
fromn character and allegiance they shall be wholly unfit to exercise a trust so important to
the welfare of this happy Colony.

Your Committce have, therefore, no hesitation in recommending the rejection of the Bath
School Society Bill, while they at the same time earnestly hope, should their recommendation
not meet with concurrence, that your Honorable House will adopt some mode of insuring a
competent corporation to be placed under the control of the Board of Education, by which
mcans mental and moral qualitics in the Teachers, and those who selcct the works to be
read, shall take place of a pecuniary estimate, while those who have contributed, by sub-
scription, towards the Academy, might receive a morc appropriate equivalent in the privi-
lege of sending Scholars at a cheaper rate, instead of a superintending power, which, from
undue exercise, might have a pernicious influence on the rising generation.

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Having met, and maturely.deliberated upon the matter referred to them, and having ex-
amined the Report of a Survey made by Mr. Samuel Clowes, Civil Engineer, by erder of
His Excellency the Licutenant Governor, have agreed to the following Report :—

The Committee do not consider it necessary to insist upon those reasons in favor of the
contemplated improvements which have been already foreibly urged, and to which the Legis-
laturc have given their sanction, by directing a Survey to be made, with a view to the speedy
commencement of so desirable a work.

The result of that Survey shews, that in the judgment of the Enginecr to whom it was com-
fitted, the Saint Lawrence may be rendered navigable for Steam Boats to the Eastern ex-
tremity of the Province, (departing from the River where serious obstacles present themselves)
at an expense not exceeding £176,000, and that it may in the same manner be rendered na-
vigable for Boats at an expense of £92,000.

The Committee are of opinion that it should be undertaken on a larger scale, in the confi-
dent expectation that the Legislature of Lower Canada will afford their ready concurrence in
a work of such obvious advantage to that Province, and in assurance that a navigation of that
description will be much the most conducive to the welfare of the Ganadas.

It appears to your Committee that the great work should be engaged in as a Public measure,
rather than by a private company. The waters of " the Saint Lawrence form the great navi-
gable highway through the Province, and it would seem incompatible, as well with the public
character, as the public interest of Upper Canada, that it should be placed under the control
of a private association.  There can, it is presumed, be no question, that the stock invested in
such an undertaking must become speedily and greatly profitable : and it cannot but appear
desirable, that it should be left in the power of the Government, either to collect from it a
considerable revenue, which may furnish the means for other desirable improvements; or,
if thought more expedient, to relieve the trade gradually by diminishing the tolls, so as to
exact nothing more than will be necessary for keeping the work in repair.

The Committee suggest, that provision should be made during the, present Session for
appointing threc Comm:saloncrs and a Secretary to superintend these improvements, to whom
such remuneration should be afforded as would compensate them for the application of their
time and services.

In the present year, it is conceived that it may not be convenient to do more than provide
such a sum, as, besides covering the charge for Surveys, compensation for Lands occupied,
and damages done, and meeting the expenses of the Board, will enable them to complete
the projected improvement upon the larger scale reported by Mr. Samuel Clowes, from
Johnstown to the head of the rapid du Plat. Assuming the Estimates of the Engineer to be
correct, this part of the Navigation will cost rather less than £14,000, and Steam-boats and
Schooners will be enabled by it to continue their course twenty miles further down the Saint
Lawrence.

I appears to your Committee, that much the most expedicnt method of proceeding, will
be to undertake the Canal by Sections, in each year, commencing at Prescott or Johnstown,
as may be found necessary; because it is evident, that each distinct portion of the work will
be in itself an essential improvement, and tolls would be at once received on it, which might
more than reimburse the interest of the loan for such specific improvement.

In addition to these considerations, it may be stated as an advantage, that the Commis-
sioners will thus acquire by experience a knowledge of the most economical mode of pro-
ceeding, which will be of no small service in their future operations.

The Committee, nevertheless, have not by any means come to this conclusion, that con-
siderations may not present themselves before the next Session, which may prevail strongly
with the Legislature to engage without delay in the projected improvement at the Long Sault,
which, however costly, is required by circumstances, that render it in the highest degree
important to the trade of the Country.

It has not escaped the consideration of your Committee, that the offer formeily made by
His Majesty’s Government to advance money to the Province upon reasonable terms, for a
gimilar purpose, might perhaps, through the interposition of His Excellency the Lieutenant
Governor, be made available on the present occasion; and they have, in that hope, deter-
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mined upon preparing the draft of an Address, praying that His Excellency will be pleased
to ascertain whether the assistance alluded to will in this instance be extend.

In the earnest desire, also, to attract the favorabie attention of Lower Canada, to the
improvement of the Saint Lawrence, and to procure their co-operation without delay, the
Committee recommends that another address be presented to His Excellency, praying that
His Excellency will communicate, through His Lordship the Governor-in-Chief, upon the
subject, and they have agreed to draft an Address for.that purpose.

It is requisite, if the measures recommended are adopted, that an Act be passed autho-
rizing the entry upon such Lands of individuals, in order to make the necessary Surveys,
and the assumption, upon equitable terms, of such Lands as it may be necessary to occupy ;
and for that purpose, the Committee have also agreed to the draft of a Bill.

In the 11th clause of the same Imperial Act, it is provided, that when any question shall
arise respecting such vacancy as aforesaid, such question shall, by the Governor, Lieutenant
Governor, or Person Administering the Government, be referred to the Legislative Council
to hear and determine the same.

As yet no question has arisen within the House, respecting the legality of my seat; it has,
however, been spoken of out of doors, and I cannot reconcile it either to my feelings or my
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desire to prevent futurc embarrassments, that I should daily exercise a right which might
‘be questioned.

"The Committee of the Honorable the Legislative Council appointed to renew the confe-
rence with the Committee of sthe House of Assembly on the subject of the Library, respect-
fully beg leave to state that they have done so, and bave come to the following resolutions :—

Resolved.—That it is important to the welfare of the Province to have a Library at the
Seat of Government, so situated as to be accessible at all times to the Members of the Legis-
lature,

Resolved.—That in 1816 such an establishment was commenced, but has since fallen into
decay, from the want of a Librarian to take charge of the Books, and also from the want of a
further appropriation to increase the selection, and render it more worthy of the care and at-
tention of the Legislature.

Resolved.—That in consequence, many of the Books are lost, and most of the sets are bro-
ken, so as to render the Library of little public use, besides which, it is at present so situated,
as even to become a thoroughfare, instead of a retired place for study and research.

