THE FAMILY ASPARAGUS BED.

. |Asparagus is one of the most delici-
ous as well as the most healthful of
vegetables, and should have a place ln-
every garden, large or small. It is
very tenacious of life and will stand
almost any amount of neglect, but at
the same time there is nmothing which
responds so readily to good culture.

When a bed is once started it is good
for a lifetime. In fact it will not
come into full wusefulness until it is
five or six years old. This should be
remembered when seleating the loca-
tion. The bed should be so placed that
it will not interfere with the cultiva-
tion of other crops, but at the same
time it should be in such shape that
it can be given good oculture and kept
free from weeds. The most conven-
fent method for the farmer gardener
is to set the plants in long rows so
that they can be ‘worked with the
horse.

A.moderately light soil is preferable
but any goed garden| soil will answer,
Put on all the well-rotted manure
you can plow under, . and work the soil
fine to a depth of eight or ten inches.
It the poil is' well prepared on the
start it will require less worki to
keep it in good. condition, Plants one
or two years old should be used, never
those taken from an old bed. Set the
plants 18 inches apart in the row, and
the rows three feet apart. This may
seem like considerable room, but it
will be found sufficiently close, for the
roots will entirely fill the soil in a
few years. Make the holes large, so
that the roots can be spread out in
their natural position, Set the plants
80 that the crowns will be from five
to eight inches below the surface, ac-
cording to the characten of the soil.
The heavier the soil the less covering
they should have. Cover only a few
inches deep at first, firming the soil
well gbuuL the roots, and allowing the
remainder to be worked in by  the
subsequent cultivation,

vap thorough cultivation during the
growing season, and in the fall cut
the tops and burn them on the
ground to destroy the seed, which, if
allowed to grow, will make a mess of
young plants—the worst kind of weed
in an asparagus bed. The following
Spring put on a good coating of fine
manure and spade it in with a spad-
ing fork as early asthe ground will
work well. In spading, carel should be
taken not to injure the crowns of the
plants. Thig treatment should be re-
peated each Succeeding year. If the
Plants have made a8 good, strong
growth the first season, they may be
cul a few times the following spring,
but it is better to let them grow
two years before cutting, that they
may become well established and have
a good, strong root system. In cut-
ting, use a sharp knife and sever the
stmkacquple of in., below: the surface
of the :oil, Always cut everything
clean, even though it is not fit for
use, because when a few stalks are al-
lowed to grow up the plant will cease
to throw out new shoots.

For the first few years the bed
should not be cut for more than three
or four weeks, buti after the plants
have become strong and. the crowns
large, the cutting may be continued
until the middle or last of June with-
out injury. Then allow the Ltops to
8row and assimilate food to be stored
up in the roots for the succeeding
crops. Fifty or 100 plants, if, wgll
cared for, will after three years’
growth produce all the asparagus an
ordinary family ocan use, It comes
early inthe season, when everyone is
hungry for something green. It is
very easily prepared. The stalks are
in the best condition for use when
they are from three to five inches
high. When they get too old they
become tough and woody. They will
be tender when cooked; is they will
snap readily when bent.

LOOK AFTER THE HORSES.

Horses that have been idle all win-
ter need looking afier rather more
than those who have been kept steady
at work. It will be best when plowing
and harrowing commences, to not
&evk the horses too hard at first;
commence with them gradually, giv-
ing light work at first, and gradually
increasing so (hat they may be gradu-
ally herdened to it. Be careful of
their shoulders; it is best to wash the
shoulders in strong salt water two or
three times a day, as this will help to
harden.

Some oats should be given when it is
possible, as they possess the elements
needed for the growth of bone and
muscle.  During the winter, at rest,
comparatively more corn than oats
should compose the ration, but in
spring, when at work, it will be best
to gradually change and feed more
oats and less corn.

Have good fitting collars and har-
ness and keep them clean, this will
help materially in preventing galled
shoulders.

See that the teams are well mated
as to gait- and strength. A quick
moving horse and one that is intensely
slow make a very uncomfortable team
to drive, while as good work with a
barrow, plow or cultivator cannot be
done. What may be a comparatively
easy task for one may keep another in
& hard strain all of the time, and this

is not advisable. If therd is a differ-
ence in the strength, make a differ-
ence in the double tree to make this
up, s0 that each animal vn_ll pull lua
part of the load according to his
strength. Because horses are cheap is
no reason why they should be abused.
Good grooming, good feeding and good
care will enable them to do more work
and yet keep in a better condition. But
to secure the best| results it will be
best to commence in good season, as it
is much easier to keep in/ a good con-
dition thanto let run’ dow_n and then
attempt to feed up, especially after
hard work has begyn, !

