Curious Facts of Miscegenation.

T'he child of coloured parents of different
tint, such as a quadroon and mulatto, or
mulatto and black, will be nearer the tint of
the darker parent. 1f both parents are of
the same colour, says an authority insuch
matters, the child wi'l be a shade darker, and,
singularly enough, the second child will be
darker than the first, the third darker than
the second, and 8o on to the last.  In other
words, a coloured community left to itself,
is fata'ly destined to return to the original
African black , after a limited number of
generations. ‘Thus, while each new altiance
with an individual of pure Caucasian blood
brings the negro a step nearer to the white
standard, the reverse is the case the moment
the Caucasian clement is withheld and the
colour retrogrades, from light to dark.

A curious proof of this is found in observa-
tions made during some time in one of the
islands. A mulatto woman had a female
child by a white man ; this young girl gave
birth to a quadroon by a white father, and
this re-crossing with the white race was kept
up for six generations. An identical pro-
cess of re-er had been si usly
noticed in another plantation. The child:en
resulting from the seventh crossing in both
of these families were of remarkable physi
cal beauty ; they had blonde hair; their
complexion was of tuch transparent fairness
1hat they might have been taken for Albincs,
but for the v gour and gracefulness of their
limbs and their brilliant intellect.

Science Gossip-

Prof. Virchow is following up the cranial
inve tigations which led him to assign a
Turkish rather than a Slavic origin to the
Bulgarian race. For this purpose he has re-
centl { received fifteen Bulgarian skulls from
the battle-field of Kadikiol, which have
been carefully prepared by the red-cross sur-
geons,

According to Dr. Treves, exact or scien-
tific study has a tendency to deaden and
sterilize tre poetic faculty. Dealing con-
stantly with stern facts and well-c efined,
mental processes, rendersall organization in
the nervous centres more perfect, promotin
distinctness of ideas, a more exact methoﬁ

A Forty Years' Feud Regarding
the Age of an Irish Bull-An
%nmtlon in the Method of

quarters of a century all sorts of influences—
piritual, political, educational ,—have
been at work to exorcise the. fell spirit.
The late Catholic archbishop of Cashel (Dr.
Leahy) laboured hard at this holy task, and
it was hoped successfully. But quite lately
there have been some sav: encounters,
which show that the evil still lives. Nor
does it seem that time has improved the
mode of fighting. Formerly the shillelah
was the legitimate weapon, which might
under st f ci be suppl t
with a stone. But nowadays any wea| is
pressed into service—scythes, reaping-hooks
and pitchforks. A curious point in connect
tion with this faction fighting is that, while
it is always set down as a E:c“n_lilﬂy Irish
pastime, its home par ezcel T
—is the least Irish county in the m
fur as race and pure Celtic blood is concern-
ed. Its fertile fields found favour two cen-
turies and a half ago in the eyes of Crom-
well’s veterans, who settled there in thous-
ands.

Over two llunnllr:d persons en-
gaged in the fray, armed with whatever
weapons they could procure.  Guns there
were none. The ‘“ Arms Act " settled that,
and the vigilant searches of the constabulary
for contraband arms. - The conflict was con-
ducted on both sides for several hours with
the greatest vigourand determination.

The family of the Cartys, from whom their
side borrowe its name, are all, athletic, pow-
erfully built men. They forced their mr:'er
saries into a house by the roadside. Honour
forbade them to pursue the vanquished into
the house ; and so, aft ra short breathing
time, the beiten men were able to come out
and renew the combat. This took place six
or seven times, At last John Madden had
his stomach ripped open with a knife—an
occurrence impossible in the old days of the
shillelah—and fell in the road. His brother
Philip received several stabs in the head,
and a knife was broken between two of his
ribs, one of which was cut through. On the
other side William Carty, an old man, had
hisarm fractured, his jaw broken and his
scalp in a chaos of wuumis. His son Thomas
has two fractures of the skull and a multi-
tude. of othcr wounds. These were the

chiefs. The rank and file suffered propor-
tionally. ~ The constabulary, who with
praiseworthy impartiali remained

away from the scene while the fight was in
active progress, arrived just when the ex-
hausted combatants were retiring in differcnt
directions—i. e. those of them who were not
to» wounded to crawl away. The constables
took possession of all the wounded.

What kind of Wheat to Sow.

A “Practical Farmer,” who edits the
agricultural department of the Wood-
stock Review, makes the following time-
ly suggestions anent this subject:

We have been trying to find ont wha!
kind of fall wheat has done best this
year, and no doubt many of our readers
have been doing the same,all bein, anxi-
ious to sow the best and the surest. So
far, we find it very difficult to come to
any conclusion. The kind that.has done
well with one has not always done well
with another. The most popular kinds
last year were the Clawson,the Treadwell
and the Scott. Much of either of those
kinds have done well, yielding large
crops of first-class in, while all have
to some extent sul ered from various
causes. The Clawson has shown a liabil-
ity to rust, but it ripens so fast and early
that it fills generally pretty well. Its
qualities for flouring has been a matter
of dispute ; we think it is not so good as
the Treadwell and some other kinds.
The Scott is not a white wheat like the
Clawson, but has many excellent quall
ties, one of the principal being its hardi-
ness. We think it is rising in favor, and

| will be more largely sown in future.

