~INALL ITS HORRORS

The Brave Belgians Fought Until the Last in the Defence
Of Antwerp—The Population Thrown Into Panic, and
Tragic Scenes Marked the Attempt of the Old People,

Women and Children to
Shells

ONDON, Oct. 13--A Daily Chroni-
cle correspondent who has ar-
rived here from Antwerp tells

the following story:

“Only at last, to save the historic
buildings and precious possessions of
the ancient port, was its defence aban-
donéd.

guns, and prolonged resistance

against the tremendous engines of war
was impossible. Owing to this the

. annals of war that fortified city ever

sustained. I have already described
its preliminary, and the many heroic
efforts which were made by the Bel-
gians to stem the tide of the enemy’s
advance, but the end could not long
he delayed when the siege guns be-
gan the bombardment.

Against such ~methods and
against the terrible power of the Ger-
man guns the Belgian artillery seem-
ed quite ineffective. The firm came
to an end at 9.30 o’clock on Friday
and the garrison escaped, leaving only
ruins behind them.

“In order to gain time for an orderly
retreat, a heavy f(ro was maintained
against the German up to the last
minute, and the forts were then
blown up by the defenders as the Ger-
Mans came in at the gate of Malines.
I was lucky enough to escape by the
river to the north in a motor boat.
The hombardment had -then ceased,
and while the little boat sped down
the Scheldt one could imagine the
brocession of the Kaiser's troops al-
ready goose.stepping their way thro’
the well nigh deserted streets.

Some Harrowing Sights.

“Those forty hours of shattering

'This
percentage clinging together of tae
family was one of the most affecting
sights 1 witnessed, and I have not the
slightest doubt that in the mad rush
for refuge beyond the borders of their
native land, many family groups of
this sort completely perished.

Misery and Despair.

“All day and throughout the night
these pitiable scenes continued and
when 1 went down to the quay side
carly Thursday, when the dawn was
throwing a wan light over this part of
the world, 1 found again a great host
of citizens awaiting their chance of
flight. In the dimness of the breaking
day, the gathering of ‘Les Miserebies’
presented, as it seemed to me, the
tragedy of Belgium in all its horror.
I shall never forget the sight. Words
would fail to convey anything but a
feeble picture of the depths of misery
and despair there. People 'stood in dull
and patient ranks drawn down to the
quay side by the announcement that
two boats would leave at 11 o’clock
for Ostend, and Os*end looked across
to England, where their hopes lie.
There were full forty thousand of
them assembled on the long quay and
all of them were inspired by the sure
and certain hope that they would be
among the lucky ones who would get
their hopes; the two boats did not sail

There
as down by the river, an immense
throng of people had assembled, and
they were filled with dismay at the
announcement that no trains were
running. In their despair they pre-
pared to leave the city on foot by
crossing the pontoon bridg and
marching toward the Dutch frontier.

- REACH BELGIUM

Anglo-French Force Occu-
pies Ypres 35 Miles S.
Of Ostend

Paris, Oct. 14.—That the flanking
movement of the Allies’ left wing is
making marked gains is indicated by
an official statement issued here this
afternoon.

It states that the Belgian towyn of
Ypres, which is 27 miles Northwest
of Lille, and 33 miles South of Ostend
has been occupied by the British and
French troops.

Beached to Belgium.

This announcement, which is the
first official statement that has men-
tioned DBritish troops as operating in
this section,- shows that the Allies,
left wing has extended its range of
work from France into Belgium.

There were three lines of exit. They
could, up to the time of the German
invasion, cross the Scheldt on the
pontoon bridge, they could go along
the countryside toward the Dutch
frontier, or they could walk up the
Scheldt toward the frontier, and then
by ferry to Belgian territory again.
Many of the aged women among the
refugees, terrorized and hunger
stricken, died, I am told, on the way
to the Dutch frontier.

A Scene of Ruin.

“I now return to the events of
Chursday. At 2.30 o’clock in the
fternoon, when the bombardment
had already lasted over twelve hours,
hrough the courtesy of a Belgian of-
ficer, I was glad to ascend to the roof
f the Cathedral and from that point
f vantage, I looked down upon the
scene in the city.

