The piling on top of all the pa­
per-credit war financing, of colos­
sal taxation to raise mere interest 
wilt undoubtedly break the Ger­
man people. Germany will not be 
tble to manufacture more cheaply 
than her European competitors. 
The masses will have to bear pri­
vations economically of which they 
have little conception. -The State 
.vill feed them enough to keep 
body and soul together, and take 
all the product of their back-ach­
ing labor. The high prices entail­
ed by doubled or trebled taxation 
will reduce to the barest susten­
ance basis the standard of living.

“We were about 600 miles off the 
Formosa coast,” he said, “when two 
big Japanese cruisers held us up. Two 
officers wearing jackboots and spurs 
came aboard and said : ‘You have con- 
trband abord, twenty-one bags of 
saltpetre.’

“I denied this, whereupon they ask­
ed : ‘Will you give us your oath that 
this is not the case?’

“I replied : T cannot swear as to 
vhat might have got aboard in the 

big cargo, but there is no saltpetre 
aboard according to" the manifest, and 
I am ready to swear that there is 
none according to the best of my 
knowledge and belief.’

“They said that they must search 
tho ship and brought a great party of 
sailors aboard. 1 asked if they had 
instructions. They replied: ‘We have 
instructions from Tokio, and London 
will back us up. If we don’t search 
you here we must send you to the 
nearest naval base, which is 700 miles 
away.’

“I asked how we should find our 
way there. ‘We will send a cruiser 
along to make sure,’ they replied.

“Anyhow, they started to search the 
ship. An hour later one of the offi­
cers came to us. ‘We’ve found con­
traband,’ he said, producing a, silk 
handkerchief filled with some crys­
tals, which he claimed to be saltpetre.

’“Then it flashed across my mind 
that we were carrying a great quan­
tity of rock sugar. I took a crystal 
bit it in half, found it. was rock sugar 
and offered him one. 
face fell, and lie went to find more 
contraband. Eventually they allowed 
us to proceed, but there was very lit­
tle of the effusive politeness one as­
sociates with them.

“I w-as amazed at the general effi­
ciency of the Japanese. They have 
just added eight divisions—320,000 
men—to their army, and their navy 
is working all the time, trying new 
maneuvers and new battle formations. 
They absolutely worsliip Japanese 
process.

‘As soon as a big ship goes into 
their harbor they swarm aboard with 
notebooks, asking everybody to talk 
English to them. They next ask per­
mission to see the ship, and thorough­
ly examine the engines and ail fit­
tings. One can’t help admiring 
them.’’
