‘of Hudson’s and James’ -Bays hag' been
studied at odd times during the past
two centuries but thé - resultant ‘opin-
ions and ‘reports, ‘whiel’ have' ' ‘beeft
diverse .and contradictery, were most-
ly stamped as vague and insufficient
and in consequence were laid aside,
,Litt]'e system and less thoroughness
‘were sliown in-the undertakings and
for lack of confirmatory information
the project “received scant attention;

and that only at long.intervals. The
first explorers, from the days oi
Henry Hudson and Captain James,

claimed that the great waters which
now bear their names were the hab-
itat of many edible fishes. In the
log-books of the early navigators who
sailed the northern waters in the ser-
vice of the Hudson Bay Companyv one
may read of crews who, caught in the
Bay by early freeze-ups apd forced tu
remain for many months far distant
from their posts or depots, subsisted
mainly on the fish they g¢aught. On
the other hafld, contemporaries statea
that the fish in the waters thev had
were few, and those few of
species generally considered as unfii
for human consumption. Tales nt‘.the
old fur traders living on, the coast,
whose gastronomic feats have -been
recounted by early writers, contain
descriptions of factors’ tables with
great dishes of fish as the chief items;
on the menu. These, though, were
caught, not in the salt waters of the
Bay, but in the rivers and streams
which are tributary to it. In nearly

’iati(m ‘of more than 400 souls

all of these latter goodly hauls of .
a small specie of whitefish—similar.
in nature to the w hnehsh of our lakes
—are taken, and used mostn for food
for the fur-trading companies’ sleigh
dogs. Some of these streams are weli
stocked with sturgeon and trout but
not near their mouths, and few other

than the Indians who travel these
_waterways attempt to make use of
them. For the natives each spring
"aml fall these fish provide a fort-
night's sustenance.

Commander A. P. Low when he
made his cruise with the “Neptune”
in 1903 investigated the fisheries to

a slight ektent. The swbstance o1
his report explained that in the
southern part of Hudson’s and Jam

and whitefish were taken by the nat-
ives. The Arctic salmeon, g fish far
superior to the Pacific salmon, was
plentiful along the eastern side of the
bay to the northward of James Bay,
as well as in the mouths of the rivers
of the northern and northwest coasts
and also along both shores at Hud-
son Strait.

Cod were taken at several. place.
along the east shore of Hudson Ba:
as far mnorth as Cape Smith;{ a fev
occurred in Roes Welcome on the
western side and some small speci-
mens were taken among the ice at
Fullerton..

Beyond these few facts nothing
more of value was known of the fish-
eries of the deeper waters of the
strait and bay. Furthermore, it has
been since claimed by many that the
cod thus found were merly rock coa
and not the true fish that is taken in
the North ‘Atlantic waters and on the
banks of I\'ewt'oundla,ﬁd.

At Cape Chidley, the northernmost
point of the Labrador coast, the Mor-
avian Church has for a number of
years conducted a mission among the
In connection with it a cod
fishery was established and these fish
have been taken in abundance. The
Newfoundland -fishermen, who “can
smell cod-fish ten fathoms down,”
followed the fish this far only, each

He had been connected with
the trawling industry of the French
ports and the similarity of the waters
and bottom of James’ Bay to those o
the coast of France so attracted him
that he had visibns of his company
employing a trawler there. On .one
occasion he experimented with theix
little steamer, rigged with crude, im
provised gear, to test the worth of his
theory. The results: obtained were
not unsatisfactory. But ° thus far
nothing on a larger scale has been at-
tempted.

It was from the other party,
which  explored the east coast., that
more promising results were looked
for and these were indeed gratifying
in the extreme. C. D. Melville, a
western Englishman whose investiga-
tions and reports on the fisheries of
the Peace apd MacKenzie Rivers had
brought him before the eyes of part-
ies thus interested, was the mau sel-
ected for the work. He left Cochrane,
Ontario, late_in June and with two
travelled slowly
down the Mattagami and Moose Riv-
ers to Moose Factory on James’ Bay.
Hs fished as he went. From the Moose
River he travelled across the bay on

Representatlves of Outer Mon-

Golia Must Not Sit in Chmese
~ Parliament
PEKING, Oct. 9.——(Cor;fespondence

of the Associated Press)—Russia’s
demand that representatives of Outer
Mongolia shall not be permitted to
sit in the Chinese parliament is an
indication that Russia does not in-

tend to slacken the hold which it
cobtained upon Outer Mongolia
through its treaty with China, re-
cognizing the autonomy of Outer

Mongolia in so far as domestic' af-
fairs are concerned.

With Japan encroaching upon In-
ner Mongolia, as is indicated by the

recent riot at (‘henghia}un, and
with Russia pressing in on Outer
Mongolia, Chinese officials are

especially uneasy about the intentions
of these two powers, particularly in
the light of the recent Russo-Japan-
ese treaty in which the two countries
agree not to interfere with each oth-

er’s ‘“special interest’” - in the Far
East.
Prince Koudacheff, the Russian

minister, represented to the foreign
office that Outer Mongolia being an
autonomous government naturally
should not participate in the Chinese
parliament, but should have an as-
sembly of its own to direct its own
internal affairg.

‘Chinese offivials have,
never conceded the absolute auto
nomy. of Outer Mongolia. The for-
eign office is unwilling to admit that
the members designated to represent
Mongolia when parliament was first
convened in 1913 should not now
take their seats. Furthermore, the
question is raised ag to the validity
of the Russo-Japanese treaty grant-
ing autonomy to Outer Mongolia. Re-
publican leaders say the treaty is not
valid, as Yuan Shi-kai negotiated it
without the ratification of parlia-
ment. Originally twelve Outer Mon-
golian senators and fifteen Mongol-
ian representatives were designated
to sit in the two houses of parlia-
ment., Ten were. Chinese, five Man-
chus and twelve Mongolians.

