Fewer ‘Horses and Better Roade Are
Required.

Few people have any appreciation
of the outlay ich is necessary on
the part of the farmer to haul his
crops from the farm to the point of
shipment. The sight of wagons on the
way to town is one which is familiar
in the country districts. That a farm-
er must have wagons and teams is

taken for granted without any con-
sideration of what such an equipment

what it represents in dollars and cents
in connection with the farm profits.

A cireular letter sent to 2,800 corre-
spondents .of the department brought
answers from residents in: 1,894 ‘coun-
ties. The questions asked included
the weight of the average load, the
.nmmber of horses or mules used for
hauling such a load, the cost of hiring
a team for thc;l purpose, the greatest
ce to a shipping point, the prin-
cipal farm products hauled, and the
time ordinarily taken for the round

Using the information gained from
these answers, an expert has prepared
‘tables showing the cost.of hauling the
principal crops to the nearest ship-
‘ping point. Taking the more common
products for illustration, it is shown
‘that .nearly $29,00,000 was spent in a
single year to get the corn crop ship-
ped, this item representing nearly 10
per cent. of the valae of the average
load carried. In the case of wheat the
aggregate cost was nearly $22,000,000,
or a little over 7 per cent of the value
of the load. Taking twelve of the
principal products the aggregate cost
of hauling to a place of shipment was
$73,000,000, this making neo account of
the expense of hauling grain to mill.

Such a large outlay in a given year
has its own elogquent suggestion of the
saving from better roads, which would
allow larger loads or fewer horses. No
better argument could . be made in
davor of good roads than this table of
figures. The statistics indicate also the
possible saving through the develop-
ment of freight carrying trolley lines,

great deal of trouble to his parénts.
He¢ never wanted to learn his lessons
and grow up to be a wise man; he
