Witcherait in Ergland.

In & recent will case tried before the
President of the London Probate Oourt
some glimpses were given of the -views
enterteined in 1883 by an intelligent and
shrewd farmer of RBarpetsple, named
Western, respecting witoberaft. By his
will Mr. Westezn left all hiz proper.;
absolutely to his second wife, exoept in
the case of remarriage. The ohildren of
the first marriage, eiget in humber, were
thus left out in the cold. They disputed
the will on the [ ound of the testator’s
uceound mind, of undue influence on the
part of Mrs, Western, and undue excou.
tion of the wi'l. Ultimately, the cace wag
settled by sarrangement between the
parties. But the evidence as reguvds the
testator’s sta - of mind was very remarka-
ble. Except the fact that he believed in
witohoraft, there was everything to show
that he was a gingv'arly shrewd man
of business, and gifted with at least
ordinary common sense. In March, 1883,
Mr, Western had an attack o! eczema in his
hand. Things were not very pleasant
between him ‘and his ochildren at that
time, and he oame to the conolusi.o tbab
some of them were ‘* overlooking " him.
Among the surviving inhabitants of ths
last generation in Devonshire it appears
that there is a genuine belief that the high
priests of witohoraft in that country are a
white witch and a black. The white witoh,
who lives in Exeter, was consulted as to
the attack of eczema. After oconferring
with her oracle, she annoauced that the
attack had been cauged by Mr. Western
having been ** overlooked ” by two people

Western’s house, Itshould be added that
Mr. Western was over 80 years of £7e, and
was, perhaps, one of the lasu survivors of
tke generation who believe in these things.
In a few years the ‘* white witoh "’ and the
“ blask witoh ” will certainly be in want of
oustomers, and probably no successors o
these functionaries will be appointed.

Newspaper Law,

1, A postmaster is required to gives notice
by letter (returning the paper does not
answer the law) when a subsoirber does
not take his paper out of the office, and
state the reasons for its not being taken.
Any negleot to do so makes the post-
master responsible to the publisher for
payment.

2, It any person crdera his paper dis-
continued, he must pay all arrearages, or
the publisher may continue t3 send it antil’]
payment is made, and collect the whole
amouut whether it is taken from the cffice
or not. There can bs no legal discon-
tinuance until the payment is made.

8. Any person who takes a paper from
the post-office, whether direoted to his
name or another, or whether he has sub.
soribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. It & subsoriber orders his paper to be
stopped at & cerpain time, and the pub-
lisher continues to send, the subsoriber is
bound to pay for it if he takes it out of
the post.office. This proceeds upon the
ground that & man muvst pay for what ha
uses.

5. The courts have decided that refusing
to take newspapers and periodicals from
the post-office, or removing and leaving
them unocalled for, is prima facie evidence
of intentional fraud.

the request China has maca on the eve of
its departure. As only four white men Lave
seen Lbasa in this oentury, two of whom
were driven out and another Filled, China
expreeses the fear that Mr. Macauley's
party of nine Europeaus would have an
effect upon the Thibetans that would be
disastrous to the vieitors. Mr., Maoauley
is requested, therefore, to take fewe= com-
rades aud not to show an explorer’s in-.
quisitiveness, whioh may ba good advice,
oconsidering that Moorcroft was killed for
the crime of map-making. It has been the
testimony of travallers, f :m Huo and
Gabet to Prejevalsky, the.. the Ohinese
rulers, and not the Thibetans, have kept
white men out of the holy city. As
Maocauley has received permission both
from the Chinese and Thibetan authorities
to visit Lihasa, there is a fair prospect that
this novel and interesting journey will be
successfully made.

THE opinion is expressed by an eminent
Amerioan scientist, in & recent lectur-,
that the North Amerioan continent h.d
the beginning of its formation in islands of
matter risingout of the immense ocean,
which grew until they finally touched each
other. Many of these isl :ds were vcl.

formed below the surface of the water,
and were larger below the water thanabove
it. The Hawaiian Islands have had many
voleanoes, and were much formed by thsm.
Their whole area above the sca is no more
than that of the State of Massachusetts,
brt their combined bases must be equal to
the whole of New England and New York
upited. Thus the original islanls of tk's
continent oould easily have been made to
enlarge and join each other, and the granite
rock 80 abundant was doubtless cnce
erupted from voloanoes, like flowing lava.
Among the first voleanio islands must have
been Greenland, Oanada east of Winnipeg,
the Atlantio distriet, the Rooky Mountains
and the Sierra Nevadas ; but as the islands
rose and enlarged great depressions would
natarally commencs and go on, and in this
way the depressions of Hudson's Bay, the
Migsiseippi Valley and the -Salt Lake and
Nevada basins were formed. These depres-
sions would fill with massive sediments,
which would eventually become rocks, and+
the depreseions would have a saucer or
platter shape.

The power
of locomotion will be automatio, so that all
the rider will need to do is tc geb geated on
the machine, take hold of the steering ap-
paratus and then devote one’s self #0 the
pleasure of a 4rip over hill and eountry
with a steed thai requires neither food nor
grooming, and, it 8o desired, that oan
compete with the lightning rsilroad
train. It is the inventor’s intention,
however, to regulate the speed to eight
miles an hour, £1 the roads to be found iu
thie country will not make a higher rate o!
speed enjoyable. But twenty miles an houe
will be guaranteed possible.
