WILL AID IN SURGERY

Tesla® Has Made the Human
Body Transparent.

By X Rays He Sees Through Tln‘c Men
Per-’
soms Clearly Visible by the Use of the
Fluerescent Hcrecm — Great for Sur-

New York,April 17.—Nicola Tesla has
done what all the other exploiters of
the Roentgen rays has failed to do. He
has succeeded In looking through
the human body. He has gone farther
and seen through the bodies of three
of his assistants placed in a line with
the rays.

Ever since the discovery of Edison
that he could see the bones of the hand
through a fluorescent screen exper-
menters with the X rays have been de-
voting their energies to trying to see
throught the body. The living skeleton
has been photographed many times by
the e of the rays. bui no deveiop-
menu ‘ the light was found sufficient-
ly powerful to' penetrate the trunk of
the body.

~ Edison belleved that he had almost

golved the problem when he discover-
ed the fluorescent screen. In this he
used tungstate of calcium, which he
believed to be six times more fluores-
cent than the plallno-barlo—cynnlde,
which Roentgen and most of his suc-
cessors used.

Tesla, on the contrary, has perse-
vered in using the platino-bario-cyan-
ide for his fluorescent screen, after
testing almost every known substance,
and some few that were not recogniz-
ed previously.

Tesla has finally perfected the X ray
tube to such an extent that he saw
completely through the skeleton as
well as flesh. One of his assistants,
who was the subject experimented on,
stood with his back to the vacuum
tube where the X rays were better
given off. He held a brass plate in
front of his chest, moving it up and
down.

The X rays had penetrated the body,
and through the fluorescent screen
Telsa could distinetly see the brass
plate as it moved up and down.

“It is true that 1 have succeeded in
seeing through the body,” said Tesla
to a reporter yesterday. ‘‘Not only
that, but I have seen through three
men standing in a row.”

Tesla’'s wonéerful discovery means
that the Internal organs can be in-
spected with perfect ease. It means
that he has given to humanity a boon
on a par with vaccination, anaesthe-
tics and other marvelous discoveries
in medicine.

THE BRITISE PURSE.

Seems to ‘be Well Filled In
This Time of Need.

The British Budget Latd Before the
perial He By the Chance llor of the
Excheguer- Sir Mike Says Great Britain
Could Raise a Theusand MiLL Del-
16¥s \!’ly Parpese Witheut Taxation

London, )prﬂ 16.—At 4.52 o'clock Sir
Michael Hicks Beach, Chancellor of the
Exchequer, rose amid ~Conservative
cheers to deliver the speech introduc-
ing the budget. He began by saying
that despite the fact that the expendi-
ture of the last fiscal year had beer'|
larger than that of any year since
the last great war, the surplus in the
Treasury was the largest that had
ever been known and the credit of the
country was never so high.

The deposits in savings banks and
permanent accounts in ordinary banks
had amounted to an unprecedented
pcint and the production of gold
throughout the world<had been the
bighest ever known., The amount of
bullion in the Bank of JEngland was
£49,000,000 and the reserve fund in the
bank in proportion to its liabilities was
the highest on record.

The revenue for the fiscal year had
been £101,974,000, while for the year
*94.'95 the revenue had been only £94~
684,000, showing an increase of £7,290,~
000 and making an excess of £5,812,000
over the estimates. A great feature
had been in the increase of the revenue
from tobacco, wine and tea, the latter
having steadily driven coffee out of
the market. British and Irish spirits
had also driven foreign spirits out of
the market. The import of spirits had
declined 19 per cent. and the popular
taste for rum was greatly lessening.
Tea had ylelded £120,000 over the es-
timates, implying an ' increased con-
sumption of 10,000,000 1bs of that come
modity. In connection with this, he
added, there was a large and welcome
transfer of the tea trade from China
to British India and Ceylon. (Cheers.)

The receipts from wines, he said, had
been £1,256,000. This seemed to be
largely due to an increased consump=
tion of vinous liquors by members of
the Stock Exchange and speculators,
who, it appeared, consoled themselves
in non-success and rejoiced in success
fii the consumption of ¢champagne. In
this way, he accounted for the deal-
ings in 1,200,000 extra bottles of cham-
pagne.

After referring to the great increase
in the excise and death duties, the
Chancellor turned to the expenditures
of the Government, which, he said, had
reached the total sum of £97,764,000,
leaving a surplus of £4,208,000, which
would be applied to the national de-
fences, as explained in the naval
works bill.

