Athens bas alwags had a good poultry
fair and last year the fair here set the
pace for all Eastern Ontario. This

ear promises to be no exception.
{lmrn. Evertts & Nevens are to be
here on the 26th November and a
number of American buvers will be
here on Dec. 12. The Americans say
that poultry will bring a good figure
this season. = They expect to pay up to
25¢ for turkevs in Northern New
York, so we may fairly expect that the
price here will fully equal the record
made last year,

The American buyers will hold no
other fair in Leeds county, so it is
probable that the name and fame of
Athens as a poultry centre will receive
a big advertisement on the 25th and
12th.

The chicf difference in the require-
ments of the Canadian and Amwerican
buyers is this : The Canudians buy the.
poultry undrawn and the Americans
require it to be drawn. It wonld be
well for poultry-raisois to make careful
note of this distinction and avoid the
confusion that prevailed here lust fall.

London eable — Lord Lansdowne, in
the absence of Premier Balfour at the
historic Lord Mayor’s banquet, held to-
night, made a strong plea for, peace
and arbitration on behalf of the Bri-
tish Government. Lord Lansdowne
pointed out to a large and rather un-
sympathetic audience that arbitration
was the only way in which the North
Sea dispute with Russia could have
been equitably settled, and almost in
the same breath drew a vivid picture
of the horrors of the struggle now pro-
ceeding in the Far East.,

Between the lines of every reference
the Foreign Minister made to the Rus-
sian-Japanese War was an urgent plea,
amounting almost to « aemand, that it
might be settled by arbitration.

1t was a carefully prepared state-
ment before what is considered the
most representative gathering of 1ead--
ing men of Great Britain. %s such it
was generally interpreted as a bolder
bid for intervention than has yet em-
anated from any neutral power.

the North Sea-affair. Although Lord
Lansdowne was unable to announce
the signing of the convention, he em-
phatically confirmed statements made
in these ‘despatches, namely, that Great
Britain had found “nv wirticulty in ar-
riving at a solution in principle of the
dispute,” and only supplemented what
is already known by the statément that
Russia has guaranteed the punishment
of any other officers, in addition to
those already detached from Admiral
Rojestvensky’s squadron, who might be
proved to have been implicated.
The 250. guests included the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, the members of
the Cabinet, the foreign representatives,
members of Parliament, and other prom-
inent persons.

Army to be Always Ready.
After the wusual loyal toasts, War
Secretary Arnold-Forsver, replying for
the Imperial forces, said it was the
determination of the Army Council not
to rest until the DBnitish army was
ready to enter the ficld at any time
with absolute confidence of success.
Lord Lansdowne, responding to “His
Majesty’s Ministers,” referred to the
unfortunate absence of Mr. Balfour,
who, in spite of his illness, had not
ceased to actively participate in the
affairs of the country.

Continuing, the Foreign Secretary
said that while London was principally
interested that peace should prevail
everywhere, he did not think they
should think of peace at any price.

“At this moment,” said Lord Lans-
downe, ‘contemplating the terrible
struggle between two brave and gal-
lant nations in the Far East, can one
of us contemplate without regret the
legion after legion of brave men being
led forth to meet their fate and the
ruined homes and broken hearts ? We
can conceive no more terrible punish-

ment than the remorse of Minister
or body of Ministers who from loss of
temper or desire of popularity brought
upon the country the scourage and val-
amity of needless war. !

YAt this auspicious moment 1 am
able to announce to you that not only
the peace of the country is unbroken,
but so far as I am able to forsce there
is no reason why it should not re: ain
unbroken./ Not ‘only have we had the
good fortune to avoid war, but by the
strict neutrality and wise international
arrangements we have done something
to restrict the arep of hostilities. The
country, however, has not altogether
escaped anxieties. For the last few
days we have keen face to face with
an ingident which moved the people of
this country as few other incidents
have done. The incident of Oct. 21, in
the North Sea, was an atta¢k on our
citizens and an affront to the British
flag, oi which, if intentional, I would
rather not contemplate the conse-
quences. It was a deplorable and mm-
acountable blunder, but I am bound
to add that recent evidence has satis-
fied the British Government that the
Russian Government believed that the
facts were different from what we sup-
posed. and that each party was con-
vinced oF the justice of its own cause.

