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of dealing with medicinal liquor and 
industrial alcohol in the State of New 
Hampshire.

In the adoption of a prohibitory law 
in 1918. the State Government deter­
mined to abandon the policy of revenue 
from alcoholic liquor. The law pro­
vides two State agents for administra­
tion, one a Commissioner of Law En­
forcement. The State Legislature appro­
priates from the State treasury the 
total amount needed to pay the salary 
of the Commissioner and his deputies, 
with their expenses and the office ex­
penses of administration.

Prosecutions are made by the Com­
missioner and his dèputies in the name 
of the county or municipality, and the 
fines and costs imposed by the courts, 
and collected*, go into the general treas­
ury of the county or mumcmality, and 
all the incidental costs of prosecution 
are paid under the head of “ general 
court expenses”. No special “revenue” 
account appears as profits from the 
rum business or the prosecutions of 
violators of the prohibition law. There 
are absolutely no financial returns to 
the State Treasury, and the state pays, 
as a part of the state expenses, out of 
the general treasury the entire cost of 
this state prohibition law enforcement 
commission.

The other state provision for admin­
istration is a State Liquor Purchasing 
Agent, appointed by the Governor. 
His salary and all expenses of admin­
istration are also paid directly from the 
state treasury, on appropriations made 
for the purpose by the State Legislature. 
Liquor for medicinal use, on physicians’ 
prescriptions, are sold by druggists, but 
the druggist, before he can thus fill a 
physicians prescription, must have a 
legal permit from the government of 
the municipality, afid also another per­
mit from the Federal Government. He 
must buy all liquor direct from the 
State Liquor Purchasing Agent.

All wine for sacramental purposes, 
and alcohol for manufacturing purposes, 
must be purchased from this State 
Agent, and the payments made to the 
State Agent. The State Agent makes 
the purchase from the manufacturer or 
wholesale dealer, and the liquor or al­
cohol is shipped direct to the customer. 
No liquor can be transported or de­
livered into, or within the State without 
the label permit of this State Agent 
attached to every package. This busi­
ness is all done by the State without 
any cost to the customers, who receive 
the goods direct at actual cost, and 
guarantees as to quality.

I am interested in this revenue in 
Nova Scotia, under a Provincial Pro­
hibition Law, as compared with the 

■, under a li-

443,000 not differing largely from Nova 
Scotia. We had a local option, high li­
cense saloon system from 1903 to 1918, 
just 15 years. The total income to the 
State from license fees and forfeited 
bonds, amounted to a yearly average 
of $312,908.19. Out of this total in­
come $20,000 a year went to pay the 
salaries of the excise commission of 
three very high grade reliable men, 
their deputies or inspectors, and all ex­
penses, leaving $292,908.18 revenue to be 
divided to the counties and municipal­
ities having the saloons; not a dollar to 
the State. Under this license saloon 
system the income from the system 
paid the cost of adtninistration, as stat­
ed above.

It is to me a mystery of administra­
tion how Nova Scotiaj^an collect a pro­
vincial revenue of $429,879, in addition 
to the expense of administration for the 
sale of liquor for medicinal use, under a 
Provincial Prohibition Law, against $292,- 
908.19 in eNew Hampshire, under an 
open saloon system for general sale of 
liquor for beverage purposes, plus 
necessary system of sales for medicinal 
use in the no-license towms. I was not 
aware that New Hampshire has such

an enormous advantage over w 
Scotia as a health resort. (

ed up to the lack of sufficient liquor
sales.

This is food for serious thought to 
the patriotic, law-abiding, moral tax 
payers; $421,879 coming into tne Pro­
vincial Treasury sounds pretty good to 
the average tax payer. I urge the tax 
payers and citizens generally to ask 
seriously where this revenue comes 
from into the Provincial Treasury; 
that is, who pays it. Was it a contri­
bution from someone of wealtn. which 
was in no way a burden to any class 
Of citizens?

If I understand the system of your 
Nova Scotia pronibition law, there is 
a provision for the sale of liquor for 
medicinal purposes through a Provin­
cial Vendor Commission, and local ven­
dors or local druggists. This may also 
include alcohol for manufacturing pur­
poses; I am not sure about that. I am 
considering only that part of the rev- 

hich came from the sale to con­
sumers, nominally for medicinal pur­
poses.

The druggist who sells to the con- 
must make his small profit in 
5. The Provincial Vendor Com-
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nissioners, I understand, are salaried 
men with office and administration ex­
penses* which must come out of the 
profits before there is any provincial 
revenue.

My question is, who pays these pro­
fits, salaries, expenses, and revenue? If 
it is all used for legitimate, necessary 
medicinal purposes, the patients who 
need these remedies have to pay this 
revenue for the relief of the regular 
tax payers, and an enormous percent­
age to cover this cost of collecting that 
revenue, in salaries and expenses.

Are the patriotic taxpayers of Nova 
Scotia satisfied to impose such a bur­
densome tax on that class of persons 
who are in need of medicine, taxing 
the sick to relieve the well-to-do from 
ordinary taxes?

Or, I think I hear some well-to-do 
taxpayer say, with a twinge in his 
eye, “ Oh, that liquor on physicians’ pre­
scriptions is not all sold by druggists 
and local vendors to relieve the sick”.

