Guilds the Encyclopedia says:

Merchant Guilds.—These differ­
ed from their predecessors, the re­
ligious or frith guilds, by being es­
tablished primarily for the purpose 
of obtaining and maintaining the 
privilege of carrying on trade. 
Saving secured this privilege the 
guilds guarded their monopoly 
jealously. Everywhere the right 
to buy and sell articles of food seems 
to have been left free, but every 
other branch of trade was regulated 
by the merchant guild or hanse, as 
it was often called. The first posi­
tive mention of a merchant guild, 
the “enighten on Cantwareberg of 
oeapmaonegilde” (occursduring the 
primacy of St. Anselm (1093 1109). 
From the time of Henry I the char­
ters of successive sovereigns bear 
witness to the existence of merchant 
guilds in the principt.1 towns. 
These charters, such as those granted 
to Bristol, Carlisle, Durham, Lin­

Glanvill, the lawyer, writing in the 
twelfth century, regards the guild 
merchant as identical with the com­
mune, that is, the body of citizens 
with rights of municipal self-govern­
ment (Ashley, op.oit, inf., 72). 
From the fact that out of one hun­
dred and sixty towns which were 
represented in the parliaments of 
Edward I, D'oetf-two are certainly 
known to have possessed a merchant 
guild, the conclusion is diawn that a 
guild was to be found in every town 
of any size, including some that 
were not much more than villages.

The organization of the merchant 
gnilds is known from the oonstiln 
tions or guild rolls which have sur 
vived. These documents are only 
four in number, but fortunately refer 
to towns in four different parts of 
England. They are the guild 
statutes of Berwick and of South­
ampton, and the guild rolls for 
Leicester and Totnes (Totnes 
(Ashley, p. 67). From these we 
learn that each guild was presided 
over by one or two aldermen assist­
ed by tryo or fogr wardens or 
ecbevins. These officials presided 
over the meetings of the society and 
administered its funds and estates. 
Tney were assisted by a council of 
twelve or twenty-four members 
The gnildsmen were originally the 
actus? burgesses, those inhabitants 
who held land within the town 
boundaries, whether they were mep 
chants or holders ef agricultural 
land ; but in course of time rights 
of membership passed by inherit­
ance and even by purchase. Thus 
the eldest sons of gnildsmen were 
admitted free as of right, while the 
younger sons paid a smaller fee 
than others' The gnildsmen could 
sell their rights, and heiresses might 
exercise their membership either in 
pereon or throggh their bgsygntjsor 
sons.

Craft Guilds.—Seeing that the 
merchant guilds had become identi­
cal with the municipality, the crafts 
men, ever increasing in numbers, 
struggled to break down the trad­
ing monopoly of the merchant 
guilds and to win for themselves the 
right of supervision over their own 
body. The weavers and fullers" 
were the first crafts to obtain royal 
recognition of their guilds, and by 
1139 they had guilds established in 
London, Lincoln, and Oxford. 
Little by little through the next two 
centuries they broke down the 
power of the merchant guilds, 
which received their death-blow by 
the statute of Edward ill which in 
1335 allowed foreign merchants to 
trade freely in England. In the 
system of craft guilde the adminis­
tration lay in the hands of wardens, 
bailiffs, or masters, while for admis­
sion a long apprenticeship was nac­
cessary. Like the merchant guilds, 
the craft guilds cared for the inter­
ests both spiritual and temporal of 
their members, providing old age 
and sick pensions, pensions for 
widows, and burial funds. The 
master craftsman was an independ­
ent producer, needing little r no 
capital, and employing journeymen 
and apprentices who hoped in time 
to become master craftsmen them­
selves. Thus there was no conflict 
between capital and labour. At the 
end of the reign of Edward III there 
were in London forty-eight com­
panies, a number which later on 
rose to sixty. Besides the merchant 
and craft guilds, the religious and 
social "guilds continued to exist 
through the Middle Ages, being 
largely in the nature of confrater­
nities. At the Reformation these 
were all suppressed as t-uperstitions 
foundations or companies, such as 
the twelve great companies of Lon­
don which still maintain a corporate 
existence for charitable and sociable 
purposes, though they have ceased 
to have close connexions with the 
crafts, the names of which they bear. 
The merchant guild of Preston also 
survives in a sirpilar state, but such 
bodies have bo real significance. 
The Reformation shook their con­
stitution, while the altered industrial 
and social conditions finally deprived 
them of the power and influence 
they had possessed in the Middle 
Ages.

The merchant guilds possessed 
extensive powers, including the con 
trol and monopoly of all the trades 
in the town, which involved the 
power of fining all traders who were 
not members of the guild for illicit 
trading, and of inflicting punish­
ment for all breaches of honesty or 
offences against the regulations of* 
the guild. They also had liberty of 
trading in other towns and of pro­
tecting their gnildsmen wherever 
they were trading. They exercised 
supervision over the quality of 
goods sold, and prevented strangers 
from directly or indirectly buying 
or selling to the injury of too guild 
Besides these commercial advantages 
the guild entered largely Into the 
life of all its members, The guilds- 
men took their part as a corporate 
body in all religious celebrations in 
the town, organized festivities, pro­
vided for sick or impoverished 
brethren, undertook the care of their 
orphan children, and provided for 
Masses and dirges for deceased 
members. As time went on the 
merchant guilds became rqore ex­
plosive, and when the rise of manu­
factures in the twelfth century 
paused an increase in the number of 
craftsmen, it was natural that these 
should organize on their own ac­
count and form their own guilde.

