Dead en the Prairie—Adbundance of vame
— Deserted Waggeons and Dead Animuls
—1In the Hands of Indfans—*"Tom,
We're in Clover.”

To the Editor of THE S1aNAL,

We now moved with considerable
caution, not knowing the minute
the hostile Indians might attempt to
stop our progress, this was thought all
the more necessary, for the next day
about noon the dead body of & man with
an arrow through his body lay right on
our track, being stripped of all his cloth-
ing, and nothing left by which we could
identify the remains, we dug s grave and
laid the poor fellow to rest, adding atill
another to the long list of the ‘““un-
known”, who, far away from home and
friends, had met his fate on the great
plains of the West. Only a short dis.
tance had been travellcd when we came
upon

A NEW MADE GRAVE,
and lying on it wasa piece of wood, on
which was some writing iufurming us
that the party buried here was found by
some passers-by, the body being terribly
mutilated,and that if we wonla leoka little
further on, we should find a dead In-
dian. We did as was directed, and sure
endugh, behind some bushes there lay
the body of the rascal who no doubt had
committed the double crime. With
such strong and painful evidence of the
danger we werein, extra care was ob-
served by day aud increased vigilance
by mnight, the wagons being corrslled
round our camp, while double sentries
wero posted to guard against surprise.
For several nights we all refused to turn
in, as we thought the circumstances war-
ranted us in tuking every precaution that
lay 1n our power, as it was, no douht, &
very critical period of our history. For-
tunately, we escaped molestation, but it
was several days before we recovered
from the etfects of these exciting events.
Continuing on our course, we cameo to a
gection of country covered principally
with wild sage, making it very bad for
our horses, but an improvement for oar-
selves, as

in the shape of sage hens and hares, the
former as large as the otdinary domestic
fowl, and the latter much like the Eng

lish species of tha: name. e shot
quike a pamber of them'and found them
rematkably good eating, and therefure a
valuable addition to our larder. Now
commenced what was generally known
as the Long Dusert, being a portion of
country ninety miles iu exvent, totally
destitute of either food  or water
for man- or bease, tife first twenty miles
of which was covered with immense
bonlders reqniring considerable skill and
time in dr. .ng around them. As nota
particle of anything to eat could be ob-
tained for our horses, we decided to
travel both by day and by night, making
frequent stoppages by the way to rest
our jaded teams. When about half the
distance had been nocomplished over
this wretched barren plain, we overtook
two men and & woman, who had either
deserted or been left behind by some
larger party, but as they didn't speak or
understand a word of English, i1t was im-
possible to make out who they were, or
where they were bound to. Later on
we learned that these poor people were

of all their outfit and provisions, and
left entirely desuitute. Our party had
by this timejgot se; irated,and Tom Wat-
kins and several jthers were at least
two days in ov- rc v, not again catchiug
up with ust. vs reached our destina-
tion. So'msiy » colonies had gone
ahead of us, taat | or no pasture was
to be found, and o1 "orses hud a pretty
hard time of it, for they never got as
much as they couid ... Even our pre-
decessors must 11 suffered from the
same causes, as lony strings of deserted
waggons, dead horses ~  other animals
which lined our route isinly testified.
Man, as well as beast, no doubt, shared
alike as, in many cases, we noticed large,
pieces of horse flesh had been cut from
the carcass evidently for human food.
What struck e as a °° gular feature on
the journey was

THE LARGE QUANTIT: OF LOGGING CHAINS
whizh we saw at almost every step. I
believe I am safe in saying there were
hundreds of them strewn on the plains.
For about = week nothing unusaal oc-
curred worthy of meution, and we con-
tinued jogging along, our day’s march
depending in a greal measure on our
facilities for obtaining pasture and wa-
ter. Some interesting sights now pre-
sented themselves by the way. The
Sink River, a stream possessed of most
extraordinary formation ; all at once it
would suddenly disappear in the earth,
and would notagainshowiteelf perhapsfor
hours, while at another time we lost it
in the same mysterious manner for a
whole day. Then again we were puz-
zled at finding hot water pouring out of
the rocks ; quite a number of these pe-
culiar springs were discovered, throwing
out streams of every degree of heat from
luke warm to sealding hot. Probably

The carbonaceous foods are fats. ir-
oluding butter, the fat of meat/ or fish,
oils; eggs, and some kinds of cheese, A
small amount of fat is necessary in di-
gestion, and indispensable to perfect
nutrition. Starch and sugar as fueod
1o yegetables and fruits, are also fat pro-
ducing. Fate form the principal mater-
ial of certain tissues,giving rotunditpand
besuty to the form, and being non-con-
ductors of heat, keep the body warm.
An unduoe accumulation of fat is a species
of disease and is often dangerous.

HOW

TO CARVE FOWLS

Suggestions C ning the Dis-
.Jointing of Chickens, Turkeys, Etc.
The season is at hand when amateurs
in the matter of disjointing turkeys,
geeee, ducks and chickens are beginning
to wish they knew just how to do it in a
satisfactory manner.
assisting the ignorant, here are reproduced
some directions given in Poultry Yard
recentl(y:
The [ogs of a boiled fowl always befdd
inward and tuck into the belly, but be-
fore it is put upon the table the skewer
by which th'lggea.re secured ought to be
removed. fowl" should be laid .on

the carver's plate, and the joints, as they |,

are cut off, placed on the dish. In tak-
ing off the wing the joint only must be’
divided with the kmi e, for by lifting up
the pinion of the wing with the fork,
and then drawing it toward the legs the
muscles will separate in a much better
form than you can efféct by cutting with
a knife. Nemlace the knife between
the leg and l{n.ud cut to the bone;
turn the leg back with the fork, and the
joint will nge way, if the fowl is young
and well done. ¢ merry thought is
taken out when the legs and wings are
all removed; the neck bones are taken
off by putting in the knife and pressing
it under the long, broad part of the bone;
then lift the neck bone up and break it
off from the part that sticks to the
breast. The breast itself has now to be
divided from the carcass by cutting
through the tender ribs close to the
breast, quite down to the tail; then lay
the back upward, put your knifc into
the bone half way from the neck to tho
wings, and on rzising the lower end it
will readily separate. The last thing to
bo done is to turn the rump from you
and neatly to take o the sidosmen.
Each part should be neatly arrauged on
the dish.

