ST.JOHN’S MUNICIPAL COUNCIL

THE following Sections of the amended 
Municipal Act, passed March 22nd, 

1910, are poblished for the information 
of those intereeted and the General 
Public

ql From and after the passing of this Act 
Die the construction of houses or buildings 

of any sort shall n"t be commenced within the 
city limits without the permission of the Council, 
who shall hare power to make and prescribe 
te-ms and conditions to be observed and per­
formed by the owner of the land or the lessee in 
respect of the payment by the said owner or 
lessee of the whole or a portion of the cost of 
the laying or introduction of thé water or water 
pipes, the opening or construction of sewers or 
sewerage, or the making, opening, widening or 
improvement of the road or street along or near 
to which the said house or building is to be 
constructed.

Q «J Whenever after the passing ol this Act 
OA6. the Council shall decide upon the open­

ing or construction of a main sewer along or 
through a street abutting upon or in the vicinity 
of land which is suitable for building purposes, 
but upon which ira buildings have been erected, 
and it shall appear that the said, main sewer 
about to be constructed is or will be available 
for connection with buildings hereafter to be 
erected upon said land so that the value of the 
said land will be thereby improved, the Council 
shall have power to levy and impose upon the 
said land or any portion thereof, from time -to 
time, a tax or assessment at such. a rate either 
per foot or frontage upon the said road or street 
or otherwise as the Council shall determine, 
and to apply the money raised by and under the 
said tax or assessment to or towards the cost of 
the opening or construction of the said proposed 
sewer of sewerage. The said tax or assessment 
shill be a charge upon the said land or such 
Itoriion thereof as shall be defined by the Coun­
cil, as subject thereto, and shall be recovered 
from the owner or lessee, as the case may be, in 
the same manner as provided in and by the prin­
cipal Act in respect of the recover) of taxes, rates 
and assessments.

appropriate private property and to po.y compen­
sation therefor to be determined by arbitration

The fundamental principle which 
governs the King’s title to the throne, 
the oaths he may he called upon to 
take, his prerogatives, powers and 
their limitations is the Supremacy of 
English law. To that law the King Is 
Subordinate, the House of Lords is 
subordinate, the House of Commons, 
and every principality and power, ec­
clesiastical or lay, whether Anglican. 
Rapal, or other is also subordinate 
-within the realm.- »- 

•*<•> This principle, though contested, 
has long been established, and its es­
tablishment was anterior by many 
centuries to the tithes of William of 
Orange or even those of Henry VIII.

Kemble in his “Saxons in England,” 
sets forth among the powers exercised 
by the Witanagemot:

(a) The Witaa^had power of elect­
ing the KinilT'^

(b) The Witan had the power to 
depose the King, if his govern­
ing was not conducted for the 
benefit of his people ;

(c) The King and the Witan had
power to appoint to vacant 
sees; »

(d) They had also power to regu­
late ecclesiastical matters, ap­
proved feasts and festivals, and 
decide upon the levy and expen­
diture of ecclesiastical revenue.

Before the Norman Conquest the 
English Church enjoyed much in­
dependence. The Conquest brought It 
into closer communion with Rome, but 
the ancient Supremacy of the State 
was maintained. . <

Pope Hildebrand called upon William 
I. In 1076 to do fealty for the Crown 
of England. William answered: I do 
not desire to do fealty, nor do I will 
H ; because I neither promised to do 
iT. nor do I find that my predecessors 
on the Throne ever did fealty to thy 
predecessors.”

William laid down .three famous 
Canons of" Royal Supremacy, two of 
which Were:-r- . | ILE

1. Thatitik jlqfcp should he acknow­
ledged, o£ 6pj|>f|uTe|ters received, in 
England, without the King’s consent.

2. That the King's barons and offi­
cers should not be excommunicated, 
or constrained by any penalty of ec­
clesiastical rigour, without his per­
mission.

In 1164 it was laid down in the Con­
stitution of Clarendon, that there 
should be no ecclesiastical appeals to 
Rome without the King's consent.

John defied the Pope, then submit­
ted, and went so far as to do homage 
to the Pope for his Kingdom.

The Pope declared Magna Charta 
void, but the barons made war on 
John In support of the Charter and 
renounced their allegiance to him. 
The death of the King and the con­
firmation of the Charter six times, by 
the next King, put an end to the con­
test.

From the reign of Edward I. there 
is a regular series of Statutes passed 
to check Papal aggression. Foreign 
ecclesiastical taxation was forbidden, 
as were nominations by the Pope to 
English benefices. Citations to Rome 
were also made illegal. Pope Boni­
face IX. declared the Statutes passed 
by the English Parliament void, and 
granted a prebendal stall at Wells to 
an Italian Cardinal. The Bishops de­
cided to stand by the Crown, so did 
the temporal lords and the Commons. 
This led to the Statutes of Praemunire 
which provided outlawry, seizure of 
land and movables and imprisonment 
for any persons pursuing process in 
the Papal Court against the Crown or 
the realm.

The King In Parliament was vic­
torious and Boniface was defeated.

We have mentioned these struggles 
to show occasions on which the an­
cient supremacy of the law was main­
tained long before the time of the Re­
formation Parliament of Henry VIII. 
or the Bill of Rights of William and 
Mary, and to illustrate 'the fundamen­
tal doctrine of the subordination of 
every ecclesiastical authority within 
the realm to the law.

