Maximum Storm Wave is Thirty Feet 
—Owe.Wave Was 106 Feet High.

New York, Aug. 29.—Measurements 
of the size of waves have now been 
made systematically for many years, 
but they relate chiefly to thè waves 
of the open see, where the depth of 
the water Is so great that the frictlpu 
of the sea bottom exercises no modi­
fying effect.

A few months ago the North Ger­
man Lloyd liner Brandenburg came 
into New York harbor with her crow’s 
nest, fifty feet above the water line, 
stove in. and bearing many other 
marks of the damage wrought by a 
monster wgve that broke over her 
bows, about 1,000 miles east of Sandy 
Hook. Tbe officers estimated the 
height of the wave at 65 feet. This 
height, according to the Scientific 
American, Ip exceptional, but not un­
precedented, for It must be remem­
bered that the breaking of a wave 
against an obstacle throws the wat­
er to a far greater height than the 
unbroken wave could obtain.

Unbroken waves due to the wind 
may In extreme cases reach to a 
height from trough to crest of 40 to 
50 feet Much higher waves occasion­
ally occur as a result of earthquakes 
or seaquakes. “Solitary.” waves of 
this character have sometimes been 
encountered in otherwise tranquil 
weather, taking vessels by surprise 
and not infrequently sending them to 
the bottom.

According to Vaughan Cornish, who 
has probably devoted more attention 
to this subject than any other con­
temporary man of science, thp aver­
age height of the waves encountered 
in a severe storm at sea is 20 feet, 
but the ordinary maximum height of 
the waves in the same storm will at­
tain 30 feet. In a ptorm of Very ex­
ceptional violence the average height 
may reach 30 feet, and tbe maximum 
height 45 feet. This is regarde*} as 
about the limit of the height of waves 
due to wind only. Cornish finds that 
in the open sea the height pf » wave 
in feet ip about one-half the velocity 
of tbe wind In miles per hour.

Some Interesting examples pf the 
height to which breaking waves may 
be -thrown and tbe wprk they may 
do In moving heavy objects are given 
by Wheeler in bis “Practical Manual 
of Tides and Waves.'*

Stevenson records a case in which 
water was thrown to a height of 106 
feet at the Bell Rock light. At the 
Alderney breakwater it is said that 
water has been thrown upward of 
200 feet. At Peterhead, where the 
“fetch" is 300 miles, waves of 30 feet 
in height, and from 500 to 600 feet 
in length have been recorded; the 
water has struck the breakwater with 
such force as to be thrown upward 
120 feet and blocks of concrete 
weighing 40 tons have been displaced 
at levels of 17 to 36 feet below low 
water.

At Wick two stones weighing eight 
and ten tons each were thrown over 
the parapet of the breakwater, the 
top of which was 21 feet above high 
water; while blocka of concrete 
weighing respectively 1,350 and 2,500 
tons were displaced, though there is 
some doubt whether the later move­
ment was due entirely to wave .ac­
tion. s‘

^At the Bishop Rock lighthouse, 
which is exposed to the full fovcp, of 
the Atlantic waves, an iron column 
weighing oyer three tons was thrown 
up twenty feet and landed on top of 
* rook.

the harbor works of Bilbao, in 
1|^4, a solid block of the breakwater, 
weighing 1,700 tons, was overturned 
from its place and dropped into the 
water.

At Ymuiden breakwater a block of 
concrete weighing twenty tons, plac­
ed outside the harbor walls, was lift­
ed by a wave to a height of 12 feet 
vertically and landed on top of the 
pier, which was five feet above high 
water.

Why Does Not the 
Premier Dismiss

CROSBIE AND PICCOTT?

Yesterday we asked what new 
markets had been found hy the Mor­
ris Government for the sale of our 
dry fish.

We also asked how many quintals 
of fish had been shipped to the new 
markets. As might be expected the 
Government organ makes no attempt 
at answering these questions. Three 
years ago, Sir Edward Morris prom­
ised to find new markets, and his 
candidates re-eohoed the promise 
throughout the length and breadth of 
the land. Two and a half years have 
rolled by since Sir Edward Morris 
took charge of affairs, and to-day the 
Government cannot point to a single 
new market for our staple, and can­
not point to a single cod’s tail shipped 
as a result of any exertion by it to 
place dry fish in a country, which did 
not import it, before Sir Edward Mor­
ris became Premier. He was going 
to provide a live up-to-date fishery 
department that would enable the 
fishermen of the Island to get the full 
value of their labour. And what has 
he done? He provided Mr. Piccott with 
his sessional pay, pickings, picnics, 
and $2000 a year besides, and enables 
him to have a fine time, but this live 
up-to-date project of -Morris has turn­
ed out a complete failure, and the Min­
ister is, according to the organ of the 
Fishermen's Union, "the worst fail­
ure" yet. He has signalized his term 
of office by failing completely to keep 
fishermen in touch with the prices of 
tfirir staple in the foreign markets, 
and of the conditions of the markets. 
His chief claim to notoriety to-day is 
his failure as a strike-breaker. While 
Minister of the Fishery Department he 
aids and abets the Hon. John Crosbie 
in an attempt to break a strike on his 
premises. He joins the latter in. his 
automobile and proceeds to Bay Rob­
erts, a part of the District he repre­
sents as a member of the House of 
Assembly, and inveigles some of the 
voters of that constituency, which had 
endorsed his appointment as Minister 
of Fisheries, to proceed to St. John’s 

