Household Notes.
A pie-crust maker is another, handy 

thing to save the piemaker’s time when 
she wishes to make the edges of hey 
pies.

Grease sweet potatoes before they 
are put into the oven to bake; they 
will bake in half’ the time and the 
skins will be soft.

Express packages that are to travel 
a long distante should be sewed up 
in strong unbleached muslin over the 
paper wrapping.

When you paste labels on glass jafsj 
that are used for spices or cdf-eals, pht 
the label on the Inside; it will stay 
more securely.

Every guest chamber should have its' 
bedside set of tiny pitcher and drink­
ing glass, perfectly covered, and cand­
lestick and match box.

Pared sweet potatoes can he used 
for stuffing the breast of the Christ­
mas turkey. The rest of the stuffing 
should be of sausage and bread 
crumbs. t

To shade au electric light in a sleep­
ing room, make à hag of green china 
silk with a drawing string, big enough 
to slip over the shade, light and all.

A stimulating hath may be prepar­
ed by adding to the tubful of water 
the water in which a pound of pine 
needles and broken pine' cones have 
been boiled.

Grease stains on delicate fabrics 
should be covered with starch or ful­
ler’s earth till the grease is absorbed. 
Put on fresh starch as often as necess­
ary .

Pantry shelves are cleanly and at­
tractive painted white. Give them two 
coats of .white paint, and lastly a coat 
of enamel. This is more satisfactory 
than paper.

Make covers' for food and milk dut 
of round pieces of cheeselotii with an 
elastic run through the casing. They 
will fit securely over crock tops, jars 
and so on.

To whiten piano keys, soak a strip 
of canton flannel in oxalic acid, taking 
care not to drip on the wood. Leave it 
for an hour, dry the keyh and sponge 
with peroxide of hydrogen.

A polishing pad of velveteen for 
polishing black or tan shoes is a great 
convenience. It should be made of 
cream-colored velveteen and look like 
a small pillow about four inches long.

Jam turnovers are made of flaky 
pastry cut in little circles or squares. 
Turn up the corners or edges and put 
any sort of jam you fancy in the cen­
tre. Bake twenty minutes.

White furs—the children’s coach 
covers, or little muff and collar sets— 
may be renovated by washing in a 
suds made of fine white soap and luke­
warm water. Do not- rub the soap on 
the fur.

Apples in jelly make a delicious 
dessert. Pare, core and stew small 
apples, being careful not to let them 
break. When cooked put them iVito a 
teacup and pour lemon jelly over them. 
When cool turn out of the cup and 
sci-Ve with whipped cream.

To make salted almonds, shell and 
blanch the almonds and put them in a 
baking pan with an even teaspoonful 
of butter to each pound of nuts, pake 
until light brown, stirring and turning 
frequently. When done, dust lightly 
with salt. Keep cool till wanted.

A good luncheon dish is made of 
rice, tomatoes and cheese. Spread a 
layer of cold boiled rice in a greased 
baking dish, cover with tomatoes and 
sprinkle with salt pepper and grated 
cheese. Add another layer of rice, 
then one of tomatoes, till the dish is 
full then bake until brown.

An Italian recipe for cooking liver 
is a good one. Wasli and slice the 
liver, and stew it for fifteen or twenty 
minutes in slightly heated water. 
Drain, chop fine, season with salt, pep­
per and chopped onion. Then put into 
a casserole half a cupful of rice and 
a chopped carrot. Over this spread the 
liver, with the liquor in which it was 
cocked, and plenty of butter on the top. 
Bake twenty minutes,,ÿ(id bryown with 
the evoer off.

