‘War Finance.

The announcement made by the
Chancellor of the Excehquer that
nearly 600 Million pounds sterling
had been subscribed to the War Loan
when the lists were closed on Satur-
day, and that this sum did not ,in-
clude the small sums received at
post offices, is most gratifying. It is
gratifying because it comes up fully
to the expectations of the Govern-
ment. The Chancellor explained on
June 19th when seeking authority
from Parliament to raise a new War

spending £3,000,000 a day, while the
revenue brings in £732,000; and-as
the war goes on, he estimated that
the daily deficit will be £2,500,000
and ‘that if the war lasts till March
next, the deficit will amount o £900,-
000,000. Authority was given to- pro-

The  Chancellor stated that the Gov-
ernment would not be disappointed,
if they got £600,000,000. of new
money. By Saturday last nearly that
amount had been subscribed, without
counting subscriptions through the
Post Offices. These latter subscrip-
tions will be watched with interest.
The invitation to small investors to
subscribe for such loans is a new de-
parture and the amount realized by
the first venture in this direction will
be an indication how far it has caught
on. The Bank of England is the
usual medium of subscriptions, but
the minimum subscription of this
loan, as in other loans ,through this
medium, is £100. Post offices have
been pressed into service for the .sale

bear 43 per cent. interest.- Further
Post Offices, the offices of trades
unions, friendly societies, and fac-
tories and workshops have been asked
to deal with .smaller amounts. These
are offering for sale War Loan Vouch-
ers for Five Shillings, or any multiple
of Five Shillings, and the vouchers
bear interest at 5 per cent. per annum
for every complete calendar -month.
These vouchers are also redeemable
for cash at the P. O. Savings banks,
but no interest in that case is pay-
able.

Some features of the French finan-
cial situation are set forth in the Bul-
letin of the Alliance Francaise from
a statement made on May 7th by M.
Ribot, Minister of Finance.

During April National Defence Cer-
tificates were sold amounting to $129,-
000,000 or £26,000,000; big and small
savings banks advanced $200,000,000
(£40,000,000); and the Bank of
France $380,000,000 (£76,000,000) The
Bank of France has agreed to bring
up its advances to $1,800,000,000,
(£360,000.000) if it is necessary.

To the end of April, $1,000,000,000
(£200,000,000) of National Defence
certificates had been subscribed. Au-
thority was given to continue the
subscription until $1,200,000,000 had
been raised by this means.

Up to April 30th, $240,000,000 .had
been raised on National Defence
bonds, carrying 5% interest.

Under an agreement with the Allies,
Great Britain placed $300,000,000 to
the -credit of the French Government
for -purchases in Canada, United
Statés and Great Britain mainly
to handle the question Of. the high
hope. of exchange in the United States,
where there was little money owing
to France, France sent $100,000,000

PREMIER BORDEN ATTENDS CAB-
INET MEETING.

Despite the action of
the Government in applying the Mu-
nitions Act to the coal mmmg indus-
try, which will' make miners the sub-
jects of severe fines, if they strike,
it is practically certain that a large
namber of men will stop work in
South Wales to-day, thus curtailing
the supply of coal for naval vessels.
The Federation of Miners of the Unit-
eded Kingdom, and the labor leaders,
and the general public upon whose
support the miners would depend to
make the strike a success, are all
urging them to continue work, until
an agreement can be reached, but the
Executive of the South Wales Union.
by a majority vote refused to support
this recommendation. A large pro-
portion of men are preparing to lay’
down their tools. It is not believed,
however, the strike will last long, as
the men themselves are divided and
the South Wales Union has not the
funds to finance a long struggle. The
Miners’ Federation of the United
Kingdom. after its recommendation,
is not likely to assist them from its
exchequer.

tistry. /

A big entertamment was given re-
cently in a neighbouring town for the
benefit of two charities.

The money turned over to the char-
ities was $500—two hundped and fifty
apiece.

Not bad, you say.

Not at all, unless you consider the
rest of the budget. ‘The total pro-
ceeds were $1,800, the expenses were
$1,300.

That is, if the money which was ex-
peaded on that entertainment  had
been given directly to the charities,
each charity would have had $900- m-
stead of $250.

The Pleasure of Giving Painlessly.

And yet, of course, that is a purely
utilitarian view of the matter. One
must remember the other side. The
people who went to the entertainment
received pleasure for their money ‘and
at the same time had the sensation of
giving it away, while the people who
took part in the entertainment had
t!)a§ even more delightful double-
barreled joy—the pleasure of being

- the cynosure of all eyes and the hap-

piness of doing something for charity
without any disagreeable effort of
self-sacrifice.

