Mr. Lloyd asked for answers to the
following questions of which he had
previously given notice of:—(1) for
copy of all correspondence between
the Government.and the Reid Com-
pany in relation to the suspension of
¢onstruction work under the Railway
Extension Act, 1910; (2) for copy of
all correspondence nelating to the
Tonnage Shortage; (3) for the Auditor
General’s Report under the Audit Act,
and his special report under Section
33b of that Act; and (4) whether any
loan or ﬁna.nmal assistance has been
received by the Government, what
ampunt, for what purposes, on what
terms and conditions; also if any ex-
penditures or appropriations have
been made; also for all correspond-
ence relatmv to same.

In reply to qunestion No. 1 the
Colonial Secretary said that he would
table the information at the next sit-
ting, though he was then in a position
to say that the work had been sus-
Answers to the second and
third questions were tabled.

The Prime Minister replied to ques-
tion No. 4 stating that the Newfound-
land Government had -received one
million dollars from the Imperial
Government in January last, making
a total of two millions from the Home
Government. Out of the last million
only about $20,000 was gone, adding
that it was to be used soley for war
purposes. He said the only corres-
pondence ‘in connection with the
transaction was that application was
made to the British Govermment and
the amount asked for was advanced
from their Treasury. We pay the in-
terst.

Mr. Stone asked the Prime Minister
if anything was done in regard to the
Postal Telegraph' Enquiry ordered
last year.

Owing to the iliness of Mr. Knight,
the committee appointed to conduct
the enquiry, the Prime Minister said,
the report was not yet ready, but
would be presented to the House with-
in a few days.

The Colonial Secretary drew atten-
tion to an article that appeared in the
Mail and Advocate” a few days ago
dealing with the conductof certain offi-
cials in the Postal Telegraphs main
office in St. John’s recently. He said
that the charges in that article were
mainly well founded. He had receiv-
ed a report from the Postmaster Gen-
eral and would lay the matter before
the Government.

The House resolved itself into Com-
mittee of the Whole and the following
Bills were passed without amend-
ment:—“An Act to amend 3, George
V., Cap. 14, entitled: “An Act Respect-
ing the Conslruction of a Railway
through Labrador’”; “An Act to
amend the War Meabureb Act, 19147;
“An Act to Incorporate the Salvation
Army” and “An Act to enable the
Governor in Council during the exist-
ence of a state of War to take pos-
session of articles of Commerce un-
reasonably withheld,” passed commit-
tee stage.

The Bill “An Act to amend the Seal-
fishery” was referred to a joint select
committee consisting of Mr. Coaker,
Mr. Piccott, Mr. Lloyd, Mr. Cashin,
Mr. Winsor, Mr. Abbott and Mr.
Young. The Legislative Council will
be asked to appoint a select commit-
tee also for conference.

Other Bills on the order paper were
deferred.

The House went into Committee on
the Estimates but discussion was de-
ferred to give members time to con-
sider them.

The  Prime Minister gave notice of
a Bill to amend the Sealing Laws, and
Mr. Lloyd gave notice of a Bill to In-
corporate the Union Electric Light Co.
Mr. Lloyd also gave notice of question
asking about the -opening of the Bay
de Verde branch railway.

Mr. Coaker again drew the atten-
tion of the House to the unsatisfac-
tory official reports.

On this date, according to the  al-
manae, gentle spring is supposed to
steal sweetly into the world; bring-
ing with it joy and early vegetables.

Spring is the most famous of all the
four seasons, because poets have been
busy advertising it for * hundreds of
yvears. When we consider that one
poet, working union hours, can make
half the world eat “Busted Bran” un-
der the supposition that it will make
clothes wear longer, It is no wen-
der that ten thousand poets have
made spring popular, and have given
it ‘a reputation that the Garden of
Eden never had.?

Spring consists of a blue sky trim-
med with rain clouds, a warm, se-
ductive breeze lined with rain, hail
and snow, and a green mushy earth
with crocuses and mud puddles all
over it. It is not as pleasant a season
as early summer or early fall, but it is
madly beloved, because it follows
winter, and it feels as good to the
frost-bitten citizen as a piece of pet-
rified sausage would taste to an Arc-
tic explorer who has been living on
fried boot heel.

In spring the birds come back from
the South and take up their regular
jobs as alarm clocks. The trees be-
gin to leave and the tired man takes
kis coal shovel out of the cellar and
digs up the back yard with it in the
hope of production turnips as large as
f()otballs‘, The politician cheers up
and goes after a new office, while the
young man walks around at night, in
the maddening moonlight with his
best girl, and when she smiles at him
the whole universe turns pink and
rosy, and electric sparks a mile long
stab him in his leaping heart.

