THE WAR*

Up to the moment of 
writing a strange silence 
has descended upon the 
news from Russia • Just 
when we would have ex­

pected full details. It is impossible 
to imagine that our Allies have 
ceased, or even paused in, their effort 
which opened so promisingly. So far 
as we know, Brzezany lias not yet 
fallen—it was too much to expect so 
soon. But, as we have said before, 
it is enough if we hear of fierce fight­
ing on the Russian front, for the vic­
tories will come in time from the 
mere process of engaging the enemy 
with forces greatly superior in the 
aggregate.

Tiie resumption of the attack by the 
Russians coincides with another dis-, 
tinct- phase in the fighting to which 
the messages have given too little 
space. This is the great counter­
offensive of the Germans against the 
French on the front covering Laon, 
an offensive which is now declared by 
the French War Office to have failed 
utterly. Our Allies pronounce it the 
greatest effort the enemy has put. 
fortli since Verdun. Its collapse con­
tains the highest significance. Clear­
ly, Retain knows his business. Ni­
velle, whom he has replaced, forced 
from the Germans positions of the ut­
most value, but at a cost even propor­
tionately very high. Retain has de­
liberately “sat down" where he is and 
let the Germans attack. They have 
scarcely budged him. They were un­
der dire necessity of making the at­
tacks and Retain knew it. They have 
made them and in vain.- The most 
logical consequence should now be 
even greater pressure by the British 
in the north and possibly another 
French drive in this same sector. Par­
ticularly will this be so if the Rus­
sians do not relax their efforts. We 
can almost see with our eyes the 
tightening of the whole ring abound 
Germany. Another furious attempt to 
break it has been thrown back and 
the contraction will go on. The outer 
circle will never be broken, but some 
day the inner one will.

It is impossible to disregard the 
seriousness of recent developments in 
China. If fighting has not actually 
occurred, it is Imminent, and the con­

sequences of the whole of this Empire 
possibly being involved In civil war 
might be anything. The immediate 
effect, Iii the direction of Japan, would 
be bad enough, but so far Japan hqs 
not shown her hand in the actual con­
flict. Fortunately everything points 
to its speedy termination, if nothing 
unforeseen occurs, in the victory of 
the Republicans. General Chang 
Hsun’s attempt to re-establish the 
monarchy will almost certainly fail. 
President LI Is a virtual prisoner in 
Peking, but the ex-Premier Tuan Chi 
Jui has put his influence at the head 
of the Republican cause and himself 
at the head of the troops. It is there­
fore to be expected, and certainly hop­
ed, that the message is correct in pro­
phesying the failure of Chang Hsun’s 
coup d’ etat. But a Chinese civil war 
is thè last thing the world can afford 
at the moment, and si) far as the in­
fluence of the Entente Powers will In 
of avail they will exert it to the ut* 
most to avoid such- a disaster.

Another feature of the war is til 
victory this morning of the suppoi 
ers of the Compulsory Service Bill 
a large majority in the Canadian Pari 
liament. It cannot be called a victoi 
for the Government, for the usual pa 
ty lines almost disappeared, many 
prominent Liberals deserting their 
leader and voting for the measure. 
It is rather a victory for the patriots, 
and a most heartening one. It fills up 
the last great gap in the Empire solid­
arity. There is still one left for New­
foundland to fill. Shall we fill it or 
continue to boast a shameful inde­
pendence?

Municipal Council
Mayor Gosling presided at yester­

day’s meeting of the City Council.
The Nfld. Cold Storage Fresh Fish 

Co., Ltd., made application for a two 
inch water service to their plant. The 
daily supply of water would amount to 
85,000 gallons.

The matter was handed to the So­
licitor who will report as to the obli­
gations of the Company and if the 
building Is liable t ocity taxes.

Capt. H. A. Ross, of the Forestry 
Regiment, asked that horses be sent to 
remove debris from the Parade 
Ground.

The Engineer was instructed to have 
the fence around the Parade Ground 
painted.

