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Fish Regulations.
The debate on the Fish Ex­

port Regulations is being con­
tinued at the Board of Trade 
Rooms this afternoon, an ad­
journment having taken place 
from Tuesday. So far as the 
discussion has gone, the various 
speakers taking part have not 
thrown much light on the mat­
ter, and the general public and 
outport shippers are still wait­
ing to know what it all means, 
and just where the latter fits 
into the new regulations. So 
far as the big fish exporters 
outside St. John’s were concern­
ed, the rules were put into force 
without even consulting them 
or asking an opinion either by 
wire or letter, consequently 
having been thus ignored, it 
cannot be expected that they 
will look with faVor upon the
latest ukase.

* * * * • *
So far as the Hawes combine 

is concerned, there is nothing 
to prevent them entering into 
a "mutual agreement,^ making 
for their own advantage, but if 
it is the intention to force and 
compel by process of legislative 
enactment, all others who do 
not care to be identified with 
such an arrangement, then 
there is created a situation 
which is without parallel, and 
Hawes and the combine become 
a giant monopoly, controlling 
the disposal and sale of every 
cod’s tail shipped from New­
foundland to Europe, the rami­
fications of which may eventu­
ally spread to all the other fish 
markets of the world entered by 
this dominion. The speakers 
thus far in favor of the regula­
tions have but attempted a de­
fence of the agreement made 
between their firms and Hawes. 
They have not denied, however, 
that a connection exists between 
the formation of the Fish Trust 
and the promulgation the 
Export Regulations, which have 
already been pronounced upon 
by the Supreme Court as ille­
gal. Had there been no com­
bine there would not have been 
any necessity for the depart­
mental pronouncement of the 
Minister of Marine and Fisher­
ies. Hence until it is made 
clear that there is absolutely no 
relationship between the two, 
both must be looked upon with 
suspicion and distrust.

The Romance of Lace.
The earliest fabric which deserves 

the name of lace was probably made 
in Egypt.

Most of the "lace" mentioned in the 
early Bible ages was in reality a 
sort of embroidery, and not lace in 
the ordinary sense of the word.

"Very eharming is the derivation 
of the word lace, coming as ft does 
through the old French las, from the 
Latin Ugeeus, a snare, allied to 
lacere, to entice. Hence lape really 
meant something that allures or en­
tices."

So writes Mr. Thomas Wright In 
his interesting book, "The Romance 
of the lame Pillow," describing the 
rise of the lgce industry in this coun­
try. "It Is in the Egyptian lace that 
we find the origin of bobbin work. 
A specimen taken from a mummy 
case is preserved in the Victoria and 
Albert Museum, South Kensington.

"This primitive work was made on 
a frame- consisting of two vertical 
rods which were kept rigid on two 
horizontal bars. Two foundation 
cords were fastened across from one 
vertical bar to the other, one being 
near the top and the other near the 
bottom. The thread to he plaited 
was wound upon these cords. After 
one end had been tied to the top 
foundation cord, the thread was 
wound over and under both cords In 
such a manner as to allow the fin­
gers of the worker's left hand to be 
slipped In between the thread com­
ing in from the front of the top cord 
and the threead coming from the 
back.

"By this means and by using the 
fingers only, the thread!-, were twist­
ed and plaited, the front threads 
dropping hack and the hack threads 
being pulled forward. This plaiting 
was performed in the middle of the 
work. Upon the completion of each 
row a stick was Inserted, and the 
work pushed up and down into posi­
tion. The plaiting finished, the work 
could either be secured firmly In the 
middle or cut across and the ends 
tied, when there would, of course, be 
two articles.”

Other Days, Otter Ways.
The next step towards modern lace 

making was to use several shorter 
lengths of thread Instead of one con­
tinuous one; and to fasten small 
handles, now called bobbins, to the 
ends of these cut lengths with which 
to plait the threads. Later the frame 
was discarded and the work placed 
on a pillow.

The Venetians claim that lace mak­
ing, as we understand It, originated 
with them. They produce documente 
dated 1476 In which are passages men­
tioning fabrics made with bobbins. It 
ie probable, however, that "lacs' 
made its way to Venice from Egypt, 
taking many centuries to do so, and 
from Venice to Flanders.

In 1668 a number of lace makers 
arrived in Kent from Flanders, driven 
from their own country by Philip the 
Second. From all accounts they were 
mostly women, and very industrious.

“The lace they brought with thpm 
was regarded with wonder and admir­
ation. At first, they settled in the 
coast towns of Kent and Sussex. 
Those among them, however, who 
came from the Mechlin (MàHnès) 
country made their way, in 1668, to 
Cranfleld, in. Bedfordshire. A little 
later others found their way into 
Buckinghamshire.''