Resolved.~That it is desirable that the Speaker of the Legislative Council, together with
the Speaker of the House of Assembly, should agrec upon, and adopt such measures as to
them shall seem best for causing the Books which are missing to be returned to the Library,
and also, that they should order the remaining volumes to be immediately transferred to the
Committee Room of the House of Assembly upstairs, in lieu of the place now eccupied.

Your Excellency, that the increasing population of the flourishing settlements in the interior
of the District of Newcastle appears to us to render it daily morc important that an effort should
be made by the Legislature to improve the Navigation of the River Trent, and of the Waters
which are supposed to form an almost continued communication between that River and Lake
Simcoe, but which in many parts of their course are found to be interrupted by falls and rapids.

I'rom the measures which have been already taken by the Government to explore this sec-
tion of the Province, we are convinced that Your Excellency will concur with us in thinking
that a more minute Survey, by expericnced Civil Engineers, with a view to ascertain the par-
ticular improvement required, and the probable cost, is much to be desired ; and we therefore
pray that Your Excellency will be graciously pleased to direct that such Survey be made as
will exhibit the nature and expense of the improvements requircd, to procure the best navi-
gable channel from the mouth of the River Trent to Peterboro’, and from Peterboro’ through
the Lakes and Rivers of the interior to Lake Simcoe ; assuming that the navigation intended
is such as will be adapted for boats drawing four feet water. 'Whatever expense may be in-
curred in procuring these Surveys and Plans, shall be made good to Your Excellency in our
next Session. ~

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,

The Legislative Council regret exceedingly the necessity they are under of informing
Your Excellency that they have not been requested to concur in any measure according with
the feclings which they had the honor of expressing, in reply to a Message of Your Excellency
accompanying a letter from the cldest Daughter of the late Honorable Samuel Smith.

The kind consideration of Your Excellency in transmitting to the Legislative Council the
anxious appeal of an amiable female, suddenly robbed of both her Parents, and unexpectedly
called to the arduous charge of an orphan family, induces the Legislative Council to hope, that
Your Excellency will not be unwilling to reccive their cordial testimony in favor of such claims
upon Your Excellency’s intercst towards obtaining some small portion of His Majesty’s Gra-
cious Bounty.

The late Honorable Samucl 8mith, by whose deccase a numerous family became orphans,
had been in the early part of life severely wounded in two places in the service of His Majesty
during the American Revolution, when by his zcal and loyalty he rendered essential benefit to
the King's cause.  After his regiment was disbanded he established himself a resident in this
Province, and during twenty-threc ycars contributed his best exertions towards the advance-
ment of this Colony, and the support of His Majesty’s Government.

On two different occasions he was called to the Administration of the Government of this
Province, where he again gave proofs of his desire to strengthen and perpetuate the union be-
tween this Country and the Parent 8tate.  During twelve ycars he was a Member of the Ex-
ecutive Council, in the dutics of which he was constant and unremitting, contributing his best
efforts to forward the various salutary measures, which, through the wisdom and exertions of
Your Excellency, have resulted so happily for this Province.

These considerations, however much due to the memory of a faithful Servant of the Crown,
the Legislative Council would not have placed so particularly under the notice of Your Excel-
leney, had they not felt encouraged by the sympathy which Your Excellency has ever evinced
for suffcring merit reduced by calamity, to hope that Your Excellency will receive favorably
their carnest rccommendation of the family of the late Honorable Samuel Smith.

The last few years have been happily distinguished from the preceding, by that spirit of
enterprize in public improvements, which the increasing intelligence and number of our
population have naturally produced. [ am sensible how much of your time has been neces-
sarily given to deliberation upon matters of this nature; and I most sincercly trust, that
the aid which you have so liberally applied to the several public works now in progress,
connected with Navigation, may producc that return of benefit to the Province, which is now
expected from them. T feel the responsibility which you have assumed, in thus giving so
great additional support to the Welland Canal Company ; but I am convineed, that you have
seen the necessity, and I very cheerfully share with vou that responsibility.

Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,

[ thank you, in Ilis Majesty’s nume, for the Supplies granted for the Civil Service of
the Province.

You may be assur.cd, that, considering how small our Revenue is, in proportion to the
many objects which in a Country so new and extensive press for the assistance of the Le-
gislature, I have ever fc.lt it to be my duty, to guard strictly against any unnccessary aug-
mentation in the expenditure of the Government ; and so long as.a just economy is observed,
I am confident I shall continue to receive from you, the support necessary for the Public

Service.

Honorable Gentlonen and Gentlenn,

The Bills you have passed for the relief of persons requiring to be Naturalized, and for
confirming titles to real Estate, are necessarily reserved for His Majesty’s cousideration.
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If wmong that portion of the people, for whose relief alone these measures are intended,
there are any who do not readily perccive and thankfully acknowledge the unremitted cfiorts
of the Government for their security, it ought to be sufficient for them to know, that if they
do not require the relief intended by these Acts, none of their provisions can affect them ;
and that if’ they do, the want of any other remedy in some cases, and their own omission in
others, to comply with the requisitions of the only Statute under which they could be Natu-
ralized, will be repaired by the mecasures you have passed in the manner best calculated for
their sccurity.

"T'he powers and facilities provided by the Act which you have passed, in relation to the pro-
jected Rideau Canal, will, I doubt not, be cntirely satisfactory to His Majesty’s Government.

I trust that in the interval which may clapse before you are again convencd, this Province
will continue to be favored with the abundant blessings which have long distinguished it.
When you return to your several Counties, your presence and exertions may be of much use
in giving a right direction to that enterprize and intelligence, which it is most satisfactory
to see increasing with the growth of the Colony ; and it is my earnest hope that each suc-
ceeding Session may add a new impulse to the prosperity of Upper Canada, and strengthen
the claims of the Legislature, to the gratitude and confidence of its inhabitants.

GENTLEMEN.

I~ consequence of the severity of the weather during the month of December the sinking of the Piers
has been suspended in Lake Ontario. The Contractors have confined their operations to the Southern land
Pier abutment upon the shore of Ontario, backing the same with Sand procured from the Cut across the
Beach ; above onc hundred cord of Stone, equal to 320 tons, have been deposited upon the unfinished Piers,
and every precaution taken to secure the works. beats, and machinery, against the contingencies of the
season.