PREPARE SUMMER FIREWOOD
NOW.

A thing much neglected is providing
the summer’s fuel writes E. A. Miller.
I have known quite well-to-do farm-
ers stop in harvest or haying time to
cut up a few sticks, just enough for
the good woman to prepare the next
meal with. Or worse let the girls or
mother break up enough; the boys or
the gentlemen are too badly needed
in the hay orf harvest field. Stay
away from town these days and get
your season’'s wood in the woodhouse
where it will dry and be ready for use.
Then when harvest is on hand the
meals are ever ready and the boys can
take a little rest at noon.

Remove from orchard and farm all
old, broken down trees and. fallen
limbs. Burn all the rubbish, cut all
that will make fuel ready for the
stove. Even the small limbs if pro-
perly cut up and laid away will make
splendid summer fuel and the best of
kindling, All this gives ta the place
an air of neatness and adds dollars to
the selling value.

PEAS FOR HOGS.

For a cheap feed, peas makea very
good ration, and especially during
the fall, when the hogs are able to
harvest them for themselves. It
would pay any farmer if he would
plan for the coming season to sow g
patch to peas, with the sole intention

ot turning the hogs in as soon as they
were ripe and let the pigs do their
own harvesting; they will o it
thoroughly and well, and far cheaper
than one can spend the timeto gather
and thresh them, or pile them in small
stacks to throw oven to the pigs,
though the latter method is a very
good way if the lot is not enclosed so
that the herd can be given free ac-

cess,

ABOUT KID GLOVES,

Economy in small things is often
overlooked, and if only more consid-
eration were given to this subject
quite a comsiderable sum of money
might be saved annually. The careless
manner in which a very large number
of ladies treat their gloves is an in-
stance in point, and perhaps the fol-

lowing hints may serve to show how
the reasonable care of kid gloves would
result in a reduction of expenditure:

In the first place, it may be pointed
out that rough handling is specially
disastrous to kid gloves, and it very
often happens that a new pair are
split and ruined by jerking them on
in a careless fashion. Always put on
a new pair of kid gloves for the first
time long enough before they are to
be worn to allow of due deliberation
in the task. When a pair of fine gloves
are bought the purchaser should insist
that they be fitted om in the shop ;
then if there are any flaws they will
be detected before the gloves are paid
for and taken away.

Cheap gloves are generally risky in-
vestments, but some of the best shops
keep a fairly good line of gloves at
low prices, which are worth buying
for common wear.

French women set a good example,
and have made quite an art of putting
on gloves, and this is why a Parisi-
enne's gloves last her four times as
long as anybody else’s.

But_tnning gloves should never be
done in a hurry. The wrist should be
carefully and gently pulled straight,
and the buttons insinuated gently into
the hol_es. Use a glove buttoner al-
ways; it ruins both the button holes
and the finger tips to button {hem
without.

After purchasing a pew pair of gloves
always sew the buttons on before wear-
ing them. The annoyance of having the
buttons drop off will then be avoided.

In 1389 Norway and Denmark
were united, and when these two king-
doms separated, Iceland remained
Danish,

The information in the possession of
the Navy Department is meagre, but
it shows that the French government
places 80 much faith in the success of
the type of boat that it has made pro-
vision in the recent naval budget for
the construction of six vessels of the
same character, all of which are to be
laid down during the present year. It
is stated that they can be quickly built
at small cost, and that in the inven-
tion France possesses. a weapon which
Wil cause a hostile fleet to hesitate
before approaching her shores.

The development of the French sub-
marine boat is'a result of a competi-
tion opened by the IFrench government
Some time ago for the best design of
a submarine torpedo Loat. The Gus-
tave Zede met with the approval of the
French officials, and it has since been
put through exhaustive trials. By
directions of the French Minister of
Marine the battle ship Magenta was
directed to participate in'the trials. In
the manceuvres which fo lowed the
Zede succeeded in twice torpedoing her
opponent, once while the battle ship
Wwas at anchor and again when it was
in motion.

THE SPEED OF THE ZEDE,
was, of course, below that of the Mag-
enta, and in the second manoeuvre it
Wwas  necessary ‘for her to await the
passage of the battle ship. The Zede
under water is perceptible when she
comes within a distance of fifteen hun-
dred yards, owing to the swells pPro-
duced on the surface by - her passage
through the water, so that itis admit-
ted that the vessel attacked would
have a chance of manoeuvring out of
her way.  Still, the results obtained
are sald to be highly’satisfactory. The
ability of the Zede to make a long voy-
age was demonstrated by her passage
from Toulon to Marseilles in 4 rough
fea. The distance was covered in nine
hours.  She was accompanied by the
gunboat Utile.