But, whatever kind is sown, one of the
principal requisities to insure a crop, is
suitable land. This rushing in large
quantities of barley and pea-stubble may
succeed in favorable seasons in produc-
ing a fair crop. A great deal of this
kind of land has done very well the last
two years, which will stimulate the put-
ting in a still larger quantity this year,

| and at the present time that purpose |

is favored by the late heavy rains. One
great difficulty with stubble land is,
that it is too dry ; the seed does not ger-
minate quick enough, and the plant does
not grow fast enough to get a root
before winter and consequently is easily
killed by the cold winds. With this moist
condition of the ground we would advise
sowing barley or pea-stubble if the land
is clean and dry. (meo&uod ploughi:

and leaving Destruction in its Wake.

We have the authority of one of the
oldest settlers in this section for assert-
ing that last Friday's storm was the most
severe ever experienced here. The down-
pour of rain could scarcely have been
greater within the time of its durationy
which fortunately was not very lengthy.
The streets were submerged for a time,
the drains being entirely inadequate to
carry off the torrents of water, conse-
quently cellars in the lower parts of the
town became temporary reservoirs, en-
tailing more or less loss upon their own-
ers. At the McLagan block on Main
street, considerable damage was done by
washing out of placea portion of the new
foundation. Hail accompanied the rain,
and beat upon everything exposed with
terrific fierceness ; but so far we have not
heard of any great damage done by it
within the limits of the town. Less for-
tunate, however, were the villagers of
Wallace and the farmers in that neigh-
borhood. The hail appears to have been
particularly severe there, as a large num-
ber of windows were broken by it, and
both gardens, fruit and fields suffered
great injury. In the village, Messrs.
Homer, Stinson, Tindal and many others
are congiderable losers; while. the loss
sustained by the neighboring farmers in
some instances amounts to hundreds of
dollars. Standing grain was flattened as
though a roller had passed over it, and
much of it is said to have been complete-
ly thrashed out and beaten into the earth.
Messrs. Jacob Shaunsey, Wm. King, Jas.
Robinson, Hugh McCartney and Ormal
Smith all lose heavily through having a
great
stroye: An immense amoun fruit
was knocked off the trees, and much of
what remains was badly bruised by the
hail stones. The storm continued its
devastating course through Maryborough
and Peel townships, and the farmers
along its route are with few exceptions
heavy losers. Considerable damage was
also done in Elma, although not to the
same extent as in Wallace. The sheds
in connection with the C. M. Church on
the 1st con. of Elma, were blown down ;
grain in that vicinity was badly shelled,
and a large quantity of fruit was destroy-
ed. It is sincerely to be hoped that a
decade at least willintervene ere another
such storm visits this neighborhood.

The wrap may be a sacque or a scarf-
shaped mantle. Black lisse pleatings or
plain black crape collars and cuffs are worn
the first six months or a year.

A widow's bonnetis of close cottage shape,
made of doubled Eiglish crape laid plainly
on the frame, without even a piping or mil-
liner's fold on the edges. The cap is the
merest line of white crimped tarlatan in a
slight puff, or perhaps two putfs that have
been flattened. The white cap crosses the
bonnet above the forehead. The white bow
at the throat is not now used ; black crape
strings are preferred. The widow's veil dis-
penses with any need of trimming the bon-
net, as it conceals it entirely except in out-
line. Sometimes this veil is t{lree yards
long, after the hems, each half a yard deep,
are put in; this burdensome veil is then
allowed to hang back in front, and is {mmed
on by long slender brooches coverec with
crape. In other cases the veil is only half
this length, an1is box-pleated on the bon-
net near the top of the crown. There is al
ways a risk in wearing this unwholesome
crape over the face, as small particles are
said to escape from the crape, and these are
inbaled to the injury of the lungs ; for this
reason many ladies soon wear a net over the
face, and pleating the crape veil pear the
top, allow it to hang behind, or else they
draw it lightly over the shoulders.

BONNETS,

All other bonnets for morning have a ruche
of black tulle or a twist of crape in front.
Crape bonnets are more trimmed with folds,
knots, and twists of crape than those worn
by widows. Chip bonuets are light and
pleasant to wear even when trimmed with
crape. Tulle is worn by young ladies in light
mourning, and is trimmed with gros grain
and alittle jet. Silk bonnets are trimmed
with crape for the intermediate seasons. The
shapes are those worn by ladies in colours.
Scarf veil of tulle, or of Brussels net are not
hemmed, but are passed over the face, cross-
ed behind the bonnet, and tied under the
chin ; mask veils of tulle, or of plain net
without dots, need not be hemmed, but eld-
erly ladies add two narrow folds of crape
as a border for them. Narrow crimped
fringe is alsoa nice edging for veils, but lace
shoul t be used in mourning.

LINGERIF, ETC,

Clock English cpape is doubled plainly for
collars and cufls 2: be worn by widows and
those who prefer them in the first weeks of
dressing in mourning, The collar may be
very high, and turned over in English points
or else it may be a deep round collar.  The
crape cuffs are most usually worn outside
the close-fitting coat sleeves. ~ But crape is
sidered too unwhol for wearing
next the skin, and in its stead finely erimp-
ed ruches of black crepe lisse are worn.
Ladies who prefer white lingerie have deep
collars and cuffs of doubled organdy or of
tarlatan, and very soon afterward they put
on white crepe lisse frills. In three months
most ladies adopt white linen collars, and
wear them in the house and with plain
street dresses. Handkerchiefs have narrow
hems coloured black, and are of heavier lin-
en cambric than is used in colours, A mon-
ogram of long slender black letters 18 also
used in the deepest mourning ; some ladies
srefer the plain Roman eapitals, or else
igyptian letters
Black onyx jewellery is worn in a long
alender brooch or scarf pin, with small fa-
ceted balls for ear-rings. Diamonds and
gold jewellery are in bad taste for ladies in
mourning. Pearls set in onyx are for light
mourning.