“All the southern portion of Ant-
wverp appeared to be desolate ruin.
Whole streets were ablaze and flames
vere rising in the air to a height of
wenty and thirty feet. In another di-
‘ection I could just discern through
ny glasses dimly in the distance the
‘nstruments of ‘culture’ of the attack-
ing German forces, ruthlessly pound-
‘ng at the city and creeping nearer to
t in the dark. At that moment 1
should say the enemy’s front line was
vithin four miles of Antwerp.

“From my elevated position I had
in  excellent view of the great oil
‘anks on the opposite side of = the
Scheldt. They had been set on fire
by the bombs from a German taube
and a huge thick volume of black
smoke was ascending 200 feet into the
\id. The oil had been burning fur-
‘ously for several hours, and the
whole neighborhood was enveloped in
1+ mist of smoke.

“In all .directions were fire and
flame and oil laden smoke. It was
like a bit of Gustav Dore’s idea of the
infernal regions.”

Paris, Oct 15—The exact position of
the bulk of the Allied armies is being
kept strictly secret but it is believed
the forces in France  and
have joined hands since the fall of
Antwerp.

IN THE WESTERN THEATRE OF WAR

Advance on the Belgia

Now Practically No Obstacle in the Way of the German

n Seaport—Inhabitants

Fleeing to England in Shiploads

L.ondon, Oct. 15.—O0Ostend is now the
centre of interest in the contest being
waged in the Western theatre of war.

Reports indicate that there are now
virtually no obstacles in the way of
the German advance on Ostend and
other ports in the north-west of Bel-
gium.

Scores of wounded soldiers are be-
ing brought into Ostend from Ghent;
and it is reported that the Allies and
Germans engaged in a serious battle
near Ghent on Monday. The German
forces are reported to have heen su-
perior in numbers and that the Allies
were obliged to withdraw towards the
West.

This removes th> rtumbling block
in th ay of the German progress
toward Ostend.

A state of panic exists among the
inhabitants of Ostend for the Ger-
mans are known to have a large force
within twenty miles of the city.

False News.

The German. cavalry managed to pro
gress very slightly, between the canal
of I.a Bassee and La Lys but was com
pelled to fall back north of La Lys.
The German cavalry losses are certain
ly as many as 0u£s.

Pursued by Aviators.

One of the German divisions especi-
ally suffered on account of being pur-
sued during a whole day by our avi-
ators who continually threw bombs on
them.

They made
two successful attempts to try to out-
flank at a large distance our trgops
operating around Verdun.
Failed, With Loss.
The first of these attempts was mark
ed by their trying progress in the Ar-
gonne woods between Denarville and
Varennes. We would recall it failed
with important losses, in which we
didn’t even announce that two Ger-
man battalions were completely anni-
hilated.
The second German attempt with
still greater numbers than the first
was to try to cross the Meuse in the
region of St. Mihiel. If. the Germans
did manage to reach the river at all
their efforts to get clear have failed.
The Germans found themselves out-
flanked by our troops who advanced
from the south northward in the south
ern part of the heights of Meuse and
in Southern Woevre.

ENGLISH LADY
IN WAR ZONE

Tells of Condmons As She
Observed Them—Help-
ing the Wounded

dated Sept. 9th, an English lady

staying at Quistrehaen, near Caen,
writes: “Here we are isolated and can
not get back to Paris. Our neighbors
are getting nervous of the Germans
raiding the towns and villages around
here, and I can see from my bed-room
window that they are digging a sec-
ond big hold in their gardens to bury
their provisions and wine, &c. It is
difficult to get provisions. We are
glad to have our bicycles to cycle to
Caen to bring food back. We all have
to show our passports and permits,
and are constantly stopped by sent-
ries.