Russia's absolute control of Outer
Mongolia is well known to all per-
sons in official life in the Far East.
Trading with the enemy regulations
in Outer Mongolia is quite the same
as they are in Russia, The Hutuktu
of Urga, who is the real
Outer Mongolia, under
Russian domination.

So far Outer Mongolia has not offi-
cially stated whether it desires to be
represented in the Chinese parlia-
ment. However, in view of Russia’s
control of Outer Mongolian affairs,
it is believed that the Hutuktu will
decline representation at Peking if
he be calied upon by Russia to make
a decision in the matter.

plifchased no fish at the highest
rates and has purchased none here
at the higher rate and is the first
to offer a cut of $1.20 per qtl. ¢n
fish. Such shysters in the fish ex-
porfing business must be careful-
dy watched and fishermen who
value their interests should give
such men a wids berth.

We Could eHave Been

N ‘the series of instructive .and
interesting articies, which we
have been publishing for some
weeks past in our columns, and
which are reproduced from The
Round Table Review, we read:

“War changes “many things.
England can no longer lend. Are
not the Dominions now in a position
to finance theirr own expenditure,
war and otherwise? Australia is
indeed raising an internal loan of
£20,000,000 for her own purposes;
Canada is going to raise an internal
loan for the same end. But are they
not in a position to do a still greater
service to the Empire by raising
money internally for the purpose of
making advances to the British
Government? There should be no
difficulty in the financial measures.”

Fortunately for Canada she is
able to raise domestic loans and
need not go, finger in mouth so to
speak, to the Imperial authorities
for financial aid. The splendid
showing of Canada in her late do-
mestic war loan, is a credit to her
people, and a striking tribute to
the progressive- policy of Sir Wil-
fred Laurier whose whole admin-
istration could be said to have
been marked by the slogan, “Can-
ada for the Canadians; Prosperity
for the Canadian people.”

Terra Nova, Britain’s oldest
Colony, is no such position. We
are virtually in the hands of the
receiver. We have been raising
loans from the old country every
year since Morris secured power..
That we will have to seek several
more in the American markets is
also too true, and equally true is
it, that our people will have  to
face increased taxation in the near
future in view of the loss to the
revenue on aceount of depression
in trade and other obvious causes.

Sir Robert Bond, in his mani-
festo to the people in 1913, point-
ed out at the time the financial
peril which awaited this Colony if
Morris was elected and allowed to
carry out his. wild cat policy.
There is a striking paragraph in
Sir Robert’s manifesto, which
reads as follows:

“It has been declared by a great
statesman .that it is a characteris-
tic of the mischiefs that arise from
financial prodigality that they creep
onwards with a noiseless and steady
step; that they commonly remain
unseen and unfelt until they have
reached a magnitude absolutely
overwhelming.”

“You have seen,” said Sir Robert,
“the dangers which menace our
country, let us hope,” he say, “not
when toe late.”

Had the appeal of the Liberal-
Union leader, and; that of the
President of the Fishermen’s
Union Party been heeded by our
people in 1913, we would to-day
be in a position to be of assistance
to the Mother Country in this her
hour of trial by being able to meet
our own financial obligations
without going outside into far-
eign countries and borrowing mil-
lions, the interest of which is: go-
ing into the pockets of strangers.
That our people nowadays are
realizing their mistake—when it
is too late—is quite apparent.

grain raising and the folly of al-
lowing the ' “encouragement of
agriculture” to stop at providing
a threshing machine.

We have admitted to ‘the credit
of the Government the providing
these necessary machines, Put we
insist it is folly to have sto‘pped ‘at
that, education ‘should have ac-
companied the gift. Indeed it is
debatable whether or mot voca-
tional education should have pro-
ceeded the thresher; certainly it
seems like a begmnmg at. the
wrong end to have given thresh-
ing machines before the farmers
had been supplied with that know-
ledge which would help. them to
grow crops of grain well worthy
the threshing.

In respect to this providing of a
thresher in advance of. knowledge
of how to grow grain to thresh
the Morris Government broke no
new ground, for looking over the
record of their many undertak-
ings one is confronted at every
turn, with evidence of a multipli-
city of brainless beginnings with
an entire absence of anything to
show a work completed. In popu-
lar parlance- “everything is in
stings.” In all their doings from
the launching of their so called
agricultural policy to the building
of the branch railways the Morris
Government have shown their in-
capacity for intelligent work.,

Nobody can argue that the giv-
ing out of seed, the providing of a
thresher, the distribution of live
stock or any of the other activi-
ties of the Morris party in persu-
ance of their agricultural policy,
called for the exercise of any but
the most common place mental
effort. Superficiality is the hall
mark, the distinctive characteris-
tic of present government. Blind
leaps in the dark is about all they
are capable of except of course
when it comes to a pounce upon
the treasury. In the matter of a
graft or slice of patronage pie
they are as acute and foreseeing
as the greatest captains of indus-
try in the building up of success-
ful enterprises.

Capt. Dooley cut away the
ship’s boat with a pen Kknife, she be-
gan to leak after being placed in the
water, he had to stop the leak with
his cap and cravat. He stuck up two
oars as a substitute for a sail, he
steered the boat with one hand. and
bailed the water out of her with the
other, then he ran her for Holyrood.
After being 18 hours on the ocean he
was washed: ashore on the bedch.

The sulphur lay 800 feet below
the surface. " Mr. Frasch devised ‘g
method of ‘conveying super-heated
water into the mine melting the sul-
phur and then pumping it out through
a pipe. The apprisers estimated the
value of the stock of the company
owning the mine at $12,003 a share.