During the year, he continued, the
national debt had been reduced £8=
134,000, the largest reduction on record
with the exception of the reduttion
during the year '94-'95. The unfundéd
debt stood at the lowest point it had
reached in 21 years and the funded
debt had not materially increased since
the Crimean war. In years, he ex-
plained, £190,000,000 of debt had been
paid off—£100,000,000 of which had been
pald in the last 13 years. (Cheers.)

Some persons, he sald, had denied
the wisdom of this, but it was his own
opinion that by this self-denying course
the country had raised up a reserve
of incalculable importance. If a time
of need should come when the coun-
try would again have to fight for its
lifc the reserve would enable it with-
out imposing a penny of taxation to
raise £200,000,000 for defence without
imposing an atom more debt upon the
people than the nation had borne in
1857, without a ‘murmur. (Cheers.)

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THE SUBTLE X RAYS.

PROGRESS MADE BY SCIENTISTS IN
THEIR DEVELOPMENT.

Nicola Te s Almost Settled C:)nvlellon
From Results of a Recent Experiment
—Dr. Morton, of New York, Gets Almost
Translucent Bones.

At first the pictures taken by the X
rays discovered by Prof. Roentgen, for
example of the bones of the hand,
showed the flesh surrounding them
quite plainly, but, as the experimenters
continued in their efforts to get pic-
tures of the bones alone, pictures on
which the flesh would not appear at
all, they met with increasing success,
and finally made pictures that showed
the bones only.

And so much progress has been
made now in this direction that scien-
tists with the right sort of apparatus
and sufficiently high voltage can get
X rays intense enough to wholly obH-

erate the flesh from showing the bones
in all their distinctness and even caus-
ing some parts of the bones to disap-
pear altogether, so that any foreign
metallic substance embedded in them
could be clearly revealed. Such a re-
sult ‘was obtained in a picture of a
hand made by Dr. Morton of New
York. The picture is herewith repro-
duced. In the original plate the flesh
appears as a very faint shadow, too
faint for faithful reproduction in a
newspaper.

In many of the shadowgraphs taken
by Dr. Morton the flesh has entirely
disappeared from the Lones and the
bones themselves are caused to dis-
appear. An interesting point, probably
not before noted, is indicated on the
third joint of the little finger in the
accompanying picture. This point is
that Roentgen pictures show the posi-
tion of the bones of a joint in dif-
ferent attitudes and postures of the
living human frame. But in Dr. Mor-
ton's picture it wil be observed the
little finger is spread out somewhat,
and, as a consequence, the joint seems
to be turning on a pivot. This is not
an optical effect, but a true posture
picture.

The hand photographed was that of
a lady, and she had a gold ring on her
fingers. The circle of the ring was
clearly revealed, as the acoompanying
picture shows, and the bones of the
finger on which it was worn were but
faintly suggested in the sensitized
plate after development. Thus the fact
that the ring showed behind the hone
demonstrated that the bone did not“en-
tirely intercept the X rays.

Nicola Tesla, probably the world's
greatest electrictan, has taken a dis-
tinet impression of ‘the bones of a
man's aym and shoulder through his
clothing, heavy plate of glass and
two inchgs of wood, and —alsa clear
radiagrdphs of the human ekull and
the Inferior anatomy of rabbits birds,
ete, As a result of his investigationg
Mr. Tesla is almost convinced that in
the X rays he has to deal with a
stream of material particles which
penetrate the object acted upon and
he seems hopeful that it may be pos-
sible by means of the newly found
agent to project chemical preparations
into any part of the human body
where such an operation is necbssary.

Commissioner Eva C. Booth, Who Has
Brought the Salvation Army Into Line
Again—Her Personality, Magnetism and
Career.

Commissioner Eva C. Booth of the
Salvation Army is a.wonderful woman.
Before she had been in the United
States ten days she had helped to de-
pose her brother, Ballington Booth,
from his proud position as Commander
of the American Salvation Army. She
has made a large number of enthus-
jastic enemies by this ¢ourse. In al-
most every case she has subsequently
disarmed these enemies and won their
loyal support. She has personally and
privately interviewed several hundred
atmy officers. She has written’ and dic-
tated thousands of letters. She has re-
organized the work of the army head-
quarters in .New York. She has ap-
parently nipped in the bud a strong
movement of the army towards seces-
gion—and she has preserved her pink
and white English complexion through
it an!

The personality of & woman who can
do- this should be interesting. Eva
Booth does not disappoint one’s expec-
tations.

Hawailan Mythology.