Great Britain had received a
full expression of regret, a promise of
ample compensation, and a guarantee
against the recurrence, with security
for all neutral commerce and promise
of the punishment of the guilty per-
sons. \Was it possible to sccare more?

Continuing, Lord Lansdowne- yeferred
to other questions which have ’arisen
during the war, especially that of
contraband, wltich had been largely
cleared up, and since July there shas
been no case of seizing a British ship
by Russian vessels.

“I am sanguine enoigh to say”
Lord Lansdowne remarked, “that gcod
is likely to come from the struggle
in the Far East. It is my hope and
belief that this terrible war will give
a stimulus to the existing desire for
some less clumsy and brutal method of
adjusting internation differences. I my-
self have signed no less than five treaties
of arbitration.

“Only yesterday the American Am-
bassador, Mr. Choate, asked me if we
were’ prepared to sign a similar treaty
with America. I'have also lately been
asked by President Rcosevelt, to whom
we may offer congratulations on his
return to power by a vast majority,
to participate in a second international
peace conference. While reservifig the
right to consider what subjects and the
terms of reference, we did not hesitate
to say that We were ready to participate
and to tell the President that we wished
him God-speed in the useful work he has
undertaken. Is there not a better way
than this? Is it not better to so arrange
matters that a dispute shall not arise at
all? :

Lord Lansdowne then referred to the

PARASITES OF POULTRY

A Common Cause of Loss—Pre-
vention and Extermination.

The presence of parasites is one of the
primary causes of unprofitableness and
disease in a flock of poultry, says the
Poultry Division, Ottawa. There are
three distinct groups of parasites prey-
ing upon the domestic fowl—fleas, lice,
and mites.

Groups of Parasietes—Only the spe-
cies of flea, the bird flea, lives upon the
fowl. This flea is provided with a
sharp piercing mouth; it attacks the
fowl at night and through causing con-
stant irritation and loss of blood dJdoes
much harm.

The mouth of the louse differs from
the mouth of the flea in that it is not
sharp and used for piercing, but sim-
ply for biting. Lice bite sharply and
cause considerable pain.

red fowl mite This is yellowish-white
{to dark red in color, according to the
' quantity of blood it contains. 'The blood
|is drawn from the fowls at night, and
during the day the mite hides in the
cracks and crevices of the house. When
the chickens appear in poor health they
should be examined at night, and if mites
:re found treatment should be resorted
0.

Prevention and Extermination—If the
poultry house is old and contains many
crevices, the nests, roostsand other fix-
tures should be removed from it, and
the walls and ceilings covered with
heavy building paper and limewash. ‘Lhe
latter should be applied hot and fairly
liquid, so as to enter every crevice in
the building. Its quality will be im-
proved by adding to every gallon of the
wash one-quarter pound of soft soap,
previously dissolved in boiling water;
also a small quantity of salt. 'he mas
terial taken from the house should he
burned, and new roosting quarters and
inside fittings put in. These fittin
should be simple in construction ulﬂ
easily removable so that the vermin
can be destroyed. :

Before the fowl return to the house
they should be thoroughly dusted with
insect powder or sulphur. By dusting
each fowl over a box or paper, the pow-
der can be well rubbed among the quills
of the feathers, and the excess will not
be wasted. The coal tar treatment for
the extermination of the gape worm can
be effectively used to rid fowls of ver-
min. The fowls are placed in a barrel,
the inside of which is coated with a mix-
ture of coal tar and coal il of the con-

rel is covered. The lice are overcome
by the coal tar fumes and fall to the
bottom of the barrel. A paper should
be placed to catch the vermin when they
fall so that they may be destroyed.