Very 'Well. Let us accept the insinu­
ation that much of it, prysihiy thfr ma- 
jor part of it, if you choose, is purchas­
ed through fraud for beverage use to 
satisfy an alcoholic appetite.

Then we have the proposition that 
the abnormal, morally delinquent vic­
tims of a depraved appetite, many of 
them taking the few dollars needed by 
their families, are paying a large, part 
of the $421,879 into the Provincial 
treasury, to the relief of the*, patriotic 
well-to-do taxpayers in the payment of 
their regular ordinary taxes.

Again I ask, are the patriotic, law- 
abiding, moral citizens of Nova Scotja 
satisfied to have this class of moral 
and economic delinquents pay their 
taxes, and the immense cost of collect­
ing that revenue in the item of Vendor 
Commissioners’ salaries and 
and druggists’ profits?

Of course the moral, patriotic, law- 
abiding, upright business men are none 
of these criminal evaders of the law of 
their beloved province, in bribery, or 
fraudulent doctors’ prescriptions on a 
sham sickness, by direct or indirect in­
vasion to get beverage booze for them­
selves. Only the tow, criminally inclined, 
morally irresponsible will trample on a 
law, sacrificing patriotism and decency, 
to gratify a depraved, abnormal, alco­
holic appetite.

I do not believe the law-abiding, 
patriotic citizens of Nova Scotia 
at all proud of the relief of tneir taxes 
to the extent of a dollar a head on the 
population of the province in this $421,- 
879 of revenue paid by either the few 
who really need medicine, or the moral 
derelicts who criminally buy booze.

A LESSON FROM FLORIDA

SNEAKER TIMEA citizen of Wolfville who spent the past" winter in Florida, 
and who kept his eyes open to conditions there that might be worth 
imitating in the home town, was impressed by the almost complete 
absence of lawlessness in the tourist resorts of that state. Others 
with whom The Acadian has conferred corroborate the statement 
that vandalism and disorder are practically unknown and that 
public and private property is allowed to remain undisturbed. Set­
tees and other conveniences on public squares are never interfered 
with and the visitor as well as the resident is not disturbed by evi­
dences of rowdyism and disorder Pedestrians on the streets either 
by night or day are neither impeded in their progress or annoyed 
by offensive remarks.

Here is a lesson which our town authorities should take to 
heart and put into immediate practice. Wolfville is probably no 
different from other towns in Nova Scotia but here we are unwill­
ingly obliged to confess the existence of a very different condition 
of affairs for which there is absolutely no need. The town spends 
annually a very large amount to teach the young people of the com­
munity, among other things, a correct appreciation of their duty 
to society, and we have on our statute books ample laws which if 
enforced should be productive of results. A little more courage in 
the administration of our laws and a firmer disapproval on the part 
•of the public towards these offenders might lead to a very benefi­
cial change. As a residential and tourist town and an educational 
centre Wolfville is naturally expected to gravitate considerably 
above the average in these matters. From an economic standpoint, 

if from no other, it will pay the people of Wolfville to manifest 
greater interest in good (tfder and decorum than has been apparent 
during recent years.

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NITROGEN FOR THE ORCHARD

How the productivity j>{ orchard 
yees may be maintained was explained 
by Professor V. R. Gardner, of the 
Michigan Agricultural College, at the 
recent joint convention of the Ontario 
and Niagara Peninsular Fruit Growers’
Association, at Hamilton.

After explaining the functions of the 
■tree, the speaker discussed the relation 
of nitrogenous fertilizers both to plant- 
food manufacture and to fruit setting.
Nitrogen speeded up the manufacture 
of food in the leaves. It caused the 
tree to retain its leaves for a longer 
period in fall, and this helped to in­
crease the amount of food manufac­
tured. Furthermore, the application of 
a quickly available nitrogenous fer­
tilizer to the orchard onp spring may 
increase materially the size of the crop 
the second or third following summer.

The supply main laid from dam to reservoir is single, 6 inches in 

diameter and about 2 miles in length. This main is of inadequate carry­
ing capacity and should be replaced by one of at least 10 inches in dia­
meter, and to comply with standard requirements should be laid in l 
duplicate.

The supply man bid from reservoir to commencement of distribu­
tion system at Main Street nyar Oak Avenue is single, 8 inches in diameter 
and about 2,400 feet in length. This main is of adequate carrying capa­
city for present demand but should be laid in duplicate in order to comply 
with standard requirements.

The 8 inch main referred to is of sufficient carrying capacity to fur- 
, nish water under present maximum conditions of consumption without 

umiue friction lose, but the present'arrangement of minor distributers 
fails to give adequate fire protection. The system is composed of about 
21% of 8 inch, 14% of 6 inch and 65% of 4 inch pipe, the latter not 
standard and too small for hydrant supply. The 6 inch and 8 inch 
is laid in the principal business and congested sections. A well defined 
plan should be adopted whereby all 4 inch mains in the distribution 
system furnishing hydrant supply or forming a part of the gridiron, 
will be removed and replaced by mains of suitable capacity and dead 
ends eliminated whereever practicable. Mains in the business and con­
gested sections should not be less than 10 indies in diameter nor less 
than 6 inches in other parts and always well supplied by others of larger