In the beautiful office for the 
feasts of Martyrs the Oouroh sing?, 
“Beholtj the gajnts, how great tribu 
lations they all have suffered that 
they might securely attain the palm 
of martyrdom. Their bodice are 
buried in peace, and iteir names 
shall live for evermore.” The 
name of St. Christopher lives today, 
though he was martyred in the days 
of the early Christian persecutions 
goder the .ftoman Emperor Daoius, 
in Lyoia, Asia Minor. He is honor­
ed on July 25 h in tjje tgartyroiogy 
Whiflh tears the name of St. Jerome, 
and the Mosarabic Breviary, at­
tributed to Sr. Isidore, mentions the 
translation of his relics to Toledo, 
whence they were brought into 
France, to the Abbey of St. Denys, 
near Paris, ^hfcre aje still 8 few 
statues of gigantic height, which 
witness to the remembrance of him 
by our Catholic ancestors, who in1 
voked his intercession, especially in 
times of pestilence.

Christopher p^age ViChrist, 
bearer,”, and, like 11 Theophorus, ’’ 
was a word dear to the saints, ex­
pressive of their great love of Our 
Lord, which is tfoe gbief treasure 
they parry in their hearts, the ob­
ject of their whole affection. We 
do not know anything of his life, 
save the fact and time of his martyr­
dom. His name, perhaps, adopted 
by himself on his conversion frory 
pspaniepp, pgay baye given the tra­
dition of his great stature, and this, 
combined with the fact of his 
martyrdom— prolonged, perhaps, 
through a long series of tortures 
cruelly devised by pagan judges, 
which may be allegorically express­
ed by representing the saint yad 
ing throggh a gea or flood of tribula­
tions before he received the palm of 
martyrdom—may have been the 
source from which was created by a 
pious imagination the ^ça^tif^l 
legend oi hje life.

The beauty of the legend, though 
it may rest on a very slender histori 
oai basis, should secure him a place 
in all future Alphabets of Saints. 
In these modern days, whgu $piençe 
gnd historical criticism hold sway 
over our minds, we cannot believe 
the legend itself, perhaps our ar- 
oestors never gave it credence, at 
least it has neve* b°«u recognized 
by the Church. Still, we are never 
tired of hearing it told, even though 
we be as a child who, perhspe never 
having heard of St. Nicolaus, looks 
forward with eager preparation ou 
the eve of each Christmas to the ad­
vent of the beneficent Santa Clans,

whether it be through the doorway 
or down the chimney.

The earlier part of the legend ia 
perhaps now generally forgotten ; 
the latl-r part is better known, pre­
served as it is by pictures, such as 
the accompanying illustrations. 
The first is a sketch taken from the 
fresco painting in the old Catholic 
church at Pickering, in Yorkshire. 
The fresco belongs to the late fif­
teenth or early sixteenth century, 
and amidst all the ioonoolasm of the 
Reformation was left intact with 
other legends, including that of St. 
George, until about 1850, when the 
Vicar deliberately effaced and white­
washed the whole. The pain let's 
whitewash was, however, carefully 
removed in 1878, and this art-work 
of She old Catholic daye, perhaps 
the best in England, though many 
others have again seen the light was 
as nearly as possible restored. The 
second illustration is from an ancient 
woodcut of a little eatlier date.

Thus runs the legend translated 
from Legenda Sanctorum sivo Lorn- 
bartia Historié (Jacobi Janneneis), 
1492 :

Christopher a native of Canaan, 
was one of the hugest of meu, and 
had a face it frightened -one to look 
upon ; his length measured full 
twelve cubits. Once, as some of the 
chronicles of bis deeds relate, when 
be was one of the retinue of a King 
of Canaan, the idea took possession 
of bis mind to go seek out the great­
est of the princes of the earth, and 
remain in his service until his death. 
Accordingly he went and discovered 
at lait a certain very mighty king 
the greatest, it was universally said, 
in the whole world. The King 
graciously accepted his proffered 
service, aid gave him a place in his 
court f

Now, after a while, one of the 
court jesters sang a song where the 
name of the devil was always com 
ing in, and every time the devil’s 
name was mentioned the King, who 
was a Christian made the sign ol 
cross on his forehead, Christopher 
noticed this, and- was puzzled 
wondering what the King was do­
ing, and what good the sign could 
do him. Asking him about it, and 
fi iding him shy to speak of it 
Christopher made answer : “1
thou tÿlleèt me no', 1 will serve the 
no longer. ”

So the King said ; “Whenever 1 
hear the name of the devil spoken 
I cross myself, for fear the devil 
should get hold of me and do me a 
hurt,”

Then said Christopher : “If thou 
art afraid the devil will harm thee, 
it is plain he is stronger and greater 
than thog, 1 am wronged in my 
hope I had foot'd in thee the fini 
and mightiest of princes. I leave 
thee to seek my jord devil ; him 
will I serve,”