The turkey should not be divided till

‘the breast 1s disposed of; but if it be

thought proper to divide, the same pro-
cess must be followed 2s directed in a
fowl. The following is the best mode of
serving this delicious bird: Begin by cut-
ting close to the breast bone, scooping
around so as to leave the mere pinions.
Each slice should carry with it a portion
of the pudding or forcemeat with which
the craw is stuffed.

Corn in Tight Cribs.

Corn stored in the ear, says Prairie
Farmer, may not be placed in tight cribs,
when it has only received the dryin,
natural to its being on the stalk. Itoften
requires the whole winter to fully pre-
paro it for shelling and transportation in
tight cars. If the autumn and winter are
damp, it will oiten mold in the center of
wide cribs, and often in the average sea~
sons the chit or germ is killed, especially
in those of alternate freezing anri thaw-
ing, and this from rupture of the cells of
the grain. The same cauce also renders
the meal from such corn bitter.

It is also well known that corn readily
absorbs noisture, and that unless Liln
dried before grinding, and lpl::(‘cd in air
tight packages, it is apt to heat. In the
saving of seed corn, therefore, it is es-
pociaﬂy nccessary that the corn be ripe,
dried thoroughly before it is frozen, and
then kept in a dry place, and preferably
one where it will not frecze. So, also,
corn intended for grinding into meal for
human use shouﬁr be kept in cribs so

narrow thet it may dry equally and |Co

Treatment for Roup in Fowls.

The first thing to be done is to separate
the gick from the healthy ones, and
where it can be done it will aid greatly
to put the well ones where they ca
roost tem ily at least in new quarte
while the present one is being thoroughly
cleansed and disinfected. Keep them in
out of the wet and give a variety of food.
For a few days it will be quite well to
use cooked food seasoned with cayenne
pepper and powdered charcoal. Let
them run out as much as possible in
f)c:)od weather, For a few days give

lass mixture every day; after that
twice a week. This is made by dissolv-
ing half a pound of copperas in a gallon
of water, then add half an ounce of oil

of vitriol; keep in jugs and put an ounce

of the mixture in a gallon of their drink-
ing water. For those not too far gono,
wash their heads and cleanse the t t
and nasal with warm water
containing a little carbolic acid. Kero-
sene oil may be used for the same pur-
. Fowls in an advanced stage of
mmm may about as well be killed.
Swelling of the head with fetid dis-
charges from the eyes and nostrils are
unexring symptoms of this disease.

Bread Fritters.-—Soak slices of stale
bread*in water over night ; iu the morn-
ing press out the watar, and to vae pint
of bread add one-half cup of milk, two
tablespoons of sugar, one egg, oune-half
teaspoon of buking powder, one-half cup
of fiour, flavor with nutmeg, fry in hot
lard,

Cream Pudding, —Beat eggs and add
o them one quart of soor ocresm, two
cups of brown sugar, one pint of stoned
raisins, one cup- each of currants and
chopped citeon, one nutmeg, one tea-
spoon of salt, two teaspouns of soda,
flour to make'a stiff batter ; buil one
and a half hours ; serve with sauce.

Florentine Pudding.—Boil one qoart
of milk in a custard F-il set in boiling
water ; add three tablespoonfuls of corn
starch rubbed smooth in cold milk, one-
haif cap of sugar and yolks of three eggs.
Stir until of the consistency of ltlroz ;
pour into a deep dish. Beat the whites
of the eggs to a frost, add ome cup of
powdered sugar; spread over top of
pudding énd browu in the oven.
Pineapple pudding.—Lins the bottom
and sides of a pudding dish with thin
slices of p'neapple ; stew with powder-
ed sugar, place over a layer of pineapples
and 80 on until the dish is full; pour
over one cup of water and cover with
slices of sponge or cup cake wet in cold
water ;. cover and beke slowly two
hours.

Rice' Pudaing.—One and one-half
pinta of milk boiled ; while boiling add
three eggs, thiee tablespoonfuls of
ground rice, grated spice, and rind of
one lemon, sugar to taste, one table-
spoonful of butter ; bake slowly.

Cornstarch Cake.—One cup sugar,
one-half cup of buttsr, one-half cup of
milk, twe-thirds of a cup of cornatarch,
one ciip of tiour, whites of four eges, one
teaspoonfu] of baking powder. Bake in
buttered tin.

Cocoanut Cake.— One tablespoon of
butter and one cup of sugar, rubbed to
acream ; two-thirds of a cup of milk,
two eggs, two cups of flour, two table-
spoonfuls of buking powder. Ice the
top with whites of two eggs beaten with
powdered sugar and guated cocoanat.

Walnut Cake.—One cup of sugar, one-
half cup of butter, one cup of sweet
milk, three eggs, two teaspoons of bak-
ing powder. Bake in layers and spread
with cream made as follows: Two cups
of walnut meats, pounded fine ; one oup
of sour cream, one cup of powdered
augar.