We sow pass on to the Bill of Rights 
to set forth the operating rule of Eng­
lish law as to the Protestant succes­
sion of the Crown. This is set forth 
in Section IX, and reads as follows : —

IX. And whereas it hath been found 
b> experience, that it is Inconsistent 
with the safety and welfare of this 
Protestant Kingdom, to be governed 
by a Popish Prince, or by any King 
oi Queene marrying a Papist, the said 
Lords Spirttuall and Temporall and 
Commons, do farther pray that it may 
he enacted, that all and every person 
and persons that is, are, or shall 
raariy a Papist. SHALL BE EXCLUD­
ED, and be for ever UNCAPEABLE 
TO INHERIT, POSSESSE, OR EXJOT 
THE CBOWNE AND GOVERNMENT 
of this realms and Ireland and the. 
dominions thereunto belonging, or any 
part of the same, or to have, use, or to 
exercise any regall power, authoritie, 
or jurisdiction within the same; and 
in all and every such case or cases 
the people of these realms shall be 
and are hereby ABSOLVED OF THEIR 
ALLEGIANCE, AND THE SAID 
CBOWNE AND GOVERNMENT 
SHALL from time to time DESCEND 
TO, and be enjoyed by, such person or 
persons, bqing PROTESTANTS, as 
should have Inherited and enjoyed the 1

same, in case me saiu person or per­
sons be reconciled, holding commun­
ion, or professing or marrying as 
aforesaid, were naturally dead."

This is the active operative princi­
ple for the maintenance of a Protest­
ant King on the Throne.

The Coronation Oath Is the test 
whether a King Is a Protestant or not. 
Under the Act Settlement which is 
Supplementary to the Bifl of Rights 
the Oath must be taken at the Coro­
nation.

Not only is this the rule, but a 
Statute of Anne, the Sovereign who 
succeeded William of Orange, enacts 
that the following be a treasonable 
offence :

“Maliciously, advisedly, and direct­
ly, by writing or printing, maintain­
ing that any other person has any 
right or title to the Crown otherwise 
than according to the Act of Settle- 

or that the Sovereign with the 
authority of Parliament may not make 
laws and statutes to bind the Crown 
and descent thereof.”

With the King in Parliament the 
supreme law maker. With the Kins 
protestant, the House of Lords protes­
tant, with the House of Commons 
dominantly protestant, with the elec­
torate overwhelmingly protestant. Is 
there not a reasonable and practical 
assurance that this operative prin­
ciple of protestantism will be main­
tained?

If that is so. and we main­
tain it is, why Is it not suffi­
cient to insist on an oath of 
adherence to Protestantism without 
subjecting the King to terms which are 
as derogatory to his honor as If he 
were a Tammany perjurer whom no 
ordinary oath could bind, and without 
using terms which in themselves 
outrage the feelings of Roman Catho­
lics. The situation is delicate and

tltude. The British people are over­
whelmingly Protestant. The political 
masters are dominantly Protestant 
The King in Parliament, the supreme 
law maker Is Protestant. The law up­
holds a Protestant succession. The 
law is supreme in Eugland. While 
maintaining these potencies in their 
full strength, why not use the gigan­
tic strength of Protestantism with as 
little offence to Roman Catholics as 
possible. Let the King take an oath 
of Protestantism without singling out 
doctrines of Roman Catholicism for 
opprobrium. This ip the twentieth 
century. The realm is enlightened in 
England. It is not benighted Spain.

If the supremacy of the law is main­
tained, and also the subordination of 
princes, principalities and powers to 
it within the realm, the rest is of 
minor importance.

We repeat that Protestantism in the 
British Isles has a giant’s strength. 
Let Protestants, while maintaining 
what they have won, remember 
Shakespeare’s admonition:—

“Oh, it is excellent 
To have a giant’s strength;
But it is tyrannous 
To use it like a giant”

Consul Bene­
dict is helping out the U. S. Consul- 
General of Halifax to get the names of 
the men’s relatives 'and to establish 
their identity. Strange to say Eng­
lish is referred to as a "Canadian" of 
Conception Bay, Nfld., and he is called 
Patrick English, whereas his Christian

difficult at the best. Why not make ; name was Bartholemew, abbreviated
It as Inoffensive as possible, while 
maintaining firmly and unflinchingly 
the Protestant succession ?

It is said that Queen Victoria of 
Spain was called upon to take an 
oath highly offensive to Protestants. 
Even if it is a fact, should England 
go to Spain for constitutional guid­
ance? England has long led the world 
in liberty and freedom of constitu­
tional rule. Why then look to back­
ward Spain for an offensive rule of 
conduct?

Rev. W. T. D. Dunn in this morn­
ing’s Daily News quotes what is said 
to be an oath ta.ken by the Roman 
Catholic Bishops in the Province "of

states, commonwealths 
ments. all being illegal, with 
sacred affirmation, and that they 
be safely destroyed.”

We confess we are absolutely scep­
tical about the allegation. Such in 
oath in writing is treasonable. We 
cannot therefore accept the allegation 
without the strongest proof and cor­
roboration. Further, we .find in the 
Bill of Rights the following oath of 
Supremacy:—

“I, A. B., doe, sweare, That I 
from my heart abhorr, detest, and ab­
jure as impious and hereticall, this 
damnable doctrine and position, that 
Princes excommunicated or deprived 
by the Pope, or any authority of the 
See of Rome, may be deposed or mur­
dered by their subjects, or any other 
whatsoever. And 1 doe declare, That 
no forreigne prince, person, prelate, 
state, or potentate hath, or ought to 
have, any jurisdiction, power super­
iority, pre-eminence, -or authoritie, 
ecclesiasticall or spirituall, within 
this realme :

generally as Batt. The German cruis­
er Freya ran the ship down 60 miles 
off Halifax, in 1908.