* aid do work which members of the 
^.abourers’ Union had struck against 
doing. When the Bay Roberts men 
found they had been inveigled Into do­
ing work which they could not con­
tinue to do without incurving the 
odium of being “scabs,” they also 
struck work. That being so. what is 
to be thought of Mr. Piccott who went 
to Bay Roberts to bring them over? 
What is to be thought of Hon. J. C. 
Crosbie who took Piccott to Bay Rob­
erts? What is to be thought of the 
two conspiring to inveigle the Bay 
Roberts men to become scabs? What 
does the country think of Piccott and 
Crosbie as leaders of a People's Party? 
They are good enough as leaders of 
a Picnic Party, notorious for givlngs- 
out and reckless expenditure, but they 
are as much out of place in a real

That Bigamy Case.
THE PRINCIPAL IN IT ARRESTED 

YESTERDAY.'

Yesterday we exclusively referred 
to the tact that a man was being 
sought for by the Harbor Grace po­
lice 06 a charge of higamy. His name 
is Pascoe Puddister, of Northern 
Bay, and he was arrested under war­
rant yesterday afternoon and lodged 
in the Harbor Grace jail. The facts 
of the case are: About ten years ago 
Puddister married a young woman 
named Reid, of Lower Island Cove, 
and for some time he worked at the 
Workington mine, being coachman 
there with Mr. C. Duder. When work 
concluded there, be with his wife 
went to Sydney, and were there for 
some time when he left his wife and 
three children, the issue of the mar­
riage, and went to the United States. 
The woman with her children, one of 
whom-died after a while, came back 
to Northern Bay and lived for a time, 
with her father there, but later went 
to Boston in search of her husband. 
After staying a couple of years there 
she came to St. John’s where, upon 
the expiry of seven years, as she had 
not heard from her husband, she 
married a man named Driscoll, and 
both are still residing in this city at 
present. About a year ago Puddister 
returned and went to Northern Bay 
on hearing of his wife’s second mar­
riage, and there became enamored of 
a young woman named Hogan. He 
proposed marriage and was accepted, 
but the young woman's parents did 
their utmost to dissuade both • from 
the step they had intended taking, but 
without avail. They were married at 
Harbor Grace a few days ago, the 
man carefully hiding his antecedents 
from the officiating clergyman, who 
performed the ceremony without a 
knowledge of the facts. The prison­
er will be tried In the Supreme 
Court.

New Radium Institute.
(The "Times,” New York.)

The Radium Institute in Riding- 
house Street, London, reeived its first 
patients on Aug. 14, thus Inaugura­
ting a work in which King Edward 
VII. took the greatest personal inter­
est and which owes its being to the 
generosity of Lord Iveagh and Sir Er­
nest Cassel. The institute starts in 
possession of about half a teaspoonful 
of radium, more than any other es­
tablishment in the world owns. It 
will be open to rich and poor alike, 
and if the poor man's disease calls for 
the use of. a disc containing forty 
milligrammes of radium, (about $4,- 
100 worth), that disc will be used.

Sir Malcolm Morris, showing a num­
ber of people over the building the 
other day, was able to state that life 
has been considerably prolonged in 
countless cases by the radium treat­
ment. ‘It is not often,’ said Sir Mal­
colm, ‘that England comes to the fore 
like this, but we have reason to be 
proud of ourselves this time.’

There are radium ipstitutes in Par­
is and Berlin, but they are in private 
houses, and this in London is the first 
that has been built for the purpose. No 
patient will be received at the insti­
tute unless he is accompanied by his 
own doctor, or has his doctor’s cer­
tificate. The patients will all be out­
patients, attending as their case re­
quires.

The laboratories for research work 
occupy a considerable portion of the 
building, and the medical staff say 
that there are potentialities behind 
present knowledge of the curative 
properties of radium that give dis­
tinct hope to sufferers from malig­
nant disease.

Iron That Will Not Rusl
Massive Pillar on Plains of Delhi 

Good After 80 Centuries.
On the plains of Delhi, in India, 

there stands a massive pillar, nearly 
SO feet in length and weighing/about 
19 tons, says the Engineering Maga­
zine. This ancient column is liter­
ally a monument to the “antiquated" 
processes and metallurgists that pro­
duced it, for it has resisted the at­
tack of the elements during a period 
of about two thousand nine hundred 
years, in which fully a million times 
its bulk of iron or steel has rumbled 
into useless dust.