Aviator Shot in Chest
And Wings of Biplane pierced by Bnl-

lts, but makes his way to Bulgarian
Cam]) and falls dead.
Vienna. Dec. 9.—The fate of Jules 

Constantin, a French aviator in the 
Bulgarian service, who was decorated 
by King Ferdinand for bravery, is de­
scribed in a despatch.just received 
here. Dr. Constantin started from 
Surma Village on his last flight over 
theTchataija lines, with the object of 
dropping bombs on the Turkish 
troops. His biplane disappeared 
rapidly, and some hours after was 
seen to descend near the Bulgarian 
camp. The aviator was found lying 
on the ground dead, with a wound in 
hi.3 chest. The wing's of the biplane 
had also been pierced by bullets.

The instruments showed that he 
had reached a height of nearly 4,000 
feet. He had photographed the Turk­
ish lines and evidently had been shot,' 
but had strength to guide the machine 
back before he expired.

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Crimes in Dub­
lin Castle.

Irish M. P. makes serious charges In 
House About Their Being Hushed 
u|> His Siieech Interrupted by tile 
Fact That There was not a Quorum 
Present.
London, Dec. 7.—A curious incid­

ent took place in the House of Com­
mons last night. An Irish Nationalist 
member, Mr. Ginnel, called attention 
to the circumstances attending the 
theft of the Crown jewels at Dublin 
Castle in 1907, to which public in­
terest has again been attracted by the 
arrest of Mr. Shackleton, once an offi­
cial at the Castle. He said his pro­
position was that the police charged 
with collecting the evidence collected 
other evidence of criminal debauchery 
commited in Dublin Castle by officials 
army officers and others of such pos­
ition that their exposure and convic­
tion would have led to an upheaval, 
from which the Chief Secretary and 
Government shrank.

In order to prevent this, the Govern­
ment appointed a “Hushing Commit- 
tée,” with the result intended, and 
even now they refused to give the 
names of the criminals to the director 
of public prosecution. That, said Mr. 
Shackleton, was a serious position and 
he prosposed to make it good so far as 
he was allowed. No member of the 
Government had been candid enough 
to claim the right to shield the crimi­
nal or suspend the operation of the 
criminal law, but what the chief 
secretary and attorney-general had 
been and were now doing.

Crime In Dublin Castle was no new 
thing. It had not begun with the Lord 
Lieutenant’s term of office and was 
not likely to end with its. Moat of 
What he had to say would be new to

most members present, but not so new 
to the Attorney-General. ^They had 
often heard and read idle platitudes 
about the purity of public life. He was 
going to test whether anything 
practical could be done towards secur­
ing that purity by grappling with a 
concrete charge of gross impurity and 
tearing the mask from it, and afford­
ing persons to public life who might 
find themselves implicated, an oppor­
tunity of vindicating themselves if 
the could or of taking the con­
sequences if they could not.

It had been said it would be un­
fair to avail himself of the privileges 
of a member of Parliament to make 
charges in the House against per­
sons not entitled to arrest and de­
fend themselves there, and that if 
made at all, the charges should be 
made outside the range of privileges. 
He agreed, if there were a legitimate 
vehicle outside through which a mem­
ber could properly make his change s. 
Had such a vehicle existed, he would 
have availed himself of it long before. 
None existed and the charges had 
been made in the House of Commons.

Those in power who had created 
that state of things must not complain 
if he used the only avanue they had left 
open to him. One of the most power­
ful means of fostering crime in high 
places was the boycott placed upon 
its exposure by the legitimate press. 
Any crime among the poor was 
paraded and magnified, but the charc- 
ter of the wealthy and official class 
was treated as sacrosanct, and any 
word infringing on it was ruthlessly 
suppressed.

He held the boycott was it­
self a crime, in addition on this being 
a complicity in the crime, by the con­
cealment and condonation of the facts 
The chief secretary here interrupted 
through attention being called to the 
fact that there were not forty mem­

bers present, and as a quorum was not 
formed within the prescribed time, the 
House was counted out.

Smartly Done.
A gentleman alighted from a well- 

appointed brougham at the door of a 
slversmith's shop in London recent­
ly, and purchased a considerable 
quantity of plate, in payment of which 
he ttndereé a one-hundred-pound note 
and received a small balance.