And then, of course, the uses of

society are served by such affairs,
since they provide opportunities ?for
friendly meetings and chances for
social intercourse, and that is part of
life, and no 8mall’ or mean part.

I Like My Charity Straight.

Personally-l like to take my charity
straight. I like to put aside a cer-
tian sum for charity and philanthropy
and give it directly to people who
need or to further the general cause
of soe¢ial betterment. Then ‘I like to
take my entertainment straight, bas-
ing my selection soledy on what I en-
joy the most. ’

But this is a purely personal point
of view and I do not claim it is the
only one or the best one. Perhaps the
world would be poorer if we all felt
that way. Perhaps the sum ~people
will spend for entertainment and
charity combined is so much  larger

than that they would spend for ehar-l

ity straight then the charities would
lose by the direct method.
I wonder.

British Have Taken Delange’s Inven-

tion for Use on Land and Sea.
. The new variety of telephone re-
ceiver invented by Pierre Delange, a
Du?ch engineer now in London, is be-
ing tested out by the British Admir-
alty with a view to-installing it on
battleships, and is already being used
in’ the field by the British War Office,
according to information from Lon-

‘don.

Delange’s invention is said to do
away completely with rattling and
buzzing’ sounds caused by strong vi-

‘bration in telephone receivers of the

type in general use, and the new re-
ceiver is so sensitive that it transmits
whispers. Due to this latter quality,
it is reported, Scotland Yard has de-
cided to adopt the mew receiVer on a
comprehensive “scale,

The Delange receiver is minute in
comparison with present telephone re-
ceivers, and can be readily carried
in the pocket, which makes it of ex-
ceptional value for field operations.
Instead of the diaphragm used in the
ordinary receiver, Delange makes use
of a thin platinum wire in the air
chamber of the instrument. He has
named the instrument the “theremo-
phone,” and it' is expected to bring
the telephone into more general use
throughout England, where adoption
of the instruments now. in use has
been slower than in America. The
instrument is also expected to facili-
tate reducing wireless telephony to
a practicable basis for general use.

Russia’s Naval Hero

Married for Love; Fighting for Glory.

Exiled because he insisted on mar-
rying the woman he loved, deprived
of military and Imperial honors,
while the bulk of his property was
confiscated, the Grand Duke Michael
of Russia, the Czar’s only brother,
came to this country about four
years ago, where he lived in quiet re-
tirement with his wife, Countess de
Brassow, slowly being forgotten by
peasant and aristocrat. To-day the
people of the cities and villages of
Russia worship him. Wlen - war
broke out the Grand Duke Michael.
forgetting the cruelties of his banish-
ment, returned to Russia and placed
his services at the disposal of the
Czar, )

He was made a general, and has
proved himself to be one of the most
capable and skilful soldiers Russia
ever produced. He has risked his life
in nearly every battle that has been
fought near and in the Carpathians,
and has exposed himself as freely as
the most reckless of his men. It was
his army which held Lomna in the
Carpathians against violent attacks
by the Germans and Austro-Hungari-
ans, and brought to a ‘standstill- the
offensive campaign by the Germanic
Allies which had every promise of
success. It~ was his attacks on  the
passes of the Carpathians which en-
abled the Russians to take the offen-
sive in the early stages of the war,
and he now shares with the Grand
Duke Nicholas .the honors of the
campaign.

Married for Love.

The Grand Duke Michael was only
thirty-three when, in 1911, he married
Countess Natalie, as his wife then
was. A wife had been chosen for
him from one of the Royal houses,

but the Grand Duke Michael prefer-
red a marriage for love to one of con-
venience, and fled to Vienna, where
he was married to the Countess Na-
talie. The result was that by the
Russian Imperial Decree of 1886,
which explicitly excludes -from all
right to the throne and from any Im-
perial considerations and preroga-
tives the wife and children of any
scion of the House'of Romanoff who
marries a woman not belonging to
one of the sovereign dynasties of Eu-
rope, the Grand Duke was stripped
of all his honors, wealth and titles
and forced into exile.

Not that he was the only Grand
Duke who insisted on marrying the
woman he loved. His uncle, the
Grand Duke Paul, made a morganatic
marriage, and other instances could
be quoted. That the Czar, however,
was not altogether embittered against
his brother and his wife is evident
from the fact that His Majesty crea-
ted the latter Countess de Brassow.
A very beautiful and intelligent wo-
man, her fidelity to her husband has
won her not only the respect of his
family, but all Russia, and since the
war she has been living in the Rus-
sian capital, honored and feted, and
will undoubtedly play an important
part in the events that follow the
war.