Deliveries on the order are to be-
gin within forty days after a credit
approximating nearly $91,000,000 has
been established by the British Gov-
crnment, and the whole contract is to
Le filled within the next twelve
months.

It is understood the order for the tin
can containers has been awarded to
tlie Wheeling Can Company of Wheel-
ing (W. Va,)

According to those interested in the
contract it will require about 300,000
000 pounds of beef and about 1,500,000
bags of rice, together with millions of
pounds of white beans, ca s and
onions. Among the American con-
cerns which are to help fill the order
are Libby; Mc¢Neill & Libby, Francis
'l. Leggett, the-Campbell Soup Com-
pany, the Franco-American Soup Con-
pany, Swift & Co., Armour & Co,
Cudahy & Co., and other concerns in
different sections of the United
States and Canada controlled by the
four principal companies forming the
Imperial Canneries, Ltd.

A report that part of the supplies
are to be sent to French and Russiall
troops is denied, it being declared the
entire order is for British troops.

ROYAL ECONOMIES.

Almost half the staff at Jucking-
ham Palace have been “released’” for
duty at the front. The King still al-
lows no wine at table, and there is
now a -short, war-time menw In
dress the ladies of the Royal Family
have long shown an example of self-
donial. Queen Mary also insists on
economies in all the bazaars and
vther entertainments for charities
whizh she recognizes by her name or
presence. She will have nothing to
do with any cause that is not run on
husinesslike lines, and is of opinion
that a good deal too much money is
often wasted cn expenses of charities
vwhere the results are meagre. In her
own household the Queen takes great
trouble to prevent waste at any time.
St e has curtailed many customary
expenses. One of the many Court in-
stitutions she has reduced 'in cost is
the Royal orchestra. At Princess
Christian’s house in. Pall Mall the
door is now opened, not by a*sergeant
fontman or any other grandiose Roy-
al servant, but by a parlour-maid in
a dark-blue uniform.

THE RED POSTERS.

The first of the fox’t}" thousand red
sosters that are being put up in Lon-
dopn callipg out eleven classes of com-
pelled single men appeared on the

walls on February 9th. . They aroused
much less interest than the early Der-
by proclamations. It was not expect-
el wat the summons would be out so
goon. The posiers give a definite
warning to the unattested.single men
of these ages that they have -from
nov: to the end of the month in which
0 join voluntarily. The Parliament-
ary Recruiting Committee is making
a final spurt, and big placards have
appeared everywhere containing tha
mildly witty reminder—“Will you
march too, or wait for March . 277"
The attestation of single men is un-
dorstood to have been going on at a
fairly satisfactory rate since the bill
was introduced, and recruiters ex-
pect a big rush in the last few days of
this month, as‘was the case at the
close of the first Derby period. But
it ceems to 'be.too late for the Pre-'
mie’s hope to be fulfilled—namely,
that voluntary enlistment should
make compulsion a dead letter at the
eloventh hour.

CURTAILMENT OF POSTAL DE-
LIVERIES.

As more than 50,000 ethployees of
tle Post Officc have joined the arm-
ed forces of tne country a further
enrtailment -of postal facilities has be-
come necessary. For some time there
has been a reduetion in the number

of cojlections from pillar boxes, but

henceforth the deliveries will be few-
cr. These services in the past have
been almost superabundant, and wuo
cne can complain of reasonable cur-
tAdilment. The authorities are of opin-
ion tiere should be only two deliverics
of letters per day in most of the Eng-
lish towns and three or feur in great
cities. There is also a prospect ot
csnortening the hours during which
post offices remain open. No decision
has yet been reached on the question
of abolishing Sunday deliveries. Lor-
don people are not concerned in this
matter, as they never Teceive letters
on Sunday.

JAPAN CAPTURING THE TO%

TRADE.

Ore of the chief retailers has given
me sonie particuiars of the position
in the toy trade which suggests that
hopes of Britain capturing this for-
‘merly pre-eminently German industry
n.ust be modified. Up till a certain
date last year the outlook for the en-
ternrising Briitish manufacturer was
promising. - Then the expanding op
erations of the Ministry of Munitions
Legan to put an entirely different com-
2 ion on the situation. Firms
which had contracted to produce toys
were taken over as controlled estab-
lishments and every man who could
use a tool or work a machine was in
request for national work. The effect
wac felt in the Christmas trade. Un-
executed British orders had to be
made good from Japanese and Ameri-
can sources. British retailers, who
liad loyally supported the efforts of
the British makers, are now looking
elscwhere for future supplies. Am-
erica being preoccupied with munri-
tions production, the plums of the
mariet seem likely to be captured hy
Japan, whose abundance of cheap la-
hor serves to balance freights. The
Japatese have a natural gift for toy
making, and subsidised for the mo
ment by their Government, they are
turning out a large and varied assort-
ment of mechanical and other toys
previously supplied by the Germans.