J. Ellis requested the removal of 
the gallery at the junction of Charlton 
and Coronation Streets.

A discussion took place over the 
changing of the name of the section 
of the street between Hamilton and 
Springdale Streets which has „ been 
known as the continuation of LeMar- 
clina Road.

The Council agrees that LeMarchant 
Road now ends at the White House 
and that Patrick Street continues from 
there to Water Street. The Council’s 
Solicitor reports that at no time has 
the disputed section between Hamilton 
Street and Springdale Street been 
legally known as the LeMarchant 
Road.

The Mayor then addressed the meet­
ing as follows:—

As a result of several interviews 
with the Prime Minister, I beg to re­
port that he has undertaken to recom­
mend to the Legislative Committee 
on the Charter the passing of an 
amendment to the Old Act, which will 
put in force those sections of the 
Charter which make the owner liable 
for the taxes which have heretofore 
been paid by the occupier, and also 
to adjust thé rate so that a discount

of ten per cent, can be given for cash 
payments. I have also specially re­
quested that these sections of the 
Charter empowering the Council to 
take such steps as may be necessary 
to increase the supply of working- 
men’s houses should also be passed, 
and I understand that It will be con­
sidered. It is well to get at least 
these sections passed, but why the 
whole Charter has not been dealt with 
is not satisfactorily explained. The 
Joint Committee of the Legislature 
has not been called together sufficient­
ly often to deal with the Bill, and pre­
sumably it will not be able to report 
to the Legislature this session. The 
harm that has been done to the City 
of St. John’s by the delay of this 
much-needed legislation is serious, 
and sooner or later the citizens will 
find it out, and will lay the blame up­
on the shoulders of those responsible. 
In reference to the finances of the 
city. It will he remembered that a de­
ficit of $13,000 has accumulated during 
the past two years. If the water and 
sewerage rates were paid by citizens 
when due, there would be no defiicit. 
and if the Charter had been passed
In the 1916 session. might easily

tax of $4.00 for every Telephone in 
use in the City. The justice of this 
claim is so obvious that it hardly needs 
argument. The Telephone Company 
has enjoyed a franchise in the City 
and has used the City Streets for that 
purpose. The City has been preclud­
ed from obtaining a tax from the 
Company on the plea of rights under 
the Anglo-American Telegraph Com­
pany’s charter.

10. Places on record the beneficial 
effects of Prohibition, (a) In the im­
proved habits of the- slaves to intoxi­
cants, (b) That vve sec that the medi­
cal fraternity use not their liberty as 
an occasion to the flesh.

11. That the Conference direct the 
attention of the Government to the 
flagrant violation of the Lottery Act,

12. That conditions exist in St. 
John’s that render a Central Mission 
a necessity.

13. The names of Revs. Dr. Bond, 
T. W. Atkinson and James Wilson 
were added to the Standing Com­
mittee.

Previeas to 9 A. M.
AMERICANS 15 TRAINING.

PARIS, July 5.
The two battalions of American 

troops which parade! in Paris yes­
terday, have gone to the permanent 
American training camp. Other units 
of the first expeditionary force which 
arc now at a French port, will leave 
shortly for camp instruction. It is 
expected the entire expedition will be 
encamped by July IS. Major Gener­
al Wm. L. Sibert will command the 
camp.

FORMALLY PRESENTED.
WASHINGTON, July 5.

Poris Bakhmietieff, head Of the 
Russian Mission, was formally pre­
sented to President Wilson to-day 
as the first Ambassador to this coun­
try under the new Government.

PRISONERS CAPTURED.

PARIS, July 5.
From April 15th to June 30th the 

French and British troops on the west 
front captured 63,222 prisoners, In­
cluding 1,278 officers, says an official 
summary of operations issued to-day. 
The war material taken in the same 
period includes 509 guns, 503 trench 
mortîtes, and 1,318 machine guns.

HALIFAX, July 6.

friction. I doubt whether the British 
nation has yet done its whole duty in 
this respect. The essential things 
are: 1st, the nation must be given 
clear orders what to do and sufficient 
information to enable it to carry out 
the orders; 2nd, the orders must be 
obeyed whether congenial or not; 
3rd, there must be mutual confidence 
between the industrial population, as 
in the army and the navy. There 
comes a time ih warring nations when 
the strain is heavy, when a little ex­
tra effort will suffice to turn the 
scalfe. In this war, final victory will 
incline to the side that can best en­
dure. America’s entry brings us 
fresh hope, fresh reserves of strength 
and power.