After the massacre of Saint Bar­
tholomew, in 1672, many Huguenot* 
escaped to England. There were many 
lace makers, mostly from Lille, amo 
them, and they settled down with the 
Flemish colony over hero. As a z 
tarai result, many of the old designs 
of these parts are a combination of 
the two laces, Mechlin and Lille.

When Queen Elizabeth ascended 
the throne, the lace industry in this 
country advanced by leaps and 
bounds. Mary Queen of Scots was also 
a great lover of lace, and she Is said 
to have made much herself during her 
captivity, v

Why is Base at £urton? Why Is 
Burton the great brewing centre of 
the United Kingdom? The answer is 
in one word, "gypsum." Gypsum, 
which chemists call sulphate of lime, 
is a sort of rock which underlies the 
high ground above Burton. The rain 
falling on this catchment area per­
colates slowly down through the gyp­
sum, dissolving it as it goes, until it 
reaches the level of the great wells 
from which it is pumped, when each 
gallon contains about seventy-eight 
grains of this mineral In solution. 
This water, which is what we should 
call extremely hard, is the very but 
for Influencing the ferments which 
take place during the brewing of malt 
liquor.

Rapid Rise.
Brewing baa gone on at Burton for 

centuries. The monks made good beer 
there In the fifteenth osntury, Whet 
they could not consume they sold, 
marking the casks with a cross as en 
emblem that the contenta were good 
and sound.

In 1888 a sailing ship with a cargo 
of pale ale was wrecked in the Irish 
Sea. Three hundred barrels wore sal­
vaged, brought ashore at Liverpool, 
and sold by auction. A week later, 
everyone in Liverpool was asking 
where that wonderful ale cams from. 
The firm of Bass was not slow to take 
the hint, and by 1887 were selling 
fcOOO barrels a year—most of it to 
the North of England.

Two years later the Midland Rail­
way reached Burton and the boom be­
gan is earnest Within the next ten 
years Bass’s output trebbled ; by 1847 
the firm was making 60,000 barrels 
a year; and in 1850 the second brew»- 
ery was built This is known as the 
“Middle” or White Brewery, the old 
one (since rebuilt) is the Red, and 
the third, the biggest of the three, 
was begun in 1863 and finished within 
a year. ■ The latter is called the Blue 
Brewery, as the three together repre­
sent the national colours.

A Union a Day.
The stout vats are at the new 

brewery. They are so big it makes 
you ache to look at them. Gigantic 
casks bound with massive iron hoops, 
each is large enough, if partitioned 
inside, for a family to live in.

It takes eighty people working all 
day and every day Just to print the 
labels used by the House of Bass.

This, I think, is the one small tact 
which helped me more than anything 
else to understand the immensity of 
this gigantic brewing business.

A million of these labels are turn­
ed out daily, most of them bearing 
that red triangle which is the famil­
iar trade-mark of the biggest 
firm in the world.

That trade mark, by the by, is No. 
1 on the roll of British trade marks. 
On the night before the Trade Mark 
act of 1875 became law an 
the firm sat all night on 
of the Registrar’s office to order 
secure for his employers this proud 
position.

The City of London covers Just a 
square mile. The works of Messrs. 
Bass at Burton-on-Trent are a quart­
er as large again. They cover 750 
acres.

The torrent of beer poured out 
yearly requires a stock of 414,000 bar­
rels. These, remember, are for the 
United Kingdom alone, and, of course, 
come back as soon as empty to be 
refilled. The actual output la the 
year 1914 was L500.MO barrels. It 
Is nothing out of the way for the firm 
to send out 6,000 barrels to a day. 
They once dispatched 9,260 In one 
day, which, between them, held 
enough beer to supply a good glass­
ful to every householder In England, 
Scotland, Wales, and Ireland.

In beer duty alone Base’s pay the 
Government nearly £2,000 a day.

To make the beer, the first thing 
needful is barley for conversion into 
malt The twenty-two Bass malb- 
houses in Burton hold 2,000,000 bush­
els of malt, and there are a score of 
malt-houses elsewhere. The total 
capacity is 8,000.000 bushels, or— 
roughly speaking—the produce of 
1004)00 acres of land. This would be 
a field 4,000 acres, larger than the 
whole country of Huntingdon.