Thirty workmen are still employed upon the works, and with the conveyance of stone upon the ice to the
Piers in Burlington Lake, a considerable part ‘of the Piers in this Lake may be finished and loaded during
the winter months ; the facility of drawing stone upon the ice is such, that five loads, each containing sixteen
hundred weight, can be collected and drawn daily by one team.

From the unfinished state of several Piers that have lately been sunk, considerable difficulty occurs in
estimating, correctly, the quantity of work performed. The following approximation may be nearly correct :

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To the Commissioners for making a Canal and Picrs at Burlington Beach.

GENTLEMEN.
"Tue month of January last has been exclusively employed by the Contractor with sinking and raising
Piers in Burlington Lake ; at this date nine hundred and eighty lincal fect of Piers have been loaded with
stone and raised, with the exception of seventy fect, 1o the required height.

About twenty teams and forty men are daily cmployed at these Piers with the conveyance of stone,
timber, and material. Stone of a suitable and excellent deseription continues to be carried from the neigh-
bourhood of Stony Creek, distant about six miles from the works.  The quantity conveyed since the first of
January is equal to 2,400 cubic yards, or 3,4G0 tons.

The square Timber and braces applied to this part of the work, arc of the best description. The
solidity of the ice upon Burlington Lake, has afforded the workmen cvery facility of framing and uniting
the Cassuns in the most expeditious and proper manner.

During the heavy gales of the 15th January, the Northern unfinished Cassun of the Breakwater was
partially undermined, by the action of the underset current, so as to cause a separation of this Cassun from
the main Picr, or Blockwood : subsequent gales have had the effect of submerging nearly the whole of this
Picr. 'The timbers, and part of the stoue, continue so connected, that when Spring operations will permit,
this Cassun will provide a good foundation for crecting a more permanent head-work.

By the original design, it was intended to carry the Breakwater head 80 feet in a North-west direction
beyond the present Cassun, a more intimate knowledge of the currents and direction of the prevailing winds
upon Lake Ontario, and their effects upon Piers placed in various depths, and at different inclinations,
may suggest a different arrangement of the remaining part of the Breakwater works. 'The expense of the
Contractor in either case, will be equal; but the performance of the works, by the proposed alteration,
will be decidedly ensured.

"The works now in progress, appear in a state so forward, that by the 10th of the ensuing month, all
the Piers now laid down, or 2,440 feet, may be finished so far in terms of the Contract, as to warrant
their sufficiency. Two or three months must be allowed for subsidation, previous to levelling, decking,
and finishing.

There remains to be done only 450 feet of additional Piers in Lake Ontario; 80 feet of extra Break-
water, 24 feet in height, and 20 feet in width; facing and securing tle piles across the beach, and the
remainder of the excavation, equal to 467 lincal yards.

With favorable weather and proper exertions, the Canal may be open for Lake Vessels by the middle
of July of the present ycar. |

GENTLEMEN,
Since the date of last report, the Contractors have been principally employed with levelling the Piers
in Burlington Lake ; preparing their machinery, and excavating across the Beach. The Dredging Machinc
has been removed from the ice, and is now working with two extra Buckets.

The breaking up of the ice upon Burlington Lake, has displaced several rounds of timber from three
Cribs—these Cribs were injured in a similar manner last Scason—the repair of this damage will not
exceed the labor of ten men for threc days. :

Upon the tenth instant the channel across the Beach contained about four feet of water, has again been
nearly blocked up by the severe gale from the South East of the 17th and 18th. The severity of this gale
may be nearly estimated by the following fact :— ‘ : ‘ ‘

One of the large castiron piling hammers, weighing seventeen hundred, for convenience was placed on
the middle of the Breakwater surface, about ten feet from either face, the violence and continued acting of
the sea that broke over the works was such as, by degrees, to remove this weight beyond the Pier face.—
The exposed perpendicular surface of the Breakwater is equal to 3,200 superficial feet ; now as the resis-
tance shewn by the piling hammer is about 850 pounds per superficial foot we have the €normous pressure
of 1,360 tons, that the present Breakwater is capable of resisting without injury. .

None of the side Piers or frame work of the Breakwater appear to have been displaced, the decking
and stone continue perfectly secure. The only damage sustained by this late very severe test, consists of g
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partial undermining of the Southern Breakwater Cassun; this effect was expected to take place cven by
ordinary weather, and can only be guarded against when the remainder of the Cassuns arc sunk.

As the expenditures of the Contractors now come within the per centage to be retained by the Com-

imissioners until the works are completed, it appears uhnecessary further to estimate the quantity of work
done.

The inside casing of the Piles to continue as at present in progress, care being taken
to insert the planking aslow as possible.  The excavation through the Beach by the common mode has fre-
quently been interrupted by storms from Lake Ontario, and will not be secure until the side Piers in that Lake
arc more extended.

After the excavation is finished the piling will recommence upon the North side of the Cut, preserving

The Breakwater cassuns, formerly 308 fect in length, may terminate with the additions marked upon
the drawings, being 408 feet over all the heads, to be properly secured with the internal piles. The backs
and ends to be guarded with cribs filled with brush, stone, &c. and otherwise secured and protected, as
marked in the drawing No. 2 accompanying last monthly report.

After experience of the heavy scas that pass over the Breakwater during ordinary gales, it is evident
that either of Pier Heads will be a more secure position for the Light House, than that originally intended ;

I have subjoined an abstract of the expenditure by the Contractor from the commencement of the work
until this date ; from experience of the diflicultics they have to encounter, it appcars to me that the plans are
fairly stated. The total outlay buing :—

The construction of Breabwater works lias proved hazardous and expensive beyond all calculation. By
addenda to tast monthly report, and upon data that is incontrovertible, the actual outlay by the Contracter
upon this work alone has been £5,681, or nearly one half of the original contract price ; in addition £2,009
must yet be expended, so that the sum of £5,690 will be required to complete and secure this division of the
work.

The reason of this unexpected outlay, beyond the original estimate, is to be attributed, in a great mea-
sure, to the difficulty of procuring stone ncar the works as expccted, indeed none of a proper quality is to be
found ncarer than six miles, and that water conveyance. The risk attendant thereupon with open skows,
and the waste of labour when Lake Outario is not perfectly calm, is incalculable.