What is considered the Zede's chief
adv:mluge. lies in the fact that those
manceuvring her can see their way
without tiouble. This is accomplished
by mcans  f an invention made by two
French mava| officers, details of which
are kept secret.

I'wo vessels of the same type as the
Zede are under construction. They
are the Gymnote and the Morse. The
former is almost ready and the lattep
will be completed within three months,
A third boat—the Norval—which they
believe to be an improvement on tha
Zede, is under construction at Cher-
bull]'g.

It will be after this type that the six
boats authorized will be laid down dur-
ing the present year. The Norval, it
18 suid, will be able to steam twenty-
fl\'\‘, miles at eight knots, or sevenly
miles at five knots, below surface. If
desired it can stexm on the surface like
an ordinary vessel and in this case can
carry sufficient coal to proceed 253
miles at twelve knots. These will be
the dimensions of the boats to be laid

Reference has already been| made to
the death of g notable figure in St.
Petersburg, Count A. C. Apraxin, the
millionaire owner of vast{ propertiesin
the capital, one of the largest markets
of which bears his jname.

The deceased nobleman was what is
popularly called a “character,” Origin.
ality marked his everyday life to such
an extent that people were never tired
relating ancedotes and stories about
bim. The most contradictory opinions,
however, prevailed on his behalf, some
declaring him to be a miser, others
lauding him o the skies a8 a most
noble and kind hearted friend to all
who were in need.

like reproaching ior his thrift while
pitying him for his bodily infirmities
1his seeming beggar, miser and crip=
Ple was the

OWNER OF MANY MILLIONS,
and was meither beggar, miser nor
sick.

“He had an absolute ocontempt for

all display, and could find no enjoy-
meni in the wusual pleagures that
wealth can provide, Judged from the
outside he was a miser, and yet it is
certain that he loved to save money
solely for the purpose of bestowing it
In secret charities, absolutely forbid-
ding those whom he aided to breathe a
word about him. And as he gave broad-
cast to every one who was in need it
came to pa:s that while one section
denounced him as a miger the other
section, the thousinds whom he suc-
cored proclaimed his righteousness,

“Not long ago the following inci-
dent occurred:—Count Apraxin was
walking along the Fontanka with an
old schoolfellow, when they met a re-
tired officer’ who had also been to
school with them. Afteri greeting
the latter they went on, The Count’s
friend said, ‘You know our old com-
rade is in such straits in his old age
that ‘he has to live on charity.’ The
Count seemed not to hear, but a féw
minutes later asked casually for the
addre: s, .

RAISING THE REVENUE.

Hon Mr. Harcourt’s acheme for the
raising of the revenues consists of two
measures, one a bill respecting brew-
eries, distilleries and liquor licenses,
the other known broadly as an act
to supplement the revenues of the
province. The amount which these
measures will draw to the Provincial
Treasury is something like $300,000, a
hundred thousand from the hquor
people, the other two hundred thou-
sand borne by corporations not notor-
fous for their poverty.

Wholesale licenses in 1884 stood at
the respectable figure of $150. They
were raised $225 and later to $250.
Tavern licenses in large cities in turn
were $100, $160 and $250. In towns,
$80, $100, $150 ; villages, $60, $80; 8120;
townships, $60, $72, $87. The munieip-
alities may go on increasing license
fees if they choose. The increases to
be gathered in under the auspices of
Richard Harcourt are for the needs of
the Ontario Government alone. No
right which the municipalities have
exercised is taken away.

In cities with a population of over
150,000 the wholesale license fee shall
be increased by $200. In cities between
40,000 and 100,000, there are four of
them, the increase is $150, and in oth-
er cities, seven in all, an increase of
8100. For tavern and shop licenses in
cities of 150,000 and up the price is
Just 8150 higher than before, in cities
between 40 and 150 thousand $100 ex-
tra, and in all other cities $100 is
added to the original sum. Three
railway saloons are each to pay ad-
ditional license fees of $150 each.

All told, Ontario has 67 breweries and
8 distilleries. Thirty-six of smaller
concerns are to be exempt, while the
remaining 89 contribute according to
the amount of their investment. The
breweries will pay from $160 to $1,000,
the distilleries, two small, four me-
dium, and two very large, from $750
to 84,000 extra. If Harcourt's calcula-
tions are anywhere near the mark the

tolal revenue from distillers will be
$24,000 from brewers, $16,000; from

other licenses $65,000, a total of $110,-
000.