II\.' a letter to a relative in London,

Brought Nurses

“Two days ago a beautiful white
yacht, the Medusa, come into our port,
bringing hospital nurses. It arrived
late at night, but we took our electric
pocket-lamps and went to the jetty
to shout ‘Vive I’Angleterre!” They
were English nurses in charge of
Lady. Bagot and the Church Army
Hospital. Today we heard the yacht
was returning along the canal from
Caen, taking the wounded Belgian sol-
diers back to Ostend, so we got on
our bicycles and took a large basket
of fruit and cigarettes to give them.
Half way along the canal is a magni-
ficent old chateau. We saw there
the ambulance brigade—Englishmen
Red Cross
nurses, and carrying them into the
splendid' old castle. I went in to help
and as I can speak French and Ger-
man they will be glad of my help next
week.~ . .

Talked With Wounded

“We cycled along to the little vil-
lages right and left to talk with the
poor wounded soldiers, who are able
to sit along the sea-wall to get the
good air. Their uniforms are all rag-
ged and torn, and some are on crutch
es, others all bandages. This small
place is full of refugees. They don’t
know where to find a lodging. You
meet whole families walking about
the roads with their arms full of
clothes and their most precious be-
longings. They had to fly from the
Germans; many people are leaving
here and going farther along the
coast, because one fears the Germans
will come to Havre, Rouen, and Caen.

Hotels Requisitioned

“The hotels are requisitioned by the
French Minister of War and turned
into hospitals. We get very little
news: all papers . are several days
late. 1 receive my English letters
sooner than those from Paris. We are
all hopeful as to the final result. I'm
running about the garden selecting
a few nice places to bury my silver
toilet things and my money, and to
hide some provisions, as soon as we
hear the Germans are nearer.

“Last night a military train arrived
full of wounded. We all went to see
them taken out and put into automo-
biles and driven to the two hotels and
the Casino. We helped them along—
those who could hop on one leg—as
well as we could, aiding the way with
our pocket electric lamps. What a ter
rible sight! Pages could be written
about their condition. Some almost
without clothes, others with both
arms broken. One has four
fingers cut off, anothér tire hand.
They came straight from the battle-
field, where first aid was given in
some cases. We have just come back
from visiting them.

“I took a bundle of military" post-
cards, feeling that they 'would be glad
to let their dear ones know where they
are, and gave each poor creature one
and helped some of them to write it.
The soldiers are on thei* way to Os-
tend to fight again in Belgium. Some
are not yet without their crutches, and
others have their arms in slings.”

And Briton Says Experience
Was Appalling One

The following is an extract from a

letter to his parents at Beech Hill
Park, Waltham Abbey, from. Captain
Guy G. Edwards, of the Coldstream
Guards, who was wounded in action
on September 14:

After I was hit I retired, and got
bound up in a temporary . hospital
about 1% miles behind. I rémained
there for twenty- four hours
Soon after daylight on the 15th tho
commenced shelling the
hospital, and we had to clear out of
it without any kit, and only half-
dressed, and walk about five miles
along the road to another village. I
have never seen anything quite so
appalling—wounded men hobbling
along, shells bursting, and mortar and
bricks and slates flying about. Some
poor fellows got blown to bits. It
wasn’t shrapnel, but their big guns
firing lvddite shells—great big shells
three feet long

The German infantry won't wait
for us now at all. They simply throw
up their hands and surrender direct-
lv our infantry get close to them. I
cannot see how the war will go on
for very much longer. 1 believe the
Germans are nearly starving. They
have fed our troops wonderfully reg-
ularly and well up to the present; we
have had no sickness at all, and every
one is in splendid spirits.

Already six of the Germans had
been laid low, but, finding at last that
they were being pursued by a solit-
ary horseman, the remainder rallied
at the edge of the wood, and met him
with a fusillade.

The Scotsman fell, mortally wound-
ed, but with the strength still left to
him he managed to fire three shots,
killing one of the Hussars and wound
ing two others. His companions,
when they came up, buried him on the
spot where he fell, in the face of the
enemy.

Most of the larger firms are buying
their dealers fish and are paying $4,
which is a reasonable price, and
should be maintained and could be
maintained if the buyers so desired,
as prices abroad are good enough to
pay $4 here.

If prices fall- here they will fall
abroad and the buyer who ¢Xxports
slopp fish at $3.50 will not get auyl
more profit-than if he paid $4, for he
will be sure to undersell the others
and tumble prices abroad.