The island is accurately described, |
and the visitor who is famillar with
Robinson Crusoe can find the cave,
the mountain paths and other haunts
of fhe hero without difficulty. It is
covered with beautiful hills ‘and lovely
valleys, the highest.peak reaching an
elevation of nearly 3000 feet. After
her independence In‘ 1821 Chilll made
Ju.n Fernandez a penal colony, but
thirty years after the prisoners mu-
tined, slaughtered the guards and es-
caped. Then it was leased to a cattle
company, which has now 30,000 head
of horned cattle and as many sheep
grazing upon the hills. There are
fifty or sixty inhabitants, mostly
ranchmen and thelr/ familles, who
tend the herds and raise vegetables
for the Valparaiso market.

Great care has been taken to pre-
serve the relics of Alexander Selkirk's
stay upon the island, and his cave
and huts remalin just as he left them.
Iri 1868 the officers of the British man-
of-war Topaz erected a marble tablet
to mark the famous lookout from
which Mr. Crusoe, like the anclent
mariner, used to watcH for a sail, “and
vet no sail from day to day.”

NOBLEMAN

FOR WHOSE ANCESTORS AN AMERI-
CAN STATE IS NAMED.

The Twenty-Third Baron de la Warr
Boasts of u Lineage Equal, if not Great-
er, to that of Royalty Itself- Sketch of
the Brave House.

One of the oldest and bravest -
onies in England is that of De la IT,
to which Gilbert George Reginald has
just succeeded his late father. The
young nobleman comes down from
a line of Normans of which there is no
better in all HEngland. He Is the
twenty-third Baron de la Warr, is
Baron West, and Baron Buckurst.
He is also the eighth Earl de la Warr
and Viscount Cantelupe. No family
in England, not even the royalty, can
boast of a prouder lineage or of a finer
rource of nobility—as nobility is yet
gauged in certain countries of Europe

—than can De la Warr. Thomas, Lord
West, fought bravely on the field of
Crecy. Roger West, the third Baron,
shared in the capture of John of
France at Poictiers and received as a
badge of honor the crampet, or chape,
of the sword with the device, “Jour de
ie.”. The Lords de la Warr were
Idiers and in 1761 the seventh
baron was created Viscount Cantelupe
and Karl de la Warr, George John,
two years before Waterloo, married
Lady Elizabeth Sackville, daughter of
the Duke of Dorset. Thus De la Warr
can claim descent from Thomas Sack-
ville. Queen Elizabeth's famous lord
high treasurer, and the great families
of Sackville and West were allied. By
this alliance the Wests and De la
Warrs became possessors of Buck-
hurst, which was built.in the seven-
teenth century. The name of the prin-
cipal gtreet in Dublin, Sackville-street,
“the finest street in Europe,” was
given for “the great Duke Lionel of
Dorset, Lord Lieutenant Governor of
Ireland.” Lord Sackville West, whom
President Cleveland sent home from
Washington, was a son of this family;
and the State of Delaware (anciently
Delawarr) was named for Lord de la
Warr, who was Governor of Virginia
in colonial days, and who sailed into
the bay in 1810. Buckhurst, its halls,
pictures, and book treasures, are in-
tegers of history, interesting alike to
all English-speaking peoples. A volume
of most fascinating story might be
written of this young earl’s ancestors
and connections.  Gilbert George Regi-
nald himeelf is 27 years of age. In
1891 he married Miss Muriel Brassey,
the daughter of Lord Brassey. They
live at Bexhill-on-Sea.

When the Liverals of South Leeds
met in convention at Delta on the 26th
of March, 1895, and selected Mr. Wm.
Fredenburgh as their standard-bearer
for the House of Commons, they were
led to suppose from the signs' of the
times that the elections would be
brought on during the next few months.

When Gopal took the throne he as-
sumed the name and style of Syaji Rao
1II. He was made at once knight of
the grand cross of the Star of India.
He was born ‘in 1863, and after a most

This young prince has done much for
the large country he rules over. Since
his ascent to the throne he has pro-
vided schools in all his towns and vil-
Jages, which exceed 3,000 in number. g«

It ls sald, with what
truth that he promised to his bride
and her parents that any child they
might have should be brought up in
the mother's faith,

The first-born, this little’ Prince
Boris, came into the world on January
30, 1891, and after some hesitation
Pr Ferdinand announced his con-
v m’} to the Greek faith, and on Feb-
ruary 14, the infant was publicly re-
ceived by that church. It is supposed
that Russia is thereby appeased, but
it is rumored that the Roman Catholic
powers are more than indignhant.

The fire started at 4.30 o'clock pre-
sumably from an explosion of gaso-
line in_.a coal bin, under the train
shed, and it spread rapidly.