The poultry house requires cleaning
and limewashing twice a year. The
roosts should be removed and treated
with coal tar or kerosene every week,
and the’ nests frequently cleansed and
new straw placed in them.

It is necessary to regularly examine
young chicks for head lice. 1f present,
the lice will be found in the down or the
feathers on the chick's head. If not
destroyed, they will so weaken the chick
that it will die from loss of blood. The
lice can be removed by smearing the
chick’s head with grease or sweet oil to
which a few dorps of carbolic acid have
been added.

Scaly Leg.—This disease is quite pre-
valent in flocks of neglected poultry, and
is due to a species of mite. The scales
of the legs and feet become raised and
separated, and a chalk-like exeretion ag-
cumulates between and over them, roth
lumpy crusts are formed, and under
these the mites live and breed.

The diseased leg and feet of the chick-
ens should be well washed with a small
stiff brush, warm water and soap. The
crusts should then be removed and a
mixture of equal parts of sulphur and
lard rubbed into the affected parts. Af-
ter three or four days the legs of the
chickens that were treated should be
cleansed with =oap and warm wAter.

BEWARE OF THE COMING BEARD.

Eloquent Barber Raises Protest Against
2 Threatened Evil.
(New York Times.)

Barbers are seriously considering the
question whether the present custom ot
men of being clean shaven has mot al-
most had its run. In the last five years
one after another of their customers
with desperate resolve ordered his mus-
tache or his beard removed, looked at
himself a little foolishly in the glass af-
ter, the operation, and then went about
his business, sometimes having to intro-
duce himself to cld friends.

The result has been that the shaving
area of humanity has largely increased,
naturally cutting into. the profits, as it
takes a little Ionger to shave each cus-
tomer. But a thing that is causing veal
alarm among the thoughtful tonsorial
artists is the evidence that not a few
of their customers have recently raised
beards

It would be well if they simply let
their mustaches grow again, but the
real thing in the way of hairy faces
is to be dreaded by the trade. Of course
these must be trimmed, but that is not
like the daily shave, with the daily tip.
The worst of it, according to the bar-
bers, is that the doctors, who were large-
ly responsible for the clean-shaven face,
as a matter of hygiene, have now taken
the other view, and are advising patients
with weak throats to let their beards
grow.

The barbers are fully aware that men
are as subject to fashions as women,
and that if the beard comes in vogue
they will be seriously affected.

A well-known barber in a fashionabie
neighborhood was among the first to
fear the coming of the fashion of beard-
wearing, with the result that he has
changed the timely topics of his con-
versation from remarks about the wea-
ther and choice bits of loeal gossip to
keep up a constant discussion in regard
to the wearing of beards, taking as his
text the rarely disputed hypothesis that
all peoples of a high order of civilixation
were given to clean shaving. This 13
the way he tells when he has a custoin-
er with time enough for a shave, facial
massage, hair cut, and shampoo :

Mounds Erected to Mem Who Were
Liars While on Earth,

‘While other nations build monuments

The persons deceived start the tu-
gong bula by heaping up a large num-
ber of branches in some conspicuous
spot by the side of the main road. Ev-
ery passerby contributes to it and at
the same time curses the man in mem-
ory of whom it is.

The Dyaks consider the adding . te
any tugong bula they may pass a sa-
cred duty, the omission of which will
meet with supernatural punishment,
and so, however pressed for time a
Dyak may be, he stops to throw on the
pile some branches or twigs.

This custom dates from very ancient
times. It is interesting to notice that
though the ethics of the Dyaks, even at
the present day, do not agree in many
points with the moral code of other
and more advanced races, still from
the earliest ages the Dyaks seem to
have agreed in considering a lie a most
disgraceful crime and a liar a man
who deserves the curses not only of his
own generation, but algso of people yet
unborn.