Accordingly, Christopher left the 
King’s service, and hastened away

The Proceedings 
recent session of our 
cial Legislature serve, in some 
degree, to reval the Local 
Government in their true 
colors and to tear from them 
the mask of deception, by 
means of which they have 
for so many years managed to 
impose upon the credulity of 
the electors of this Province. 
They inaugurated their reign 
by proclaiming that they 
would make revenue and ex­
penditure meet ; that deficits 
would no more be heard of 
and that the day of taxation 
was far off. To bring about 
this condition of affairs one 
million of money, we were 
told, was to be secured from 
Ottawa in consideration of 
claims pending against the 
Federal Government. These 
were the false cries by means 
of which one Liberal Premier 
after another managed to de 
ceive the people and to hold 
on to power. But while these 
specious promises were used 
to divert the attention of the 
electorate from the truejn 
wardness of the conduct of 
the Government, huge deficits 
were rolling up, year after 
year, from the very inaugur 
ation of the Liberal Govern 
ment. Revenue ahd expend! 
ture have never met ; on the 
contrary, they have separated 
wider and wider apart, until 
there is nowa gap of such 
dimentions between them that 
it would take more than a 
million dollars to fill it up 
Mean time the taxation that 
was so far removed, accord­
ing to the Government’s story, 
unceremoniously showed its 
hydra headed form within three 
years of the party’s advent to 
power, and has gone on in 
creasing in volume ever since

The foregoing are mere 
elementary facts in connection 
with the Liberal Government’s 
conduct of the affairs of our 
Province, for the last nineteen 
years ; facts that are patent to 
everyone who has paid the 
slightest attention to the trend 
of public events, or who has 
been called upon to contribute 
to the public coffers for all 
these years.

Premier after Premier, as 
one followed another who 
had left the Province, who had 
been promoted or who depart 
ed hence, employed the same 
shibboleth ; had recourse to 
similar subterfuges; dangled 
the same manner of false 
hopes before the eyes of the 
electorate. One and all ex 
erted their ingenuity to pull 
the wool over the eyes of the 
people ; left no stone unturned 
to divert public attention from 
the false, scandalous and de­
ceptive conduct of the ad­
ministration.

At every election for the 
Legislature, from 1893 to 
1 908, similar false and decep 
live tactics were employed by 
the respective Premiers. Their 
constantly recurring deficits ; 
their grinding taxation ; their 
huge public debt were kept 
in the background and the 
Government's conduct was 
glossed over’and attemptec 
to be condoned by the pre­
tence of a determination to 
relentlessly press our claims 
against the Federal Govern­
ment, All will distinctly re 
member that the principa 
plank in Premier Haszard's 
election platform in 1908 was 
the prosecution of our claims 
against Canada. This was 
the plank on which he made 
his appeal to the electors 
this is what he emphasized 
his addresses to the people 
wherever he spoke on the 
public platform.

As a result of these decep­

tive tactics on the part of the 
iberal Government, our Pro­

vincial affairs have arrived at 
this state : The successive 
annual deficits of the Liberal 
Government have piled the 
ffovincial debt up to over a 

million dollars ; the, annual 
interest on this debt absorbs 
about three fourths of all the 
taxes collected ; a deficit, for 
the current year, of almost 
l&40,ooo is admitted by the 
premier in his budget speech ; 
our public roads all over the 
Province, are in a scandalons 
condition ; our public works 
generally are in a most delapi- 
dated state. This is what we 
lave after nineteen years of 
false promises, of gross decep 
tion, of in excusably mis­
management and scandalous 
extravagance.

At last we have the proof 
of insincerity from the Gov­
ernment themselves and, by 
implication, the acknowledg­
ment that their tactics have 
Deen framed with the view of 
deceiving the people. The 
Government are now drop­
ping the mask and gradually 
revealing themselves in all 
their naked political deform­
ity. Premier Haszard now 
says there is no hope of secur­
ing anything on account of 
our claims against the Feder 
al authorities. In making 
this acknowledgment he im 
plicitly confesses that the 
previous boasting of the Gov­
ernment regarding Federal 
claims was all pretence ; was 
all with the view of deceiving 
the electors. The Premier 
now avows that the only thing 
for the Government to do is 
to increase the tax on the 
farm lands of the Province. 
With this end in view the 
Government have framed a 
statute by means of which it 
is hoped and expected to in­
crease the taxation of our 
farmers to the extent of $20, 
000 a year, in addition to 
wha^ they are already paying 
To inaugurate this system o:" 
increased taxation of our 
farmers, the Government are 
to employ valuators logorounc 
the country and place a value 
onevery man’s property. No 
matter how fair and reason­
able a valuation anyone may 
place upon his property, no at­
tention will be paid to it 
the emissaries of the Gov­
ernment must do the job. 
This increase is not expectec 
to materialize during the 
current fiscal year ; so that 
we stand to have a deficit o 
$40,000, or any amount be 
yond that for the year ending 
on the 30th, September next.

t This ig where the policy of 
extravagance and mismanage­
ment ; of debt, deficits and de­
ception, pursued by the Gov' 
ernment all these years has 
landed us. Not being able 
to cover up their tracks any 
longer, the Government are 
now forced to throw off the 
mask and, disagreeable anc 
humiliating as the process 
may be, to exhibit themselves 
in thejr true colors. Since 
the Government are forced to 
throw off the mask and revea: 
themselves in all their poli­
tical deformity, is it too much 
to expect that the scales wil 
fall from the eyes of these 
electors whom the Govern 
ment have so long and so per 
sistently deceived ?