No one would suggest that civilized 
man return to the primitive and la­
borious methods by which the iron of 
this coluihn was made so long ago, 
and besides there are not men en­
ough living to-day to supply our 
present demands, even if all of them 
should engage in this type of manu­
facture. But, granting that the world 
would pay for a limited amount of 
iron as “passive" as this old Kutub 
pillar,' it is very doubtful whether iron 
workers know how to make it.

Probably this specimen of unusual 
iron is the result of accident rather 
than design, as far as its resisting 
qualities are concerned, and it stands 
to-day the survival of the fittest, not 
so much because it was intended to 
be, as because it proved to be, the 
most lasting. For it is not likely that 
a process known to give iron of this 
kind would have been used so seldom, 
since the importance of rust resist­
ing iron and steel was so much ap­
preciated in those days as now.

* No doubt all the older processes 
made iron and steel which rusted less 
—yes. and some of it very much 
less—than what is usually produced 
to-day but there is a great difference 
between this mere excellence and a 
resistance to Corrosion during 30 cen­
turies, such as this column shows.

NOTHING OFFICIAL ANNOUNCED.

Special Evening Telegram.
LONDON. Sept. 8.

Various suggestions have been 
made as to the character of Ger­
many's reply to the French proposals 
In regard to Morocco, as given to 
Ambassador Cambon In Berlin yes­
terday afternoon, but no Information 
that can be regarded as official has 
yet become public. The most general 
impression is that while Germany sig­
nifies assent to the French proposals. 
In their essence, she raises points on 
which further negotiations will be ne­
cessary.

DAILY MAIL STORY.
A diplomatic correspondent, whose 

communication Is conspicuously fea­
tured by the Dally Mall, asserts that 
he Is able to state the French propos­
als with greater precision than has 
previously been done. According to 
this account, the United States is di­
rectly concerned In the negotiations 
inasmuch as she would be called up­
on to be a signatory to a formal 
treaty, by which full liberty of action 
Is to be guaranteed to France.

FRANCE’S COMPENSATION.
The statement continues that the 

sacrifice of territory In French Congo 
which France Is prepared to make, 
though not so great as Germany de­
manded, Is of such extent that when 
It Is made known the French people 
will be astonished, and. perhaps, ex­
asperated, but compensation will be 
found In the powers which the French 
Government secure In Morocco 
These are not merely political, but 
also commercial, end are to be em­
bodied In a formal treaty not alone 
with Germany but with the Powers of 
Europe and the United States.

AN INTERNATIONAL TREATY.
The Franco-German agreement of 

1909, it is added, acknowledges the 
political interests of France and the 
commercial interests of Germany 'n 
Morocco. That agreement Germany 
declares to have been broken by the 
military action of France in the Sher- 
ifian Empire. To renew it In its pres­
ent form would be to Invite a repeti 
tion of the Agadir Incident at some 
future time. France is determined to 
avoid the danger, and it is proposed 
that the new agreement shall take the 
form of a treaty or convention signed 
by the Powers of Europe and the 
States.

THE POWERS AGREED.
If Germany consents, both Austria 

and Italy are prepared to follow her 
example, while Britain and Russia 
have already signified their approval 
of the terms of this proposed treaty, 
which are more precise than those 
of the Franco-German agreement of 
1909. They acknowledge not merely 
the political interests of France in 
Morocco, but also her military inter­
ests. Any dispute as to interpreta­
tion of this treaty would be referred, 
not to Germany, but to Europe and 
the States.

o
OPEN DOOR IN MOROCCO.

France, It is stated, does not pro­
pose to concede to Germany any of 
the rights, commercial, industrial or 
otherwise in Morocco that are not 
possessed by the other signatories of 
the Algeciras agreement of 1905. The 
French Government, however, is pre­
pared to renew In a more definite 
form its undertaking to maintain an 
open door in Morocco, and to give any 
necessary assurances and guaran­
tees.

AVAR MOVEMENTS.

Special Evening Telegram.
PARIS, Sept. 8.

La Liberté this afternoon affirms 
that notwithstanding denials and ex­
planations, Germany is gradually con­
centrating troops close to the French 
frontier. Careful inquiries by that 
paper show that 30,000 Infantry, 10,- 
000 cavalry and 150 guns have been 
gathered In a triangle, which has for 
Its pointa Moncela, Vic and Dlenaae. 
Numerous forces have been drawn up 
opposite Nancy, and immense accu­
mulations of war materials have been 
disposed along the German frontier.

NICE, Sept. 8.

Sometimes all the gridiron shelves 
are required; then put the browning 
shelf over all, but now and then it will 
be found necessary to move up the 
cakes, etc., from the second shelf to 
the first one nearer the browning 
shelf, in order to acquire a better 
colour.

Another point often forgotten is that 
the oven will remain1 hot for some 
lime after it hate had the gas turned 
off.