He carried the plate away with him 
in the brougham, and shortly after­
wards a policeman called at the shop 
to say that he had heard of the pur­
chase, and to inform the silversinmi 
that the note tendered in payment was 
a bad one.

He was glad to add, however, that 
the thief had been apprehended, and 
requested him to attend at the police- 
station at a certain hour in the after- 
moon to identify the prisoner.

He told the silversmith that it 
would be necessary for him to give up 
the bad note to facilitate the prelim- , 
Inary inquiries, and this the latter j 
did, obtaining a formal receipt.

On going to the police station the 
unfortunate shopkeeper found that he 
had been hoaxed. The “gentleman’’ 
and the “policeman” were both mem­
bers of the light-fingered fratenity, 
and the note was a good one.

... The coal bin is 
a large, yawning 
receptacle with a 
vanishing bottom 
and an expensive 
appetite. As us­
ually located, it 
is harder to get 
at from the out­
side than the 
rear pocket in a 
kimona, which 
enables the coal 
man to charge 50 
cents a ton for 

chashing into it vfith a bushel basket. 
Coal bins are generally made of an 

elastic quality of soft pine, and will 
stretch farther than a lean man in a 
Marathon. They also have great 
pow’ers of contraction. A coal bin 
built for ten tons of hard coal will 
contract around eight tons in such a 
manner as to completely deceive the 
purchaser.. There is nothing more 
surprising than to see the ease with 
which a coal bin will close around ten 
tons this year, when last year eight 
tens had it backed up against the 
wall, gasping for breath.

All modern coal bins are equipped 
with doors, so that when the door is 
opened the proprietor will have to 
wade around in egg coal up to his 
knees. Crude bins have homemade 
slats which are pulled out one at a 
time, covering the pullee with coal 
dust, after which the slates are care­
fully filed away for use next fall and 
then made up Into kindling by a near­
sighted hired girl.

Coal bins are always filled in the
I

summer time, just after a hard rain. 
This enables the driver to plow a four- 
teen-inch trench in the lawn in get­
ting up to the cellar window. Most 
men aim to have the coal bin charged 
while their wives are entertaining the 
Outlook club, which adds variety to 
the program and prevents anybody 
from going to sleep in the midst of a 
paper on “The Destiny of the Soul.”

The driver of a coal wagon prefers 
to shovel the coal in while it is thor­
oughly dry, a practice which becomes 
very tiresome along about the eighth 
or ninth ton. After a coal bin which 
has not done any work for a year is 
filled which is three-fourths slack and 
one-fourth underweight, the furniture 
will have to be dusted off with a 
scoop shovel.

|| V MASTEIÎLÏ DISCOURSE ON 
PRAYER.

(I.C.M.)
In language sublime the Rev. Dr. jjj 

Rogers, preached upon the subject — 
of Prayer, at Gower St. Church last
night; and for the space of forty__
minutes held the close attention of JJJ 
his large congregation.

Prayer as an essential of Chris­
tian doctrine, is practised by every 
sect of Christianity; nor is it confined 
to Christianity alone, for men every­
where lift up their thoughts in sup­
plication to someone higher than 
themselves. At the same time there 
were some who did not pray, and who 
professed they did not believe in pray­
er, and that prayer was ineffectual.
This class of people claimed that na­
ture was governed by fixed laws; 
and that the universe was so great, 
and the immensity of space so vasi, 
and man so comparatively insignifi­
cant, that he could not effect a hear­
ing from on high in aything that ,lie 
might say or do.