The Future Czar!?

The Grand Duke Michael is so
idolized by the people of Russia that
not only is it said that he will never
go into exile again, but that he will
succeed the Czar on the throne—for
he was heir-presumptive to the Rus-
sian throne—failing the eleven-
year-old son of Czar Nicholas, who is

suffering from an incurable disease.
Whether the Grand Duke will ever
become Czar of Russia, of course,
only time will show, but there is no
doubt that he is fully re-established
in the eyes of his countrymen.—

Fabrics From

“ Peru's Tombs.

(The Evening Post, New York.)
The American Museum of Natural

History will soon publish a paper, as
a number of its Anthropological Se-

ries, by M. D. C. Crawford, on pre-

historic fabrics. '

The Museum’s collections from the
ancient graves of Peru contain the
cotton and wool in all stages, from
the raw state to the finished yarns,
and contain also looms with cloth in
process of manufacture. The fabrics
besides being the most beautiful ever
woven, have always excited the won-
der and admiration of those who
know anything about ~weaving by
their technical qualities. It is diffi-
cult to understand how a . primitive
people with the simple tools at their
command could have produced a
cloth technically better than can be
made by the wonderful looms of td-
day. In some of the fabrics the cot-
ton thread has three times as many
turns to the inch as the best cotton
thread commonly used in our mills,
and the twist is remarkable for its
evenness. Some have a warp of
forty-two fine cotton threads to the
inch, crossed by two hundred and
eighty-two ply woollen threads to the
inch. This weft has been beaten so
compactly that the instrument used
in the mills to count the number of
threads to the-inch is useless, and the
cloth has to be fastened down firmly
and the threads drawn out, one at a
time, with a hooked needle point,
under a magnifying glass, the coung-
ing of an inch taking three and a
half hours.

Value Becoming Known.

The value to the artist and art stu-
dent of the Museum’s collections of
objects from prehistoric and present
primitive peoples is rapidly becoming
known. There have always been a
few teachers who have understood
the richness and value of this field,
and who have occasionally sent their
pupils here to copy primitive designs
and color schemes; their number has
increased so rapidly that within the
last year thousands of studcnts have
availed themselves of this special
privilege.r For the study of conven-
tionalized figures and color schemges
to be employed in carpet, rug. and
wallpaper manufactories, or to fill
some of the many needs where de-
signers are required, there is certain-
ly no better original field than that
presented in the ancient Peruvian
textiles and pottery vessels, ag well
as in numerous objects in ‘the Ameri-
1 can Indian collections on display in
the American Museum.

A cave which was broken into by
the Copper Queen Consolidated Min-
ing Company at Bisbee, Ariz., has
been attractively reproduced in the
department of geology, and has re-
cently been opened to the public. The
cave is typical of those formed in the
semi-arid regions of Arizona, whera
the rainfall each year amounts to
about ten inches. The cavern was
the work of underground water dur-
ing a period of greater rainfalls than
at present. The incrustation of the
walls occurred later, and is due to
lime-bearing water seeping, slowly
through the walls of the chamber and
there exaporating at a rate favoring
the growth of crystals and crystalline
globules. Where the supply of water
has been greater or has been con-
centrated along a crevice or an inter-
section of crevices, stalactities have
formed from the ceiling and corres-
ponding stalagmites have grown up-
ward from the floor.

Globes for Blind Pupils.

In connection with its work with
the blind, the Museum has prepared
twelve globes to be loaned to the pub-
lic schools in which blind children
are taught. These globes were pre-
pared in consultation with the late
Gertrude E. Bingham, supervisor of
classes for the blind in New York
city. They are twenty-six inches in
diameter ,and show the land masses
in relief. The teachers report that in
many cases the children have obtain-
ed, for the first time, a knowledge of
the actual shape of the earth.- In
some of the schools the globes have
been found so practical that they
have been utilized by the children
who see. The expense of the pre-
paration of the gloves was met by the
Jonathan Thorne Memorial Fund for
the Blind.

A groip representing a number of
deep-sea lumhinous' fishes has just
been compleied in the Museum and
opened to the public. Tt represents
ten species of fishes found in _the
depths of the sea, half a mile or more
from the surface. Some of the fish-
es are provided with rows of lumiu-
ous organs or with headlights, while
others have a light at the end of a
tentacle with which to attract thelr
prey: The group is illumined by
electricity ins uch a way: that um
fishes may be viewed first as syhop-
tic specimens in a case and secondly
as if they were living “fishes  swim-
ming in the darkness of the deep sea,
lighted only by their own lumlnonl
or phosporescent organs.