THE ROUMANIAN SITUATION.

A Russian military man no\.v living
in Fngland with whom I have dis-
cussed the possibility of Roumania’s
action gives me many reasons why it
is uniikely at the present momexnt
that Roumania should depart from
her neutrality or that Germany
should force the issue. Though the
Anstro-German forces on her frontier
are not strong, he thought that Rou-
mania alone would not be able to op-
posc them, as she probably has no
anpundance of ammunition, the supply
of which had been stopped by Ger-
mnny.' The :-on'quest of Roumania
would bring an advantage to Germaiu-

mans could set Bulgaria- in. moticn’
against Roumania. A governing point
in Bulgaria’s policy is her relations
with Turkey. Under the rumors of a
Russian landing Bulgfria had let the
Turks into her fortresses, from which
they could not be thrust out. In con-
sequence of this Bulgaria would hard-
ly commit a new’ bdunder in sacrific-
ing her soldiers for no purpese,  and
thus making stronger the .position of
the Turks in Bulgaria. He said ‘that
all the Russian correspondents agreed
that the Bulgarians are glr'eady weary

.of fzhting for German interests. At

the beginning of the war with Serbia
thev were asked to assist Germany
in that campaign. What happened
was that Bulgaria had to fight the
campaign with Germany assisting her.
My informant did not expect any sig-
nificant development of the Rouman-
ian situation for some weeks.

LONDON’S RESERVOIR OF MEN.

An Australian on his first visit to
this country, with whom I talked,
told me that his main impression of
London was that it was full of men,
amnd that he bhad .written to his
iriends “down under” that he could
not iimagine it ever to have been full-
cr. He was frankly astonished and
even sceptical when assured that, to
the accustomed dweller in the Me-
tronolis, it had never seemed so bare
of men, and chat its male reservoir

“wwas daily being further drained. Lon-

don is so vast in itself, and so great a
center for visitors, that a passing
glance reveals nothing of its real life.
It is not to the places of amusement
or certain leading thoroughfares that
one mast look just now to see proot
of thc drain. That is better perceived
in the business establishments, whe-
ther banks or shops, for the male
clerk or assistant has given place to
‘Le female within the past few months
in 2 previously undreamed-of degree,
while women ticket-collectors at the
railway station and conductors on
omnnibuses and tramcars are now so
many as to attract no special note.
They have even invaded the sacred
precincts of the clubs, whether of the
cosy or the caravanserai type, and
prelates at the Athenaeum, politicians
at the National Liberal and the Con-
stitutional, and public men generally
at the Royal Automobile have their
creature comiorts served them by
wailresses. This is an innovation
which, to those who know the rigid
traditions of London club 'life, is not
the least strikiﬁ.g social outcome of
the war.
\

SCARCITY OF MOUTH ORGANS.

The harmony of the British Expedi-
tionary Force is seriously affected by
the present scarcity of mouth organs.

The departure of Ambassador Ger-
ard from Berlin may well arouse sus-
picion in Germany and the United
States as to the real reason for this
remarkable occeurrence. At a time
when relations between the two coun-
tries are most critical, within a few
weeks after the visit of Col. House,
which the Germans hailed as hardly
indicative of the confidence and esteem
in which the President held his Am-
bassador, there comes from' Washing-
ton the explanation that Mr. Gerard
had been urged by Secretary Lansing
“to come home and take a long rest.”
Whether this recall is due to his phy-
sical condition, to his dissatisfaction
with being supplanted at Berlin by
Colonel House, or is the first step to-
ward a rupture of relations with Ger-
many, only subsequent events can an-
swer. It is idle, however, for the De-
partment of State to expect to allay
public suspicion by the assurance that
“there is no significance” in the Am-
bassador’s departure. An Ambassador
does not leave his post upon the ur-
gent request of his own Government
at such a time save for an extraordi-
ary reason. None of Mr. Gerard’'s re-
latives or friends are aware that he is
seriously ill, which warrant .the be-
lief that the ailment concerns either
the relations between the Ambassadonr
and his own Government or between
Germany and his own country.