Discussion on a three million dollar 

loan for War purposes occupied the 
attention of the House of Assembly 
for the greater part of yesterday after­
noon’s sitting.

The House met at 3.15 and after a 
few petitions were presented from the 
Government side business ceased. 
None of the Opposition members 
were present, and after a delay of 
twenty minutes, during which the 
Government members kept themselves 
engaged chatting, reading newspapers, 
etc., the Minister of Marine and Fish­
eries rose and said to the Speaker, 
“There's a quorum in the House; why 
not go on with the business?"

The Premier stated that there was 
nothing to do yet.

The Speaker was ail but exhausted 
from ringing the bell calling the Oppo­
sition members, who were in private 
conference in their room and the Gov­
ernment side were wondering and 
seemed very anxious to know what it 
was all about At 3.50 the Opposition 
members hove in sight and the 
Speaker started to read the Order 
Paper.

The House went into Committee on 
Army and Navy Resolutions to au­
thorise a Loan of three million dol­
lars with which to pay the loan of a 
million and a quarter dollars already 
advanced by the British Government, 
to pay the Naval Reservist^ their back 
money and make their pay equivalent 
to that of members of the Regiment 
and also to pay the regimental expen­
ses up to June 30th, 1918. The Fin­
ance Minister who introduced the Re­
solutions, stated that the cost of the 
war monthly, made Up in the equip­
ment, transportation and wages of 
our men, was $150,000. The Leader of 
the Opposition and Mr. Clift asked up­
on what principle this amount was 
based. The former, on being told that 
the cost for the last three months was 
$450,000, considered it' an under-esti­
mate, as it appeared to him that the 
continual increase in the strength of 
the Regiment now was not calculated 
on. He also did not see why the 
large surplus revenue for last year 
could not be utilized to meet some of 
the war expenditure.

The Fin. Minister became angry, 
disapproved of the splitting of hairs 
and said it was an easy matter for one 
to come into the House and cross- 
examine on figures. Meanwhile, he 
added, if there is a shortage in the 
direction referred to next year it will 
be paid out of the surplus revenue.

Mr. Clift expressed his dissatisfac­
tion with the principle, pointing out 
that the matter was too important to 
pass over without lengthy considera­
tion.

The Fin. Minister said he had given 
all the information he had in his pos-

the rest of it.
The Colonial Secretary stated that 

the detailed information would not be 
available for some time as it was in 
the hand of the Admiralty who had 
been written regarding the matter.

The Leader of the Opposition again 
drew the attention of the House to the 
desirability of appointing a War Min­
ister to be directly responsible to the 
House for the expenditure of war 
monies.

The Premier agreed ^vitli the re­
marks of the Leader of the Opposition 
that the House should be conversant 
with the manner in which war ex­
penditures were made. He said all 
the accounts from the o'utbreak of the 
war will be tabled shortly.

The Finance Minister then moved 
the Committee to rise until further In­
formation is available.

Supply was then taken up and the 
remaining votes . passed, it being 
stated that the Supplemental Supply 
would be brought down to-day.

The Bill respecting the exportation 
of timber was read a second time. It 
provides for the exportation to Canada 
and the United States of pit props qut 
before January 1st, 1917.

The Premier explained that the 
reason of this Bill was that- a half 
million dollars worth of pit props had 
been lying on the banks for a consid­
erable time. They could not be ship­
ped, owing to the scarcity of tonnage.

The Leader of the Opposition 
thought there would be just as much 
difficulty experienced in getting ton­
nage to carry pit props to the States 
as to the Old Country and he question­
ed whether it paid to export them to 
the States. His remarks, however, 
were not meant in the way of criti­
cism. In passing he looked for redress 
for some pit prop cutters who were' 
not yet paid by the contractors.