To carry Bass's beer about the 
kingdom means a bill of £ 300,000 a 
year, a sum more than sufficient to 
pay the salaries of the whole House 
of Commons. To make the beer, the 
casks, etc., requires the services of 
3,600 men and boys, while to cook the 
malt, to boll the beer and the water 
which makes the beer, and to carry 
on the other operations of the works, 
a little matter of 86,000 tons of coal

CHANGES DT THE STRAND.
Everyone who comes to London 

knows the Strand, hut only those who 
have lived here a long time can pro­
perly weigh up the changes that have 
taken place in that historic thorough­
fare even during the last fifteen years. 
Long ago we had the wiping out of a 
large part of the old Strand with the 
making of Aldwych and Kingsway, 
and later frontages have changed all 
the way along almost. The coming' of 
the moving picture theatres and the 
passport photograph shops have also 
been features. Now I hear that the 
blocks of buildings between Simpson’s 
restaurant and — Wellington Street 
have just been purchased for some­
thing like a million and a hell pounds, 
and the buildings will be cleared away 
and a big new hotel, a newspaper of- 
Ice, and shops set up. The widening 

the Strand will be carried along 
iron the Savoy Hotel. Thpre is no­
thing of architectural and’ little of 
picturesque interest in the bulldifigs 
to be demobilised except that Bur­
gess’s old fish-sauce shop (now a 
kinema, theatre) was one of the old 
London shops with a yard behind and 
a quay of its own on the river, where 
small ships discharged limes and oils 
from Italy. There is still a queer, nar­
row little entry near by, leading to 
steps that descend picturesquely to 
the Savoy churchyard. A large area 
touching the Strand on the other side 
is for rale. It extends north to Long 
Acre ard Great Queen Street, and in­
cludes the freeholds of Drur^^wne, 
the Aldwych, and the Strand TuSktree, 
and Bow Street Police Court. It Is 
part of the Covent Garden estate 
which was acquired by the Beecham 
Trust The sale of the Aldwych site 
to the Bush Terminal Company, jrlll 
furnish the most picturesque change* 
but he Strand and its hinterlands 
from the Savoy Hotel to Australia 
House will soon begin to assume 
striking new shapes and look like a 
metropolitan street !

LONDON’S CRIMINALS’ RETURN.
Not only the public but the people 

are perturbed over the extraordinary 
outburst of crime against both per­
son and property which just now is 
sweeping over the country, and is es­
pecially marked in the Metropolis. 
Cases of Murderous violence are in 
the main popularly attributed to the 
lessened regard for human life, as 
such, which is the not unnatural 
sequel to a vast war, coupled with a 
greater facility in the use of danger­
ous weapons than was known in time 
of prolonged peace. The many bur­
glaries are in a different category, 
and they cannot be put down in a lump 
to the return from abroad of impecuni­
ous men merely looking for loot The 
special feature of them is that they 
are the work of skilled practitioners, 
often provided with motor cars, who 
cautiously prospect the places they 
intend to rob and work together with 
an ease and speed which betoken 
careful discipline and long prepara­
tion. One specially popular line of 
motor car robbery is the plundering 
of tailors’ shops of their whole sup­
plies of cloth. Entry is effected at a 
carefully chosen hour of the evening 
or early morning and the bales of 
cloth packed away one by one on the 
automobile and an escape secured. 
Hold-ups with the use of a revolver

are, of course, now common. Formerly 
they were never seen in London ex­
cept on the screens at the picture 
theatres. Trains, beach, and other 
murders are far too numerous. The 
police officers and the detective ser­
vice are being worked to death, but 
they have more than they can handle 
at present in the way of mysteries to 
solve.

The battle was thus the out­
come of a conjecture built up by a 
man working quietly in a room in 
Whitehall here from the flimsy evid­
ence of a wireless direction-finder.

THE SUBMERSIBLE WARSHIP.
Considering the large number of 

friends Lord Fisher can count among­
st naval architects and engineers, it 
has looked odd to And few of them 
coming out strongly in support of his 
plea for the submersible warship. The 
warship which can flre and deck has, 
of course, more or less always been 
the dream of naval officers, and the 
only difference in the fabric now <s 
that its lines are more vivid in the 
trim Fisher way.

LEGLESS WEAVERS.
The problem of training the serious­

A hut has been 
erected and some half-dozen ex-sold­
iers are being Instructed in weaving 
with hand looms. They are all men 
who have been prevented by their 
disabilities from following their pre- 

1 war occupations, but are now, learn­
ing a trade which not only supplies 
an interest but is remunerative as 
well. It was feared that men wound­
ed in the legs could not learn the 
work as the looms were operated by 
treadles, but one of the men who had 
lost the nse of both legs has Invented 
an adaptation so that he can, by a 
manipulation of weights, do all the 
work with his hands. When these men 
are fully trained they are to be sup­
plied with similar looms In their 
homes, and other men, of whom there 
is » big waiting list, will take their 
places in the hut. The scheme was 
originally the idea of Lady Benson, 
who wanted to flo something in mem­
ory of her husband, Sir Frederick 
Benson, a veteran soldier who died 
in Canada while in charge of remount 
arrangements there,