On the whole, although much labour and expensc has unavoidably been lost to the Contractor in
pursuance of this great work of public utility, a work that has no parallel in America for intricacy of situa-
tion, of difficulty in execution, the reporter has now the satisfaction to observe, that cvery part thereof has
been so severely tested, that practicability of the measure and permanence of the works, even in their un-
finished state, are now placed beyond a doubt, and that for the more effectual completion of the same, the
extra sum of only £1,391 15s Halifax, will be required to sccure against all future contingencies.

Burlington Lake.

HE states that the Picrs have been sunk and dredging in the Lake ncarly completed. The first is cor-
rect, cxcept that the ties instead of being 12 inch, of square timber, are generally round sticks, not that size in
diameter, indeed in some instances they are split into two, each half forming a tie or inside brace. Tlhe co-
vering, where it has been done, on the Breakyater, is only 2 inch Pinc instead of 3inch Oak, and the string
pieces on which they are laid are too distant to oppose the very heavy pressure of water ina gale of wind.—
But as the dredging, began in about 6 feet depth of water, to obtain 12 feet as much more must be done.

The Commissioners appointed by your Excellency, in conformity to the provisions of two several Acts of
the Legislature of this Province, for making a Navigable Canal between Burlington Bay and Lake Ontario—

Most respectfully Report,

‘Tuat the severe weather in the beginning of the Winter having formed a body of ice on Burlington
Bay of sufficient thickness to carry teams, the Contractor availed himself of it to form the Pier intended
to protect the Canal through the Beach (which scperated the Bay from the Lake), and in this he completely
succeeded before the ice broke up ; not, however, without affecting a few Cribs near its extremity, which were
displaced to the level of the water. The injury sustained is of little moment, and will be remedied so soon as the
advance of the Season permits work to be done in the water. This occurrence, however, points out the necessity
of ice-breaks in Burlington Bay. In Lake Ontario, no ice whatever was formed at any time during the winter
at all to put to hazard the works erccted in it, which had been carried to some extent in the Autumn, as our
former Report will have informed your Exccllency ; and it was not till the gale of Thursday se’ennight that
a breach was cfiected in the Northern Pier: Its violence has hardly ever been equaled ; nothwithstanding
which, a Vessel of considerable burthen rode under shelter of the Breakwater through the whole storm,
which she could not have possibly done in the open Lake; and this circumstance is another proof of the

utility of the undertaking, as Vessels could not so early in the Season navigate the Lake without great risque
of shipwreck, nor sail so latc in the fall of the year.

The damage done to the side Pier, although considerable in extent, can be easily repaired as the
Seasoz advances, being no deeper than the water surface; and its occurrence is no proof of the instability
of the work, as the Cribs were but partially filled with stones, and the piling (originally intended te insure

its safety) had been altogether omitted by the Contractor, owing to the floating pile Engine having been
rendered useless by one of the gales in the fall of the year.

Early in the Winter, the last Cassun added to the No;th wing of the Breakwater in Lake Ontario,
about forty feet in length, proved insufficient to withstand the almost-continued gales of wind which took
place ; and, at last, being undermined to its extremity, tumbled over, so as to form an angle of 45° with
its former position, which position it has retained through the whole of a most tempestuous Winter, and
will add greatly to the security of the works yet to be made to that quarter of the Breakwater, which are
proposed to be enlarged so as to enclose it and form a head which, when filled with stone and secured with
piles at short intervals, we feel confident will constitute a permanent work ; at the same time, this proves
that the bed of clay does not continue the whole extent of the Breakwater, as was thought to be the case
when originally put down; indeed, this advantage seems to be possessed by the centre only, as the Cassun
at the Southern extremity has also been partially undermined and fallen off from the rest of the work the
space of about three feet at the top, which will make it necessary to secure this extremity in the same man-
ner as the Northern onc, and the Engineer has laid down the mode of doing it on a plan, a copy of which
accomyanics this Report for the information of your Excellency, and to explain the situation of the two

wings of the Breakwater, the nature of the damage to which it is exposed, and the mode proposed to guard
N. . .
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against a recurrence in future. These damages and occurrences made it extremely desirable, that the
assistance of the Engincer should be retained; but he had, without asking our consent or having our con-
currence, made engagements in Nova-Scotia and New-Brunswick, which, in point of emolument, made it
convenient to him to leave a work which had been begun under his superintendance and plans, at a time
when difficulties first made their appearance, and when (i’ at any time) scientific knewledge was required
to remedy the damages done, and to add those securities, without which (in all probability) what has been
done will be utterly lost.  Under this impression, we deemed it our duty to write the letter to him, dated
I3t instant, a copy of which accompanies this Report, as also his answer.  The knowledge intimated in
which, of his intended departure, we had only in common with the rest of the public; we would, however,
most willingly have acquicsced in any matter benefitting his private fortune, had it comported with our
public duty.  The allowar.ce made to him of £400 Cnrrency, all of which he has received, must be deemed
fully adequate, more particularly as he only paid ‘occasional visits from Queenston to it, and at the same
time superintended the erection of the Monument there ; we also consented to his visiting Nova-Scotia and
New-Brunswick last Summer, for which he was handsomely remunerated by those Provinces; and yet, in
addition to the £400 Currency, first given, he demanded £55 for two and a half months superintendance,
(over the time lost in going to those Provinces, which he had made up), and during which two and a half
months, he did not visit the works more than three or four times, made mostly on his occasional visits to
York, where he was a Contractor to build the Bank.

-

The accompanying copy of agreement with the Contractors we submit to your Excellency, shews that
the work was to be completed by 1st October last; yet there can be no doubt, that early last Season it was
evident to every body, that it could not be done, and if such was the case to the most casual observer,
surcly an Engineer could not be ignorant of it, and with that knowledge before him to form the engagcments
mentioned in his letter, is (to say the least of it) most extraordinary.

Notwithstanding such conduct on his part on this occasion, we acknowlege we felt disposed to favor
his leaving us, and with that view requested he would make such Estimate of the value of the work done,
and the work to be done, as would at least prevent any difficalty on settling with the Contractor on the
completion of the work ; we however found, on investigating this Estimate (a copy of which is also sub-
mitted to your Excellency, as well as those for the months of ; so inany errors, whether
intentionally or from inadvertency, we will not take it upon ourselves to say), that no dependence whatever
could be placed on it, as regarded cither the work done or to be done ; and, moreover, he added a large
sumn for damages already sustained by Contractors during the prosecution of the work, althouzh expressly
provided in the agreement, as being at their own risque; yet with an apparent intention of assisting to
build up a claim for them, as well in this respect as for extra work to be done, he only estimates the sum
done at £730, when in fact we have in our hands about £1,700, which they will be entitled to receive
when the work is completed.