In
addition the bank will be required to
pay $100 for every head office and $25
for each additional branch office trans-
acting business in the province.

No distinction has been made be-
tween foreign and domestic companies,
following the example of every other
British possession.

THE CANADIAN SENATE.

FALLING WALLS DESTROY A KING-
STON ESTABLISHMENT.

Loss Will be ‘MI‘ $20,000—An Old Man
Buried Under the Debris—Collapse of
the Oddfellows’ Bullding Ruins.

A despatch from Kingston says:—A
mighty crash occurred at 5.40 o'clock
on Sunday evening, and the gina fur-
niture establishment of T. F. Harrison
and CB.. was wrecked, the furniture
which filled the three<storey building
being converted into kindling wood. A
very high wall left standing after the
fire which destroyed the Oddfellows’
block had fallen out and done the dam-
age.

All day up to 4 o'clock rain fell. The
wind arose and soon became violent.
At 5.40o'clock the wall swayed, and
then with a crash came down on Har-
rison’s. The third and second storeys
of the furniture establishment were
carried down into the first, the whole
mass presenting a pitiablc sight.
MAN BURIED, UNDER THE WALL.

The two upper storey walls were car-
ried out upon the sidewalk, the mass
falling upon Joseph Gould, caretaker of
the Central school. He was speedily
pulled out, and sent to the hospital.
He was conscious, but can only remem-
ber that bricks fell upon him. His left
leg is broken, his face cut, and his
body badly bruised. It is also feared
he has been hurt inwardly. He is an
old man.

Harrison and Co. had about $10,000
worth of stock, and of this, possibly
not $1,000 worth will be saved. Charles
D. Chown, tinware dealer, had a corner
knocked out of his works, and he will
be a loser to the extent of $300.. The
buildings were owned by Miss Gilder-
sleeve, and were worth about 88,0()0.'

Several coal stoves were going in
Harrison's building, and it was feared
a blaze might follow, but the firemen
speedily turned out and prevented such
an additional calamity, for a fire in
such a place and with the raging gale
would have done great destructlion.

—Mr. W. M. Orr, the Svperintendent
of the frait tree spraying experiments
for Ontario, held a mesting in Mildmay
town hall, on Thursday the 16th inst.
for the purpose of establishing an ex-

perimenting orchard in the township of
Carrick. The idea is for the fruit
growers of the township to choose au
orchard of fair average condition aud
variety, the owner of which would be
willing to meet a practical man who
will be sent, say five or six times in a
season, to work the spraying machine
on about twenty fruit trees. The spray-
g machine and material to prepare
the mixture for spraying will be’ sent |
by the Superintendent and the farmer
will take them from the station to the
orzhard and provide water and cart or
wagon to carry the mixture through the
orchard. Twenty trees will be treated
with the mixture through the season
and twenty will get mo spraying and
when fruit harvesting comes a com-
parison will be roade between the pro-
duct of sprayed and unsprayed trees
aud then every fruit grower can jugde
whether the result justifies the expense
of spraying or not. The trial is an
eminently fair one and so simple that
Le that runs may read.

At every trial of the spraying mach-
ine the most of the prominent fruit
growers will be invited by post card to
be present while the spraying is going
on, and as many more as wish will be
welcome to attend and learu all they
can about the experiment.

of farmers and embryo truit growers to
hear how little the average fruit grower
knows about how to destroy the insect
enemies of the fruit. At our meeting
there was only one man present who
bad sprayed his fruit trees, and he had
only sprayed twice in the season in-
stead of five or six times as is proposed
in the experiment to be made here, and
he had evidently bsen too late in the
season in beginning his work. Others
had been thing of it, but were not
certain of success and had no fixed
purpose to make the triel. Mr. Orr in
his address named a number of the
insect enemies that damage our Qutario
fruit, and described their habits and
methods of working destrnction to our
marketable fruit. He showed from the
testimony of practical fruit growers that
spraying. the treés had resulted in -a
verv large increase of marketable fruit
over the product of unsprayed trees,
If the experiments to be made in this
township are nearly as successful as the
experience of the parties named by Mr,
Orr, it will be of immense benefit to all
progressive fruit growers, and will
justify the expense incurred by the
Government many times over. We
have noticed in some of the oppusition
papers, notably in the Hamilton Spec-
tator, some exceeding small remarks
about Mr. Orr’s work, and now that we
have seen and heard the gentleman
explain his missicn, we are sure that
his services will be Lighly appreciated
by fruit growers whether Grit or Tory.
We had both parties represented m our
meeting and all spoke highly of Mr.
Orr and his work, and we expect the
experiments to be held in Mr. Lewis'