There never was more need of Gov-
ernment action than at present, for if
the Government 3aid no one was to
buy here at less than $4, every buyer
would be delighted, for it would as-
sure all equal treatment and prices.

Sir. Edward Morris is injuring the
whole pecople very considerably just
now by not taking action to prevent
any from buying at less than $4. If
he took such action every - buyer
would go ahead with confidence and if,
when present orders were filled and
the markets well stocked it was seen
prices should decline for winter
stocks, action could then be taken to
adjust the price.

One firm 2lone refuses to buy daeal-
ers fish at $4, with the result that
those dealers are .in an indignant
state of mind and justly so, for no fish
merchant ought to confess by his ac-
tions that he is not as capable a seller
as any other along the street. It is
also very hard on his dealers and cal-
culated to do him immense injury.
We trust that he will see his way
clear to take his dealerg fish as. the
other large firms are doing.

Mr. R. G. Rendell deserves the best
thanks of his dealers for his action
in buying his dealers fish at the rul-
ing prices rather than have them
hawking around fish seeking a buyer.
Mr. Rendell is not a fish exporter but
to relieve the situation ‘he considers
it his duty to take his dealers slopp
fish.

Messrs. Knowling, Ayre and Steer
supply a large number of floaters
and if those gentlemen would com-
bine and hire space at Tessier’s and
store the fish of their dealers. they
would confer great benefits upon their
dealers and the country and greatly
agsist in maintaining a fair price.

Every man must put hris best out at
such a crisis as this. If merchants
possess any means, they éhﬁuld en-
deavor to prevent a panic and as the:
stupid men who form the Government
won’t act to protect the public inter-
est and do their duty to the country,
the business men who supply should
do all in their power to arrange for
the disposal of their dealer’s fish

We trust Mr. Barr will consider his
ways and be wise after our little ad-
vice to him yesterday.

pay little out. Now is the time for
Mr. John Harvey to show he possessées
business ability equal to that possess-
ed by such cash buyers as Messrs.
Fearn, Hickman and Murray, for if
these gentlemen can sell fish abroad
and purchase slopp at $4, surely Mr.
Harvey, with his large wealth and
splendid business conpections, can
do likewise. Don’t act cowardly gen-
tlemen but do what you can and if
vou do that the crisis will pass with-
out much injury.

The Shore fish situation is some-
what weaker than last week, as the
large number of schooners with slopp
fish overshadows Shore fish handling,
hyut the prices abroad are as good as
wwver, and there is every reason to be-
lieve that the supply will be very
short.

The men who bring their fish along
in November will share the best, as
regards Shore fish and dry Labrador.

One or two commission men along
‘he street who sell quantities of Shore
fish are talking about storing it un-
less present prices are maintained.

One firm which usually purchases
Shore fish heavily is holding back,
hoping for cheaper prices, and this
‘act has a considerably injurious ef-
‘ect on other buyers who don’t care
o stock fish at present prices, fear-
‘ng competitors will purchase later at
v reduced price and thus be able to
andersell the other buyers.

If the Government would not allow
Shore fish to sell at less than $6 tal-
qual, every fish offering today would
e readily purchased at that figure.

Every day more strongly convinces
us that the one important thing to be
done is for the Government to fix a
price. And we firmly believe that
avery man who sells fish here at less
:han the prices named by Mr. Coaker
:must blame Sir E. P. Morris’s inac-
tion and the indifference of his Party
for the difference between what he
gets and the prices named.

The Precedent of 1870

We entered into a treaty, a solemn
ireaty, two treaties, to defend Bel-
ginm and her integrity. Our signa-
iures are attached to the document.
Ilnt our signatures do not stand alone
there. This was not the only coun-
try that undertook to defend the in-
regrity of Belgium. Russia, France,
auctria, Prussia—they are all there.
Why dre they not performing the ob-

Stood Up for Treaties.

The treaty bound us then. We call-
ed upon the belligerent Powers to re-
spect that treaty. We called upon
France, upon Germany. At that time
the greatest danger to Belgium came

from France, and not from Germany. |

We intervened to protect Belgium
against France, exactly as we are do-
ing it now to protect her against
Germany. We proceeded in exactly
,the same way. We invited both belli-
gerent Powers to state that they had
no intention of violating Belgian ter-
ritory. What was the answer given
by Bismarck? He said it was super-
fluous to ask Prussia such a question,
in view of the treaties in force.
I‘rance gave a similar answer.