A few small branches, a few dry
twigs and leaves—that is what the tu-
gong bula is at first. But day by day
it increases in size. Every passerby
adds something to it, and in a few
years’ time it becomes a large and im-
posing monument raised to the mem-
ory of one who was a liar.

““The smithy,” says the Engineer, ‘iz a
very important part of the workshop, with
forges in the centre and anvlls at the sidos,
and baths for the tempering placed conven-
fently. The principal work is the mnklﬁg of
new and fettling-up of worn tubular drills
or cutters for the Brandt borer. It should be
mentioned here that these hollow cutters
bavé a diameter of from 2 3-4 inches to 21-3
inches across their set-out points. The cen-
tral hole is 13-8 inches in diameter, this
leaves a thickness of about 3-4 inch at the
cutting points. After the=e points ,if soft,
become blurred over, or else are broken away
when hard ,and are then sent back to the
smithy to be let down and forged into shape
again. The V-hollow between each fang is
gored out afresh by means of the chisel.

The entire undertaking consists of two ais-
tinct parallel single track tunnels 56 feot
apart, but connected every hundred yards
by transverse galleries, so that one tunnel

will ventilate the other. Anad despite the
great temperature in which the men work,
the ventilation is excellent. The alr is sup-
plied to the men right at the end of the
galleries in great voluu&over 58.000 cubic
feet of air, per minute b g supplied. Spe-
clal arrangements are also made by the em-
ployment of spray and of ice for cocling the
air. The total quantity of water flowing
from the tunnel, inelusive of both north ani
south entrances, is rather under 5,000 gal-
fons per minute, and is carried in efficient
side drains cut in the roclk,

The greatest care is takes for the welfare
of the men; they change shifts every eigat
hours, and are brought out in train loads.
They are not allowed to encounter the cold
Alpine air when eme:rging from the tunnel
in their wet clothes, but are landed in a
covered building or station, in which thece
are cubicles for changing their clothes, fitted
with hot and cold douche baths, They take
off their mining colthes, which are at once
hung up in heated rooms to dry, ready for
their next day’s work. Adjacent is a res-
taurant at which they can get all their meals,
of excellent quality and at a very low price.

La Follette has been re-elected
in Wisconsin by an estimated plurality
of 20,000. Roosevelt’s plurality will prob-
ably be 75,000.

The greatest plurality ever given to
any candidate for office in the United
States was given by Pennsylvania to
Roosevelt, the figures being about 350,
1000. In 1896 McKinley had 301,000. Only
‘one Democrat is surely known to have
been elected to Congress.

Michigan rolled up. a plurality for
Roosevelt of about 125,000, a gain of
20,000 over McKinley's plurality in 1900.

Roosevelt carried Illinois by 140,000,
an unprecedented plurality. Debs re-
ceived about 40,000 votes in Chicago for
President.

In Missouri, which Bryan carried by
37,830 plurality over McKinley, Roose-
velt s triumphant. His plurality will
probablv be 20,000.

Late in the
night came an announcement from
Melvin G. Palliser, manager of the
campaign for Thomas E. Watson, Pres-
idential candidate of the People’s party,
that as a result of the overwhelming
Democratic  defeat steps would be
taken to form a new party.

AN AWFUL PICTURE.

Harrowing Conditions Which Exist
Within Port Arthur,

London cable says—A Daily Telegraph
correspondent sends a harrowing picture
of the conditions within Port Arthur.
He says that vast numbers of sick and
dying soldiers, maimed, mutilated and
incapacitated for further service, are
lying helpless in the inner forts, the
straitened circumstances of the garrison
making it impossible to give them care
and attention. The correspondent sug-
gests that an effort be made to embark
them on neutral ships and transfer them
under the Red Cross to Chefoo and
Shanghai. He offers to take in a steam-
er himself for this purpose whenever the
conditions allow.