include rolling stock end other 
equipment. According to the 
last government statement the 
Dominion government will be 
responsible for som^ $45,- 
000,000 in interest paid with­
out recourse, and some $17,- 
000,000 for the Quebec 
Bridge, making $62,000,000. 
This is quite a raise from the 
$13,000,000 which the "g9v- 
ernment undertook in 1904 
would be the maximum cost. 
But if we subtract this $62,- 
000,000 we find $288,000,- 
0-30 left as the cost to be 
charged against the company. 
Thus while the total cost of 
the road will be, according to 
Mr. Butler, fully $100,000 per 
mile, the cost which will be a 
)asis of the fixed charges will 
De $80,000 per mil^r. On 
Dart of this the annual inter­
est will be only three per cent, 
This is what the government 
is to receive. On the part to 
De paid for by the issue of 
Donds guaranteed by the gov' 
ernment, the charge will ex­
ceed three per cent, for the 
Donds are not sold at par 
The money raised on the 
Grand Trunk guarantee will 
cost four to six per cent. 
The annual charge will not be 
less than three and a half per 
cent, or $2,800 per mile. We 
believe that there is no trunk 
railway oh this continent load­
ed with fixed charges nearly 
so large as this. They are 
much more than double the 
fixed charges of either the 
Canadian Pacific or Canadian 
Northern. On the other 
hand compare the earning 
capacity of the Canadian Paci­
fic per mile with that of the 
Grarid Trunk Pacific between 
Winnipeg and Moncton.—St 
John Standard.

Mr. M. J. Butler, former 
Deputy Minister of Railways 
has been making a speech be­
fore the Boston City Club. He

Dominion Parliament.

The government has suc­
ceeded in getting the bil 
creating a stqall naval force, 
through the House of Com 
mons on a strict party vote, 
the majority being 41. It has 
in so doing served notice on 
the nations of the world that 
this petty navy, when 
pleted, will not take part 
any wars on the high seas in 
which Great Britain may be 
involved, unless the govern­
ment is f]rst convinced that 
the struggle is a just one, anc 
an order in council is passée 
permitting the fleet to go to 
the help of the motherland. 
Nothing more qbsurd or 
laughable than this ‘‘order in 
council ’’ navy has ever been 
put through the House by-the 
servile idolaters of Sir Wil 
frid Laurier. It beats the 
“joke" Jjumsden committee 
all hollow, As an addition 
to Imperial defence the Can 
adian navy brought into being 
by this govt is not worth the 
paper on which the provisions 
qf the bill are printed. The 
British empire plight be in 
the gravest peril and yet 
Canada’s ships would not go 
to her assistance until the 
cabinet gravely meets anc 
disgusses the matter, and goes 
though the cumbersome ppo 
cess of passing an order in 
council gradcfusly permitting 
the fleet paid for by loyal Can 
adians to go and fight the 
enetpies of the old land from 
which our forefathers came. 
Nothing has proved the shall 
ow loyalty more of Sir Wilfric 
Laurier, Mr. Fielding, Sir 
Frederick Borden qncj tfye 
other small minded politicians 
who rule the destinies of Can 
ada than this naval bill. 
Nothing could bemore hurqili 
ating to Canadians who treas- 
ure British connection than 
this childish attempt to grap 
pie with an Imperial situation 
And fqr this shame and con 
fusion the man with the pou 
of independence run i 
through his veins—Sir Wililid 
Laurier—in solely responsible 
He is the proud Chanticleer 
of the Liberal pqrty, wfiq
thinks the sun of Imperial unity 
cannot rise unless he crows. It is 
to laugh.

The criticisms of Mr. R. L Bor­
den on the tbirii reading of the

bill are noteworthy in that they 
express clearly the views held by 
the majority of thinking Can­
adians who have given any con­
sideration to this question at all. 
The opposition leader said *The 
proposals of the government seem 
to me in one respect to be absurd 
and unworkable, but in another 
respect they are dangerous and 
revolutionary. In so far as they 
are not unworkable they are 
dangerous: in so far as they are 
not absurd they are revolution­
ary, because it is absolutely incon­
ceivable that if Great Britain 
were involved in a naval war, and 
the Canadian force acted as if it 
belonged not to the Empire or to 
Canada, but to some neutral 
country, such a condition would 
lead or at least conduce to the 
early separation of this country 
from the Empire. Here is an 
illustration. A Canadian ship on 
the ocean : no order in council 
has been passed ; war has been 
declared and hostilities actually 
commenced ; a Canadian ship on 
the high seas flying the 'British 
flag ; a cruiser of the enemy ap­
proaches ; the Canadian ship is 
not to tight. Within sight, a 
cruiser of the enemy may be cap­
turing vessels flying the British 
flag. Under the statement of the 
premier the Canadian cruiser will 
not interfere because no order in 
council has been passed. Is such 
a position tenable ? Is it not ab-- 
surd and revolutionary ? Can it 
have any other outcome than to 
bring about the separation of this 
country from the Empire whose 
flag waves over it today ? I de 
sire further to say that if by the 
free act of this parliament the 
naval forces of Canada were 
placed at the disposal of the ad­
miralty in time of war, that would 
not in the least interfere with our 
autonomy. That course would 
be taken by the free will of the 
people of Canada, expressed 
through their representatives in 
parliament.”

That is thè common sense view 
of the matter. It differs from the 
spineless attitude of the govt, and 
will appeal strongly to all think 
ing men.