Such was the reasoning of sceptics 
and agnostics, who failed to exercise 
faith, and who, therefore, blinded by 
er than these things, and by the ex­
reason but the Christian looked high- 
ercise of faithful prayer, found that 
the God to whom he prayed was 
greater than His works and nearer 
than His immensity; and that inns 
much as He has commanded His chil­
dren to pray, so likewise He has as­
sured an answer to these prayers. A'l 
God's commands are possible, and are 
for man's good ; therefore there 
"must be communication betweeen the 
creature and the Creator. It is neevs 
sary that such should be the case.
It is becoming to the glory of God 
and essential to the welfare of man; 
and the effects of prayer were very 
beneficial, even though man of olden 
times said “What profit shall it he 
if we call upon Him," and “Who is 
the Lord that we should pray unto 
Him;” and even though some to-day 
may be just as neglectful, yet tlies; 
things do not alter the power of 
prayer, nor its efficiency and help as 
a means of Grace. The laws of na­
ture have their place, and all things 
are most beautifully ordered. The 
economy of nature is perfect and is 
such that only a God could create, 
but still there is room for prayer.

Man's desire for communication 
with something higher than material 
things, can only be gratified by the 
medium of prayer. The things of 

JLjui^ ÿiid ^çnse cannotjsatisfy the so; il 
of man; they are but material, and 
at best transitory; therefore his soul 
aspire beyond them; and in its 
faith and aspiration finds the source 
of all these things. Therefore pray­
er has its place in Christian living 
and would always continue as a 
means of help to the children of men.

It may be, that listening to the 
preacher there were some whose lives 
were prayerless, up to last night; 
but having heard the earnest appeal 
with which the sermon closed, and 
having followed the discourse from 
point to point, they can hardly -neg­
lect the practice of prayer, hut from 
this date it will be said of them as 
was said of Saul of Tarsus—“Behold 
he prayeth.”

LONDON, Dec. 16.
The mystery of the resignation of Sir 

Francis Bridgeman, as First Sea Lord 
deepens. Sir Francis refuses to dis­
cuss the circumstances of his retire­
ment, but says plainly that his resigna­
tion was not voluntary, nor was. it on 
the grounds of ill-health. The Morn­
ing Post vouches for the truth of the 
statement that Admiral Bridman, 
some time ago, took the initiative in 
urging his colleagues ta tender their 
resignations on the subject of the pay 
and manning of the Navy. When he 
acquiesced in Mr. Churchill's sugges­
tion to retire, he received the offer of 
the position of Admiral of the Fleet, 
which corresponds to that of Field- 
Marshal in the German Army. This of­
fer he declined.

LONDON, Dec. 15.
When Churchill took control of the 

Admiralty as First Sea Lord, there 
was much speculation as to how the 
Minister, with his enterprising and 
pugnacious temperament would work 
with the Sea lx>rds, who had been ac­
customed to dominate in professional 
matters. The resignation of the First 
Lord. Vire-Admiral Bridgeman, whom 
Prince Louis of Battenburg succeeds, 
followed by rumours that all the Sea 
Lords threatened to resign, is now a 
question of veracity between the First 
Lord of the Admiralty and Bridgeman. 
The matter has created a sensation, 
and Churchill has been pressed by 
Lord Beresford in the House of Com­
mons for an explanation. Churchill 
has decleared that Bridgeman’» retire­
ment is due solely to ill-health, and 
at Churchill's request. The Vice-Ad­
miral asked by a reporter if he had re­
signed owing to ill-health, answered in 
the negative. The friction is believed 
to have been begun by Churchill in­
sisting upon directing the detail» of 
the last manoeuvre against the advice 
of the Sea Lords. There is consider­
able opposition to Prince Louis of 
Battenburg holding the position in the 
Navy, on the same grounds that the 
Army long opposed the Duke of Cam- 
frige having the highest command, 
namely, that it was given him because 
he was a member of the Royal Family, 
instead of through merits of profes­
sional competency. The First Lord of 
the Admiralty and the leading Admir­
ais unquestionable are antagoniste, 
and some Liberals even express the 
fear that the efficiency of the Navy 
many be jeopardized on this account.