Before the House adjourned Mr. 
Coaker drew the attention of the 
House to the shortage of salt in the 
city, notwithstanding the views of a 
morning contemporary to the con­
trary. He requested that some action 
be taken immediately to prevent the 
price from advancing, as big atocks 
were being hoarded up by the mer­
chants. He had tried yesterday.to get 
five thousand hogsheads, but only one 
was obtainable. He demanded .that 
the Premier provide for further stock.

GERMANS THROWN BACK.
Frencli Front in France, July 4 (by 

Associated Press)—After their strong­
est effort since Verdun, the Germans 
found themselves thrown back every­
where to-day along the 11-mile front 
on Chemin des Dames, leaving the 
ground thickly strewn with dead and 
having failed to take even one French 
soldier a prisoner. The French lines 
remained intact, and a French Com­
manding General who watched pp- - 
erations throughout from the front 
trenches was able to declare to-night 
that not a single yard of territory had 
been lost The Germans came for­
ward everywhere in closest formation 
and in successive waves preceded by 
famous “shobk ’ troops” were mown 
down by French fire. At the first on­
slaught in the vicinity of Cerny and 
on’ California Plateau, the French 
were obliged to give way, but their 
yielding was only momentary, and 
a counter attack remedied the slight 
dent at once, and to addition gave 
them possession of the German 
trenches in the vicinity of Cerny, 
which they held. The German infan­
try appeared to have all the dash 
taken out of them by the French de­
fence, and made no attempt to re-- , 
gain the ground. lost by the French 
reaction. Their artillery throughout 
the day, however, maintained a 
sweeping fire, hut its effects were 
minimized by the enemy’s lack of ob­
servation posts.

BBIT1SH CAPTURES SINCE THE 
WAR

LONDON, Juty 5.
Since the beginning of the war the 

British captured 117,776 prisoners, ex­
clusive of natives taken prisoners in 
African campaigns, many of whom 
have been released, said Major Gen­
eral Maurice, director of military op­
erations, at the war office to-day. 
The British have lost to the enemy 
51,088 men, including Indian and na­
tive troops. Those figures take In 
all theatres of war. The British have 
captured 730 guns, and lost 133 dur­
ing the war. Of the guns lost 37 were 
recaptured, and 98 are remaining to 
enemy hands. Eighty-four were lost 
by the British on the west front early 
to the war. The British have not lost 
a stogie gun on the west front since 
April 1915, said the General.

ITALIAN SHIPPING LOSSES.
PARIS. July 5.

The Italian Gover^nent announces 
that only one Italian merchant ship 
eight small sailing ships and four 
fishing barques were sunk by sub­
marines during the week ending July 
1. According to a Havas despatch 
from Rome, during that period 340 
merchant ships cleared from Italian 
ports and 610 arrived.

WOMEN SOLDIERS.
PETROGRAD, July 5.

The colors of the first detachment 
of the Petrograd women’s regiment 
were blessed in the Square of St. 
Isaac’s Cathedral to-day. More than 
200 women with their hair closely 
cropped and in full uniform were 
present, and armed with rifles; Cos­
sacks and sailors furnished a guard 
of honor. Subsequently, the women 
paraded through Neva sky, Prospect 
and other streets, carrying banners 
with the inscriptions, “Death is bet­
ter than shame” and "Women, do not 
ive your hands to traitors.”

SPAIN SITUATION.
WASHINGTON. July 5.

Spanish Ambassador Juan Riano 
to-day received despa telles from Spain 
refuting the recent reports of inter­
nal disturbances published in 
France, on the basis of which lie 
makes this statement: The situation 
in Spain is completely normal. Ab­
solute tranquility prevails every­
where, and there Is no reason for 
supposing that there are political 
or social disturbances. There is, 
however, manifest interest in creating 
an atmosphere of doubt and of alarm 
by iheans of false rumors circulating 
daily, which fcfrjtunately very soon 
find contradiction in facts. *1

OTTAWA, July 5.

An official announcement for the 
calling of a Liberal convention for 
the four provinces west et the great 
lakes to convene in Winnipeg August 
7th and 8th, was made Ue-jAght.