To prevent this report being extended to a greater length, we have added to the Engineer's last Report
detailed reasons for objecting to it; and we beg to assure your Exccllency, that it is with much regret
we have been compelled to make the remarks we have done on his conduct ; we feel it our duty, however,
to do so, as well on behalf of the public in this Proviace, as in those to which he is going.

To conclude, we beg to lay before your Exccllency the present situation of the work committed to our
charge, and the funds in our hands to complete it. They are in cash and Receiver

The Estimate by Engincer to complecte being £3,301 5 6, the two sums nearly correspond.

WE have ever entertained an opinion that the original grant was sufficient to complete the work, more
particularly after the liberal mannerin which the Legislature provided for the purchase of the machinery, and
the Contractor himself always expressed himself in the same way. If, however, as is intimated by the En-
gineer, the late storms have proved the necessity of additional securities to be placed to ensure the safety of
the Breakwater, or any occurrence hereafter proves to us that an additional grant will be necessary, we
will not hesitate to submit the same to your Excellency, in the hope that your Excellency will lay it before
the Legislature of the Province, accompanied by your Excellency’s favorable recommendation, and not doubt-
ing the ready acquiescence in providing such a sum as may be absolutely necessary to complete a work, the
vast importance and utility of which is made more and more manifest every day.

Left in this manner by the Engineer we have deemed it proper in the mean time to employ Mr. Andrew
Kerby to superintend the execution of the work, and having acted in this capacity under Mr. Hall, he has some
knowledge of the matter entrusted to him—and has also the advantage of living on the spot.. We have only
further to add, that the Contractor feels confident he will have the Canal excavated through the Beach, to the
depth of eight feet, by the first of July next, when most of the vessels navigating the,LakeA will be enabled to
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benefit by it, and the Canal become a source of revenue towards liqudating the money borrowed for its for-
mation.

G. Strobridge, John W. Hayes, and John M‘Keen, Contractors, as aforesaid, the sum of One Thousand
Pounds of lawful money «f Upper Canada, to enable them from time to time to collect materials, employ
labourers, artificers, and other workmen, they the said Contractors finding adequate and ample security for
the advance so made ; and that the future instalments or progressive payments shall be regulated by the
monthly report of one of the Commissioners and the said Engincer, Francis Hall Esquire, or such other
person as said Commissioners may appoint, under the express condition and restriction that they the said
Commissioners shall not be made liable to any advance of payments during the continuance of the works
beyond seven eights of the contract price stipulated as_aforcsaid, the other cighth part remaining in the
hands of the said Commissioners until the Canal required by the Act of Parliament, the annexed proposals
and requisition are finally inspected and duly approved of by the Engincer.

Humbly Sheweth.

TuaT soon after the division of the Province of Quebec an appropriation of Eighty Pounds per annum was
made to defray the expenses of publishing the Provincial Statutes, which sum, considering the prices of labor and
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materials, and the comparatively small quantity of work required at that ecarly day, afforded ample compen-
sation, but the increase of Statute Laws, naturally attending the progressive advancement of the Province,
imposed upon your Petitioner, during the time he held the office of Government Printer, a degree of labor
and expense in the publication of the Acts, from Session to Scssion, not contemplated by the limited allow-
ance above nicntioned.

That at the time he took the liberty of representing its inadequacy, and although every consideration
was given the subject, no alteration took place until after the resignation of your Petitioner, since which
period a scale of prices, framed on the principle of remuneration in proportion to the work executed, has
been established.

That according to this scale, had it existed in your Petitioners time, he would have received the sum of
two hundred and forty five pounds seven shillings and six pence, Currency, over and above the amount to
which he was confined. as appears by the annexed statement of the Statutes printed by your Petitioner from
the years 1316 10 1821 inclusive, to which he respectfully refers your Excellency.

Wherefore in as much as the expenses of the establishment were in all respects clearly greater than that
at present, as the fixed stipend was insufficient to compensate fairly the labor done, and as your Petitioner
feeling its necessity, did not fail to solicit its incrcase, and may perhaps by his explanations have led to the
present arrangement, he trusts your Excellency will pardon his request, to havc a retrospective operation
given to the existing scale, so thathe may enjoy the benefit of its provisions.

All, however, which seemed, in the opinion of the Commissioners, in any degrge aﬂapted
to the purpose of suitable accommodation for the Legislature, wyould require for their, .com-
pletion a sum so far cxceeding the amount of that provided by the Act, that it was deemed
advisable, rather than commence the expenditure of the monies already at their disposal on
an Edifice of a very inferior description, to delay engaing in any contract until a meeting of

In the event of the Directors agreeing to this proposal it is necessary that a Provincial Act
should be passed, in which the ‘Company shall engage to construct the Locks of the Canal
of the width of at least twenty two feet, and s securmor the use of the Canal to all vessels and
boats the property of His Majesty, and also all olher boats and vessels when engaged in car-
rying Government Stores, without the payment of any duty or toll, in consideration of receiv-
ing the sum of sixtecn thousand three hundred and sixty pounds, to be paid in four equal an-
nual instalments, or sooner if the Canal should be completed at an carlier period.

In pursuwance of my instructions of the ninth June last, and having obtained the aid of George Rykert, As-
sistant Engincer and Surveyor, we proceeded to the Survey of the River Saint Lawrence, and now respect-
fully beg leave to submit the following Estimates and Report.

It will be seen, by reference to the preceding LEstimates, that we have calculated the expenee (if:c:on-
structing Canals .upen two ditferent scales. .

The first or largest to cost £176,378 8 5, and the other € 92,834 1-11). Thus it appears, that a
safe and permanent linc of Navieation down the River St. Lawrence to Cornwall, for Vessels caﬁablé of
navigating the Lakes, may be eflicted at an expence absolutely trifling when-compared withithe many aid-
vantages to be derivedifrom an improvement of this nature. S

The above sums are considered sufficient to complete the work ; yet we.arc aware, that in-an under-
taking like this, unforeseen obstacles often present themselves in the progress of: the'work, -and being-‘gene—
rally of a contingent nature, it is impossible to ascertain or calculate them actually by the most minute surveys.