We .received the thanks at that
time of the Belgian people for our in-
tervention in a very remarkable docu-
ment. It is a document addressed by
the municipality of Brussels to Queen
Vietoria after that intervention:

“The great and noble people over
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Large Stocks on Hand.
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whose destinies you preside has just
given a further proof of its benevolent
sentiments toward our country. The
voice of the English nation has been
heard above the din of arms; it has
asserted the principles of justice and
right. Next to the unalterable at-
tachment of the Belgian people to
their independence, the strongest
sentiment which fills their hearts is
that of an imperishable gratitude to
the people of Great Britain.”

How France Kept he Treaty

That was in 1870. * Mark what fol-
lowed. Three or four days after that
document was received the French
army was wedged up against the Bel+
gian frontier, every means of escape
shut out a ring of flame from Prus-
sian cannon. There was one way of
escape. What was that? Violate the
neutrality of Belgium. What did
they do? The French on that occa-
sion preferred ruin, humiliation, to
the breaking of their bond. French
emperor, French marshals, a hun-
dred thousand gallant Frenchmen in
arms, preferred to be carried captive
| to the strange land of their enemy
!rather than dishonor the name of
{ their country.

It was the last French army in the
field. Had they violated Belgian
l'neutrality the whole history of that
war would have been changed. Yet
{when it was for the interest of
{ France to break the treaty, she did
i not do it.

It is the interest of Prussia to
hreak the treaty, and she has done it.

Seraps of Paper

Why? She avows it. With cynical
| contempt for every principle of jus-
ticé, she says treaties only bind you
when it is to your interest to keep
them. “What is a treaty?” says the
| German Chancellor—“A scrap of pa-
' per.”
| Have any of you
notes about you?
| for them. Have you any of those neat
| little treasury -one-pound notes? If
you have, burn them—they are only
“scraps of paper.” What are -they
made of? Rags. What are they
| worth? The whole credit of the Brit-
| ish Empire.

What was the motive power behind
them? The honor of commercial men,
Treaties are the currency of interna-
tional .statesmanship. Let us be fair.
German merchants, German traders,
have the reputation of being as up-
right and straightforward as any
traders in the world, But if the cur-
rency of German commerce is to be
debased to the level of that of their
statesmanship, no trader from Shang-
hai to Valparaiso will ever look at a
German signature again.

The Road to Barbarism

the doctrine which is proclaimed by
Bernhardi, that treaties only bind a
nation so long as it is to its interests,
go under the root of all public law;
it is a straight road to barbarism.

We are fighting against barbarism
—and there is only one way of putting
it right.  If there are nations that say
they will only respect treaties while
it is to their interest to do so we must
make it to their interest to do so for
the future.

What is their defence? Just look
at the interviews which took place be-
tween our ambassador and great Ger-
man officials. When their attention
was called to the treaty to which they
were a party they said: “We cannot
help that; rapirly of action is the
great German asset.”

There is a greater
nation than rapidity of action,
that is honest dealing.

“Shall Cesar Send a Lie?”

What are their excuses? Germany
says Belgium was plotting against
her, and that Belgium was engaged in
a great conspiracy with Britain and
with France to attack her. Not mere-
ly is it not true, but Germany knows
it is not true. What is her other ex-
cuse? France meant to invade Ger-
many through Belgium. Absolutely
untrue.

France offered Belgium five army
corps to defend her if she were at-
tacked. Belgium said, “I do not re-
quire them, I have got the word of the
Kaiser. Shall Casar send a lie?”

All these tales about conspiracy
have been vamped up since. A great
nation ought to be ashamed of itself
to behave like a frandulent bankrupt
—and perjure its way through its ob-
ligations. She has deliberately broken
this treaty, and we were in honor
bound to stand by it.

What Had Belgium Done!?