TRENCHES BECAME SHAMBLES. '

Terrific Rain of Fire on Port Arthur
Forts.

Tokio cable says — A despatch by way
of Sasebo suppues detais of a general
attack upon rort Arthur. The scheme
of it was somewhat different from that
adopted in previous attacks. It was
arranged that all the artillery corps
should simultaneously bombard selected
points, preparatory to an agsault at 1
o'clock in the afternoon. At early dawn
the signal boom of a heavy gun brought
a terrific hail from guns of all calibres
upon the Tunkeekwan, Erlung, and
Sungshu forts. This continued till 10
o'clock, when the guns of the points
seected for bombardment were appar-
ently silenced, but the garrison still
defended its positions gallantly, while
the Itszeshan, Peiyan, and Golden Hill
forts poured shrapnel upon the assault-

JAPS TWICE REPULSED. ..

Six or Seven Hundred Russians Killed
by a Mine Exploded by a Shell.

A Chefoo cable says — Etse Moua-
tain, according to Chinese, 120 of whom
arsived here to-day from Port Arthur, is
proving a costly obstacle to the Japau-
ese. On the mornings of Nov. 5 and 6
a fierce assault on the position were
made by the Japanese, who were repuls-
ed. During the second assault a shell
soaring, over the hills from Palichuang
dropped on Etse Mountain and demol-
ished a land mine controlling the sta-
tion, and exploded other mines. The
Russians were holding the trenches on
the boundary of the mined section. Six
or seven hundred were killed. The Jap-
anese not having reached the place, were
unhurt. Etse Mountain owes the best
part of its strength to the peculiar top-
ography of the surrounding country,
which prevents a direct artillery fire and
dces not enable the Japanese to ad-
vance trenches with the success evident
elsewhere. "The Japanese advanced on
it in both instances from behind distant
hills, with the fullest force the ground
would allow, but in the long distances
which they were compelled to traverse
in the face of machine guns their ranks
were melted. Both times the Jzpanese
broke the wire entanglements in places.

HORRORS 6F WAR,

Deplorable cidition of Affairs at Port
Arthur—S{fréét Scenes Sickening,

London, cable says-—Special despatches
from Port Arthur and Che Foo printed
in this morning’s newspapers, give ter-
rible descriptions of the condition of {he
besieged.

The Daily Mail’s correspondent before
Port Arthur dsecribes the Russian kill-
ed and those taken prisoners as greatly
emaciated and asserts that the men sub-
sist entirely on a daily ration of lesw
than two pounds of black bread.

The Daily Telegraph’s Che Foo cor-
respondent declares that the task of
burying the bodies of the slain at Port
Arthur is now beyond control and that
the corpses are simply pitched into the
new dock ‘excavations near Golden il

Fangkaitung and Housanyangtun, and
the foot of Liaoti Mountain. The fierce
resistance offered by the Russians at
the last named places testified to the
importance they attached to them. The
Russians retook Tunkeekwan, but a
kesshital recaptured it at 11 o’clock
under personal command of Gen. Ichi-
nobe.

BLEW IN WALL.
Desperate Attemot of Party of Japan-
ese Successful.

Tokio cable — Reports received here
from Port Arthur show that thus far
the Japancse have only carried the
Russian  outer works. The perman-
ent enciente has not been forced any-
where, and remains intact.  Only the
secondary positions at Fangkiatun and
Sanyangaxn were taken in the assault
of QOct. 30. These positions are near
the neck of Liaotishan Promontory,
and their eaptures imperils the position
where it is eovsidered  Gen. Stoessel
will make his final stand. The opera-
tions now consist chietly in tunneling
and counter-tunneling.

It is reported that the bomhs rolled
down the gliacis by the Russians had '
such long fuses that they could usually
be extinguished. In some instances
the fuses were not extinguished, but the
bombs were thrown back at the Rus-
sians.