The load of carrying the Honor­
able William Pugsley and his 
racord is making the govt stag­
ger. Every session since the 
Minister of Public Works as­
sumed his present position he has 
had to defend his deals from his 
seat in parliament. This session 
the famous “sawdust wharf” scan­
dal has been brought to public 
attention by Mr. O. S. Crocket, 
the member for York N. B. who 
has shown a disposition to camp 
on the trail of the minister in a 
manner which is not very pleas­
ing to that gentleman. This scan­
dal was aired in the Public Ac­
counts Committee, and direct 
evidence wrung from hostile wit­
nesses, showed that this heap of 
sawdust and rotten timbers at 
Richibucto, which had not been 
used for many years was sold to 
one of the party organizers in 
ffent County by the owner, for 
$700 and he resold it to the govt, 
a short time previous to the last- 
general elections for $5000. The 
price paid was far and away 
above the value of much better 
property in that little town of 
700 people ; the govt, had no use 
for the wharf, and throughout the 
whole transaction Mr. Crocket 
declared in the House, after pre­
senting the evidence, it bore on 
its face evidences of fraud and 
corruption. This sawdust wharf 
deal is only another sample of the 
kind of political transactions in 
which Mr. Pugsley indulges, He 
He is no strength to the adminis­
tration, and if he is not soon 
thrown overboard he will prove 
to be the Jonah of the Laurier 
ship. In this case however, the 
whale which wi)l swaflow him 
will be his own past record.

Mr. James Conmee the famous 
grabber of power rights, who con 
stantly introduces bills which are 
invariably opposed to the public 
interest, met bis Waterloo when 
the Railway Committee killed 
bis measure providing for an os 
tensible canal from Lake Super 
ior to Lake Winnipeg. On the 
fatal morning when his bill ha$ 
to undergo the or deal of a divis­
ion in the committee, Mr. Conmee 
states in a disgruntled manner, 
|hat the Liberal whips told him 
all was ready and he could bring 
on the vote as soon as he liked, 
But the whips were not so smart 
as they thought and the com­
mittee killed the bill. This state­
ment that the Liberal whips had 
ip tfyeir estimation rounded up a 
sufficient number of backboneless 
members on the govt, side to put 
through a bill plainly against the 
public interest, and about which 
they knew absolutely nothing ie 
interesting in showing how far 
the govt stands behind such legis­
lation as that of Mr. Conmee 
This was a purely private bill 
and the govt, had no reason to 
rally their supporters to save it

from death. Whips are party 
agents who are not supposed to 
concern themselves with members 
private measures. This merely 
shows the cynical disregard of the 
public interest this govt possesses, 
for the whips merely obey the 
behest of their masters. The atti­
tude of Mr. Pugsley and other 
ministers in reference to the St. 
Lawrence Power Transmission Co 
bill when they determined to put 
it through the House in all its 
pristine beauty of brazen disre­
gard of provincial and municipal 
rights, shows to what lengths this 
government will go in the direct 
ion of sacrificing the interests of 
the people of Canada when it gets 
a good opportunity of so doing.

Aylesworth and the Globe.

Mr. Aylesworth has offended 
many people by pardoning an 
offender who was convicted of 
selling indecent literature. The 
Minister of Justice says that the 
books sold were “classics,” and 
that the vendor should never have 
been convicted. It is stated in 
reply that the books were only 
classics in the sense that they 
were written a great many years 
ago, and that old books include 
many bad books that are not re­
garded as classics, but only ob­
scene literature. Moreover it is 
alleged that this dealer sold many 
late works which are utterly ob­
scene and have nothing but in­
decency to make them saleable. 
Still further it is declared that 
the very books which Mr. Ayles­
worth pardons the dealer for sell­
ing are shut out of the mails by 
his colleague, the postmflSler 
general. Lastly it is set forth 
that the offender has caused 
circulars, advertising these 
“classics,” to be placed in the 
bands of young people, who would 
not be expected to read them if 
they were the class of book which 
Mr. Aylesworth represents them 
to be.

Such are the statements. The 
interesting feature of the case is 
that the Liberal organ 'of 
Toronto is the complainant, It is 
much the same as the case of last 
year when the Globe got into 
collision with the Secretary of 
State over the question of the 
issue of letters patent to a gamb­
ling proposition. On that occas­
ion Mr. Murphy went to Toronto 
and scolded the Liberal press at a 
public meeting, setting forth that 
the papers ought to have repre 
sentatives at Ottawa who would 
take their information from minis­
ters. It remains to be seen how 
the controversy between Mr. 
Aylesworth and ‘ the editor will 
end.—St. John Standard.

An exceedingly sad ( tragedy of 
the sea occurred off Campbell’s 
Cove, near East Point on the 
north shore of this Province, 
Tuesday night of last week, the 
19th inst. Three young men, 
Peter Scrahan, aged 21, Ephraim 
Holland, about 18, and Largus 
Campbell 30, went out in a gasolene 
dory about six o’clock to set her­
ring nets, about half a mile from 
the shore. It was blowing hard 
from the south, a little east, off 
the land and the sea was high 
and rising. It is thought the 
gasolene engine went out of order 
and the men were not able to 
propel the dory against the wind 
and sea with the oars. It is stated 
that they had tvyo pairs of oars, 
but only one pair of rowlocks. 
Strahan and Holland were lobster 
fishermen at McAulay’s factory, 
but Campbell was a neighbor and 
friend who, it is said, was fencing 
near the shore and on the urgent 
invitqtidp of the qtbers accom­
panied them. They were all 
lightly clad, not expecting to be 
long away, and Campbell is said 
to have gone without a coat. They 
were observed from the shore 
before dark apparently trying to 
get the engine started and also 
tugging at the oars. As darkness 
fell they were carried out into 
the gulf. Mr. John Ryan and 
five companions started out in his 
large gasolene boat after dark in 
hope of rescuing the unfortunate 
men. His gasolene engine also 
broke down and they did not get 
back till 3 okldCk iu the morning. 
They were unsuccessful in locating 
the missing men. Wednesday 
morning word was sent to Captain 
Taylor, Agent of the Marine De 
partment at Charlottetown, who 
immediately ordered the steamer 
Brant to proceed to the scene of 
the disaster. The steamer left 
here at 9 o’clock and reached 
Souris at five o’clock in the after­
noon. After the Captain . had 
ascertained the direction of wind 
and tide Tuesday night and other 
particulars about the affair, he 
started for East point.