A question will naturally arise that will admit of some discussion, as to'which of the above wcales it
would be most expedient to adopt; but upon duc reflection upon the comparative advantages and: the local
situation of the Country, we fuel decidedly in favor of the largest, being designed both forl'Steﬁ.niEBth ‘Na-
vigation and Schooner Navigation. Onc inducement for giving a preference .to.this-scale,«as.'-.one:of-,primaqy
importance, is the advantages that would accrue to the trade of the Western: Districts from-=the practicabitity
of passing through the Canal with-such Vesscls as are suitdble to the Navigation of" the"uﬁpcr’b’akés;' ‘By
making it of corresponding dimensions with the 'Welland Canal, already so far'advanced ‘toward completion,
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it would, in connexion with that work, not only facilitate and expedite transportation, but save a vast expense
and inconvenience in breaking bulk and transferring cargoes from one kind of Vessel to another, subjecting
Goods to injury already too frequently experienced by the existing mode of transportation.

We must express our regret, however, that having not been authorized to extend our Survey beyond
the Boundary Linc of this Province, we are not enabled to give a full and satisfactory statement of the
practicability and probable expense for effecting a safe Navigation throughout, without which, the principal
object of our enterprize will be but in part attained.

We fcel sanguine, nevertheless, that upon proper representation, Lower Canada will come forward with
alacrity to unite with us in support of an improvement enhancing their own commercial interests equally with
ours. Of this they are no doubt sensible, and will therefore be more ready to co-operate in an undertaking
which, without their aid and concurrence, can never be fully accomplished. The Cedar Rapid and Cascades,
although serious obstructions in the present Navigation, offer (as we are informed) great facilities for im-
provement.

Then by making the neecssary alterations in the La Chine Canal we should open a direct and uninter-
rupted Navigation from one extremity of the Provinces to the other, and might cheerfully anticipate the time,
as not far dxstant when Vessels of burden would be cnabled to paes and re-pass from Quebec to the most
Western settlements of this Province.

In takmg a ncarer view of the objects of this contemplated improvement in the Navigation, we would
beg leave to suggest the great propricty of making a Caual for Stcam-boat Navigation, for by Steam-beats
we anticipate the greater part of our trade will eventually be carried on. Safety and expedition in the
transit of Goods being two cssential requisites in Commercial cconomy.

Steam-boats will therefore always have a decided advantage—Dbesides, after passing through the Canal
at the several rapids, they will seek their way up the channe! of the River without any interruption, re-
quiring neither towing-path nor any other extra expence to assist them on their passage up. Whereas,
Sloops and Schooners, depending entirely on canvass, must, in case of contrary winds or calm weather, be
unavoidably detained or depend upon towiag.

In this case, a towing-path and bridges would require to be constructed upon the banks, the whole
course of the River. A channel would also have to be cut through shoals in many places of great length ;
and after all, an insurmountable difticulty would present itself upon their arrival at Kingston, and cause de-
lays, provided they arc destined for the upper settlements.

The same objection, as it respects the formation of a towing-path, bridges, and cutting a channel alo'm
the shore, is also applicable to-boats, though in a less degree.

A Canal upon the scale recommended, would also be of great advantage to the Lumber Trade ; by
making the Locks 40 feet wide, as proposed, rafts, &c. of the ordinary size, might pass through with ease
and safety, avoiding the expence of pilots as well as the danger in running over the rapids.

It has hitherto been argued, that Steam-boats are injurious to Canals, and should not therefore be ad-
mitted ; but the fallacy of this argument, we believe, has been fully demonstrated in Europe. At all events,
we feel convinced, that it can only apply to Canals of small dimensions.

Having been particularly directed to ascertain the situation of the channel on the North side of Barn-
hart's Island, we devoted some time to that purpose ; finding, however, upon due examination, that all en-
deavors to render that channel practicabic for the transportation of Lumber and other produce from the
upper country, must ultimately prove abortive, there being no possibility of approaching it with safety in
descending the River, on account of its immediate connexion with the principal rapid of the Long Sault,
where no Vesscls or rafts can ever attempt to descend.

The channcl along the North side of the Island is much contracted and very shoal, without water suffi-
cient to float a loaded boat of the ordinary size. But, inasmuch as it is not capable of access at the head,
we abandoned all ideas of making improvements on any other part of that channel ; besides it might proba-
bly be questioned whether we have the right of such improvement, since it cannot be done without inter-
fering with the Island, which is unfortunately.claimed by another Government.

By adverting to the Estimates it will be seen, that from Mille Roche, a little above the confluence of the
two strcams that form Sheek’s Island, we propose to construct a waste wier across the North branch in
order to raisc a sufficient depth of water, and entirely abandon the River at Cornwall Bay, where our line
of Canal terminates. The Navigation to the foot of Barnhari’s Island being almost exclusively claimed by
the State of New-York, and the remaining part to Cornwall being obstructed by shoals and rapids, we
deemed it inexpedient to atterapt any improvement in the natural stream, but make an entire Canal on our
own shore, for which the situation is well adapted.

It is highly gratifying to us, to be enabled to state, for the information of your Excellency and others,
that the natural advantages for the improvement of the Navigation of the River St. Lawrence, are such in
geueral as far exceed our most sanguine anticipations.
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The Long Sault, which has been thought an almost jnsurmountable barricr i in the legatlon, possesses
uncommon fuc:lmce for Canal operations. The only place on the whole route, that will be attended with
any particular inconvenience, is at the rapid Plat; the Lands adjacent to the River lie very hmh, and will

causc soine deep excavation which it is impossible to avoid. : :

It has been suggested, that the Navigation of the River St, Lawrence might be sufficiently lmprovcd by
deepening the natural bed, constructing Locl\\, &c. and supersede the receipts and cxpence of Canals.
We fecl conscions, however, {rom actual Survey and due reflection, that such opinions could only ongmatc'
with persons who have not properly examined the nature of the different situations, or, at lcast, they cannot
be fully aware of the expence and inconvenience that must naturally attend an attempt to effect a channel
capable of passing Vessels down those rapids where the work would be constantly exposed to mterruptlom
by the water. Partial improvements can probably be made that would materially assist the passage of boats ;
but the only cffectual method of making a safe channel for Vessels of barden is to cut Canals where the
River cannot interfere. It will be scen, however, that we propose to adopt the natural channel where it
appears practicable. The distance from Jolinstown to Cornwall by the River is about 47 miles, and the
total fall ninety-five feet. It may not be unworthy of remark, that 13 miles of ¢xcavation and eleven Locks,
averaging six feet lifts, is all that will be required (having ncither aqueduct or calvert) to cffect a complete
line of Navigation, the whole of the above distance. All the Rapids above the Long Sault are pra(,ucablc
in going down ; Vessels will of course prefer the nataral channel, being more expedltlous and less expenvvc
It is those ascending only that will require the Canal, which allows us to contract thc wi dth of those places
and greatly reduce the expence. S