Belgium has been treated brutally.
How brutally we shall not yet know.
We know already too much. What
had she done? Had she sent an ulti-
matum to Germany? Had she challen-
ged Germany? Was she prepared to
make war on Germany? Had she in-
flicted any wrong on Germany which
the Kaiser was bound to redress?

She was one of theg most unoffend-
ing little countries i Europe. There
she was, peaceable, industrious,
thrifty, hard-working, giving offence
to no one. And her cornfields have
been trampled down, her villages
burned to the ground, her art treas-
ures destroyed, her men have been
slanghtered, yea, and her women “and
children.

What had she done? Hundreds of
thousands of her people have had
their quiet, comfortable little homes
burned to the dust, and they are wan-
dering homeless in their own land.
What was their crime? The crime
was that they trusted to the word of
the Prussian King.

Belgium’s Sacred Rights.

I am not going to enter into these
tales of outrages. Many of them are
untrue; they always are in war. War
is a grim, ghastly business at best or
at worst; and 1 am not going to say
that all that has been said in the way
of tales of outrages must necessarily
be true.

I will go beyond. that, and I will say
that if you turn 2,000,000 men, forced,
conscripted, compelled, driven into
the field, you will get amongst them a
certain number of men who will do
that of which the nation iself would
be ashamed. I am not depending on
that. It is enough for me to have the
story which Germans themselves
avow, admit, defend, proclaim. The
burning, the massacring, the shooting
down of harmless people. Why? Be-
cause, according to the Germans, they

NIGHT COMBATS

VERY FREQUENT

And They
Down the Strength of the
Troops on Both Sides

Are Wearing

Paris, Oct. 12—Captive balloons to
discover and observe the movements
of the Allied armies, and powerful
searchlights to point out the posi-
tions and to blind the defence dur-
ing night attacks, are being used by
the Germans in the great battle to
the north and east of Paris, which
still is without definite result.
Military science frequently is lost
sight of and the contest becomes
merely the hurling of forces against
one another. Night combats have
become quite an element in the ac-
tion. They frequently are forced
by the Germans. and as often are
repulsed by the Allies. They are
telling on the stamina of the troops
on each side, many of whom already
are worn out on the firing line in
the seemingly unending struggle.
The French public, who throughout
have shown calm, are - patiently
awaiting a decision. The changing

‘actions at various points along the

battle line, as indicated by the War
Office statement, furnish opportun-
ity for diversified comment as to
their significance.

GUURT HEARS

Hostilities Cause Bit of Mix-
Up in Case of P. C. Mars

vs. Rosenstern

Yesterday, in the Supreme Court be-
fore the full bench, the case of Mars
vs. Rosensterns was heard.

The plaintiff contracted in Germany
to act as Sales Manager of the present
Newfoundland Trading Co., Refusing
to accept orders from the General
| Manager here he was dismissed. He
sued for damages for loss of salary.
The writ was served on the individual
members of Rosenstern & Co. in Ham
burg in July last. The defendants ap-
peared and defended as of date before
the war. Furlong, K.C., for the plain-
tiff moved to strike out the appearance
and defence and that judgment be en-
tered for the plaintiff, not on the mer
its of thea ction but that the defend-
ants are alien enemies.

In support of the motion it was ar-
gued that alien enemies have no right
in British Courts, that they cannot
be heard to contest an action, that
they are to be treated as outlaws, that
they have no rights to property. De-
cided cases were cited which showed
that alien enemies cannot sue a sub-
ject. Two Prize Court cases were cit-
ed for the contention that in those
rcourts alien enemies could only ap-
pear to claim prize property under
certain special rules.

For the defendants it was argued
that their appearance in Court was in
obedience to the command of the
court itself which by the writ as cited
they did appear and defend. The law
does not say that an alien enemy has
no rights, but that the remedy of an
alien enemy to sue a subject was sus-
pended during the war and revives
when the war is ended. An English
case was cited in which an alien ene-
my was allowed to file a claim in
bankruptey during the war to pratect
his claim, though the payment of the
dividend was suspended till the war
should cease. Not to allow an alien
ecnemy to defend would enable fraudu-
lent plaintiffs to obtain jlf( ts on
all sorts of unfounded claims. The
suggestion is offensive to the mere
idea of British justice.