The lives of eighteen miners were 
on Friday snoffed out in a tremendous 
explosion in the Yongbioghney Com- 
pany’e Mine, at Amsterdam. Seven 
men, bruised and horned, were rescued.

The Dominion Coal Company intend 
to evict those strikers living in their 
houses at the mines. There are still 
over 100 families living in the com 
pany's houses, the men of which are 
among the strikers.

This information came from Sault Ste. 
Marie, on the 21st : Famine is threaten­
ing the steamers blockaded above and 
below the 6^00 locks. Hungry sailors 
have exhausted their supplies, and 
urgent wireless messages have been 
sent for relief.

The Maritime Oil Fields Co., have 
another big strike of natural gas near 
Hillsboro, N. B. A flow yielding over 
800,000 cubic feet per day baa been 
started. The yield of gas from the 
different wells;- including the latest is 
estimated at 2,500,000 cubic feet daily.

In the most disastrous and far-reach­
ing storm experienced in a generation, 
damage amounting to $30,000,000 wae 
wrought in the Middle West to the bud­
ding crops, fruits and vegetables. This 
is the information contained in Cha- 
cago advices of the 25 th.

The arrival of the Victorian at Hali­
fax, from Liverpool on Saturday with 
fifteen hundred passengers, marked the 
close of the winter season. From now 
the mail boats will run up the St. Law­
rence. During winter months, more 
then 34,000 passengers across the At­
lantic were brought to Halifax by four 
of the steamship lines.

The Department of Trade and Com­
merce, Ottawa has received a cable­
gram from Australia, conveying the in­
formation of the death of J. 8. Larks, 
Canadian Trade Commissioner there, 
Larke was appointed by McKenzie 
Bowell in 1894, and was first Canadian 
Trade Commissioner.

Gen. Sir John French will arrive at 
Quebec May 20th next. He will go to 
Toronto and Hamilton, and then to 
Ottawa. He will visit almost all the 
provinces, and be here six weeks.

Dr. F. F. Kelly’s many friends are j 
pleased to see him home again. He 
underwent a successful operation at the 
Carney Hospital, Boston, and he hopes 
to be able in a few days to resume bis 
practice.

The London Standard, speculating 
editorially on Lord Kitchener’s duties 
as Commander-in-Chief of the Mediler 
ranean, remarks : “It is hinted that ho 
may enjoy some undefined authority 
over the troops of the self-governing 
colonies, acting in association with the 
Local Executive.”

Ottawa advices of yesterday Bay : It 
is announced at theGovernment House 

Ottawa, that a State Ball will take place 
May 10th. This means that Parliament 
will prorogue May lltb. The Govern 
ment business is now being rushed for­
ward, and there will he a rapid clear­
ance of the order paper in the next fort­
night.

Seppelin 2, one of the three dirigible 
baloons of the German Government 
aerial fleet, ran away on Monday and 
was destroyed. The airship was forced 
to descend owing to a storm encounter­
ed while attempting a return trip from 
Hamburg to Cologne.

Mrs Sarah Haun, in the employ of 
Alex. Mealpbine, at Welland Ont., wae 
burned to death last Monday night in a 
fire which totally destroyed the resi­
dence. Mrs. Haun got out once, but 
ran back to save some clothing and 
perished.

Sir William Va'n Horne announced at 
Montreal on Monday that he had re­
signed as Chairman of the Board of 
Directors of the C. P. R. He said Hrat, 
he would retain a seat at the Board ; 
but he was getting old, and intended 
withdrawing as much as possible from 
active work.

sorrow, their triumphs over their 
enemies, over flesh and blood. The 
seoret of their heroism, of their noble 
deeds, and of their glorious victories, 
is the same for one and all—their 
faith. This is the luminous proof 
of the divine dictum “ My Just Man 
Liveth by Faith.”

Seeking in the pages of Holy 
Writ, for an expression applicable to 
him whose sudden death we mourn,
I could find none more suitable than 
the words already quoted—Herein 
is embodied the life and deeds of 
Bishop Cameron. His life, bis 
labors, bis sacrifices, the admirable 
achievements of his long episcopacy 
are stamped with the seal of divine 
faith. It was this lively faith tbai 
inspired all his actions. Like the 
Apostle, he fully realized its necee- 
sity and worth. He deplored the 
weakening of supernatural faith 
among nations as among individuals. 
Here are some of the last lines be 
penned expressive of his sorrow; 
"It is manifest to anybody wbo 
observes the current of modern 
thought that the great and terrible 
evil of our days, an evil which 
threatens to destroy all religion and 
morality, is lack of faith in the 
supernatural.”

Priests, people of this diocese, I 
have not had, like you, the privilege 
of living in close intimacy with the 
late Bishop, still 1 knew him’,well 
enough to be able to say that he was 
a spiritual man, truly—» the man of 
G-d, as the Apostles say—sand I 
cannot find a more fitting tribute ol 
praise than this to express my senti­
ments of veneration for the deceased 
Prelate.