It would be impossible for us at this moment to anticipatc the innumerable advantages that must natu-
rally result from an enterprize like this; neither do we counsider it necessary to point out .the importance of
opening such-a line of communication for advancing the prosperity of this Country; for if we look back to
Europe, and even to the Statc of New-York, we sec the fact fully demonstrated. '

With such salutary examples before us, it is to be hoped, that every individual acquainted with the
seography of our Country, and the advantages which the hand of nature has so liberally bestowed upou us,
is fully convinced of the profits it would secure to the Trade of these Golonies. We shall, therefore,. only
attempt to point out a few leading facts immediately connected viith our Comrucercial interest.

The St. Lawrence being the shortest and most direct line of communication with the Atlantie, will,
by removing a few natural obstructions, cver be the highway for Commerce, noththstandum xmprmemeuts
in any other quarter.

The Ridcau Canal, if carried into eficct upon the plan suggested, will be a most stupenduons work,
and will, in time of war, be of infinite importance to the sccurity of this Province; being in the interior,
it will form a safe depot and open an independent line of communication through the Country completely
out of reach of the enemy. It will not only be eminently useful in a military point of-view, but it will also
open an outlet to a large extent of fertile Country hitherto nearly excluded the Market, and materially facili-
tate the transport of Lumber from immense Forests, now one of the chief sources of Trade. Bcsxdes,
if accomplished by the Imperial Government (without the aid of the Provincial Fund) as at present con-
templated, it will cause a large amount of capital to be brought into and expended in the Colonies, which
will render it the more desirable.  But us it respects our Commercial interests in general, the St. Lawrence
is an object of primary importance, and which should naturally first occapy the attention of our Legislature,
as the particular object in spending money on Canals is to facilitate and expedite the transportation of our
commoditics to Market. No route, we belicve, possesses cqual natural advantages with the one now in
contemplation; being the shortest, it will always enable Forwarding Mecrchants to transport Goods much
cheaper and quicker than by any other line, and it is reasonable to suppose, that commerce will find its
way by the shortest and cheapest route. ‘

Another important advantage worthy of netice in this work, is the many valuable sites that will be
obtained for Mills and Machinery, as there is not a‘durable stream of water from Kingston to Lower Canada
on our side, except the Gananoque, capable of turning Mills for manufacturing the quantity of flour ne-
cessary for home consumption, an inconvenience su'crely felt by the inhabitants of a large tract of country
which for the growth of wheat is not surpassed by any other part of the Province. Amono the few -Mills
occasionally in operation, not one of them (save on the stream above alluded 10) is capabic of making good
merchantable flour for Market, and owing to the fluctuations of the water in the River during the summer,
and the accumulation of ice in the winter, they become so limited in their operations, that Farmers are fre-
quently compelled to go from 40 to 50 miles and cross into the United States to get g arinding done, and then
(unless they smuggle) their grain is subject to duty in crossing the lines. .

Mills and Machinery, to any nccessary extent, may be crected at Mille Roche, Cornwall, and at the
foot of most Rapids where the Canal will descend by means of Locks, and where there will be an inex-
haustible supply of water at all seasons completely at command, without materially interfering w;th the
navigation.
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'This, amoug many others, is an object that will not be the least to stimulate the Trade and Agricul-
ture ef this rising Colony.

Our present shackled mode of conveyance up the St. Lawrence causes a very serious impediment to
the Trade of our upper Districts ; the enormous rates of transportation amount almost to a prohibition of
heavy articles. It excludes Merchunts and others along the frontier from a fair competion with their- Ame-
rican neighbors.  The easy access to the New-York Market, by means of their Canals, gives them a de-
ciled advantage over our Trade, and except we cffect similar improvements on our line of transit, a great
proportion of the Commerce of Upper Canada must necessarily scek a vent the same way, which will cause
a constant drain of money from this Province to the United States, and encourage smuggling (which no
restrictions can cver entirely suppress) to the injury of our Revenue.

We lave not been enabled to collect all the necessary information in order to enter into a mipute detail
on the comparative advantages that an improved line of Navigation would produce. It appears, however,
that the present price of transportation from Montreal to Prescott, a distance of 135 miles, is 4s. per cwt.
or £4 per ton. ‘Thence to York or Niagara, about 250 miles, the price is 2s. per cwt.- or £2 per ton; by
which it will appear, that, owing to the imperfect state of the Navigation, one ton of Goods costs as much
in proportion from Montreal to Prescott as three tons and three quarters from the latter place up, adverting
simply to the difference of the expenice of carriage, and saying nothing of the hazard delay, and wear and

tcar of boats in dragging them over rocks and shoals. . i

We are not in possession of the rates of transit on the Eric Canal, but are informed, that the average
cost of a ton of Goods is about 3d. per mile: at which rate 135 miles, the distance from Montreal to Pres-
cott, a ton of Goods would only cost £1 13 9, where we now pay £4, making a diflference of £2 6 3, on
every ton in that distance. A ton of. Goods from New-York to Niagam*costs £5; from Montreal, in the
cvent of an improved Navigation, it could not exceed £3 13 9, leavmg a balance in favour of Montreal
Market, of £1 6 3, on cvery ton, admmmfr them to be subject to the same rate of tolls' the whole distance
to Prescott as on the Erie Canal; but the probability iz, that the expence would be considerably diminished
to the latter place, as tolls could only be demanded where the Canal passes the rapids, whereas on the Erie
Canal they pay toll the whole distaiice, which must give us an advantage in the expence of transportation.

Should there be any persons, less sanguine than we are, who still doubt whether the advantages to be
derived from this Canal would warrant the undertaking, we would beg leave to-refer such to the very able
letter writien by John Macaulay, Esq. President of the late Commxsswners of ‘Internal Navigation, and
subjoined to their Report of the 25th February, 1825; by which it will be scen, that from his immediate
knowledge and active rescarches he has proved beyond a doubt, that a Canal by the Rideau, would not
only pay the interest on the capital expended, but yield an annual’ revenue.