Alas 1 death has deprived us, in a 
rather summary manner of the great 
and holy Bishop, His people mourn 
him, and the Ohnrch of Canada from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific shares in 
the general grief, The dean of the 
Episcopate disappear in his person, 
and we, of the younger generation of 
prelates, may say that we have lost 
our model. He was ahaan of prayer, 
a scholar and a worker; be was 
kindness and charily personified ; 
dignified, yet unaffected ; firm, yet 
gen lie, loytl to the Holy See, and 
the Church of Christ ; feailess in 
stamping ont errors and vice ; in a 
word, he was a model of all the 
virtues expected of those whose 
mission is to teach, guide and sanc- 
tify. Bishop Cameron realized the 
full significance of St. Augustine. 
“ Nothing in the world is more diffl 
oult, more laborious, more perilous 
than the office of Bishop j yet noth­
ing more blessed in God’s sight, if 
the work is executed, as our Heav- 

Commander enjoins,”
Dearly beloved brethren, I admit, 

it was with considerable hesitation 
that I adapted the pressing invita­
tion to speak here on this sad and 
solemn occasion. I thought that my 
lack of knowledge of the English 
tongue would prove an obstacle to 
the full expression of my sentiments 
of esteem and affection towards the 
deceased Prelate. Nevertheless, I 
accepted the invitation, because" I 
considered it an honor to my diocese, 
towards which the late Bishop enter’ 
tamed the most friendly and cordial 
relations ; and my bumble eulogy is 
an earnest token of my heartfelt 
sympathy; I am moreover oonvtnc- 
ei that you can fill in what is lack­
ing io my discourse, by your own 
grateful and pious reminiscences.

yonth to distinguished professors 
who early instilled a love of study 
which only increased with years ;
He disposed all things, so that the 
young man, whom He had called to 
the service of the altar, had the sig­
nal favor of being trained at the 
very source of sacred learning— 
in Rome—in that celebrated semin­
ary of i be Propaganda—that glorious 
Cenacle whence disperse to every 
part of the world, those who are to 
perpetuate the work of Christ. 
What happy, fruitful years be spent 
studying under eminent professors, 
acquiring the virtues of the true 
servants of God 1 These were 
Rome’s halcyon days ; The Pope 
was then acknowledged and honored 
as King ; he was free to appear 
among the people who fully enjtyed 
the splendor of Pontifical functions ; 
he loved to go among his spiritual 
children whom he comforted and 
blessed. The rights of the Holy 
See were universally respected ; all 
felt happy nestling close to the very 
heart of Mother Ohnrch.

As Bishop Cameron advanced in 
years, he loved to dwell on his happy 
student days in Rome. How be 
loved to recall hie devoted teachers; 
the magnificent ceremonies he bad 
witnessed ; the friends he had known 
and ever held dear, bis visits to the 
shrines and monuments of the Eter 
nal city—in fine, of all he had loved 
in that spot unique on earth. There 
among the elite of the world he fol 
lowed a severe rule—a rule which 
moulds ttie character and prepares 
the future leaders of men. As a 
student, he shone among his peers 
be became a distinguished theologian 
took all his degrees, and acquired as 
great a proficiency in the Latin lan­
guages as in bis mother tongue 
After a long and thorough course, he 
was ordained to the priesthood 
Only those wbo have experienced 
the same happiness can understand 
the emotions of the young le vite, 
when he first felt the fresh, glowing 
grace of the priesthood conferred 
upon him in the church of St. John 
Lateran, the mother ohuroh of the 
whole Catholic world. In 1854 the 
young priest returned to Nova 
Scotia, after an absence of ten years 
He displayed the greatest zeal in bis 
new career. The Roman studen», in 
his turn, became a professor, and the 
whole country knows the great work 
he achieved in the building up of 
each a College as is St. Francis 
Xavier’s. This was bis life-work 
He was also engaged in the sacred 
ministry at St. Ninian’s, which, in 
time, was to become his Cathedral 
Church. Here be labored, as the 
missionaries of old. It is a well 
known fact, in these early years, he 
was so actively engaged on Sundays 
that he could not find a moment to 
break his fast before four or five 
o’clock in the evening. It was thus 
God prepared him for the episcapate 
He had been ordained priest in Rome 

it was in Rome also that he was 
to be consecrated Bishop by bis very 
dear friend, Cardinal Cullen. The 
Vatican Council was then holding 
its solemn sessions ; the youthful 
prelate was privileged to assist 
What a happiness it must have been 
for one whose heart was thoroughly 
Roman, to take part in the délibéra 
lions of the august assembly, on the 
infalibility of the Pope. The in 
vasion of Rome forced the Council 
to interrupt its proceedings, and 
Bishop Cameron returned home to 
aid in the administration of the dio 
CCB9, so soon to be confided to bis 
sole charge.

For forty long years oar lamented 
Prelate bore the burden and th 
beats ot the episcopate. He did so, 
nobly, valiantly, honorably, "ÿou 
are justly proud, dear brethren, of 
having had such a bishop, and there 
is nothing more legitimate than yonr 
sorrow in his loss. His Cathedral 
was heavily in debt, be cancelled it ; 
he multiplied parishes and churches ; 
be enlarged St. Francis Xavier’s, and 
today, thanks to his indomitable 
energy, it ranks second to none on 
the continent ; he fostered priestly 
at religious vocations, and he bad 
the consolation of seeing many of his 
diocesans embrace the ecclesiastical 
state, and several of them his col­
leagues in the episcopate. He was 
dire need of religious communities, 
md he appealed to several to come 
and devote themselves to tbe work 
of education and charity. It is quite 
natural to me to recall here, the close 
relations of the deeply lamented 
Prelate with the diocese of Montreal, 
inviting the daughters of the Vener­
able Marguerite Bonrgeoys to open 
eoucatioBal es'abliehments for young 
ladies throughout his diocese. These 
renowned teachers were entitled to 
his gratitude for responding to his 
call—it is certain that their devout- 
Dess was fully repaid, for they ever 
found in the late Bishop a benefactor 
and a friend, while the numerous 
vocations which followed tbe open 
ing of their schools proved a preciooa 
help to the community.