The line of intercoursec down the St. Lawrence being 54 miles shorter, and having at least 350 feet
Yess lockage (one of the chief sources of expence on Canals), besides many other superior natural ‘advan-
tages, must always command a greater proportion of transit, .and will consequently be more productive.

The Commissioners appointed by your Excellency, in conformity to the provisions of two several Acts passed
by the Liegislature of this Province, for making a Navigable Canal tor Vesscls, between Burlmwton Bay
and Lakc Ontario—

Most respectfully Re_port—

That since your Excellency’s visit to the work entrusted to their supeuntendance the beginning of
July last, the completion of it has becn proceeded in with all the. e\pedatlon of which its nature was suscep-
tible; and in order to lay before your Excellency a detailed statement of what has been done, and what re-
mains to be done, they obtained the professional assistance of M. Barrett, an Engincer employed by the
Welland Canal Company, a copy of whose reports they berr leave to submit, along with this, for your Excel-
lency’s information. ‘
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The Commissioners have thought it their duty to analyze said Reports, and to accompany them with
the Estimate upon which the work was originally undertaken, and also with a statement of their opinion (in
an adjoining column) as to the prices which ought to be allowed, which, although much below those of Mr.
Barrett, they yet conccive to be most liberal, and much greater than originally estimated for, the result of
which is, that Mr. Barrett’s estimate of work donz amounts to £12,151 93 Hd—the Commissioners to £8,339
12s 5d.—making a difference of £3,791 17s 0d.—The work to be done he estimates at £3,044 Gs 31d.—
They at £2,172 2s 2!d—the difference being £872 4s 1d.—Doth £4,664 1s 1d. TIrom these estimates it

will appear that the work done in the opinion of the Commissioners amounts to, . . £8,339 12 5

Making together the sum of £2,515 0 0, Province Currency, which is nearly cqual to finishing the
work agreeable to the foregoing estimates, were the Contractors held rigidly to their original undertaking ;—
but the Commissioners feel convinced that it has to them been a losing one, one which no person had formed
a just conception of at its commencement, nor of the difliculties and losses which they had to encounter,
and which, if done at the original price, must prove, not only their own ruin, but that of their securities, and
many other individuals who have advanced necessaries of all kinds in furtherance of the work, on the faith
that the Legislature, when a fair estimate was laid before them of the actnal cost incurred, would generously
step in and afford relicf, by granting such an additional sum of money as to them might scem just.

With a view tolay before the Legislature every information in th:eir power, the Commissioners employed Mr.
Barrett as before mentioned, the result of whose labours is before your Excellency, but as they considered that
h: had included what he deemed a fair profit to the Contrators, and conceiving that sucha profit they had no
claim to, the Commissioners made their estimate with the sole view of relieving them from the loss which
their original engagement subjected them to, and in which estimate of Mr. Barrett is included damages for
loss while the work has been in progress, to the amount of £1,281 14s 7d, although the original contract
placed all such risk and loss upon the Contractors.

From the foregoing it will appear to your Excellency that the sum of £2,808 11s 0d Province Currency
will be necessary to complete the Canal;+  but as the Breakwater will also require additional works to en-
sure its safety, and without it vessels (in heavy weather) could not enter the Canal but with great risk, the
Commissioners think, that for this object, and other unavoidable expenses, which may present themselves in
course of the completion of the work, a sum equal to £35,000 will be required in addition to the £8,000 alrea-
dy granted.  Should your Excellency approve of their opinion and of an application to the Legislature, they
respectfully suggest, that for this additional sum an extension of time for its liquidation, by the tolls levied at
the Canal, in proportion to that for the sum already borrowed, will be necessary. They also beg leave to
suggest to your Excllency, that in any Bill which may be introduced for the purposes before mentioned, au-
thority should be given the Commissioners to lease the fishery in the Canal, from year to year, the proceeds
of the sale of which to form part of the fund for liquidating the debt ; and was your Lixcellency pleased to
authorize the Commissioners also to lease the land on cach side of the Canal through the Beach for building
lots for a term of years, an additional sum might be secured for the same object.

It is conceived that by the present Acts no authority is given to the Collector to rclease from tonnage duty
vessels which are but partly loaded, the injustice of which is manifest, and might materially interfere with the
use of the Canal were they to pay for more tonnage than they have actually on board. 1t will also be neces-
sary, if a Light House is crected, to authorize the Collector to levy dues for its maintenance, to be regulated
by law.

'The Commissioners are happy in submitting to your Excellency (which they do along with this report,)
a statement of the present year’s shipments at Burlington Bay, to observe that the estimate on which the
Canal was originally undertaken has been fully supported, although the present year is considered one of un-

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usnal commercial depression, and when it is recollected that every year adds largely to our population and
the products of our agriculture, there can Le no doubt that the money borrowed, as well as any further grant
that may be made, will be repaid within the period limited by law, without the Commissioners being obliged
to exact the full rate of toll ou the Canal—the facilities which it will give to trade must tend to increase it,
as well as the great imprevements making in all parts of the District.

Tt wonld have given the Commissioners very great pleasure had tlicy been able to accompany this report
with a list of toll collected as was anticipated by th:em at an carly period of the season, but by the month of
July nearly all the produce of the country had been brought across to the Deach, at a great expense to the
proprictors, and it would have been unjust to have levied tolls thereon for merely passing through it 5 the con-
stant presence of the Dredging Machine in the Canal rendered it inconvenient for vessels to pass. It was
also found that the currents carried the sand loosed Dy its operation to slack water at the extremity of
the Piers in Lake Oatario, and there formed a Bar, which has been but lately removed ; to prevent its re-
currence it has been found necessary to construct a Pier in Burlington Bay on the Sonth side of the Canal,
which at first it was thought could have been dispensed with, the good cffect of which was immediately per-
ceived, and the latest experience justifies the expectation that when all parts of the work is completced, the
sand, so far from accmnulating in the Canal, will be cleared away by the force of the currents, to a depth be-
yond what was originally intended.

The Commissioners in closing their Report beg leave to assure'your Excellency of their unquahﬁed be-
lief that the work entrusted to their superintendance (when completed) will answer fully the purposes for
which it was undertaken.—Indced no doubt whatever remains upon their minds upon the subject, and recom-
mend commencing to levy tolls thereon on the opening of the Navigation.