Bishop Oameron was a fearless 
champion of justice and truth. 
Though good and kind to all, even 
his would-be enemies, be was itfl -- 
ible on a question of principle. Y i 
have not forgotten his stroggl o 
expurgate tbe textbooks that were j 
placed in the hands of hie school 
children. He never ceased “ the 
good fight” nntil all his grievances 
were redressed. His sterling qnal- 
i'ies brought him into close contact 
jritb the prominent men of tbe 
period, and despite hip jpodesty he 

N exoi'ed a potent influence on their 
minds and hearts—nay on the con­

duct—of those eminent men. He 
enjoyed the fall confidence of the 
Holy See. Evidence of this is given 
in several important missions with 
which he was charged. He was a 
friend, loyal and true. Never did 
he forget or abandon any one who 
bad once won his esteem and affec­
tion . He was a model ol self denial 
and aosteiiiy. Tbe gospel precept 
of mortification was to him a living 
eality. Tnose who knew him inti- 

ma'ely can recall many admirable 
examples of this virtue. S#me years 
ago, he was obliged to undergo a 
painful operation. The oculist, 
owing to his patient’s advanced age, 
fearing that he would be unable to 
endure such pain, advised the use of 

anesthetic. “No I No!" said 
the hely prelate, “ Do your work, 
you will see what a bishop can 
suffer. . . , Still hesitating, the
doctor operated oil him, marvelling 
at the grand old man’s extraordinary 
power of endurance. “ My Lord,” 
said he, “ what is the seoret of your 
strength ?” “ Ah I” replied tbe
bishop, “ while you were removing 
the tumor from my eye, I was think 
ing of my crucified Saviour, wbo 
suffered far more tor me without

Jesus Christ was indeed, the divine 
model, whom he studied and whom 
be sought to imitate ; thus, when 
attacked or misjudged, he was silent 
like his Master- It is needless for 
me to add that tbe lowly and tbe 
poor held a privileged place in hie 
great heart.

Hie youth, like that of the eagle, 
seemed continually renewed—what 
a grand type be was of the old High 
lander ; there was something prince­
ly in his appearance and bearing ; in 
him were dignity and simplicity 
combined. His glance was mild yet 
keeD ; light seemed to radiate from 
bis countenance, A few moments 
conversation with him sufficed to 
reveal the treasures of his kind 
heart. I truly believe the purity of 
tbe angels hovered continually over 
ttffet human life.

I saw yonr bishop for the last 
time in September, at the first Plen 
ary Council of Quebec. He seemed 
quite feeble. He was present at the 
opening sessions, and assisted at 
several meetings. He was also well 
enough to accompany his colleagues 
on the pilgrimage to tbe shrine of 
St. Ann de Beaupre. However, he 
was soon compelled to retire from 
the Coauoil; it was not without 
certain sense of sadness that we bade 
him good-bye, feeling quite sure 
that it was our last farewell. He 
reached home, but while taking 
muoh needed reel, he still interested 
himself in the important events of 
Church and State.

Tbe twenty first Eucharist Congress 
for which we are now preparing in 
Montreal, afforded him great happi­
ness and pleasant anticipations. It 
enlisted bis liveliest sympathies. Un 
fortunately he felt he would not be 
able to be present, and on last Holy 
Thursday, he wrote me an admirable 
letter, into which he put his whole 
soul. Here is a touching extract 
“ So great an event, one indeed which 
will shed lustre and glory not only on 
the illustrious See over which you 
preside, but also upon the whole 
Canada, merits a much longer and 
more elaborate treatment thau can be 
accorded it by an old man now in the 
eighty-fifth year of his age, and who 
for forty years in the episcopate has 

borne the burden of the day and the 
beats, but I cannot allow so mem 
orable an occasion to pass without 
giving some expression to the joy 
which I share in common with all the 
faithful of Christ in this land, that out 
country is soon to be blessed with the 
most solemn and universal profession 
of faith in the holy mystery of Christ’ 
most adorable Body and Blood.

“ To be present and take an active 
part in tbe Eucharistic Congress of 
Montreal is a privilege greatly to be 
prized by those who may be fortunate 
enough to enjoy jt. My infirmities 
render it impossible for me to give you 
any assurance that I shall be among 
that happy number. But if I am not 
present in person, be assured that 1 
shall be with you in spirit.”

This letter will be treasured in our 
archives as a precious souvenir.

“Oh! Venerable Brother, from 
heaven above, you will be present in a 
more intimate manner than if you 
were still on earth, at our triumphant 
demonstration in honor of fbe God of 
the Eucharist. Your course is fin­
ished—you are now enjoying the re­
ward of a well filled life. The vision 
of faith has now given way to the 
vision of glory. Your happiness is 
ineffable and unending. Ever help 
those who sincerely loved you io life 
and mourned you io death.

Deep is the gratitude for the lessons 
you have taught, and may we all, 
bishops, priests and people, follow­
ers of Jesus Christ, be as you were * 
" Just living by Faith !” Amen.
